`The Super Organ'
BY DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK - Man about
music Dick Hyman, who trained
on the organ, piano, harpsi-
chord, ondioline and you -name -
it -if -it -has -a -keyboard, just
completed his first album util-
izing the Moog synthesizer-
Command's "The Electric Ec-
lectics of Dick Hyman."

Hyman showed up at Record
World to discuss the instru-
ment and his thoughts about
it last week. "The synthesizer
is like a super -organ. It starts
where the conventional instru-
ments leave off. It gets into the
whole realm of sound-uh, ex-
cuse me, noise. Of course, it
can duplicate the sounds of
other instruments, but the fun
of it is to get it to do things
that other instruments can't oo.
There is such a variety of
sounds and noises. If there's
a problem with the synthesizer,
it's that there may be too great
a variety of choices and you
spend a great deal of time de-
ciding which way you're going
to go."

For "Eclectics" Hyman spent
approximately 70 hours in the
studio over a three-month per-
iod, "much more time than I
usually spend on any given
project." And he did this with-

out studying the machine for
any significant amount of time
prior to the sessions. "I wanted
to jump in feet first and see
what would happen. Actually I
did pre -record some rhythm
sections, but it was the num-
bers that were completely im-
provised that were the most
fun-the ones where I started
completely from scratch. It's
fascinating because you can
start out with something in
mind and end up with some-
thing entirely different, because
the machine can take the char-
acteristics of real instruments
and expand them."

... Edit on Them'
"You don't compose on the

synthesizer as much as edit on
them. Most of the pieces on the
album are from three to five
over -dubs. And also from a
composing stand -point you
work with a programmer. In my
case, I had the help of Walter
Sear and I wouldn't want to say
whether I could do more work
without him."

Now that he's jumped in and
gotten his feet wet, Hyman
plans to continue working with
the synthesizer. Of course, he's
constantly in demand as an ar-
ranger (last week the Count
Basie-Kay Starr "How About

He continued: "I've been
talking to Harvey Kurtzman of
Mad Magazine about his writ-
ing and directing a full-length
feature through my company.
(Harvey did a lot of photog-
raphy for special features in
Playboy Magazine.) It would be
a big, free -wheeling comedy,
something on the order of 'It's
a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World,'
with a lot of stars playing
`cameos.' Tony Randall, for one,

is a good friend and I know
he'd do it, and he'd probably
help get some other names, too.
We'd also do some low -budget
films for openers."

Doors, Staples Wow Combo
NEW YORK-Even if most

of the near -capacity crowd at
Madison Square Garden didn't
exactly come to 'hear Stax Rec-
ords' Staple Singers Friday
night, Feb. 24, they were soon
to be caught up in that irre-
sistible rapport which is cre-
ated between a receptive audi-
ence and a group of excellent
performers.
The Staple Singers are experts

at generating an easy going
feeling, and this unique trans-
ference becomes evident in the
mutual hand clapping started
by the Staples and immediately
continued by everyone else.

Their music, of course, rep-
resents a highly developed and
slightly altered gospel style
which is made to fit comfort-
ably into almost any desired
song. Buffalo Springfield's "For
What It's Worth" was echoed
by Jamie Robertson's "The
Weight," and another selection
of material couldn't have been
better. This is not to say that
the Staple Singers try to force
their style into places that
won't fit. When the chance
comes they use it and Mavis
Staple backed by three part
harmonies was the stirring re-
sult.

Surrounded by what appear-
ed to be just less than maxi-
mum security, Jim Morrison
and Elektra's the Doors made
their way quickly to the ele-
vated stage and relative safety
from their frantically scream-
ing admirers. Once safely es-
tablished, there could be no
doubt about the almost omni-
potent presence of one of the
country's most popular groups.

Jim started the set by slick-
ly removing his black leather
jacket and hurling it into the
audience. Five minutes later, a
bit more bruised the people in
that section returned to normal
and the Doors began with their
hit, "Touch Me," complete with
horns and strings.

With the unexpected appear-
ance of Harvey Brooks (play-
ing bass), Morrison went
through "Love Me Two Times"
and "Wild Child." Then just as
mysteriously as he appeared,
Brooks waved and walked off
leaving the Doors to finish up
with "Light My Fire," "Back
Door Man" and the interesting
"When the Music's Over."

And yet the sanctuary of the
stage was not quite holy. Once
or twice during the show there
were attempts by various long-
haired individuals (girls) to
get just a little closer to Jim

than the authorities would per-
mit. They were repelled, how-
ever, and there was no damage
done. But Morrison couldn't
see it that way and soon after
asked a little shyly if anyone
in the audience had a cigarette.
Another five minutes went by
as the police had their hands
full trying to keep the immedi-
ate world from descending on
the grinning lead singer. But
apparently this wasn't enough.
A cigarette without a match is
almost inconceivable, and this
time it took 10 minutes to get
everyone back to order.

When it was all over, the
Doors escaped the same way
they entered, but there cound
be no doubt as to the overall
effect-beautiful.

Taking Care of Business
by Del Shields

They buried Paul Lawrence
Dunbar Chambers, Jr., a few
weeks ago.

His unexpected death did not
attract world-wide attention.
But to those of us in the world
of jazz, we deeply mourn his
loss. The death of a jazz mu-
sician generally symbolizes a
dedicated prophet whose mu -

was always
sical message

geared to the
believers. His
life is one of
extreme sacri-
fice that has
few rewards
outside of this
ability to com-
municate.

Del Shields We did not
memorialize Paul as we've done
with other musicians. We feel
strongly that jazz partisans
must end this self sacrifice and
inadvertant self emulation of
artists and begin doing some
constructive planning to assist
our musicians.

After all-let's face the issue
squarely. A jazz musician gives
not only of his talent but his
life. Despite the low economic
return for his talent hundreds
of young jazz men are still
selecting the life as a means
for their full expression. If
they are selfish it is only be-
cause they feel the artistic re-
gards are more important and
they wish to do their own thing.

Is it not possible that at this
point in our history as estab-
lished institutions are being
challanged in this world of
rapid change that the jazz
world can take a serious look
at itself and try some changes.

Give Dignity in Death

It seems to us that the least
we can do is give a musician
some dignity in death since we
are remiss at doing this while
he lives.

Is the musician's welfare
fund enough to ease the pain
of the deceased's family? Or
are the shoddy memorial con-
certs, with the parade of
friends and foes playing to an

audience which seeks the ben-
efit of the bargain priced con-
certs, all we can offer?

What of Record Companies?
And what of the record com-

panies who benefit substantially
especially, when a musician
passes-especially if the de-
ceased did not take care of his
legal work? It seems that with
the rash of albums which find
their way to the record stores
in brand new colored reproduc-
tions and are gobbled up by a
public who has suddenly dis-
cored the artist upon his death
that some type of proceeds
could be set up for the family.

It is difficult in a business
society to apply human yard-
sticks. When I look at the base-
ball players who have pension
funds and are seeking a larger
share of the pie. Why can't we
do this for the artist?

In our society, is a baseball
or football player worth more
than an artist? I say NO. They
both have values but we de-
mean our artists and strip them
of the opportunity to function
as dignified human beings.

It is strange that our society
seems to operate on the pre-
mise that only as long as a
man is useful he should be
compensated. When his services
are no longer required we send
him out to the pasture to watch
the sun go down and die.

Not Only Jazz Musicians
Of course, this does not only

concern jazz musicians. I some-
times wonder if there is some-
thing wrong with a country
that does not seek full use of
ex -presidents. Certainly, the
chief executive of this country
must have gained some knowl-
edge of the processes of gov-
ernment that would be helpful
to his predecessor. Or do we
say that since he can sell his
memoirs for a million dollars
and build a library named after
him that this is sufficient com-
pensation.

Do we not owe as a society
and especially in the music
business something to a Cole-
man Hawkins or a Ben Web-
ster? Can we remain so cal-

loused that 30 years' contri-
bution to this music can be re-
duced to reproduction of old
masters?

Or are we to remain a synthe-
tic society that causes the New
York Times to devote six col-
umns to the death of Boris
Karloff while Ralph McGill
Pulitizer Prize winner and one
of the most important voices
the South has ever had, earns
only six paragraphs?

What about music? The
touching essay written by Bob
Sour, former President of BMI,
still lingers with me: "The Day
Music Stopped."

The day we no longer have
music will be a silent period
here on earth. And we must
give thought to making our art-
ists aware that we DO care.

KPFK-FM-Pioneer In
Underground Radio

By CLAIR BRUSH
KPFK-FM, Los Angeles

The newest thing on the FM
radio scene is the emergence
of the so-called underground
radio station. Within the past
two years this phenomenon has
become a real consideration for
record companies, advertisers
and artists. Underground radio
is free (by AM radio standards,
at least) to program creatively,
to play album cuts, to incor-
porate spot announcements into
their "sound." This audience
has expanded enormously due
to word-of-mouth and puffs in
the underground newspapers.

Around 10 Years

To one elite (in number and
in stature) segment of the Los
Angeles population, however,
underground radio has been
around for almost 10 years.
That segment is aware of
KPFK-FM, 90.7, the 110,000 -
watt Pacifica station-listener-
sponsored, non-commercial, and
definitely underground in terms
of the programs presented on
the station. The second most
powerful FM station west of
the Mississippi, KPFK has lis-
teners throughout Southern
California, and, climactic con-
ditions allowing, in Mexico and
Arizona and sometimes Nevada.

Long (before Arlo Guthrie's
"Alice's Restaurant" was re-
leased on a commercial record-
ing, Pacifica stations (including
WBAI in New York and KPFA
in San Francisco) broadcast a
tape recorded in the WBAI
studios of this now -classic
routine. Theodore Bikel did a
weekly live "hoot" on KPFK
just preceding the great folk
boom (remember the Kingston
Trio?), and when the Mothers
of Invention made their first
album the first (and only for a
while) station to play it was
KPFK.

Partch Always Heard
KPFK is also the bastion of

underground classical music.
Composer Harry Partch, only
now beginning to be recognized,
has been heard on the station
since its inception. Cage, Stock-
hausen, Padre Antonio Soler,
Varese, electronic music-as
well as complete operas, lesser -
known composers-are stand-
ards for the KPFK audience.
Penderecki's "Threnody for the
Victims of Hiroshima" was
heard on KPFK nearly two

years ago. And even more im-
portant, KPFK provides an out-
let for musicians to be heard.
Untried, unrecorded, unwel-
come in those elegant A&R
lairs, they come to KPFK and
find open ears and minds.

`No Avant -Garde'

Edgar Varese said, "There is
no avant-garde, there are only
people who are a little late."
KPFK, in that sense, has been
right on time for the 10 years
of its existence-not only in
music broadcasts, but in drama
(the only station to broadcast
live theater; the only station
to incorporate poetry readings,
happenings, readings of short
stories and novels into its reg-
ular format), public affairs
(Pacifica stations paved the
way by their fearless examina-
tions of issues for radio and
television broadcasts now called
"innovative"), and even pro-
grams for young people ("The
Hobbit" takes great precedence
over "Dick and Jane").

Won Every Award

The KPFK News and Views
program, broadcast from 5:30
to 7 Monday through Friday
evenings, won the Radio & Tele-
vision News Association's Gold-
en Mike award for 1968, as
did the KPFK documentary "I
Have a Dream" based on the
life of the late Rev. Martin
Luther King. KPFK has won
every major'broadcasting award
for distinguished programming,
and along with its two sister
stations was praised by former
FCC Chairman E. William
Henry for its pioneer broad-
casts.

Listeners Support Station
With Yearly Contributions

Listeners support KPFK with
yearly contributions. The sta-
tion is non-commercial, and
this is its only means of
support. Some 10,000 people in
Southern California feel that
their tax-deductible contribu-
tion is being used to create
radio that is underground, but
not self-consciously so; radio
that truly broadcasts in the
public interest. A monthly
Folio, listing each program
broadcast on KPFK along with
articles and illustrations, is
sent to listener -sponsors.

CANNES -In a nutshell, MIDEM has become a "must" for the
music industry and has crystallized into a music publishers and
indie producers haven for doing business with all corners of
the musical world.

Obviously, the big record companies are going to take a back
seat from now on, since they already have their world organiza-
tions set up, and it seems that the main function of such world
companies as EMI, Philips and Deutsche Grammophon, who were
present with just a bare skeleton force, had other channels of
thought, not to present or acquire, but rather to observe and
digest the happenings at MIDEM for their future tactical action.

It seems that the trading of copyrights and masters has become
a lot like the Canadian fur -trappers who came down from the
cold north to show their wares, and reap the gains.

The Achilles heel of MIDEM was the time element and travel,
plus costs for the indie producer or indie record company who
were not present. And they seemed more than important by their
absence, bringing the realization that MIDEM has become a
necessity for more money in their pockets, and demanding their
presence, either pesronally, or represented, in the future.

Not only was there a heavy exchange of copyrights and mas-
ters, but a re -stimulation of "new ideas" and "new methods" of
sales and promotion Which often took place, not at business hours,
but over a bottle of wine, late at night in a French café.

The Gala nights and the presentation of MIDEM trophies
(awards to successful, current recording artists) provided a
bright spot for the hard-working "MIDEMers," and a shot in the
arm for the next day's strenuous work. Not only were the shows
televised live to French audiences, but they also were filmed by
foreign television networks for later TV programming in the
various foreign countries.

Unfortunately, there were not enough seats present to accom-
modate all those attending, and caused inconvenience. But no
one really minded. Outstanding performance was by Joe Tex,
American showman, and his band. Joe did a European TV "first"
by breaking all stereotype rules of European TV, and fetching
people from the audience to dance with him on stage, working
with the public present and creating an electrifying atmosphere!

Carl Perkins Day
JACKSON, TENN. - Al-

though Carl Perkins' blue suede
shoes literally turned to gold
Tuesday evening, Feb. 4, the
songwriting-guitar picking man
couldn't see them for the tears
in his eyes.

Hundreds of neighbors and
friends-who gathered at a
Jackson -held banquet to pay
tribute to Perkins-watched as
the man who started life as a
sharecropper's son received
praises from around the world
and a memento plaque contain-
ing a gold -leafed pair of his
own shoes.

Climaxing five days of sur-
prise activities for Perkins,
which began the instant he
stepped off the plane in Jack-
son following a Vietnam tour
of the Johnny Cash Show, the
stunned innovator of country -
rock music sat facing the multi-
tude of admiring banquet
guests and heard "This Is Your
Life-Carl Perkins."

This included personal sur-
prise appearances of people
who encouraged Perkins in his
poverty-stricken days.

One was a fourth grade
teacher who let Perkins play
hs guitar in the school's "brass
band" because he didn't have
money enough to buy a horn.

Telegrams and letters of con-
gratulations and admiration,
hailing from all parts of the
world as well as government
dignitaries and friends, were
read and presented to Perkins.

Presented Plaques
He was also presented a

plaque by Bill Denny, his pro-
ducer and President of Cedar -
wood Publishing Co., for whom
Perkins is an exclusive writer,
containing a sheet music copy
of "Daddy Sang Bass." The hit
-recorded by Cash-was written
by Perkins, who terms it an
autobiography which reflects
his early days in the cotton -
fields.

Other citations included a
presentation from BMI.

The Tiptonville, Tenn., na-
tive, who mastered an eighth
grade education and first
started his picking on a cigar -
box and broomstick guitar made
by his father, wiped away his
tears and in an emotion -packed
voice said, "blessed them all."

Emcee Archie Campbell
closed the festivities on a
standing ovation.

Preceding the banquet, Per-
kins experienced four days of
tribute from his "hometown of
27 years." A member of Cash's
hit show-and a longtime per-
sonal friend of Cash-Perkins
received tributes from every

marque, business sign, news-
paper and radio station in Jack-
son. There wasn't a five-minute
time lapse on the radio broad-
casts that he wasn't being
saluted, and one station ran a
30 -minute special on his life.

Rose to Fame in '55
Carl first rose to fame in

1955 with his penning and rec-
ording of "Blue Suede Shoes,"
which was written on a potato
sack in a Jackson housing pro-
ject and ended up selling two
million records for Perkins in
addition to renditions by Elvis
Presley and others.

Perkins, whose own release
of "Restless" on Columbia is
scaling the charts, has also
seen other of his songs become
hits-like "Matchbox" by the
Beatles.

Contributions to Humanity
Seldom publicized, but fre-

quently performed, are the
multitude of personal contri-
butions Carl Perkins makes to
humanity.

One cited during the banquet
told how he visited many of
the boys in the hospital during
the recent Vietnam tour. He
brought back names, addresses
and telephone numbers of
nearly 100 of them and during
the few brief moments of free
time he was allotted during his
hectic four days, Carl Perkins
was placing long distance calls
to families across the country-
telling them he'd just spoken
to their sons and related per-
sonal messages from each of
the boys.

Jackson, Tenn., literally
rolled out the red carpet for
Carl Perkins. It didn't just pay
tribute to him one night at a
single testimonial dinner-it
proclaimed Feb. 4 as "Carl Per-
kins Day" and spent days hon-
oring it.
