"While many record com-
panies have often talked about
concentrating on this area of
broadcasting, little has been
really done to work with the
`little guy.' Scepter feels that
giving the little guy the rec-
ognition he's looking for will
pay big dividends."

Jad Multiple 3-D Cover Firsts
NEW YORK - Jad Records

has become the first label to
program multiple use of three-
dimensional (3-D) album cov-
ers to establish merchandising
continuity for a recording art-
ist, diskery President Danny
Sims announced.

The new "Soul Folk" album
by Johnny Nash (who's with
"You Got Soul" and "Hold Me
Tight") features a 51/2" square
full color 3-D photo of the art-
ist. Protectively set into the
cover so that it cannot be de-
tached or damaged, the photo
uses the "lenticular printing"
process developed by the Visual
Panographics division of
Cowles Communications, Inc.,
in cooperation with Eastman
Kodak.

Sims said the special "lentic-
ular printing" process "gives
these 3-D pictures an unusually
sharp depth, roundness and fo-
cus. There are none of the
rough or fuzzy edges that have
weakened the visual effect of
other 3-D pictures used for al-
bum covers."

Half a dozen 3-D photos have
been shot of Nash and will be
used to highlight the artist's
album covers in future releases
over the next two years, Sims
said.

The "lenticular printing"
process involves a special cam-
era operated by an electronic
console with a screen inter-
posed between lens and film.
The screen breaks up the photo

into thousands of tiny slivers.
The photo is then lithograph-
ically printed in four colors.
Molten plastic is flowed over
the picture like ink. At the
same time the plastic is em-
bossed, thus creating thousands
of lenses which give the three-
dimensional effect.

Jad National Sales Manager
Gerry Cousins said a special
rack jobber campaign to pro-
mote the "Soul Folk" album is
already underway. Miss Cous-
ins also announced that the 3-D
album will list for $4.98 as
against Jad's regular list of
$4.79.

"Being an integral part of
a major motion picture and tel-
evision company opens up
many new and exciting areas
of exploitation for our present
roster of performers and pro-
ducers," Uttal said, "Also, it
makes it possible for us to at-
tract and develop important
new talent that might other-
wise have gone to other organi-
zations. By joining the Colum-
bia Pictures Industries family
these people will have an op-
portunity to take advantage of
the wide variety of outlets pro-
vided for them. These include,
in addition to motion pictures
and television, the music pub-
lishing activities of the Screen
Gems -Columbia Music and
Roosevelt Music divisions."

Bell's independent and ag-
gressive approach has not been
limited to just one area of the
contemporary music scene. Its
records have scored on all mu-
sical fronts-pop, country and
western, rhythm and blues, and
"good listening." Moreover, in

recent months, its activities
have brought it success on the
international scene as well.

Atlantic's Len Sachs

Following Up The
Sales Meeting

By DAVE FINKLE
NEW YORK - Len Sachs,

Vice President of Marketing
at Atlantic/Atco Records, was
talking about how to follow up
a sales meeting where $8 mil-
lion in products is ordered
(which is what just happened
at Atlantic).

"In essence," he said, "the
key is to help the distributors
sell the product, because we
are not inclined to overload
our distributors. We will work
closely with budgets and ex-
penditures and encourage dis-
tributors to take their own ini-
tiative."

Sachs said that the company
relies on a combination of sales
patterns to establish product
and noted that one of the new-
est is in-store demonstration
albums. He said that these
"had been made and used
successfully. They differ from
regular albums and give
greater company identification
and help clerks in stores."

"Because of the highly spe-
cialized nature of records,"
Sachs said, "all our sales ef-
forts are designed to reach
the record -buying public
through appropriate media.
That's why you won't see an
ad for an album on the sub-
way, but you will see and hear
ads on radio and TV, especially
radio, which both cater to the
record -buyers."

Sachs pointed out that buy-
ing radio time only for a hew
group, which is a trend these
days, seems "to be reaching
the point of diminishing re-
turns. You have to buy radio
time as part of an overall con-
cept. The best return in my
opinion is on the potential
blockbuster. New product has
to be approached in a total pro-
gram accompanied by all facets
of advertising."

Campaigns Have Effect

Sachs observed that the cam-
paigns have their effect be-
cause he has been at first New
York concerts of groups where
enthusiastic audiences have
called out requests for specific
cuts from albums. "Kids be-
come familar with groups in
an amazingly short time," he
said.

Among other merchandising
aids, Sachs said that displays

are still important and that
tie-ins with dealers are bene-
ficial.

In conjunction with the At-
lantic publicity department,
Sachs keeps aware of all media,
and, most especially these days,
the underground press. "In many
cases nowadays," he said, "the
same routes followed with
underground product are fol-
lowed with R/B product, be-
cause their audiences overlap.

Extremely important to
Sachs are distributors incen-
tive programs. "The idea,"
Sachs said, "is to get the prod-
uct into the store, displayed
prominently, and ultimately in-
to the consumer's homes. With
distributor incentive programs,
we get perhaps a little more
attention for our product."

"It's always our desire,"
Sachs said in summation, "to
spend money as often as pos-
sible in areas that bring speci-
fic returns for the investment."

During the past 10 years, Co-

lumbia Records has achieved
the highest number of gold
LPs in the record industry.
Columbia artists have earned
92 gold LPs, and Epic artists
have earned three, a total of 95
gold albums in all. Each of
these gold LPs represents one
million dollars in album sales
and is certified by the RIAA.

Columbia's top gold achiever
is Andy Williams, whose even
dozen gold records is topped
only by the Beatles' 13 gold
LPs. The next highest achiever
for Columbia is Mitch Miller,
whose albums have brought
him 11 gold records. Colum-
bia artists Barbra Streisand
and Johnny Mathis each have
8 gold LPs. Miss Streisand has
won more gold records for her
albums than any other female
performer in the recording in-
dustry.

Columbia's folk-rock duo
Simon and Garfunkel has
achieved a gold record for
every one of their five LPs:
"Wednesday Morning, 3 A.M.,"

Veterans of underground radio have now be-
gun to move into establishment radio with the
guerrilla tactics (like taste, hipness and sen-
sitivity) they learned by programming records
for alternative radio.

One of these broadcasters is Al "Jazzbo" Collins, who has left
L.A. underground stereo operation, KMET-FM, to

join the Los Angeles NBC affiliate, KFI-an AM operation that
with 50,000 watts clear channel reaches the entire west coast
and even some South Pacific islands. "The sleeping giant is
coming awake," says Collins of the KFI operation, which has
retained the programming services of Ted Randal. Collins feels
the station will be doing something very hip, probably a good
MOR direction. The new concept for KFI was unannounced when
we interviewed Collins.

Jazzbo feels he got a great education in underground pro-
gramming that will aid his evening show at KFI, even though
he is far more restricted in the new gig than when he was
working in the previous situation. "I got a good foundation in
contemporary music that will stand me in very good stead in
determining where music is going," he said. "It'll be a long time
before a 50,000 watter gets into what the 'workshop' stations
are doing now, but what I learned programming rock is going
to hasten the day at KFI, I can tell you that."

With a colorful career that goes back almost as far as modern
radio, Collins is one of the medium's legends. He began in radio
in Miami, and worked a number of small stations before landing
a half-hour late evening jazz show at WIND in Chicago in 1945.
The engineers in Chicago are musicians, and one of them (he
can't remember which) first tagged him with the nickname
"Jazzbo" right before his first show for IND, and the resulting
concept that took him to the top of the trade in New York on
WNEW and later for NBC Monitor was born.

He got into the San Francisco rock scene while doing his
"Grotto" Show on KSFO in San Francisco, and when the oppor-
tunity to work at KMET presented itself, he grabbed it. In the
six months or so that he has been featured on the station in a
daytime slot, he has built a sizable audience among hip listen-
ers, by playing a discriminating selection of all kinds of music.

"I believe in playing anything good, not trying to judge what
will become a hit. I think the listener should decide what he
likes." Another definite opinion Collins holds regarding disk
jockeys is that unless they know what they're talking about, they
should keep their mouths shut and play music. "We have too
much power, more than we realize at times. If a guy is well in-
formed, then he should speak his mind. But just because he has
an open microphone doesn't mean he has to say something. When
in doubt, play more music."

NEW YORK -Walt Disney's

son, President of the Disney
record and music divisions,
last week at a cocktail party
he flew in from California es-
pecially to host at Danny's
Hide -Away.

Johnson mentioned that the
Storyteller LP of "Jungle
Book" had been awarded a gold
record and is believed to be the
first children's record so hon-
ored.

In England at the recent
Record Retailer's Awards, the
Disneyland label - only two
years old - was given the
award as the Best -Selling Inde-
pendent Label on LPs in the
U. K. This award was achieved
almost solely because of the
sales of the "Jungle Book" LP
in that country, it was re-
vealed.

On the continent of Europe,
however, not only is "Jungle
Book" outgrossing "Mary Pop -
pins" in many situations, but
the sale of the "Jungle Book"
LP is superior to that achieved
by the "Mary Poppins" record.
Even though the film in France
is still in first -run situation
and has not gone into general
release at all, "Jungle Book"
records are among the best
selling in that country. Sales
are very substantial in all the
other countries of Europe,
Johnson noted.

"It is in Sweden, however,
that the most remarkable sales
success has been had. The cri-
terion for a gold record in
Sweden is the sale of 25,000
LPs. But, Sweden has another
and superior award, a Diamond
Record, which is awarded after
sales of 50,000 LPs. According
to our representative in Swed-
en, at the rate 'Jungle Book'
is selling, this Diamond Award
will be achieved in the next
couple of weeks. Only one oth-
er LP in the history of the rec-
ord business in Sweden has
ever made a Diamond Award,
and this was an LP by a local
Swedish artist," continued
Johnson.

"Because of the strength of
the Disney film and merchan-
dising sales force around the
world (many of the Disney Eu-
ropean offices were established
as early as the middle '30s),
we were able to super -impose
our music and record activities
on these already -established
offices and thus have been in a
position to capitalize on the
strength of such musical block-

busters as 'Mary Poppins' and
'Jungle Book.'

"We are the manufacturers
of our own records in the Unit-
ed Kingdom, France, Germany,
Italy and Canada, and handle
our records through licensing
arrangements in the other
countries of the world. All told,
we are represented as either
manufacturers or through li-
censing arrangements in 28
countries.

"In addition to the United
States, we have our own music
publishing firms in Canada,
Australia, England, France,
Germany and the Scandinavian
countries."

With such musical motion
picture plums on the horizon
as "The Aristocrats," the all -
cartoon feature now in the
works and utilizing the voices
of Phil Harris, Eva Gabor and
many other stars; and the com-
bination live -action cartoon
"Bedknob and Broomstick" fea-
ture, the Disney music com-
panies and record companies
are, understandably, looking
forward to many happy and
profitable years.

HOLLYWOOD -Self-created,

colorful paintings, pink, fur -
covered stools, star and moon
crescent -designed silks, wind
chimes and a myriad of unus-
ual instruments. . . .

Seemon, Joise, Maijke and
Barry -the Fool -have ingen-
iously built a euphoric world
for themselves and their fol-
lowers via their creative en-
deavors. The foursome who
come from Amsterdam and
Britain have adeptly dabbled
in all art forms including the
designing of clothes, decorat-
ing the Beatles' Apple Boutique
in London, painting, composing
and entertaining.

The Fool thus far have been
affluently successful in all of
their enterprises, but according
to their belief in predestination
everything which has trans-
pired is supposed to have hap-
pened. The group also claims
that they perceive much of
their wisdom through the use
of the prophetic deck of cards
called the Tarot. They acquired
their name after one of the
Tarot symbols.

A pseudonym for the Under-
ground emergence would be
the Aquarium Age. The Fool
explained, "Once every 2000
years, the vibratory rate in
man's consciousness changes
by an unknown force which en-
ters the Earth's atmosphere. It
is within this new age that man
becomes more aware of a uni-
versal symphony of sound."

The Fool further contend
that we are living in a total
sphere of music, where every
planet emits a musical tone. In
the Aquarian Age, Man be-
comes more enlightened to this
theory. The Underground Ac-
quarian Age is the border of
a huge change in the human-
ities, they opine.

Learned by Ear
The Fool were never really

musically educated but have
learned by ear to play dozens
of instruments. Fool Barry,
who was once a London man-
ager and publicist, said play-
ing an instrument without a
musical background is not as
stounding as it may seem.

He elaborated: "One who has
never seen a piano can place
his fingers to its keys and cre-
ate sound. Everyone must start
somewhere and one note is a
good beginning."

The Fool have grown from
their beginning by writing all
of the compositions on their
first Mercury LP. They are cur-
rently preparing their second
album release.

WALKING TALL
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One of the strongest displays
of unity ever witnessed in the
history of NATRA occurred
when more than 200 NATRA
members met March 8 and 9 at
the Fontainebleau Motor Hotel
in New Orleans where the first
Southern Regional Conference
was held. It was the first for-
mal meeting of NATRA since
the Miami Convention.

With the theme "Get It To-
gether," the members left the
conference with a powerful dis-
play of unity and the feeling
that the ranks were closed be-
hind the philosophy of the New
Breed.

The conference was hosted
by the Gulf Coast Regional
Chapter Larry McKinley of
station WYLD, President. In
addition, there were 10 re-
gional presidents represented
at the conference.

Del Shields, Executive Secre-
tary, who introduced the con-
cept of Regional Chapters, and
whose organizing was super-
vised by Effie Smith, Director
of Regionals, stated, "The
lines of communication have
been sharpened and the re-
gionals are functioning across
the country, giving NATRA a
much more vigorous and
spirited posture on the local
levels."

The conference met in an
atmosphere of optimism which
was greatly attributed to the
speech made by Capitol Rec-
ords President Stanley Gortikov
(who appealed to the industry
at the NARM Convention in
Los Angeles two weeks prior)
in which he quoted that "dis-
cussions should begin with
NATRA as a responsible voice
seeking a fair and legitimate
role for the Negro in our re-
lated industries."

Among the accomplishments
of the meeting were the add-
ing of ten regional presidents
to the Executive Board. The
new members are: James Rowe,
Atlanta Regional, WIGO; Les
Anderson, Capitol Regional,
WEBB; Ray Meaders, Great
Lakes Regional, WDAO; Larry
McKinley, Gulf Coast Regional,
WYLD; Eddie Holland, Mid-
west Regional, WMPP; Everett
Dudley, Norfolk, Richmond, Va.
Regional, WENZ; Ervin Hester,
Southeast Regional, WSRC;
Alvin Dixon, Southern Re-
gional, WPAX; William (Boy)
Brown, Southwest Regional,
KJET; and Tom Reed, West-
ern State Regional, KGFJ.

The formal establishing of
an emergency fund to assist
indigent members which will
be supported by a $50.00 quar-
terly levy was also accom-
plished.

NATRA. As a result, a special
meeting of the Associate mem-
bers will be held in St. Louis
the weekend of March 29 and
30, at which time President E.

Smith and other administrative
officials of NATRA will meet to
explore their participation as
members.

Sixteen resolutions were
passed by the Board of Direc-
tors:

1) NATRA, appalled at the
lack of black record company
ownership (represented only by
Duke Peacock Records) and
the growing problem of con-
glomerate takeover in the in-
dustry, will make every effort
to support independent black
owners of record companies
and seek in every way possible
to expose their product. Mem-
bers or disk jockey members
will be asked to include a
greater share of quality prod-
uct produced and manufactured
by black companies. The Presi-
dent of the United States
espouses the idea of black
capitalism and although we are
not in total agreement with his

definition of black capitalism
we strongly urge radio station
managers, program and music
directors to exert every effort
to encourage playing of qual-
ity product from black com-
panies. The record industry
can no longer offer empty
platitudes under the guise of
brotherhood while only one
black record company exists.
We resolve therefore to seek
expanded representation of
black independent record com-
panies in this industry.

2) It has been estimated
that more than two million
blacks were not counted during
the 1960 census. In the 1970
census we therefore resolved
to make every effort to see that
each and every black citizen of
America is counted. We shall
appeal to radio station man-
agers, mass communication
specialists, newsmen and all
other related persons to edu-
cate the black community for
the need to be counted in the
census.

of Television and Radio An-
nouncers is concerned with the
substandard conditions most
communication specialists are
forced to work in. Most ethnic
appeal stations mass communi-
cations specialists suffer from
the lack of humane conditions
in their radio stations. Inap-
propriate rest rooms, lounge
and office facilities preclude
the mass communication spe-
cialists from functioning on a
professional level. These con-
ditions present difficult emo-
tional problems, which affects
the standard of performance.

Increasing Regional Concept
4) NATRA will increase the

concept of Regional Chapters
to insure greater communica-
tion among its members. We
also advocate an exchange of
information between regional
chapters, and wherever and
whenever possible will lend as-
sistance. There are now ten
regional chapters. NATRA will
seek to have fifteen regional
chapters by the August '69
convention.

5) The National Association
of Television and Radio An-
nouncers will no longer tol-
erate nor accept "Negro" pro-
motional men who have no re-
sponsibility except to take care
of the "Negro" problem for
record companies. These men

will no longer be welcome in
our organization, nor will they
have access to members of our
group. NATRA resolves to
work for the hiring of qualified
black men who will be em-
ployed with the same salary,
expenses and policy making
decisions as whites on their
same level. NATRA will seek
to assist these men to enjoy
full status within the record
companies.

6) The National Association
of Television and Radio An-
nouncers fully endorses the
program of the SCLC, Opera-
tion Breadbasket, which seeks
full participation in the econ-
omy of America. We will work
wholly and independently and
support in every way possible
the Operation Breadbasket pro-
gram. We will attempt to se-
cure the endorsement of mem-
ber NATRA stations, managers,
executive personnel and others.

7) NATRA endorses and en-
courages the ownership of
black radio stations in America.
There are now more then five
hundred ethnic appeal stations
which gross in excess of $450,-
000,000, of which only seven
are black -owned. NATRA will
work with local community
groups across the country and
lend professional expertise to
assist interested groups desir-
ing ownership of black sta-
tions. There are only two black
managers in white -owned eth-
nic appeal stations. The only
way to correct discrimination
on the executive level is to in-
crease black ownership.

8) NATRA applauds the
stand taken by Stanley Gor-
tikov, President of Capitol Rec-
ords, in appealing to the in-
dustry to support NATRA as a
responsible voice for blacks in
our industry. We hope to see
other responsible executives
stand up and call for industry
wide support of NATRA.

9) NATRA calls for an ad-
vertising and ethnics commit-
tee composed of managers of
black radio stations and
NATRA members to set up
standards in the acceptance
and airing of commercials. We
attribute much of the unrest
and frustation in black com-
munities across the country to
the irresponsible advertising
claims aired on black radio
stations. We therefore appeal
to managers of black stations
to call a meeting with NATRA
representatives sometime be-
fore August of 1969 to discuss
this program.

10) The National Associa-
tion of Television and Radio
Announcers does not feel that
30 second vignettes are the
answer to black history. We

A member of
NATRA is one who's concerned
with the community and must
no longer remain behind the
facade of personality.

14) NATRA is greatly con-
cerned with gospel music,
which is a legitimate contribu-
tion of the black man to the
culture of America. Therefore,
NATRA is urging black sta-
tions to program more "qual-
ity" gospel music with "Quali-
fied" disk jockeys. We also
urge that the irresponsible
church groups which seek the
air waves for pseudo -religious
promotion be eliminated, and
that responsible churches be
given the opportunity to broad-
cast their message.

15) NATRA is aware that
there is no program for re-
cruiting of new people in our
industry to fill vital positions.
We therefore urge and appeal
to the record and broadcasting
industries to assist us in fund-
ing the NATRA school of
broadcasting science which will
be designed to educate and
train future people in our in-
dustry. We seek to raise $750,-
000.00.

Montague. Montague has de-
voted much of his time to teach-
ing and lecturing young black
students on their heritage. As
the number one disk jockey at
radio station KGFJ in Los An-
geles, he was enlisted by both
city officials and the police de-
partment to help auell the
Watts riot of 1965. Montague's
asking the people to have
"mercy" is credited with sav-
ing lives and property of the
Watts citizenry.

Mozelle Thompson, whose
magazine illustrations and
theater posters are well known
throughout the United States,
worked in conjunction with
Montague on the initial five al-
bums of the series.

"We believe that this series
will be of interest to both black
and white," says Montague.
"We have attempted to begin
to correct the omission of the
black man from the text of
human history. These records
try to achieve a text for the
ages, an inspired account of

Afro-Americans and world
leaders whose effect on history
has been pivotal and, at times,
decisive."

While two of the albums are
narrated by Montague, the
other three of the initial re-
lease, "The Man Of Love-Dr.
Martin Luther King," "James
Baldwin-The Struggle" and
"The Black Verse," present
areas of the black experience
as understood by prominent
black men. Both the King and
Baldwin albums feature
lengthy excerpts from their
speeches, while the black verse
album is narrated by Langston
Hughes. In this recording,
made shortly before his death
in 1967, Hughes reads his jazz -
poem, "Ask Your Mama."

"We are convinced that this
series will not end with the
initial release of these five vol-
umes," says Bogart. "Reaction
to the set has been very posi-
tive and we are already making
preparations to continue the
collection with the help of Mr.
Montague and Mr. Thompson."

Released on the Buddah Rec-
ords "Sunday Series," "Black
America" will receive extensive
promotion in all markets.
