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Command I Probe Expands Into
Pop / Electronic Music LP Series
NEW YORK - Command/

Probe Records has announced
plans for what it terms the first
popular Electronic Music series
ever scheduled by a major label.
Production of four new elec-
tronic albums already has been
started.

Serving as programmer/con-
sultant on at least three of the
projected albums will be Wal-
ter Sear, who was technical
specialist on Command's
"Moog: The Electric Eclectics
of Dick Hyman." Sear has been
associated with Robert Moog
(inventor and manufacturer of
the Moog synthesizer) for 10
years and has been responsible
for many of the developments
and refinements of the instru-
ment. Sear is also credited
with instructing many of the
artists and arrangers who are
now using the Moog synthe-
sizer.

In addition to serving as
programmer for the new Com-
mand albums by Dick Hyman
and Richard Hayman, Sear will
be recording his own "pop" al-
bum which will be made up of
current songs and original
compositions for the synthe-
sizer.

Joe Carlton, Vice President
and General Manager of Com-
mand/Probe, said the recent
chart success of electronic al-
bums "isn't a fluke-it's the
beginning of the major role
electronic music will assume
in the normal output of the
modern label. Electronically
produced music will come to
be a standard contributor to
pop, rhythm and blues and
soundtracks. No label will be
complete without it."

In commenting on the Com-
mand Electronic Series, Sear
said, "We've had the same
sound for a long time and
things are getting stale. With
this series we can help develop
a new vocabulary in music, in-
corporating entirely new
sounds, while still being me-
lodic and without dehumaniz-
ing music. It is a very exciting
project."

At the recent NARM conven-
tion the Moog synthesizer
raised its transistorized head
in almost every panel discus-
sion. "We are not," Carlton
pointed out, "going to be in-
volved strictly with the Moog.
We have plans for using vari-
ous electronic instruments
along with many advanCed re-

cording techniques, thereby
covering the entire spectrum
of electronic music. We will,
of course, rely heavily on the
synthesizer since it is the most
sophisticated of the electronic
instruments now available."
Command Pioneered Movement

Command pioneered the pop
electronic movement a little
over a month ago with the re-
lease of "Moog: The Electric
Eclectics of Dick Hyman."
Since that time the album has
sold over 40,000 copies with
substantial re -orders coming
from Los Angeles, New York,
Detroit, Philadelphia, Balti-
more, Boston and Hartford
within the past week.

"We were the first to use the
Moog with pop," Carlton
stated, "and the success of the
Hyman album has shown us
the tremendous potential in
that area. The Hyman LP will
serve as a prototype for our
forthcoming albums in the field
of electronic pop. Hyman, right
now, is preparing a book for
Hansen Publications that will
not only explain the technol-
ogy of the synthesizer but will
print simplified music accom-
paniment from the 'Electric
Eclectics' album.

"The most important aspect,
though, is the receptivity of
today's young record buyers.
They are more aware and more
open. Sounds that appear dis-
sonant and chaotic to their

The initial re-
lease features Walter Raim
conducting the Century 21 Or-
chestra playing "Clair de Lune"
backed with "Anitra's Dance."
The two cuts are from NWS 1,
the first album release in the
New World Series entitled
"Brave New Concepts."

Thompson, in announcing
the company's entry into the
stereo single field, stated, "We
will release stereo singles only
from the NWS series at this
time because we are not con-
vinced that enough radio sta-
tions are equipped to play
these duel -channel records. The
NWS album line has a manu-
facturers' suggested list price
of $5.98 and is devoted to ex-
perimental music in the classi-
cal and jazz idioms. The series
was also created to provide an
existing vehicle for the release
of soundtrack and original mu-
sical properties."

Stereo Exposure Needed

"Another important factor in
this decision," added Thomp-
son, "is the need that this or-
chestra has for stereo expo-
sure. The Century 21 Orchestra
is very large in size with sound
to match, and is not best ex-
posed in a monaural sense.
This creative analysis of the
sound property of each record
should really be the determin-
ing factor in whether or not
a stereo single is in order. The
type of repertoire involved
here is ideal for FM stereo sta-
tions as well as AM outlets
with dual -channel broadcast
equipment. We feel this to be
a stable, logical manner in
which to enter the stereo sin-
gles business."

Early Spring Release Set

MTA plans an early spring
release of the second NWS al-
bum, a jazz introduction of the
Collins -Shepley Galaxy. Thomp-
son said, "Collins -Shepley Gal-
axy represents a totally new
concept in one form of the jazz
idiom. It features exclusive
MTA Records artists Burt Col-
lins and Joe Shepley with an
all-star group playing original
material arranged by Mike
Abene.

That good old-time gospel music (white, used to be black),

a nearly pure strain of Americana, is just about to explode into
the rock scene in closer to its own terms than ever before.

For a long time now a major influence on the essence of rock,
Southern gospel is about to come into its own right. Or, more
accurately, artists who cut their musical teeth in simple wood
frame churches on the backwater roads of Alabama, Texas, Arkan-
sas, Alabama and Georgia, are about to bring their roots up front.

One of the first to arrive, though he hasn't yet exhibited his
fullest evangelical prowess, is Joe South, out of Atlanta, Ga.

South, the producer of records by Billy Joe
Royal, including "Down in the Boondocks"
and "Hush" (the original), took quite some
time to get himself acknowledged. But his hits,
"Games People Play" and "These Are Not My
People," are only the bare beginning of a long
and full career for South. Hopefully, he'll take
time to exhibit his immense talent on at least
one sensitive and complete album before plung-
ing into the quick Top 40 money.

Back in 1963, another incredible talent with
beginnings in the fundamental gospel, had a hit with a Chuck
Berry song called "Memphis." Since then, Lonnie Mack has re-
leased innumerable unsuccessful records on the Fraternity label,
and played nearly every lounge and gin dive south of the Mason-
Dixon line. Last fall-he was rediscovered in Ft. Walton Beach,
Fla., playing with his band in one of the bars on his cold -weather
circuit, by Russ Miller of Elektra, who arranged to buy his con-
tract from Fraternity and sign him to Elektra. The folks at
Elektra believe that Lonnie is one of, if not the, finest white
guitarists. And his singing is every bit as heavy, with the raw
edge only a combination of grits, cold cotton field mornings,
rutted back roads and fire and brimstone religion can develop.
His first Elektra album, "Glad I'm in the Band," is a bare hint of
what can be expected from Lonnie Mack. His second, recorded by
Miller in Lonnie's home town of Cincinnati and projected for
release in July, should explode the artist.

And then there's Delaney and Bonnie and Friends, another
Elektra act. Their brand of revival -rock is the talk of the business
on the west coast, and their first LP lives up to the talk. It will
be released within the next few weeks. Actually, it's their second
album. A first was recorded by Stax, and will probably be re-
leased close to the same time as Elektra's.

Their version of gospel is a little more like town, what with
horns and such in the band, but it has the harmony and down-
home soul excitement of full -born tent meeting gospel. Leon Rus-
sell, master -mind behind the Asylum Choir, plays guitar and
keyboard with the group.

This piece leaves out many who have added their pieces to
the foundation that helped make gospel happen to pop. And the
old-timers whose records should be listened to for an education,
like the Blackwood Brothers.

Nor the artists who have incorporated a little bit of gospel
without even realizing what they were adding. Like the new
Crosby -Stills -Nash LP, Poco's new album, and the Neil Young.

HOT FLASHES: Laura Nyro will appear solo at the Trouba-
dor in L.A. sometime in May. Her third album is due to be re-
leased by Columbia next month . . . George "Harmonica" Smith,
who made quite a stir at the Monterey Jazz Festival this past
fall, has been recorded by BluesWay for an album to be released
in April.

Pact with Gamble -Huff

SUNNYVALE, CALIF.-Two
major agreements just an-
nounced will move GRT Cor-
poration more strongly into the
phonograph record field, ac-
cording to Alan J. Bayley,
President.

GRT has signed a three-
year agreement with Gamble -
Huff Records, Inc., of Philadel-
phia and an agreement to form
a joint venture with Blue
Thumb Records, Inc., of Los
Angeles, Bayley said. Both
agreements include options for
acquisition by GRT.

Under terms of the agree-
ment with Gamble -Huff, GRT
will advance money on a pre-
scribed budget to Gamble -Huff
for production of records. GRT
will have exclusive tape and
phonograph record rights.
Tapes from Gamble -Huff labels
will be manufactured and dis-
tributed by GRT. Phonograph
records will be distributed by
GRT's Chess Records division.

Bayley said approximately 10
million records produced by
Gamble -Huff were sold in the
past 12 months. The agreement
includes an option for GRT to
acquire 80% of Gamble -Huff
Records, Inc. after three years.

Involves Joint Venture
The agreement with Blue

Thumb Records involves the
formation of a joint venture,
to be owned on an equal basis
by GRT and Blue Thumb. Blue
Thumb will contribute assets
of the new venture, and GRT

will contribute cash on a
budgeted basis. The jointly
owned firm will manufacture
and distribute phonograph rec-
ords, while GRT will have ex-
clusive rights to manufacture
and distribute Blue Thumb
tapes.

GRT will have an option to
acquire the remaining 50% of
the jointly owned firm after
two years, Bayley stated. The
joint venture will be managed
in conjunction with GRT Rec-
ords, GRT's own record divi-
sion in Los Angeles.

Kenneth Gamble and Leon
Huff are principals of Gamble -
Huff Records, Inc. The firm is
primarily engaged in finding
and producing new artists in
the rhythm and blues field.

Blue Thumb Records, headed
by Robert Krasnow, President,
and Donald Graham, Vice
President and General Man-
ager, produces records in the
rock, folk and popular music
field. The firm's artists include
The Aynsley Dunbar Retalia-
tion, a British blues group cur-
rently touring the United
States. The company also pro-
duces W. C. Fields monologues
and albums by Ike and Tina
Turner.

GRT Corporation has been
expanding into the phonograph
record field during the past
several months, through the
acquisition of the Chess group
of corporations based in Chi-
cago and the establishment of
GRT Records in Los Angeles.

Jazz, Pop Move Closer
Says Germany's Krause

BERLIN-Upon invitation of
one of Europe's powerhouse
radio stations, Suedwestfunk
(Baden-Baden) Radio Station,
I made a lightning flight to see
Walther Krause, key radio man
there. He looked into the mu-
sical crystal ball and reported
that from audience reaction (a
young audience), he feels that
jazz and pop music are moving
closer.

The jazz improvisations and
pop musicians are constantly
changing their jobs at record
sessions to interchange ideas.
There is a stream of individ-
ualism, where the "solo
musician" is coming into his

own, with groups no longer
dominating. Many do not be-
lieve this trend is really hap-
pening, but Krause-according
to opinions voiced in approxi-
mately 30,000 letters weekly to
him for his dj shows-notes a
definite trend in this jazz -pop
direction.

Krause's shows, called "Stars
and Hits," are a daily program-
ming feature, and his "Hit
Parade" on Saturday Night
captures the youthful listen-
ing audiences, from 14 to 18.

Which German recording
artists of today will still be
heard 50 years from now? He

The
Kapralik complex will further
the producing activities of Sly
Stone who creates and pro-
duces the Sly and the Family
Stone recordings. Before be-
coming an artist himself, Sly
produced a succession of hits
for the Autumn label with the
Beau Brummels, the Mojo Men,
Bobby Freeman and We Five
and Harpers Bizarre.

Kapralik's career in the rec-
ording industry began 12 years
ago when, as a trainee with
CBS, he rapidly evolved from
trainee to National Promotion
Manager to Director of Artist
Relations.

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Maya's GWP LP More Than
Half a Lifetime's Work

NEW YORK - These days,
some artists are spending as
much as two years on their
albums. GWP Records' Maya
Angelou, though, she's spent
half a life -time accumulating
the material in her new LP,
"The Poetry of Maya Angelou."

"There is over 15 years of
unpublished material in the
album," poetess -performer An-
gelou told Record World last
week in a discussion of her soul
pouring. "Most of the selec-
tions represent several months'
work-the opening section, 'No,
No, No,' is in its sixth form:
I've been working on it over a
year. Poems whip you; they de-
mand allegiance."

Asked if she anticipated any
airplay problems because of
the explicitness of her work,
Miss Angelou replied: "I don't
think so. There are enough
poems that don't have purple
words in them."

Asked how she came to
record for the new GWP label,
Miss Angelou-who lives in
New York, retains a residence
in West Africa and whose
family lives in San Francisco-
said: "Jerry Purcell, the Presi-
dent of the company, is an old
friend. At one time he was
going to produce a play I had
written called 'In the Presence
of Mine Enemies.' " The lady
is also a lyricist and with
Quincy Jones wrote a couple
of the songs in the recent Sid-
ney Poitier film, "For Love of
Ivy," including "Put It on Me,"
a hit for B. B. King.

Her versatility is further
demonstrated by her auto -

Maya Angelou

biography, "I Know Why the
Caged Bird Sings," slated for
publication by Random House
next fall. "The message is
found in the title," she noted.
"It takes my life from about
three to 16. I realized there are
no books for young black girls
about what it's like growing
up. Some of the problems black
girls encounter are the same as
white girls'; but some are to-
tally different - we live in a
much more violent, harsher
world. In my book, I say you
can be a winner."

Miss Angelou-no newcomer
-has writen for TV, too, nota-
bly a 10 -one -hour series for
National Educational Televi-
sion titled "Black, Blues,
Black!" Tall and extremely
soft-spoken, the poetess was a
hard figure to reconcile with
the cool frankness of the voice
and words (accompanied by
music) on the GWP album.

W7's Mason Williams,
Classical Gasser

NEW YORK - Mason Wil-
liams, recent recipient of three
Grammys and attendant kudos
for his Warner Bros. -Seven
Arts "Classical Gas" single, is
taking advantage of his cur-
rent increased celebrity and
touring the country to plug
himself, his new W7 single,
"Greensleeves," his forthcom-
ing album, "Music," and his
new Doubleday book of prose
and poetry nonsense, "The
Mason Williams Reading Mat-
ter."

Williams, in a very quiet,
extremely respectful and co-
operative way, has plenty to say
about himself. For instance, in
his discourse on his new "Mu-
sic" album, it became quite ap-
parent that the project was a
chance for Williams to have a
hootenanny with his friends.
As he discussed each of the
cuts, it turned out that Tommy
Smothers, the Clinger Sisters,
John Hartford and the Sons of
the Pioneers, among others,
were featured on the package
and that "Le Chanson de
Claudine" was written for
Claudine Longet ("For a
Christmas gift, I gave her half
of the copyright. I've thought
for a long time that if some-
body inspires you to write
something, they should share
in its future.").

Former Smothers Guitarist

Williams, who rose from his
position as road guitarist for
the Smothers Brothers to head
comedy and songwriter for
their show, creating along the
way the classic "The Last Great
Waltz" about the girl with
three legs, brought up the
Smothers Brothers and the
CBS execs and that continuing
saga of trial and error.

"We've had some battles-
much worse than you could
have imagined. Over some of
the silliest things. Like there
was objection to one of the
brothers saying to the other
one, 'I love you.' Tommy Smoth-
ers is not difficult. He just
wants good quality. We had
resistance to the kind of music
used on the show. They wanted
music that was familiar. They
thought that just because Tim
Hardin and Joni Mitchell and
Leonard Cohen weren't known,
they weren't great. We said to
stay out of the studio where
music was concerned and we
won that battle. It was an im-
portant one."

Summer TV Series?
A candidate for a summer

TV series right now, Williams
had this to say of his prospects,
"I don't have to do television
and I won't unless I can do it
my way. The disease of the in-
dustry is basically that no-
body knows what they're doing.
If I do a show, I won't be a
social rebel the way the
Smothers Brothers are because
I'm not into that. I'm more a
presentation rebel. I want to
sell myself as a creative per-
son, which is not to say that I
won't make any social com-
ment, because I will."

For the immediate future,
Wiliams has a line-up of TV
appearances cross country that
includes in New York, the
Carson, Sullivan, Griffin, Wal-
lace and "Today" shows. Then
he's going into L. A.'s Trouba-
dor for his first nitery stint in
three years. He's also making
a bid as a composer, and to
underline that he'll appear with
the Boston Pops shortly for an
orchestral go at "Classical
Gas."

Another highlight was the
drummer's solo, dispensing
with brushes and using his
hands to create Afro sounds.

The climax to a super-
charged act was Cory Well's
solo of "Try a Little Tender-
ness," which proved that Three
Dog Night can do just about
everything musically and do a
good job of it. -Ron Baron.

We want to thank you who
have played and you who are
still playing our above record.
Thanks to you who were think-
ing about playing it, and thanks
to you for just listening to it.

We of course felt it was a hit
when we released it or of
course we would not have done
so. Which confirms our belief
that no one knows if a record
is a hit until it is tried. We
have received an enormous
amount of air play on this rec-
ord (thanks to our many
friends in radio) but it just
isn't happening.

We feel as a record company
we have a two -fold obligation,
one being to receive all the air
play we can on our releases in
order to sell as many records
as possible as this is the life-
line of our buiness. However,
we also have an obligation to
you who are in radio and are
nice enough to play our prod-
uct, and we feel that our first
obligation to you is to advise
you when we feel a record will
not happen. To get you to play
one of our records as long as
you will play it, just for the
sake of selling a few extra
records, is not right. It of
course is impractical to phone
all 800 stations we service and
to do so in time.

Consequently, we are taking
this means of advising you that
"Gift of Love" is not happen-
ing and we feel it has had
plenty of time to do so if it was
in the grooves.

Taking Care of Business
by Del Shields

Recently, we offered our ob-
servations on the increasing
activity in New York and what
seems to us a revitalized in-
terest in jazz.

Our optimism led us to the
posh Plaza 9, situated down -
stars in the Plaza Hotel at 59th
Street and Fifth Avenue.

Like many other jazz fans, we
went to sit at the foot of the
master, Oscar Peterson, who
unfortunately is seen too in-
frequently in the New York
area.

Thinking

of Oscar on our
way to the
Plaza 9, I
could not help
but think that
he is of a di-
m in ishing
breed. There
are not too
many gen-
iuses left. In
the folly of
o u r frustra-

tration, mediocrity is being
hailed today as genius. Take
off your clothes on stage-
you've got a hit. Freedom in
photographic essays, which
seems to fill the newsstands
these days-we have a novel
approach. Dirty language on
stage and in the print media-
we have discovered a new writ-
ing genius.

But if all of these activities
of late pass for genius, what
do you do with Oscar Peter-
son?

It wasn't long before I was
to discover that most of us are
still not ready for pure un-
adulterated genius.

I wasn't quite ready for the
rudeness by the mink -draped,
heavy diamond, so-called car-
riage trade of the Plaza 9. I
was under the impression that
manners were always a part of
the so-called wealthy and rich.

It's been a long time since I
have witnessed the unbelieva-
ble bad manners and disrespect
accorded an artist of Oscar
Peterson's stature.

Of course, musicians have
always found ways to handle
the rude audience. The late
Queen Miss Dinah Washington
used to put on some of the
most magnificent audience han-

dling exhibitions of anyone.
She was quick to remind you

that she was the Queen and
would generally ask the man-
ager to escort you to the door,
sometimes offering to pay your
money back herself. Other
times she would enter an ex-
change with a customer, who
would always lose, much to the
satisfaction of her fans.

Don Shirley, the excellent
other genius of the piano, is
reported to sit at the piano,
in stern and upright position,
and not hit a note until he re-
ceives total quiet from the
audience.

With Oscar, his heavy play-
ing and volume can generally
overide the audience, as it did
the night I saw him.

First, I am surprised that the
Plaze Nine audience had not
learned to respect the artist. I
felt that as soon as Oscar
walked out on stage that the
lights should have dimmed and
his bow received with over-
whelming applause.

The continuous serving of
drinks, the taking of pictures
with bulbs popping all over the
place; the idle chatter; the in-
ability of the manager of the
room to assist in setting the
stage for the artists by not al-
lowing persons to gain admit-
tance during the performance
or only during certain times,
perhaps between tunes; and
the generally apathetic, don't -
care attitude, the kind of thing
that will send jazz fans back
home to the comfort of the
living rooms and their stereo
sets to concertize by them-
selves or with friends.

I know I had the most un-
comfortable feeling, and had I
not loved Oscar as much as I
do, I would have gotten my hat
and split.

Whose responsibility is it to
see that the artist, who is in
concert in a room, is show-
cased properly and with re-
spect?

I must blame the managers
of the room.

Very little attention is given
to the fact that the artist pre-
pares himself to perform for
his fans, always hoping that he

Two years later, the
position was abolished due to
reorganization, and Frey left
MGM to become Manager of
the Special Projects Division
at CBS where he was in charge
of handling the production and
promotion of recorded sound in
fields other than entertain-
ment.

In the autumn of 1967, Frey
was rehired by MGM as the
Director of the Classical Di-
vision, including Deutsche
Grammophon, Archive and
Heliodor, when Schoenbaum,
originally holder of the title,
stepped into the Verve label
spotlight exclusively.

As Director of MGM's Clas-
sical Division, Frey immedi-
ately became responsible for
all personnel and activities of
the department. He supervised
all marketing concepts, promo-
tion, publicity and advertising.
He also maintained direct per-
sonal liaison with Deutsche
Grammophon in Hamburg, and
was wholly responsible for the
selection and importation of
all DGG, Archive and Heliodor

Featured

More than 17 years ago, Kitty
Wells joined Decca Records and
almost immediately earned the
title, "Queen of Country Mu-
sic," with her smash single re-
cording of "It Wasn't God Who
Made Honky Tonk Angels." To
this day, the disk remains one
of her biggest sellers and is
widely regarded as one of the
true classics of the country
field.

Miss Wells since that time
has carved out a legendary spot
for herself in the annals of
the country music business, and
in 1959 became the first Decca
recording artist to be signed
to a lifetime contract.

And as Decca Records and
the nation's record dealers and
disk jockeys tip their hats to
the singer from Nashville, Ten-
nessee, on the occasion of the
record company's special "April
is Kitty Wells Month" national
promotion and merchandising
program, Miss Wells, along
with her husband, Johnny
Wright, son Bobby Wright and
daughters, Ruby and Carol Sue,
go on making more country mu-
sic history.

`Guilty' LP Highlight
Highlighting the month -long

promotion is a new album by
"The Queen," titled after her
current single release, "Guilty
Street." Also included is the
entire album catalog on Kitty,
28 long playing sets, plus a to-
tal of 15 sets that are now
available in various tape con-
figurations, some for the very
first time.

In support of "Kitty Wells
Month," Decca is supplying spe-
cial order forms, mounted
lithos, streamers for store dis-
play, browser bin cards, ad
mats in several sizes for co-op
advertising with dealers and
comprehensive trade advertis-
ing announcing "Kitty Wells
Month." Sales representatives
will begin booking orders on
all Kitty Wells product March
31, and stock is now on hand
at all branch and distributing
points to insure full and
prompt delivery to the trade.

The country story that began
in the late '30s when Johnny
Wright, of the team of Johnny
and Jack (the late Jack
Anglin), married the Nash-
ville gospel -singing girl, Muriel
Deason, and re -Christened her
with the stage name Kitty
Wells, has branched out far be-
yond the realm of disks alone,

with national television expo-
sure on a weekly basis, vastly
successful personal appearance
tours and even into the rather
unexpected world of the cook-
book.

The Kitty Wells original
country cookbook, chockful of
ideas for good, solid downhome
"vittles," has already run
through several printings. It
has been sold in abundant
quantities at concert hall loca-
tions, on radio station special
offers and through direct mail
campaigns. A second edition is
now already on the drawing
boards and plans are being dis-
cussed for a future hard -cover
edition for retail bookstore
sales.

On the TV Front
On the television front, "The

Kitty Wells -Johnny Wright
Family Show" has completed
taping an initial 26 segments
and is now being syndicated in
a number of key markets across
the country. In line with this,
another major step is in the
making. Negotiations between
Moeller Talent, packagers of
the program, are well advanced
with the Coca Cola interests for
sponsorship of the show in a
number -of major Southeastern
markets. The move is of par-
ticular significance in view of
the sponsorship of a strictly
country music show by a ma-
jor national marketer.

Interestingly, another bever-
age manufacturer, Blatz Brew-
eries, was one of the very first
radio sponsors for Kitty Wells
and Johnny and Jack on WSIX
in Nashville prior to 1940. Dur-
ing the years of World War
the three artists continued
their travels until Anglin en-
tered the Armed Forces and

on one stage at one time: the
wry Houston, the ebullient
Robbins, the charming Tammy,
the boyish Jones and the rous-
ing Husky.

Deejay Convention.

Hubert Long, President of
Hubert Long International,

said long distance talks with
Conn revealed the Nashville
acts may anticipate royal
treatment. Conn said artists
aboard the plane-which will
carry several other Nashville
acts including Loretta Lynn,
Conway Twitty and George
Hamilton IV-will be greeted
at the London airport by a re-
ception of television, trade and
wire service personnel and
then transported to their hotels
via a bevy of Rolls Royce
limousines.

Conn told Long on March 25
that three -fourths of the 10,000
seats in London's Wembley
Stadium had been sold out and
that response from major news
medias throughout Europe in-
dicate fantastic press coverage,
many personal interviews and
TV airing to nearly 320 million

Kitty and Johnny's gas ration
coupons ran out. Limited trav-
els were later permitted when
Eddie Hill became an interim
replacement for Jack, at the
same time adding his own gaso-
line coupons to the coupon
bank.

Soon after the War, when the
original threesome was re-
united, WSM beckoned with an
opportunity to join the Grand
Ole Opry cast, and in 1949
Kitty made her very first rec-
ords, eight sides for RCA Vic-
tor under the production wing
of the late Steve Sholes. The
records were produced in the
Fox Theater, Atlanta.

Kitty Wells was signed by
Decca in 1952 in what turned
out to be the final record con-
tract she would sign, in view
of its "lifetime" status, written
into the renewal agreement
signed in 1959. During the 17
years of her successful career,
a time when many elements of
the country field were going
"uptown" to get a slicker,
more pop sound, Kitty has
stuck to her traditionalist label,
turning out hits with her
haunting alto style year after
year. Few artists in any area
of the record business can lay
claim to such sheer longevity
of talent for making hits.

The titles are as familiar to
most fans as old friends. They
include "Paying for That Back
Street Affair," "Mommy for a

Day," "Unloved Unwanted,"
"I'll Always Be Your Fraulein,"
"Searching," "Making Believe,"
and of course the first hit of
them all, "It Wasn't God Who
Made Honky Tonk Angels,"
written to the traditional mel-
ody of "The Great Speckled
Bird."

Even to this day, Kitty and
her family spend at least 200
days of the year on the one-
nighter trail, mixing this in-
tensely active schedule with
regular weekly television tap-
ings, making records, and oc-
casionally flopping on a couch
in a panelled den at home in
Madison, Tenn., where the
walls are covered with Kitty
Wells record and song awards.

Taking note of the complete
person that Kitty Wells really
is, Former Tennessee Governor
Frank G. Clement, an acknowl-
edged country music fan him-
self, summed it all up with a
special testimonial, in which he
asserted, "Kitty Wells, in addi-
tion to her artistry, has demon-
strated that she is an outstand-
ing wife and mother in keep-
ing with the finest tradition
of Southern womanhood."
