‘Tape Biz Could Triple;
Pilferage Exaggerated’

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK—Phil Mischuk,
who heads up the record and
tape aspects of Alexander’s,
turns out to be another prophet

1 of the 1969-1970 tape boom.

In response to a number of
| queries from Record World last
| week, Mischuk has the follow-
ing prognostications: “Depend-
ing on the availability of prod-
uct, our business could be dou-
bled by next year. We're al-
ready doing twice as much
business as last year. If the
product comes in, it’s possible
we’ll be doing three or four
times the amount of business.
In any of our stores right now
we’re probably displaying one
to two thousand tapes. By next
year it’'ll be up to three or four
thousand easily.

“The problem of pilfering
has been exaggerated. Just like
any new product that comes on

the market, pilferage is ex-
pected. But we have found that
pilferage is minimal. Oh, sure,
with anything you have in a
store, there is some pilferage.
If someone comes in a store to
pilfer, nothing you can do will
stop them. But we’ve found
that where we’ve had tapes on
sale within sight of personnel
and not hidden away, the in-
stances of pilferage have been
low.”

“We’ll have all our tape pro-
duct out from under locks by
the end of the year. We'll be
putting all our set-ups at stra-
tegic points in the store, near
check-out points where they
can be seen,” he said.

(Mischuk is looking into the
new types of blister cards com-
ing on the market such as
Modern Albums 6” x 12” cards,
but has made no decision which
he will use.)

WASHINGTON, D.C.—Sch-
wartz Brothers, Inc., is going
public sometime in June and
will put 250,000 shares of com-
mon stock on the market at
$6 per share.

The prospectus issued on the
impending stock sales notes
that $500,000 of money raised
by the distrib-rack-manufac-
turer complex “will be used
to increase and expand its in-
ventory of phonograph records,
tapes and related merchandise”
and, that $170,000 “will be
used to open or purchase two
retail tape and record stores.”

Schwartz Brothers, now in
its 23rd year, distributes prod-
uct for more than 100 labels.
The prospectus reports that
“for the year ended Dec. 31,
1968, wholesale distribution
operations accounted for ap-
proximately 65% of net sales
and 55% of net income while
rack merchandising operations
accounted for approximately
35% of net sales and 459% of
net income.”

Schwartz Brothers also
operates District Records, Inc.
(DRI).

Net sales at Schwartz Broth-
ers were up from $4,371,979 in
1964 to $11,113,271 in 1968,
according to the prospectus,

Neil Bogart Acquires Hot Wax
By Edwin R. Hawkins Singers

NEW YORK — Neil Bogart,
26, disk biz wunderkind, Bub-
blegum King, artist-turned-
Buddah Records VP-General
Manager, had been flying
around the country on a typi-
cally hectic schedule and
hadn’t slept in a couple of days
—but he wasn’t too tired to re-
veal his latest coup.

Namely, acquisition of the
hot Century album by the
Northern California State
Youth Choir (renamed the Ed-
win R. Hawkins Singers), “Let
Us Go into the House of the
Lord,” plus the single from the
package, “Oh Happy Day,” be-
ing distributed simultaneously
this week by Buddah.

Bogart reported further to
Record World: “It will be on
the new Pavilion label, which
we're distributing and which
is owned by Edwin R. Hawkins,
the director of the Choir, and

gizing for the delay until next
Monday [14]. We've had four
gold singles so far this year,
but we've never had a gold
album. We’re hoping this is it.”
Bogart noted that the Edwin
R. Hawkins Singers’ record-
ings were ‘“pure gospel, not
gospel rock. They’re not go-
ing to cut hit singles; they're
going to cut hit gospel albums.
We will be adding to the gospel
roster as Hawkins and Bench
see fit, and have hopes of build-
ing a studio right into one of
the churches where they record
in the San Francisco area.”

“We’re going more and more
into gospel. We have already
started in this direction with
the recently acquired VeedJay
catalogue which we have re-
packaged and re-edited, with
new liner notes and every-
thing,” Bogart went on.

“On the ‘Happy Day’ album,
they were geared to do 500 a
day—our initial pressing will
be a half a million; on singles,
we’ve pressed two and a half
million on the new label. All
over the country radio people
are going on this record from
tapes they’re sending to each
other. We’ve sent telegrams to
them announcing it and apelo-

sic, good-time music. A lot of
early stuff, for
instance, was Bubblegum . . .
‘I want to hold your ha-ha-
hand.’ Unfortunately, a lot of
artists think that when they
succeed with Bubblegum they
have to become heavy. But
Bubblegum is already heavy.
It’s reached more people than
any other kind of music in the
business.”

Bubblegum artists he has
known and loved include the
company’s the Ohio Express,
the 1910 Fruitgum Company,
the Rock and Roll Double Bub-
ble Trading Card Co., Kasenetz
and Katz Super Circus and “a
new guy on the Super K label
who will be the talk of the in-
dustry before long. His name is
Capt. Groovey and starting next

week there will be a giant
promotion on him.

“Siddhartha Press, further-
more, our house PR office, is
currently preparing a show and
presentation on the history of
Bubblegum music from the
very beginning. There will be
more on this later.”

Among the company’s stable
of “rock-contemporary” artists
are the Brooklyn Bridge, Me-
lanie, Barry Goldberg, Smoke
Ring, the Lemon Pipers, U.S.
69 and Elephant’s Memory.

His ‘Second Wife’

Bogart, who said the record
business is his “second wife,”
opined that “The biggest prob-
lem today is that not enough
young people really love it as
a business, but treat it as just
a passing thing.

“We’re lucky here to have
people on the staff who really
love their work. We have Marty
Thau, National Director of
Promotion, and Cecil Holmes,
Director of R&B Promotion,
two of the top people in their
fields. We have Joe Fields, Di-
rector of Sales and Promotion
for LPs; Lenny Evanoff, Na-
tional Promotion Manager of
LPs; Johnny Lloyd, National
Promotion Manager of Curtom

| Records; Ron Weisner, newly

appointed National Promotion
Manager of Super K Records;
Jerry Love, National Promo-
tion Manager of Kama Sutra
Records; plus a lot of inde-
pendent promotion people in
the field.

“At the distributor level, by
June 1 we expect to have 10
additional promo men working

out of the local distributor-
ships.”

The exec stressed the im-
portance of the other labels

distributed by Buddah, Harold
Berkman’s Harbour Records
(just acquired by TEC—see
page 3 story) ; the T Neck label;

“Labels have come to Bud-
dah because of our idea of
creativity,” continued Bogart.

We administrate, but we
let them do their own thing.”

Bogart then played it again,
Sam—the “Let Us Go into the
House of the Lord” album,
that is. It seems safe to report
that God is very much alive at
Buddah Records.

Rothfeld was talking about
the tape market and, more spe-
cifically, was discussing with
Record World the new Tape
View packages, just developed
by Modern Album and Finish-
ing Co., Inc., and endorsed
wholeheartedly by Rothfeld.

The 6” x 12" self-adhesive
display cards, Rothfeld noted,

were “‘ine best I've seen to
date” and wouvla change the
face of tape merchandising

sreatly.

Korvette will start merchan-
dising cartridges and cassetter
in Tape 'View folded cardboard
panel: n a few weeks,

“The tape business has been
under lock and key until now,”
Rothfeld noted, “and it makes
it difficult for the consumer, dis-
couragirg for the manager and
bad for the industry. We'll be
able to display tapes in record
browsers now. The self-service
ability will help greatly. It's
the onlvy way to sell properly
these d:vs with sales help whe
have a broad knowledge of
records so difficult to find. And,

of course, it will effect impulse
buying favorably. I expect we’ll
have about 5,000 titles on dis-
play shortly and we’ll be dis-
playing the cassettes and cart-
ridges right next to each other,
too, to get a continuity of prod-
uet.”

Hoping Companies Will Adopt

Rothfeld is hoping that the
major companies will adopt the
Tape/View method for a num-
ber of reasons, one being the
avoidance of added assemblage
and handling in stores.

He noted that increased sales
in tapes will far more than
defray the higher shipping
costs of the 6” x 12" packets.

Rothfeld, who has long pre-
dicted that cassettes would be
the best-selling tape configura-
tion, told Record World that he
notices his prediction coming
true, although he also expects
8-track tapes (the only other
configuration Korvette carries)
to maintain heavy, steady sales.

With sales on tape equipment
up and with tape equipment be-
ing built into more and more
phonograph equipment new
produet availability (in addi-
tion to) the new merchandising
aids), Rothfeld expects ‘“the
fall to be far in excess of last
vear’s tape sales. It'll be a
great year.”

The main nroblem Mischuk
faces with manufacturers and
one which he sees disapnearing
is the supplv of product. “The
demand continues to be greater
than the supply,” he said, “but
the companies are aware of it
and are tirving to solve the
problems. They’re aware of the
need for machinery and are
doing something about it.”

“The other problem we used
to have was the discrepancy
between release of an album
and release of tape and that
has almost completely disap-
peared now that companies are
releasing tapes and records
simultaneously. It  Thelps a
great deal in advertising the
product.”

“One of the biggest boosts
to tape within the last year has
been the surge of interest in
the teen market,” Mischuk said.
“Nowadays, certainly in the
suburban areas, tape decks
have become a must for teens

with cars—even more impor-
tant than radios. Teens don’t
want to be confined in their

cars with music they don’t want
to listen to.”

“Up until now there’s been
a  merchandising problem,”
Mischuk concluded. “Com-
panies were spending more
money in improving merchand-
ising aids than in improving
tape, it seemed. And all of the
merchandising aids involved
some sort of safety valve. But
that’s exactly how they were
hurting themselves, because it
made the product seem like
something to be kept apart. The
only way you can mass mer-
chandise a product is to get it
into the main traffic. And that’s
what we're going to do.”

Peggy Lee Waldorf Winner

NEW YORK — Talent will
out. Even though Peggy Lee
has been getting herself rigged
out like a cotton candy float
on sequined wheels these many
opening nights, the songstress’
smokey-sad genius for evoking
real passion and pathos is not
to be intimidated.

And last week (7) at her
Waldorf-Empire Room opening,
Peggy came through once more
with a bluesy set that had this
reviewer marvelling at the
lady’s way of making a lyric
so personal that in less expert
hands it would become almost
embarrassing. What it does be-
come is moving and real, and
the most familiar ditties like
her wistful “Didn’t We?” and
swinging “Some Day My Prince
Will Come” take on new dimen-
sion. Miss Lee’s voice has nev-
er been the hardiest, and if
sometimes the heavy brass
seems to devour her, well, she’s

been backing herself like this |

for many moons now and must
have her reasons.

Somehow, the intimate Lee
voice gets through everything.
With Lou lLevy conducting, she
was sultry on “Natural Wo-
man,” the title of her latest
Capitol album (from which she
did several selections) and vi-
vacious on her current single,

“Spinning Wheel.,” She intro-
duced drummer Grady Tate,
whose red-wine vocal tones

were ideally showcased on an
outstanding “The Windmills of
Your Mind,” his Skye record;
and chatted humorously about
poetry and lyrics, reciting, too,

a few lines by a 14-year-old
“Princess  Grace”—*1  think
she’s happier today.”

For her encore, she did Lee
staples like “Fever,” “Why
Don’t You Do Right?” and
“Here’s to You” (for the latter
multi-lingual series of toasts,
she noted she had written the
words—“No, they were already
written; [ just sort of put
them together”).

One of the most interesting
numbers this time was the
Kurt Weillish tune by Leiber
and Stoller, “Is That All There
I1s?”, a cynical but not despair-
ing piece that Miss Lee made
a triumph. If she can, she
would be wise also to make it
her next single release, and
fast: 1 have a hunch a lot of

| people are going to be record-

ing this song. Also memorable
was her deeply felt job on Bil-
lie Holiday’s “Don’t Explain”
—there is no one in the busi-
ness, Judy Garland included,
who can more movingly con-
vey the anguish of the gal still
in love with the man that got
away. Standing there oozing
glamour as Peggy does, it's no
mean feat to wrest this kind
of sympathy from an audience.
But Miss Lee’s opening Em-
pire Room Audience—one of
the starriest, including Ethel
Merman, Tony Bennett, Cy
Coleman, Sergio Franchi, Dana
Valery, Martha Scott, Virginia
Graham, Sheila MacRae, et¢.—

Taking Care of Business

In New York, April has been
proclaimed “Jazz Month.” But
the miniscule contributions of
the record companies indicate
their appalling lack of interest.

Mayor John Lindsay cleared
his busy schedule to issue an
official proclamation (printed
in Record World last week);
WLIB/FM has planned a con-
cert at Carnegie Hall on April
16 with Lou Donaldson, Herbie
Mann, Dizzy Gillespie, Roy
Eldridge and their groups plus
the Thad Jones-Mel Lewis
band; the proceeds of the con-
cert will be
used to set up
a musicians
emergency
fund; and a
series of oth-
e I' programs
have been

Del Shields e them-
selves. Yet the lack of interest
by the record companies leaves
their sincerity and desire to
promote jazz under serious
questioning.

Why the disinterest?

Merchandising, marketing
and distribution of jazz com-
panies represent the antithesis
of what the record business
does in all other areas. Smartly
designed multi-colored jackets,
slick promotional pieces, rapid
distribution of product, in
store promotions, co-op adver-
tising on radio and in news-
papers, extended placement of
ads in the underground and
vouth newspapers, all-out at-
tendance at the College Broad-
casters Convention in Wash-
ington a few weeks ago, pro-

motional tours of the acts, ex-
citing opening nights of artists
appearing at clubs and other
activities are what make this
business sell more and more
records.

Jazz Artist Left to Drift

Conversely, the jazz product
and the artist is left to drift,
totally ignored and neither ex-
ploited or accepted as a viable
part of the promotion programs
of the comapnies.

Why celebrate a jazz month?
Why promote National Safety
Week, or National Flower
Month or Brotherhood Week or
any other of the sundry promo-
tional programs which are de-
signed as public relation im-
age-builders or reminders to
potential customers that they
may be overlooking something
that is good for them or per-
haps will enable them to en-
joy life a little more.

To us it is a simple matter
of good business. In addition,
there is no other art in this
country that is so sorely in
need of an expensive public re-
lations program,

There is a dearth of crea-
tivity among jazz producers.
We are finding ourselves in
this race to re-package every-
thing that came out years ago.
There, of course, is no denying
that some of the albums of the
past may have new found ap-
peal among the newer jazz au-
diences, but this does not mean
that everything recorded in the
past has relevancy for today.

All of the remastering in the
world will not obliterate the
fact that there is a new sound
in jazz. It seems to us that cer-
tain producers find it easier to

“go back to the can” than
spend some time to introduce
new fresh blood in the business
or offering a chance to estab-
lished musicians to “really do
their own thing.”

I suppose the lure of the dis-
cotheques, the social programs
at night, family responsibilities
plus the long rides to the sub-
urbs make it difficult for the
well-paid producers in jazz to
exert some effort in realizing
that jazz has always been a
creative art as opposed to ar
imitative art.

Living on Past Record

I also feel that too many of
the producers are still jiving on
their past record. In today’s jet
age. it is impossible for ore to
rest on the laurels of yester-
day. It was 10 years ago that
the government inaugurated
the space program to culminate
in a landing on the moon. We
are just short a few months
from this goal.

The underground groups are
given carte blanche to record
everyvthing from protest against
the goverrment to free love,
and it is accepted. The jazz mn
sicians are rushed into the
studio, forced to record pseudo
versions of hits done by every-
body from Petula Clark to the
Holding Company. When it does
not sell, the blame is placed
on the musicians, since alleg-
edly they do not know how to
perform “the new thing.”

If the alert producer would
go back to his library and look
over the past jazz hits, he
would find only a few were

previous best-sellers. Most of
the evergreens as we know
them were originals by jazz
men.

I will admit there is a con-
flict in most companies between
the sales departments and the
creative  departments. Since
this is the case, perhaps there
is a need to review the demands
made by the sales executives to
allow the producers more time
to create as opposed to dupli-
cation.

Even with this conflict it
does not excuse the total lack
of interest in promoting the
Jazz product. And in this month
of April, especially here in New
York, every record shop, store,
department would have been
alerted to this month’s promo-
tion. Jazz musicians should
have been made to believe that
the companies do care about
them. The jazz fans who spend
the $4.95 and up for an album
should have been persuaded to
believe that jazz is alive and
well.

Fortunately, there are a few
people in this industry, jazz
lovers, who believe in doing
their thing and trving to make
April a swinging month for
Jazz in New York and hoping
that next year the idea will
spread across the country.

What Is a Tape Station?

By FRED GOLDRUP

Program Director, WYL,
Lisbon Falls, Maine

What is a tape station?

It’s something yours truly
dreamed up over 15 years ago.
It is something like a tran-
scribed radio show with noth-
ing but country music, both
old-time and some modern stuff,
with plenty of old 78s for fla-
vor. The tape station operates
like a radio station, except that
instead of being heard on the
air, the shows are taped and
distributed to people who have
tape recorders. Many received
recorders from civie groups in-
terested in their well-being.
There is no air play, although
my tapes have in several cases
been used on the air as a sort
of “special guest.”

How did it start?

It began back around 1955
when I got a recorder as an
aid to my speech handicap.
partially deaf, it affects my
speech, and with a tape re-
corder I hoped to hear the
words I mispronounced, and
try to correct the defect, as I
can not hear myself speak. 1
learned that people exchanged
tape letters, and so it was a
good test of my speech, and |
began to tape people. I talked
and played records I thought
they’d like, and before I knew
it, T was making hour-long
tapes to about 50 people a
month. Too time-consuming, I
had to put people on circuits,
as it appeared that they liked
my music mostly.

A Beginning and End

What are “circuits?”
Like electricity, it is a sort

| of continual line that has a be-

ginning and end. The line
starts with me, goes out
around the circut, and then
ends up back with me. I have
about 25 circuits now, and
about 10 addresses per circuit.
A tape goeg out to the first ad-
dress. When they get through
listening to it (generally one
week), they forward it to the
next address, and so on until
the tape comes back to me.

How often does a tape go
out?

A tape goes out every other
month now.

Do you play only country
music?

Yes! No ‘“pop.” No “classi-
cal.” No “jazz.” Only the pure
good country music. People pre-
fer it by actual poll year after
year as verified by various poll
organizations.

How much does it cost to be

included on our circuits?

I began taping with all these
folks, and it would be rather
foolish to charge people to
write to them, so these folks
don’t pay anything. Most of
them are sick and/or shut in.
Most are handicapped so they

| cannot lead a “normal” life. [

know this only too well. So,
I just think that my tape work
is just some small way to
brighten up their lives. After
all, T think if T were really
locked in a room, it would be
so nice to have people do this
for me. “The Golden Rule,”
you know.

If T don’t charge, what do 1
get?

A good feeling. Also, because
of my work, I am a recognized
dj by such record companies as
Decca, Capitol, Columbia, Cam-
den, Hickory, Starday, etc., and

| by individual artists who are

so kind as to keep me supplied
with their records like Leon
McAuliffe, the Burd Family,
Hank Snow, Buck Owens, Judy
Lynn and so many others. The
Country Music Association in
Nashville, Tenn., awarded me
the title of disk jockey and it
is an honor I'm real proud of.
So, T get good country music
records, but foremost and up-
permost, the records are for
rircuit use only.

Gets No Payment;
Works in Office

Is this the way I earn my
living ?

No, as I just stated, I get no
payment of any kind from any-
one for this work. I am a clerk-
typist in an average office, and
it is this pay that keeps the
work going. Also, as a member
of the Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter-Day Saints, we reec-
ognize we are literally all Chil-
dren of God, and everyone is
brother and sister in His eyes.

| With dj prices on disks, as well

as the generosity of record

| companies and artists, inexpen-

sive tape, and the actual cost
in money is small and isn’t that
much; however, time is some-
thing I do spend a great deal
of. T feel it is a good way to
do it.

Why do it?

Because I enjoy making peo-
plet forget for a while their
shut-in lives. I'm an egotist, I
guess, and like to feed my ego.
Besides, if I keep working at
it I might overcome my speech
handicap and step up to a mi-
crophone and say, “Here’s a
record I just got in for your
radio-land listening pleasure.”
