In line with the total expan-
sion program, corporation ex-
ecutive VP Irwin H. Steinberg
has announced that effective
Oct. 1, Lou Simon will assurne
duties as VP for Marketing and
Sales and John Sippel will be-
come VP for Radio and Promo-
tion and Artist Exploitation.

Simon has been Product Man-
ager for Philips, Smash, Fon-
tana and Limelight labels,
while Sippel has been Product
Manager for Mercury and Blue
Rock divisions.

Commemorative LPs Set

For Label's

By DOUG McCLELLAND

NEW YORK—BIue Note Rec-
ords is currently celebrating its
30th anniversary as a pace-set-
ting jazz label, and a more aus-
picious time to do so would be
to imagine.

According to Mel Fuhrman,
General Manager of the. disk-
ery, as well as Solid State Rec-
ords, “Blue Note has chalked
up more business in the last
eight monthg than we have ever
done in a complete year.” The
reason, Fuhrman told Record
World last week, “is that we
have several artists who have
crossed over and are being ac-
cepted by non-jazz fans.

“Lou Donaldson was really
the first of our guys who
crossed over, getting R&B and
pop play. His last five albums
all have exceeded 50,000 LPs
each. His newest, ‘Hot Dog,’ is
out less than a month and al-
ready has passed 30,000—which
may not sound like much com-
pared to the big pop sellers, but
it’s terrific for a jazz album.”

Among the other artists in
the Blue Note stable “crossing
over” are Stanley Turrentine,
Blue Mitchell, Brother Jack Mc-
Duft, the Three Sounds, Hank
Mobley and Lonnie Smith.
“Lennie’s our brightest new
young star,” the executive went
on, “a jazz-rock organist who
also sings-—we just cut an al-
bum with him ‘live’ in Atlantic
City that will be a monster, and
we’re pulling a single from it.”

Musicians of Higher Type

Fuhrman continued: “With
the current popularity of the
underground type sound, the
musicians are of a higher type
quality than usual, and the kids
have become more musically
aware. The derivation of your
pop sound today, after all, is
basically rooted in jazz—it was
race music, then rock and roll,

then Rhythm and Blues, ete.”
Putting Out More Singles

Blue Note also is putting out
more singles than ever before.
Fuhrman noted that “In the
past, Blue Note put out two or
three singles a year. We took
a survey a year ago at the MOA
Convention and found that op-
erators and one-stops wanted
our records. Now, we put out
about 30 LPs a year, and I pull
out about one single every
three albums released.

“Pop companies cut a single,
and then if it takes off they
make an LP. We never do that.
We cut an LP, and then after
a staff meeting we decide on an
acceptable single. We usually
have to cut it down—all of our
LP bands are usually never
less than six minutes long and
sometimes they go a full side.”

Fuhrman said that one of the
reasons for the increasing
popularity of jazz is “that
avant-garde jazz music, with
which you really couldn’t clap
your hands or tap your feet, is
starting to fade, and is being
replaced by jazz with a beat.”

Exposure a Hang-up

Exposure, however, is still a
majer hang-up. “We have luck-
ed out on quite a few R&B TV

shows which invited our artists
to perform because of their
commercial appeal. But they
still have trouble getting club
dates, although New York is a
Mecca for jazz artists—you
have the Village Gate, the Vil-
lage Vanguard, Plaza 9, Club
Baron, Slug’s, the Riverboat,
the Rainbow Grille, the Down-
beat and even the Fillmore
East was featuring jazz artists
for a time.

“The biggest hang-up I face
is that there are still people
who hear the word jazz or Blue
Note and feel it’s something
they may not understand. Radio
stations are very guilty of this.
The people have to be more
open-minded and be educated,
or exposed. Once this happens,
they’ll like it. The biggest jazz
audiences have always been in
colleges. It’s always been kind
of a limited market, but a very
astute one. TI've had laymen
come up and say you had such-
and-such a sideman on a cer-
tain album, and vroceed to fill
me in on him. We have a lot
of musicians, too, who are not
from our label who ask us
about various artists.”

Commemorative Albums

To commemorate Blue Note’s
30 years of achievement, the
diskery is putting out three
two-disk LP volumes each at
the regular one-LP price under
the overall title of Blue Note’s
“Three Decades of Jazz.” The
years covered are 1939-49;
1949-59; and 1959-69.

“We spent a year putting it
together,” Fuhrman explained.
“This set marks not only the
beginning of Blue Note, but the
emergence of jazz in the United
States as we know it today.
You’ll see many names from the
early days that are major
names today. It was my idea,

and Frank Wolff, Blue Note’s
co-founder and Director of Re-
corded Product, did the initial
research. Then Steve LaVere
finished the project. There was
a lot of digging—we really
went back. We did it not so
much as a moneymaking propo-
sition—though we hope it does
well—but as a labor of love,
and to allow people who never
had the opportunity to buy all
these records to get a taste, to
see what they've been missing.”
A number of the Blue Note
artists have been with the label
for many years, such as Horace
Silver, Lee Morgan, Donald
Byrd and Hank Mobley.

“The reasons for Blue Note’s
success over the past 30 years?
Quality. We would never put
out a record that we didn’t feel
was perfect. Jazz has always
been very big in Europe and in
Asia, comparable to Motown
Records there. I was overseas
recently, and they were great.
We win awards there constant-
ly. Our artists are always ap-
pearing there.

“We have the respect of mu-
sicians everywhere, and we in-
tend to keep it. We hope to keep
Blue Note a force in good mu-
sic, and stay on top of trends.
But under no circumstances
will we ever forfeit the quality
of our music just to have some
extra billing. We will continue
to put out good records and dis-
cover bright young musicians.”

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Blue Note Started 30 Years
Agoby Jazz Fans Lion, Wolff

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK — Alfred Lion
(now retired) and Frank Wolff
started Blue Note Records 30
years ago ‘because we were
fans,” Wolff told Record World
last week. Which is as good a
reason as any. In fact, might
be the only reason to start any-
thing. And may be the reason
for the company’s lasting suc-
cess.

Certainly Wolff’s lengthy
love affair with jazz qualifies
him to talk about it, which he
will do with thought and eco-
nomy of words. “The feeling of
jazz has changed little over the
yvears,” he reminisced. “I find
the same feeling in old recordg
as I do in new ones. There have
been technical changes, of
course, but the most important
characteristic aspect of jazz—
the feeling, the mood, the en-
thusiasm, the cheer it imparts
—1is still the same. Jazz is not
a technical music. It never was.
It couldn’t be or I would never
have been successful. I can’t
write music or read it.”

Wolff is not necessarily a
man who looks back and, in
talking to Record World, said,
“T could never write a book
about jazz. I wouldn’t- know
what to say. It’s not a glamor-
ous job. There are many dis-
appointments. I don’t remem-
ber very many stories. Of
course, there are times when
you think, ‘T'm making the best
record that has ever been
made’.”

More Difficult Than Ever

Wolff talked about making
jazz records today. “It’s more
difficult than it ever was. There
are so many influences. Jazz
used to be limited to a few
frameworks and you could put
musicians together and they
thought the same way. But to-
day there is such a range of
personal ideas.

“T’d like to see more jazz mu-
sicians take up the rhythms of
Rhythm and Blues and rock. I
don’t say that because I think
only in terms of making hits. I
say it because some of the
Rhythm and Blues rhythms are
good and jazz musicians should
use them.

“But many jazz musicians
have a tendency to look down
on rock. They have avant garde
ideas and don’t give them up.
Jazz has gone intellectual to
the point that I have doubts if
some of it has any value. If you
get away from melody too far,
you lose sight of what is good

and what is bad. It’s hard to
judge, especially if the rhythms
are out of time. The music
ceases to be jazz.

“There are some musicians
and companies who fedl that
they have to find new direc-
tions, to create novelty and so
forth, but I feel that the basic
jazz field is big enough. You can
find new things within the
basic range of jazz. That’s
what we’re doing and that’s
what we’re going to continue
to do. We want to create hits
within the jazz field. Some-
times they become bigger, but
we don’t think in those terms.”

‘Play in the Gulf’

Wolff refers to Lonnie Smith
and Lou MacDonald as two of
his artists who “play in the
gulf” between jazz and r/b and
implied that these artists and
their materials are representa-
tive of Blue Note’s recording
philosophy. “It's a rhythm

Lewis’ “Chicago Flyer,” Jimmy

Smith’s “The Champ” and Art
Blakey's “Night at Birdland”
album.

“Jazz is good time,” Wolffe
said. “There’s no other music
that conveys the cheerfulness
that jazz gives.”

Sha Na Na In Person Group of Fall

NEW YORK — When Andy
Warhol comes to a party,
there’s something campy and
probably gossip columny afoot.
He’s the father of Pop, the king
of Transitoryvania, the shah of
Nada. What he says bores him
usually will turn out to delight
others.

Warhol showed up, thereby
giving his yawn of approval, at
the Buddah/Kama Sutra/El
Morroceo blow-out last week
for Sha Na Na, the dozen duck-
tailed, t-shirted, leather-jack-
eted, gold-laméed Columbia
students who re-create (al-
most exactly) the sounds of the
sillier ’50s rock and roll songs
and exaggerate the choreogra-
phy that went with them.

Sha Na Na (the inspired
name taken loosely from the
nonsense riff of “Get a Job”)
are the in-person group of the
fall and certainly represent the
peak of the revival-cum-spoof
of the ’50s. (Precursors in-
clude Frank Zappa’s Ruben
and the Jets and Sid Caesar’s
the Haircuts.)

Everyone will want to see
Sha for the next few months
and, if smart, the boys will get
as many personal appearances
in as possible, seminars and

mid-terms permitting.

The members, who have a
now poker-faced, now-tortured
delivery, get laughs by not
playing for them en such songs
as “Silhouettes,” “The Book of
Love,” “Chain Gang,” “At the
Hop” (into which they inter-
polate an anachronistic twist)
and “Little Darlin’” (which
was written as a parody any-
way).

One of the interesting things
to ponder about Sha Na Na are
the ages of the members,
which press poop gives as be-
tween 18 and 21. That means
that they were between seven
and 11 when the songs they
are recalling were popular. Are
they really old enough to re-
member? And how long will it
be before — in this put-on,
send-up happy age—we’re hail-
ing groups who do take-offs of
the early Beatles, the late
Beatles, tomorrow’s Beatles?

The Buddah/Kamsa Sutra ex-
ecutives are so gone (is that
the word we used to use?) on
Sha Na Na that they all wore
leather jackets to the party.

Artie Ripp produced the al-
bum, which is due on the mar-
ket almost immediately. Crazy,
man. —Dave Finkle.

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And All That Jazz

By now, the national magazines are of the opinion (belated
as always) that jazz is dead. Being a hip observer of the music
scene, you know of course that the actual death took place as
many as 10 years ago but is just now being noticed.

And, of course, too late because jazz is making a comeback.

Forget about Blood, Sweat and Tears. That’'s the most obvi-
ous example that jazz holds interest for young audiences. If
you've heard Pacific Gas and Electric or Sweetwater or the
Youngbloods or Tim Buckley lately, you will realize that a good-
ly percentage of their music falls into the jazz category. Also,
the Charles Lloyds, Gary Burtons and Jean-Luc Ponty are mak-
ing further inroads into the youth music market. Ponty just
recorded an album with Frank Zappa and
played a gig at the Experience, L.A.’s hip new
rock club. The Fourth Way, a San Francisco-
based jazz-rock group, is about to tour the
major rock ballrooms.

Now, of course, these people are not in the
majority and hard rock still holds sway on
the charts and in the hearts -of audiences;
nevertheless, there’s no denying that jazz is
not the turn-off it used to be. Curiously
enough, it is not the white-collar jazz of the
’50s—Brubeck, Mulligan, the MJQ—but something different. It’s
a jazz that arose out of rock.

Consider.

Back two years ago, everybody was exclaiming about lyrics.
God, they were meaningful! Remember those arguments about
Dylan vs. Lennon? And when were Hardin and Neil going to
be recognized for the geniuses they were? Well, lyrics are not
of revolutionary interest any more. That battle has been won.
If you think back over the Cream-Traffic-Jeff Beck-Led Zeppelin
days, a new word wormed its way into the consciousness of rock
critics, performers and audiences-musicianship.

If there’s one thing that sets jazz apart from other forms of
music, it’s the reliance on solos, technique, instrumental phras-
ing and shades of feeling. Thinking back on the Clapton vs.
Bloomfield comparisons, what we were really asking was, “Who's
the better guitarist? Who has better ideas, better technique,
better constructed solos?” Those are questions you might expect
from a jazz audience, right? Right.

Now, being honest about it, we are still in the Rock Age and
we figure to remain in it for a good long while; however, if the
influence of jazz is being reflected by today’s young musicians,
that’s all that matters. Jazz is uniquely American music. Rock,
which originated here, has received no small amount of influ-
ence from the Beatles, Stones, Cream, Traffic, Beck, Mayall, etc.
To say that the Britishers took American music and reworked
it begs the question. The fact is that what they presented to the
public was new and was accepted as such. If American musi-
cians can re-establish their position as the world’s leading inno-
vators, it may very well come as a result of learning lessons
taught years ago by Charlie Parker, Lester Young and company.

Speaking of innovators, we have to once again mention the
superb programming turned out by Skip Weshner of KRHM-FM
in Los Angeles. He is one man that does not recognize categori-
cal boundaries in music. On a recent show, he played Kenny
Rankin, Blossom Dearie, Area Code 615, Donovan, Bobby
Dorough, the Youngbloods, Jean-Luc Ponty, Charlie Christian,
Lonnie Mack and others. To him, as to other tasteful program-
mers, there are only two kinds of music—good and bad. His show
runs the gamut from folk to blues to jazz to rock and all stops
in between.

It will be their appear-
ance at the Royal Albert Hall on Sept. 24, together with the
Royal Philharmonic Orchestra conducted by Malcolm Arnold
(Oscar winner for his scoring of “Bridge on the River Kwai”).
They will perform Deep Purple leader Jon Lord’s specially com-
posed concerto for group and orchestra. During the first half of
the concert, the R.P.0O. will perform Arnold’s Sixth Symphony
which is dedicated to the late jazzman Charlie Parker. Film pro-
ducer John Boulting, head of British Lion Films, was also at
E.M.I. to represent Lion Television, the company who will film
the concert for world-wide TV distribution. He also introduced
Deep Purple and Malcolm Arnold to the press, saying, “This
event should bridge all generation gaps and can only do good
toward the breakdown of musical barriers.”

1/3 of the volume and where
another 25 racks comprise an-
other 50% of the business.

Because of the distribution
changes it was decided to aban-
don the product manager con-
cept for the Mercury, Philips,
Fontana, Smash, Limelight and
Blue Rock lines in favor of
one man, in this case Simon,
being in charge of sales and
marketing for those labels. The
corporation’s tape division un-
der Harry Kelly will remain
unchanged, as will the classi-
cal department headed by Joe
Bott and the economy Wing
line headed by Morris Price.

Also, the New York Based
Intrepid label, under the direc-
tion of VP Charles Fach, will
continue as a label designed to
compete with the smaller in-
dependent labels on a flexible
basis.

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The Year of B. B. King

Blues Giant Played to- More In
- One Year Than In Whole Career

By ANDY GOBERMAN

NEW YORK — 1969 could
well go down in history as the
Year of B. B. King. Although
B. B. has been playing the
blues for 21 years, he told
Record World last week “I’ve
played to more people this year
than in all 21 years.”

BluesWay’s B. B. King is the
bluesman’s bluesman, a fact at-
tested to by the enormous in-
fluence his guitar playing has
had on all of the younger blues
musicians. However, this is the
first year B. B. has gotten the
kind of exposure he’s been try-
ing for over 21 years of play-
ing. He is not concerned with
his fame or fortune as much
as how many people have heard
him play, and this year he’s
reaching audiences like never
before.

Recently, he played the Dal-
lag Pop Festival, and told us
how after the show, he and
Johnny Winter went to a near-
by park and jammed for about
15,000 people who couldn’t get
in to the festival. Jam sessions
are obviously one part of per-
forming that B. B. loves, and
crowds at the Fillmore were
recently treated to a session
with B. B., T-Bone Walker,
Otis Spann, Pharoah Sanders

and other masters.

“We’ve really gained ground
this year, and if things keep
going, we’ll be known very
well,” says B. B. “The audience
in Dallas had the old and the
young, white and black.” “Peo-
ple ask me what it’s like to get
a second chance, but I'm still
on my first. I didn’t leave and
come back, it just keeps get-
ting bigger.”

Wants Super-Jam LP

B. B. expressed a desire to
do a super-jam LP ‘someday,
because even though the kids
have learned- from him, “I
learn from the kids, too.” “I
want to play more colleges, and
more festivals. When 80,000
people give you a standing ova-
tion, I just can’t describe the
feeling.”

Mexico is the next stop for
B. B. King—he’ll be there next
month for the first time. And
a European tour is slated for
early May of next year. At
present he is collecting mate-
rial for another LP, to start
next month. Busy as always,
B. B. can look back on his years
in the business with a chuckle.
As for recording, he says, “I'm
getting freedom now that I
didn’t have for a long time.”

Records Philosophy

NEW YORK-—Skye Records,
acquired by Filmways some
weeks ago to operate autono-
mously under President Nor-
man Schwartz, announces a
new direction with product:
the 30-and-over age market.

In an interview with Record
World last week, Schwartz said,
“lI have always said that the
belief that by 1970 most of the
buying public would be 25 or
under is a fiction. Reports now
have been published that only
7.8% of our buying power is
in the hands of the under-30
set. When all the youth talk
started eight or 10 years ago,
the music industry executives
got scared — grew their hair
long, threw away the white-on-
white shirts—and ran for the
young people. One of the rea-
sons why Elektra and Jac
Holzman have been so success-
ful is that they always worked
with young people. But the old
guard labels got frightened,
got rid of their established
artists and concentrated on the
kids. More often than not they
failed, and when these kids
fail you know nothing can be
done with the master. Also,
gince many of the young people
don’t know that much about
mugie, they are expensive to
record.”

Continued Schwartz: “In the
meantime, the young marrieds,
or the 30s-to-50s, are being de-
prived. I maintain that turning
30 is not a ticket to oblivion. It’s
very important to know that if
the record business is soft to-
day, it’s because a whole group
of buyers are being neglected.”

Skye hopes to alleviate this
“neglect” in a number of ways.
“We're recording a series of
compogitional material. The
buyer with expensive equip-
ment buys classical—the con-
temporary idiom doesn’t give
him enough. So we’re going to
try and record as much com-
positional material as we can,
plus those artists who have
lived long enough to bring true
human values to their perform-
ance.”

Bob Freedman is conducting
his compositions “Journeys of
Odysseus” and “The Selfish
‘Giant” for Skye LPs, and the
label is trying to get the rights
to Brubeck’s “Gates of Jus-
tice.” Schwartz went on:
“We’ll be working with Gary
Sherman, who’s doing serious
composition now. And we’ve
just recorded an album we’'re
very excited about with the
veteran R&B singer Ruth
Brown. It's ecalled, ‘Black is
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Brown, and Brown is Beauti-
ful’.”

“We’ll be recording some
young records,” Schwartz add-
ed. “Chuck Rainey, the Fender
bass player on a number of hit
kid dates, will be recording for
us. But we will be recording
essentially seasoned perform-
ers. We won’t go in and cut a
bunch of kids just because
gomebody’s thought up new
names for a group.”

Currently clicking with the
“Slaves” film LP, Skye will
have the soundtrack to “Hi,
Mom,” a film by the producers
of “Greetings.” There also are
some ambitious plans for
spoken word albums.

Boulding Named Sonderling
National Program Director

Discusses 'Composite’ Programming

By DAVE FINKLE

NEW YORK—Just as Jerry
Boulding 1is celebrating his
first year as Operations Man-
ager of WWRL with “more ad-
vertising and higher ratings,”
he has been appointed National
Program Director of the Son-
derling Broadcasting Corp. of
which WWRL is a part.

Boulding told Record World
about his programming tech-
niques last week at a non-stop
session. He describes the sta-
tion’s sound as ‘“semi-Drake,

| modified boss” and says it re-

volves around an approach he
calls “composite” prcgram-
ming.

“It’s impossible to describe |

what I mean by ‘composite’,”
Boulding said, “but part of it
is that nothing ever ends.
There’s no reason for anyone
to tune out because something
is always just getting started.
If we have the news coming up
we announce what will follow
and it has to be something in
the top 20.” !

(WWRL has inaugurated a
“20-20” news policy, which
means headlines at 20 minutes
after the hour and news at 40
minutes after the hour.)

“I want to have a changing
Boulding said, “be-
cause you can’t allow anything
to become stale. I have 87 jin-
gles that I re-edit every three
months. There are 7 jingles
that we use for introducing
oldies alone.” (WWRL Has a
File of 100 Souldies.) “Also I
try to check trends by making
frequent visits to stores. I go
into a store in one of the
boroughs and watch the buying
patterns. I noticed recently that
albums were selling more and
more so I began to program
more album cuts and it has paid
off.”

(Boulding runs a “weekend
spectacular” every Friday
through Sunday during which
time he builds a contest around
cuts from albums of one par-
ticular artist. He plans to in-
troduce this WWRL staple to
all the Sonderling stations,
which he will begin visiting at
the end of the month.)

“My approach to program-
ming a station is to find out
who my listeners are and then
giving them most of the music
they want to hear. I've found
that most of our listeners are
blacks between 18 and 40. So
we gear ourselves to an ethnic
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Jerry Boulding

audience and accent profes-
sionalism, because we find
‘what our listeners respond to
smost is ‘the better sound.””

WWRL, under Boulding’s su-
pervision, has become involved
in civic matters, most of them
‘based on encouraging black
pride. Among the services the
station offers are 90 minute
and a half segments (run one
every two hours) under a
'series title, “Profiles in Black.”
‘During the summer WWRL ran
a “Soulmobile” that toured in
‘New York City and parts of
New Jersey and made a point
'of stressing voter registration.
- The full-time disk jockeys on
WWRL now are Enoch Greg-
cory, Hal Atkins, Jerry Bledsoe,
Al Germany, Gary Byrd and
Jeffry Troy. Boulding gaid that
they feel part of a team and
-accept his position as “coach.”
‘His screening process for new
“dejays is extensive and in-
‘cludes long hours of testing a
prospective jockey before he
goes on the air. “All my joc-
keys play their own records be-
cause it brings them closer to
the music than having an en-
gineer would. I discourage
phone calls — except for re-
‘quests and we have a lot of
those—and I don’t like visitors
when a jockey is on.”

Boulding dislikes the star
system and discourages, it.
“When you have stars, they
leave the station and take
their audiences  with them.
‘What we are building is the
consistent sound. People tune
in and don’t tune out because
they know what they’re going
to hear.

“My system is infallible.
There are no flaws. Not yet.
None that I can think of.”

NEW YORK — The toughest
critics in New York, and many
people know this, performers
especially, are the musicians
in the Copa band.

Almost nothing strikes them
funny. Many a comic and singer
has worked his larvnx off to
the amusement of family and
friends at the Copa. while the
band sat like Mount Rushmore
statuary. They’d seen it all
before.

Last week, at United Artists’
Pat Cooper opening the Copa
band laughed—from beginning
to end.

Cooper’s routine is an Italian
Portnoy’s complaint, a sten-
torian confession of a child-
hood lived in fear of an arm-
waving mother and a foot-
lowering father. It’s terrifying
and it’s warm.

Cooper is the kind of come-
dian whose material seems to
come so much from within that
it’s difficult to conceive of him

using writers. When he talks,
there isn’t that sneaking sus-
picion that three gagmen are
locked in an upstairs room
scribbling new yoks for the late
show.

My favorite Cooper reminis-
cence is the one about the egg
and pepperoni sandwiches his
mother doused in oil so she
could follow the drippings to
make sure the rebellious lad
really went to school.

His smoothness was tinged
with just the right touch of
diffidence to keep his act from
seeming slick. He reprised his

HOLLYWOOD — The Acad-
emy of Country & Western
Music will operate on a na-
tional basis, with boundaries
that once restricted both mem-
bership eligibility and awards
consideration now removed,
Board of Directors Chairman
Bill Boyd has announced.

Change in structure, unani-
mously voted when directors
met this month, is effective im-
mediately and will be reflécted
in the Fifth Annual Awards
Presentation next year.

Activities in the main had
been restricted to the Western
states since formation of the
Academy here in 1965, to focus
attention on the great number
of country and western music
people in Hollywood.

“It had become increasingly
obvious that there isn’t any one
headquarters for country and
western music,” Boyd remark-
ed. “It no longer made sense
to restrict either membership
or awards on a regional basis,
and directors voted according-
ly.”

As illustration, Boyd pointed
to the growing number of coun-
try music-oriented programs on
network television and the fact
that the last two “Grammy
song of the year” award re-
