Fox Label on with a Bang

NEW YORK- "The 'Hello,
Dolly!' soundtrack album has
gotten us back into the record
business with a bang," said
20th Century -Fox Records Gen-
eral Manager Donald Dickstein
last week.

The album, released on Oct.
16 and distributed by ABC Rec-
ords, stars Barbra Streisand,
Walter Matthau and Michael
Crawford with a special ap-
pearance by Louis Armstrong.
Aside from re -introducing vir-
tually the- entire Jerry Herman
Broadway score, a couple of
new Herman tunes have been
added. The multi -million dollar
film was produced and written
for the screen by Ernest Leh-
man, directed by Gene Kelly
and choreographed by Michael
Kidd. "Hello, Dolly!" world
premieres as a roadshow at
New York's Rivoli Theater Dec.
16, with nationwide bookings
directly following. Miss Strei-
sand is expected to attend the
New York opening, and pos-
sibly even the West Co a st
premiere.

According to Dickstein, "The
soundtrack album will have one
of the largest advertising cam-
paigns for an album in the his-
tory of the re cord business.
The interest on it is phenome-
nal. Every one of the distribu-
tors and retailers we've talked
to refers to the 'Hello, Dolly!'
soundtrack album as their big
Christmas album. A couple of
weeks before Christmas there
will also be a big window pro-
motion on the LP throughout
the country.

"Although the package is in
our DeLuxe Album Series,
we're keeping the price down to
$5.98, instead of the regular
DeLuxe price of $6.98. That
extra dollar seems to mean a
lot when people go to buy an
LP."

Dickstein noted that the disk-
ery is swinging in other
directions, too. "We've just
signed a production deal with
the Vallone-McGaw firm to re-
lease Fox records on a group
called the Book of Matches, and
we have also signed a singer
named Trudi. Other artist ac-
quisitions are currently in ne-
gotiation. We have a great deal
of material coming up from our
recently established NaShville
office where both the publish-
ing and record operations are
run by Stan Shulman."

Another soundtrack due
early in '70 is "The Games,"
with a score by Francis ("A
Man and a Woman") Lai. Dick-
stein reports that the current
soundtrack on "The Prime of
Miss Jean Brodie," music by
Rod McKuen, is picking up in
sales, probably due to the suc-
cess of the "Jean" theme as
recorded by Oliver.

Sacha Distel to Increase
Stateside Activities

NEW YORK -Just before go-
ing back to France last week,
Warner Brothers' Sacha Distel
visited Record World to stress
the theme of one of his new
compositions, "I'd Rather Be
Here with You."

Distel, who has just com-
pleted his first nitery stint
stateside at the Plaza's Persian
Room, said that he plans many
more trips to America, where
he'd like to establish himself
as a mean -business artist ("not
just a brief trip every once in
a while and then go home").

Until now, Distel has been
known primarily in America as
one of Brigitte Bardot's hus-
bands, but he looks to be about
changing all that, especially via
his new W-7 contract (Jimmy
Wisner producing).

His first single is "Raindrops
Keep Falling on My Head" and
he'll be back in the states in
December to cut a second sin-
gle and an album - and hope-
fully to land movies and line
up boite bookings.

In Europe Distel is a super-
star who never fails to reach
the top 10 and sometimes mak-
ing as many as 200 appearances
a year. And, he reports, the
singles pace is easier there. "In
France, it's easy to get air play.
All the disk jockeys know me
and there are only three im-
portant stations - all in the
same block in Paris. When a

record of mine comes out, I
simply go to each station and
it's done. Here it's much more
frantic. And I don't even know
whether Americans want to
hear people who sing with an
accent."

Before leaving for home, Dis-
tel did the Sullivan show, the
David Frost show and the Mery

Distel is also a songwriter
and noted that, in fact, he has
to be. "In France, the original
American version of records
sells now. You used to be able
to cover records, but you can't
anymore. I like writing and now
I will write much more. In
America, only one of my songs
is well known -`The Good Life.'
The English lyric is by Jack
Riordan. And, you know, I
haven't ever met him."

NEW YORK - Busy song-
stress Gloria Loring came home
for a breather last week -and
immediately got out promoting
her Stereo Dimension LP, ". . .

Peggy Lee's 'World' Wonderful
No one suspected it but "The

World of Peggy Lee," a 90 -min-
ute TVer being aired over NET,
turned out to be the most in-
depth TV documentary a per-
forming artist has received to
date . . . and more important
a tribute to this top-notch per-
former's unequalled artistry
and showmanship.

The major premise of the
show is summed up in Miss
Lee's own opening statement:
"I've been given a talent and I
feel a responsibility to try to
improve the presentation of it."

Thus in preparation to her
opening at the new Internation-
al Hotel in Las Vegas, the
viewer is taken into a seldom -
visited area of show biz - a
glimpse of the backstage grind
that adds up to a mountain of
grueling work minus the glam-
our. In Miss Lee's case, how-
ever, the mountain of work is
greater but the glamour is
never sacrificed (her charm,
wit and good looks are always
present).

As meticulous a performer as
Peggy Lee is, no one works
harder in her rehearsals than
she does. It's apparent in this
telecast that her meticulous
preparations earn the love and
respect of everyone connected
with these lengthy work ses-
sions. Composer Johnny Mandel
("The Shadow of Your Smile")
has written a beautiful new
ballad, "I Never Told You,"
which was being worked into
the act. However, after num-
erous tries Miss Lee felt it did
not fit the format of her act.
And the drama of whether to
pull such an important song
unfolds as everyone is consult-
ed including on -the -scene Man-
del. The climax: the song is
pulled, they mourn its passing
and the show goes on.

`All There Is' Highlight
"Is That All There Is" -

Peggy Lee's current smash hit
on Capitol - is the highlight
of the telecast as the viewer
sees her rehearse it for the first
time at home, try it out in the
rehearsal hall and finally deli-
ver it before an audience in a
preview performance in Los
Angeles. To this reporter few
singers have communicated a
lyric so effectively as Miss Lee
does with this hit. She makes
herself the song and the song
is her.

Pianist -conductor Lou Levy
is constantly at her side as Miss
Lee ultimately emerges the
spectacular butterfly that she
is.

But after it's over
all you can ask is : "Is That All
There Is ?" -Joe Fleischman.

Evans & Co. Tops At
Top of the Gate

NEW YORK-Tuesday night,
Oct. 14, I visited the Top of
the Gate to hear the Bill Evans
Trio gig which started there
Sept. 30 and is scheduled to
last through Oct. 26.

Although he has been around
a number of years, this is the
first time I saw Evans and his
trio live and I must say that
the music was beyond my wild-
est expectations. It is rare that
you encounter a performer who
is so smooth, so professional,
so tasteful, so musical that you
experience the music as pure
energy and sound. It takes a
while to realize that that en-
ergy is being brought to you by
human beings.

Complemented and suppli-
mented by what is probably the
best rhythm section in the
world of jazz - Eddie Gomez
on bass and Marty Morrell on
drums - Evans achieves a
unity and togetherness in his
music that is the goal and
dream of every ensemble mu-
sician. He played a lot of stand-
ard jazz tunes but in a way so
unique and inimitable that I
felt as if I were hearing them
for the first time.

Morrell is one of those drum-
mers who is so good that al-
though he takes no solos and
keeps his dynamics moderate,
you feel his presence. When
Gomez takes a solo you hear
the kind of technique and pas-
sion one has come to associate
with classical performers like
Ravi Shanker-he stretches the
limits of his instrument to the
infinite.

I hope that more and more
people become aware of the mu-
sic of the Bill Evans Trio, for
despite their greatness they
have remained relatively un-
known to the public at large.
They are indeed musicians'
musicians.

On the Bill
On the same bill was Jaki

Byard, a pianist who combines
the styles of blues, dixie, honky-
tonk, New York and avant-
garde jazz. He approaches the
instrument with vitality, preci-
sion and moderation. He has
been around a long time and
although it doesn't look as
though he'll ever make it to
the top, he's good in clubs and

keeps the audience listening-
which is what counts.

After Evans' last set, Jeremy
Steig, a flutist who has just re-
corded an album on Verve with
the Evans Trio, came on and
played with Eddie Gomez and
Marty Morrell for about half
an hour. He charmed and ex-
hilarated the audience with his
virtuosity and musicianship.
Even in so short a set one could
hear that Jeremy explores the
potential of the flute like no
one in our time has done. Lis-
ten.

Sum= summararum: it's a
fabulous show at the Top of the
Gate-probably one of the best
for some time to come. Go see
it. -Andy Nadelson.

3. John Lennon and Paul Mc-

4. The Beatles intend to keep
all their rights within their own
company, Apple, which has di-
visions in records, music pub-
lishing, motion pictures and
television.

Capitol Special Products

HOLLYWOOD-Capitol Rec-
ords Distributing Corp. and
World Music Corp. have entered
into an agreement calling for
Capitol's entire special prod-
ucts line to be distributed na-
tionally by more than 80 inde-
pendent sales representatives.

The agreement increases Cap-
itol's special products sales
force by about 60 percent and
broadens its U.S. distribution
of cassette and cartridge equip-
ment, wire racks, needles and
other record and tape acces-
sories.

John C. Jossey, Sales Vice
President for CRDC, and Bill
Lanzendorf, President of World
Music Corp., of Tarzana, Calif.,
jointly announce the innovative
merchandising program.

While Capitol's 130 regular
salesmen concentrate on retail
record shops, World Music's 83
independent representatives
will call on a wide range of
outlets that do not specialize in
recordings - such as chain
stores, photography shops, dis-
count houses, furniture stores,
musical instrument stores and
drug stores. The independents
will handle all Capitol products
except recordings.

"This represents Capitol's
entry into mass merchandising
of special products," Jossey
said. "It's a breakthrough for
massive entry into all retail
fields."

Lanzendorf comment e d:

"World Music brings to Capitol
an expertise in mass merchand-
ising. Our job is to see that
World Music reps sell all prod-
ucts afforded to us by Capitol.
We look for longevity and a
broadening of the full line in
the near future."

Launched After Test
The national effort was

launched after conclusion of a
successful six-month "relying"
test in Southern California. In-
dependent salesmen were util-
ized in conjunction but not in
competition with regular Capi-
tol salesmen. The test proved
that the technique could satu-
rate a market.

"Initial response was far be-
yond what we expected," said
Roger Brown, CRDC's special
products sales manager. "As a
result, we knew that it would
work nationally."

World Music's 83 independ-
ent salesmen were hired for the
Capitol merchandising program
at two-day meetings conducted
in Chicago, Philadelphia,
Dallas and San Francisco, with
Jossey opening the first meet-
ing in Chicago. At all four
meetings, the prospective sales
representatives were introduced
to the program by Brown, Lan-
zendorf, CRDC Special Mar-
kets Merchandising Manager
Hal Rothberg, and World Music
National Sales & Marketing
Manager Bob Brilhart.

It Happened on Bleeker St.
NEW YORK-Bleeker Street

rocked on Oct. 15 as two press
parties for Eric Mercury and
Ten Wheel Drive blended with
Scotch and sandwiches creating
what one participant described
as "sensory overload."

Eric Mercury, Avco Embassy
Records' first star, did his
psychedelic soul thing at the
Cafe Au Go Go where he has
performed on and off for the last
couple of months. Eric is backed
up by a first-rate jazzy septet
which includes two trumpets and
a trombone. This is a formula
which has been overworked by
many less talented performers
who capitalized on Blood, Sweat
and Tears gold records.

Eric Genuinely Talented
Eric is the exception, though.

He is genuinely talented, emo-
tional, exciting a n d unprece-
dented. His material is listenable
and usually meaningful and his

style is unpretentious but elec-
tric. He's a star and he knows it.
His version of the familiar "Hur-
dy Gurdy Man" showed just how
much he is giving to music and
his inevitably enthusiastic recep-
tion indicates some heavy future
income for Avco EmbaSsy, Eric
and everyone else involved.

Across the street at the Bitter
End was Polydor's Ten Wheel
Drive featuring Genya Ravan.
Genya has been around for a
while with several groups, but
she seems to have found home
with this band of 10 (count
'em!) back-up admirers. She's
got a basically exciting voice but
her vocals are distinguished by
their volume rather than by
emotion. Her harp playing would
turn S o n n y Boy Williamson
white but the brassy Ten Wheel
Drive in back of her is musically
tight and, at times, inventive.

I was let down a bit when Tina
did Otis' "I've Been Loving You
Too Long." The best song she
did, however, was "Respect."
She was great, and from this
point on she really had the
audience. Ike moved with some
blues next, but they should've
been longer.

Following intermission, Cory
Wells, Danny Hutton and Chuck
Negron, 'collectively known as
3 Dog Night (Dunhill). This
group is great without fail.
When I saw them in L. A. at
ABC's convention they were de-
scribed as "A grout) with three
lead singers." It fits. I liked
them then, and even more last
night. They opened with "Heav-
en is In Your Mind," which was
more than enough to make the
audience theirs. In their next.
song they kept asking "Are you
feeling alright?" I can only
answer that there was no other
way to feel. "Nobody" I dig as
one of the great songs off their
first great LP. Cory performed
"The Loner" which was written
by Neil Young (of Crosby,
Stills, Nash & Young) and Cory
really was great. Chuck made
the show greater, which at this
point took a super -talent, with
"Easy To Be Hard" from
"Hair." There have been a num-
ber of people attempting this
beautiful song, but aside from -
the show, 3 Dog Night has the
best rendition.

You had to be there to believe
the drum solo which followed.
Both with sticks and bare hands

this musician is great. I apolo-
gize for not knowing his name,
but soon there won't be a per-
son in the industry or the buy-
ing public who won't know this
fabulous drummer as a giant
and the best rock drummer
around. He got a standing ova-
tion that could have gone on
forever. "One" kept it all going.
Their new single, "Eli's Com-
ing," is another million -seller
without question.

To do an Otis Redding song
even half as good as the master
himself takes true feeling and
much soul. If you ever want to
see it done the way Otis did it,
get into "Try a Little Tender-
ness" featuring Cory. It was
excellent and must have lasted
for 10 minutes. We all felt it.
Before he could finish he had
a standing ovation.

They wound the show with
that number, but answered our
applause with an encore, and no
one sat down. To have asked
them to come back again would
have been inhuman because
they gave it everything and
needed a rest. You have to see
them. Three great singers that
sound great alone and great to-
gether, and they are together on
record and in person.
