Jean Terrell Joins Supremes

HOLLYWOOD - Diana Ross
will leave Motown vocal group
Diana Ross and the Supremes
in January to embark on a solo
career in show business.

Getting It Togetheri
By DAN GOLDBERG

Stan Catron of BMI, a man who has watched the record busi-
ness go through changes in the last couple of decades, likes to
refer to the "new breed" in the record business. Certainly BMI
has played a large part in the subsidizing of "underground"
writers who lived off of BMI advances until they "made it." Tim
Hardin and Laura Nyro are only two of the many talented artists
who owe much of their wealth to their songwriting efforts.

Perhaps an even greater sign of the "new breed" in the busi-
ness is the development of several independent labels dealing at
least in part in the "underground" and contributing music which
might otherwise have taken longer to reach the consumer. Follow-
ing is a brief discussion of some (by no means all) of the more
interesting new companies.

The Beatles' Apple has certainly been success
ful. Their seven (by my count) gold records since
their "Hey Jude" debut of 15 months ago is one
which many companies would envy and their
artistic contribution of the Beatles, their res-
surection of Billy Preston and plans to record poet
Richard Brautigan have been a joy.

Nevertheless, Apple is not without its problems.
The Beatle-produced records other than their own tend to have
a little too much Beatles at the expense of the artist. Thus, Billy
Preston, Jackie Lomax and most unfortunately, for he is the most
talented, James Taylor have not really made it yet. All of them
were well produced in the traditional sense of precision but in
the precision there is an imposition of Beatle tastes on artists
who are simply not the Beatles.

Despite its flaws, Apple has provided us with some of our best
musical moments of the year, and record dealers with some of
their most reliable product.

On the other end of the spectrum is Moses Asch's Folkways
Records, one of the oldest, least commercial and most prophetic
of record labels. Around since the days of 78's, Folkways provides
a continuous outpouring of ethnic, folk, children's and revolu-
tionary records. It was Folkways who launched such artists as
the Fugs, Bob Dylan, Tom Paxton and Pete Seeger and for years
offered the only recordings of Woody Guthrie and Leadbelly and
countless lesser known blues and folk greats.

In addition, it offers the most comprehensive ethnic catalogue
in existence and has pioneered spoken word and electronic music
recordings. Going under the philosophy of "I'd rather sell a
copy of a thousand different records than a thousand copies of
one record," Asch with his Folkways, Broadside and RF labels
still has an open door to talent. Recent releases came from Etta
Jenkins, Charity Baily and Tony Schwartz.

Frank Zappa's Straight Records is a newcomer to the record
scene and just getting underway. Up until now, the heaviest re-
leases from Zappa have been on the Warner Brothers -distributed
Bizarre label. Although criticized for ignoring commercial fac-
tors, Zappa has always had enough talent to attract followers
to all of his previous endeavors. Albums from Alice Cooper and
Captain Beefheart proved a little too freaky for the masses, but
Wild Man Fisher and the Mothers' "Uncle Meat" both attractedwide attention as artistic masterpieces.

Coming up are albums from the female GT's and Tim Buck-
ley's first album for Straight which will probably be the label's
first big chart record. It is a mistake to view Zappa as an artistin exile, for beneath the rage (frequently justified) at the music
establishment is a talent which attracts other talent-which
makes Straight a label of the not -so -distant future.

Unlike all of the above is Don Graham's Blue Thumb label. Itis unstructured and is really the freest and paradoxically the
most commercial. Believing in what he calls AOR (all over the
road) -music, Graham has an incredibly diverse selection of talent
including Ike and Tina Turner, Love, Southwind and the Sergio
Mendes produced Bosso Rio. Every record on the label is inde-
pendent of the next one, giving the label an eclectic and therefore
liberated reputation. It's too early for an evaluation but Blue
Thumb may have the combination business sense and artistic
sensitivity to score all over.

There are plenty of others who deserve to be, or will deserve
to be mentioned.

Al Herion, who manages one of the country's first alternate
FM stations, KPPC-FM in Pasadena, believes that radio must
become involved, that the days of passing news along and enter-
taining as strict policy are going and going fast. Herion and his
associates are involved in the community up to their necks.

For one thing, KPPC is out to eradicate air pollution. And
rather than just tell people what a bad thing smog is, the station
has become a distribution point for petitions urging strong legis-
lation against manufacturers who are doing nothing about the
problem. And you can bet that the staff -members of PPC were
the first to -sign those petitions.

For another, one of the station's staffers is Al Dinero, who
went to New Mexico this past summer and covered the Reyes-

Tijerina fiasco. Dinero was with the group of
Mexican -Americans who attempted to claim
land they allege belongs to them under Span-
ish land grants, but which the New Mexico and
federal government has leased to ranching and
other tenants.

KPPC was one of the few stations in the
country that followed the resulting legal action
closely. And they used Dinero's on the air re-
ports to raise money to help defray the legal
costs of the defendants, and to fund a move
to alter the situation. (One result was this: the

Presbyterian Church of New Mexico, one of the lease -holders on
the disputed land, returned their land to the protesters, and paid
them damages of $55,000 for the use of the land for time they
held the lease on it). PPC also made the tapes available to any
other stations who were interested in becoming involved in. the
case. Free.

Time might end up calling it partisan broadcasting. Whatever
the tag, KPPC-FM is doing the coming thing.

The Hobbit label's first album, by a trio with a strong following
on the Coast, Rockin Foo, has been released. It's a very pleasant
record, and thankfully Hobbit has included lyrics to Foo's songs
on the inner -surface of the LP jacket, because they are signifi-
cant. The Foo symbol means happiness . . . Robbie Robertson,
mainstay of the Band, is producing an album by Jesse James
Winchester for Ampex Records. Winchester is an American now
living in Canada because he didn't want to go to war. His songs
are incredibly colorful and sometimes hilarious - as in "Jesus
Christ Was a Teenager, Too." The LP will be released in January
. . . The first time Bill Graham was ever forced to turn people
away from his Fillmore West was during a recent appearance by
Santana . . . A story in the Oct. 27 issue of the National Observer
told in depth the penetration of rock into the American class-
room. More and more music educators are beginning to realize
that rock is "the best way, perhaps the only way, to establish a
musical connection with a significant number of today's youth."

Russ Miller, who produced the recently released Lonnie Mack
"Whatever's Right" LP for Elektra, a sleeper album if ever there
was one, has come up with another knock -out LP - "Subway to
the Country," David Ackles' second album for Elektra. Miller put
the songs of Ackles together with arranger Frederick Myro, resi-
dent composer with the New York Philharmonic and a leading
exponent of the marriage of rock and traditional music. The re-
sult is astonishing. WCBS-FM in New York somehow got hold of
an advance copy of the album and is already playing four cuts.
It will be released in mid -November . . . The Youngbloods de-
vastated the recent Berkeley Folk Festival. Ralph Gleason, in a
review of the concert, said "They stole the show."

Dynamic Lee Michaels, whose latest A & M album titled simply,
"Lee Michaels," is on its way up the charts, may record an album
with one of the leading symphony orchestras in the U S
Christine Adams, who recorded the incredible "Mr. Soul Brother"
for Cyclone Records, is a regular member of the Los Angeles
cast of "Hair" . . . Don't overlook Crow, and their album "Crow."

The New Mogoos
& How They Grew

NEW YORK - There is a
new group on ABC Records
called the Blues Magoos. It's
not a new name, of course. The
old Blues Magoos were per-
haps New York's first psyche-
delic group. Discovered at the
Night Owl, they released two
albums and had one hit single,
"We Ain't Got Nothing Yet,"
and disappeared after two
years.

Now Peppy, lead guitarist of
the old group, has formed a
new group with all new mu-
sicians and a new label. Peppy,
who is associated with Long-
hair Productions, stopped by
Record World and talked about
the new and old Magoos.

15 When Started
Peppy, who will be 21 in

June, was just 15 when he
started playing with the old
Magoos and was 17 at the time
of the hit. "When we got a
hit, we weren't exactly good
musicians - but you could get
away with it in those days.
Then some of the guys in the
band got on these impossible
ego trips and things sort of
fell apart. When we would play
`We Ain't Got Nothing Yet' we'd
say 'Here's our medley of hit.'"

After the group broke up,
Peppy decided to start a new
group with a jazz influence. He
advertized in the Village Voice
for musicians and selected his
current group out of 300 appli-
cants. The album was produced
just a few weeks after they
got together and Peppy de-
scribes it as "fresh."

"I wanted to start something
new," he continued. "The old
thing just got so ridiculous. I
mean to make music you've got
to practice," he said with a
smile. The new album is called
"Never Goin' Back to Georgia."

On the basis of his perform-
ance, one would say that Jones
has gotten out the lead that pre-
viously dragged his appearances
down.

When ar-
ranging your program for the
day, remember you are reach-
ing people from all walks of
life and add the necessary in-
gredients to capture them all.
There are those of us who play
what we like to hear but also
think of the people in radioland
who patronize the sponsors of
the shows. Remember the
choirs, male groups, the solo-
ists and those who sing duets.
Give them all a chance. When
time permits, feature a sermon.
There is always that sick per-
son or shut-in who would love
to hear a good sermon.

Those announcers who are
fortunate enough to have their
own artists on recordings
should give someone else's art-
ists a break, too.

National Tape Earnings Up 61
Nine month after-tax earn-

ings for National Tape Distri-
butors, Inc., Milwaukee -based
recorded music firm, rose 61%
to $355,930 from $221,065 dur-
ing the same period in 1968.
Net sales for the nine month
period increased from $12,151,-
522 to $17,257,958 for the cur-
rent year.

The figures reported by Na-
tional Tape President James
Tiedjens included the pooled
volume and earnings for eight
of the 11 firms acquired by
National Tape since April of
this year. Tiedjens said that
a Los Angeles firm, a Dallas -
Oklahoma City firm and a San
Francisco firm were all ac-
quired after the period being -
reported and were not included
in the firm's nine month re-
port. Net income per share,
according to Tiedjens, rose
from 280 per share in 1968 to
34¢ per share in 1969. How-
ever, the number of shares
outstanding during the period
increased from 795,579 in 1968
to 1,052,756 in 1969. The sub-
stantial increase in shares
outstanding came as a result
of the company's acquisition
program.

Tiedjens said that figures for
the current period reflected re-

latively high costs involved in
consolidating the company's
new acquisitions. He added
that current sales volume was
running in excess of $3 mil-
lion per month, far ahead of
last year, and that substantial-
ly increased profits were anti-
cipated for the fourth quarter.
He said that the nine month
results puts the company "on
target" toward its full year
earnings estimate of 650-70¢
per share.

Tiedjens added that the
latest electronics industry fig-
ures show a 50% growth in
the sale of tape playing equip-
ment for the first half of 1969.
"Almost 3,000,000 tape units
were sold in that six month
period," he said, "our sales are
currently reflecting this up -
trend and we should see the
cumulative effort in the months
of October and November."

In a related announcement,
Tiedjens said that National
Tape had completed arrange-
ments for the private placement
of $2,000,000 in convertible
notes with institutional inves-
tors. "The proceeds," he said,
"will be used as working capital
to support the firm's current
growth pattern."

Bonzo Steals
NEW YORK-The Fillmore

did its part in a recent week-
end heavy with rock and roll
as they opened the American
tour of the English hitmakers
of old, the Kinks ; but it was
another English group, Bonzo
Dog Band, who stole the show
from both the Kinks and the
West. Coast's Spirit.

Bonzo, who record for Im-
perial in this country, showed
why they are one of the biggest
groups in Britain, entertaining
the nonplussed Fillmore crowd
with an endless succession of
sight, sound and verbal gags
and an awesome fluency of mu-
sical instruments and sound.

Led by lead singer Vivian
Stanshall and drummer singer
Larry Smith, they started off
with a memorable parody of
"Blue Suede- Shoes" and pro-
ceeded to perform much from
their current album, "Tad-
poles," and the forthcoming
"Keynsham." During their hour
on stage they managed to
parody virtually every form of
music imagineable while add-
ing various cultural indiosyn-
crasies to their list of targets.
They combine the nonstop hu-
mor of "Beyond the Fringe"
with the musical perception of
the Mothers of Invention. They
are an act that has to be seen
as they add a limitless supply
of costumes to their show.
Rarely has such a professional,
and yet spontaneous group been
assembled. Sometimes corny
and often noisy, they are one

Fillmore Show
of the most impressive rock
acts around coming on so quick-
ly that they leave the audience
with a desire to see the whole
show again to pick up on the
things that went by too quick-
ly the first time around.

Bonzo is a hard act to follow
and the Kinks were almost
overcome by the task. They
haven't been in this country for
years and the anticipation com-
bined with the release of their
new album, "Arthur," proved
to result in nervousness rather
than exultation. Not until two
thirds through the set did they
come _together with a musical
reminder of why the Kinks are
so well known.

After that the flashes came
and went, the group getting
better with each song but un-
able to really float. For an en-
core they did "Well Respected
Man" which the crowd had been
yelling for all night. The Kinks
definitely have the talent to be
a major group again, but it will
be done with music, in its time,
and not by demand according
to deadline.

Spirit was their regular psy-
chedelic self, proficient but un-
inspiring. The test of an artist
is the ability to grow, a test
which Spirit has not yet passed.
But like the Kinks they had
the disadvantage of being on
the same bill with Bonzo Dog
Band, an act so devastating and
complete that they really de-
serve a show all to themselves.
