12th Annual Grammy 
Awards Presented 

Winners of the recording in- 
dustry's most coveted awards, 
the Grammys, were announced 
last week (March 11) at the 
12th annual presentation cere- 
monies in New York, Los An- 
geles, Chicago, Nashville and 
Atlanta. 

N. Y. NARAS Awards Dinner 
Worse Than Ever 

Change of Location Fails 
To Enhance Event 

The New York version of the 
12th Annual Grammy Awards 
Presentation last week was a 
fiasco, a shabby and excruciat- 
ing event that ironically con- 
tradicted its supposedly digni- 
fied purpose of honoring the 
creative aspects of the record 
industry. 

The claims of extenuating 
circumstances are sure to be 
pleaded once again to excuse 
t h e incompetent procedures 
which this year more than ex- 
ceeded even the worst per- 
formances of the past. It had 
been hoped by many that a new 
setting might have overcome 
the disabilities of previous 
years. However, the same lack 
of planning, the same unaware- 
ness of detail and the same 
insensitivity to basic taste not 
only dominated the affair but 
seemed at last to overwhelm 
it. 

The following is a minimal 
list of disasters: 

Facilities for checking 
coats, the first and ominous 
chore, were totally inadequate 
at the new site, Lincoln Cen- 
ter's Alice Tully Hall. 

The method of dispensing 
cocktails was completely un- 
dignified, with many people 
having to help themselves, bars 
running out of glasses and 
liquor, not to mention gowned 
ladies and black -tied gentlemen 
having to line up to deal with 
surly bartenders. 

The so-called buffet dinner 
was a disgrace. The food was 
skimpy, soggy and cold. 

The lack of an effective 
plan for getting people into the 
theater resulted in the usual 
late beginning of the show. 

The method of presentation 
of the awards left the MC and 
the presenters tripping over 
each other at almost every new 
category announcement. In ad- 
dition, the presenters were 

'often unfamiliar with cate- 
gories and especially names, 
leaving the presenters, MC, 
recipients and audiences be- 
wildered and embarrassed. 

It was almost impossible 
to follow the proceedings be- 
cause the slide presentation 
was poorly lit and the sound 
of the orchestra overwhelmed 
winners' names. 

Of all things at this record 
presentation the sound was im- 
possible, breaking down com- 
pletely during Brenda Lee's 
performance, forcing her into 
an extremely difficult situation 
(which, through her profes- 
sionalism, she was able to deal 
with) without even one standby 
mechanic who could fix a dead 
mike with dispatch. 

The amateurish method of 
presenting the performers and 
setting up for them led to long 
stage waits. 

There was an ill-advised 
intermission, easily predictable 
to lose half the audience. 

An utter lack of taste was 
displayed in pairing some of 
the presenters and recipients, 
such as comic David Steinberg 
presenting the gospel awards. 

The evening went on inter- 
minably so that by the end of 
the show the theater was al- 
most empty. 

The obvious lack of effective 
thought, examination of poten- 
tial problems and smoothing 
over of wrinkles that should 
have been evident from past 
years was unforgivable and 
may have done serious damage 
to the importance of the event 
for New York NARAS members 
in the future. 

Unless some drastic revisions 
are made before next year's 
presentations, NARAS is in dan- 
ger of losing a good share of 
the major people in our indus- 
try.

Too often our original cast albums grow moldy on the shelf before 
the shows they represent make an appearance. There haven't 
been many in recent years that built up much anticipation for 
the shows on the strength of their music. 

Now there is one. It's Oscar Brown Jr.'s "JOY", a Musical Come - 

Together. Judging from the critical reception, it should run at 
least a couple of years. 

In this age of "long-playing" records that are playing shorter all 
the time, it's nice to have an album with a full 30 minutes of 
music on each side. And with so many "one -song musicals", it's 
a pleasure to hear one with fourteen songs, all of them mean- 
ingful and distinguished. Oscar Brown Jr. wrote most of them. 
Brown is known for jazz with a touch of soul. Songs that he wrote 
a decade ago are being rediscovered every day by modern groups. 
So the music of "Joy" is diversified, and not likely to grow old 
in a hurry. 

Oscar Brown Jr. opens the album with a song called "Time", and 

returns with "Wimmen's Ways", a lengthy, humorous tale of the 

origin of the battle of the sexes. Jean Pace is at her best in 

"Funny Feelin' ", "Brown Baby", an Aznavour song with lyrics by 

Brown, that will probably be recorded by Nancy Wilson and sell a 

million. Sivuca does his thing in "Sky and Sea". There are cele- 

brations of Blackness -"Mother Africa's Days" and "Afro Blue" 
-and of the love children -"A New Generation" and "What Is A 

Friend?". Finally a musical editorial called "Funky World" tells 
what's wrong with our world, and suggests a few positive steps 
to help straighten it out. It should be required listening at the

Label Scoring Under and Above 
Ground, Notes Prexy Schoenbaum

NEW YORK-Jerry Schoen - 
baum, President of Polydor 
Records, feels that what the 
label has done "in a short space 
of time makes quite apparent 
which direction we're going 
in." 

April 1 marks the first an- 
niversary of the label, and its 
record of success in the pro- 
gressive rock or "underground" 
field has been remarkaible. 
Among the artists and groups 
signed to the label in the past 
year are Savage Rose, Amboy 
Dukes, Cat Mother and the All 
Night Newsboys, Ten Wheel 
Drive, John Mayall, Charlie 
Brown, Manfred Mann and 
Stone the Crows. 

Schoenbaum feels that under- 
ground is a misnomer due to 
the fact that most of the prod- 
uct doing well on the charts is 
called underground. He says, 
"Nothing could be more above 
ground." 

(Also above ground is the 
DGG opera package, "Wagner's 
Siegfried," conducted by von 
Karajan, for which Schoenbaum 
picked up a Grammy Award for 
Best Opera Recording at last 
week's NARAS presentations. 
While on the classical track, 
it should be noted that Polydor, 
Inc., is holding a 75th birthday 
celebration for conductor Karl 
Böhm on Wednesday, March 18, 
at five p.m. in the Essex House. 
At this time presentation will 
be made to Böhm of Deutsche 
Grammophon's Golden Gram- 
mophon Award.) 

Backing Up Groups 
In the promotional and mar- 

keting fields, Polydor is becom- 
ing more and more self-reliant 
with the appointment of several 
key men in the field. These 
men who work exclusively for 
Polydor back up groups on 
tours with airplay, advertising, 
display pieces and dealer rela- 
tionship problems. Tom Amann 
covers the midwest; Lou Fields, 
West Coast; Alex Araco, Phila- 
delphia ; Bob Ruttenberg, Chi- 
cago; and Hank Talbert, De- 
troit. Polydor's merchandising 
field man for racks and dis- 
tributors is Bernie Wechsler. 

Other appointments will fol- 
low, as Polydor "sales and pro- 
motion coverage is done in- 
depth in every major market," 
according to Schoenbaum. These 
men will insure continuity of 

airplay and availability of 
product in their areas. 

At the moment, Polydor is 
embarking on a tremendous ad- 
vertising campaign which will 
include underground press, ra- 
dio, local co-op activities and 
college mailings. A sampler to 
be sent to key retailers, dis- 
tributors, reviewers and all ra- 
dio and promotion people has 
just been completed. 

Because Polydor is a new 
label, many of its acts were 
also new. Schoenbaum feels 
that it's difficult to get a new 
group off the ground in today's 
highly competitive market. He 
says that the diskery's men in 
the field "have the respon- 
sibility to bring this home." 
They have done well so far, 
and, Schoenbaum notes, "Our 
credentials speak for them- 
selves." So do the charts.

Introducing the man -of -the -mo- 
ment at a press party for Charlie 
Brown held recently at the Bitter 
End is Jerry Schoenbaum, Presi- 
dent of Polydor, Inc. Behind him 
stands the real Charlie Brown, 
who recently completed a week at 
the End and is the writer/singer/ 
guitarist on "Up from Georgia," 
his first Polydor LP.

vege-* and standing customers as the Gaslight had to 
turn away hundreds of Taylor fans. Taylor, by 
contrast to the intense furor that he created, is a .- low key folksinger who almost seemed puzzled by 

all the commotion. He sang songs from his new ("Sweet Baby 
James") and old albums, included a blues parody entitled "I'm 
a Steamroller," and Merle Haggard's country song which parodies 
itself, "Okie from Muskogee." Taylor in a recent interview said 
that his main goal was "to keep on living" and his attitude is re- 
flected in his songs which range from bland to razor-sharp sensi- 
tivity. Because he started on Apple (any connection with the 
Beatles has invaluable commercial worth) and because of his 
crystal-clear mellowness, the following which started as a small 
cult has flowered into a huge and happy fan club. Those who wait 
on line to see Arlo Guthrie and Joni Mitchell have a new idol in 
"Sweet Baby James." 

The recent Fillmore show which headlined Miles Davis, Steve 
Miller and Neil Young was one of their best. Miles led off the 
evening with a change of pace which only part of the Fillmore 
was sophisticated enough to appreciate. Steve Miller sounded 
better than ever. He opened with some acoustic work which really 
didn't come off but when his band came out and started cooking, 
they were unstoppable. Miller is one of the great underrated rock 
superstars. His style is fast and flashy, his tunes are unforget- 
table, his rhythm is relentless and danceable and his musicians 
are all first-rate and together. He kept the audience screaming 
throughout and was called back for a few encores. Young also 
started his set acoustically and was effective particularly when 
he did his classic "Broken Arrow." His band Crazy Horse then 
joined him and stayed up to his level through a fantastic array 
of driving ballad rock. Young has one of rock's most distinct 
and soulful voices. 

Kenny Schaefer is back with Douglas Records handling public- 
ity and advertising for them. He describes Douglas' aim as trying 
"to take heavy cultural material and package it in a commercially 
marketable form." Thus they take someone like Timothy Lesry 
and add music to his words. Music on the Leary album is ru- 
mored to be played by some very heavy rock stars. Also on the 
label is material by Lenny Bruce, Malcolm X and the Last Angry 
Poets. 

RECORDS: Omnibus on United Artists is perhaps the most 
extraordinary and original new rock sound to be released this 
year.

Set up the way it is and in con- 
stant touch with all labels, the 
indie producer simply mails 
The Producers Group a copy of 
the master.

The group, whose 
instrumentation is bass, organ, 
and drums, is booked to play 
the club during the week. 

Pookah's sound is most not- 
able for its volume. Guests sit- 
ting at tables in the first few 
rows were forced to retreat af- 
ter the initial instrumental 
barrage. 

Vocally, the group seems to 
be heavily influenced by Led 
Zeppelin's Robert Plant, but 
the volume prohibited further 
analysis of vocal work since it 
was partially or totally ob- 
scured during the performance. 

The group's heaviness is 
somewhat offset by a unique 
visual feature: the organ was 
internally decorated with blink- 
ing Christmas lights and a 
spinning propeller which tend- 
ed to take one's mind off the 
profundity of Pookah's music.

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Taking Care of Business

The major symphonic or- 
chestras of America are in 
deep financial trouble, accord- 
ing to a lengthy report in a 
recent New York Times article. 

In order for some of these 
orchestras to continue during 
the next season sums from as 
low as $200,000 to a high of 
$400,000 will be needed. 

Business leaders are being 
asked to come to the assistance 
of the fund-raising groups for 

some of the 
t o p orches- 
tras.

Del Shields of the need. 
The emergency is such that 

the President himself has been 
asked to step in and lend the 
powerful inuences of his office 
in the hopes of securing addi- 
tional government assistance 
as well as persuading private 
industry to gear some of its 
charitable donations their way. 

The financial plight of sym- 
phonic orchestras is not new. 
Most of the orchestras have 
consistently operated in the 
red. Their enormous budgets 
and the price and cost of hous- 
ing the unit in addition to the 
high salaries of conductors and 
other personnel eats heavily in- 
to their operating expenses. 

Year after year, the monies 
have been raised and the or- 
chestras continue to fill sym- 
phonic acoustically proper halls 
with their music. 

But jazz has never been able 
to call upon industry or the 
office of the President to spell 
out its needs. Remaining adrift 
to shift for itself and given the 
infrequent opportunities to 
show its importance, jazz has 
been playing a funeral march 
since the first day of its birth. 

Is classical music any more 
important to the culture of 
America than jazz? 

Has Duke Ellington's contri- 
bution to America been less 
than Eugene Ormandy's? 

And do the classical and 
symphonic orchestras of Amer- 
ica deserve this kind of total 
support aware of their racist 
employment policies over the 
years? 

The arguments can go on 
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endlessly. 
It is not a simple case of 

"black and white." It is the 
continuation of the lack of 
commitment by our cultural es- 
tablishment culturists to see 
jazz as a legitimate art form 
and one that deserves far more 
support than what it has re- 
ceived during the past years. 

It is permissible for an or- 
chestra to lose hundreds of 
thousands of dollars annually. 
But it is acceptable. In jazz, 
the half-filled room of a concert 
spells doomsday for all the par- 
ticipants. 

Orchestras have some of the 
most lucrative contracts where 
the "big hit" is not important. 
A jazz musician with a mildly 
successful group cannot remain 
past his first year contract. 

The promotion given to the 
orchestras in a year would 
more than sustain the entire 
jazz field for five years or more. 

Governor Rockefeller in New 
York has asked his state legis- 
lature for $18 million to assist 
cultural institutions needing fi- 
nancial help. How much of this 
money will be directed to jazz? 

The Rochester Philharmonic 
needs $10 million. The Chicago 
symphony operates a deficit of 
$1.5 million. In 1966 the Ford 
Foundation set up challenge 
grants amounting to $82 million 
for 61 orchestras. 

Continued Omission 
It is not unfair for business 

or the cultural enthusiasts to 
support whatever art form of 
their choice. What we are point- 
ing out is the continued pro- 
gram of omission of jazz. 

It is this policy of failure to 
recognize the jazz art as a le- 
gitimate art form that adds to 
much of the frustration and 
disgust by our musicians, who 
like the classical musicians ded- 
icates his life to his art. 

Many of the concert halls are 
shuttered many nights of the 
week when jazz could be offered 
on a much less commercial basis 
than is currently being utilized. 

There could be many pro- 
grams where jazz and the clas- 
sics 'could meet, thus adding a 
new dimension to jazz and clas- 
sic lovers. 

And finally, the audiences for 
classical music are dying out. 
Most of the young people today 
do not believe that the sym- 
phonic music is really trying 
to make it real. Where will 
their future audiences come 
from? 

Club Review 

WGJB Very Good 
NEW YORK - The World's 

Greatest Jazz Band is not the 
most modest of names for a jazz 
group. They really couldn't 
have called themselves A Very 
Good Jazz Band (which they 
are) and retained the charis- 
matic effect of their present 
name. 

The WGJB plays in the time 
machine known as the Roose- 
velt Grill made famous by Guy 
Lombardo and his New Year's 
Eve parties. The band is led 
by Yank Lawson (trumpet) and 
Bob Haggart (bass) and fea- 
tures the trombone genius of 
Kai Winding. It's obvious the 
members of the band enjoy 
themselves, and the feeling is 
infectious. Their arrangements 
are imaginative and their tech- 
nical ability just may earn 
them the right to use the 
"greatest" adjective. 

My concern is that the band 
does far too many of today's 
pop hits, albeit with fine jazz 
arrangements, and far too few 
of the songs which the mem- 
bers individually became fa- 
mous performing. Among the 
pop tunes featured in their act 
are "What The World Needs 
Now," "Feelin' Groovy," "Sun- 
ny," "Mrs. Robinson," "Do You 
Know the Way to San Jose?" 
and a few others. 

Done with Blue Spirit 
More in keeping with the 

mood of the room and the mu- 
sicians was "Basin Street 
Blues," done with a real blue 
New Orleans spirit. "Walkin' 
My Baby Back Home" was an- 
other fine touch, as was the 
original "That B Minor Thing" 
which was rendered with just 
enough jive to keep the crowd 
on their toes. Other members of 
the band include Billy Butter- 
field, Bud Freeman, Bob Wil- 
ber, Ralph Sutton, Lou McGar- 
ity and Gus Johnson, Jr. The 
WGJB is represented on two 
Project 3 albums. 

Alternating with WGJB was 
the Dick Hyman and Toots 
Thieleman Quartet. Hyman, of 
Moog fame, played piano and 
organ and Thieleman proved to 
be a very tasteful guitarist and 
a fine harmonica player.

San Remo Fest Winners 
MILAN -The San Remo Fes- 

tival was held from the Feb. 
26-28. The first two evenings 
the show was televised and 
the third evening was also 
given by Eurovision to several 
European countries. The first 
impression was that the level 
of the 26 songs participating 
in this 20th Festival was lower 
than in preceding years. The 
results of the sales will show 
if this impression was justified. 

The winning song of this 
San Remo Festival "Chi Non 
Lavora Non Fa Lamore" (He 
who does not work cannot make 
love), composed by Celentano/ 
Beretta/Del Prete, published 
by Clan, and very well inter- 
pretated by Adriano Celentano 
(Clan) and his wife Claudia 
Mori (Clan), who was quite a 
revelation. 

"La Prima Cosa Bella" (The 
first beautiful thing), composed 
by Mogol/Di Bari and publish- 
ed by RCA, was the outsider 
of this Festival. It was excel- 
lently presented by Nicola di 
Bari (RCA) and the group I 
Ricchi e i Poveri, formed by 
two girls and two boys (Apollo 
Records). This was their first 
participation in the Festival. 

The third winner was "L'Arca 
di Noe" (Noah's Arc), written 
by Sergio Endrigo and sung by 
the author himself (Fonit-Cet- 
ra) and Iva Zanicchi (Rifi). It 
was, according to the press, 
the song with the most ori- 
ginal lyrics.

Blue Note, Solid State, Minit 
Sales Reach Peak 

NEW YORK - Citing sales 
that tripled figures for previous 
years, Mel Fuhrman, General 
Manager of the Blue Note, Sol- 
id State and Minit Divisions 
of Liberty/UA, Inc., pointed to 
the past year as the best ever 
in the labels' history and pre- 
dicted continued growth dur- 
ing the current year. 

"Dealing as we do," he said, 
"in a specialized area of music, 
our approach has had to com- 
bine the techniques of mass 
marketing with promotional 
campaigns aimed at the spe- 
cialized buyer of jazz and R&B 
product." Fuhrman added that 
within each label the musical 
content is continually broaden- 
ing in scope and consequently 
in appeal. 

"Blue Note has always been 
known for traditional jazz," he 
mentioned, "but several of our 
artists extend their appeal into 
the R&B and pop fields. Among 
these are Lou Donaldson, Lon- 
nie Smith, Brother Jack McDuff 
and others." 

He pointed to heightened ac- 
tivity on Solid State, particu- 
larly with product crossing into 
the progressive idiom. Lately, 
albums by Wali and the Afro 
Caravan and Jeremy Steig have 
received a great deal of atten- 
tion from the underground. 
Steig, closely associated with 

the much-discussed fusion of 
rock and jazz has recently 
played largely to college and 
other youthful audiences with 
acceptance of his music devel- 
oping a cult among them. Fuhr - 
man held out high promise for 
another new group due with its 
initial Solid State LP, Wali and 
the Afro -Caravan. "It's African 
roots with contemporary flour- 
ishes," he said. "It's somewhat 
unique and should have diverse 
appeal." 

Five R & B Hits 
At the moment, Minit has 

R&B hits numbering five in the 
charts and led by the Ike & 
Tina Turner "Come Together." 
Fuhrman cited Bobby Womack 
as an artist with ever-increas- 
ing potential, along with Jimmy 
Holiday, Lea Roberts, Tina 
Britt, Jimmy McCracklin, and 
longtime blues favorite Junior 
Parker as artists who are con- 
tinually contributing to the la- 
bel's solid growth. 

"Because we initially aim at 
the specialized market," said 
Fuhrman. "We are being more 
selective about the artists we 
sign and the product we re- 
lease. We've found that with 
carefully chosen quality prod- 
uct, we can zero in on what 
we have and, once established, 
broaden it to the wider pop 
mass market."

Masters Festival of Music 
In Great Demand 

NASHVILLE - The Masters 
Festival of Music has com- 
pleted a tour of Florida and is 
back home preparing for con- 
certs in greener -backed fields. 

Described by the act's man- 
ager -director X Cosse as the 
"longest and most successful in 
its six -year history," dates 
were played in Orlando, West 
Palm Beach, Fort Lauderdale, 
Miami and Tampa before SRO 
houses. 

The show headlines guitarist 
Chet Atkins, sax -specialist 
Boots Randolph and pianist 
Floyd Cramer. It also includes 
two back-up groups, the Boots 
Randolph Orchestra (10) and 
the Music City Sound of 
Strings. 

Cosse estimates that the paid 
attendance for the five dates 
was more than 25,000 with 
gross ticket sales estimated at 
$97,650. 

Cosse, in addition to manag- 
ing the act, serves as personal 
manager for the three princi- 
pals, handles the booking, pro- 
motion, advertising, ticket 
sales, etc. 

The show operates under the 
corporate name of Arcco Enter- 
prises, with offices in its own 
building on Music Row in Nash- 

ville. 
It is also unusual in that it 

limits personal appearances to 
weekends (except for an ecca- 
sonal longer stand, as in the 
Florida case) with not more 
than four bookings monthly. 

Atkins is Vice President in 
charge of RCA's Nashville of- 
fice; Randolph (with Monu- 
ment) and Cramer (with RCA) 
are either busy doing their own 
recording or playing back- 
ground for other artists' ses- 
sions. Randolph is also active 
as a single act in nightclubs 
and keeps his band on a regular 
payroll. 

Upcoming on the Festival 
schedule are concerts in Cleve- 
land, Las Vegas, Houston, Fort 
Worth, Tulsa, Oklahoma City, 
Atlanta, etc., plus solo stints 
by Atkins with symphonies in 
Birmingham, Pittsburgh and 
St. Louis and a three -week's 
engagement for Randolph and 
his group in Reno's Harold's 
Club. 

The show's popularity is re- 
flected in its repeats. It has 
played numerous cities an- 
nually since it was organized 
in early 1965, and already 
Cosse has virtually completed 
the 1971 itinerary.
