The program, which kicked 
off at the Atlantic-Atco-Cotil- 
lion sales convention in Palm 
Springs, Calif., Jan. 17, ended 
March 27 with gross sales of 
over $12,000,000. Sales covered 
both new and catalog mer- 
chandise, both records and 
tapes. 

Atlantic released 55 albums 
at the firm's sales convention 
in Palm Springs last January. 
Fully 50 per cent of these re- 
leases became best-sellers. One 
of them, "Led Zeppelin II," be- 
came a number one seller in 
the United States, England and 
many other countries. 

Other best-sellers: Aretha 
Franklin's "This Girl's in Love 
with You"; Dusty Springfield's 

"A Brand New Me"; Wilson 
Pickett's "Right On"; '`New 
Routes" by Lulu; the MC5's 
"Back in the USA"; "Brook 
Benton Today"; "Lord Sutch & 
Heavy Friends"; "Taste"; Les 
McCann's "Comment"; "Ronnie 
Hawkins"; Herbie Mann's 
"Stone Flute" on Embryo; Bee 
Gee's "Rare Precious and Beau- 
tiful Vol. II"; Mongo Santa - 
maria; and "Cold Blood" on 
the San Francisco label. 

In February and March the 
firm released many more pow- 
erful albums, including "Deja

LOS ANGELES-A planned 
program utilizing every facet of 
the company's merchandising 
facilities has been set in motion 
by Liberty Records in behalf of 
the release this week of "Come 
Together," the first LP for the 
label by Ike & Tina Turner. 

Under the overall supervision 
of General Manager Bud Dain, 
a total campaign backing the 
sales drive has been assembled 
and coordinated to reach the 
marketplace with impact. 

The past several months have 
seen the Turners performing to 
sellout crowds in virtually every 
performing situation and for 
audiences of vastly differing or- 
ientations. They recently con- 
cluded a month -long engagement 
at the International Hotel in Las 
Vegas and will do a repeat stand 
there from July 29 through 'Sep- 
tember 22. College audiences 
throughout the country have 
welcomed them and they have 
proved themselves to be highly 
potent box-office attractions for 
concert halls. 

Their album is titled for their 
recent hit single, which in turn 
had been prompted by the con- 
sistently great ovations its per- 
formance received during Ike & 
Tina's tour with the Rolling

For Broad Audience 

Dain stated that he has tail-

Trade and consumer advertis- 
ing has been contracted. In ad- 
dition to the print media adver- 
tising, spot radio has been se- 
lectively scheduled on pop, un- 
derground and R&B stations in 
numerous major market areas.

wealth of ideas which are 
bound to surface in the pop 
music of the near future. 

Last week Record World sat 
in on a remix session in Decca's 
New York studios and talked 
with the guitarist, his manager 
George Brown and Tom Mor- 
gan, Director of Decca's pop 
A&R Department and producer 
of both "Airport Love Theme" 
and the forthcoming Vincent 
Bell LP (which will contain the 
hit single). 

Bell is a perfectionist-if he 
has an idea for a certain num- 
ber, he'll try it; but if he's not 
pleased by the results it's on 

to the next idea. As a result, 
his music can vary from "soft" 
pop to electronic. He makes 
use of a collection of instru- 
ments when recording, includ- 
ing an electronic guitar dis- 
torter of his own creation 
which was described as "some- 
thing like a Moog." He built it 
years before electronic music 
or effects were fashionable. 

Scientist, of Sorts 
Other musical inventions of 

Bell's include the Electric Sitar 
and the "bellziuki," or 12 -string 
guitar. It is obvious that Vin- 
cent Bell is more than a fine 
musician; he is also a scientist 
of sorts, and the skill and im- 
agination he displays in both 
fields is sure to carry him to 
the top and keep him there.

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Elektra's Posner, Harvey: 
23 Years of Dedication 

By BOB MOORE MERLIS 

NEW YORK - Mel Posner 
and William S. Harvey have 
been with Elektra Records for 
23 years, collectively. In an in- 
dustry noted for rapid change- 
over and switching from com- 
pany to company, this must be 
some sort of a record. 

Posner, who is Vice Presi- 
dent in Charge of Sales, sums 
up his feelings about the com- 
pany by revealing that "In 12 
years there have only been five 
days that I didn't want to go 
to work." Harvey, Executive 
Vice President, member of the 
Board of Directors and head 
of the art department, says that 
working for Elektra brings 
with it a "great feeling of 
growing" and adds that he and 
Posner are part of the nucleus 
which helped it grow. 

The pair described life at 
Elektra as hard work which 
encompasses a 24 -hour work 
day but a lot of room for in- 
novation and creativity. Posner 
feels that "Elektra is an A&R- 
oriented company" which he 
says is the crucial element that 
makes the company different. 
Both Harvey and Posner feel 
that they couldn't do what they 
do how they do it anywhere 
else. This helps explain their 
many years of service to the 
label. 

Posner started out as a ship- 
ping clerk at the company's 
first office on Bleeker Street. 
He and label head Jac Holzman 
and the bookkeeper actually all 
pitched in with the shipping 
chores which involved match- 
ing records with sleeves and 
shipping them out mostly by 
parcel post. In those days, Holz- 
man took care of producing, 
A&R and engineering. Harvey 
recalls riding up to Judson Hall 
on the back of Holzman's Vespa 
with mike boxes for recording 
sessions. He claims that the in- 
formal atmosphere is still a 
part of Elektra. 

Company involvement at 
Elektra is at a high level, Pos- 
ner feels, because everyone at 
the company "has to touch all 
the bases; everyone's wired to 
the same thing." Harvey got 
involved with Jac Holzman and 
Elektra when he worked as an 
art director for a publisher. 

Bill Harvey, Mel Posner 

His third child was on the way 
and he needed money. Someone 
directed him to Holzman who 
offered him $50 per cover. His 
first was a 10" cover for "Oh 
Lovely Appearance of Death" 
by an a cappella singer named 
Holly Wood. Harvey was im- 
pressed by Elektra's prompt 
payment and soon did their 
covers on a regular basis until 
he joined the company per- 
manently in 1959. 

People `Dedicated' 
According to Posner, "The 

people involved with Elektra 
are dedicated. It sounds corny 
-but it's true." Harvey calls 
Elektra's attraction an "infec- 
tion." 

The spirit at Elektra which 
both Posner and Harvey like 
best, and the thing that keeps 
them there, is one of non -con- 
formity and individuality. Har- 
vey puts it this way: "We're 
constantly going against the 
stream; when we stop search- 
ing it won't be Elektra any- 
more." 

Among the innovations which 
went against the "stream" are 
the Nonesuch series, the use of 
billboards to promote records 
and the absence of liner notes 
on pop albums. Harvey says 
that the billboard idea which 
has since become a standard 
promotional tool on Sunset 
Strip was first used for the 
Doors. The billboard got wider 
saturation than anticipated 
when the Sunset Strip riots 
erupted and shots of milling 
teenagers were seen on nation- 
wide TV with the Doors look- 
ing on. 

"(Creativity is the stamp of 
our success" is Harvey's ex- 
planation of how the company 
which started in a one room 
Bleeker Street office became one 
of the most respected independ- 
ents in the industry.

A careful perusal of the charts and the airplay patterns of 
the country's FM outlets reveals a rather interesting and some- 
what unique trend among the groups currently in vogue: the 
predominance of musical splinter groups. 

Yes, with the number of bands breaking up and forming each 
week, the odds on selective -reformation (with several key mem- 
bers) of the aforementioned units are pretty high. Look at the 
track record of John Mayall. Of the 40 or 50 musicians he's gone 
through in his various blues -based assemblages, there's been 
almost that many splinter or off -shoot groups formed. And most 
of them have been quite successful, particularly those of ex - 
drummers. Look at Jon Hiseman's Colosseum, Aynsleys Dunbar's 
Retaliation, the Keef Hartley Band, and Colin Allen's Stone the 

Crows, to name just a few. But that's just 
Mayall . . . he's in a class all his own in the 
area of personnel. 

Cream haven't done so bad themselves, with 
such off -shoots as Blind Faith, Jack Bruce & 
Friends, Ginger Baker's Airforce and Delaney 
& Bonnie & Eric. And they aren't through yet. 
Jack Bruce is trying to get together a jazz 
group with such talents as Johnny McLaughlin 
and Tony Williams (both ex -Miles Davis men). 
The idea stems from a double album (all in- 
strumental) that Bruce recorded a couple of 

years ago (before Cream split up) with McLaughlin and several 
other greats; it's apparently still sitting in Atlantic/Atco's tape 
library, unreleased. And Eric "Slowhand" Clapton is on the verge 
of putting his own group (where he's the undisputed leader) 
together; it all hinges on the pending success of his upcoming 
solo album. The material on the record is largely gospel -blues 
oriented, much in the Delaney & Bonnie tradition, and if Clapton 
sees the public accepts it (and doesn't want 12 -minute solos on 
"Sunshine of Your Love"), he'll form a group around that prem- 
ise. His album, produced by Delaney Bramlett, is due out before 
the first of May. 

And we're not through with Cream yet. The body's been cold 
for almost two years, but their commerciality has not been for- 
gotten by their record company. So, there'll be an album out next 
week in England (on the Polydor label) called "Live Cream." 
It'll include tracks from their last live American appearances, 
with four -out -of -five tracks just extended versions of material 
off their initial "Fresh Cream" album ("NSU", "Sleepy Time 
Time," "Sweet Wine" and "Rollin' and Tumblin' "). The fifth 
song, "Lawdy Mama," is the traditional song from which "White 
Room" tune was garnered. The album will probably be released 
here on Atco within the month. 

Remember the Buffalo Springfield? They've since splintered, 
too, into Poco (Richie Furay, Jim Messina), Crosby, Stills, Nash, 
Young, Taylor, and Reeves (Steve Stills, Neil Young,) Crazy 
Horce (Neil Young), and Dewey Martin, who's gone solo.(Where's 
Bruce Palmer?). And they, too, will have a "new" album out on 
Atlantic/Atco soon, including the long-awaited extended version 
of "Bluebird." It's made up of material that's been in the col- 
lective Buffalo Springfield cans for quite a while (and there's 
presumably enough for still another album to follow). 

* * * 

With the emphasis lately on big -name artists recording live 
in prisons (to inherent captive audiences), it comes as a rather 
interesting concept to see a reversal of that theme: to have some 
actual prisoners record an album for outside consumption. 

That's essentially what happens on "FRESH Out of Borstal," 
a new RCA album recorded by three ex -residents of one of 
England's juvenile prisons. The material is all reflective on their 
pre-, present and post -prison experiences and comes off short of 
pretensions and refreshing in its execution. 

It might even start a trend. Can you imagine a convict sitting 
before his parole board, asking for the weekend off to play a gig 
at the Fillmore?

Denver Delights 
NEW YORK- John "Leav- 

ing, on a Jet Plane" Denver 
brought his effervescent, con- 
temporary song style to the 
Bitter End last week to the de- 
light of all. The reason I have 
added a new middle name to 
Mr. Denver's moniker is that 
it seems this is the way he is 
being promoted: See John Den- 
ver because he wrote "Leaving, 
on a Jet Plane." 

This is a shame because 
there is much more to John 
than one song, and people are 
being led to believe that is all 
he is good for. He is aware of 
the problem himself and intro- 
duced "Jet Plane" as "a med- 
ley of my hit." 

There are many sides to this 
singularly outgoing and de- 
lightful performer. There is the 
song interpreter side which 
features James Taylor's "Caro- 
lina In My Mind," and an en- 
gaging version of "When I'm 
64." 

There is the social satirist 
John Denver with his "The 
Ballad of Spiro Agnew" (very 
few words) and Tom Paxton's 
"Forest Lawn." This is a 

natural aspect of Denver as he 
fairly bounces in place on 
stage as if he can't wait to 
share the good humor he has 
to give. 

There is the introspective, 
lyrical John Denver which in- 
cludes "Rhymes and Reasons" 
and his latest RCA single, 
"Follow Me," both his own 
compositions. 

The activist John Denver 
was the most convincing of 
all. His rendition of Tom Pax - 
ton's "Jimmy Newman" was an 
emotion -packed plea for in- 
volvement against the crime 
of silence. Billy Taylor's "I 
Wish I Knew" was a gospel - 
flavored spiritual revival piece 
for all to share. 

The point is that each of 
these aspects of John Denver 
deserves mention, not just the 
fact he happened to have writ- 
ten a hit song. 

Also appearing at the Bitter 
End was Nancy Michaels whose 
Reprise album "First Impres- 
sions" is a recent release. She 
is a low-key performer with 
an engaging style and a beauti- 
ful voice. She certainly merits 
a spotlighting of her own 
which was an impossibility 
with the many John Denvers 
bounding about.

The show features the music 
of the Holy Modal Rounders, a 
group of which the pop music 
world is becoming increasing- 
ly aware. They perform songs 
written by Sam Shepard, vio- 
linist (fiddle player), Peter 
Stampfel and his lady Antonia, 
guitarist Steve Weber and poet 
and Fug Tuli Kupferberg. The 
group has a country sound 
which super -energizes the per- 
formance and a cosmic sense 
which is very much in keeping 
with the play's bizarre 
theme (s). 

The group is represented on 
four LPs, on the Prestige, ESP 
and Elektra labels and by their 
"Bird Song" on the Dunhill 
soundtrack of "Easy Rider." 

Stampfel, a city boy who has 
been playing country music for 
years, is somewhat critical of 
the current country music trend 
in rock music, feeling that a 
vast area of important country 
music created between 1923 
and 1955 has been overlooked 
by most modern groups. The 
Rounders haven't forgotten this 
vast field and draw inspiration 
and songs from those years and 
keep alive, albeit in a freaky 
modern way, the tradition of 
mountain music. 

The group has built up quite 
an extensive following at col- 
leges and in the New York City - 
Providence -Boston megalopolis 
and are sure to be heard from 
again both live and record -wise 
in the near future.

Free Design Just That, 
Reveals Busy Member Chris 

NEW YORK - With his 
brother and two sisters, Chris 
Dedrick is a member of the 
Project 3 Records group the 
Free Design, a name that turns 
out to be meaningful in more 
ways than one. 

Young Chris visited Record 
World last week with news of 
the group plus his own increas- 
ingly active, expanding career. 
He has been writing and arrang- 
ing most of the act's records, 
and as of their latest LP, "The 
Free Design," he is also getting 
producer's credit with label 
chief Enoch Light. 

"We expect to do a children's 
album next," he reported, 
"probably in June. We've al- 
ready done a couple of record- 
ings for it. Our current single, 
`Bubbles,' was something I 
originally wrote for the chil- 
dren's album, but it sounded 
commercial so we put it out. 
The next single may be another 
of mine, `Kiji's Ouija.'" 

"I'm basically a writer," 
Chris continued. "I recently 
wrote a piece for string 
orchestra called 'Superimposi- 
tion' that was performed over 
in New Jersey. My ambition is 
to get enough money to go 
away and write longer, more 
serious pieces. I'm particularly 
interested in fusing the best 
of classical music with pop." 

After the children's LP he 
confided, "We'll probably get 
into a more avant garde kind 
of thing." 

Chris added that the group 
isn't concerned with "gigging" 
all the time. "My sister Ellen 
is a single recording artist in 
her own right on Project 3, and 
has had six or seven sides out. 
Sandy's married to a lawyer 
and my brother does studio 
work around. We do commerci- 
als and concerts, but I think 
we're at our best in the studio," 
he admitted. 

They have, nevertheless, 
scored on such as the Mery 
Griffin TVer and at the recent 
National Educators Music 
Conference in Oklahoma. The 
latter came about through the 
Free Design's dad. "Our father 
was a trombone player and

When he 
contacted polio he turned to 
teaching and because he was 
writing music for kids, he 
started a publishing company 
called Kendor Music 'Co. which 
has grown to be one of the 
most important publishing 
firms for educational material."

As a club performer, how- 
ever, she leaves something to 
be desired in the way of vocal 
quality and repertoire. Miss 
Martin is more of a song stylist 
than a singer and it is hard 
to put across a set in lieu of 
ordinary power without the op- 
timum conditions. The Rain- 
bow Grill did not provide the 
optimum conditions. 

On the repertoire side, Miss 
Martin treated the audience to 
medlies upon medlies within 
medlies. Less than a quarter 
of her songs were completed 
and this caused a mental state 
of restlessness until she got 
into the music with which both 
she and the audience seemed 
to be most comfortable: good 
old country music. 

She shone on "Your Cheat - 
in' Heart," "I've Got a Tiger 
By the Tail," "The Race is On" 
and a few others. Apart from 
"For the Love Of Him," Bobbi 
Martin would be wise to stick 
to country material because for 
Bobbi that is most definitely 
where it's at.

NEW YORK - "Specialized 

treatment for a specialized 
product" is, according to Cay- 
tronics Vice President of Mar- 
keting Lee Schapiro, an import- 
ant maxim to work with in the 
Latin field. 

Shapiro and Caytronics head 
Joe Cayre are enjoying a suc- 
cessful start of their extensive 
Latin operation due, in part, 
to working by that motto. Scha- 
piro headed RCA's Latin divi- 
sion for many years. 

Caytronics markets albums, 
cartridges and cassettes for the 
Latin market of the entire Co- 
lumbia Latin catalogue. Earl- 
ier this year Columbia for the 
first time closed out an entire 
line and Caytronics now han- 
dles all product formerly in 
that line. Caytronics is cur- 
rently negotiating with four 
labels for the rights to their 
respective Latin lines. 

According to Cayre, "Cay- 
tronics has the country cov- 
ered, not just New York and 
Puerto Rico." He went on to 
explain that "majors can't 
bother selling 10,000 or 15,000 
of a selection ; their distrib-

utors aren't Latin and aren't 
interested; ours are." 

Argentina's Piero, Favio and 
Sandro are among the biggest 
selling stars which Caytronics 
has. Cayre calls Sandro "the 
hottest Latin artist in the coun- 
try" and expects to sell "more 
than 300,000" Sandro albums 
this year. 

Although cassette business 
has not yet accounted for much 
percentage of Latin sales, 8 
track accounts for 10% to 15% 
of unit sales and over 25% of 
actual dollar sales for Cay- 
tronics. 

'El Ritmo Melon' New Dance Craze? 
"El Ritmo Melon" is the 

name of a new dance threaten- 
ing to sweep the Latin Ameri- 
can communities of America. 

Lou Perez wrote and recorded 
the tune of the same name on 
the Chateau label. Both Perez 
and Ralph Lew, who handles 
Chateau's promotion, feel that 
there is a genuine need for a 
new rhythm and a new dance 
among young Latin Americans. 

Lew described the music as 
a "soft, skating sound" geared 
to young people. Instructions

Nonesuch Goes Original 
Jac Holzman, President of 

Elektra Records, has announced 
that in the future Elektra's 
classical label, Nonesuch, will 
concentrate on the creation of 
original productions, rather 
than on the licensing of foreign 
material for release in this 
country.

Part I: The Atlantic Credo 
Much of our writing and 

criticism of the jazz scene over 
the years has dealt with the 
problem of jazz or the lack of 
jazz promotion. Our view of 
the jazz scene and its problems 
always, or at least almost al- 
ways, leads us to Atlantic Rec- 
ords, whose record of success 
in the world of jazz as a leader 
and promoter forces us to ask: 
Why? Why is it that the major- 
ity of the record companies 
involved in jazz are failures 
while Atlantic goes on selling, 
promoting and experiencing ex- 
cellent relations with their 

jazz artists? 
Why are

Del Shields still take time 
out to visit the clubs and make 
every effort to see that their art- 
ists are well -represented during 
their respective engagements? 

To get the answers to these 
questions and others, we vis- 
ited with Nesuhi Ertegun, the 
other half of the Ertegun 
Brothers dynasty, and Vice - 
President of Atlantic, and Joel 
Dorn, another producer of 
many fine Atlantic records. 

The following are excerpts 
from our conversation: 

Del: Unlike most companies, 
Atlantic does not apologize for 
its jazz products. 

Nesuhi: One personal reason 
for that is the fact that the 
three people who run this com- 
pany are all extremely inter- 
ested in jazz. They came into 
the record business through 
jazz and blues. We are all jazz 
collectors or blues collectors, 
and for me, it is a passion. For 
more than 30 years, Del, I have 
been collecting jazz, buying 
jazz records, lecturing on jazz. 
I gave a course at UCLA on 
jazz for four years. I wrote 

jazz articles, so you know I am a 
jazz fanatic. We are lucky with 
Atlantic and the company has 
had a certain amount of suc- 
cess. I have been here for 16 
years or so and from the begin- 
ning my interest was, along 
with the other things we are 
doing, never to stop recording 
jazz, giving jazz musicians a 
chance to express themselves 
on records. This at times was 
when jazz was riding high, and 
at other times when it was in 
low periods. It's a cyclical 
thing. We didn't stop either in 
the good or bad periods; we 
continued with our jazz pro- 
gram, and I am very happy that 
Joel Dorn joined us a few years 
ago because we have some 25 
jazz artists under contract 
right now which is a lot for 
one company. One person can't 
do it and Joel has been doing 
a lot of the recording. We talk 
things over, I am active in 
other fields, but I am always 
watching over our jazz policy 
and our jazz program to make 
sure the artists are treated 
right, to make sure they get to 
do as much as possible of what 
they want to do, also to promote 
their records, because I know 
there is an audience for this 

thing. But we have all been 
deficient, including us, in jazz 
promotion. Now we are trying 
to take certain measures that 
will at least partially make up 
for it. 

Del: You talk from a 30 -year 
period of being involved in jazz 
and Joel is a few years younger. 

Nesuhi: Right, right, alas. 
Del: Is there similarity in 

terms of commitment in view 
of your being an older man? Is 
there equal dedication to jazz? 

Joel: Yes. I think there is an 
equal love of music all around, 
and certainly the things you 
would call jazz, you would put 
under the label "jazz," have a 
special meaning. For instance, 
we have certain favorites here. 
One thing you might not be 
aware of-when we say we 
have 25 artists under contract, 
we do, not every one of them 
is a million seller artist. There 
are certain artists that we have 
here because we are fans of 
theirs. Many times options 
have come up where according 
to a business basis this is not 
a good investment, and you 
know, where there is such a 
personal relationship or such a 
love either on Nesuhi's part or 
my part, that we just keep mak- 
ing records with certain people. 
You know that on a business 
basis that is ridiculous, but I 
know you can appreciate how 
hard it would be for us not to 
make records with certain peo- 
ple because there is a commit- 
ment, an artistic commitment. 

Nesuhi: By the way, this 
goes a little further than what 
Joel says. What you say is very 
true, but sometimes there have 
been cases of a jazz artist 
where after one year nothing 
much happens. But we like the 
guy, we think that he has really 
something to say-you really 
can't give logical reasons. You 
like the way he plays, you like 
something about his style, and

Kruger Plans to Unveil 
Ember Label in States 
By DAVE FINKLE 

NEW YORK - Jeff Kruger, 
who formed Ember Produc- 
tions, England's first independ- 
ent production firm, 10 years 
ago next week, is about to cele- 
brate the anniversary by start- 
ing a label with a stateside 
major - or "at the very least" 
a 50-50 distribution deal. 

Up to now, Kruger told Rec- 
ord World last week, he has 
been "placing hit artists with 
companies, but now I am look- 
ing for a home." 

Reggae Coming Thing 
When he announces his new 

home, among the first residents 
will probably be some reggae 
artists, since Kruger feels that 
the reggae is definitely a com- 
ing thing in the states where 
heretofore only Desmond Dek- 
ker's "Israelites" has clicked. 
"Over here people keep telling 
me to sweeten the sound," 
Kruger reported, "but I think 
it's the monotony of the 
rhythms that makes the sound 
what it is." 

Among the artists Ember has 
these days is Blonde on Blonde 
(Janus here), about whom Kru- 
ger said, "I am confident in 
predicting that they're going 
to be among the biggest acts in 
the world shortly." Another 
group Kruger is excited about 
is the Back Street Band. 

Kruger also distributes in 
England the product of Glen 
Campbell, whom he signed a 
few years ago just prior to 
Campbell's recording "By the 
Time I Get to Phoenix," Lena 
Horne, Vic Damone, Ruth 
Brown, Kim Weston and Bill 
Haley and the Comets. 

In promoting all his artists 
Kruger said, "The thing to do 

promote them visually. 
ou're partners with an artist 

o an extent. You help each 
fther. You make every penny 
ount." 
Kruger reminisced about 

how he became an indie pro- 
,_, ducer. He noted that it had all 

begun because, as a publisher; 
e was trying to protect a copy- 

right. He had picked up.. a. 
master of "Banjo Boy" and 'had 
bromised a release within a 
certain amount of time. The 
song got cover versions from. 
kll England's majors and Kru -

Austin and Jeff Kruger. 

ger was faced with losing an 
important song if he didn't 
release his version. So he went 
directly to retailers, set up a 
distributorship (which he still 
has) and was in business. 

Four years later, during the 
Profumo scandal, he got into 
the album business with "Fool, 
Brittania," the Peter Sellers - 
Anthony Newley-Joan Collins 
comedy elpee. During that per- 
iod he picked up Decca as a 
distributor and "never looked 
back from them on." 

Looking forward, Kruger, 
who also owns the Flamingo 
nitery, is moving into theater 
and films. He's got Floyd Pat- 
terson on the dotted line to 
make his legit debut in Eng- 
land June 8 in "Big Time Buck 
White" (the non-musical script) 
with filming to follow. 

A discoverer of John Barry, 
Matt Munro, the Dave Clark 
Five, Georgie Fame, Alan Price 
and, through publishing, the 
Moody Blues and the Founda- 
tions, Kruger said that he has 
found the English discothèques 
and large and highly -success- 
ful dance halls to be the most 
important way now to break 
new acts and records. "We can 
sell 70,000 copies of a single 
in England," he said, "without 
even having air play." 

Anöthe`r project Kruger has, 
and they seem to be lining his 
sleeve, is to form some sort of 

:exchange program with produ- 
cers -whereby he'll bring Eng- 
lish producers to America and 
American producers to England 
to' intermingles nationalities and 
see what -develops. He's already 
lined up Mickey Stevenson to 
make the trip. 

"And another thing," he said. 
"The foreign market is just be- 
-ginning to be tapped. That's 
the :next big trend."

He did not come as the 
angry, disorganized black who 
was to flagellate the audience 
and entertain them in the proc- 
ess. His speech was low-keyed, 
filled with facts, dotted with 
tasty, humorous reflections and 
was well received by the vast 
audience who attended the con- 
vention. 

This commentator had the 
privilege of serving on a panel 
with a number of distinguished 
members from the ranks of in- 
dustry including record com- 
pany executives Clive Davis, 
Arti Ripp, Jerry Wexler, Cecil 
Steen and Amos Heilicher. 

Significant Willingness 
The significance of this con- 

vention was its willingness to 
discuss openly the problem of 
black employment. In itself it 
seems that there should be no 
need to apply any kind of 
scientific formula to the hiring 
of blacks. However, we are 
dealing constantly with the at- 
tidues of many people who 
still are unaware of the "black 
problem" and seemingly cannot 
understand why blacks are 
pushing programs of "doing 
our thing" and "blacks must 
do it alone." 

Until the policy -making ex- 
ecutives fully understand that 
the "haves" are unwilling to 
share with the "have-nots," and 
that industry will not move 
until it is forced by threat of 
government mandate or strong 
community action, the em- 
phasis during these panels 
should be on persuading their 
companies to adopt an active 
policy of recruiting and hiring. 
And there is the need to follow 
up on these recommendations 
to see that the program is be- 
ing well implemented. 

The desire for blacks to ask 
for piece of the action in the 
record business is not based 
on a desire to establish a new 
kind of welfare. Black music 
has always been a significant 
and profitable share of the 
business. Many companies re- 
ceived their initial start in the 
industry because of their ex- 
ploitation of black music. 

Black music has also been 
one of the most important in- 
fluences on the American musi- 
cal scene. Therefore, the blacks 
can rightfully say in their pe- 
tition for greater participation 
that "we have made important 
contributions." 

They have an ethical right as 
well since the sophisticated 
forms of communication were 
always closed to them. They 
were forced to verbalize and 
had no choice in their attempts 

to communicate with each 
other, other than through 
music. 

What Happens Afterward? 
What happens following the 

convention, after all the rhe- 
toric has been offered and the 
applause has died down? Do 
the delegates return to their 
respective cities with well - 
tanned bodies and clearer 
minds to assume the same at- 
tidudes and positions they held 
prior to the convention? 

I should hope not. For some 
reason, I felt following the dis- 
cussions that there was a sin- 
cere interest on the part of 
many to try a little harder. 
There was no attempt to cop 
out. The delegates took the 
criticisms offered very well. 
They understood that the pane- 
lists were offering constructive 
reasoning to their suggestions. 
They did not come to punish 
or embarass. 

Through it all, as a black 
man, I feel proud that mature 
reasoning seems to be slowly 
coming through. I do not look 
for overnight miracles nor 
crash programs. Although I 
admit I would love to see and 
would welcome such programs. 
But realistically, more of the 
silent majority just might be- 
come more active minorities in 
trying to right some of the 
severe economic wrongs in the 
industry where blacks are in- 
volved.

rock music. We feel that Mr. 
Usher more than fulfills all the 
requirements we established in 
setting forth on our search for 
a real heavyweight to fill the 
post. At 31, Mr. Usher pos- 
sesses both youth and an im- 
pressive background as a suc- 
cessful veteran in contempo- 
rary and avant garde music. 
We feel he will bring great 
vigor and purpose to RCA's 
future rock music efforts." 

Laginestra added that the 
appointment is effective im- 
mediately and that Usher will 
report directly to him. Lagin- 
estra characterized Usher as a 
shirt -sleeves creator as opposed 
to a desk executive, and said 
Usher is expected to be in- 
volved in everything from ac- 
tive acquisition of both recog- 
nized and unrecognized talent, 
to development of new person- 
alities and creation and mer- 
chandising -marketing of prod- 
uct. 

Usher, who has enjoyed par- 
ticular success with such 
trends as surf music, cycle 
music and acid rock, said: "At 
this point in musical history, 
I think the only trend detect- 
able is that there really is no 
trend. We shall have to cover 
every area of rock in order to 
be on top of the direction 
music next takes." 

Usher, who is credited with 
seven gold records during his 
seven-year career as a record- 
ing producer, comes to RCA 
Records from Together Rec- 
ords, a label he established in 
1968 for Transcontinental In- 
vestment. He was directly re- 
sponsible for over-all admini- 
stration and activities of the 
label, created label design and 
art work and produced 15 al- 
bums in 10 months. A number 
of the label's releases were 
chart successes. He also cre- 
ated an "Archive" series of 
never -before -released vintage 
recordings. 

From 1963 until 1966, Usher 
was an independent producer, 
working primarily with Capi- 
tol Records and the Beach 
Boys, both as a writer and pro- 
ducer. He produced six chart 
LPs for Capitol, including two, 
"Shut Down" and "The Beatles 
Story," which earned gold al- 
bum awards. He produced 
"Little Honda" which earned 
a gold record for the Hondells 
as well as two other Hondell 
hits. During the same period, 
he scored four motion pictures 
and co -wrote a number of 
songs with Brian Wilson. 
Among these were four, re- 
cordings of which sold over a 
million copies each. 

In 1966, he joined Columbia 
Records where he was respons- 
ible for the development of 
"underground" acts on the 
West Coast. Some of the talent 
with which he was involved 
at Columbia included Simon 
and Garfunkel, the Byrds, Taj 
Mahal, Chad and Jeremy, 
Spiral Staircase and Fireside 
Theater. 

Usher has written more than 
400 songs, of which almost 350 
have been recorded by various 
artists. He has won BMI 
awards for "Don't Give in to 
Him," "409," and "In My 
Room."

keep him indisposed for future 
recording with the other three 
members of the famous group.

Brockett, Holmes Hit

York on the strength of this 
performance. 

His act, if one could call it 
that, mixes inventive humor 
with excellent guitar -playing 
and singing. A song which com- 
bines humor and music is his 
"Talking Green Beret New 
Super Hydraulic Banana Teeny 
Bopper Blues," which tells the 
story of a kid who wants to be 
a rock and roll star and 'decides 
the easiest way to make it is 
to join the Army and strum a 
rifle. The song is included on 
his Oracle LP, "Remember the 
Wind and the Rain. 

He dedicated "Black Beauty," 
a genuinely funny song about 
drugs complete with an inco- 
herent speed rap, to 1957. He 
led the audience in singing 
"You've Got to Walk That Lone- 
some Valley" on which he play- 
ed, alternately, guitar, autoharp 
and nothing. 

A very powerful ode to in- 
dividual freedom, "I'll Just 
Have To Make It on My Own," 
closed the set due to the un- 
fortunate breakage of a string 
which found its way into one 
of Brockett's fingers and put 
him out of commission. 

Jake Holmes, whose perform- 
ing and recording career is en- 
joying a renaissance, occupies 
a middle ground between folk 
and pop. He mixes this with an 
engaging personality and gives 
the audience some entertain- 
ment for their money. Holmes 
is represented on a Polydor LP 
which was recently released. 

The striking thing about 
Holmes is an aura of well - 
scrubbed neatness and a very 
controlled performance. He pos- 
sesses a somewhat Nilssones- 
que voice and his songs are 
evocative personal statements. 

"Hello You" is one of Hol- 
mes' songs firmly in the pop 
bag which, by virtue of his 
honest delivery, is made palat 
able to the folk audience. 
"Genuine Imitation Life" was 
a song introduced as repre- 
sentative of his "old self." If

Roy Acuff was 
so impressed with the O.B.S. 
that he has invited them to 
appear on his portion of the 
Grand Ole Opry when they 
come to Nashville. A wonder- 
ful compliment to one of the 
leading groups on the British 
country music scene. The next 
day, the Nashville stars were 
kept busy rehearsing for the 
BBC -TV people (who televised 
the event), and appearing on 
the exhibition stand of their 
respective companies to sign 
autographs for a couple of 
hours (on their albums which 
were selling like the proverbial 
hot -cakes!). 

The concert itself was a tre- 
mendous hit. Lasting six hours, 
from 7:30 until 1:30 a.m. the 
Wembley Pool audience (close 
on 10,000) sat through the long 
evening to cheer artists Roy 
Acuff, Don Gibson, Tex Ritter, 
Loretta Lynn, George Hamilton 
IV, Tompal and the Glaser 
Brothers, Charlie Walker, David 
Houston, Skeeter Davis, Lynn 
Anderson, Durward Erwin and 

Roy Drusky. The next day, Sun- 
day, Don Gibson and the Loret- 
ta Lynn Show (with Doyle Wil- 
burn, Sonny Wright and Peggy 
Sue, etc.) did a radio show for 
producer Bill Bebb's "Country 
Style" program at the Nash- 
ville Room, emceed by Pat 
Campbell. This was part of a 
full afternoon of country mu- 
sic, of an audience made up 
of members of the British 
Country Music Association. 
British artists included the 
Johnny Young Four, the Strutt 
and Knowles Trio, Little Ginny, 
Tex Withers and others. While 
this was going on in London, 
some artists entertained at the 
U.S. Bases, and others went to 
Liverpool (Roy Acuff, Skeeter 
Davis, George Hamilton IV, 
David Houston, Charlie Walker 
and your correspondent) to do 
a couple of shows. The Hillsid- 
ers, Liverpool's leading country 
group, backed Skeeter and 
George. It was the best coun- 
try music show ever put on in 
the North of England. 

When Monday rolled around, 
it was time to bid farewell to 
the nicest and most talented 
group of individuals ever to 
grace the British country mu- 
sic stage. It was a pleasure 
working with them, and we 
sincerely hope to see them all 
back on this side of the Atlan- 
tic soon.
