Threat of Censorship

The Kal Rudman-Record World Conference held last week
brought to the forefront the most dangerous censorship threat
the record industry has ever experienced. Commissioner Lee of
the FCC has suggested the revocation of licenses of broadcasters
who play records which do not meet his standards of propriety
or discuss subjects which he would rather have swept under
the rug, or express attitudes which he judges to be anti-establish-
ment. If you were deliberately looking for a plan to further
alienate youngsters from our society and drive them further
underground to find expression, you probably couldn’t devise a
better plan than this.

It is our belief that censorship is an intolerable conception
in a free society. Of course, a radio station has the right to
know the contents of what it is playing and to determine for
itself whether to program individual records—but not under the
threat of censorship.

In today’s age, when the entire trend in all forms of expression
is towards greater freedom, the suppression of such freedom in
records would close what is perhaps the most important means
of communication to the audience that records reach.

If the radio industry needs further proof of what happens to
an industry that purports to communicate with adults, but in
reality keeps its expression on the 10-year-old level, let it study

At the meetings, the growth
and trends of the industry were
reviewed in detail. It was noted
the industry and the MCA
labels, in particularly, have
many of the problems which
these days are generic to
growth industries and com-
panies. When recent industry
activities were projected, it was
evident that growth in volume,
further diversifications and the
existing change trends would
only be accelerated through the
foreseeable future. Therefore,
decisions to change the organi-
zational structure were made to
enable each of the MCA labels
to have a flexible framework
in which to take advantage of
the still greater potentials and
opportunities ahead.

“Effective immediately, a new-

ly created MCA Manufacturing,
Marketing and Distribution en-
tity has been established and
will be headed by Jack Loetz,
Executive Vice President of
MCA Records. This will enable
MCA to realize as many opera-
tional economies as possible
and eliminate the existing dup-
lication of three separate ad-
ministrative overheads.

While the marketing and dis-
tribution of all MCA record
labels will, henceforth, be con-
solidated through the same
channels of distribution, from a
creative and planning stand-
point, each label will have auto-
nomy. Obviously, the key to any
record label’s success has been
and will continue to be a dy-
namic and creative A & R De-
partment. This will continue as
in the past.

Harry Garfield will continue
as Vice President of the Kapp
label along with Johnny Musso
as the label’s General Manager.
Vince Cosgrave will be Kapp’s
National Sales Manager and
Carl Maduri, Kapp’s National
Promotion Manager.

Russ Regan will continue as
General Manager of Uni Rec-
ords, Rick Frio will remain as
National Sales Manager and
Pat Pipolo will be Uni’s Na-
tional Promotion Manager.

When each label has product
ready for marketing, it will be
presented to the newly created
MCA Manufacturing, Market-
ing and Distribution Organiza-
tion. Tony Martell, Vice Presi-
dent, will head up MCA market-
ing and distribution responsi-
bilities. Harold Komisar will be
the National Sales Manager,
and Herb Gordon will be the
National Promotion Manager.

It is planned to move the
Decca, Kapp and Uni label dis-
tribution to the newly formed
MCA distribution system with-
in the next few weeks.

single every 10 to 15 weeks and

Atkins on Trends

| With that, Atkins, whose
Nashville facilities have been
expanded sizeably over the last
six months (an investment of
half a million dollars), began
talking about trends he’s been
spotting. “In the last few
months country artists have
been getting underground at-
tention. The Stonemans, for in-
stance. Dolly Parton, who is a
straight country singer, cut a
record called ‘The Muleskinner
Blues’ and that’s getting under-
ground attention. It’s the
honesty and simplicity of the
| music and Iyrics. I'd say under-
ground is the biggest trend in
country music, but we’re going
to continue to cut country rec-
ords. If some of them spill over
into other areas, that’s fine.”

i Lucas noted that sales cam-
paigns in underground panpers
would exploit RCA’s country
product increasingly, and he
also reported that, beginning in
the fall, college radio stations
would be serviced more heavily
with country product. (It was
the college stations’ cry for old
Jimmie Rodgers cuts that first
alerted RCA to the activity
there.)

“The other trend among the
country artists,” Atkins said,
“has been back to the roots.
You know, when Presley came
along, he almost wrecked coun-

try music.” (It was generally
agreed following this statement
that RCA contractee Presley
was here being used to stand
for “rock music.”) “When rock
music came along,” Atkins con-
tinued. “country artists be-
came frustrated. They were un-
certain what to do, and so we
tried things like adding strings.
It didn’t work, but now we’re
rolling again.”

Atkins himself, incidentally,
is rolling through a series of
pop concerts in the near future
as well as appearing week-ends
with his trio, comprising Floyd
Cramer and Boots Randolph. “I
do my research on week-ends,”
Atkins said.

Seeing the increased interest
in country in all pockets of the
country—places where it was
thought before Johnny Cash
and Glen Campbell scored on
television — RCA is examining
all ways to broaden the country
market both nationally and
internationally.

Expanding in R&B

Willis also talked about ex-
panding nationally and interna-
tionally in the Rhythm andl
Blues field, and underlined the |

importance of exposure to
breaking the Rhythm and Blues
artist. Among the channels of
exposure RCA is exploring is
increased advertising in black
publications and increased tele-
vision outings for the roster.

The projects Willis is es-
pecially enthusiastic about
these days are Harvey Fuqua’s
Nite Liters and New Birth al-
bums, as well as new product
from Caroline Franklin, the
Main Ingredient and “The Best
of Nina Simone.”

“One thing to say,” Willis
said, “is that we are not just
signing single artists. We are
looking for artists who can also
be commercial and competitive
in the album market.”

Taylor Phenomenon

NEW YORK—James Taylor,
Warner Brothers wunderkind,
packed Carnegie Hall recently
and showed promise that he
can pack any hall he plays. And
what does he pack halls with?
Girls, hundreds upon hundreds
of young girls who outnum-
bered the male portion of the
audience by at least two to one.

The audience was really up
for his performance and ap-
plauded anything and every-
thing he played or said, includ-
ing the memorable, “this is a
glass of water.” In spite of the
adulation heaped upon him by
the adoring crowd, Taylor was
excellent and entertaining. He
plays well, he sings well and
he writes well. What more
could you want? Variety—he
performed with a variety of
personnel combinations which
included Taylor alone, Taylor

He sang every song for which

In this age of supergroups and
concurrent supergroup break-
ups, it’s truly revolutionary to
hear of a group which not only
doesn’t break up but spawns a
group within itself to give more
good music to the people.

RCA Records’ Hot Tuna is the
group which comes from within
the Jefferson Airplane. As such
it could be considered an “in-
stant supergroup” for any
group which features the guitar
of Jorma Kaukonen and the
bass of Jack Casady is “super.”
An argument could be made for
calling the Jefferson Airplane a
division of Hot Tuna because
Jack and Jorma have been play-
ing together for 10 years, a bit
more than the Airplane.

RCA’s first Hot Tuna album
features Jack, Jorma and Will
Scarlett on harmonica. The
songs on the album are mostly
traditional with two originals.
Among the selections are
“Blind Boys Blues,” “Hesitation
Blues” and “Know Your Rider.”
The album was recorded live at
the New Orleans House in
Berkeley, Calif., some time ago.

According to Jorma, “It came
together for us acoustically;
the Airplane doesn’t play very
often and we wanted to play
more.” He and Jack play as
often as they can and usually
can be found jamming after an
Airplane concert.

The next Hot Tuna album
will feature an augmented
group which Airplane (and Hot
Tuna) manager Bill Thompson
dubs “Electric Hot Tuna.” Jack
and Jorma are joined by Marty
Balin on vocals and new Air-
plane drummer Joey Covington
on vocals and drums. Joey was
actually a part of Hot Tuna be-
fore he was called to replace
Spencer Dryden who has re-
tired. They play a very hard
brand of rock and do what
Jorma calls, “a few Motown
type things.” Joey has been
writing about seven songs a
week, so look for more original
material from them in the fu-
ture.

The Jefferson Airplane itself
is still up there, the mother, so
to speak, of some promising
combinations of musical talents
and of us all.

McRae Towers Over Manhattan

NEW YORK—When the time
capsule is opened centuries
from now, there had better be a
Carmen McRae Atlantic album
tucked in it if anyone civiliza-
tions from now is to know what
the high point of song styling
was in this century. And you
can bet the something: that
listens to it will have that al-
bum worn out in no time at
all.

As for right now, we have
the original appearing at the
Rainbow Grill at cloud level
atop Rockefeller Center.

Beginning
with an intro of “My Shining
Hour,” she roams through an
ethereal wonderland of ‘“Here
There and Everywhere” and
into a sensational “Sound of
Silence” with a blackout finish
that brings it all home.

Her wunique treatment of
“MacArthur Park” transforms
what was originally a mind
trip to a soul journey, a stir-
ring interpretation. And while
her audience is literally up in
the air, Miss McRae introduces
two of her favorite butterflies
—and indeed they are hers!
The first, “Poor Butterfly,” is

soft, touching and quietly sad.
The counterpart, “Elusive But-
terfly,” is bouncy, soaring and
beautifully bright.

Truly one of the highlights
of this already highly reward-
ing performance is a stunning,
touching rendition of “The
Right to Love.,” By the time
she reprises “My Shining
Hour” it’s difficult to believe
that an hour of Carmen McRae
entertainment has passed al-
ready. But if you do have to
leave her, how appropriate
it is to know she is crowning
Manhattan up in the clouds
over Rockefeller Center—a
lofty and deserving setting.

Ginger Baker’s Air Force has
announced cancellation of its
imminent eight-week American
tour because, said Baker’s Brit-
ish manager Robert Stigwood,
too many young people are
“boycotting and demonstrating
instead of attending rock con-
certs.”

Stigwood’s Hollywood press
rep, Paul Cooper, said that
many young people have de-
cided they “don’t want large
companies to be successful—
they want to stop dollars being
spent” at this time to protest
the political situation.

New York represenatives of

leading rock groups denied
knowing of any such develop-
ment. Jack Green of Creative
Management Associates said
his firm has “20 or 30 groups
out on tour this summer,” none
of which has reported any such
problem. Richard Gersh, whose
PR company represents 18 ma-
jor groups, called the Baker
faction contention “patently
ridiculous.”

Other sources reported that
the Baker group had not been
selling enough tickets in ad-
vance to guarantee the success
of their tour.

Ron Delsener:

This Year's Schaefer Concerts
Geared More for Youth

NEW YORK—Ron Delsener |
is a man with many problems.

The producer/promoter of
the annual Schaefer Music Fes-
tival in Central Park has been
getting a lot of flack from resi-
dents of buildings near the fes-
tival’s Wollman Rink site about
the noise levels of the concerts.
“Some people claim they could
hear Carlos Montoya 20 blocks
away and I had a hard time in
the third row,” Delsener re-
calls. He’s considering starting
a petition campaign in support
of the concerts to counter the
complainers.

This year’s concerts are more
geared to the youth market
than ever before and this is
also a result of complaints.
“Older people didn’t like wait-
ing on line and thought the
seats were dirty,” he said. The
festival, starting with the June
25 opener featuring Ray
Charles, will represent a broad
spectrum of today’s music. Oth-
er artists include the Band, the
Four Seasons, Buddy Miles,
Mongo Santamaria, Tom Rush,
Melanie, Tke & Tina Turner,
the Four Tops, Stan Kenton,
Little Richard (on the same bill
with Wayne Cochran), Van
Morrison, the Byrds, Arlo Guth-
rie, La Lupe, Peggy Lee, Iron
Butterfly, Jethro Tull, Delaney
& Bonnie, Johnny Mathis, the
Impressions, the Supremes, the
Everley Brothers, Sam & Dave,
Mountain, Guess Who and
Fleetwood Mac.

Delsener leases the rink from
the city and the F. & M Schae-
fer Brewing Company backs
him up to a point. He is doing
basically the same thing with
Schaefer in Boston at Harvard
Stadium which seats 10,000.
There will be 16 programs with
one show per night at the sta-
dium.

Big Value for Money

Delsener likes to believe that
he is giving people the biggest
entertainment value for their
money (tickets are $1.50 and
$2.00). “The kids at Woodstock
were abused to no end,” he
feels. ‘““The younger market
doesn’t seem to know what
proper treatment is—we think
we treat them pretty nice.”

He finds it difficult to get
good acts and keep the prices
down. He has found that some
acts are willing to play the
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park for less money than they

| usually play for because they

like the atmosphere. He tries
“to stay away from record acts”
and looks for “visually exciting
acts such as Little Richard and
Johnny Mathis.”

Over the years, several per-
formers have quit the stage be-
cause of heckling from a few
people in the audience. Del-
sener feels that the performers
have “got to be intelligent
enough to know whe their au-
dience is” and not pay attention
to the handful of malcontents.

Because of the low ticket
prices, Delsener has another
problem—professional scalpers
who get from $5 to $7 for a
ticket. He asks for public co-
operation in reporting them to
the police.

HOLLYWOOD — Two years
ago for Hedge and Donna
[ Capers it was living in the base-
| ment of a folk club among the
rats. They did it because they
are dedicated and they wanted
to perform for people no matter
what the consequence — and
there were many.

In a recent interview with
Record World, Hedge Capers
related how it hasn’t been easy
to come as far as they have
“and still not be at the peak;
but then what fun is that for
that is in tomorrow’s offering.”

Anyway, Hedge’s playing the
| folk club circuit had its dis-
advantages —like near-starva-
tion—but it still permitied “the
chance to test yourself as a per-
former and grow as an enter-
tainer.”

The young marrieds both feel
dismay in that “the club has
practically died” and there just
isn’t an outlet for new talent.

Fortunately, they are one of
the last true talents to have
risen from the folk bin and are
making it as a top calibre act.
| Perhaps it was being booked on
the “Tonight” show at the same
time as Harry Belafonte which
was vital to their careers, for
Harry soon booked them on his
1969 summer tour. This really
established them.

Donna recalled how on an
opening night in Canada during
the Belafonte engagement she
accidentally kicked the mike
into the audience. She attrib-
uted this to not being familiar
with her attire and also to loose
wires. It’s true that figuratively
speaking Hedge and Donna usu-
ally do send electricity fly-
‘ ing, but this was a literal ex-

ample. As Donna puts it, “It
was scary to move overnight
from a folk platform to a stage

with Belafonte.” Nevertheless,
this duo did it and with clip-
pings to prove their success
mentioning their standing ova-
tions.

Hedge and Donna have been
getting second billing up until
about the first of this year, hav-
ing played with every major
name in the business. Donna
opined, “One can’t just jump on
the stage with top artists with-
| out quickly learning his field
and becoming more profession-
al.”

Four LPs later, Hedge and
[ Donna have profited by it all.
| Their new LP on Capitol, “Spe-

cial Circumstances,” might re-
| fer to their collected experi-
| ences, some of which have been
mentioned here.

Planned for the summer are
appearances including Phila-
dephia’s Folk Festival.

Everyone should have some
philosophy by which to live, and
Hedge says, “I have hope of
being not just a human being
but an international being.”
International success seems
certain, too.

Clive Fox (Lionel Entertain-

ment) called Lee’s speech “to- |

tally unrealistic” and said that
censorship was ‘“unnecessary.”
He stated, “I find it necessary
to give extreme importance to
secondaries; many records can
be brought home” via secondary
markets. There are distribution
problems, however, he implied,
by saying, “If the product could
get into these markets we'd be
in good shape.”

Tex Meyer of WOKY saluted
the meetings’ “freedom of ex-
pression and mutual under-
standing between radio and
record” people through ‘hon-
esty and communication.” He
thinks that “there is a problem
with lyrics,” yet he has played
records cited as questionable
by Commissioner Lee and re-
ceived no listener complaints.
Screening lyrics provides no
problem at his station as each
record is listened to very care-
fully before airing. He men-
tioned that he does watch sec-
ondaries and saluted them by
saying “they do have an in-
fluence—they’re doing a great
job out there.”

George Wilson of WRIT char-
acterized the meet as “the best”
he has ever attended. He feels
“the radio stations should play
whatever they want—not all
the junk that’s issued.”

Companies Have Responsibility

Jimmy Bishop of WDAS feels
that record companies ‘“have
a responsibility to do a little
more censoring” which he said
would be “helpful.” He con-
tends that many smaller sta-
tions are not given credit for
proving the sales potential of
many records. R & B stations
are gaining greater audiences,
he believes, because pop sta-
tions are “resisting so-called
R & B records.”

E. Rodney Jones, Program
Director of WVON, thought the
meetings were quite success-
ful and said, “The only thing
I didn’t like about it was Las
Vegas.” His comment on the
lyrics controversey was ‘the
public wants these lyrics—why
should the FCC stop it? The
record companies are giving
the people what they want.”
He disagreed with the conten-
tion that only the top 10 major
stations in the country can
make a record a hit. He said,
“It takes every radio station
in the country to make a hit.”

WJLB’s Al Perkins’ comment
on the Lee speech was “If the
rest of the world is advancing
with movies and books, why
shouldn’t records? I can’t use
them (on the air), but I don’t

46
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say they shouldn’t be sold.”
The 10 major stations versus
secondaries question was dis-
missed by Perkins with his feel-
ing that “If a fellow thinks a
record is a hit he should play
it—major or minor station.”

Ted Atkins of KFRC thought
the conference showed “the rec-
ord industry that the radio in-
dustry is super-concerned with
the lyric problem.” “All of us
[majors] are less and less prone
to play unproven product; even
the secondaries are tightening
up but we watch them closely”
was his view of the tight play-
list situation.

Gil Bateman of Elektra said,
“There’s obvious paranoia” in
Lee’s speech. “It was aimed at
putting radio people uptight
more than anything solid.” His
feeling is that “music should
be looked at for what it says.”
On the secondary question he
said there is a real problem
getting stock into these areas
but they definitely can break
a record.

Independent promotion man
Herb Rosen’s view of the lyric
controversy was “to each his
own.”” He said that radio sta-
tions have a prerogative to say
“no,” although it is by no means
“an open and shut thing.” He
feels that secondary markets
are very important to making
hits despite distribution prob-
lems. “They all seem to sell
records,” he commented.

Worthy Patterson of Famous
Music doesn’t see lyrics as a
real problem. He said, “Our
major responsibility is to no-
tify radio stations that there
may be something objectionable
there—you have to be realistic
about it.” His statement on the
importance of secondaries was
definitive: “Any market which
breaks a record is not a sec-
ondary regardless of wattage
or the number of people it
reaches.”

Complete Producers Freedom

Decca’s Jack Loetz said it
was his company’s policy “to
give producers complete free-
dom provided they use direc-
tion.” So far, no one has ‘“over-
exercised” this freedom. He de-
scribed himself as “a believer
in getting all stations on a
record” and saw that “many
secondaries dictate what the
majors play; they're vitally im-
portant.”

Phil Cobert of Invictus sta-
ted, “There is a complete mis-
understanding about R & B
product on pop stations. If a
record goes over 500,000 it cer-
tainly warrants pop play.” His
personal view of the lyric prob-

lem and Lee’s speech: “I can’t
see my kid being affected by
lyrics; this man [Lee] wouldn’t
know a hit record if you threw
it at him.” He sees the second-
aries as “important” but does
not underestimate the power of
the majors. “I'll go with both,”
he commented.

Jac Holtzman, President of
Elektra, thought the conference
to be ‘“truly superb with an
open and free exchange of
ideas rarely seen in any indus-
try gathering which encom-
passes such diverse views.”

Herb Kole of Stax called the
conference “Dynamite.” His
feeling is that “the commis-
sioner is looking at lyrics with
his own interpretation; in
many cases they [lyrics] just
aren’t that way.”” He character-
ized Lee as “one person against
millions.” Kole was glad that
“everybory got a chance to say
what they wanted and what
they felt” over the course of
the meeting.

Publisher Al Gallico sided
with Lee. He said, “I think he’s
right. We ought to do some-
thing about the lyrics; we
ought to clean them up.” His
solution to the problem was
self-censorship: “record com-
panies shouldn’t record” songs
with questionable lyrics, he
opined.

Ron Moseley of Sussex Rec-
ords feels very strongly about
the implications of Lee’s speech.
He contends that “music is the
language of our time and we
will continue to release records
which mirror our times.” He
feels “It’s wrong to censor peo-
ple. We have reached a time
when we must decide what is
right and what is good.”

Fred DeMann of National
General Records opined that
the Rudman meet was the best
type of its kind ever given. He
concurred with the censorship
issue that if you can see it in
movies and read it in books
then why not hear it on records.
He finds this “figleaf fixation”
perturbing. DeMann also
seemed to agree pretty much
on the stations discussed
which can break a record and
also on those secondary mar-
kets. His overall conclusion to
the Vegas convention was that
it was a direct confrontation
on Some heated issues and
everyone said what they want-
ed to say and felt better by it
all when it closed.

Betty Breneman of the
Drake stations said on the is-
sue of censorship that stations
should not censor as such, but
should follow a policy of pur-

| Kretzschmar: The overload-
ing of the market with too
| many record releases, causing a
blockage for consumption by
the consumer and record buy-
‘ er, which makes the develop-
ment of a single hit record dif-
ficult. Therefore we at Philips
have the policy of releasing
less singles.

Siegel: How does Phono-
gram,/Philips Germany earn
money in the USA market?

Kretzschmar: Through our
world-wide Philips organiza-
tion, and in collaboration with
Mercury Records.

Siegel: What advice would
you give to American and Brit-
ish record producers to earn
monies from their productions
in the German market?

Kretzschmar: No advice, be-
cause American and British
record producers have proved
in the past years that they
thoroughly understand how to
produce records which make a
buck, not only in their own
markets, but in Germany.

Trini True Talent

NEW YORK — Trini Lopez’
opening at the Empire Room of

The Reprise artist is not a
great musteian, although his
folk guitar work with a Spanish
flavor does add to his overall
effect. He’s not a great singer,
either, in the traditional sense
of resonance or range.

The performance showed
more than anything else that
Trini has adapted successfully
to the demands of popular
music, and that he has that rare
ability to combine traditional
songs with new ones without
losing honesty or quality.

As Well

“NEW YORK—The most strik-
ing thing about 'Columbia’s
Laura Nyro to one who has
heard and enjoyed her music
on records is how much better
she is in person. Laura head-
lined at the Fillmore East last
week (17) and entranced an
audience which had just been
confused (though it was ap-
preciative) by a Miles Davis
set which can only be described
as indescribable.

Laura conspiciously did not
sing most of the songs which
have made her commercially
popular, songs which have been
recorded by other artists. In-
stead, she stayed mostly with
slow, building numbers (“He’s
a Runner,” “Poverty Train”)
which displayed her quiet and
restive sides more rather than
the joyous, rocking mood of
“Stoned Soul Picnic” or of
“Wedding Bell Blues.” (An ex-
ception was a song she wrote
“at a time of life when I was

angry”: “When I was Was a
Free Port and You Were the
Main Drag.”) An unexpected
highlight was her rendition of
“On the Roof.”

Displayed Rare Gift

Laura was alone on stage,
accompanying herself on the
piano, and she displayed that
rare gift of being able to sound
as full and rich or as alone and
quiet as she wished. She showed
emphatically that she couples
softness and sensitivity with a
firm command of her voice and
instrument. And her voice did
some things that you don’t hear
on records.

In this day of the mandatory
standing ovation, it is some-
times difficult to judge how an
audience feels about an artist.
But for Laura Nyro at the Fill-
more, this was no problem. Al-
though she received a long,
standing ovation before she
sang a note, the applause at
the end of the show was even
greater. —Mike Sigman.

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'Papa’ John Phillips Fathers Many New Projects

By DAVE FINKLE ’

NEW YORK — When Dun- ‘
hill’s John Phillips was travel-
ling with Cass Elliot, Denny
Doherty and Michelle Phillips,
they called him Papa John.
Now that he’s traveling with
thistle-haired Genevieve Waite
(“Joanna” of the movies), she
calls him the “Wolf Man of
L.A”

The shaggy but benign Wolf
Man of L.A. was at Record
World last week with his she-
wolf and a few other cubs in
town, and relaxed around the
offices, talking amiably (hardly
lupine at all, a sheep in wolf’s
clothing?) about his past, pres-
ent and future.

Presently he’s formed a
movie production firm with Lou
Adler, which they’ve dubbed
Adler - Phillips Productions,
“We were calling ourselves
Toonerville Productions, for
some silly reason, until some-
one in the business said, ‘Why
are you calling yourselves
Toonerville Productions? What
does that mean? Use your own
names, That made sense. You
know, every once in a while
somebody says something that
goes zap to the truth. So we’re
Adler-Phillips.”

Anyway, Adler-Phillips are
currently producing “Brewster
McCloud’s Flying Machine,”
starring Bud Cort and Sally
(“Hot Lips”) Kellerman, with
Phillips possibly, possibly not
writing the music. “T may write
the music. I may not,” Phillips
reported, “because we wanted
to start this movie clean, with

no strings anywhere. It’s hard
enough for record people to get ]
into movie production. They all |
ask you where you come from.
You go to movie people and
ask to get in the movie bugi-
ness and they say, ‘I’ll put you
in the movie business if you |
put me in the record business.’
But what’s that? The record
business isn’t something you
get in, it’s something you do.”

Phillips is in he movie busi-
ness, though, more than you’d
think. His next project is “The
Byron-Shelley Project,” which
he will direct with Michael
Sarne, and in which he will
star with Sarne, Miss Waite
and Mia Farrow. The foursome,
who will start filming in Italy
in September, will play them-
selves and also Lord Byron,
Percy Bysshe Shelley, Mary
Shelley and Mary Shelley’s sis-
ter, all of whom, history re-
minds us, were an early Bob,
Carol, Ted and Alice. “They
were ahead of their times,”
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Phillips laughed. “They were |

very much like today’s youth.”

Phillips and Sarne just com- |
pleted working together on My- ]

ra Breckenridge,” which Phil-
lips reports is great, especially
where Mae West is concerned.
“She’s terrific,” he said. “She’s
sexy because she’s so direct.
She comes on to all the men.
All the timing is there. She’s
a lady who just doesn’t remem-
ber she’s not young any more.”

“I wrote two songs for the
picture, ‘Mae’s Blues’ and ‘Se-
cret Place,” and then I quit.
I only did it because Michael
and I are friends. I don't like
working on other people’s proj-
ects. I mean, they ask you to
write a song and you do and
hand it in and then they say,
‘Try another version.” But
that’'s the song. There it is.
What do they mean ‘do another
version.’?”

Busy as he seems to be with
producing, directing and acting
beginning to crowd his sched-
ule, Phillips isn’t cutting down
on his writing activities. “The
more I do, the more creative 1
am,” he said. “The trouble is
that I can only write—or, at
least, I write best—when I'm
traveling. So this summer, I'm
going to get in my Rolls and
travel around the country for
six weeks writing. I've got an
idea for a musical I’'m going
to do with Michael Butler. I
figure it’ll take me two months
to write. Hopefully we’ll have
it on by Christmas, It'll be then
or never,

“I have to have distractions
when I write. If there’s abso-
lute silence, just me at the pi-
ano, I can’t write. I have to
ask people to talk. I write fast,
too. Of course, there’s the ges-
tation period, but generally I
write songs in an evening. I
wrote ‘Creeque Alley’ one night

Phillips said that he turned
to writing immediately after
leaving Annapolis in the mid-
dle of his second year. “I did
the Cavett show the other night, l
and Cavett said, ‘Let me see if
I can guess where you went ’
to school from the way you
look.” He said, ‘West Point,
and the audience laughed. 1
said, ‘No, Annapolis,” and the
audience laughed again, but it |
was true.”

Mamas, Papas Reunite? Never

The Mamas and the Papas
reunited? “We’ll never get to-
gether again,” Adler said with
finality. “We were beginningl
to get bored. I'm glad we quit
when we did, because, if we
hadn’t we would have gone on
doing what we had done, riding
on our past. I was tired of
writing those same harmonies.
Our last album took us eight
months to complete because we |
just didn’t want to go into the
studio and bore ourselves when
we had had so much fun before.
To avoid that everybody kept
taking off to FEurope and |
things. You have to change.”
