Ilene Berns: 

Bang Forges Ahead 
NEW YORK—Three months 

after the death of her husband, 
Bert Berns, in January of 1968, 
Ilene Berns took command of 
Bang Records. At a time when 
it seemed that the company 
would be sold, Mrs. Berns dedi-
cated herself to carrying on 
Bert's plan to keep it small, 
independent, personal and an 
important force in the music 
business. 

She has succeeded admirably. 
Besides Bang, Mrs. Berns 

heads up an R&B affiliate, 
Shout, and a publishing unit, 
Web IV (BMI). 

In the age of the record com-
pany conglomerate, Mrs. Berns 
maintains Bang as a small, self-
sustaining label by releasing 
material from a limited roster 
of artists. "I'd rather not put 
out a record," she says, "than 
release one that isn't top 10 
material." 
What's more, she's had a con-

sistently high average at judg-
ing whether a record would sell 
or not. 

Mrs. Berns' personal touch is 
imprinted on each Bang re-
lease; she supervises her rec-
ords from inception to final 
product. She began producing 
records about a year ago when 
she dropped in on a session 
that wasn't going well. She 
made some suggestions and 
soon found herself producing 
the record. 

Involved in every facet of her 
company — administration, pro-
duction, publishing, master 
screen and promotion, the label 
head regards promotion as cru-
cial to the success of a label 
operation. She is in constant 
communication with radio sta-
tions and her distributors and 
often travels to personally call 
on key radio outlets. 

Promotion is a major part of 
Bang's most important album 
release since Mrs. Berns as-
sumed leadership of the label. 
The LP's—"Shilo" by Neil Dia-
mond, "Bang & Shout Super 
Hits," and "The Best Of Van 
Morrison"—are being support-
ed by an all-out promotion cam-
paign that includes a staff of 
five independent promotion men 
working out of Chicago, Cleve-
land, Memphis, Dallas, and the 
Baltimore - Washington, D. C. 
area as well as trade and con-
sumer advertising and point-
of-purchase display material. 

Consistently represented on 
the charts, Bang is currently 
hot on the lists with two 
singles, "Solitary Man" by Neil 
Diamond, and "A Little Bit Of 
Soap" by writer/producer/art-

ist Paul Davis. Diamond's hit 
follows close upon the heels of 
"Shilo," which recently saw top-
20 chart action. 
Web IV, the publishing divi-

sion of Bang, consistently 
comes up with chart-winners. 
This year's entries are "Are 
You Lonely For Me Baby" by 
Sweet Stavin Chain; the classic 
"Piece Of My Heart" by Mar-
malade, Brooklyn Bridge and 
Delaney & Bonnie; "Ro Ro 
Rosey" by Charlie Brown, and 
"Three Little Words," by Paul 
Davis. An earlier chart-rider 
was Van Morrison's "Brown 
Eyed Girl." 
Bang has excited interest 

internationally within the past 
few months. The company re-
cently finalized a licensing 
agreement with Riccordi in Italy 
and with Modern Tape Car-
tridges Corp. of Canada. Non-
exclusive tape agreements have 
been concluded with Ampex 
and GRT. Bang is represented 
•by His Master's Voice Ltd. in 
Australia and is conducting 
negotiations for further licen-
sees in Europe and South 
America.

to forsake the hassle for material possessions and social status and 
simplify! simplify! simplify!, while others find it necessary to 
transfer their city-gained furnishings intact to a country seat. 
Al Wilson of Canned Heat, probably the rock musician most 

active in the ecomilitant movement, lives in a camper in various 
California forests between recording and tours. Those who 
reside in Topanga Canyon in the mountains north and west of 
LA have found a pleasant compromise; they are 45 minutes 

from the strip and yet have almost totally 
rural surroundings. A few of them are Taj 
Mahal, Spirit, a few members of the Flying 
Burrito Brothers, Linda Ronstadt. The Band 
have been around Bearsville for so long that 
they are practically gentry. 

• North and east of San Francisco is some of 
the most lovely land in the world. The topog-
raphy is dotted with musicians, and therefore, 
music. Marin, Sonoma, Mendicino counties. A 
lot of wine-making, sheep ranching, lumbering, 
small crop farming bound together with two-

lane backroads carved through redwoods and eucalyptus groves 
in what easterners call mountains, but Californians know as 
hills. New bands, reconstructed groups, songwriters. If you drive 
slowly down almost any road you are likely to come upon an old 
farmhouse or a former tourist court that serves as home and 
rehearsal hall for a band, good-time music blanketing the barn-
yard or being soaked up by the pines. 
A bearded, overalled "hair" (as the straights call freaks) with

Youngbloods Rough It 

The Youngbloods have settled around Tomales Bay, near 
Inverness and Point Reyes, an hour and a half above the Golden 
Gate Bridge and an easy walk from the Pacific. Their headquar-
ters is a stucco store-front in Point Reyes with The Youngblood 
Co., on a small plank suspended by chains in the window. The 
cluttered office is heated in the Winter by a small wood stove. 
Jesse Colin Young lives in a small house built over the water 
on the north side of the bay, and Joe Bauer has a house a half-
hour's rowing or 20 minutes driving from Jesse's on the south 
shore.

"Geator?"

who should know, a geator is 
"a stoned alligator." A Geator-
ette is "any girl who can dig" 
where Jerry Blavat "is at." 

Long a fixture in broadcast-
ing via radio and television 
out of Philadelphia, J erry 
Blavat, "The Geator with the 
Heater, the Boss with the Hot 
Sauce" is rapidly making his 
impression on the recording in-
dustry. 

Roulette has just purchased 
his single "Tasty (to Me)" from 
Philadelphia's Bon d Records, 
and the side has come up a 
winner in many markets, in-
cluding Cincinnati, Baltimore, 
Philadelphia (of course), Mem-
phis, Nashville, Altoona, Buf-
falo, Milwaukee and Washing-
ton. 
As the Geator explained it, 

"everything I've ever done I 
didn't plan." Accordingly, his 
first break in radio came as a 
result of a snowstorm in 1962. 
Blavat played his personal col-
lection of oldies and the re-
sponse was immediate. This led 
to syndicated television shows 
and a series of "Jerry Blavat 
Presents . . ." albums on the 
Lost Nite label.

"Tasty" was recorded by Bla-
vat "as a goof." He remembers 
that "the lyric broke me up, and 
when it was recorded, I flipped 
over the sound." With the rec-
ord fast becoming a success 
he is making many television 
appearances, this time as a 
guest artist rather than as the 
host. He was recently in Nash-
ville for The Ralph Emery 

Show, The Teddy Bart Show 
and the Allen and Allen Show 
and is scheduled for upcoming 
Dick Clark, Mike Douglas and 
Tonight spots. 

Blavat plays the role of a 
wandering sc u 1p to r in the 
forthcoming film "Three Faces 
of Love" and is planning to co-
star with Sammy Davis and 
George Kennedy in "The Track-
ers" to be shot in Mexico start-
ing in September. 

As a veteran radio man, Bla-
vat likes to contrast the old 
days with today. "In the old 
days," he recalls, "you could 
create; it must be frightening 
to be a disk jockey today." It 
appears that movies and records 
are going to be the Geator's 
main endeavors for the time 
being but, as he says, every-
thing happens to him by chance.

PARIS—Luis Mariano, one of France's most beloved operetta 
stars, died Wednesday July 15 of cancer. 

Of Spanish origin, Mariano lived in France since the age 
of five.

He was the first to do foreign adaptations of 
Spanish songs like "Amor, Amor" and "Besame Mucho," which 
catapulted him to international stardom. 
As a popular singer he did his first stage show at the ABC 

Theater, creating riots among the fans (his fan club now has 
40,000 members, mostly female). 
Among his further hits were "Le Chanteur De Mexico," "Anda-

louisie," "Le Prince de Madrid" and "Caravelle d'Or," an operetta 
in which he starred at the Theatre du Châtelet until this June, 
when he was overpowered by his illness.

of the industry for some observ-
ers who has no idea how it all 
began. 

"Copyright" was the title and 
subject of the next panel which 
included Norman Rubin (Robert 
Stigwood); Sam Gordon (Al-
bert Grossman) ; Walter Hofer 
(Copyright Service Bureau) and 
Bill Krasilovsky (Feinman and 
Krasilovsky). Various aspects 
of copyright were explored and 
several myths, including the 
"four bars free" notion, were 
exploded by the experts. Krasi-
lovsky expressed hope that 
copyright ref orm legislation 
would soon be passed to replace 
the current law which dates 
from 1909. 

Jerry Greenberg (Atlantic), 
Neil Bogart (Buddah), Charles 
Fach (Mercury) and Warren 
Lanier (National Chairman of 
FORE) comprised the panel 
which discussed "Today — The 
Record Outlook for the Year 
and the Future." Greenberg saw 
continued industrial growth de-
pendent not upon tight money 
but upon "great artists and 
great product." He saw the 
$14.98 list priced "Woodstock" 
as an example of this concent. 
Bogart pointedly aked the radio 
people "whether some of you 
don't like r & b records or are 
just plain prejudiced?" He cited 
the Impressions recent top 20 
hit "Choice of Colors" as a vic-
tim of "editorializing by people 
who have no right to editorial-
ize" in that a dozen top pop sta-
tions would not play the record. 
He called for the industry to 
"tear down the color lines and 
call music what it is—music." , 
He was backed by Lanier, the 
theme of whose talk was "let 
the music play." He stated, 
"Music does not come in an as-
sortment of colors; this is a 
farce." He called the concept 
that there is black and white 
music an "insult to the crea-
tivity of the artists." 

Fach put forth some predic-
tions for the '70s. He saw the 
growth of local recording facili-
ties, independent producers, 
artist-producers, the rock club 
circuit, and the influence and 
importance of music to film and 
TV. "Music will be a driving 
force for social change in this 
country," he said and predicted 
that songwriters and singers 
would be more involved in poli-
tics in the coming years. 

Mel Moore of Decca intro-
duced the "Hits Are A-Happen-
ing" panel which consisted of 
Al Bell, Executive Vice Presi-
dent of Stax, and Alan Douglas 
of his own Douglas label.

NEW YORK — "Sounds of 

the '70s, Phase Two," is the 
slogan being applied to Lon-
don Record's annual major mid-
summer album release, which 
incorporates strong new prod-
uct representing all levels of 
the catalog. 

The grouping of 18 new pack-
ages, according to national 
sales and disribution manager, 
Herb Goldfarb, offers a host of 
major classical sets, including 
three deluxe specials, four new 
phase 4 stereo LPs, a pair of 
pop items on Parrot, and one 
new LP each on Sire, Deram, 
Hi and Ashley. 

In the pop area, the new Brit-
ish group, Arrival, is featured 
in its LP debut, titled, "Ar-
rival," while actor Walter Bren-
nan makes his first album out-
ing with the label, in "Yester-
day When I Was Young." 

The classical grouping in-
corporates three top lead items. 
The seven record "Beethoven 
Nine Symphonies" package 
carries a special price of $35, 
while the master composer's 
complete 32 piano sonatas box-
ed set, lists at $50. The pack-
age "Von Karajan Plays Tchai-
kovsky," a two-disk set, lists 
for $10. 

The line-up on the phase 4 
stereo line offers "The Latin 
Splendor of Werner Muller"; 
"Here Come the Hits," by Ron-
nie Aldrich; "Ireland," by 
Johnny Keating; and "The 
Planets," by Bernard Herr-
mann. 

London's own Deram label 
has a new set, "Above Our 
Heads," by the group, Clouds, 
while the veteran star, Willie 
Mitchell, has his newest LP on 
Hi, distributed by London. Also 
distributed by the firm is the 
recently established Ashley 
label in Nashville, which has 
its first LP, by owner, and 
singer - writer - producer, Leon 
Ashley. Finally, "Magician," 
by newcomer Andrew Leigh on 
the Sire label, also distributed 
by London. 

A number of special mer-
chandising aids are being made 
available, Goldfarb said, for 
this second phase of the "Sound 
of the '70s" promo, originally 
kicked off with the firm's re-
lease last January.

•Darn It or Damn It," which 
was a discussion of radio cen-
sorship. Jefferson Kaye 
(WKBW) discussed the effect 
of nude album covers and ques-
tionable lyrics on listeners and 
the FCC. He stated "the mood 
of the commission is to frown 
on free moral license." He went 
on to discuss the difficulty for 
radio stations to decide what 
is and is not "in the public in-
terest," as required but not 
specified by the FCC. Bob 
Hamilton, publisher of the 
Radio '70 Report, related that 
he had interviewed FCC Com-
missioner Robert E. Lee on the 
lyrics question and found that 
Lee clearly emphasized the 
broadcasters' responsibilities in 
this area. Hamilton stated that 
there is also a "responsibility 
to tell the truth" and saw the 
lyrics problem as strictly a 
radio problem. 

Mercury's John Antoon saw 
the problem as one concerning 
location. He saw the differences 
between local censorship and 
government censorship as quite 
significant and stated, "I be-
lieve it is the market place that 
has to be the censor." George 
Burns of Pacific and Southern 
Broadcasting expressed the 
hope that there would be "dif-
ferent outlets for different 
listeners" so "the customer 
knows what he's going to get 
where he goes." He called on 
radio to have respect for the 
judgment of its audience. Gus 
Gossert (WCBS-FM) said that 
the unstated policy of the ad-
ministration regarding lyrics is 
"sex and politics are all right; 
dope is not." He felt that 
younger kids cannot differentiate 
between grass and hard drugs 

Fantasy's Song' 
The master of "Another 

Man's Song," a new single by 
the British Pop group, Little 
Big Horn, has been bought by 
Fantasy and will be released 
nationally Aug. 3, according to 
Lee Mendell, Fantasy execu-
tive vice president. 
"Another Man's Song" was 

produced in London by Hugh 
Murphy, 23-year-old producer 
for the Shel Talmy organiza-
tion, and was picked up by 
Mendell for Fantasy. 

It represents Fantasy's first 
release of a British pop group. 

Ember 'Voices' 
"Great Voices of the Cen-

tury," a series of historic al-
bums, has been developed by 
Ember Records Ltd., each fea-
turing a famous artist of the 
past.

Broadcasters; Scott Muni 
(WNEW-FM) ; Hy Lit (WDAS-
FM) ; and George Lorenz as 
President of WBLK-FM. 

Muni attacked Jefferson 
Keye's earlier assertion that it 
is usually not wise to play a 
record if the cover is question-
able. Muni stated "The album 
cover has no bearing on the 
merit of the record." He went 
on to describe how WNEW-FM 
"has no part in hypocyite radio" 
by screening commeretaYs judged 
to be "insulting" and limiting 
commercials to eight per hour. 
Judgment is left up to the 
listener as the station has run 
spots for the Air Force as well 
as Peace Parade and Black Pan-
ther notices. He predicted FM 
would top AM within three 
years. "Once you start with FM, 
you're addicted," he claimed. 
Hy Lit saluted the creative 

power of FM and saw AM "com-
mitting suicide" with program-
ming that is "tired, restricted, 
and alianates listeners." Lorenz 
backed Lit up by picturing 
many involved in AM as "people 
who have no conception as to 
how to use their imagination." 
All the panelists saw FM's 
willingness to innovate and 
AM's stagnation as reasons for 
continued growth of the me-
dium. 

"Today's Radio" and "Radio's 
Big Problems" were given over 
to a combined panel including 
Jim Kelsey (WOL), Les Ander-
son (WDIA), Kal Rudman (Rec-
ord World / Friday Morning 
Quarterback), Lucky Cordell 
(WVON), Jerry Boulding 
(WWRL), Roger Stoner 
(WHFM), LeBa ron Taylor 
(WDAS) and Alvin Dixon, pres-
ident of NATRA. 
Rudman expressed the fear 

that the record industry was in 
serious trouble. He foresees the 
closing of smaller companies 
and mergers resulting from the 
limiting of playlists to thirty 
and fewer records. He saw the 
tightening lists as responsible 
for "potential pop hits being 
lost." He called for promo men 
to try to pull together and plug 
each other's product in a cam-
paign to save hits from ob-
livion. 

Jerry Boulding discussed the 
role of black radio and stated 
that black stations can attract 
and hold a general audience. 
He felt that much of the success 
of black radio depends on bal-
ance. "To be successful we've 

got to be the kind of people who 
make things happen," he stated. 
LeBaron Taylor reminded rec-
ord companies that "you're not 
licensed; we are" and suggested 
that record people try to keep 
tabs on the FCC in Washington 
so a mutual understanding of 
both the record and radio in-
lustries' problems could be 
nore fully realized. 
Roger Stoner predicted 

rouble for daytime AM outlets 
n metropolitan areas coupled 
)yith FM growth in the next 10 
years. Lucky Cordell saw room 
for both FM and AM in the 
marketplace. "The people Who 
do the best job are going to be 
the ones on top," he commented. 
Les Anderson saw radio as pri-
marily a "communication field." 
He stated, "for a long time 
we've been talking at rather 
than communicating with our 
listeners" and called for radio 
to relate more with the com-
munity it serves. Jim Kelsey 
saw today and the future as "a 
new day for black radio." He 
said that black radio is prepar-
ing to "fight with the same 
weapons" white radio uses. 

Alvin Dixon expressed con-
cern with today's radio in terms 
of "total involvement." He felt 
that broadcasters should use 
their already established "sell-
ing powers" in important areas 
such as politics, economics, 
social change and human rela-
tions. He declared, "Our real 
true soul music still lives," de-
scribed the cutting down of 
blues, gospel and jazz program-
ming by management and char-
acterized such actions as "rob-
bing people of their black musi-
cal cultural heritage."

LOS ANGELES—Quad Rec-

ords has formulated a release 
pattern and plan which label 
chief Al Perry says will enable 
it to give a maximum of effort 
on all product released. 

Called "single/12" (a single 
each month of the year), the 
plan provides for Quad to re-
lease singles at the rate of one 
per month for the next year 
with LP product coming only 
when there is an apparent de-
mand or sufficient amount of 
single airplay. 

First single to come under 
the new plan will be "Davy" by 
Annette Ferra, which is slated 
for Aug. 3 release. 
"To release LPs before de-

mand or sufficient amount of 
single airplay becomes evident," 
says Perry, "is a waste. All you 
do is saturate the market and 
throw away an artist's chance 
to make it." Saturation of 
product, Perry feels, by indivi-
dual labels is one of the glaring 
problems in the industry today. 
He feels that labels releasing 
four and five singles per week 
can't possibly put maximum 
effort on each one. It becomes a 
"cherry picking process, both 
for the label, promo men and 
distributors." 
As an example of how the 

policy works, Perry cited two 
LPs, just completed, that Quad 
is holding. One is by Douglas 
Fir, Northwest rock group; the 
other by Richard Williams, a 
pop-oriented singer. Both art-
ists have recently had singles 
released, but the LPs won't be 
scheduled until distributor and 
consumer acceptance has been 
determined.

His a ppro a c h to 
singles is different from al - 
bums, mono different from 
stereo, as he tries to keep in 
mind the subtleties which 
would be more appropriate for 
the particular medium. 
When he engineers and mixes 

a session he has the mastering 
of the record in mind; thus the 
engineering of the session actu-
ally extends into the cutting 
room and onto the lathe. 

Katz, who is often confused 
with the Blood Sweat & Tears 
guitarist of the same name, got 
into engineering and mixing in 
stages. When he was a boy he 
wanted to be a dj, but found he 
didn't have the voice for it. He 
still wanted to be involved with 
radio and was a ham operator, 
then worked on his college radio 
station and went on to engineer 
for WBAI and WHOM in New 
York. He broke into recording

Hot 'lanta is the scene of merger talks this week with three 
large nightclub bookings offices involved. Hugh Rodgers of the 
Atlanta-based Rodgers Agency is negotiating with Key Produc-
tions of Chicago and Startrek Attractions out of Dallas. Philoso-
phy behind the talks seem to be the fact that if the three com-
petitors merge, thus eliminating competition, a large and mighty 
nightclub booking office would evolve. Offices would be maintained 
in Chicago, Dallas, and Atlanta with the latter serving as the 
headquarters. 

Taking a trip on that old "Gospel Ship" are Meurice and 
Mylon LeFevre. Meurice reports booming business at his LeFevre 
Sound Corporation, while baby brother Mylon is in release with 
his first "gospel-rock" LP and single ("Gospel Ship") on the 
CoteIlion label. Meurice handles more custom production on gospel 
product than anyone else in the country. LeFevre Sound is averag-
ing 120 productions per year, with artists coming to the Atlanta 
studio from over 20 states and Canada. LeFevre Sound has shown 
a volume increase of 150% during the last eighteen months. With 
an ever increasing pop business, LeFevre's custom gospel pro-
duction now represents only 20% of the total volume (it formerly 
accounted for 55%) although 135 gospel productions last year 
represented a substantial increase in that line of business. 
Mylon LeFevre's first LP release is simply entitled "Mylon" and 
features several of Atlanta's top studio "pickers." On the subject 
of gospel product, Goss Brothers Productions is planning its first 
major release of the Chrisma label for September. Goss Brothers 
plan to distribute the Chrisma label in over 1300 retail outlets 
that will be handling their just purchased and developed line of 
"Gospel" and "Chrisma" guitars and amps. The Atlanta brothers 
purchased the Moserite line of musical instruments and are 
currently in production at the Moserite factory in Bakersfield, 
California.

The Golddiggers, Everly Brothers, and Glen Yarbrough at 
Chastain Park for a July 29 - August 1 run; Vincent Price opens 
in "Oliver" at the Civic Center July 28; and Kenny Gordon and 
the Sound Gathering in the Club Atlantis of the Regency Hyatt 
House. 
Atlanta's newest recording studio, Studio One, will be christened 

next week with a Billy Joe Royal session for Columbia. Capitol's 
Head Of Independent Label Promotion, Tom Takayoshi, spent 
time in the Big A with 1-2-3 Executive A&R Director Mike Clark. 
The two managed to take in the 1-2-3 recording sessions of 
15 year old R. B. Hudman and Joe Odom, a cucumber farmer 
from North Carolina.

S & G SRO KO 
FOREST HILLS, N.Y.—Co-

lumbia's Simon and Garfunkel, 
making their only U.S. appear-
ances of the season last week-
end ( 17, 18) at the Forest Hills 
Stadium, put on a typically 
stunning performance. They 
proved once again that even 
though they have long enjoyed 
all the commercial success they 
could want, they have lost none 
of their original professional-
ism or quality, and have, in 
fact, improved their sound 
while expanding their reper-
toire. It is truly hard to believe 
that two voices and one guitar 
can provide so much richness 
and fullness, and that these 
artists, who are so good on rec-
ord, can be so much better in 
person. 
The Forest Hills Stadium, 

which was sold out weeks in 
advance of the concert, was 
packed with couples in their 
late teens, sharply dressed, well 
groomed; they seemed like the 
kind of audience that tends to 
be preoccupied with the event 
rather than the music. (For in-
stance, they interrupted vir-
tually every song with a long 
round of applause which cer-
tainly could have been put to 
better use at the end of the 
show. It is really a shame that 
this practice has become so 
common in this day of the 
supergroup, as it alienates 
those true fans who come to 
hear the music.) 

Other than that, however, the 
concert was filled with good 
vibrations. Simon and Gar-
funkel played two sets, con-
sisting mostly of their more 
well-known songs, such as "The 
Boxer," "I a Am a Rock," 
and "Homeward Bound." They 
seemed completely at home and 
relaxed in the Forest Hills en-
vironment (after all, they're 
originally from the area), and 
Art Garfunkel conspicuously 
had more to do than in previ-
ous appearances. The show 
built momentum until Art's 
"Bridge Over Troubled Water," 
accompanied by piano, and 
Paul's "Mrs. Robinson" brought 
down the house.

Concert Review 

Politics Mar Randall's Fest 
By MARTIN SNIDER 

NEW YORK — The New York 
Pop Festival, held at Randall's 
Island on July 17, 18 and 19, 
provided the young audience 
with some good music and a lot 
of bad politics. This was the 
first time that politics was in-
troduced to the young people at 
a festival with the consent of 
the promoters. 

Randall's Island, being in the 
center of New York City, was to 
be a unique experience because 
of its location. It was expected 
that the festival would be very 
big, but it was in trouble even 
before it started. Brave New 
World Productions, the organ-
ization that produced the show, 
had made seemingly untenable 
agreements with certain radical 
groups in New York to share the 
profits made from the festival. 
The security at Randall's Island 
was handled by the Young Lords, 
the White Panthers and other 
radical organizations present at 
the festival. The show, sched-
uled to start at 7:00 didn't actu-
ally begin until 8:30. The cause 
of this was that the Young 
Lords wanted local community 
groups to play before the big 
name groups. If it wasn't for 
John Sebastian walking onto the 
stage, the local groups probably 
would have played all night. 
John played tunes from his new 
Warner Brothers album, "John 
B. Sebastian." He also played 
some songs from his old group, 
The Lovin' Spoonful. 
By the time John Sebastian 

finished playing, the crowd was 
pretty much settled down to 
their positions. Also by this 
time, the tremendous screen 
which projected instantaneous 
pictures of what was happening 
on the stage to people in the 
back of the horseshoe stadium, 
was set up. The projected pic-
tures were wobbly, and the cam-
eraman couldn't tell whom to 
take the pictures of, so by the 
time Grand Funk Railroad got 
onto the stage, all one could see 
was Mark Farner ( guitarist), 
even if he wasn't playing. De-
spite the bad camera work, added 
to the disorganization of the 
festival, Capitol's Grand Funk 
Railroad played to please the 
audience, which they did. Most 
of their songs were from their 
new record, "Closer To Home." 
Now the festival was in full 

swing, and Dunhill's Steppen-
wolf played songs from their 
new album, "Live." The only 
problem was that the tremen-
dous projector kept breaking 
down until it was finally put out 
of operation completely. 

The excitement of the crowd 
was really released when Re-
prise's Jethro Tull came out to 
play songs from their three al-
bums, plus some songs they are 
now working on for a new album. 
They were definitely the tightest 
group at the festival. Their per-
formance was the longest that 
night, and even if had been 
longer no one would have com-
plained. 

After a hour's intermission 
(and a lot of confusion), Re-
prise's Jimi Hendrix macle his 
appearance with Willie Cox on 
bass and Mitch Mitchell on 
drums. Despite the few mistakes 
the group made (probably caused 
by no practice), Jimmi's guitar 
playing came across to the audi-
ence as it normally does: fas-
cinating. The man is truly the 
finest guitarist in the business, 
and will stay that way for a long 
time. 

Saturday brought upon Brave 
New World Productions many 
new problems. Because of the 
lack of funds, the majority of 
the groups didn't bother show-
ing up. The original headliners 
of the day, Tony Williams Life-
time with Miles Davis and Eric 
Clapton, never came, and Der-
am's Ten Years After became 
the main attraction. The songs 
they played were from their 
various albums, including the 
latest, "Cricklewood Green." 

Another group to perform on 
Saturday was Atco's new group, 
"Cactus," which includes two ex-
Vanilla Fudge members. Al-
though they were unscheduled, 
they were received well by the 
large crowd, who were still wait-
ing to see Tony Williams and 
company. 

After the unscheduled "New 
York Rock and Roll Ensemble" 
played for the crowd, MC 
Dave Herman (WABC-FM) an-
nounced to the audience that the 
show was over and that Tony 
Williams Lifetime had cancelled 
out. The disappointed crowd left 
peacefully, but did not return 
the next day. 

By Sunday the concert was 
free and Brave New World Pro-
ductions was in the hole. Again, 
most of the groups cancelled out 
because of a lack of money, but 
the few who showed up included 
Van Morrison, Dr. John and 
Mountain. 

The pop festival may have 
been a flop festival, but it pro-
vided a few lessons. One is don't 
mix politics with music, for 
when people get together to lis-
ten to music, they don't want to 
hear how to run their lives.

Award of Merit winners) the 
Hillsiders. In addition there 
will be two guest acts in each 
program made up of British, 
Irish and American. 
At least four of the programs 

will be taped at London's num-
ber one country music venue, 
the Nashville Room. The series 
is due for taping in the Au-
tumn. 

Meanwhile, Scottish Televi-
sion is about to launch their 
Country Music series, which 
will consist of seven half-hour 
spots to go out some time this 
summer.
