California State Anti-Piracy
Law Constitutional: Judges

The Recording Industry Asso-
ciation of America has hailed as
a landmark decision the ruling
by a three-judge Federal Dis-
trict Court in California that
the California State Anti-piracy
Law was constitutional.

The judges’' decision is that
California P. C. 6638h “is a
tolerable and permissible state
regulation directed against
theft and appropriation of
saleable product and does not
unconstitutionally intrude on
the Federal policies enunciat-
ed in the Copyright Clause, U. S,
Const. art. I, 8, cl. 8 and in
Federal Copyright legislation,
17 U. S. C. 1-215.”

The decision handed down
also stated ‘‘undoubtedly tape
pirates are costing legitimate
and authorized tape producers
substantial amounts of money,
and the State of California has
properly and reasonably con-
cluded that these parasitic tape

pirates musat be controlled.”

RIAA's Executive Director,
Henry Brief, said that this de-
cision, coming as it does on the
heels of a refusal by the United
States Supreme Court to review
decisions by California's high-
est court, which had previously
declared record piracy illegal
in Capitol Records, Inc. v.
Erickson, would greatly help
the music industry in combat-
ting the illicit and pernicious
practice of record and tape
piracy.

Brief also saluted the efforts
of other industry groups—the
Harry Fox Office, the National
Association of Record Merchan-
disers, the American Federa-
tion of Musicians, etc.—which,
he said, were methodically help-
ing to route out this evil.

He also noted that under a
Federal Law prohibiting the

Allen B. Shaw, Jr., was
named Vice President of the
new FM division, which has
stations in New York, Chicago,
Detroit, San Francisco, Los
Angeles, Houston and Pitts-
burgh

ABC FM stations have
been broadcasting rock for
many months but Harold L.
Neal, Jr., President of all the
company’s radio stations, said
the time seemed ripe to take
full advantage of the market.
Martin H. Percival, a Vice
President, has been given the
fulltime job of soliciting adver-
tising for the new division.

Progressive rock is spreading
throughout the country on FM
and many broadcasters believe
that in quantity there soon will
be more rock than classical
music on the band. ABC noted
that the expenses of radio are
so low in comparison to tele-
vision that the medium can
enjoy the luxury of specializa-
tion.

NEW YORK—The hot seascn
is upon us and is espe:ially
affecting the Belwin-Mills Pub-
dishing Corp. The company is
having its biggest streak of hits
.in  recent times with many
chart singles and a variety of
catalogue items included in a
number of popular albums,

Hot singles include *“United
We Stand” by the Brotherhood
of Man on Deram which was
produced by the company’s rec-
ord production division in Eng-
land headed by Tony Hiller.
Cyril Gee is the Managing Di-
rector of the British Belwin-
Mills, Ltd. A new single by the
Brotherhood of Man, “Where
Are You Going To My Love,”
is on the British charts and has
just been released here.

Vice President Alan Shulman,
who has just been elected to
ASCAP’'s Board of Directors,
and Ira Howard, General Pro-
fessional Manager, point with
pride at the other hits from
Belwin-Mills. They include
“The Witch” by the Rattles
(Probe); “Two Little Rooms”
by Janet Lawson (UA) and the
Main Ingredient’s “You've Been
My Inspiration” (RCA). Al-
bums which include Belwin-
Mills (ASCAP) or Multimood
(BM1) published material are
“Live at Leeds” by the Who;
Ringo Starr's “Sentimental
Journey”; the Three Degrees
album, Merle Haggard’s
“Fightin’ Side of Me” album
plus the Main Ingredient and
Brotherhood of Man albums.
Soundtracks include“M*A*S*H"”
and “They Shoot Horses, Don’t
They?” “Lovesick Blues” is a
popular catalogue item with
album cuts by Little Richard,
Bobbi Martin and Linda Rond-
stadt (as well as Hank Wil-
liams) now on the market.

Both Schulman and Howard
saluted Bernie Pollack, co-or-
dinator of Public Performances.
He started with Mills over 50
years ago.

Schulman and Howard ex-
plain that Belwin-Mills has the
capacity to take a song written

The latter three are also arlists
with their own releases expect-
ed shortly.

Producing Five Acts

Double M is producing five
acts for Capitol. They inclu:!e
Jimmy Woods, the Gailen,
Solomon, the Ad Libs and Rick
Lisi, with other deals pending.

Martin Winkler, Company
President, serves as head of the
entire printed product divi-
sion which, along with the
Belwin-Mills catalogue, has ex-
clusive distribution rights for
Jobete Music’s printed product.

The company has branches in
Berlin, Paris, Amsterdam,
Madrid, Brazil and Mexico as
well as the U.S. and U.K. offices.

The growth end success of
Belwin-Mills since the twe
houses merged less than 10
months ago has been extraor-
dinary. Schulman attributes
this rapid success to the fact
that the company offers a “‘com-
plete operation” from printed
product to production. He sees
the trend towards independent
producers for record labels as
forcing publishers to take a
more active role. Thus, Belwin-
Mills is able to attract writers
and producers who want to work
in “a creative environment.”
Schulman credited the fact that
the company “will fight very
hard for what it believes in” as
having a great deal to do with
the current hot streak.

Only in San Francisco. The city where FM free-form radio was
born. The place where last year some artists were given permis-
sion to use the municipal lighting system (with the cooperation
of the local power company, the one that borrowed its name from
a West Coast blues band who have finally had some commercial
success through a single) as part of a multi-media event/freak-
out which, if it had worked as it was supposed to, would have
made the entire city a pulsating light show in time with avant

garde music piped all over town. Only in San Francisco could
this happen:

Ninety minutes of color televised/quadra-
phonic sound broadcast rock music, the first
experiment of its kind, and a preview of the
possibilities we can anticipate with the even-
tual integration of CATV, or whatever they
decide to call the licensing of many, many more
local and national television outlets.

“Celebration” was produced by John Gold-
hammer and was collaborated on by KPIX-TV,
and two stereo stations, KIOI-FM and KCBS-
FM, providing one video delivery and four
sound tracks. It aired in early July, and the
response was satisfactory enough, at least enough for Goldham-
mer to get the go ahead for more such experiments involving
more diverse entertainment,

Artists appearing in “Celebration” were the Chambers Broth-
ers, Linda Ronstadt and Boz Scaggs, all of whom were given 26
minutes to get it on, which in itself is a television milestone.
Unfortunately, as those who are going to be charged with the
creative portion of producing EVR cartridges the industry hopes
will somersault the commercial appeal of contemporary music
albums will find, the visual time was overwhelmingly taxed to
keep up with the music. It wasn’t as if the TV people didn't try,
because they used nearly every visual trick possible to get out
of a good video mixing board, or whatever they call them, with
a few double and triple lapping tricks and light-show vignettes
that had never before been tried on the air.

Visuals Possible

No doubt someone, somewhere is working right now on new
video shooting and mixing equipment that in a few years may
bring television creatively abreast of present sound recording
possibilities, but for now there’s no comparison. The picture gets
awfully boring awfully fast. Maybe somewhere in McLuhan there
is a parallel drawn between rock music as “hot” and video as
“cool,” and why TV masters of ceremony have to talk so fast to
keep their viewers’ attention. Can you imagine the visuals possible
someday in the transmogrification of formula Top 40 radio?

Anyway, using two FM stereo tuners and four speakers ar-
ranged in a square (a typical mix was: vocals, right front; drums,
left front; guitar, right rear; and bass, left rear) around him,
the listener/viewer caught a sample of what he can expect from
quadraphonic sound, which will probably replace stereo in an
advanced condition of planned obsolescence & couple of years
from now.

CBS electronics genius Dr. Peter Goldmark, head of CBS Labs
and the developer of the long-playing record and an early pioneer
in stereo sound, is reportedly working on a sound system that is
uni-dimensional. One story has it that at least two years ago he
had reduced the speaker system to a stretch of luminous tape
which could be put up on the four walls of a room and reproduced
nearly perfect sound from all sides. And then 3M is supposed to
be working on a way to record sound by means of light, so that
someday we might be able to buy an album on a transparency
like a 85 mm slide. No distortion and no wearing out.

The San Francisco project is a step in the right direction. Ra-
dio and television stations in other cities will hopefully soon be
experimenting with the idea, too.

Greaves Gets |t Together

Many of today’s record stars
have found the transition from
a singer with a hit record to a
competent night club performer
extremely difficult. The tech-
niques required in a studio are
far different from those of a
stand-up night club performer
capable of delivering three one-
hour shows a night before a
variety of audiences. But Rec-
ord World recently visited R. B.
Greaves in Las Vegas to watch
him do just that.

Produced by Joe Guercio, En-
tertainment Director of the
International Hotel who also
produced the acts for Jackie
De Shannon, Robert Goulet and
Diahann Carroll, among others,
Greaves' new act involved work-
ing hard with the International
Hotel Show Orchestra to turn
his success with his self-
penned smash Atco seller, “Take
a Letter Maria,” into a polished
night club act capable of play-
ing anywhere in the world.

Born on a U.S.A.F. base in
South America, Greaves was
raised by his stepmother on a
horse ranch in Samona, Calif.
At the age of eight he won a
Hank Williams Show singing
contest while visiting relatives
in Memphis. Following the ex-
ample of his uncle—the late
Sam Cooke—Greaves spent the
next few years trying to break
into the music business. In
1960 he went to Europe with a
14-piece band, fell in with some
other black performers includ-

ing Ronnie Jones, J. J. Jack-
son and Gino Washington, and
began performing with some
young cats named the Beatles
at the Star Club in Hamburg.

Why did he go to Europe? “I
went to work and develop my
writing,” Greaves said. “And 1
came back because I thought 1
had enough musical material to
sell. 1 guess 1 was right,” he
laughed. His “Take a Letter
Maria” has to date sold over
214 million copies and topped
the charts in ten other coun-
tries.

Now Greaves is trying to in-
sure his success. He's been
working hard over the last
few months, sandwiching his
rehearsals in Vegas between
club dates in Vancouver and
Atlantic City and recording ses-
sions in Muscle Shoals, Ala.
His new single “Georgia Took
Her Back” is out and could be
his biggest to date.

Following his rehearsals in
Vegas, Greaves flew to Miami
for a two-week stay at the New-
port Hotel. His new act, seen
there for the first time, brought
rave reviews and he seemed all
set for the biggest date of his
career: his opening at the Copa-
cabana in New York on Aug. 6
for two weeks.

p ' Joplin, Butterfield Forest Hills

NEW, YORK — Blues with a
feeling was the theme at the
Forest Hills Stadium last Sun-
day (2) as Columbia’s Janis
Joplin (with her new group
Full Tilt Boogie) and Elektra’s

| Butterfield Blues Band com-

bined for a performance which
emphasized the singing side of
the blues. The half-filled sta-
dium was populated by those
stalwarts who survived the
rains which postponed Satur-
day’s concert, and they proved
to be an appreciative audience.

The Butterfield Blues Band,
which appeared first, has for
the past few years been pro-
ducing some of the highest
gquality blues in the world. And
even though such musicians as
Mike Bloomfield and Elvin
Bishop are long gone (they
have been replaced by saxo-
phones, a flute and a trumpet,
along with other guitars), the
group still maintains a high
level of excellence. Paul But-

| terfield’s singing and harmonica

playing are still the best
around, and the group as a
whole stood out on “Trainman
Let Me Ride,” “Blind Leading
Blind” and others.

Although the crowd was re-
spectful of and obviously
moved by Butterfield, they
really came to Forest Hills to
see Joplin. And she disappoint-
ed no one. Wearing an indescrib-
able red and gold outfit and
writhing and contorting more
than ever, she sang, danced and
screamed through a set which
would have to be seen to be
believed. Her new band is more
than adequate, a considerable
improvement over her previous
groups, but Janis is still pretty
much the whole show. A par-
ticular highlight of Sunday’s
concert was “But I Got My
Baby,” one of their new record-
ings.

As she encored to a atanding
ovation, it was obvious that
Janis Joplin has lost none of
her fantastic appeal.

Hot Bill at Fillmore

NEW YORK—Hot Tuna, the
two-man group consisting of
Jorma Kaukonen and Jack
Casady, played an impromptu
set at the Fillmore earlier this
year during a concert of its
parent group, the Jefferson Air-
plane. On a recent weekend
(24) they returned, without the
Airplane, and found a good
number of hard-core fans al-
ready waiting for them.

Apparently their RCA LP
“Hot Tuna” with its quiet,
acoustic blues had already suc-
ceeded in capturing an intense-
ly appreciative audience. The
show of respect from the audi-
ence, although it seemed to
puzzle them at first, acted as a
stimulant as the two musicians
did their best to meet the expec-
tations of the crowd. They did,
of course, playing a tight set
containing much material from
their LP and then some. Biggest
crowd-pleasers were “Hestita-
tion Blues” and “Embryonic
Journey,” an instrumental from
the earlier Airplane days.

Shelter Records’ Leon Rus-
sell, who had second billing,
proved once again that he can
not only sing, play and write
fine songs, but that he also has
a flair for putting together good
groups. He walked on stage
alone and played a couple of
short numbers before being
joined by his backup musicians
who, once they got into it, really
blasted leon’s stomping gospel
sound home. By the time he
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sang his should-have-been-a-hit
single “Roll Away the Stone”
and the inevitable “Delta Lady,”
Russell had nearly everyone, on-
stage and off, either jumping,
clapping, dancing or at least,
smiling.

Rig, a four man group with
an as yet unrecognized LP on
Capitol, was the pleasant sur-
prise of the evening. Like Hot
Tuna, Rig seemed baffied by
the amount of supporters they
had in the audience. They re-
sponded the same way Hot Tuna
did—by playing a smooth set of
good music. Guitarist/keyboard
man Kendell Kardt, bassist Don
Kerr, and guitarist Artie Rich-
ards let their happiness show
through their music, which con-
gisted mostly of songs from
their LP with the bitterly sar-
castic “Have a Cigar” and the
rocking “Sister Liza Bookman}
drawing the most praise. Rig
has fun playing—as a result
you have fun listening. It's as
simple as that.

Por fin, después de
casi tres meses de una intensa
discusién, donde hasta se llegé
a apelar la intervencién del
Estados, hemos decidido reunir
a todos los interesados (cuando
menos a representantes de cada
sector afectado), de manera
que, en primen lugar plantaran
el problema desde su punto de
vista, y luego intentarin dar
una solucién, en caso de tenerla.
Todo ésto se realizé en un pro-
grama especial de radio que
tuve como participantes a
(Gumersinde Miranda (Sello Vel-
vet) v ‘Rodolfe Menedetti
(R.C.A. Victor); Cristian Roux
y Carlos Rayban (programa-
dores musicales de Exitos 1090
y Radio Capital, respectiva-
ment) ; Luis Mufioz Tebar (di-
rector de Radio Capital); Yo-
landa Herrera (ex-presidente
del Circulo de Criticos de Radio
y Televigion, su voz mas autori-
zada actualmente, como repre-
sentante de la prensga na-
cional); Clemente Vargas jr.
(disc-jokey de Radio Caracas)
y German Freytes (cantante na-
cional y ganador de varios fes-
tivales nacionales e interna-
cionales). Quien escribe actué
como moderador y cordinador.

Se plantearon cosas intere-
santes (mucho), como el estudio
de la R.C.A. segun el cual el
piblico prefiere una grabacién
extranjera sin apenas haberla
escuchado en promocién (case:
“Sunshine” de Los Archies),
que una grabacién local, pro-
fusamente promocionada (case:
“Todas las cosas” en la voz de
Nancy Ramos). Se debe éste, en
parte, a la frialdad de nuestro
piblico frente al artista, y la
mejor prueba de ello es que
hace una década que no se
conoce lo que es realmente un
fdolo nacional. Sin embargo,
gran parte de la culpa es tam-
bién de la mayorfa de nuestros
cronistas de farandula por la
critica poco estimulante que se
le hace al artista.

Las conclusiones finales ten-
dientes a solucionar el proble-
ma, si es que se lleva a la
prictica (cosa que es mas difi-
cil aun que dar la solucién),
han sido: 1—La necesidad de
que nuestros aristas cuentes
con una organizacién que le
cuide desde la escogendia de
las piezas a grabar, hasta el
vestuario. Los lectores se extra-
fiardn de tan légica conclusion,
o lo que es peor, de que aiin no
exista en nuestro medio lo que
en pafses de menor actividad
musical hace tiempo se conoce.
Como nuestro campo de activi-
dad es muy pequeiio, se reco-
mienda a los artistas agruparse
de manera de entre dos o tres
poder financiar una misma or-
ganizacién.

2—La eliminacién, por parte
de las compaiiias disqueras, de
las “exclusividades musicales
nacionales,” ya que ésto hace
que las emisoras de la compe-
tencia se nieguen a radiar la
grabacion por haberse identifi-
cado previamente con otra emi-
sora.

brand new artists does not
make sense if the artist doesn’t
have an underground or impor-
tant television following or a
hit single. A new artist with-
out this momentum behind him
will not sell just by mere ex-
posure or by radio time buys.”

Davis also called for “a rea-
sonably complete initial ship-
ment, not a six-month to a
year’s supply. Let’s not follow
what competition does. Records
can be produced and shipped
comparatively quickly. I'd pre-
fer to have a solid reorder pat-
tern and risk a short backlog
rather than read reports that
Dylan or Blood, Sweat and
Tears’ returns are being re-
quested by customers at the
same time the albums are the
best selling ones in the coun-
try."

In his pep talk, Davis took
time out to criticize some cur-
rent industry trends. For in-
stance, he deplored multiple
distribution, saying “not only
has it not helped sell any more
product but it has made it more
difficult to break the new or as
yet unbroken talent who needs
patient and continuing sup-
port.”

He also said, “Let me add
that we wi'l let other compa-
nies turn over their tape dis-
tribution to the likes of Ampex
as some have recently done and
some will probably do shortly.
This is not the route for our
company to go. These compa-
nies are trading important mar-
keting control of creative prod-

Exuma Excites

NEW YORK—If you are look-
ing for something fresh in the
way of contemporary musical
and visual entertainment, look
to the group and individual
known as Exuma.

“You
Don’'t Know What’s Going On,”
his current single from the film,
“Joe,” was an effective message
but Exuma does best at fierce
imagery which draws upon fire,
death and the supernatural, not
the run-of-the-mill love songs.

4 Channel Stereo Demonstrated
By Project 3 and 3M

NEW YORK — Four-~channel
stereo was demonstrated jointly
by Enoch Light’s Project 3 Rec-
ords and 3M Company last week
(4) at A & R Studios.

The new sound is achieved by
playing a four<channel tape re-
cording on specialized equip-
ment through four speakers,
one in each corner of the room.
(A four-channel tape should not
be confused with conventional
quarter-track stereo tape re-
cordings.) 3M Company’s Min-
com division developed one of
the first four-channel recorders.
Its Wollensak Model 6154
“Quad/Stereo” deck recorder
and 3M brand A-2000 speakers
were used in the demonstration.

Light, whose famed “Persua-
sive Percussion” has been ac-
claimed as the first truly diver-
sified musical stereo recording,
has produced three four-chan-
nel tapes, “Spaced Out,” “Per-
missive Polyphonics’ and
“Brass Menagerie.”

Excerpts from all three tapes
were included in the demonstra-
tion. “Spaced Out” features the
music of Bach, Bacharach and
the Beatles. “Permissive Poly-
phonics” features the new elec-
tronic musical instruments, in-
cluding the Moog, electronic
harpsichord and electrically
modified trumpets, trombones,
saxophones and flutes. “Brass
Menagerie’ uses choirs of trum-
pets, French horns, trombones,
saxophones and an electrically
modified rhythm section.

Several critics have described
four-channel stereo as “the
nearest approach yet to con-
verting a living room into a
concert hall for musical enjoy-
ment.” However, Light said he
believes that “four-channel
stereo should have balanced
musical information on each
channel. Balancing the compo-
nents of the orchestra on the
four channels gives the listener
a much more exciting and satis-
fying sound picture of both pop
and classical performances.”

‘Tremendous Opportunity’

Light, who has been experi-
menting with four-channe] re-
cording since 1963, said that
the development of “four-chan-
nel equipment provides a tre-
mendous opportunity for achiev-
ing great dynamic range and
for presenting music in a very
definitive and satisfying way so
that the listener does not feel
that something is lacking in
the reproduction.”

To dramatize advances in the
recording industry over the
years, the demonstration also
included monophonic music and
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a conventional stereo recording.

Wollensak has two four-chan-
nel playback units — a deck
model for use with stereo com-
ponent systems, and an ampli-
fied unit which is available with
separate speakers. The Model
6164 deck unit lists at $499.95,
and the Model 6364 amplified
unit at $599.95, without speak-
ers, and $669.95, with speakers.
Both models also record and
playback conventional two-
channel stereo. Project 3 four-
channel tapes list at $14.95.

Wollensak also has announced
that it is developing a four-
channel record-playback model.
Four-channel broadcasts, in-
volving the facilities of two
stereo radio stations, have been
aired in New York and other
cities. Several stations are
seeking permission from the
FCC to experimentally broad-
cast four-channel stereo from a
single facility.

was determined at this confer-
ence that the value of these
songs has not been exhausted
by their use in the repertoire
of artists over the years and
that they are in fact the base
upon which Famous is now
building its contemporary cata-
log.

Cane and Gallagher, in ad-
dressing the meeting, pointed
out the current value of the
standards catalog with the ob-
servation that within the last
two years a list of some nearly
threescore songs from it have
enjoyed a contemporary renais-
sance. Among the examples
were Mama Cass’ “Dream a Lit-
tle Dream of Me” and Tiny
Tim’s shattering reawakening
of “Tip Toe Through the Tu-
lips.”

Gallagher credited these cur-
rent successes with older tunes
to the fact that the songs were
placed in contemporary eetting
by the artists who made use of
them. “A song that has ap-
pealed to the public is like a
diamond,” Gallagher stated.
“Occasionally it may need a
new setting but it always main-
tains its lustre.”

Incentive Program

In line with this Cane an-
nounced an incentive program
designed around the Famous
standards catalog. Under the
program a man will be re-
warded for activity generated
with these songs. The increase
in exploitation will come about,
in the estimation of Cane,
through the coordination be-
tween the professional and
writing staffs of Famous in re-
setting these tunes in the style
necessary for today’s artists.
“It is not in giving rates and
selling short the value of a
standard that activity is gen-
erated,” noted Cane. “The test
for a standard lies in its pres-
entation in the light of today’s
market.”

The activity of Famous in all
other areas of the contempo-
rary music business was the
other major topic of the con-
ference. Famous will be en-
gaged across the full spectrum
of the business Cane pointed
out, in the freedom that it en-
joys not only in developing new
writers and material but in
producing masters in line with
this development and in offer-
ing those masters to labels
throughout the industry.

Gallagher strongly made the
point to the assembled execu-
tives and writers that they are
not tied to any other division
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of the corporation, especially
the firm’s record labels. They
must therefore make the best
deal for product which they
generate. He noted that Marvin
Cane has long been associated
with some of the finest publish-
er-initiated recording deals dn
the industry. “We must set our
sights and cast off traditional
encumbrances to assure a con-
tinuance in that tradition,”
noted Gallagher.

In closing the conference
Gallagher made the final point
that “The music publishing
business has, in my estimation,
sat wistfully by and witnessed
a new music era develop and
has lamented the fact that they
were not part of it. The direc-
tion at Famous, however, is
marketing-oriented. As we con-
tinue to develop our contem-
porary writers and catalog we
will also continually re-empha-
size our great standards, re-
packaged to meet today’'s need
and tastes.”

Ground-breaking Takes Place
For Underground City, USA

Ground-breaking ceremonies |

for the $18 million Disney-type
family entertainment park, Un-
derground City, U.S.A, took
place July 30 on the develop-
ment site 24 miles west of
Nashville at Burns, Tenn.

On hand for the occasion, in
addition to company officials
and members of the press, were
Marshall Stewart, Mayor of
Burns; State Senator William
J. Peeler of Waverly; Congress-
man Leonard Martin of Dick-
son: Vice-Mayor Tom Woodall
of Dickson; John McGrath,
Senior Staff Assistant to Mayor
Beverly Briley ' of Nashville; a
representative of the Nashville
Area Chamber of Commerce;
and Judge Robert S. Clement of
Dickson.

The ceremony kicked off the
first phase of construction of
the gigantic project which in-
itially will encompass 91 acres
and eventually expand to 344.

Company officials hosting the
press party were: E. Jimmy
Key, President; Noble Bell,
Vice President; and Bobby Fra-
zier, Secretary and Treasurer.
Key is also President of Key
Talent, Inc., and Newkeys Mu-

| sic, Inc., with offices in Nash-

named Kentucky colonels by Gov. Louie B. |

ville, Las Vegas and Hollywood.
Bell is Executive Vice Presi-
dent of Shelby Singleton Corpo-
ration, and Frazier is owner of
his own certified public ac-
counting firm. All officers re-
side in Nashville.

The fizst phase of develop-
ment is now scheduled for com-
pletion within one year at an
approximate cost of $1.8 mil-
lion. This will include the
transformation of an 8 acre un-
derground area and the initial
91 acre plot which will contain
exhibits, rides, attractions and
camping-picnic facilities.

Twenty rides, which will ac-
commodate 6,440 passengers
hourly, range from a train trip
through the mine to a major
sky ride. Eighteen museums
and shops will be designed to
attract the interest of all ages.

A theater, night club and
restaurant will operate within
the mine. In addition to boating
on the large lake, two acres of
which is underground, there

| will be a fishing patio on the
| outside area.

Eventually the complex will
include a hotel and convention
hall, an 18-hole golf course, a
swimming pool, riding stables,
recording and sound studios,
facilities for shooting and edit-
ing movies, auto race track,

| and a scientific atomic display.
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An economic survey and
feasibility study made for the
corporation by Interform, Inc,
Washington, D. C., predicts an
average annual attendance in
excess of one million in the
first years of operation. Devel-
opment of additional tourist at-
tractions in the states of Ten-
nessee, Alabama, Georgia and
Florida will attract more and
more tourists each year, the
study said.

Primary Factors

Location and theme are pri-
mary factors that contribute to
the success of an attraction in
the entertainment field, accord-
ing to the Interform report. It
points out that Underground
City, U. S. A, is fortunate in
both areas—‘the site is of both
natural beauty, and its man-
made mine area is in the ‘one-
of-a-kind’ category.”

Other contributing factors to
Nashville’s position as a “mec-
ca” for tourists were listed as:
“a population center, the excep-
tionally fine highway network,
the music and recording center,
and a six month mild weather
period.”

Key said, “An attraction of
this magnitude will be a boon
to the economy of the entire
area. Compiled nationwide fig-
ures show that for every dollar
spent in an entertainment park,
the family spends an average
of $356 daily at local business
firms.”

Plans Call for
Development of Area

The park’s underground area

| consists of man-made caverns

in an eight acre limestone mine
which has approximately 100
rooms. In addition to the man-
made caverns with entrances,
exits and floor at ground level,
there is also a natural cave in
the park area which was sealed
off over fifty years ago. Plans
call for the development of this
area as an additional attrac-
tion.

Frazier said the entertain-
ment park is being financed in
part through a public sale of
stock to residents of Tennessee,
handled by the company
through its agent, Wayne
Woodward. In addition to the
company officials, initial stock-
holders include numerous mem-
bers of the music and recording
industry, attorneys and bank-
ers.

are performing.

The LeFevres record on the
Canaan label, and their televi-
sion show, “The Gospel Singing
Caravan,” is syndicated into 85
markets and is viewed by 2,-
500,000 people each week.
