Industry Must Guard Against Regression

By DAVE FINKLE

Since John Lennon, Paul Mec-
Cartney, George Harrison and
Ringo Starr, who collectively
used to form the Beatles, have
always been trendsetters, who
knows what repercussions their
current disentanglement pro-
cedures in London’s High Court
will have?

In many ways, the Beatles'
disenchantment with each oth-
er, which has come increasingly
into focus since the spring, is
symbolic of a general disen-
chantment settling over the
business and, if you look close-
ly, around the world.

In his startling, sad album
(and recent Rolling Stone in-
terview) John Lennon has said
that the “dream” is over. It is
as if the world is crashing,
coming down from a terrific
high that enabled citizens of
the ’60s to attempt the impos-
sible, expand their horizons.
And now, off the high, the
world seems extraordinarily
mundane, a place where we
suddenly realize, whatever hap-
pens, business must be taken
care of, realities must, after all,
be faced. And realities include
law courts, limited possibilities,
hard facts, not, ultimately, be-
ing able to beat the system.

There has been ua good deal
of talk in the industry recently
of 1971 being the year of the
“professional,” the time to get
the job done, enough of the fan-
tastical tripping of the ’60s.

probed.

The problem that really must
be grappled with is the com-
monplace misconception that
business and art are mutually
exclusive. They aren’t. True art,
which can be defined roughly as
illuminating entertainment and
which can include everything
(on records) from Beethoven
to the Archies, has to reach the
public in some way to have any
beneficial effect at all, really.
To achieve that, business is
needed —- di«tribution. price

More Creative Approach to Record
Trade Advertising Suggested

By CRAIG BRAUN

B (Editor’s Note: Craig Braun
heads up 888 Advertising in New
York, as well as Sound Packag-
ing Corp., subsidiary companies
of Craig Braun, Inc., parent
organization.

He describes his companies’
operations as ‘‘conceptually a
total marketing services agency
to and for the music industry.”
His companies are now working
with artists, managers and pro-
ducers, as well as many rec-
ord manufacturers in areas of
packaging, merchandising and
advertising.)

)

Herewith, some of my thoughts
about record trade advertising.

I have to admit right off, how-
ever, that I don’t feel eminently qualified to make judgments, as
my credentials stem mainly from exposure and interest in music,
although I’ve been creating doing ads for record companies over
the past year and a half.

For the past three weeks I've been thinking what my basic
appreach should be.

Let’s see, maybe 4 muck-raker focusing on the politics of trade
advertising; or I could philosophize about the actual value of
it or the parasitic aspects of each for the other (and vice-versa).
I could speculate on the relative effectiveness of trade advertising
in terms of building advance orders and stimulating air-play or
maybe the correlation between space dollars and chart positions:
or maybe give vou my impressions on aesthetics of “trades” vs.

“undergrounds.”

All of these topics have a certain “cocktail party” interest to
me but I'm not knowledgeable enough to develop those obscure
facets to a positive conclusion. Also, each probably deserves its
own treatise with equal time rebuttals (I don’t like debate unless
I have the last shot).

You guessed it, I'm playing it safe and straight with the in-
disputable “honesty” trip.

Predictable Full Page Headlines

Staring at me from a glossy full page are such predictable
headlines as: “Thank vou for a great year and don’t forget my
new single”; next page, “Thanks for voting me the newest chart-
buster just culled from my newest LP”; and “Another R ‘n’ B,
country, pop rock smash going right to the top of the blah, bl(xh”'
and “A monster breaking in Dallas and Cedar Rapids.” (I doubt
that the artist in his worst dreams could have come up with that
brand of nonsense.)

Why do record companies still believe that their advertising
function is the dissemination of “hype,” with the feeling that
format sales “jive” will increase advance orders for a particular
album and/or single? The fact is that records are like “preg-
nancy”; they either have it or they don’t.

Having long established my weekly routine of reading those
“trades,” it became quite obvious to me that with very few
exceptions there are just a tremendous number of formula ad-
vertisements all screaming dissonantly and dishonestly for atten-
tion at the same irritation volume.

There they are, invariably: the artist’s smiling countenance;
some of these aforementioned three-inch tall headlines; body copy

“culled” from some copywriters’'s (?) pen like a particularly pain-
ful extraction; that album mini and, of course, the logo name
and address (for fan mail?) of the advertiser,

Forcefulness Doubled to Compensate

Some conjecture about the psychology behind that. The ad-
vertiser thinks the audience (who?) is somewhat “hip” and
doesn’t believe evervthing he reads, certainly not in a trade
advertisement anyway. So-o-o in order to compensate for this
the advertiser doubles the forcefulness with which he says any-
thing because he thinks the reader will discount half of it.

Imagine for a moment what would happen if someone were
naive enough (maybe ignorant’s the word) to believe all the ads.
Each week he’d find 42 singles “destined for the top of the charts”
(what?), 11 albums certified platinum alloy on the day before the
day of release and those nine ever-lovin’ suppository singles
magically forced from their respective albums of the same name.

What’s happened: the advertiser’s actually caused the reader
to cut back much of what’s “down.” The advertiser assumes that
if he’s honest, the reader will digest only a half-truth.

I suppose record companies when cutting deals with artists,
producers, managers and labels make schoolboy promises that
during the artist’s tenure they’ll appease them with occasional
“sds in the trades” In these cases, advertising only provides
ego trips with that periodic boost.

The fact is that people in the business who account for the
relatively small but discerning readership of the trades have
had their intelligence “done up” long enough. They really don’t
have the time to buy, read or get involved with “jive.”

Some companies, however, are listening to their product.
They’re what I call “artist-oriented,” and “in it for the long pull.”
They are sincerely interested in nurturing and building their
artist—secondarily, their product. I suppose they’re not in the
precarious position of rise or fall with a specific record or release,
and as a result, don’t need or utilize that frantic “HERE’S!!!I1”
philosophy. Why can’t the presentation be an informative image
builder for artist and label?

Background again comes into play. Commercial music of the
'50s and ’60s was unconcerned, and the melody ‘beat was the trip.
Exactly where most of the advertising is at today.

But, music buyers today are becoming album “concept-or iented”
and want the entire Lennon, Chicago, Elton John, James Taylor,
Cat Stevens, Stones, etc., not just that traditional kit single being
the sum and substance along with the other 10 mediocre tracks.

Can’t Be Capsulized with One Disc, Record

The artist today is telling you of his feelings, impressions,
social comments. He simply can’t be capsulized with one record,
one advertisement.

Advice: listen to your
their product.

Over the long term, it may very well be the artists who change
the situation by demanding a more sophisticated, honest and
individual treatment. That is, of the style (taste) in which their
musicianship is promoted and marketed. They certainly should
be the best guide, if accompanying advertising is to harmonize
with their artistry. It’s that “personality-image” that they and
their public want to see.

Trade advertisers could quite easily initiate that change, as
new approaches, ideas in this dynamic industry usually earn the
respect and recognition of their peers in the business.

Trade advertising has a different function than is commonly
construed, and that is to be informative and provide the back-
ground for artist/label image. (Continued on page 45)

Tape to Comprise Third
0f U.S. Music Sales in '71

B Sales of recorded stereo
tapes will continue to grow at
a faster rate than record sales
and will make up a third of all
U.S. recorded music sales in
1971, according to Ampex Music
Division.

Donald V. Hall, Vice Presi-
dent and General Manager of
Ampex Music, forecast U.S. re-
corded tape sales (retail) of
approximately $593,000,000 in
1971, up 19 percent from an
estimated $500,000,000 in 1970.

Total recorded music sales
(records plus tapes) will in-
crease approximately 7 percent
from $1,690,000,000 in 1970 to
$1,798,000,000 next year, ac-
cording to Hall. Tape made up
approximately 30 percent of the
1970 total.

“The growth rate for tape is
less than prior years because
tape sales have been and are
being affected by the reces-
sion,” Hall said. “A year ago
we predicted a $631,000,000
tape year for 1970, but a fall-
off in consumer spending se-
verely flattened the growth
curve, and we adjusted this
forecast at mid-year to the ap-
proximate level that prevailed.

“Our 1971 forecast assumes
a continuing depressed market,
particularly in the early part
of the year. If, as many pre-
dict, there is a strong economic
recovery in 1971, we may ap-
proach our old growth rate la-
ter in the year. In this case,
these forecasts may prove con-
servative.

“Recorded tape sales grew
from less than 4 percent of re-
corded music sales in 1966 to
30 percent in 1970. The growth
has been sparked by the accept-
ance of 8-track cartridge tapes
primarily for automobile stereo
systems and by cassette tapes
for home and automobile listen-
ing.”

“8-track continues to be the
market leader, accounting for
77 percent of 1970 sales,” Hall
said. “Cassettes represented 18
percent, open reel tapes 4 per-
cent, and 4-track cartridges fell
to only 1 percent.

“In 1971, we expect 8-track
to increase to 79 percent, cas-
settes to remain at 18 percent,
open reel at 3 percent and 4-
track cartridges to disappear
altogether,

“Cassette tapes have not
made the rapid increase in mar-
ket share we have predicted in
the past. We believe that in-
creasing sales of stereo cas-
sette equipment for the home
and car will take place in 1971.
This, plus rapid improvements
in cassette quality through
Dolby noise suppression tech-
niques and the use of extended
frequency tapes, will greatly
improve the long-term potential
of cassette music.

“However, an improved econ-
omy encouraging increased
dealer stocks of cassettes and
greater consumer spending will
also be necessary. We do not
believe these will occur early
enough to improve the cas-
sette’s share of market in 1971.
We continue to see the cassette
assuming a larger share of the
music market in the long term.

Bob Hamilton Speaks

1970 Proved a Year of Change

B Almost everybody that you
talk to about the ‘“changes in
1970” will agree that they did
take place—not only world-wide
but industry-wide as well.

Not only that, but every person
you talk to will tell you that they
themselves felt personal changes
in the past year, Since the in-
ception of the disc jockey as a
household word, there have al-
ways been many changes with
that particular human being. He
moved a lot. In fact, for a certain
period of his career he became
4 man without a home, finally
either achieving his goal of
t‘} “making it to the big time” or

settling down in some small
market possibly with a small percentage of the station and a
wife and three kids.

The same has been relatively true with the promotion man
. .. getting fired because the hits weren’t there . . . or ‘“moving
to the coast” after getting his fill of the bright lights and big
city of New York.

But 1970—WOW! For every move in 1969 there were two in
1970. Program directors just couldn’t seem to find their place
.. . disc jockeys became more and more dissatisfied with their
gig, checking into one station and checking out at the same time.
One jock I know, for example, worked throughout 1967-1969 at
the same station, but in 1970 went from Boston to New Orleans
to St. Louis to Philadelphia to New York. And he is the norm
rather than the unusual.

Promotion men shufled from New York to Los Angeles to
Nashville to Atlanta with almost as much frequency as records
were released. At the same time hardly any record company
maintained its organizational stability in any facet. Companies
like Columbia shifted national promo men . . . Liberty went
through a complete sweep of top brass . . . Capitol changed its
whole structure.

RCA’s promotion staff came to New York to find a revolving
door. Three national promo heads graced the same RCA desk
in ’70. Even Motown, the company that seemed to keep on plugging
with the same people year after year, made major policy and
personnel changes during the year.

Hardly Any Facet Untouched

Hardly any facet of the industry was untouched. The music
changed rapidly . . . not without direction as some folks talked
. but with plenty of direction . . . although the direction
changed every two weeks. Record World changed its whole for-
mat. The Report, which I put out, was not even in existence at
this time last year but now boasts a readership of several thou-
sand in the industry.

As big as these changes were, there was even a bigger one.
Possibly this change was perhaps the instigator of all the others,
perhaps the result from the changes coming down. There was
indeed a complete change of attitude in both the record industry
and the radio industry.

The change of attitude was ‘“the ability of the people in the
industry to accept change.” Meetings were held every five min-
utes. The long-accepted Gavin conference really was little differ-
ent in Atlanta or in Los Angeles than it had ever been. Yet,
in both cases it was no longer accepted by the industry. They
came to learn something. They learned only how to shake hands
at a faster rate . . . and as one columnist stated, ‘“set records
at the bar.”

A New Seriousness

The people in the industry were no longer able to accept three
days of fun and frollicking. A new seriousness entered the in-
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dustry. Promo people became a new breed . . . disc jockeys
thought a new way . .. and a brand new force was born, a force
called HONESTY.

In late summer in Raleigh N. C., Smiles Associates, a group
of five radio stations in the Carolinas invited some major market
programming people down to the very first programming clinic,
and this meeting was like none you've ever seen. It was this
meeting that showed what the change was actually all about.
Here on the panel were seven people, not the white shirt and
tie and guarded kind of conversation that had formerly been
held but long hair, beards and blue jeans speaking literally
about what must come down in the industry. Here was a group
of some eight people talking about the nitty gritty.

Okay, jocks salaries are low, what do we have to do to get
them higher? Okay, management is hard to deal with, but what
do we have to get them to change their programming? Okay,
radio is not doing its job, but what do we have to do to get it
together? There was the first serious talk about forming a pro-
gram director’s association, manipulating management and even
the discussion of how to better deal with record companies.
There was no negativeness, but there was honesty and real
problems were talked about and the young leaders of the industry
walked away with something more than they obtained at any
other meeting they ever attended.

Radio and the record business never got closer than they did
in 1970. Because that is the honest way. More specific changes
included a true desire to serve the public. Public service really
became a serious thing rather than a requirement by the FCC.
Of some 50 major market top 40 stations on June 1 only three
of these were playing album cuts of any consequence. On Dec. 1
47 of them were including album cuts in regular rotation.

In this column over the next weeks we will be discussing
the change, the difference that is taking place, the speed with
which it is changing and the underlying causes of these changes.

11 Years of Dedication

I must tell vou that the past 11 years I have spent in this
industry have been ones of dedication—and love for it. I was a
jock, all in smaller markets . . . Wichita Falls, Tulsa and finally
at WKY in Oklahoma City. I was a program director four of
those years, spent a year as a station manager where 1 learned
sales . . . and the FCC. Got my first ticket and learned about
engineering, lived for awhile on the road as a promotion man for
Roulette, Rama Rama and Pulsar Records. I majored in psychol-
ogy and speech in college in Oklahoma.

At this time I have sat down and talked with every major
market and many medium and small market program directors
over the country. For the past year T have incurred a phone bill
of some $30,000 myself alone (look at the P&L) speaking with
radio people. My qualifications may not be adequate for you,
depending upon where you’re at. I do not expect you to read the
column and take all I say just because I said it. Read it and
decide for yourself. I live and love the industry, and am dedi-
cated to seeing the change continue.

Changes in communication . . . a new communication . . . a
new industry, more powerful . . . more honest and more loving.
Even this column in itself is a change. We could never write
these things before.

B NEW YORK—Scott Muni has been named Program Director of
WNEW-FM, here, effective Jan. 18.

Sour made his entry into the
music business as a songwriter
when, together with Johnny
Green and Eddie Heyman, he
wrote “Body and Soul.” He has
written over 100 published
songs. Having been a writer all
his professional life, his pri-
mary interest is now working
with other writers to see that
they receive and enjoy the pro-
tection the AGAC provides.

During his tenure at BMI he
had the opportunity to develop
close ties with a great many
authors and composers in all
categories from pop to contem-
porary concert music, not only
in New York, but all over the
U. S

AGAC’s present membership
of close to 3000 is drawn from
10 different performing rights
organizations (ASCAP, BMI,
SESAC, SACEM, PRS, etc.). It
represents the interests of au-
thors and composers in their
contractual arrangements with
music publishers by providing
a uniform songwriter’s con-
tract; collecting and verifying
mechanical and sheet music
royalties and any other income
aside from performance royal-
ties. The AGAC royalty plan
handles over three million dol-
lars a year.

In addition, an advisory serv-
ice is offered individual mem-
bers who have problems with
renewals, copyrights and pub-
lisher relations.

Now that harmony and coop-
eration exist between BMI and
AGAQC, it is Sour’s fervent hope
that many more writers atlili-
ated with BMI will avail them-
selves of the services that
AGAC provides.

AGAC has been notably suc-
cessful in recovering through
its auditing program hundreds
of thousands of dollars that

authors and composers in all
fields might never have re-
ceived.

Owe 1t To Themselves

Asked how he felt about the
new turn in his career, Sour
said, “I feel that every author
and composer owes it to him-
self and his fellow writers to
join this great organization.
Not only because of the collec-
tion of royalties—but almost
more important—because, to-
gether with ASCAP, BMI and
NMPA, AGAC is working zeal-
ously to obtain a proper revi-
sion of the outdated, antiquated
Copyright Act of 1909. Power-
ful lobbies in Congress are
fighting us every step of the
way. The U. S. is the only coun-
try in the world in which per-
formance royvalties are not paid

by juke box owners. The juke
box industry has enormous
strength in the Congress and
thus far has managed to block
a fair and equitable revision.
They have offered a pitifully
small amount to be adminis-
tered by a government tribunal,
which, by the time the expenses
of administration are deducted,
would leave ‘peanuts’ for the
writer.

“Surprisingly enough, one of
our toughest opponents is the
National Educators Assn. Not
only do they not pay perform-
ance monies for the use of
works on campuses (they are,
under the terms of the present
Conyright Act, exempt from
this payment due to the pres-
ence of the words ‘for profit’
in the clause relating to public
performance. No where else in
the world do these words ap-
pear in copyright laws!) but
great colleges and universities
actually steal, repeat steal,
money from composers and au-
thors!

“Xerography is the tool used,
with utter disdain for the
rights of intellectual property,
by these great centers of educa-
tion. The eminent composer and
Pulitzer Prize winner, Norman
Dello Joio, told me that he had
been invited to a concert at a
great university in upstate New
York. They were playing a work
of his for chamber orchestra
and chorus. Before dinner he
took the president of the uni-
versity out for a cocktail. It
turned out that the university
had purchased one copy of the
choral parts, xeroxed them and
distributed the parts to the 80
members of the chorus. Result:
Dell Joio didn’t receive enough
royalties to pay for the drinks!

“This is sheer robbery,
azainst the laws of the United
States of America, and prac-
ticed not only by colleges, uni-
versities and schools but also
by music teachers throughout
the nation, It must be stopped!”

LONDON-—This week we invited record producer Gus Dudgeon
to express his view on the present A & R system in the UK. Since
leaving Olympic and Decca Studios where he engineered many
important sessions, he has become an independent producer of
note with hits on both sides of the Atlantic. with David Bowie,
the Bonzo Dog Band and more recently Elton John.

The Death of the AR Man

The revolution has been fermented, taken hold and reached
the point where there is no turning back. Victory is within sight.
But there are still pockets of resistance and every bullet must
count. We will win—slowly, it is true—but we will win.

For me personally it began with Andrew Loog Oldham, al-
though in fact other revolutionary heroes had begun the move-
ment—Joe Meek, Phil Spector and Bert Bermee Berns. But for
me it began with Andrew.

I first met him when I was a tape jockey at the original Olympic
Studios, off Baker Street in London. He had a tendency to be
there. No matter who the hell was doing the session—he was
there. And what’s more, he was there long after everyvone else
went home. Recording—mixing—messing around—producing,

But how he could produce! Qutrageous! He was too young. He
knew nothing of the secret machinations of the business.

“Ah,” we said. “But he does have enthusiasm—genuine, all-
embracing enthusiasm.”

“Fair enough,” said the wise men. “But those Rolling Stone
chappies will never make a proper record with him in charge.”

So a wise old owl appointed himself supervisor and took over
the sessions from Andrew. But he came to grief in the first ses-
sion. He was unable to get a bachelor-type four-part harmony
out of them and besides he couldn’t really stand being in the
same room with them for any length of time anyway. So he
retired baffled—and appointed another owl to take over. Now
this owl was quite a bit younger and quite a lot brighter and
within an hour or so he realized that what the Stones really
needed was—yes—their original producer, Andre Oldham,

So back he came and cut hit record after hit record, in his
own way.

No fancy techniques, no pretension, no orchestra, no ‘“sham-a-
lama-bocom-bah” merchants in the background. Just exciting, raw
sound. The way the Stones felt it. The way we wanted to feel
it. Mind you, his anarchistic atttinde guaranteed an arms-length

treatment by the bureaucracy. But it suited him fine.

This whole series of episodes unraveled itself before my eyves
and I wondered at it. Albert Embankment cowered before Andrew.
His power, together with the Stones, became limitless: and all
this time they had total artistic control over their own records.
Personally, I had never seen anything like it. The day I saw a
memo issued from the highest of highs instructing us to give
these six rebels the fullest possible co-operation, 1 knew the die
was cast. Nothing could ever be quite the same again,

Bit by bit other young anarchists began to emerge reassured
by the rapidly improving position, Denny Cordell, Jimmy Miller,
Kit Lambert, Mickie Most, etc., and thev gradually moved in,
took over and elbowed the A & R man out.

I am given to understand that “A” stands for “Artist” and
“R” for “Repertoire.” The very title itself stands for something
that is years out of date.

“Hello, what’s your job?”

“I'm an A & R man.”

“Fascinating. What do you actually do?”

“Well, T get an artist and some repertoire, stick them all to-
gether and see what happens. Then when I’ve done that I get
all these bits of - - - - at the end of the week and throw them
all against the wall. If one sticks—great.” (Incidentally, this is
an actual quote).

That sums up the A & R man. Old style.

Nowadays, of course, no independent producer worth his salt
would record anything he didn’t have a genuine feel for. He
couldn’t afford to, for both financial and reputational reasons.

More and more of the bigger companies are losing control and
grudgingly admitting that they cannot exist without independents.
They provide simply, pressing, promotion and distribution facil-
ities, etc. A quick look through the charts will show that most
of the better records are independently produced.

So it’s too late. Those among you with accountant’s brains
and archaic views of music are doomed. We are leaving you
behind—Youth has it, both mentally and physically. With each
new independently produced record that makes the chart “with
a bullet” you lose another foothold.

As T said—every bullet counts. But it doesn’t have your name
on it.

B LONDON — What a year 1970 was for
country music on the Continent! It has made
move progress, gained more popularity and has
reached more people than ever before.

The first major event in 1970 was, of course,
the Second International Country Music Fes-
tival at Wembley, London. At this six-hour
marathon we had a Who's Who of Country

included the Hillsiders, the Country Fever and the Orange Blos.
som Sound.

The following month, the Capitol Caravan toured 12 cities in
nine countries in this part of the world, featuring Capitol record-
ing stars Buck Owens and the Buckaroos; Wanda Jackson; Tex
Ritter; Buddy Allan; the Hagers; Billy Jo Spears and your corre-
spondent as emcee. It was S.R.O. right along the way, from the
far northern reaches of Trondheim, Norway, near the Arctic
Circle, to the Boxing Arena in the National Stadium in Dublin
and, in complete contrast, the chandeliered elegance of the Con-
certgebow Concert Hall in Amsterdam. That tour made its grand
finale at the London Palladium.

Then in May, the MCA Country Roundabout Show made a
similar tour of the major European centers, with Loretta Lynn,
Bill Anderson, Jan Howard, Conway Twitty, Sonny Wright and
Peggy Sue. While the MCA stars were in London they were
guests at the CMA of Great Britain Awards Dinner, where Roy
Orbison made the presentations. It was a truly gala night for
both members and guests from both sides of the Atlantic.

The last major tour of 1970 was that of Slim Whitman making
a triumphant return after being awayv for 13 vears, doing shows
throughout Ireland and a number of major cities in Great Britain,

On television, country music has had a big breakthrough, with
the televising of the Wembley Festival on BBC, followed by an
eight-show series called “George the Fourth,” starring George
Hamilfon IV. with guests both British and American, such as
John D. Loudermilk, Slim Whitman, Skeeter Davis and from over
here, Little Ginny, the Country Fever, Tex Withers, the Lorne
Gibson Trio, Jan Holly, Dodie West, the Hillsiders, Brian
Brocklehurst, Gerry West and Murray Kash.

Scottish TV had a country music show running for seven weeks
during the summer, and is planning a new series for 1971.
Similarly, Telefis Eirann is setting a countrv music series out
of Dublin.

All the local BBC radio stations that have been established
around Great Britain in the past 18 months have at least one
country music show a week, which is often repeated at a different
time within the seven-day span for anyone who happened to
miss the first transmission.

Country music festivals have been held throughout the year
with great success at Sunderland, Clacton and Hull featuring
both local and national British country performers. Many more
are planned for 1971.

London’s premiere showcase for country music talent, the
Nashville Room, has featured such artists as Hank Locklin,
Justin Tubb, Jerry Reed, Southern Comfort, plus British and
Irish performers, seven nights a week (plus Sunday lunchtime!).
This is just one of the muany venues now operating regularly
throughout Britain providing country music on a nightly or
weekly basis.

In Scandinavia, Holland and Belgium, the country music scene
is a very healthy one. The C W Festival held at Stavanger,
Norway, in the autumn was a huge success with groups from
all over Scandinavia participating.

All in all, it has been a bumper year; but we’re looking forward
to 1971 being bigger vet!
