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KILT's Bill Young:

Specialty Stations Broaden
As Individual Disc Artist Takes Hold

 HOUSTON - Changes are
taking place at radio stations
and in programming as every-
body knows and one place
where changes have evidently
paid off in many intangible
and tangible (e. g. high rat-
ings) ways is at KILT here.
(Station, a Lin outlet, won the
Bill Gavin award recently.)

What's going on at KILT is,
one might say, typical of what's
going on in radio, and to detail
some of the changes, Bill
Young, station's Program Di-
rector, talked to Record World
last week.

"The key to our success,"
Young said, "is getting the
right people and holding on to
them. We try to get strong per-
sonalities, and although we
have a tight playlist, we leave
our disc jockeys the freedom
to be creative."

The playlist at KILT runs
to 48 singles a week and 10 to
12 album cuts, and playing
diem are Hudson and Harring-
ton, Rick Shaw, Michael, Scotty
Tripp, Ron Foster and Young
himself, who takes the morning
six -to -10 shift. And with the
exception of Tripp, all of them
have been with the station at
least three years and in some

 NEW YORK-It's now offi-
cial: Crewe Records has signed
a pact to be distributed by Bell
Records, it was announced last
week by Rocco Sacramone,
President of the Crewe Group
of Companies.

"The agreement allows us to
function freely," noted Sacra-
mone.

Suit Against Famous -Paramount
 NEW YORK - Neil Bogart
and Arthur Kass, the chief ex-
ecutive officers of the Buddah
Record companies, last week
(25) announced the filing of a
multi -million dollar (in excess
of $15 million) lawsuit in the
New York State Supreme Court
against Famous Music and Par-
amount Pictures Corp.

The lawsuit, seeking damages
and injunctive relief, claims
that Paramount induced Mel-
anie to break her recording con-
tract with Buddah.

At press time (28) Para-

mount had issued the following
statement: "We have just been
served, and it would not there-
fore be appropriate for us to
make any comment at this
time."

Buddah will release Melanie's
newest album, "The Good
Book," this week and has three
more Melanie packages to be re-
corded under her Buddah con-
tract, it was asserted.

Bogart, at the press confer-
ence called to announce the
suit, said: "We had a signed

concertos and several Chopin
packages.

The biggest selling classical
pianist in recording history,
according to RCA, Rubinstein
has amassed sales of more than
seven million records over the
years.

College Stations and Stores Deserve More
Aid and Encouragement from Labels

By KEVIN EGGERS
President, Poppy Industries

 College radio, once a mediocre attempt to imitate the likewise
mediocre qualities of "professional" radio, has finally begun
to develop into an important medium of communication. So much
so that many college stations around the country have initiated
certain programming practices which the "commercial" stations
are now picking up on.

More and more, college radio is playing a vital part in break-
ing new artists in the music business to very hip, aware audi-
ences. It was on this level of music that artists such as Joan
Baez, Bob Dylan, the Buffalo Springfield and Ravi Shankar first
received airplay. Without having to conform to tight formats
and playlists based on sales, these stations are capable of ex-
perimenting with new, unknown artists, as well as with new
methods of broadcasting.

Nothing can match the vigor and enthusiasm of these program
directors, announcers, librarians and audiences-no matter what
size their school and station might be. These are people who rec-
ognize and respect honesty. If dealt with openly and squarely,
these people will, in turn, extend countless courtesies to a sincere
organization. In our case, the people who run college radio
stations have expressed a great deal of desire to help promote
Poppy's records on a personal level. They do this for no other
reason than that they believe in what Poppy stands for and
want to help spread the messages of our artists. If they like a
new record or artist, they will even go as far as contacting stores
in their areas to make sure that these products are available.

Natural Training Ground in Stations
For the first time in its history, the recording industry, as

well as the entire music industry in general, has a natural
training ground in the college stations. Not only will college
radio people go on to "commercial" radio, bringing in new ideas
for program directing and announcing, but they will also enter
our industry on various levels from artist to engineer to pro-
ducer to executive. They will bring new ideas, fresh concepts
in production and merchandising and their own creative vibrancy
to an industry which is highly dependent on these qualities.
On the merchandising level, as well as artistically, we will
benefit from the output of college stations.

The usual response from those in "commercial" radio, if there
is to be any response at all, is cold, sterile, indifferent and un-
emotional, and they are the people responsible for spreading
music, an art form which should be the antithesis of all these
things. From college jocks, on the other hand, we receive nothing
but friendly enthusiasm. Recently the program director of a
college station in Los Angeles called me at his own expense to
relate personally his reactions to the Mandrake Memorial album.
Poppy has received comments from college stations via mail
and phone on everything from our stationary, personal letters
and the technical aspects of our albums to our graphics and the
actual recorded material. Many college stations go so far as to
review each new album they receive with detailed care and
forward back their comments-this from kids who are usually
devoting their full-time energies to school as well as to their
radio "hobby." What we must all recognize is that this is not
a hobby for them, but an extension of their lives.

I believe it is vital not only to fully service these stations, but
to build up a working rapport and friendship with the people
involved. Some of these schools may be small and unable to
offer the widespread coverage of the larger stations, some of
these stations may be carrier current rather than FM, but their

size and audience in mass figures is not important. If eight
million people in New York have the opportunity to hear good
records and don't care, shouldn't the 200 music -hungry kids
at the school in up -state Maine be gratified? After all, these
kids are the heart of our product; they create life-styles, they
make the music, and, let's be practical, they buy the records.

Youth Turning to New Outlets

Out of the need to hear non-commercial, non -Top 40 records,
youth is turning to new outlets. Since even the "progressive
rock" stations are tending toward programming the Top 100
charts, only the college stations can fill the void. To hear records
by artists like Tim Buckley, Tim Hardin, Eric Anderson, the
Incredible String Band and Townes Van Zandt, one must listen
to the college radio stations. Thus, the audiences get what they
want and the record companies get a new outlet to expose the
talents of their new artists.

More and more today, we are faced with the crisis of having
a huge amount of records being released to the public with no
chance available to fully explore and develop all of the talent
involved. College radio offers that chance: a relatively free medi-
um based on quality, talent and honesty.

On the basis of helping to acquaint the public with new talent,
helping the college stations is a good investment. You may not
get immediate chart actions or cash returns; but when the
schools let out over vacation periods, these kids scatter all over
the country, turning people on to the music they've heard in
school and purchasing these records. They are the greatest ad-
vertisement we could possibly place-living testimony.

Perhaps it is time for the record industry to assist these
stations and their people in more than just a token fashion.
Instead of taking the position that a new Bob Dylan, Beatles
or Rolling Stones album does not have to be mass -serviced to
the colleges (because these musically aware youths will go out
and buy them anyway), companies in this position should make
doubly sure that the college stations are on the top of a new
release mailing. A little thing like servicing these stations at the
same time that the "commercial" stations receive their copy
of a new record could really put that station on your side. They
won't forget it. Perhaps it is time for the major companies to
go even further: setting up programs to assist new stations in
getting started, to institute scholarships and special seminar
study programs for students interested in the industry. The
creative, unexplored possibilities are endless.

On a very small scale, for instance, I'm sure that if RCA
serviced the entire Vintage series to these stations, the records
would be made good use of and would receive a much wider
exposure than they do now. More important, this kind of thing
will direct a lot of good will in RCA's direction. This should be
done to achieve the fullest effects, and most companies have
similar lines: Elektra's Nonesuch label, Vanguard's Everyman
series and many more.

Today's youth are not just listening to the Top 40 and we must
stop selling them short. Their musical thirsts are wide and
diverse and we have the rivers to quench them. Personal contact
could be effectively achieved on a small scale; a visit from the
men in the field every few weeks would go a long way in pro-
moting relations. After all, these are the people who made the
Jefferson Airplane and other big sellers happen. Without them,
we would all be jobless.

Even though a great many college shops and stores in college
towns are handled by major rack -jobbers or one -stops, it is of

 NEW YORK - In case you
hadn't noticed, Ricky Nelson
has grown up.

Ozzie and Harriet's little boy,
whose adventures a whole na-
tion of radio and television
viewers enjoyed, has both writ-
ten and produced his current
Decca album, "Rick Sings Nel-
son." His first producing as-
signment, it surely ranks among
the finest of the recent singer -
songwriter wave. On the LP,
he is backed by his own Stone
Canyon Band, a very solid coun-
try -rock ensemble which is, at
present, contemplating the re-
cording of a first album on their
own (they'll continue to back
Rick as well).

All of which is not to deni-
grate the early recordings of
one Ricky Nelson. He has al-
ways been accompanied by the
highest quality sidemen avail-
able (James Burton, who tours
with Elvis these days, recorded
with Rick from the beginning).
And there is a decided continu-
ity within the body of his work.
Songs like "Hello Mary Lou"
and "Believe What You Say"
fit as easily into his repertoire
today as they did 10 years ago.
On his "In Concert" album,
these tunes are mixed with Bob
Dylan songs and what many
consider to be his best self -
penned number to date, "Easy
to Be Free," and the result is
a smoothly flowing musical ex-
perience.

In the beginning, Rick re -

corded many of the songs of
his favorites, Fats Domino and
Carl Perkins. He still draws in-
spiration from these past mas-
ters, and his work today shows
the additional influence of such
as Dylan and his close friend
Eric Andersen. The current al-
bum is a synthesis of several
styles and, as such, has a wide
appeal. With this in mind, Dec -
ea has just released a single,
"Life," which though not in-
cluded in the album was, again,
written and produced by the
artist. The tune should find a
niche on the playlists of Top
40, MOR and progressive radio
stations alike.

Concurrent with the release
of "Life," Rick was in New
York for appearances on the
Cavett and Frost talk shows.
He indicated he was presently
at work on the score of a major
motion picture which will deal
with the drug culture (brother
David recently completed di-
recting a film concerning the
ordeal of a conscientious ob-
jector during the American
Civil War).

Young Ricky has come a long
way and, no doubt, he's got a
long way to go; but for the
present he's making some of the
nicest music of this decade.

We cannot be calm
when the competition between
performing rights societies be-
comes so intense that each side
spends more and more to guard
its own province. This only
comes out of the writers'
hides."

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`Jesus Christ Superstar':
A Total Design/Merchandising Image

Bill Levy shows the two types of

"Jesus Christ Superstar
Do you think you're what' they

say you are?"

 The advance word from MCA
England early last year was that
thanks to Decca Records' success
in breaking the single, "Super-
star," the two -record rock opera
based on the last seven days of
Christ would now be completed
and rushed here for release. In
May of 1970, Jack Loetz, Tony
Martell and our New York staff
had the opportunity to meet with
the writers/producers Tim Rice
and Andrew Lloyd Webber in an
effort to map out our market-
ing, merchandising and promo-
tional plans. Andrew told us
about a cover idea being worked
on in London, but of course
-would wait for our concepts, and
compare. "Then we'll ring you
up," Tim said, "and chat a bit."

I discussed the project with
some wide-eyed designers who
literally couldn't wait to get
their ideas down on paper. I was
inundated with reams of fantas-
tic dream-like thoughts . . .

everything from freak -out Last
Suppers to Dali-esque visions of
Christ ascending with a hand
mike. We were even approached
with a seven -panel jacket that
unfolded into a wooden cross. But
it was going to be tough enough
to get over the shock of the title,
"Jesus Christ Superstar," and
one thing I didn't want to do was
give radio stations and stores an
excuse not to even hear it. So it
suddenly became very obvious
that what we were looking for

was the exact reverse. Simplicity
. . . identity . . . a distinctive
statement. In essence, a logo. A
package that would be clearly
identifiable, not offensive, not in-
terfering with the subject mat-
ter, and yet able to stand on its
own.

But, of course, it needed more
than just a "logo." So we decided
on the hinged -box format with a
complete 28 -page libretto, special
inner sleeves and even gold "Su-
perstar" labels rather than Dec -
ca labels. Packaging complete:
Phase One.

Phase Two:
Promotional Material

I felt that if "Superstar was
to succeed it would need as much
promotional material as we could
possibly give it. In retrospect, I
suppose the one thing that really
tied all our promotional efforts
together was our "Superstar"
logo. It gave us a unified ap-
proach to everything we did.
Rather than go into detail, I'll
just list them:
1. A publicity kit with bios,

press information and 8" x
10" glossies.

2. "Superstar" stationery for
all correspondence.

3. Radio spots.
4. Ad mats.
5. A box of four seven-inch 45

rpm records with an abridged
libretto to aid in radio pro-
gramming.

6. A promo kit with in-store
posters, streamers, counter
cards and lithos.

7. A 30 -minute open-end inter-
view with Tim and Andrew
recorded in London.

8. "Superstar" lapel buttons.
9. A pocket-size m o n t h -b y -

month "missal" notebook.
10. 1971 desk calendars.
Phase Three: Presentations
Now with packaging, promo-

tion and publicity ready to roll,
we turned our attention on how
to introduce this unique package
to the industry, the press . . .

and the clergy. The problem was
obvious: it was essential that
the shock stigma be eased. We
anticipated controversial reac-
tions, but also knew that by
showing and explaining the lyr-
ics, it would become clear that
"Superstar" was anything but
anti-religious-in fact, pro -reli-
gious.

And so, our solution. An hour -
and -15 -minute slide presentation
set to the stereo tapes of "Jesus
Christ Superstar." Photographs
of classic paintings depicting the
last seven days of Christ inter-
spersed with live commentary by
Tim Rice and Andrew Lloyd
Webber. Because unfamiliar lyr-
ics are somewhat difficult to
grasp the first time around, we
projected the lyrics on a stained-
glass background to match the
voice tracks. (Sort of a light
show version of "follow the
bouncing ball.")

Next question : "How can we
add even more authenticity to
this preview?" Answer: "Pre-
sent it in a church!" And so we
did, at St. Peters Church in New
York, on Oct. 27, 1970. At the
church reception that followed
the presentation, we cautiously
watched reviewers and reporters
fire questions at Tim and An-
drew, and then went our way to
wait out the reviews like a bunch
of nervous Broadway producers.
Fortunately, the press was fan-
tastic. Underground, overground,
trade and clergy were just about
unanimous. Plans were quickly
put forth for similar introduc-
tions across the country, and
within the next few days we did
the same in Chicago, Dallas, At-
lanta, Los Angeles, and Toronto
. . . all in churches. (More re-
cently, Philadelphia and St. Lou-
is were added to this list.)

Phase Four: The Release
The reaction and acceptance

were overwhelming. Within a
matter of days our initial 100,000
silk-screened b ox es were ex-
hausted and the box -makers sim-
ply couldn't keep up with the
orders. So an immediate decision
had to be made to alter our pack-
aging from the box to a two -
pocket jacket. Because we didn't
discontinue producing boxes, we
found ourselves with two differ-
ent packages on the market; but
now, after 750,000 two -pocket
jackets helped us close the gap
on orders, we are in a produc-
tion position to continue with
just boxes.

Phase Five: Advertising
Due to the nature of "Super-

star," our advertising approach
had to take three different direc-
tions: trade, consumer and un-

derground. In the trades, we ran
two -page spreads with a consid-
erable amount of copy explaining
the production, the rock groups
represented and other informa-
tive selling points. The under-
ground ads ran copy headlined
"Unfortunately, the son of God
was an only child." In newspa-
pers like the New York Times,
Los Angeles Times and the Chi-
cago Tribune, our ads basically
quoted the rave reviews of Time,
Newsweek, and the L.A. Free
Press. We also ran similar ads in
religious publications.

An interesting innovation de-
veloped in our tape packaging.
Because the libretto is a vital
part of appreciating "Superstar,"
we felt it unfair that the buyers
of eight -track, cassette and reel-
to-reel miss out (tape packaging,
of course, doesn't allow inclusion
of the libretto). We, therefore,
included a postcard in each tape
package entitling the buyer to a
complimentary libretto by return
mail.

Now that the package had
been released world-wide (I'm
not sure, but I think I spotted a
typographical error in the Jap-
anese libretto ), where do we
go from here? Tim and Andrew
are back in London deeply en-
trenched in casting the stage
production which is due here in
September. And then, on to the
silver screen!

"Jesus, you just won't believe
the hit you've made round here.

 NEW YORK-David Bowie,
best known for his British hit
single, "Space Oddity," is cur-
rently on his first tour of
America. He had been in this
country three days promoting
his second Mercury album,
"The Man Who Sold the World,"
when he came to Record World.
He disclosed that he was so
taken with America, "a very
graphic place," that he has
decided to live here.

Back in England, Bowie
spends most 'of his time writing
and recording, making no club
or concert appearances. If his
plans to move here go through
he may consider performing be-
cause playing here would mean

more to audiences than it does in England; he explained. "Music
isn't a communicative force in England."

"Space Oddity" which is included in his first Mercury album,
"David Bowie," was inspired by Kubrick's "2001." "My songs
are my environment," Bowie stated. "I'm very easily influenced."
At the moment, he has two albums worth of songs unrecorded
and will probably chose a representative grouping for his next
album. When he writes these songs he doesn't have a specific
album concept or theme in mind. He describes his songs as "very
immediate."

Bowie's involvement in music includes stints as a sax player
in a modern jazz group, a singer in a rock group and as a mem-
ber of a mime troup. He wrote music for the mime company
which performed traditional mimes; this was the start of his
songwriting career.

Bowie, in keeping with his "immediate" orientation, visited
Washington, Philadelphia and New York and decided to move
here. Who knows what effect San Francisco, Los Angeles, Chi-
cago, Minneapolis, Boston and Dubuque will have on his decision?

 NEW YORK-"Radio should
turn you on with your brains
as well as your ears-there's got
to be more than music and
news," says Gene Klavan,
WNEW's morning man. Klavan
feels that present day radio is
a "disaster area" which must
be rebuilt. He showed his faith
in the medium by going from
radio to television and back to
radio again.

Klavan
would like to
see more im-
agination used
in radio. He
suggests that
more live mu-
sic should pos-
sibly be lim-
ited to expose
people who
haven't yet

made it. Radio should be a place
for "communication and discus-
sion, information and contro-
versy," as well as music and
news, he feels. He tries to make

his show entertaining by satir-
izing the current world situa-
tion, but it's not all laughs. "I'm
not a happiness boy. I bitch a
lot on the air," he declared.
`Unimaginative Management'

One of the main causes for the
present state of radio is nim-
aginative management, accord-
ing to Klavan. "Management
doesn't see audiences as people,
they're numbers to them; they
have no respect for people." The
solution, he feels, is for man-
agement to stick to business and
hire creative people who are able
to relate to people as individuals.

Klavan has written a book
( his second) titled "Everybody
Wants To Get into the Act," to
be published by Bobbs-Merrill in
the fall. The book is about the
effect television has had on show
business and everybody else.
Klavan erplained, "Since televi-
sion, everybody's in show busi-
ness."

Categorization Covered
At Record Dealers Meet
 NEW YORK-The first As-
sociation of Record Dealers
(ARD) meeting of 1971, held
last Tuesday (19), featured the
New York solo debut of Curtis
Mayfield, Curtom recording art-
ist. Other highlights were a
presentation of new product by
Niles Siegel of Elektra and an
address by Jerry Boulding,
Vice President - Programming
for WWRL.

Boulding's talk, entitled
"Let's Take the Blindfold Off,"
explored the programming
problems of black radio sta-
tions and covered the areas of
discrimination, categoriza-
tion and distribution patterns.
It was followed by a heated
discussion from the floor, the
result of which was the sugges-
tion that a committee be estab-
lished to meet with WWRI, ex-

ecs to establish a closer rap-
port between stores and the
station. Buddah's Neil Bogart
suggested that stores 'be the
first to "take the blindfolds
off" by eliminating rack cate-
gories such as "female folk art-
ist" and "male R & B artist."

The meeting began with a
debate over the question of
whether stores would prefer a
product price increase of from
five to seven cents per LP or
an industry increase for all
LPs to $5.98. The retailers pres-
ent seemed to prefer to absorb
the five to seven cent loss, al-
though no vote was actually
taken.

To date there are over 50
shop members and 12 associate
members of ARD. The organiza-
tion's next meeting will be held
on Feb. 16.

Free Dynamic at Carnegie
 NEW YORK-A packed Car-
negie Hall was the scene recent-
ly of two highly exciting per-
formances by Free and Sir Lord
Baltimore. The two groups, both
making their Carnegie Hall
debuts, could have been billed
as "The Dynamic Duo," as they
both ignited the enthusiastic
crowd with their respective
sets.

Sir Lord Baltimore opened
the concert with funk -filled
songs from their Mercury al-
bum. The three-man group from
New York gave a performance
reminiscent of Grand Funk;
physical and tight, and the
audience loved it. Louis Dam -
bra, Gary Justin and John Gar-
ner all displayed fine musician-
ship, especially on "Kingdom
Come," the title cut from their
album.

As the level of the crowd's
fervor rose, Free came on stage.
Playing tunes from their A & M
albums, the British foursome

was electrifyingly superb on
their respective instruments:
Paul Kosskoff, a most compe-
tent lead guitarist; Simon
Kirke on drums; Andy Fraser
on bass guitar and electric
piano; and Paul Rodgers, vocal-
ist. Rodgers' clear voice was
especially effective on "Heavy
Load" and "Highway."

Free, though rooted in blues,
has blossomed into a well-bal-
anced act using many changes
of pace in their presentation.
The Beatle-like "My Brother
Jake" was a fine example of the
group's versatility. Though
"Fire and Water" and "The
Stealer" showed the harder side
of the act well, the obvious
highlight of the performance
was "All Right Now," their hit
single of last year.

If the rest of their American
tour is similar to the Carnegie
Hall concert, Free should find
both an added following and en-
thusiastic acceptance wherever
they perform.

Cooder & Captain Click at Ungano's
 NEW YORK-Don't let Ry
Cooder's pinstripe suit fool you.
He may look like a business-
man, but his business most cer-
tainly is the blues.

Cooder, appearing at Un-
gano's with Captain Beefheart
and the Magic Band last week
(26), draws his inspiration
from a brand of pre-war blues
seldom heard by the general
public. While everybody and
his brother's blues band is per-
forming "Dust My Broom,"
Cooder gives us "Goin' To
Brownsville," a Sleepy John Es-
tes number. His vocals are
soulful with an authentic -
sounding, non -contrived deliv-
ery.

As a guitarist, Cooder is non-
nareil-he's not flashy in the
"heavy" British mode; he's
thoroughly professional and
makes up in skill what he lacks
in flash. "Dark is the Night," a
Blind Willie Johnson gospel in-
strumental, was performed
with reverence and amazing
agility. The word about Ry
Cooder is spreading; the won-
der of it is that it hasn't spread
faster and sooner.

Captain Beefheart started his
set with "I Wanna Find a Wom-
an That'll Hold My Big Toe
Till I Have To Go" which is in-
cluded on his new Straight/
Warner Bros. album, "Lick My
Decals Off, Baby." The Magic
Band provided excellent accom-
paniment with Rockette Mor-

ton's lead bass setting the tone.
The other members of the

band include Zoot Horn Rollo,
guitar; Winged Eel Fingerling,
guitar; Ed Marimba, marimba
and drums; and Drumbo on
drums. The band is avant-garde
in a self -satirizing way. Their
music is genuinely well -crafted
but the Captain's intent seems
to be to provide a good time
rather than to hold the audi-
ence in awe.

On second thought, you can
be held in awe and have a good
time at the same time-I think
I experienced that.

Lyricist Miller Reveals:

`Cherry' on Her Way
To Broadway at Last

 NEW YORK-"Dolly" and
"Nanette," look out: "Cherry"
is on the way. In more ways
than one, it's been a bus trip.

Ron Miller, the lyricist for
the forthcoming Broadway mu-
sical, visited Record World
last week to talk about the
long -promised show which Mil-
ler said is now expected to
debut in September of 1971.
Producing is Robert Shelley,
whose bride of less than a year,
Paula Wayne, will star, along
with David Cryer and Art
Lund.

this with Inge and Jerry Raad.
His Motown publishing firm,
Stein and Van Stock, Inc.
(ASCAP), will publish and the
show will launch Motown Rec-
ords in the original Broadway
cast album field.

"Its primarily a love story
between a boy and girl," Miller
explained. "When Paula first
asked me to work on it, though,
I remembered that it was a 15 -
year old play and that mores
had changed more in those in-
tervening years than they had
in the previous 215 years. I had
to contemporize it. I feel that
Tom, who is 27, and myself, at
38, make the perfect musical
marriage. He was raised on
Elvis Presley and I on Rodgers
and Hammerstein. In this way
I think we have written a com-
pletely contemporary show.

`Best of Two Worlds'
"We didn't contemporize it

by writing triplets to the mu-
sic. When a 'legitimate' song
was required, we did one; when
not, we didn't. It's really the
best of two worlds."

Miller noted that among the
mighties who have already re-
corded songs from "Cherry"
are Diana Ross ("I've Never
Been a Woman Before," "Rain-
bows") ; Barb r a Streisand
("I've Never Been a Woman
Before") ; and Sammy Davis,
Jr. ("Something to Believe
In"). None has been released
yet.

"We hope to have five or six
songs out by the time we open
that the public can recognize.
This hasn't been done too much
in recent years-mainly be-
cause they weren't able to! I'm
a firm believer in if you use
the word 'musical,' people
should go out singing. In the
past decade or so, however,
there has been such a clamor
about having a great book. We
have a good book, a fine book;
but we've now given the story
a new dimension as a musical
and that has to be the most im-
portant factor," he stressed.

 LONDON-After the famine comes the glut. We were asking
a few weeks ago whether the industry was not going too far in
cutting back on releases for three or four weeks of Christmas.
Now comes the deluge, with 84 new releases in two weeks and,
don't forget, one effective radio channel for promotion and that
for part of the day only. Ironic that five of the 84 are competing
versions of "Rose Garden."

Lynn Anderson's version could repeat its American success,
but the front-runners appear to be Teddy Brown on Trogan and
Variety Club Award Winners New World on Mickie Most's RAK
label. Sandie Shaw at least runs the risk of repeating a previous
failure to challenge Variety Club Award Winner Mary Hopkin
with "Those Were the Days." Pity, really. Although we recently
experienced the freak situation of two successful versions of
"Julie Do You Love Me," we have also seen a complete lack of
success with all five versions of the American hit, "Burning
Bridges."

MIDEM this year closed delightfully with the premiere of the
superb Joe Cocker film, "Mad Dogs and Englishmen." Such a
relief after long, tiresome Galas. The disappointment of Elton
John's non-appearance in the first event (because Eric Burden's
10 minutes stretched to 60), and the endless stream of very
ordinary acts were at least compensated for by the excitement
of Ike and Tina Turner in the second Gala. How long will the
top music and record men of the world tolerate the inexcusable
lack of organization at these events? This year it would appear
that the general success of business for most British companies
destroyed bad memories of irrelevant entertainments. Almost
without exception the British participants seemed delighted
with MIDEM '71.

Derek Green experienced his fourth year at Cannes, and in his
viewpoint the most valuable. Having spent three years with
RCA's Sunbury Music, he found more constructive things to do
with the new setup, and it became even more useful when joined
by his USA colleagues Dick Stuart, Alan Ryder, David Nelson
and on Friday by A&M President Jerry Moss, who flew in for
the Joe Cocker premiere. Green also met candidates to handle
his catalogue in France, while Peddlers manager Cyril Smith
spent his time with people from more distant lands. His act is
now definitely set to tour Russia, followed by a TV special in
Belgrade. Smith's newer signing, Magna Carta, appear at the
Bratislava Song Festival before returning to London for their
Royal Albert Hall concert on June 23. This, together with new
European record deals for the Peddlers and an agency deal for

MIDEM '71 Turning Point -Upward

CANNES-"Rain, Rain Go Away, Come
Again After MIDEM's Away" could have been
the theme song for this year's MIDEM Inter-
national Record and Music Publishing Market
in sunny (?) Cannes.

Dripping -wet Midemites rushed through the
streets enroute to Palais des Festivals hall,
where the multitude of firms peddled their new-
est musical productions. After the usual hectic
week of moving around trying to meet new

business contacts and revive old ones, the men and women of the
music industry had the feeling that things were falling into place,
business -wise. As my taxi pulled out of Cannes enroute to the
airport of Nice, blinding bright sunshine greeted me after days
of continuous rain.

Looking back at the MIDEM '71, with its business and nights
of Galas (televised shows) viewed by the most critical audience
in the world, many were shocked at Eric Burdon's lyrics, and
thrilled by the newcomer Elton John, but were disappointed that
America's Brook Benton did not show up, leaving the sole "big-
time" performance to France's Franck Pourcel conducting a
brilliant orchestra. Paris' Eddie Barclay threw his usual mad
midnight party. It was surprising to see at MIDEM the big British
music industry turnout which far outnumbered other countries.
And their material was in demand by other continental and state-
side companies.

A hard attempt to secure Western business was made by the
Russians, whose market has the sales of 200 million records a
year. Italy was in there punching for international sales, but
outside of a handfull of Italian composers, the material was dated
and there seemed to be a big gap between today's Italian songs
and the golden days of the Domenico Mondugno songs. The great
Italian composer Riz Ortolani, who wrote the standard "More,"
had a new one called, "Giovane Amore" (Young love), destined
for hitdom, and Elizabeth Mintangian's Durium had a flock of
great records and material. There was a 15% rise of USA firms
participating this year at MIDEM, and the Famous -Chappell team
of Bill Gallagher and Teddy Holmes seemed to have the big song
of the festival, "Love Story Theme," which is now shooting
upwards on the charts with Henry Mancini's RCA single, others
by Tony Bennett, Andy Williams, etc.

Familiar faces greeted me from the states like UA's Murray
Deutsch, who scanned the field for ONE big one, and producer/
arranger Morty Craft . . . MCA's alert Dick Broderick, happy
about his action in Europe with "Jesus Christ, Superstar" . . .

Artie Ripp from the West Coast, up all night with future partners
. . . Mickey Goldsen surveying the field of today's "kid market"
with his son-in-law Jack Robinson who runs his Paris office,
Criterion de Paris . . . Larry Uttal easily recognizable and pin-
pointing his projects . . . London's Walt Maguire rushing through
the rainy streets of Cannes en route to an appointment . . . At-
torney Marty Machat carefully surveying the field for new con-
quests . . . Saul Zaentz gently Creedence Clearwatering the festival

Peer's Mario Conti gathered his Continental people . . . RCA's
Jim Bailey quietly spearheading the giant Major label with his
Continental affiliates . . . George Pincus humorously saying that

other thing that's good about
our line-up. With the exception
of two people, everybody is
from the Houston area and
knows how to talk with the
people here, the kind of life
they lead."

Young is reluctant to men-
tion singles he and the station
have broken out of albums.
"There's 'Make Me Smile' by
Chicago and Led Zeppelin's
`Whole Lotta Love.' Well, that's
what they tell me, anyway. I
hate to take credit for what
other people might have done,
so let me put it this way. An
awful lot of cuts we have
played out of albums have gone
on to become big singles."

Along with increased play
of albums, Young sees another
slight change and maybe even
a problem. "The trend these
days is toward the individual
performer. And the music has
improved so that it has afffec-
ted the specialty station. We're
playing country music now and
R & B. And I hear that some of
the R/B stations are playing
the Carpenters. So it's the mu-
sic that is being judged. If
specialty stations lose their
meaning, the difference be-
tween stations will again be
personalities.

Involved with Community
Young noted that station has

also gotten increasingly in-
volved with community affairs.
"Of course, it's our responsi-
bility, but we are trying to

go further than we might ordi-
narily have to. For instance,
we filed a million dollar suit
against a state agency for pol-
lution over two years ago. We
have also gone to Gulf and
asked them to contribute thou-
sands of plastic garbage bags
which we've had distributed
through gas stations and that
kind of thing. We have a full-
time public affairs staff headed
by Frank Haley. We try not to
do the standard editorials on
the station either. If we can,
we'll try to work in an interest-
ing angle-a record maybe. For
instance, for one of our pollu-
tion editorials, we built the
whole thing around Ray Stev-
ens' Everything is Beautiful'.
It's easy to do a pollution cam-
paign now, because it's the in
thing, but we try to be mean-
ingful."

"Basically, what we have
here now," Young said in sum-
mary, "is a group of people
who really groove to each
other."

With the acceptance of Time -

Life Audio, ICI America and
Quatron Corporation, the ITA
membership now totals 87 man-
ufacturers in all areas of the
tape industry. Cadenas issued
a progress report on the activi-
ties of the various sub -commit-
tees and announced there will
be a full one -day meeting held
in Chicago on Feb. 18 consist-
ing of the Ethics in Advertis-
ing, Audio Hardware, the Def-
inition of Warranty and the
Sales Statistics committees.

The board also approved plans
for a three-day seminar to be
held on May 13, 14 and 15.
Kusisto stated, "We feel it is
necessary that there be a mean-
ingful seminar to assist in so-
lidifying the industry and to
clean up much of the mis-
information that has been dis-
seminated at several previous
seminars in the past.

This ITA seminar will be
open to anyone interested in
acquiring a better knowledge
of the developments that are
taking place in the audio/video
field.

Ampex Issues Dolbyized Cassettes
 Ampex Stereo Tapes has re-
leased three Dolbyized cassette
selections from the London cat-
alog, bringing to nine the num-
ber of Dolbyized cassette re-
cordings available from AST,
announces Iry Brusso, Product
Manager.

The January releases are
"Robert Merrill and the Prima
Donnas" "Grieg: Peer Gynt
Suite and Lyric Suite" and
"Bizet Spectacular." Additional
dolbyized cassette releases will
be scheduled monthly, Brusso
revealed.

Contrary to a previous erro-
neous announcement AST is
not Dolbyizing all cassette re-
leases but is selecting releases
best suited to the process and
its potential market.

The Dolby -B process elec-
tronically produces a 10 db im-
provement in signal-to-noise
ratio by boosting low-level high
frequency signals. The result is
a tape with "hiss" virtually re-
moved.

"Our plans are to release
Dolbyized tapes wherever prac-
tical. We have found, for exam-
ple, that the best results are
achieved by Dolbyizing cassette
albums from Dolby master

tapes," said Brusso. Ampex has
been using the Dolby process
on its master tapes since 1968.

Natural Exclusions

Brusso reported that other
natural exclusions from Dolby
use might include rock selec-
tions from some groups, spoken
word tapes and children's al-
bums. Tapes from high quality
masters not Dolbyized would be
considered if the Dolby -B proc-
ess produced a significant in-
crease in the original sound.

Since announcing in Septem-
ber its plans to Dolbyize cas-
settes, Ampex has released six
other selections from the Lon-
don catalog. Among these are
"Marilyn Horne Sings Car-
men"; "Beethoven's Fifth Sym-
phony/S hub ert's Unfinished
Symphony"; "Mantovani in
Concert"; "Strauss' Also
Sprach Zarathustra"; "Chacks-
field Plays Simon & Garfunkel"
and "Tchaikovsky's 1812 Over-
tu re."

 MUSCLE SHOALS - If you
haven't heard the Osmond
Brothers' MGM single, "One
Bad Apple," don't worry about
it, you soon will. Now in the
top 40 of everybody's chart and
on everybody's Top 40 radio
station, the Osmonds finally
have what they've wanted for
years: a hit record. And who
gave it to them? Muscle Shoals'
"famed" producer Rick Hall.

Record World was in Hall's
Fame Studios last week for a
visit with Rick's administrative
assistant, Jerry Masters. We
found Masters in studio "A"
after fighting our way past one
of those beautiful young Ala-
bama Southern belles and five
triple locked doors (Hall has
a reputation, locally, for care-
fully guarding his privacy).
The bearded Masters was in
the control room, shirt unbut-
toned to his waist watching
"Nitro" jump up and down in
the center of studio "A" try-
ing to get Fame musicians
Travis Womack, Junior Lowe,

Fred Prouty, Clayton Ivey and
Harvey Thompson into the
"feel" of his tunes. "Nitro" had
rented the studio and the Fame
musicians for an indite session.

"Has Nitro got a label lined
up?", we asked Jerry.

`Renting Time'
"No, we're just renting time.

He's going to shop the master,
and he'll probably start with
us." Masters was completing
his seventh month with Fame.
Previous to joining Rick Hall,
Masters was bass player with
the Hombres ("Let It All Hang
Out") and spent his off hours
at Lynn -Lou Studios in Mem-
phis determined to learn the
board.

"I had made up my mind I
was going to be an engineer.
I came to Muscle Shoals to fill
in for a sick bass player, and
while I was here Rick talked to
me about coming down here. So
here I am. I'm now studio man-
ager; administrative assistant
to Rick; engineer and sometime
bass picker. I've got an ulcer,
but I've got a smile on my
face."

16 on '70 Charts
Last year there were 16 Rick

Hall productions on the na-
tional charts, this year Candi
Staton and the Osmond Broth-
ers have launched Fame into
the '71 charts. Rick's studios
have not been caught up in the
"great equipment race"-both
studio "A" & "B" are equipped
with eight track facilities and
unassuming boards, which
stresses the point that sophis-
ticated equipment does not
make a hit.

Fame's facilities are more
than adequate for producing
hits, as witness last year's 16
charted records.

Six New Mercury LPs
 CHICAGO-Albums by Pat -
to and Jimmy Campbell, the
first to be released by Mercury
Records on the Vertigo label,
highlight a six -LP release for
February.

Other albums are by Randy
Burns and the Skydog Band,
Gene Chandler and Jerry But-
ler, Chuck Mangione and Jack-
son Heights.

Vertigo, one of England's
most important labels for pro-
gressive music, is being dis-
tributed by Mercury in the U.S.
Since its launching in late 1969
by Philips in England, Vertigo
has become the talk of the Brit-
ish record industry. A large
percentage of the Vertigo LPs
released in England have re-
ceived considerable critical ac-
claim and have obtained posi-
tions on the British album
charts.

Patto, whose LP is called
"Patto," is a highly -regarded
jazz-rock act produced by Steve
Winwood's brother, Muff, while
Jimmy Campbell's "Half -
Baked" is a folk -oriented al-
bum by a promising folksinger/
songwriter from Liverpool.

According to Lou Simon, Se-
nior VP/Director of Marketing
and Jules Abramson, National
Sales Manager, both LPs will
receive heavy support on the
merchandising, promotion, ad-
vertising and publicity level.

Another LP set for heavy
support is Randy Burns and the
Skydog Band. The LP, produced
by Mercury staffer Barry Sei-
del, features Burns and his
group in a folk -and -country -
oriented set.

The Gene and Jerry LP, the
first done by the pair as a team,
features their chart single,
"You Just Can't Win." The al-
bum was produced in Chicago
by both of the artists.

Also included in the release
is "Friends and Love," by
Chuck Mangione. The two -LP
package, which sold more than
4,000 copies in upstate New
York on its original GRC label,
was recorded during a nation-
ally televised concert with the
Rochester Philharmonic. The
album is a blend of numerous
forms of music, including jazz,
rock and classical.

Rounding out the February
release is Jackson Heights, a
new british rock group led by
Lee Jackson, former bass play-
er for the Nice. The LP is cur-
rently gaining attention in
England.

the utmost importance for individual companies to service them
as well. College students will be of tremendous help in this area.
Poppy has recently taken a survey of information on these stores;
the response has been overwhelming. Many of these stores are
actually managed by young people who are hip to music and
who know the difference between quality and hype.

Small College Stores Offer Personal Contact
The small town college stores offer something that the huge

discount houses and chain stores can't: personal contact with
the buyer. If the young manager of a small store is into a certain
record, he will pass it on to those who buy from him. Weigh that
against a discount house where people sell numbers and know
nothing about the music behind those numbers. Maybe the record
companies should put special men in the field whose sole purpose
is to communicate with these small stores, not so much to sell
records, but to build a good, honest rapport.

I feel that we are heading into an era where the merchandising
and promotion of the product on a local level, coupled with
the exposure given to that product on the college stations, will
be the rule of thumb. Not too long ago, it was thought necessary
to devote 50% of one's energies to accomplish airplay and 50%
to merchandising; some would go so far as to divide it 75/25.
But, the music industry is not solely dependent on airplay any
longer; a new record does not have to be scrutinized and ap-
proved by a handful of Top 40 deejays. The growth and success
of companies like Atlantic Records is witness to this fact.

This is an extraordinary time for creative people on all levels.
This is, in fact, the time for RCA and Poppy to innovate and
lead in order to satisfy the tastes of the record buying audience.
Our marketing policy must be totally responsive to the youth
energy, humor and values of the children of America.

Clement Studios Finish Up A
`Gratifying' First Year
 NASHVILLE-The first full
year of operation for the Jack
Clement Recording Studios has
been "a tremendous, gratifying
experience," according to Chief
Engineer and Studio Manager
Charlie Tallent.

Explaining some of the fac-
tors contributing to the unusu-
ally rapid rate of industrial
acceptance, Tallent said: "I
guess it's because we've been
able to provide the optimum
working environment from two
main standpoints - technical
and 'atmospheric.' Our design
innovations, such as the string
alcove and our special echo
chambers, have worked out per-
fectly; and the musicians seem
to enjoy the physical settings.
Right from the start, every-
thing's gone exceptionally well
for us."

The Clement studios opened
in December, 1969. They went
into a fully -booked status al-
most immediately. "And impos-
sible though it may seem, we've
handled close to 1200 sessions
in that period," said operations
coordinator Shirley Adams.
"Furthermore, 99% of these
were master sessions. We've
done only about ten demo ses-
sions here. However, we're
showing a definite upswing in

the number of jingle sessions
for advertising agencies."

Extensively Used
Extensive use of the Jack

Clement Recording Studios is
made by Capitol Records' Nash-
ville producers George Richey
and Larry Butler. Recording
sessions supervised by these
men at the Clement Studios
yield many charted country
singles and albums per week,
Tallent explained. He added
that a considerable amount of
independent production work
is done there also, such as Ray
Stevens' work for Barnaby
Records and the contemporary,
progressive rock of Tracy Nel-
son and Mother Earth.

In May, construction began
on much -needed re -mix and
overdub studios. Also equipped
for 16 -track, these auxiliary
facilities were operating by
November. "We're one of the
few studios capable of making
16 -track safety copies," Tallent
added.

Studio owner Jack Clement,
himself prominent record pro-
ducer, and Charlie Tallent have
plans for further expansion.
These will incorporate "the
very latest" technological de-
velopments. they stated.

Welty Exits Jamboree
 WHEELING, W. VA. - Due
to points of disagreement over
basic management policies,
Quentin W. Welty has an-
nounced his resignation as
General Manager of Jamboree
USA, Inc. The termination of
his affiliation with the Jamboree
and the parent corporation,
Basic Communications, Inc., of
New York City, becomes effec-
tive Feb. 15.

Regarding the Wheeling op-
eration, Welty said: "The fu-
ture potential of the area, Jam-
boree USA and WWVA in the
country music field is abso-
lutely unlimited. The organiza-
tion should achieve for itself a
much more important position
and role in this field in the
near future. However, I feel
that I have not been able to
accomplish what I had hoped
for, and felt it was necessary
for me to step out." Welty's

future plans are not definite at
this time.

Prior to assuming his posi-
tion at Jamboree USA, Inc.,
Welty spent 18 years as an ex-
ecutive with the Dix radio
group. For many years he was
General Sales Manager for the
chain, and at the time he left
them in 1969 was Manager of
the "home" stations, WWST
and WWST-FM Stereo in Woo-
ster, Ohio. In addition, Welty
owned and operated B -W Mu-
sic, Inc., a publishing, produc-
tion and management firm for
over a decade. This firm was
responsible for many national
chart records and songs, and in
addition was the personal man-
agement firm to such stars as
Kenny Roberts of Starday and
the late Kathy Dee, who had
her last releases on Decca.
Welty has long been a life mem-
ber of the CMA and NARAS.
