SQ Develops on Many Fronts

# SQ, the compatible Columbia
Records quadraphonic disc sys-
tem, has been receiving a grow-
ing amount of attention in more
and more areas of the audio in-
dustry lately.

Through three separate re-
cent developments the SQ sys-
tem has gained even wider ac-
ceptance. Earlier this season,
Germany’s Federal Association
of the Phonograph Industry’s
Commission Technique met and
passed a unanimous resolution
recommending SQ to its mem-
ber companies. Herr Buschke of
the Association (who first pre-
viewed the Columbia system
during the demonstrations at
the International Radio Exhibi-
tion 1971 in Berlin that were
made by Benjamin Bauer, Vice
President of CBS Laboratories
which developed the system for

Columbia Records), remarked
that the SQ system is the only
one among all others that the
German record companies
should take on should they de-
cide to introduce Quadraphonic
sound to the German public.

A full-day seminar was held
in Los Angeles and headed by
Bill Putnam, President of URC
Company, a group of firms in-
volved in recording studio oper-
ations and the manufacture of
recording studio equipment. It
was attended by approximately
35 URC employees, representa-
tives of major west coast labels
and five independent studios
who gathered for an eight-hour
session to increase their under-
standing of quadraphonice
sound.

Kris Kristofferson, whose de-
but LP, “Kristofferson,” was
released just over one year ago,
hit paydirt with that one and
achieved super-star status with
the “Silver Tongued Devil & 1.”
Both are still riding the charts,
the first LP now retitled “Me &
Bobby McGee.”

During that year, Foster
guided Kristofferson through
the transition from hit-com-
poser for other artists to hit-
composer-performer on his own.
He is currently on the Top 100
Singles charts with “Loving
Her Was Easier” and sings his
own music on the soundtrack
of “Cisco Pike,” in which he
also makes his acting debut.

Boots Randolph, whose ap-
peal spans the pop, jazz, coun-
try, R&B and easy-listening
markets, has sold between half
a million to a million copies of
almost every LP he’s recorded
for Monument. Boots has g
large international audience in
the 88 countries around the
world where Monument releas-
es records under its own logo.

In announcing the distribu-
tion deal for all products of
Monument Records and its sub-
sidiary labels in the United
States consummated early this
year, Columbia Records Presi-
dent Clive Davis stated, “Mon-
ument Records has one of the
longest-running and most en-
during track records in the in-
dustry.

Dick Clark Film to Trace
The History of Rock

By TONY LAWRENCE

B HOLLY WOOD—As “the
rock rolls on,” Diek Clark’s . .:
career is taking another new
turn. He is producing a film
aimed towards providing impor-
tant coverage of rock memora-
bilia.

Clark started in the world of
media in 1947 ag a mail boy ata
radio station before attending
Syracuse University where he -
held several jobs, among them
a Fuller Brush man, as wel] as R
securing a job at WOLF as a | *
radio announcer. From there he .
went to Utica, N. Y., and sta- .
tion WRUN doing FM weather fes
forecasts before becoming a
full-fledged announcer there.
After graduation from Syra-
cuse he eventually went to Philadelphia’s WFIL in 1952 as an
announcer/jock.

In 1956 one of the two co-founders of “The American Band-
stand” was relieved of his duties and Clark was asked to join
the program (going since 1952) which he presided over until
1964 when it (and he) moved to California. The association con-
tinued. Clark maintains that he has really only had about three
real jobs in his career and has since channeled his talents into
the running of approximately 20 other companies dealing with
everything from tour promoting to radio production and radio
station ownership to auto race tracks and restaurants. His tour
division handles 200-300 one-nighters a year presenting acts as
diversified as the Osmond Brothers and the Lippizan Stallions.
The firm, one of the largest in the world, concentrates primarily
on East Coast-based dates. At this time, Clark also has several
daytime syndicated shows either on various networks or in stages
of development.

‘Record World.

Record World: What is the new film project specifically?

Clark: It is now titled “The Years of Rock” and interestingly
enough it has always been called that even though 50 other
titles had been considered. It started over two years ago and
prior to Bill Drake’s wonderful “History of Rock and Roll” we
all had much the same idea for different media. This was con-
ceived as a TV special and Bill Leo, who works with me, sat
down at my house and we decided we had been in this business
for 20 years—why not get something down on film or tape. We
sold it twice as a TV special. The first time it was to a national
retailer and we did sort of a Mickey Mouse pilot. They really
didn’t know what we were talking about so it failed. A year
later we sold it again to a very large company in the garment
area and we started pre-production. We were two weeks at work
on it and it got fouled up at the network business affairs level.
They just paid us off and we were terribly distressed. I then
sampled interest at three motion picture studios, two of which I
thought might be interested and they, too, found it difficult to
“conceive” of what it might be. Then I talked to Fred Weintraub
at Warners and because of his background with the Bitter End

and records, he knew exactly what we were talking about. He
managed to get us some development money. We made a 13-minute
demonstration film of what you might do with all of the great
contemporary footage either on tape or film or newsreel or 8 mm
home movies, stills, art work or whatever you could put together—
and how interesting you could make it as a reflection of what
happened to the music and the people during the 20-year period
of, roughly, 1952-72,

They found that piece of film very interesting. They weren’t
too excited about the way it was executed at that time. The point
of view and the techniques used were alright and the materials
were good, but the execution was not exactly as they had visual-
ilzed it. So we found another person and got some more money
and went out and researched what was available. We spent
another six months to find out that information and catalogued it
in what is probably the only book of its kind in the world on
200-300 of the most prominent record artists in the world. If
you named someone, we could probably tell you, with 70%
accuracy, what was available on them in the visual media. We
did that and they permitted us to go ahead and we are still
finding material.

Record World: Will this be a series of films?

Clark: No. It is one feature film which will run approximately
in excess of 100 minutes. It won’t be-a long movie. Unfortunately
if 1 had my druthers, I would make it into 13 one-hour shows
for television, or seven motion pictures. There’s enough material.

Record World: What about an album?

Soundtrack on Warners

Clark: There will be a soundtrack album on Warners. We have
negotiated for some 36 cuts on it. It will probably end up being
not the total group of definitive cuts because then you would
have to have around 200 cuts. These will be the highlights. The
fiim will incorporate the work of no less than 200 musical artists.
(We've negotiated clearances with practically everyone. The
clearances are difficult because we’re bringing together an army
of people, some of whom don’t even talk to each other anymore
and some of whom aren’t even alive. We are dealing with estates
occasionally. But the unions and the guilds have given us the
basic minimums we have to pay which is roughly in the area of
$100 no matter which guild we’re working with. So we have a
slush fund at the musician’s union for people that have to be
paid there and the SAG and AFTRA situations are in hand.
When you go to the biggest artists in the world and ask to use
less than a minute of a selection they did in a feature or on
television, and you tell them they’ll get $100, they laugh.

On the other hand, we could give them each a dollar because
there is no money that we could buy the services of these people
for. They either want to be in the time capsule study of what
went down in the last 20 years or they don’t. If they don’t, there
are at least 3000 other artists from which to select. Since we
have already «cleared the people at the top, I'm hopeful that the
other artists will want to do it. It really isn’t a problem.

Record World: What is a problem?

Clark: The biggest problem is how on earth to cull it down to
200-300 people. T think when the film is released, that will be
the substantial criticism of the work.

Record World: Who is the first artist covered to start the
film off?

Clark: We tried many different ways of starting, but the best
people we worked with all decided that it has to be done chrono-

logically. It will start, roughly, in 1952. If you're a purist you
cou'd go back into the ’40s with Fats Domino and “The Fat Man”
in 1949. There will be a smattering of early roots black music
and hillbilly music, the combination of which evolved into early
rock and we’ll cover all of the early “bird” groups: the Crows.
the Penguins, the Falcons. The essence of the beginning will be
around Bill Haley, Little Richard and Chuck Berry and that era.
That’s when the world became tuned in and Alan Freed brought
it to the white populus and crowned it “rock and roll.” It will
carry to about six months before the release of the film, which
will be to the end of 1972. There will be no end to the picture.

Record World: Who is directing the film?

Clark: No director has been set yet.

Record World: What will be your credit on the film?

Clark: Executive producer. My co-producer is Bill Lee. The
rest I don’'t know about. The man who is our daily contact and
our colleague at Warners is a young guy named Joe Boyd and
he knows so much about contemporary music. He has been of
unestimable help in getting the project over the gap.

Record World: Do you feel that “Woodstock” opened the door
for you?

Clark: That sure was a help, but we are also crawling over the
dead bodies of a lot of failures.

Record World: What sort of footage do you have exclusive
access to?

Clark: Every show we ever did which is about a half dozen
series. That includes “Bandstand” footage from 1957 and the
Dick Clark Saturday Night Show which ran in the late ’50s. I
just unearthed another 233 half-hours of “Where the Action Is”
featuring a pilot with the original Supremes. Then there’s ‘“She-
bang,” “What’s Happening,” “Happening” and ‘“The Mama Cass
Show” in addition to a show called “The Record Years” done in
1959 which is 10 years of musical history.

Record World: What is the scheduled release date?

Going in Spring of 1973

Clark: We’ll go in the spring of 1973.

Record World: Could you estimate the total cost?

Clark: Less than a million.

Record World: Will the film attempt to make any editorial
statement about the music itself ?

Clark: We want to make no comments on the music itself.
Music is a very individual thing, and I don’t have the right to
say that somebody should like such and such. You may laugh at
it or enjoy it but I don’t want to steer the direction of the think-
ing. The only thing we’ll do of any significance will be to reflect
on the changes of people’s heads over the 20 years as seen
through the music.

Record World: What do you feel will be the greatest signifi-
cance personally and professionally of the film?

Clark: I really wanted to get this material into a media for
people, younger than I, to look at. I would like not to go down
in history as the guy who said “Give it a 35 because it's hard
to dance to” and I don’t want to do just a medley of my Clearasil
commercials.

Record World: What do you personally surmise out of this
20-year period?

Clark: When I first started in the mid-"50s, people used to ask
me “how long can this go on?”’ The cynic would say it’s a bunch
of crap and that I should be ashamed to be associated with it.
Well, in 1972, which we are approaching, the rock rolls on. It
(rock) is the biggest thing to ever happen socilogically and in

Secondly, there is the infer-
ence that perhaps WDRC
played this record based on
request, Requests are only one
of the measurements WDRC
employs to determine play on
a record, and it certainly is
not the leading barometer. In
other words, I feel that you’ve
indicated WDRC is stupid and
was “had” by a handful of calls
from Jerry Wald.

You should understand also
that WDRC never even saw,
much less played, an “acetate”
referred to in your article.

If you're interested in ac-
curacy, Jim English, our Music
Director, and myself were in a
music meeting one day and
happened across the Helen
Reddy single. We checked it
and both felt “I Don’t Know
How To Love Him” had to be
a hit, This was one of those
wonderfu] experiences you can
have in this business . . . to
hear a record by an unknown
which has been completely un-
hyped and play it because you
personally believe in it. Even
more exciting is to see those
important sales results con-
firm your judgment . . . not
Jerry Wald’s calling in requests
for acetates which never ex-
isted,

We're quite proud of our ab-
ility to pick a hit like this
once in a while. And our gold
record for it is the kind of
“gravy” we like on our plat-
ters.

So, despite your article,
which was a real “downer,” we
know the real story and thought
perhaps you’d like to know it,
too.

I am, however, sorry that you
felt my story on Helen Reddy
was a “downer.” You are one
of the few, I shall attempt to
get your letter to me published
in its entirety with my reply
so that the other readers may
also get the true story.

Gain More Atitention

B Infermation on sales from
college radio stations — in-
stances in which record com-
panies can directly attribute
sales of an album to college
stations — are becoming more
and more evident as record in-
dustry people pay more atten-
tion to college broadcasters and
the commercial radio stations
tighten up their programming
of new records.

In a conversation with Bob
Brownstein, National College
Promotion Director for Elektra
Records, information given to
us by Bob showed where the
sales of their Atomic Rooster
album were directly the effect
of college station airplay
around the country.

“We attribute the major per-
cent of our sales on that album
to college station airplay,” he
said, “We felt a sales and re-
order pattern from major mar-
kets around the country. Among
the stations playing and selling
the record for us were:

“In the Illinois area, WGLT/
Illinois State, WNUR-F M/
Northwestern, WPGU-FM/Uni-
versity of Illinois, WCCB/Uni-
versity of Illinois at Chicago
Circle and WRBC/Roosevelt
University.

“In Detroit, WAYN / Wayne
State, WMUK/Western Michi-
gan and WEMU-FM/Eastern
Michigan University.

“In Texas, KTRU/Rice Uni-
versity, KTAI-FM/Texas A&l
University and KSMU/South-
ern Methodist University.

“Sales also came in from col-
lege airplay in New York, Ohio,
Pennsylvania and Oklahoma.”

This information was con-
firmed by the buyer for the
WEA branch in Chicago, who
gave details on college stations
selling the LP at the WLUC/
Loyola University College con-
vention in October.

Another Example
Another example of college
radio selling records comes

from the New York local office
of Columbia Records, and the
following letter was sent to col-
lege station people in the New
York Metropolitan area:

“To all college station music
directors:

“I would like to thank you
for the fantastic airplay your
station has given Firesign The-
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ater, ‘I Think We're All Bozos
on This Bus. Firesign Thea-
ter’s success in the New York-
New Jersev area is due solely
to vou, the college radio sta-
tions in this market.

“Your radio station is mak-
ing that record what it is, not
commercial radio, because there
is no commercial airplay to
speak of. Occasionally the ques-
tion comes up, ‘Does college
radio sell records? Firesign
Theater is an excellent example,
YOU are selling that record.

“In closing I would like to
say once more, thank you for
the Firesign Theater and all
the support you have given Co-
lumbia/Epic Records.”

@ NEW YORK — Rooms, Lo-
cally-—in fact, internationally—
people watch the birth and
death of rooms with extreme
concern.

up and a canny enough choice
to help start building an audi-
ence for the room.

Miss Torres is a tall lean
girl with the expressive arms
and legs of a ballerina, the dark
hair and eyes of a gypsy and a
pliant soprano voice. She is
adept at comedy and straight
singing—in fact, she’s so adroit
at imbueing a ballad with sin-
cere emotion that she might
even think of dividing her time
between ballads and camp dit-
ties a little more equally.

At either extreme are her

The payees were pleasant,
patient and quite cooperative
and the 6,000-seat San Fran-
cisco Civie Auditorium was just
about filled. Taj Mahal opened
with an excellent response and
after two encores they left a
satisfied audience. Then the
real waiting was over.

The Band played and the con-
cert (27) proved to be just
about the finest of the year so
far on the Coast.

The Band are in one of the
most special situations in music
today. They rank, in contempor-
ary musical circles, with much
the same prestige as any of the
now classic big bands. The
songs each became special, and
most gratifying was their
growth as live performers since
seeing them for the first time
a yvear and a half ago. They
have discovered the right way
to convey that magnificent, de-

liberate funkiness and home-
grown melodic excitement right
to an audience’s core.

The evening’s fare went from
early “Big Pink” creations in
1968 to recent material off of
“Cahoots” and a fine rendition
of the title song from ‘“Stage
Fright.” The high watermark
of the set was a brilliant
segué from “The Night They
Drove Old Dixie Down” to
“Across the Great Divide,” the
latter my personal favorite. The
first encore gifted us with “The
Weight” and the last encore of-
fered a rich, well-executed ver-
sion of “Baby Don’t You Do It”
(recorded by Marvin Gaye and
written by Smokey Robinson
and Berry Gordy).

Robertson, They all do vocals
and play about a million instru-
ments—all of them superbly.

Roherta and Donny in Intimate Event

B NEW YORK—Well on their

The duo’s version of Carole
King’s “You’ve Got a Friend”
skyrocketed them to national
prominence last summer, and
since then each has shown bril-

liance on solo recordings. Other
songs on display were Miss
King’s “Will You Love Me To-
morrow,” Mann, Weil and
Spector’s “You've Lost That
Lovin’ Feelin’” and Leiber-
Stoller’s “I Who Have Noth-
ing.” Each one, done with such
care and professionalism,
stands by itself as a definitive
statement of mellow soul.

The concert, put together
through the efforts of PLJ’s
Ann Sternberg and Atlantic’s
Mark Meyerson, runs the risk
of being bootlegged to death.
I truly hope Atlantic rush-
releases a recording of this
beautiful evening. If they don’t,
I’ll drown in my own tears.

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Concert Associates Produce ‘Tommy’

B HOLLYWOOD—Concert As-
sociates, in association with
KRLA and Sound Image, Inc,,
will produce a full-stage pro-
duction of “Tommy,” the rock
opera composed by the Who, at
the Aquarius Theatre with a
televised charity premiere tak-
ing place Feb. 22 after a week
of previews.

The full run will be six
weeks, including previews.
Tickets will be sold by mail or-
der only starting Dec. 12 and
the Aquarius boxoffice will open
in mid-January,

At a recent press conference,
Concert Associates’ Steve Wolf
and Jim Rissmiller announced
that the director would be Joel
Rosenzweig with Denny Randall
as Musica] Director and Claude
Thompson choreographing. Ros-
enzweig produced and directed
“Tommy”” at the University of
Southern California last April
and the production, with only
eight performances, grossed
nearly $40,000 for the school.
This version will be similar,

Bruce Kelly will be the light-
ing designer and Conrad Pen-
rod will execute the settings.
A costume designer has not
been selected. The 1204 seat
Aquarius has not been used on
a regular basis since “Hair”
closed there a year ago. Wolf
and Rissmiller, who estimate
the cost of mounting “Tommy”
at between $150,000 and $200,-
000, have taken a two year lease

on the theatre. Tickets will be
scaled at $3.50, $4.50 and $5.50
for previews and $4.50 up to
$7.00 for the regular run. The
cast will be comprised of 25
with 12 musicians. “Tommy”
will give eight shows a week.
Though a full liquor license

has been obtained for intermis-
sion concessions, Concert Asso-
ciates have planned a type of
entertainment in the parking lot
that would feature a pin ball
machine motif commisserate
with one of the themes to be
found in “Tommy.”

No recording plans were dis-
cussed. The album has to date
sold 2,500,000 copies.

B LONDON—With the usual rush of November singles over,
activity in this market is now diminishing but we are left with
severa] contenders for chart positions before Christmas by both
British and American artists. Bob Dylan’s “George Jackson”
(CBS), Joan Baez “Let It Be” (RCA) and Redbone’s “Maggie”
(Epie) front the stateside challengers and the New Seekers
should keep us in the picture with their USA hit, “I'd Like to
Teach the World to Sing,” issued by Polydor, competing with
the Hillsiders original on CBS. Philips adds strength to the
British contingent with the Norman Newell Orchestra’s “Onedin
Line Theme,” the strongest of three versions now available, and
Palk Salad’s “He’s a Rainbow.” Yet more competition, this time
concerning the enchanting “Morning Has Broken,” which South-
ern Comfort covered for Harvest, released two weeks ago, fore-
ing Island to rush a single of Cat Stevens’ original album cut
this week.

Another first for Radio Luxembourg, which plans to broad-
cast more than seven hours of Beatle music on Jan. 1, commemo-
rating the four’s 10 years of record making. The Beatles show
will take up the entire air time for the British service that eve-
ing, and towards the close of the program solo album tracks by
individual members will be featured, Luxembourg General Man-
ager Alan Keen expressed the view that “the group has contrib-
uted more to the British music industry than any other artists,”
and the idea evolved after a continual barrage of requests for
Beatle music over the years. The show is well-timed indeed, con-

The Appeals Court held that
the enactment of a Federal stat-
ute granting copyright protec-
tion to recordings made after
Feb. 15, 1972, did not preclude
record companies from availing
themselves of existing state
remedies to protect recordings
issued prior to Feb. 15, 1972;
that the U, S. Supreme Court
decisions in the Sears and

Compco cases were not applic- |

able in this case; and that the
issuance of the preliminary in-
junction was grossly broad and
inclusive as well as excessive
under the circumstances.

In its decision, the Appeals
Court stated that “it is highly
questionable from the authori-
ties presented that the plain-
tiffs have, as a reason of the
act of Congress, acquired g
right to convert and use these
recordings with impunity to
Feb, 15, 1972.”

Rejected Claim

After examining the conten-
tion by the plaintiffs that the
Sears and Compco case deci-
sions made the duplication of
sound recordings legal the
Court rejected this claim. It
noted that the Sears and Comp-
co cases involved the copying of
a pole lamp in one case and a

While stating that the Court
did not, at this stage of the pro-
ceedings, finally decide the legal
dispute as to whether the new
Copyright Law operates to de-
prive the defendants of all
property rights in their record-
ings and of all state remedies
in the interim, the Court held
that “at this preliminary stage,
at least, the equities do not fa-
vor the plaintiffs. These plain-
tiffs are in the position of hav-
ing appropriated work and ef-
forts of the defendants and of
seeking post audit so to speak,
aid and approval of a court of
equity demanding that it vali-
date their actions.”
