`Jesus Christ/Superstar' Superstory,
Rice Outlines Past, Future Plans

 NEW YORK - The "Jesus
Christ/ Superstar" success story
continues.

The deluxe two -record set of
the Tim Rice -Andrew Lloyd
Weber rock opera has moved
back up to number two this
week after 24 weeks on the
album chart.

Decca has announced that
sales have now passed the 1,-
200,000 mark and even totaled
44,000 orders in one day the
week before Easter.

In addition, singles from
"Jesus Christ'Superstar" ma-
terial are beginning to make a
strong impression on the charts.
Karen Wyman first introduced
"I Don't Know How To Love
Him" to pop audiences with her
Decca single of several months
back. The same song is cur-
rently represented on the
singles chart by Capitol's Helen
Reddy at number 62 and
Decca's Yvonne Elliman at
number 85. The Elliman version
is from the best-selling album.

The story of Murray Head's
single, "Superstar," is of in-
terest in its own right. Also
taken from the album, it was
originally released almost a
year before the full "Jesus
Christ/Superstar" appeared on
the scene. Currently on its
third trip up the charts, it is
ranked number 81 this week
after a total of 28 weeks on
the singles chart.

 PHOENIX - U. S. District
Judge William P. Copple has
delayed his decision in the
April 11 mammoth bust here by
federal deputy marshals of
$250,000 worth of re-recording
equipment aimed at bilking the
legitimate recording market of
millions of dollars in copy-
right royalties.

Judge Copple signed the war-
rant permitting the hauling of
the 63,000 lbs. of equipment.
Included in the impoundment
were blank cartridges, dupli-
cated recorded items, labels
and copies of masters.

Housed in a 15,000 foot ware-
house, the manufacturing com-
plex was registered to a Na-
tional Manufacturing Co. re-
ported to have been in opera-
tion about six weeks. There
were approximately 60 em-
ployees on regular payroll
working on two eight -hour
shifts daily. A private security
police force had the plant under
round the clock guard.

Two major labels, Capitol
and RCA, were named as plain-
tiffs in the complaint along
with 60 major music publishers,
all repped by the Harry Fox
Agency in New York.

Charles H. Tillinghast, secre-
tary and general counsel of
Capitol Records Inc., stated that
their catalogue involvement in
the bust was "extensive" but
that it was too soon to tell just
how extensive. He did, how-
ever, make mention of the fol-
lowing artists and product in-
volved Grand Funk Railroad.
Glen Campbell, Jimi Hendrix
(Band of Gypsies), Quicksilver
Messenger Service, The Band,
Merle Haggard (The Fightin'
Side of Me), The Beatles (Mc-
Cartney and Hey Jude).

To get a fuller look at exactly
what piracy is involved, "we'll
have to look at their Internal
Revenue position and see if
they have been filing returns.
Also we'll have to see if they
kept any kind of records," said
Tillinghast.

While Judge Copple has the
complaint "under advisement,"
Pearl Rosner, defendant and
lessee of the building, has peti-
tioned the court to return all
of the confiscated materials as
quickly as possible.

 As we move into the '70s, the
youthful consumer, with his
discriminating tastes, his wide-
spread concern with consumer-
ism, his new awareness and
recognition of his social respon-
sibilities, ecology, truth and
equality, has begun to motivate
business, the last unspent re-
source in America. We accept
profit as the prime motive of
our existence but not the only
motive. We must accept the fact
that human and ethical values
must be corporate products just
as what we manufacture.

August, 1969: The Trade
Headlines, "Gortikov Scorches
Whitey Trade in NATRA
Speech." Terming the record in-

dustry too damned white, Stanley Gortikov, President of Capitol
Industries, said, "It is more our fault that more of you are not
involved. Opportunities have been too few and management prep-
aration too minimal. All of that must change by offering you
more chances."

Is Industry Responsive to the Needs of Minorities?
Mr. Gortikov again said, "White companies must make avail-

able to black men and women more jobs, more opportunities,
more income potential, more training and more management
guidance."

Is Industry Responsive to the Needs of Minorities?
April, 1971: Rev. Jesse Jackson, in a speech to the NARM

Convention asked, "Why is there such an imbalance between
the presence of true black talent on one stage and the marked
absence of true black executives except for a few handful in
the audience tonight?"

Is Industry Responsive to the Needs of Minorities?
April, 1970: The Trade Headlines "NARM Tells It Like It Is

in Dollars and Sense." Members are more aware of the economic
potentials and perils of the record industry in the '70s and more
certain of the industry's socialogical aspects and obligations.
Mirroring the times, convention discussions devoted many hours
to the examination of how to adequately give representation to
black members of the industry as executives as well as artists.
Unfortunately, many problems were left unsolved.

Is Industry Responsive to the Needs of Minorities?
April, 1971: A survey of the manufacturer's share of market-

ing (total sales) indicated that the top 12 record complexes,
consisting of 100 labels plus, acounted for more than 80% of the
industry's volume. Paradoxically, it was found that minority
employment accounted for less than 5% of the total. In the areas
of management, statistics were more distressing. First line man-
agement positions accounted for less than 2%.* In areas above
supervisory first line management there was no visible or tang-
ible penetration by minorities in the higher executive positions.
The only exceptions were minority executives at:

1. Atlantic/Atco Records, a progressive and liberal company
which integrated before it was fashionable.

2. Motown Records, founded by a great black man which also
has been responsive to the needs of minorities.

3. A handful of black -owned and black -oriented, small, inde-
pendent companies.

In areas of distribution, sales, mass merchandising, and prod-

uct manufacturing, a slight increase in minority employment was
found. However, above that labor plateau, the management sta-
tistics were almost identical to those of the record companies.

Industry Exploded in 1960s
In the '60s the music industry exploded, tripling its growth to

three billion dollars and tremendous energy was expended to
establish label identity, to develop audio cassettes and cartridges,
unbreakable discs and now video cassettes and cartridge tele-
vision. Market research shows that the industry will net in access
of one billion dollars in the '70s coupled with a one billion dollar
increase from cartridge TV or video cassettes. We now have a
two billion dollar vehicle which can provide thousands of
new jobs.

FORE, the Fraternity of Recording Executives, hopes in the
'70s to become the catalyst and vehicle, to train and guide minori-
ties into middle management and executive positions in the
following categories: marketing, sales, merchandising, finance.
advertising, legal, corporate administration, A & R Adminis.:ra-
tion, distribution (local, multiple, national and rack), publishing,
artist relations, artist management, promotion, special products
and services (audio cassettes or cartridge TV, etc.), international,
public relations and publicity.

FORE-Proposals
1. Seminars are to be conducted every 60 days in New York,

Washington, Chicago, Detroit and Los Angeles. Industry
leaders will be asked to donate a few hours, one evening and
to participate in these training seminars.

2. Three 30 to 60 day on-the-job training scholarships will 15e
established annually.

3. Establishment of a training film library, video cassette
library and an audio cassette library containing lectures by
industry leaders.

4. FORE's Special Projects Album. A special package consisting
of million dollar vintage selections. This soul -oriented pack-
age will be marketed and merchandised via newspapers, radio
and television. Contracts with black stations in the major
markets are being negotiated.

5. $50,000 in scholarships will be established for ghetto utiliza-
tion. Criteria for scholarships will be determined by each
participating radio station and FORE.

6. Constructive dialogue with NATRA, RIAA and NARM has
begun.

7. A Finance Committee, consisting of seven members with in-
dustry, legal, and accounting backgrounds, headed by Ben-
jamin Wyatt, Attorney and former counsel of NATRA, will
be formed.

8. The appointment of Joe Medlin as Vice Chairman.
9. The appointment of five new board members.

10. New Advisory Board members with specialized knowledge
(in the previous mentioned fields) will be appointed.

Trade surveys indicate that as recent as 1966, 60% of the top
100 singles were black or black -oriented and many companies'
survival depended upon their revenues. Market research today
indicates dollar volume by singles has diminished to less than
15% and with minimal profits and increased promotional costs
single records have almost become expendable. We also know
that most black records fall into and remain in the single category.

Not losing sight of the profit motive, Can the Music Industry
Be Responsive to the Needs of the Minorities?

A greater sense of awareness, dedication and commitment is
needed to prevent a bad situation from resulting in complete
deterioration.

There's a ton of rock and roll books around. By now everyone
should have read Nik Cohn's "Rock From the Beginning" and
"Goldstein's Greatest Hits." If you're fast approaching 30, you will

no doubt remember the good advice Pat Boone
gave us in his immortal "Twist Twelve and
Twenty." As fine as these and other rock re-
lated books are, none of them can match the
prose style of Joseph Murrells who authored
"Daily Mail Book of Golden Disks." And none
of them can give you answers to questions
like:

1. Who recorded more songs than anyone
else?

2. When and where was Rudolph Isley born?
3. How many million -selling songs did Fats Domino write?
4. What has Julie Andrews done no one else has done?
Give up? According to Murrells, the answers are :Ben Selvin-

I've never heard, of him either but he's recorded about 9000 songs:
in Cincinnati on April 1, 1939; 21; and Julie has sold more original
cast and soundtrack albums than anybody else-around 15 million.
Finding out about Rudolph's birthday is just one bit of informa-
tion contained within the pages of Murrells' book.

The book is a virtual goldmine of trivia. And speaking of trivia
did you know Murrells was the composer of "Count Your Blessings"
and once played in Tom Priddy's Tango Band. If that's not enough,
his son, Norman, wrote the music to "House Of Bamboo" which
was a hit for Andy Williams a few years back. Somehow Murrells
persuaded the powers at The Daily Mail, a British newspaper,
that what England really needed was a book consisting of infor-
mation and misinformation about every record that had man-
aged to rack up a worldwide sales tally of one million copies.
Drawing from information supplied by trade magazines, promo
sheets, agents and record manufacturers, Murrells gives us a
rundown of every golden oldie from Enrico Caruso's 1903 record-
ing of "Vesti La Giubba" to the 1965 Yardbird's hit, "For Your
Love."

A great deal of the book's charm is due to Murrells' junior high
school writing style. Organization, punction, capitalization, and
clarity are not some of his virtues. Viz.:

Eventually Tab was a U. S. Coast Guard, and was discov-
ered in 1948 and made his film debut in 'The Lawless.'
By nightful, seven top New York publishers were fly-
ing...
This first million -seller for Bruce himself was written
by Margaret Cobb and Bruce himself in 1961. Teenbeat
singer Bruce, aged 21, hails from Jacksonville, being born
into a musical family.
The fifth million -seller for Bobby was written by Brit-
ain's Mark Anthony (real named Tony Hatch), the well
known musical director and songwriter, currently with
Pye Records who released USA's Cameo label in Britain
and was a million seller on that label in the USA.

But contained within all the bad grammar and prose, there is a
wealth of information, somehow which is so obscure that it would

Magnetic Particle Developed;
Increases Tape Recording Density
 NEW YORK -A new mag-
netic particle, which various
segments of the scientific com-
munity have long been seeking,
has been developed, it was an-
nounced last week by officials
of Graham Magnetics Incorpo-
rated.

In making the announcement
at a news conference here, G.A.
Jaggers, president of Graham
Magnetics, disclosed that the
material, named "Cobaloy,"
would permit an increase of at
least 400 per cent in the re-
cording densities of all mag-
netic tapes used in the home or
by business and industry.

Graham officials also gave
members of the scientific com-
munity an in-depth briefing on
the technical aspects of the
particle. They further reported
that patent applications have
been filed.

In effect, the particle re-
ported on holds broad ramifica-
tions for the computer, analog
instrumentation, video, audio

Buoys Up

`Tommy' Dances
In Rock First
 NEW YORK - "Tommy,"
which Decca's Who composed
as a rock opera, has yet to be
given a full-scale operatic pro-
duction (and perhaps it
couldn't be), but it has been
turned into a ballet by Les
Grands Ballets Canadiens,
which opened at the City Cen-
ter here last week (the Who
tapes are used in place of the
tradition orchestra).

On going in, I was skeptical
about its succeeding at all. On
coming out, I felt that the chor-
eographer (and associate artis-
tic director) Fernand Nault,
had succeeded so well in his
execution of some segments of
the opera that it seemed a
shame other parts were so
mundane.

Nault, in deference to rock
fans, one supposes, used the
entire opera and remained
faithful to the episodic story -
line, depicting the events, in
just about every instance,
rather than interpreting them.
This meant that the confusing,
personal symbolism of the work
remained confusing and the
undramatic parts remained
static.

Just what does Tommy's
apotheosis and denial by his
fans mean? The Who never let
the audience in on the secret,
as far as I'm concerned, and
Nault doesn't seem to know
either. It all just happens. Had
Nault pierced to some under-
standing of the text (either his
or Peter Townshend's) he
might have found inspiration
where he's provided either
cliche mime (beating thigh
with fist to express despair
and self -loathing, having the
depraved uncle literally twirl
his mustache) or cliche steps
(gang hostility lifted from
Jerome Robbins).

Parts of the opera -ballet are
quite beautiful, however-the
bad trip, the dance of the Acid
Queen (Hilda Morales) and the
conception of Tommy's char-
acter.

Tommy is a difficult role,
needless to say, since - deaf
and blind for two thirds of the
part, he must wander through
the racket of the world in be-
wilderment, coming into con-
tact with people only when
they inadvertently or deliber-
ately knock him down.

Alexandre Belin, a homely
boy with a wild shock of hair
and a nutcracker nose, played
Tommy at the opening perform-
ance with liquid eyes and tense -

 HOLLYWOOD-The climate
was right for such a move and
Dunhill's Three Dog Night
made it. These seven gentlemen,
one of the top five -grossing con-
cert rock acts in the country.
decided to have a night of
"bringing it all back home."
The setting, appropriately, was
the Whisky; probably the most
important club in Three Dog
Night's career.

Three Dog Night has the dis-
tinction of attaining mass popu-
larity while consistently exer-
cising the right disciplines; all
within just three years of being
together. Playing two shows for
the one night stand, the group
never hinted at holding back.

What is it like to come back
to a 300 -seat club after head-
lining at Madison Square Gar-
den with Stevie Wonder exactly
a month ago?

Lead singer (along with
Danny Hutton and Cory Wells)
Chuck Negron said that the
night at the Whisky was
definitely a more "personal"
date for the group. They found
it refreshing to return home
without taking any steps back-
wards.

When first starting out Three
I)og Night played other clubs
here such as The Bank, The
Rag Doll and The Cheetah
( where they received scale).
Before being called Three Dog
Night the group consisted of
Negron, Hutton and Wells with
.Joe Schermie playing bass and
Jimmy Greenspoon on key-
boards. It was at the Rag Doll
that they found Floyd Snees
drumming with another group
and he joined them.

"We did anything to work"
said Negron. "We played high
schools in addition to the smal-
ler clubs. We did a lot of driv-
ing across country too. Once we
went from Chicago to Miami to
play one night stands."

"And another time we played
a converted hayloft outside of
Michigan," he said.

Opening with "One Man
Band," they quickly segued
from one hit to another with
each voice getting the right
chance to shine. Vocally each
of the lead trio are able to as-
sert a variety of tone and qual-
ity into each song. From the
gentleness of "Easy To Be
Hard" to the gruffness of
"Mama Told Me Not To Come"
and the driving beauty of
"Celebrate" Negron, Wells and
Hutton, respectively, leave little

Since
then they have brought into na-
tional airplay the works of
Laura Nyro, Harry Nilsson,
Randy Newman and Tim Hard-
in; in many cases for the first
time.

It wasn't surprising to find
that Three Dog Night are still
able to "get it on" at the
Whisky as well as at Anaheim
on April 10 and at San Berna-
dino's Swing Auditorium last
Feb. 5. They are well -rehearsed
and seem to personify that stel-
lar group that audiences can
rock and roll with.

Wo-o-oh Ronnie Wo-o-oh Oh -o -oh

ABKCO's Pete Bennett, Ronnie Spector, Record World's Gregg Geller

 NEW YORK - There's good
news this week for those of us
who've worn our old Ronettes
records thin. It's "Try Some,
Buy Some" on the Apple label
by one Ronnie Spector.

Ronnie Spector, you see, is
the same Veronica who was
lead singer with the Ronettes.
Her group was, with the Shir-
elles and the Crystals, a lead-
ing female vocal ensemble of
the early 1960s. Today, she is
married to Phil Spector, who,
of course, produced all the
Ronettes classic Philles re-
cordings, and one for A&M
year or two back, and has done
the same, in collaboration with
George Harrison, on her new
single.

Harrison, who's worked close-
ly with Spector of late ("All
Things Must Pass"), wrote "Try
Some, Buy Some" especially for
Ronnie. The record succeeds
exceptionally well in synthesiz-
ing her appealing vocal style
with the traditional Spector
"wall of sound" and some dis-
tinctly Harrisonian flourishes.
A toter de force, it incorporates
the instrumental genius of such
as Eric Clapton, Leon Russell,
Ringo Starr and Harrison, as
well as the London Symphony
and a bevy of mandolins.

On the Phone
In a visit to Record World,

Ronnie recalled how she first
came to record for Phil Spector.
The Ronettes (a sister and
cousin were her partners) were
working as back-up vocalists
when she, by chance, was intro-
duced to Phil over the tele-
phone. He offered the group
studio work, but after hearing
them sing decided to cut them
on their own. The result of
their first session, "Be My
Baby," was a sensation and was

followed by "Walking In The
Rain," "Baby, I Love You," and
other memorable recordings.

The Ronettes appeared with
the Beatles on their first tour
of the United States. In light of
this fact, it is interesting that
Ronnie is still associated with
Beatles Harrison and Starr and
now records on their label. It is
also noteworthy that Leon Rus-
sell played piano on many of
the original Ronettes sessions
and has now done the same for
Ronnie as a single.

Ronnie says she's "delighted
to be back in show business."
She's looking forward to forth-
coming television talk show ap-
pearances and would "love" to
perform live again "if there is
a demand" for her. Apple has
shipped 500,000 copies of "Try
Some, Buy Some" and it sounds
good enough to sell at least
twice that amount. There will
be a demand for her. A clamor
would be more like it.

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TRUMPETER, ARRANGER, COMPOSER

AND THE MAN!

ARTHUR J. WILSON

It has often been said, "Big Things Come In Small
Packages", and slender, 5'5" Arthur J. Wilson is a classic
example. Art Wilson is an Aquarian, Trumpeter, Arranger,
Composer and Assistant Vice President of Stone Lady
Productions. Art's current arrangements of "I Should Have
Listened" SL003 were recorded by David Sheffield on the
Stone Lady label. Wilson began his career at the early age of
nine playing trumpet for a local high school band in
Fort Lauderdale, Florida.

How did Art manage to play with a high school band at
such an early age? Well, as Art explained, it all came about
one day while passing the Dillard's high school's gymnasium.
He heard the band rehearsing. He stopped to listen and was
invited inside by Rufus Curry, the Music Director. Art
became a regular at all the band's rehearsals and eventually
began to play trumpet with them at practice.

Mr. Curry could not let young Art nlay with the band when
they actually performed because of his age and the fact
he wasn't a pupil of the high school. When the school
approved new uniforms for the band, Mr. Curry ordered an
extra one for Art so he would be able to perform without
anyone noticing that he wasn't a member of the school.
Unfortunately, the Principal discovered the masquerade and
put little Art out of the band.

Despite this set -back Mr. Curry did not give up and finally
talked the Principal into letting him make young Wilson the
band mascot. Art was the mascot until he entered the
High School when he automatically became a full-fledged
member of the band.

After graduating from High School, Art left Fort Lauderdale
and joined the Otis Redding Band. He played trumpet behind
Otis Redding for three years. Also during those years he
recorded "Same Thing All Over" with another of Otis's artists,
Billy Young. Before the death of Otis, Art returned to
Fort Lauderdale and entered Florida's A&M University for
two and Y2 years majoring in music. He left A&M because he
wanted to execute the talents he had developed.

In 1967 he joined a band in Fort Lauderdale called
Freddy Scott & the Five Steps, with which he played for
six months. He left Fort Lauderdale and came to Newark
where he played with a band called Al Boyce and the
Tray of Diamonds until he received a call from Ben Little who
was the band leader for Sam and Dave's Band. Ben asked Art
to play behind Sam & Dave as their trombone player. So, off
Art went, later becoming the duo's bandleader. But, as the
old saying goes "all good things must come to an end",
and so did Sam & Dave. The Duo breakup was a tremendous
blow to Art. The band stayed with Sam Moore working four
months straight at the Cheetah and eventually the members
began drifting off with other bands. Art was left jobless and
nowhere to go until an old buddy, Curtis Lee, referred him
to David Sheffield as an arranger.

David had written a song that he wanted to record someone
on but he needed an arranger and Art was the man. The two
became a team, writing and arranging. Art convinced David
to record the song he had written "I Should Have Listened",
which is racing up the charts. Along with Mr. Chesley Holmes
they formed the company Stone Lady Productions.

Since these three have been together, they haven't failed
in any of their ventures. Things seem to be looking good for
Stone Lady Productions, Art 1. Wilson, David Sheffield, and
Chesley Holmes.

 Now it can be told that Don
Oliver, popular deejay who ad-
ministers to the musical tastes
of 125,000 latins in Orange
County, home of "Disneyland,"
is none other than Oliver Ber-
liner, the West Coast's leading
publisher of Latin American
dance music.

Born in Montreal in 1929,

where he learned to speak
French and German, besides
English, he spent a year in Eng-
land before moving permanent-
ly to the United States in 1938.
Graduating UCLA in 1951 with
a I.3-chelor of Science degree.
he then spent a short term in
the Air Force as a senior en-
tertainment specialist. After-
wards he became sales man-
iger of Concertone Tape Re-
corders and later the sound
division of RCA Theatre Supply
of Los Angeles. He also took a
short stint as a kinescope re-
cording technician for NBC in
order to learn network televi-
sion production techniques.

In 1946 he was first exposed
to tropical music and proceeded
to fall in love not only with the
music but with the daughter of
a prominent Latin drummer.

But it was not until 10 years
later that he actually entered
the business with the formation
of Hall of Fame Music Co.
(BMI). Three years later the
company had its first hit, "Dom-
itila", which not only was the
most popular tropical song of
1959 but is one of the few
tropical works to appear in a
motion picture made after
World War II, the Alec Guin-
ness starrer, "Our Man In
Havana."

Virtually every major tropi-
cal artist in North and Latin
America has recorded Hall of
Fame tunes, including "Vuela
La Paloma," "Si Te Contara,"
"A Bailar Pachanga," "Ven
Vida Mia A Bailar."

He also represents via U.S.
Treasury license the leading
Cuban publisher Editorial Mu-
sicabana, whose hits include
"Sr. Juez," "Los Marciahos,"
