Sinatra Sues
For Libel
 Frank Sinatra filed suit
Oct. 28 for $5,000,000 against
Midnight Publishing Corp.,
which publishes the newspaper
Midnight, and Fawcett Publica-
tions, Inc., and Manhattan
News Company, Inc., which dis-
tribute the newspaper.

The suit, filed in U.S. Dis-
trict Court, Southern District
of New York, accuses the de-
fendants of publishing, cir-
culating and distributing false,
scandalous, malicious and
libelous matter.

The second
story, dated Nov. 1, 1971, head-
lined, "Sinatra Married-He'll
Be A Daddy In March," men-
tions a secret marriage to a
lady in London.

Viewlex Intros
Device To Cut
Down Piracy
 NEW YORK-David Peirez,
President of Viewlex, Inc., last
week demonstrated a new de-
vice designed to cut down on
record counterfeiting and pir-
acy.

The demonstration, held in
the offices of the United States
Bank Note Corp. (which pro-
vided technical assistance), in-
volved the use of stamps with a
patented encoding device which
can only be detected by use of
a special machine.

Peirez explained to repre-
sentatives of most of the ma-
jor record companies that the
stamps, bearing the logo of
the record company using
them, will be placed around
the record jacket, and will self-
destruct when they are broken.
In addition, the way in which
they are printed is virtually
unduplicable, according to
Peirez. Promotion men could
thus check on the authenticity
of product in retail stores,
while companies could also
check returns.

Peirez emphasized that this
device is not expected to elim-
inate piracy or counterfeiting,
but that it could significantly
reduce them, if used properly.

Producer Perry Speaks Out
By TONY LAWRENCE

 HOLLYWOOD-Richard
Perry started in the music in-
dustry as an independent rec-
ord producer in New York after
graduating from the University
of Michigan where he was an
accomplished musician playing
oboe, violin and drums. He be-
came an independent producer
for Warners in 1965, producing
Tiny Tim (a gold record), Fats
Domino, Ella Fitzgerald and
Theodore Bikel.

He made a new deal with Co-
lumbia in 1969-the same year
he began his professional rela-
tionship with Barbra Streisand.
The results of that first year
were a gold single, "Stoney

End," written by Laura Nyro, a gold album of the same name and
the successful launching of Miss Streisand into the pop music
field. He also produced "Barbra Joan Streisand." It was on this
last album that he also used the all -girl rock group Fanny which
he also produces for Warners/Reprise.

Perry has produced Ringo Starr (a single), Percy Faith and
Johnny Mathis. Most recently he has been working as producer
on Harry Nilsson's new RCA album, "Nilsson Schmilsson." Also
on his current schedule are a new group, Bones, and ex -Righteous
Brother Bobby Hatfield. His reputation has been increased by his
ability to blend talents (i.e., Fanny and Streisand) and have more
than just a. passing interest in them. Eventually he plans a
production company and label.

Record World: How does a producer take an established MOR
pop star like Barbra Streisand and turn her into a rock singer?

Perry: It's a combination of things. We began our relationship
on a friendship level. It wasn't just "here we are to meet and
pick out songs." We listened to things and tried to have a good
time and get into the music. I would bring over different things
for her to listen to and she would be turned on by some things.
Then it was a matter of getting into the studio with a contempo-
rary rhythm section and applying that to the songs. Even though
she never had any experience with rock I was amazed at her
instincts. She has a great feel for that area and it seemed a very
natural transition. She was ready for it and the timing was right.
Also, it was important that she had the right feel for this
material otherwise there is no validity for her to be doing it in
terms of the contemporary marketplace.

Record World: Does this selection of repertoire reflect itself
with something like the Carpenters doing "Superstar?" Is this
more of a value judgment about Leon Russell's genius as a
songwriter?

Song Always the Thing
Perry: The song is the thing always; not meant in any way to

diminish the artist. In the case of the Carpenters I think it was
an excellent marriage of song and artist and it did give them a
lift in another direction. It also gave the song a great showcase
and was of mutual benefit for both talents involved.

Record World: Could you elaborate a little more on your
approach with Streisand on this last album?

Perry: Well, one thing I did was to make her feel young and
feel her age, because she had achieved so much at such a young

age, winning the four major awards by the age of 28. One time
I went over to her house with Randy Newman and all of a
sudden she realized she was the oldest person in the room and I
think she is now able to groove with her contemporaries more.
It's given her a more refreshing look.

Record World: Are you going to produce her next album?
Perry: Yes.
Record World: Is it going to be only Carole King songs as has

been rumored?
Perry: No, but we haven't actually sat down to discuss it yet.

I feel that this second album is a step up from the "Stoney End"
album. With her you really have to build in layers. She can really
do anything she wants to.

Artist -Oriented Production Deals
Record World: Could you talk about your new artist -oriented

production deals?
Perry: I'm just now producing two artists independently, cut-

ting sides in front and then making label affiliations. I'm produc-
ing a new group called Bones. There are groups and there are
groups and I could get them a label deal based on my enthusiasm,
but when you have the product, there is no mincing words and
no hype involved. The same goes for Bobby Hatfield, whom I'm
also cutting rather than sitting down and talking about what he
could or could not do. Having my own label is something I've
always wanted to do and I've always tended to think in the
direction of building an organization rather than being a solo
independent producer. I'm just laying the foundation for a
production company. I think the time is wrong for my own label.

Record World: Where did you find Bones?
Perry: I found them playing at the Topanga Corral and the

Beach House in Venice, Calif., several months ago. At the time I
had a pretty full schedule and I haven't really gotten into groups,
because I think that most groups have very little real music.
Most of it is just filling a void to a buying public with this whole
Grand Funk syndrome, which I think pretty soon has to give
way. The whole concert scene has to go back to where people are
dancing again, especially in times of depression. The one thing
about Bones is that they make you feel good and they make you
want to dance. There are very few people who know what "rock
and roll" means and what it was all about. They're one of the
few rock and roll bands. I see groups describe themselves as
playing "rock and roll" and they're about the furthest thing from
it, Bones has truly captured the roots of rock and roll. I've never
seen them fail to turn on an audience whereever they've played.

Record World: How many are in the group?
Perry: Four guys on bass, drums, guitar and electric piano and

organ simultaneously. Three of the four sing and two primarily
sing leads. They've been together for several years. The first
time they opened with the old Fiestas hit, "So Fine," and I
thought they were just another group. But then they reeled off
five or six originals and each one sounded like a hit single.

Record World: How much have you cut?
Perry: I have two sides now and I'll be cutting one or two more,

then I'll make a label deal, I'm also in the process of negotiating
a management deal for them.

Record World: Will you release a single first or an album?
Perry: Definitely a single. They won't have an album until

they have a hit single. I believe in that philosophy with a few
exceptions. You mustn't release an album until there is a market
for it. If more labels adopted that attitude it would help clean up
the marketplace which is so flooded and overcrowded it's difficult
for the good things to surface.

 Howard University, a pre-
dominantly black university in
Washington, D.C., announces
that the Federal Communica-
tions Commission has awarded
them an FM license.

The station will broadcast on
a frequency of 96.3, 24 hours a
day, with 20,000 watts power.
The station's new call letters
are WHUR-FM (for Howard
University Radio) ; the station
was formerly Katherine Gra-
ham's Post/Newsweek station
WTOP-FM. The station's fre-
quency was donated by Kath-
erine Graham a few months
ago, and the station received
permission to operate on the
frequency this week.

The staff of the station con-
sists of professional people, and
the station will be working
with the Howard School of
Communication. There are also
plans for a carrier current sta-
tion, which should be on the
air after the first of the year.

The station, which will be
commercial but not as a profit -
making venture, will broadcast
to the undergraduate (12,000)
and graduate community (an-
other 6,000 students) plus the
entire metropolitan Washing-
ton area. The majority of the
programming will be jazz and
a mixture of top black music.

Andre Perry, who will be
handling music on a temporary
basis, would appreciate service
from manufacturers and dis-
tributors. Alden Lawson is
helping to coordinate station
activities. Manufacturers are
asked to place the station's
name on mailing lists for jazz
and black music product, as
the station management will
work with those who work with
them.

Buzzy & Friends Take Carnegie
 NEW YORK-Sunday after-
noon (24) at Carnegie Hall
could be called a Sid Bernstein
gala, for Buzzy Linhart and
Mandrill, two of Sid's prize
acts, were on display. It should
be marked as an important day
in the careers of each, because
two facts come to mind at the
outset. First, Mandrill returned
to this city, their city, as a
headliner, and for Buzzy, it
marks his first major concert
appearance in New York.

Buzzy's billing said "Buzzy
Linhart and Friends." Knowing
Buzzy, that might mean the en-
tire world. Believe it or not, he
really does have an incredible
amount of friends, many of
whom showed up on that dismal
and rainy afternoon.

Using the Carnegie stage to
its fullest, he was allowed the
freedom of movement that's
not available at, say, a Gerde's
Folk City. He was able to let
it out, but never forgetting the
acoustics of the hall in which
he was working, so consequent-
ly, volume was kept at a plaus-
ible level. Too many performers
forget that fact. Thankfully
Buzzy did not.

His first song was "Friends,"
the first single release (it's
about time) from his Kama
Sutra LP, "The Time To Live
Is Now." The song sort of set
the trend for the remainder
of the set. He had Labelle
singing back-up for his ver-
sion of Elton John's "Take
Me to the Pilot," a perfect
blending of a raspy blues voice
with soulful rhythms by a
group good enough to headline
anywhere, anytime. Buzzy left
the stage while Patti and the
girls did two numbers on their
own. With tremendous audi-
ence acceptance, one would as-
sume that Buzzy's return to the
stage would be met with some-
what less than wild enthus-
iasm, but he very ably pulled
things out of the fire with Fred
Neil's "The Bag I'm In."

`Fiddler' Has Wide Appeal
 NEW YORK-Millions have
already been captivated by the
play "Fiddler on the Roof,"
having seen either Harold
Prince's New York production
or one of the many versions
shown all over the world over
the past decade. Now "Fiddler"
is a movie, just released by
United Artists, and the ques-
tion that naturally comes to
any "Fiddler" fan's mind is
whether the movie could pos-
sibly be as masterful a work as
the play.

Happily, the answer seems to
be that the Norman Jewison
film manages to keep many
of the things that were so
wonderful about the play
equally engaging (especially
the songs), while exploring
through the new medium the
additional scope and possibility
for panorama that film allows.

Starting at the beginning, we
find, not surprisingly, a fiddler
on a roof. But this is no ordi-
nary fiddler, and Isaac Stern's
brilliant violin solo dominates
the first minutes of the movie,
while Tevye struggles through
"Tradition." Although "Tradi-
tion" is one of the weaker
numbers in the film (it was
one of the few which did not
draw applause from the audi-
ence), the viewer barely has
time to be disappointed before
being thrown into "Match-
maker, Matchmaker," "If I
Were a Rich Man," "Sunrise,
Sunset" and all the other songs
and scenes which made the first
act an almost unqualified de-
light. (Director Jewison em-
ployed some interesting cine-
matic techniques in the first
act, and some which seemed
forced, but on balance the film
was technically a success.)

Every film has areas of weak-
ness, and for "Fiddler" the
weak spots came in the second
act. The scene in which Golde
goes to the Priest to find
Chava and Tevye's drawn-out
song to his third daughter
dragged a bit, and brought the
total length of the film to a

somewhat unwieldy three and a
half hours. But the second act,
too, had its share of magic
moments, including the best of
the lesser known songs in the
score, Tevye and Golde's touch-
ing duet, "Do You Love Me?"

Topol Excellent
The actor who portrays

Tevye makes or breaks any
"Fiddler" production, and
Topol who played the role in
several stage versions, was ex-
cellent. His face came under
close scrutiny, and at times
occupied the entire huge
screen; but he came up with
utterly believable expressions
of puzzlement, anger, joy or
whatever emotion the situation
demanded.

There were several other
noteworthy performances. Paul
Mann was in good form as the
comical butcher Lazar Wolf,
and Molly Picon was well cast
as Yente, the character whose
name reveals her personality.
Leonard Frey started out a bit
shakily as the bumbling Motel,
but as the film progressed and
Motel became more mature (in
Tevye's words, "he became a
person"), Frey's portrayal also
improved.

There was little doubt
but that this movie would be
one of the biggest of all time,
and the laughter and tears of
the first audiences to see it
only confirmed that fact. The
movie soundtrack, with all the
fine Jerry Bock -Sheldon Har-
nick songs, is already before
the film's release racing up the
charts. And it's only a matter
of time before "Fiddler on the
Roof" takes its place with
"West Side Story" and other
stage -to -screen classics as a
film with the widest possible
mass appeal. Mike Sigman

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Shermans on ledknobs' All Turn Out Levy Joins Polydor

"This was the last picture
Disney personally purchased
before his death," Richard-or
was it Robert? - revealed.
(From now on, quotes will be
attributed to "the brothers" !)
"Actually, he bought the Mary
Norton book before 'Mary Pop -
pins.' I remember just before
everything got going on 'Pop -
pins,' we were having some
trouble getting okays from P.
L. Travers, the author of the
stories, on the songs we had
written. It was very exasperat-
ing. One day Walt came to us
and said, 'Don't worry, boys.
I've bought another story that
deals with magic. If we can't
work things out with Travers,
we'll be able to use your stuff
in the other picture.' He was
talking about 'Bedknobs and
Broomsticks.'

"Walt Disney was a vision-
ary-he looked to the future."

Bedknobs' Heroine Saltier
The brothers noted that while

Disney purchased "Bedknobs"
in the early '60s and officially
assigned the Shermans to it in
'64, the company didn't want
to produce it right away. "With
the success of 'Poppins,' it was
thought wiser to wait a while
with another picture about a
magic -practicing English hero-
ine. The witch that Angela
plays in 'Bedknobs' is different
from Mary Poppins, though.
Mary didn't evolve; Eglantine,
our 'Bedknobs' heroine, is a
saltier broad, an amateur witch
who does change, becoming
softer. Unlike Mary, perfection
herself, Eglantine can't get a
trick right."

They continued: "We wrote
18 songs for 'Bedknobs,' about
10 of which are used. But we
won't discard the rest: they'll
find their way into other things.

"The score was written in
three stages consuming about
12 months over about six years.
In '64 we worked shaping the
story for about five months.
Then in '68 we picked up again
for about three months, fol-
lowed by two in '69. Early in
1970 we did the final songs."

Did they have to write with
an eye-or ear-toward who
would be playing the roles?
"No, the songs were written
for the characters in the story.
That's the Disney style: they
consider the story first. They
don't say 'We have this one
under contract and we have to
write such -and -such for him.'
Of course, there were some
minor alterations to suit the
actors finally chosen."

The Shermans, who once had
an exclusive three-year con-
tract with Disney, now free-
lance. Why did they leave the
Disney fold? "Walt died," the
brothers shrugged. "We were
Walt's songwriters. He loved
music. He didn't know much
about it, technically-it was a
gut understanding. He felt it.
Walt very much dug what we
did. We filled in everywhere
he wanted a little number-
sometimes we were working on
five different things at the same
time. Since he died, there hasn't
been that much music in Disney
films, really. Certain producers
dig different types of things.
Walt had a universal feeling
for music. He knew what people
wanted there, just as he knew
what they wanted in movies."

Disney World Theme
The busy brothers' song

"Small World," written for the
World's Fair a few years ago
and then one of the most popu-
lar rides at Disneyland, has
been adopted as the official
theme for the new Walt Disney
World in Orlando, Fla. They
also have written five songs
for a new Disneyland Records
album called "The Orange
Bird," featuring Anita Bryant.
According to the brothers,
"This was requested by the
Florida Citrus Association as a
tie-in with Disney World. Vince
Jeffreys from the Disney Stu-
dios created a wonderful little
orange bird and Jimmy John-
son, President of the Disney
music operation, developed the
storyteller package."

And here's another bit of
news to cheer a non -Disney
world : "Mary Poppins" is ex-
pected to be re-released soon.
"The re-release policy at Disney
is basically every seven years,"
the brothers explained. "'Mary
Poppins' should turn up again
after the last run of 'Bedknobs
and Broomsticks,' around
1973."

two labels feel that upon en-
tering this "spirit of partner-
ship "agreement they can be as-
sured of maximum market pen-
eration with a substantial
growth pattern.

Deal is unique in that each
company is on its own and
competing as any two com-
panies would, but they will be
sharing this one distributing
facility.

For Schoenbaum's part he is
"just trying to make Polydor
happen" and feels that through
UDC and a deeper penetration
program, it will. As for Stew -
art's involvement, he states
that UA through UDC had a
large distribution operation
without really enough product
to support it, and by his pact
with Polydor he feels that he
will probably have to increase
the UDC staff.

Stewart added that it will
become increasingly difficult to
compete in this business with-
out real and deep penetration
of market, and that UDC as a
no -profit and no -loss operation
can make this possible, where
an independent distribution
company cannot, since it must
make money for itself.

of a billion dollars from the
legitimate industry.

Among the signatory nations
will be the United States,
which was put into the position
of becoming a signatory by
the recent enactment of S646,
the bill granting a copyright to
sound recordings. Ernest S.
Meyers, RIAA General Coun-
sel, is a member of the State

Department delegation repre-
senting the U.S. at that con-
vention.

The countries that adhere to
this international treaty will
be obligating themselves not
only to ban the sale of counter-
feit and pirate recordings
within their respective coun-
tries, but to prohibit the im-
portation of such illicit mer-
chandise.

Jack Jones Slick, Sincere at Copa Bow
 NEW YORK-Jack Jones is
that rare combination of night
club slickness and sincerity.
There isn't a hint of a mistake
in his perfectly timed act, but
still he sings each song with
such personal honesty and
feeling that you know he loves
and means what he's doing.
Add to the above a wealth of
talent, and the result is one
excellent night club performer.

All this was in evidence at
Jack's Copa opening last Thurs-
day (21). With barely a nod
to his many hits of the past
few years (he sang "Wives
and Lovers," but not "Impossi-
ble Dream" or "A Day in the
Life of a Fool"), the RCA art-
ist revealed a keen feeling for
today's music with fine inter-

pretations of David Gates' "If,"
Gordon Lightfoot's "If You
Could Read My Mind" and the
title song from his new RCA
album, Leon Russell's "A Song
for You." He also surprised the
audience with an unusual ren-
dition of another contemporary
song, "That's the Way I've Al-
ways Heard It Should Be,"
during which screens suddenly
descended from somewhere and
scenes of suburbia were shown
while a taped female voice
harmonized with Jones'.

Although some of the out-of-
towners may have been disap-
pointed at not hearing more
of the old hits, the Jack Jones
Copa show was, for those who
like today's sounds, a smashing
success.

Mrs. Greenberg Recognized
For Anti - Piracy Work
 NEW YORK - The passage
of the anti -piracy bill embody-
ing limited copyright protec-
tion to record manufacturers
marked the climax of a nearly
two -year -long battle initiated
by Florence Greenberg, Presi-
dent of Scepter Records.

In recognition of her efforts
as the catalyst and constant
backer of legislative relief for
the industry, Mrs. Greenberg
was presented with the official
act and signature pen used by
President Nixon to sign 5646,
the anti -piracy bill. Coinciden-
tally, the bill was signed into
law on Oct. 15, the same day
that she was honored at a
testimonial dinner in New
York as the UJA Music Divi-
sion's Woman of the Year.

Mrs. Greenberg sparked the
drive for governmental action
following the discovery of
many malpractices plagueing
both her company and the in-
dustry in general.

In January, 1970, she initi-
ated an Ad Hoc group desig-

nated the Music Emergency
Committee, which met to form-
ulate a plan of action. Present
were Al Bell, Executive Vice
President of Stax Records, and
representatives of several other
record companies, the Harry
Fox Agency, members of the
trade press and other inter-
ested parties.

An outgrowth of that origin-
al meeting was the appointment
of Washington, D.C., consult-
ant Sean Downey as the com-
mittee's legislative represent-
ative. Downey and prominent
music industry attorney An-
drew Feinman proceded to
draft legislation to present to
the McClelland committee for
action.

Mutual assistance w a s
sought from both NARM and
the RIAA, both of whom were
laboring for an omnibus copy-
right revision act. The RIAA
acceded to pursuing the limited
measure as a step toward more
extensive future revision of
the existing laws.

 An important facet of spreading the word
concerning black music is the educational field.
Billy Taylor and many other fine musicians
have made great headway with programs that
involved public schools in and around New
York. But the most interesting aspect of the
academic treatment of jazz is in the univer-

Michael Cuscuna sity.
The outstanding program is at Wesleyan University in

Middletown, Conn. This African American Music Program be-
gan in 1969 with one instructor and one course. There are now
19 courses. Down Beat contributor Bill Cole is the administra-
tive assistant. Trombonist Clifford Thornton is an assistant pro-
fessor, and Sam Rivers, Jimmy Garrison and Ed Blackwell are
among the six visiting artists. The courses cover a wide range
of African and Afro-American black music and art. They are
available to undergraduate and applicable to Master's and Ph.D.
degrees in World Music.

To complement the program, many black musicians have given
concerts on the campus over the past two years, including Sun
Ra, Jackie McLean, Sam Rivers' Harlem Ensemble, Miles Davis,
Freddie Hubbard, Raschid Ali, Ken McIntyre, Clifford Thornton
and Ornette Coleman.

Elsewhere on campuses, Rutgers University is maintaining its
Institute of Jazz Studies. Composer -trombonist -cellist David
Baker is continuing the successful jazz department that he insti-
tuted at the University of Indiana. Willie Ruff is teaching at
Yale. Saxophonist Marion Brown has moved from Yale to Bow-
doin. Nathan Davis is at the University of Pittsburgh. Bassist
Larry Ridley is an assistant professor of music at Rutgers. Pian-
ists Ran Blake and George Russell remain at the New England
Conservatory, while bassist Buell Neidlinger has moved to a
California university.

Cecil Taylor has shifted from the University of Wisconsin to
Brandeis. Ken McIntyre has been appointed head of the music
department and a professor of the humanities at the College of
Old Westbury, State University of New York. Don Cherry left
his successful program at Dartmouth to live in Norway.

All in all, some great artists are finding homes in which to
create and communicate. Karl Berger, Randy Weston and others
are touring with lecture -seminar -concert programs that are pre-
sented in conjunction with the music departments of various col-
leges. This is certainly one of the healthier sides of the jazz scene.

Yet another record company has surfaced with a beautiful re-
lease by the legendary six -fingered blues guitarist Hound Dog
Taylor. It is Taylor's first album, and it's about time. The label
is Alligator Records, owned and operated by Bruce Iglauer, who
also works for Delmark Records and is a free-lance writer. The
album contains blues and boogies by the amazing singer -guitarist
with his regular trio. And it's outstanding.

Distribution is still limited
to some major cities.

 LONDON-Radio Luxembourg's third annual Grand Prix, held
in the Grand Duchy last Oct. 21, proved to be a tremendous
success. Germany emerged as winners through their entry by
Spanish -born Miguel Rios, singing "Sonnenschein and Regen-
bogen," released by Polydor. This forced our own Johnny Goodi-
son production of "Ring a Ring of Roses," by Union Express
(Decca) into second place with France's Daniel Popp finishing
third. The Grand Prix also featured guest artists, one being
chosen by each service of Radio Luxembourg-France, Germany,
Holland, Luxembourg and Britain, who wisely chose Lulu as their
Star of the year. Her spot on the show, introduced by U.K. dj
Paul Burnett, was outstanding, as was other British contestant
Richard Harris' performance, although he, surprisingly, did not
figure in the ratings. The event closed with a party held for all
those concerned, hosted by Radio Luxembourg's personnel includ-
ing U.K. General Manager Alan Keen, executives Ken Evans and
Jimmy Parsons and djs Mark Wesley, Kid Jensen, Paul Burnett
and Dave Christian,

Former EMI staff producer Tony Palmer has joined Pye Rec-
ords as A & R Controller, responsible to Peter Prince. Palmer
has been working as an independent for the last three years since
leaving EMI, for whom he enjoyed success with British artists
Georgie Fame, Yardbirds and the Scaffold. He also produced the
Supremes and Buddy Greco for the company. Meanwhile, EMI
has now increased their staff producers team to six, having just
taken on new man Peter Morris. Morris has been working with
Philips' publishing arm, Flamingo Music (soon to be changed
to Intersong Int.), for the past two years.

The Philips Group conferences held in Baarn have resulted in
the formation of an international pop management team. This
is comprised of Fred Marks, U.K. Managing Director; Oscar
Drechsler, Managing Director of Phonogram Tongesellschaft in
Hamburg; Roger Maruani, A & R Manager for France; Leo Bou-
dewijns, Manager for NV Phonogram Amsterdam; Jules Rotter-
dam, Popular Division Manager for PPI; and Wim Schipper,
A & R Manager of PPI. The body has been set up in an attempt
to achieve a new dimension in the Philips International pop rep-
ertoire and to intensify the search for new talent as well as
in the promotion of Philips' top international artists.

The singles market is hotting up again with many excellent
releases this week. Most impressive are King Biscuit Boy's
"Ranky Tankwy" on Paramount; Deep Purple's "Fireball," the
title track of their album lifted as a single by Harvest; "Tell
Mamma" by Savoy Brown on Decca; and the Hollies' "Long Cool
Woman" on Parlaphone. To be issued here in two weeks is the
Beach Boys' superb new album, "Surf's Up," with one of the cuts
being issued as a single . . . Lead singer with the Hollies, Alan
Clarke, is reported to be negotiating a solo recording contract,
which could lead to the inevitable . . . Former singer with the
Marmalade, Junior Campbell, has his first solo release, "Good-
bye Baby Jane," this week on Deram (Decca).

Heinz Warneke, Director of the Deutschland Halle, has a hot
show on ice with "The Merry Widow" operetta; but don't wear
thin clothes, button up . . The Sigert-Verlag has a very up-to-
the-minute music magazine called Fans for young people.

Bernard Chevry, Midem Prexy, appeared on the Radio Tele-
vision Luxembourg Producers Award Show, and announced the
winners. First prize was a German song (for the first time in
years). Producer winner was Fred Weyrich, with his artist,
Miguel Rios ("Song of Joy") singing "Sonnenschein im Regen-
bogen." Second prize went to England's Union Express and third
prize to France's Pierre Cit, with Daniel Popp's music. When
Miguel sang his winning song again, girls threw flowers at him
from the audience . . .

Sinatra added that he has for
a long time ignored many
false and damaging stories
printed about him by irrespon-
sible publications but decided
he must now take action "to
protect the emotional well-be-
ing of my family and myself."

Sinatra said he intends,
further, to bring suit against
any other person or persons
who promulgate any false
stories concerning him.

This group, recently inked by CBS -Sugar, has suddenly achieved
great popularity, reaching the top position on our thanks to their hit
"Tanta Voglia de Lei," an original Italian copyright published by
Sugarmusic. On the wings of their success, CBS -Sugar now re-
leases the first LP of I Pooh, "Opera Prima." The strong promo-
tional campaign on this started Oct. 19 with a press dinner . . .

Groups like I Pooh, Middle of the Road (RCA), Formula 3 (Nu-
mero Uno), Ocean (RI.FI) and I Profeti (CBS -Sugar) all being
listed in the top positions clearly indicates the present trend of
our music market. Once again the Italian radio and TV company
concentrates the best of its efforts producing the outdated yearly
music contest entitled "Canzonissima." Groups are not admitted.
Thirty-six singers will take part in this 1971 edition of the show,
which going through preliminary heats and finals should select
the best Italian song and performer after 13 consecutive Satur-
day nights. Of course, with just a few exceptions, all songs pre-
sented are fast forgotten, confirming the limits of this contest.

And now some quick news from Durium. Loretta Goggi (a TV
actress, debuting now as a singer), will represent Italy at the
next Tokyo International Festival in Japan . . . Nini Rosso, just
back from his tour of Russia, is leaving for Japan this week. He
will stay there for a 15 -day concert tour.

Goffin to 10 -year writing con-
tracts at Screen Gems in 1966;
he signed Cynthia Weil and
Barry Mann to five-year writ-
ing contract at Screen Gems in
1966; and he signed David
Gates to Screen Gems in 1966.

Also, he signed Dawn's Tony
Orlando up for the first time
about 10 years ago; he created
the Monkees and the Archies
on discs; he had one of RCA's
best string of big singles with
Neil Sedaka singing Sedaka-
Howard Greenfield songs in the
early '60s; he started, and
and started with, Bobby Darin;
he recently acquired Alan Jay
Lerner's holdings in all Lerner-
Loewe shows; he was instru-
mental in the establishment of
"The Look of Love" and "Born
Free" as hit movie tunes.

Well, the list is endless, but
the most exalting addition to
it recently is that Kirshner,
under his agreement with ATV
and Sir Lew Grade thereof, is
the sole publisher of John Len-
non and Paul MacCartney's
Maclen songs.

(Last year's top BMI com-
panies were ATV/Kirshner,
which Kirshner, of course,
heads now, and Screen Gems
Music which Kirshner headed
in the mid -'60s.)

Publisher/Creator
I'm involved in many areas

of the business now," Kirsh-
ner said last week, "but right
now I prefer to think of my-
self as a publisher and a cre-
ative music man. That's what
I do best. It doesn't take a
genius to get John Lennon's
`Imagine' album to No. 1. And
I'm not going to take credit
for the fall -ins like Stu Phillips
Plays Lennon and McCartney
and that kind of thing. But I
got the,Barbra Streisand
"Mother' and 'Love' by the
Lettermen. I have built up the
contacts over the years and I
can call people. Also, I have
music men who can do the
same thing. I think I'm the best
in the business and I want
people to know it. What I'm
doing is building copyrights."

Kirshner is doing all this
these days out of his swanky,
airy new offices on Sixth
Avenue, where he's surrounded
by old and loyal associates,
Herb Moelis and Bernie Lang,
as well as 35 or 40 new em-
ployees. Roger Grod has been
handed heavy-duty chores here
and Jeff Heath is running the
English Kirshner branch.

The current activities at
KEC include the re-emergence
of Neil Sedaka as an artist-

with heavy accent on his album
"Emergence" as chart album
and demo record; the return
of Jimmy Darren as a hit
singer (his "Mammy Blue"
version on Kirshner is 61 this
week) and all-around enter-
tainer; and a re -shaping of the
Archies.

Of course, wherever Kirsh-

"I'm involved in other things,
too, these days," Kirshner said.
"Movies, for instance, in part-
nership with Howard Minsky
who produced 'Love Story.' And
there are other very big situa-
tions-two or three- that are
just about to come through.
But I don't want to talk about
them. I want to talk about
publishing and creative musical
management. You can say we're
acquisition -minded. And you
can say we're geared to go."
