The biggest seller of the year
for Columbia has been, once
again, Walter Carlos’ synthe-
sized versions of Bach greats
entitled “Switched On Bach,”
which wag recently re-released
in quadraphonic sound. DGG
reports that their eight-record
set of Beethoven’s nine sym-
phonies, with a $36 suggested
list price, ig their number one
seller this year. .

Both companies agreed that
sales have been stirred by in-
creasing use of classical music
in other media. With films like
Stanley Kubrick’s “2001,” his
recently released .“Clockwork
Orange,” “Elvira Madigan,”
and many more, the public is

Singer-Writer Tony Hazzard Speaks Out

B Tony Hazzard has been one of
Britain’s most prolific and suc-
cessful somgwriters over the
past six years. Recently he has
embarked upon a solo singing
career through his first album,
named after his place of resi-
dence, Loudwater House, re-
leased on the newly formed
Bronze label. The following in-
terview with Hazzard was con-
ducted, exclusively with Record
World in London.

Record World: How did you
first become involved in the
music business?

Hazzard: When I came down to London I met a man named
Tony Garnett, who’s now a film producer, but at the time worked
for BBC television. He was then working on two TV plays,
“Cathy Come Home,” and “Up The Junction,” which both created
a bit of a storm. I was already writing songs but he was a great
help to me both financially and inspirationally. He told me never
to believe the overnight success bit, it’s all g load of rubbish, he
said. This turned out to be true, All the so called overnight stars
have been around for years. Elton John! I was working with him
doing back-up vocals for years and it’s great that he’s doing
so well now, but people think that Reg, or rather Elton John,
was an overnight success. It’s like Gilbert O’ Sullivan. I have
records he made years ago when he was Ray O’ Sullivan and
they didn’t do a thing. I thought he was incredible but I wasn’t
in a position to do anything about it. In fact he was doing better
material then, than he is now. Now he’s happened because of
a good gimmick; he wears funny clothes. He should be playing
the British and American colleges, knocking them out. He writes
incredible stuff. I'd like to think that he would have happened
without all that gimmickry but God bless Gordon Mills for doing
it anyway.

RW: What particular artist or writer deriving from your home
town, Liverpool, has had any great influence on your career?

Hazzard: The Beatles, obviously, like everybody else, but I
always will remember reading the Liverpool Echo and seeing
Gerry and the Pacemakers advertised and I wondered—what
were they like? They turned out to be a very good band, but
I only met Gerry once.

RW: Do you have any notable friends from the Liverpool days?

Hazzard: I had lots of friends at school playing in various
bands, including Stuart Sutcliffe who was with the Beatles orig-
inally in Hamburg. S

RW: What made you decide to take up a career singing your
own material after having written successfully for so many
established artists?

Hazzard: Well, T always have sung. When I first came down
to London I was singing on my own. I came as an artist more
than a writer.

RW: Have you enjoyed any success as an artist?

Hazzard: No, but six years ago I came close with “You’ll Never
Put Shackles On Me,” on Philips, Then came a Eurovision Song
Contest contender called “Candyman’s Trumpet,” which I re-
corded for CBS but that was unsuccessful too. It wasn’t really
like making records, it was just an escape for me.

RW: It appears that you always write solo. Have you ever felt
the need for a partner?

Hazzard: I tried writing with Mike d’Abo once, and with Tony
Hicks, but it didn’t come to anything. I just get an idea and
work on it with a guitar and it seems to work without anyone

else’s help. Take “Fox On The Run.” I was out on Hampstead
Heath taking the dogs for a walk and the idea came—fancy
being left here to die like a fox on the run, the analogy in the
song being a lady leaving someone after an affair. You see,
lyrics are very important to me personally, not that other people
listen. However, it was drilled into me early on to write “hooks”
into my songs, which I have always done. Now they just pop
up. I'm sure its the same with any writer of popular music. They
must feel what they write.

RW: Can you remember all of your hit songs?

Hazzard: Oh yes! The first one was when I first came down to
London and that was with, “You Wont Be Leaving,” by Herman’s
Hermits, produced by Mickie Most. In fact, Mickie has recorded
a lot of my songs and strangely enough, John Paul Jones, who
now plays with Led Zeppelin did the arrangements for loads
of those records. There was also, ‘“Me, The Peaceful Heart,”
by Lulu, again arranged by John Paul Jones, rather pinched
that it is! He arranged “Ha Ha Said The Clown,” which was a
very big hit throughout Europe for Manfred Mann, and my
Eurovision song, “Candyman’s Trumpet,” as well as ‘“Brown
Eyed Girl” by Family Dogg.

RW: What about your other successful songs?

Hazzard: Well apart from those, I wrote the Tremelos’ “Hello
World,” “Listen To Me,” by the Hollies, “Fox On The Run”
by Manfred Mann again, and there were others.

RW: What British songwriters do you most admire?

Hazzard: Lennon and McCartney. In fact I have written a
song about Paul MecCartney and named after him—it’s on the
next album. It’s a mickey take really; the first line is, ‘““I wish
I could write a song like Paul McCartney,” but it goes on to
say that I'm glad I don’t because he’s not writing as well as
he was. There’s also Ry Cooder from the States, who seems to
do everything, session playing, singing etc. Tim Hardin I admire,
I have seen him recently, he came to a gig at the Speakeasy
and to one at the Music Workshop, which was nice.

RW: BBC’s Radio One must have played many of your com-
positions by countless different artists. Why do you suppose
they chose not to play your own single from the Loudwater House
album, “Blue Movie Man?”

Hazzard: Because they’re silly! Shall I repeat that? They're
a bit daft! They play lots of records which are offensive to me—
very bad records, very boring records, very tasteless records,
but they didn’t play “Blue Movie Man,” which I thought was
a good record, apart from the fact that I did it!

RW: What was the song about?

Hazzard: I live in a large regency mansion, rather in a cot-
tage at the end of it, and the main part of it is taken up with
flats (apartments). The song is about a man who lives in the
main part of the house who’s very boring. He’s annoyed that
I have dogs and cats and he chases them and throws things at
them. He’s the sort of person who will put a stop to anyone
enjoying themselves. So I wrote a song about him. The idea
being that people who watch blue movies don’t really like life,
they’d rather watch it than do it!

RW: Do you think the BBC misunderstood the song’s meaning?

Hazzard: No! I just think they were too narrow minded. Just
before the record was released there was this big controversy
in the News of the World newspaper about the BBC which in-
volved blue films. Therefore, anything to do with them was out!
As far as I know, a memo was sent round the place saying that
this record was not to be played.

RW: Although they don’t officially ban records do they?

Hazzard: No, However, there is rather a funny appendix to
it all. I felt it would be super to write a dirty song and get them
to play it. It was called, “Mrs. Kew,” and will probably be on
my next album. I taped the song a couple of months ago for the

Cheech & Chong,

Chapin, On High

B NEW YORK — Cheech &
Chong (Ode) are funny, and
they probably relate to street
people as much as a priest re-
lates to religion, but it’s kind
of unfortunate that 80 per cent
of their material deals with
drugs and getting high. After
awhile, their routines become
an extension of one joke. They
limit themselves by beginning
every sentence with “Hey man.”
How much can be said about
downs, reds and joints? But,
everyone at the Bitter End
laughed a lot, myself included.

Visually, the act is nothing
short of remarkable, Each char-
acter is totally believable. In
the best tradition of the stage,
Cheech & Chong have the abil-
ity to become the characters
they portray. If they can some-
how, with new material, take
their leve]l of humor above the
level of dope, they’l] be home
free.

Harry Chapin, on the other
hand, is the purest form of
natural high. When Elektra’s
commanding singer introduced
“Taxi,” currently getting its
rightful share of bullets on the
singles chart, he said, “the song
is half truth and half emo-
tional truth.” He's referring to
the last part of the song, “tak-
ing tips and getting stoned.”
Harry doesn’t really sit around
getting himself stoned, He’s
just a “high” person. If you're
not familiar with the song, you
probably haven’t been listening
to the radio.

Andy Williams (Columbia), cur-
rently climbing the charts with

his recording of “Love Theme
From ‘The Godfather’,” recently
hosted two screenings of that rec-
ord-breaking [I’aramount Pictures
film, one in New York and the
other in Los Angeles. Shown with
Andy, right, following the Los
Angeles screening are, from left,
Raider Paul Revere, Johnny
Mathis, and Mike Smith, Raiders
drummer, all Columbia recording
artists.

“Taxi” isn’t his only song,
good as it is. Harry has writ-
ten many tunes earmarked for
greatness including “Any Old
Kind Of Day,” “And The Baby
Never Cries” and “Dogtown.”
He totally captivated his audi-
ence with his easy manner of
relating stories through music
and verse. As always, super
back-up musicians consisting of
lead guitarist Ron Palmer,
cellist Tim Scott and bass
player John Wallace add in-
credible depth and originality
to Harry’s rich melodic sound.

The group is just as good,

Johnnie Walker Radio One show and they played it. It was really
a very naughty song, deliberately written to annoy them, very
egotistical on my part, but I knew they wouldn’t see what it was
all about. I gained a great deal of satisfaction when during
another session for the same show, the producer objected to my
doing, “The Abbot Of Vale,” from the Loudwater House album,
which mentions drugs. I told him they’d already played the
record, he replied, “Have we?” They don’t even listen you see!

RW: You have recently formed your own band. How long have
you been together?

Hazzard: Can I explain first of all that I hadn’t worked with a
band for about five or six years and it was put together with a
great deal of painstaking research, a few months ago. I had to
get the right musicians, which I eventually did. One of our first
dates was for the first radio one session, for which we reported
to this BBC studio at 9:30 a.m. Now, we had been playing the
numbers on stage, and everyone in the band does a great deal of
session work. Anyway we started the session, did the first track
and went into the box to listen. It sounded so bad, I told them,
“you must be able to improve on that.” The producer explained
that they were not there to achieve a finished record and that
with about only a half an hour allowed for each title, we couldn’t
expect any better, He explained, “after all, you spend hours mak-
ing the real thing.” T nearly said at this time that the first track
on my album was completed in 40 minutes, and I had never even
met the musicians before. But I didn’t like to tell the BBC that
it’s down to their outdated facilities. It's 1930 equipment in their
studios and it’s just not as good as the 1970 standard.

RW: In what way can you see improvement for the structure
of British radio?

Hazzard: First of all, the fact is, there’s only one British
station — the “Beeb.” There’s Radio Luxembourg, which we can
hear from 7:30 p.m. but that doesn’t qualify as British. I am a
great believer in competition. Things never develop or improve

without some form of opposition. We only have the B8BC, which
is bad, with a capitol “B.” Obviously we must have commercial
radio, I don’t see why not!

RW: Do you consider the current plan for local commercial
radio stations to be a step forward?

Hazzard: That’s just keeping the people in. It’s like not letting
them out of the house. We need one national commercial station.
then there will be no end to it, and it would be a good thing.
It’s the same as everything else — the Coal Board, or the Gas
Board, there’s no competition and let’s face it, the BBC’s pretty
duff. However Radio 3 is great and Radio 2, with the Archers,
is great, but Radio One is a waste of time, It’s certainly a waste
of time for me.

RW: Considering all these problems involved for breaking new
talent here, have you set your sights on any other territories?

Hazzard: Yes. I set my sights fancifully on other territories,
like the States. I'd like to do things there, because I think they’d
accept what I am doing more than here.

RW: Have you ever had success outside the UK?

Hazzard: Yes, but not as a performer, because that’s a very
new thing. My songs have been successful in other parts, “Ha Ha
Said The Clown” went to number one in Germany twice.

RW: Have you any definite plans for a Stateside visit?

Hazzard: No, but I'd love to take my band over there. We have
got the best peddle steel player in the world, B. J. Cole. I'd like
them to see him. We also have the best lead guitarist in the world,
Roger McKue, the best bass player Toni Campo, and the best
drummer, Tex Marsh, and of course Mike Batt on piano who also
writes the arrangements. They’re all really so good! I have got
a thing about American rhythm sections who are currently in
vogue and their recording techniques are very good, but we’ve
got them equally as good here.

RW: Were you closely involved in making your new recording
deal with Uni in the States?

Hazzard: Oh no, I don’t get involved in business deals at all.
There’s so many people in the business who can do this, but I
don’t want to know about it. My manager Gerry Bron does it all.

College Conventions Under Discussion

B NEW YORK — A meeting of
promotion people who deal with
college radio, the first in a
series of meetings to be held
throughout the year, occurred
this past Tuesday, with Colum-
bia Records providing the faci-
lities.

Labels represented at this
meeting were: Polydor, RCA,
A&M, Metromedia, ABC, Bud-
dah, Atlantic, Elektra, London,
and Columbia/Epiec.

Frank discussions were held
on a number of topics, from the
recent IBS Convention’s fail-
ures, to the difference in goals
of the labels and stations at
college radio conventions.

The agenda included “con-
ference goals,” ‘“conference
needs,” “record company

needs,” and “alternative meth-
ods of exposure.” Discussion on
the first topic pointed out the
difference between the goals of
the stations to communicate
and learn, and the goals of the
record company — to expose
their music to stations attend-
ing.

The first concrete suggestion
recommended was that no pro-
motional material be distrib-
uted at the Convention. While
it was never concluded that
this is a prudent course to fol-
low, it was pointed out by some
record representatives that the
needs of the record companies
at conferences are important,
and must be worked in. The
four methods of exposure that
record companies have used in
the past have been booths, hos-
pitality suites, record distribu-
tions, or a combination of the
three. These means of exposure,
most agreed, must be coupled
with some sort of method of
meeting with students and dis-
cussing their problems, goals,
programming, and getting a
chance to talk to people.

From here, the discussion
turned to a “history of the
booth” at IBS Conventions.
Years ago, a few record com-
panies exhibited in a large
room. This became a problem
when companies tried to outdo
each other by making their
stereog louder in the exhibi-
tion hall, which was filled with
many exhibitors. The result:
record companies were pro-
hibited from playing any music
at their booths, which was not
beneficial to getting the “musi-
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cal message’ across, A sugges-
tion for the future was not to
have booths at all, but have all
record distributors in their own
rooms (or suites) or an ex-
tended period of time. An at-
tempt should be made to have
all of them on the same floor.

At this point, the discussion
became somewhat idealistic,
with some representatives ques-
tioning the goals of the college
broadcaster who attends the
conference (does he come just
for the free records, clothing
and booze?), and whether the
record companies can work out
problems themselves for “the
good of the music.” Most people
admitted that many come for
what is given out, but it was
pointed out that the reasoning
behind this was that the em-
phasis in past conferences had
shiftedq from meetings to free-
bies., Again, no conclusions
were reached.

There was definite and total
agreement, though, on the need
for communication and total
information, and that the con-
vention schedule must be well
publicized.

Bob Brownstein of Elektra
pointed out that if record com-
panies weren’t at the confer-
ence, stations probably wouldn’t
be there either. Mickey Wallach
of ABC mentioned the need for
conferences to be held on col-
lege campuses. There was
agreement also on the idea that
the convention should not be
“company for company, but
company for college radio.”
Mickey Wallach also pointed
out that there was basic dis-
agreement among stations on
what they want out of confer-
ences, but that “it is not our
(the record company’s) con-
ference.” And Kate Buckley of
Columbia emphasized the need
for more time in planning con-
ferences, than there has been
in the past.

At the conclusion, a number
of suggestions were made, They
included having more meetings
to try and work out common
goals and needs of the record
companies in their participa-
tion at college radio conven-
tions. A number of labels in-
dicated they would not attend
any IBS Convention in the fu-
ture, unless changes are made.
But all agreed that there is a
need for record company people
to be present at conventions,

vision, feel that people shy
away from buying classical rec-
ords because they feel one must
have extensive background be-
fore buying. The exposure nec-
essary for sales already exists;
what is needed now is for the
merchandiser to know what his
customers are being exposed
to. This can be accomplished
by keeping abreast of other
media through trade publica-
tions, record company flyers,
television commercials, con-
sumer magazines, and so on.

When asked what the mer-
chandiser can do to increase
sales, Gelassen replied that the
promotional material supplied
him by the manufacturer was
potentially very useful. And if
space ig not available for post-
ers or signs, the sales clerk
should at least be able to assist
the customer in locating the
classics with the greatest mass
appeal.

The key point, then, is for
the merchandiser to familiarize
himself and his clerks with the
popular classics, so that they
are better able to promote their
stock to the customer. To that
end, Columbia occasionally in-
stitutes promotional campaigns
for their artists, or DGG flies
eight tons of recording equip-
ment to Boston to record the
Boston Symphony Orchestra
there four times a year.

Rarely have such measures
been taken in other fields of
music with the intention of
giving the public better quality
records,

With the companies giving
the public more for their mon-
ey, and contemporary FM sta-
tions programming more clas-
sics, the market is ripe for a
surge in sales, and the mer-
chandiser should be prepared
to handle the growing number
of classical music consumers,
while continuing to enable the
buff to pursue his avocation
with ease,

Goldshoro Glitters

B LOS ANGELES — From the
word go, Bobby Goldsboro (UA)
utterly charmed a capacity
crowd at the Westside Room of
the Century Plaza Hotel, here.
Performing mainly songs he
had either written or made
into hits, Goldsboro employed a
wide range of musical styles

in his performance, ranging
from the moving “Honey”
through the funky, country-

flavored “Muddy Mississippi
Line,” to the introspective “See
The Funny Little Clown,” and
his tender look at childhood’s
end, “Broomstick Cowboy.”

His performance is polished
and glittering; he and his crew
are indeed craftsmen and tho-
roughly professional.

A special mention must be made regarding the tremendous
impact made by the Stoneman Family despite the various prob-
lems due to the loss of some of their equipment, such as Donna
Stoneman having to use an inferior borrowed mandolin.

An Sunday, April 2, the day started with two radio shows
being recorded by the BBC for “Country Style,” with the follow-
ing artists: Tom T. Hall, the Earl Scruggs Revue, Bill Anderson,
and Hank Williams Jr. In the evening they all appeared on the
Wembley Stage along with Ireland’s Larry Cunningham, Eng-
land’s Jonny Young Four and Terry McKenna (winner of the
Wrang’ers 1971 Song Contest), John D. Loudermilk and Dottie
West. Dottie very kindly substituted at the last moment for Jan
Howard, who was confined to bed on doctor’s orders. The Sunday
show, as much a standout as Saturday’s performance, ranged from
the excellent musicianship of The Earl Scruggs Revue to the
polished performances of Tom. T. Hall, Anne Murray, Hank
Williams, Jr, and Bill Anderson.

During the interval, awards were presented by Mary Reeves
for the following categories: top US male artist, Hank Williams
Jr.; top US female artist, Loretta Lynn; top US group, Tompall
and the Glaser Brothers; top British group, Jonny Young Four;
top British solo artists, Brian Golby; top country song of the
yvear, “Help Me Make It Through The Night” by Kris Kristoffer-
son; top record company for the promotion of country music,
RCA.

A special award was introduced for the individual who has
done the most to present country music. The category is called
“Ambassador of Country Music” and was awarded to George
Hamilton IV. George has become the leading name in British
country music as a result of hig two BBC television series over
the past year and is an obvious choice for such an award. A
joint award for the most promising British group, went to the
Western Union, the Nightriders and the New Westernaires.

During the two-day Festival, a mini Wembley Festival took
place in a tent erected in an area adjacent to Wembley Pool.
Over twenty-five acts participated for prizes that were presented
by the Country Music Association of Great Britain, and The
New Musical Express. This was won by the Syndicate. Promoter
Mervyn Conn invited the Syndicate to appear on the same pro-
gram as Jerry Lee Lewis at the London Palladium on April 23.
