This
sum will include expenditure for
wardrobe, food, lodging and
medical expenses, and, added the
Yogi, "even paying your unpaid
bills, if necessary."

Contracts being prepared for
Universal Awareness Record
Corporation will include a
unique release clause which may
only be activated by the artist
and not by the company. Writ-
ers, too, will get an unusually
generous break from UARC:
twenty-five percent of the pub-
lishing rights will be their take.

The release clause, designed
by the Yogi himself, works like
this: an artist wishing to dis-
associate himself from UARC
must appear in person before
the president (Yogi Adonaiasis)
to file his complaint. If after
discussion with the Yogi, if no
agreement is reached, the artist
may appear again before the
president 24 hours later, and if
once more no agreement is
reached, the Yogi will immedi-
ately order the invalidation of
the contract with the artist, who
is immediately a free agent.

There is only one stipulation
regarding the exercise of the re-
lease clause, explained the Yogi.
That is, that the artist in ques-
ton must appear in person. No
one may substitute for the art-
ist, neither managers, personal
representatives, nor even law-
yers will do.

Would-be rip-off artists are
warned, however. If you haven't
got the goods, says the Yogi,
or you try to pull a fast one,
beware. The Yogi "reads the
past, present and future and
can read minds as well, which
produces a complete file on
would-be contractees, more con-
cise than a private investiga-
tion."

 Last year, pianist Jaki Byard returned to
his native Boston where he has been quite ac-
tive. In March, he presented a special concert
of his music performed by a 21 -piece jazz
chamber orchestra. On Easter Sunday, he fin-
ished off an unusual and eclectic weekend of
music at Boston's Old West Church with a
solo piano performance.

Although Byard has had a number of albums
on the Prestige label, his first record was recorded for the de-
funct Candid label. Now that those records are being reissued
by Barnaby (distributed by CBS), Jaki's never -released first date
should be out by the end of the year.

The amazing Chicago blues guitarist Jimmy 'Fast Fingers"
Dawkins, also a fine producer, singer, songwriter and writer, has
gained some long deserving acclaim since his first Delmark al-
bum was awarded the Grand Prix du Disque de Jazz for 1971 in
France. It is an honor rare among bluesmen. Dawkins, back from
a successful European tour, is finishing his second album for
Delmark. Thereafter, he will be recording for the Excello label.
Ironically several major labels were after the guitarist, but failed
to match the offer that Excello made him.

After two decades or more with Capitol Records, Stan Kenton
struck out on his own, selling records that Capitol had discon-
tinued and producing new discs for his own Creative World la-
bel, which sells by mail order.

Now Kenton has briefly returned to the commercial record
scene for a special two -album set from a recent live concert in
England. The album, which will soon be issued on London's
Phase many Kenton classics such as "The
nut Vendor" as well as new material by Hank Levy, among others.

The final workshop in the Jazz Composer's Orchestra Associa-
tion's current series at Cami Hall, 165 W. 57th Street, New York
City, will feature the music of trumpeter -valve trombonist Clif-
ford Thornton, who is currently teaching at Wesleyan College in
Middletown, Connecticut.

Aside from albums on the French BYG and Amerika labels,
Thornton also has an album on his own Third World label. The
album, "Freedom and Unity," features Thornton, Karl Berger,
Jimmy Garrison and others, and is available by writing to Third
World, 109 Broadway, Brooklyn, N.Y. Thornton has more tapes
that he is planning to release as well.

The workshop of Thornton's music will be he'd on Wednesday,
May 10 at 7:30. Admission is free.

Weather Report:
Favorable
 NEW YORK - After seeing
Weather Report (Columbia) at
the Gaslight last week (20), it
would not only be unfair of me
not to give them mention, but
also I would never forgive my-
self for not bringing them to
the attention of our music -
minded readers. It's rare when
you can sit and listen to a
group of superb musicians
bringing you into a totally new
world of music. There was a
time when I thought the music
of Miles Davis was the limit,
but Weather Report has intro-
duced me to one of the highest
forms of music ever made.

Miroslav Vituous (bass), Joe
Zawinal (piano), Wayne Shor-
ter (reeds), Eric Gravatt
(drums) and Dom Romao (per-
cussion) are five of the finest
instrumentalists ever to join to-
gether. It would be quite diffi-
cult to classify their jazz, for
I feel the word jazz isn't even
enough. Their sound is brought
to a level never before experi-
enced by me, and, from the re-
action of the audience, the ex-
citement prevailed.

An album already exists with
the majority of these individ-
uals playing, but the new addi-
tions have made Weather Re-
port tops on my list. There
should be many people await-
ing the arrival of their newly
recorded album.

would be a lot of questions as to whether they could pull it off or
not. The record was brought home. To my knowledge, and I could
be wrong about this, there were no deals with any other record
companies. They came and they played the record, they sat with
me, and I didn't even really negotiate the contract. I simply
said "This is what I can do." I could lean over a little bit
backwards because I'd had a long association with them, and
I owed them some things. The Doors really were that special
spark which made Elektra jump two or three fold from where
we were in 1967 when their album was released. I think the Doors
and their business management were very well aware of the
thing I've been hammering about for years, about artists leaving
their labels and not being as successful, and they decided that
if they could make the kind of deal they needed with Elektra,
then "let's just stay there because we've done well."

And the problems we had with them were absolutely minimal,
from the standpoint of the technical way we operate from day
to day. With our branch operation, of course, we could do
so much better. I have a thing about control. Not to have to
exercise it, but to be able to exercise it when you have to. I
don't like to have to make a record and have to give it to somebody
who's never listened to it. I'm not saying that all independent
distributors are this way, but so many are. People who have
never listened to it, who know it by its number and how many
it sells, and he goes out, and even though we have our own
people in the field, he's the guy who maintains the contact with
the stores. He's handling our life blood, and I don't know whether
he's going to crash with it or whether he's going to soar with
it. I just have a much better feel, and so does our staff, with
our own branch operation. Because then we have many of the
creative marketing controls that we have in the making of the
record.

That's the reason, by the way, ultimately, that when the
Ampex tape distribution deal came up and Atlantic and Warners
went into it, I decided not to. I don't like Ampex' quality con-
trol and I don't like abdicating our marketing control. I felt
we could do better. So far the statistics bear me out. We can do
better.

RW: Can you elaborate?
Holzman: We manufacture and distribute our own tapes, rather

than licensing it or having a buy -sell arrangement with a large
tape duplicator, where the marketing organization is devoted to
selling just tape. Atlantic and Warner Brothers took the deal
and, in terms of what that deal was, they were right. It was
right for them. It wasn't right for us. There's no question they
made absolutely the right decision. The deal was a little less
grandiose for us.

RW: Because of amount of product?
Holzman: Well, we don't have that many records coming out.

The theory persists that you've got to have a lot of stuff and
then more will happen, but I don't believe it. When I can break
three artists last year on 37 releases, and I know how many
Columbia had and what did they break? Chase? I don't know.

Columbia is very good at maintaining their established art-
ists, they do a very effective job that way. That's really to be

commended. They're very conscious of their ability to do that.
That's one of the reasons I think an artist who's been enormously
successful on Columbia is crazy to ever leave. They can keep
it going, although catalog isn't as important today as it once was.
That's why I don't see a Dylan leaving CBS. It doesn't make
any sense. Bob has had a good relationship there, they're sensi-
tive to him, and I think he should stay.

RW: But, when his contract comes up?
Holzman: Oh well, we'll all be in there hustling around, you

know. What I'm saying is, I think he should stay, but I'd love
to have him. That's the truth of the matter.

We got off the subject, I said I'd like to analyze some of those
deals. We have to talk about them in relation to the published
figures. I have heard that in the Neil Diamond contract there
is a specific clause to the effect that the contents of this contract
are not to be disclosed, so it was with no surprise at all that
I read on the front page of Billboard what the deal was. Let's
all assume that the deal was exaggerated by one million dollars,
that it's not five, but four million dollars. The thing that fright-
ens me, and Clive may be right and I may be wrong, but that
deal is three or four albums from now.

RW: You're afraid he could get cold?
Holzman: That very well may be. Neil's latest album has

three or four marvelous things on it, three he wrote. I would be
a little worried if I was Uni Records. Suddenly I don't see much
of Neil Diamond's original compositions on my records any
more. I see "Stones" "I Am I Said," and "Crunchy Granola Suite"
and I see a whole bunch of other things. Some of which I think
the definitive interpretations have been done elsewhere. I mean,
"Suzanne" . . . There's something that would kind of bother
me about that. As far as I'm concerned, by the way, "I Am I
Said" is worth $5.95 anytime.

There's something else while we're on the subject of Neil
Diamond, that doesn't have anything to do with this contract:
why can't Bang Records and Uni Records get together and make
the absolute, definitive, honest Neil Diamond greatest hits album?
That would be great. Because he is a most underrated writer.
He's just great. (Continued next week)

College Concerts

 NEW YORK-Three students
at the University of Buffalo
(N.Y.) have formed their own
organization within the frame-
work of the Student Association
of the State University system,
to help state schools book con-
certs on their campuses. SASU,
the Student Association, has
tried to co-ordinate the appear-
ances through block -booking,
price co-ordination, and routing.

The students involved are
Harvey Weinstein, Corky Burg-
er and Allan Schwartz. Their
HCA Company has been work-
ing at the University of Buffalo
primarily, and is now expanding
to other campuses in the State
University system.

What they have tried to do is
make sure that concert prices
are reasonable, well -organized,
and that promotional material is
displayed and that, where pos-
sible, co-op advertising money
is used. Their goal is to book
name artists at good prices at
different schools of the State
University campus. They have
run into the usual hassles find-
ing good sound people, good
sound equipment, having tickets
priced reasonably and, accord-
ing to the group's drawing pow-
er, making sure that security
is good, and making sure that
when two or more acts appear
on the same bill, that the acts
compliment each other.

According to Harvey Wein-
stein, "our experience adds up
to 'how to run a good concert.'
Security is an important part
in organizing concerts - you
must have students as security
people who are firm and fair.
Their attitude, and the attitude
of the audience has to be, 'be

cool, or you won't have any con-
certs.' "

Among the groups that they
have had on campus are Savoy
Brown, Al Kooper, Cactus, Jerry
Garcia & Howard Wales, the
Mahavishnu Orchestra with
John McLaughlin, J ac k son
Browne, Bat McGrath & Don
Potter, and Funkadelic (". . .

the best act we've had and the
most creative musicians. . . ")
In terms of record company co-
operation, he mentioned Colum-
bia and Atlantic as the two most
co-operative labels in helping
with concerts, with advertising
support and useful planning in-
formation; Harvey singles out
Sal Uterano of Atlantic as the
most helpful.

HCA also likes to work with
record labels in booking good
second acts that record labels
are putting money and interest
in . . . acts that the companies
are getting behind.

They have had good co-opera-
tion from local college and com-
mercial stations (including WP -
HD -FM and WKBW) and also
thank Pete Bennett, who has
been very helpful to them.

In addition to producing con-
certs for SASU, they have plans
for producing their own concert
with Stephen Stills. All of the
financing will be their own.

According to Weinstein, there
have been some hassles in set-
ting up and organizing concerts
with some university officials,
but the main point they have
learned is that you need to be
professional in all of your ac-
tions when dealing with uni-
versity officials. They even have
their own internship program,
wherein new members of SASU
spend one week in each different
department to gain experience.
This program is used to train
all new staff members and fresh-
men.

through our various licensees, we market some of the best-selling
artists from all of these countries. So to answer your question,
I would say that we specialize in all Spanish music, no matter
what its origin.

Fundora: Can you give us the name of one leading artist which
your company represents from each of the various countries
that you mentioned?

Cayre: It's very difficult to only pick one artist from each
country. However, Peret, King of the Rumba -Flamenco from
Spain, Sandro from Argentina, Roberto Carlos from Brazil,
Claudia from Colombia, Vicente Fernandez from Mexico, and
Tempo 70 from Puerto Rico are truly outstanding artists from
each of these places.

Fundora: We understand your company recently announced
a new label called Mericana. What will this label specialize in?

Cayre: Prior to our opening Mericana, we did not market music
- from New York or Puerto Rico. In the last year or so, I was
called upon almost daily by terrific artists from New York and
Puerto Rico who wanted to record for our company. I realized
that there was a substantial market for this music and that none
of the companies that we represent handled this type of music,
so we opened the Mericana label.

Fundora: How are you doing with Mericana?
Cayre: We are very happy and proud of what's been happen-

ing so far with this new label. Our roster of artists now include:
Tempo 70, Pachapo y Su Comparsa, Orquesta Power, Combo
San Jose, Tuna de Bayamon, Rey Roig, Nilsa Candelaria, Her-
minio Ramos, Latin Dimension, Felo Brito, Luis Santi, Machito
and a few other artists with whom we are now in the process
of negotiating.

Fundora: There has been a lot of talk about prices going up
in our industry. What is your feeling?

Cayre: For as long as I can remember and from what the
old-timers of our industry have confirmed, Latin albums have
had a suggested list price of $3.98 for at least the past 15 years
but sell in most of the stores at $2.98. In the American pop
market, for instance, albums have risen to a $5.98 list. Some of
the reasons given by the larger American record companies for
this increase are rising costs in: finding the talent; signing
the talent (large advances on high royalties) ; recordig the
talent; promoting and advertising the talent. All of these, I
believe, are very true today and they make for much easier sales
for the dealers. We have these exact same problems of rising
costs on a smaller scale in our industry. I believe that, before
the year is out, most of the good, legitimate Spanish albums
will be selling at retail for $3.98 instead of $2.98.

Fundora: What do you mean legitimate?
Cayre: Our industry is over -run with counterfeit product. It

is impossible for any legitimate record company to compete
with this product. I believe there are many people who import
a small quantity of a hit album from another country and then
mass produce that same counterfeit album for sale in the U.S.
and Puerto Rico. They offer our product to our customers some-
times for one-half of our selling price.

Fundora: What do you intend to do about this
Cayre: We have scheduled meetings with all the other manu-

facturers and we are all making monies available to a law firm
to seek out and prosecute these people to the fullest extent.
Counterfeiting is a serious federal offense in the United States.

Fundora: What do you think is the future of the Spanish
record industry in the U.S.?

Cayre: I believe the future is very bright for all of the Spanish
record companies who invest in the future of their business.

los primeros interesados, al parecer, hayan tratado ni tengan
interes en ponerle coto. Como distribuidores, que ya nos cansamos
de trabajar "Por El Amor Al Arte," tenemos que, sentirnos di-
rectamente afectados ademas por todo to siguiente:

En muchas ocasiones, cuando se trata de mantener o aumentar
precios es tipico el argumente del pago de Regalias, que se pone
por ejemplo para justificar tal cosa. Y a este respecto hay muchas
dudas del cumplimiento exacto de esta obligaciOn.

Si to has detenido a pensar en las condiciones actuales de
este negocio y ademas las perspectival que se auguran para el in-
mediato futuro. Con Una Pirateria Organizada y Legalizada
Debidamente, ofreciendo en el mercado la misma mercancia a
mitad del precio que es consignada por las firmas originales, con-
juntamente con nosotros tienes que llegar a la conclusion, de que
al subir los precios, los grandes beneficiados serail Los Piratas del
negocio. ;No hay otra alternativa!

Tenemos experienca de intentos anteriores con los mejores
argumentos, pero que en definitiva solo vinieron a perjudicar a los
Distribuidores con la politica de "Sube y Baja" y las consecuentes
liquidaciones veces por una razon y veces por otra.

Lograr Distribuidores que se responsabilizen con la represen-
tacion de marcas y ademas sepan cumplir a carta cabal sus corn-
promisos, es la mayor satisfaction de los fabricantes. Sin embar-
go, el mismo fabricante teniendo su mayor interes como natural
en vender su mercancia o ignora o apoya a la matanza del mer-
cado entre una competencies triste y sin ganancia entre sus dis-
tribuidores. Pero reiteramos que en el medio-ambiente en que hoy
nos desenvolvemos, preferimos no ser distribuidores; porque la
utilidad-con menos riesgos-se queda entre Fabricantes y
Piratas.

I take pleasure in using
my column "Desde Nuestro Rincon" this week, to express the
opinion of Marshall F. Frankel from Panamerican Records, Chi-
cago, who has been in Latin records distribution for more than
18 years. His letter reads as follows:

"We are following with much interest, your comments in your
very popular column in Record World, referring to the increase
and standardization of record prices in the Latin-American mar-
ket. We fully sympathize and agree with the points of view that
you have expressed, but frankly we believe that there are things
going on around us, which many seem to ignore or become 'blind'
to, and which first need remedying.

"Unfortunately, with those goals in mind and with the best
intentions to resolve a chaotic situation that cannot go on, we
find ourselves involved in a complexity where one can observe
the greatest immoralities, lack of basic commercial ethics and
mutual respect, which the principally interested parties, seem-
ingly, neither have tried nor are interested in terminating. As
distributors who are tired of working ars gratia artis, we must

feel ourselves further directly affected by the following:
"In many cases, the typical argument of royalty payments is

used as an excuse for justifying a price increase. In this respect,
there always have existed doubts that this obligation has been
fully complied with.

"Had you stopped to think about the actual conditions of this
business and the further developments that the immediate future
promises, in view of a totally legalized and well -organized piracy
offering on the open -market the same merchandise that the origi-
nal producers offer but at half the price, then, together with us,
you would have to conclude that increased prices will benefit
only the pirates. There is no alternative!

"We have had experience earlier, with the best of motives, but
which eventually did serious harm to the distributors, with see-
sawing price policies and with the subsequent 'dumping' of mer-
chandise for one reason or another.

Responsible Distributors

"Establishing distributors who will assume the responsibility of
representing a label and who, furthermore, know how to comply
letter -perfectly with their obligations, is the major satisfaction
of the manufacturers. Nevertheless, they themselves, having,
naturally, the greatest desire to sell their product, either ignore,
encourage or support the cut-throat market that exists in the
form of sad, very sad, competition and sacrificed profits between
their distributors. We repeat that in the present atmosphere of
developments, we would prefer not being distributors because the
profits, with much less risk, remain with manufacturers and
pirates.

"There are manufacturers who without investment or handling
costs of any kind are making profits of more than 28 per cent but
who believe we are making more than we deserve with a gross
profit of 12 per cent and we do have to invest and we do have
to put up with all the problems of handling and shipping. Sincere-
ly and unequivocally we repeat that we would rather not be dis-
tributors and we would choose to be brokers or sales represent-
atives on a usual commission basis thereby avoiding, among other
things, the huge capital investment together with all the risks
that are inherent in this business.

"Again, we say that we do concur with the sensible standardiza-
tion of fair prices for Latin product and the stabilization of the
market. If production and handling costs increase, it is logical
that prices should also rise. But as previously detailed, and ab-
solutely necessary for success, favorable conditions (cleaning
up the market and fixing responsibility) have to be created and
insured before a price action. Because "there's something rotten
in Denmark."

ally, the UN will make full fi-
nancial disclosures about the
album.

The record album, retailing
at thousands of outlets across
the country, had caused some
stir in Los Angeles and New
York last week. Labels and art-
ists were checking their files
to see if clearances and waiv-
ers had been signed with K -Tel
Records, the company advertis-
ing the album on television
nationally. Many of those con-
cerned had signed agreements
with the United Nations for a
refugee benefit album, but had
never heard of K -Tel Records.

Information from Kapp, Re-
nald Governor of the UN Asso-
ciation of America (a company
that helps the United Nations
in fund raising operations),
and Al Schulman of CBS Spe-
cial Products, indicate that
CBS Special Products was as-
sisting Governor's office in put-
ting the album together for
distribution. This work includ-
ed the gathering of clearances,
the pressing of the records, the
artwork and the selection of a
marketing plan. Governor said
that K -Tel International offered
to guarantee $100,000 for the
refugee fund, so the market-
ing was assigned to K -Tel, even
though this move could have
been regarded as sub -leasing,
a right not specifically allowed
in the clearances.

According to Schulman, the
UN was looking to maximize
the income, to get as much
money as possible for the fund
and they were very impressed
when K -Tel management said
they'd guarantee $100 thousand
in front. "It is a legitimate UN
pitch," said Kapp. "Fortunately
K -Tel will sell more records
this way (television marketing)
and thus gain more money for
the refugee fund, but unfortu-
nately it depicted some key art-
ists in a schlock way."

Governor was upset at the
suggestion that the whole op-
eration might be anything oth-
er than above -board. He insist-
ed that K -Tel would be contrib-
uting any funds above their
expenses for advertising and
promotion to the refugee fund.
Others seem to believe that
K -Tel will be making some
money, though there is no real
way to know until disclosure
by the Governor's office is
made. Schulman feels that the
$100 thousand guarantee by
K -Tel to the refugee fund has
been surpassed, perhaps even
doubled, which would mean
about $200 thousand to the UN.

Governor also insisted he did
not know how many copies of

better play and sales with two
pieces of product in two dif-
ferent forms than with one
piece available as both a single
and an album cut."

The planning and several
years of hard work have paid
off for Green: from a hit with
"Back Up Train" in 1967 as Al
Greene and the Soul Mates, to
three gold records with materi-
al that he collaborated on with
Willie Mitchell and an almost
unprecedented held -over stay
at the Apollo, Green maintains
that he's been doing pretty
much the same thing for years,
though doubtlessly getting bet-
ter at it.

Or as Willie Mitchell tells it,
"My arrangements fit Al like
a glove. When I produce a rec-
ord every part of the produc-
tion has to be saying the same
thing. Every guy on the session
should sing the song and when
that happens, then we've got
some of what is unique about
the Hi sound."

Mitchell also credits the
Hodges brothers - Teeny,
Charles, and LeRoy-whd, as
well as playing horns on the
Green sessions, are promising
new Hi producers, and percus-
sionists Al Jackson, Jr. and
Howard Grimes. Prominent on
the Hi production schedule are
the pop group the Box Tops,
who hit with the "Letter" in
1967, and a new singer, Phil-
lip Mitchell, whose single, "Lit-
tle Things," as produced by
Willie Mitchell will be out June
1.

In a recent interview Al
Green remarked, "I try to give
an audience everything and
more." That attitude, which
dovetails perfectly with the in-
tense commitment of Willie
Mitchell, who at times feels the
urge to record at four in the
morning, seems to have pro-
duced one of the first great
black male singers of the sev-
enties, who may, as some peo-
ple feel he surely will, take his
place among the greats like
Otis Redding and Sam Cooke.
In any event, for Al Green and
Hi Records, the hits just keep
on coming.

the album had been pressed
and shipped, though "I would
say about 200 thousand."

Also, Governor refused to ac-
cept the explanation for the
concern over the album by art-
ists labels and managers that
important artists were adver-
tised as being on K -Tel Rec-
ords on television and radio.

Most labels and artists are
now apparently satisfied that
these problems will be taken
care of on the next pressing
order, if not sooner. Schulman
spoke quite highly of K -Tel:
"I think the UN chose the right
marketer to maximise their in-
come." The UN has had simi-
lar albums before, previously
marketed through mail order
and then later on television by
the Crystal Corporation, which
is now out of business. Schul-
man predicted this "20 Dynam-
ic Hits" volume would outsell
previous albums by ten to one,
and he said that it's "just the
beginning."

Volume I of the series came
out after Volume II, just last
week (3) as a matter of fact.
It is an easy listening format
and it will be marketed by
mail order only, through CBS
Special Projects.

of America (RIAA). At list
price value, combined record
and tape sales came to $1.744
billion in 1971 compared with
$1.660 billion in 1970.

Sales of phonograph records
were up 5.8 per cent to a new
high of $1.251 billion against
$1,182 billion the previous year.
Of this total, long-playing rec-
ords accounted for $1.086 bil-
lion in 1971, compared with al-
bum sales of $1.017 billion in
1970.

RIAA noted that the increase
was at least in part attribut-
able to rises in list prices insti-
tuted by a number of record
companies during 1971.

Total sales of pre-recorded
tapes in 1971 amounted to $493
million, an increase of three
per cent over the $478 million
in 1970. Sales of 8 -track cart-
ridges were up to $385 million
from $378 million; cassettes
rose to $96 million from $77
million and reel-to-reel tapes
declined to $12 million from
$18 million the year before.

The Association also pointed
out that there might have been
a more significant increase in
tape sales had there not been
a spate of piracy and counter-
feiting of tapes, particularly
of 8 -track cartridges. RIAA has
estimated that piracy and coun-
terfeiting have been draining
around $150 million in annual
sales from the legitimate in-
dustry.
