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Justice Department: 
Pirates Beware 

SAN FRANCISCO-The Jus- 
tice Department and the Fed- 
eral Bureau of Investigation 
are expected to become increas- 
ingly involved in investigations 
and prosecutions of tape pi- 
rates, Stanley M. Gortikov, 
president of the Recording 
Industry Association of Amer- 
ica, told the copyright division 
of the American Bar Associa- 
tion here last week (Aug. 15). 

Gortikov told the lawyer's 
group the industry expects to 
"depend on Federal law en- 
forcement-the FBI and Justice 
Department-to spearhead in- 
vestigative efforts." These agen- 
cies, he said, are becoming in- 
volved more and more, intrigued 
by the enticement to tape piracy 
of organized crime. 

Moreover, Gortikov said the 
recording industry hopes to se- 
cure additional state anti -piracy 
laws "to broaden and reinforce 
the involvement of local law 
enforcement agencies, particu- 
larly in the interests of local 
wholesalers and retailers." Ten 
states now prohibit piracy of 
sound recordings. He urged the 
copyright specialists to "recog- 
nize the insidiousness of rec- 
ord piracy, then join us in do- 
ing something about it." 

Elimination of piracy "will 
be frustratingly slow," he said, 
"because of the marginal will- 
ingness of too many victims to 
put their money where their 
mouth is in the counter-attack. 

Gavin Replies To 
Latest Anderson 
Column 

SAN FRANCISCO-Column- 
ist Jack Anderson's latest re- 
port on the record industry and 
its references to "payola" has 
drawn sharp rebuttal from Bill 
Gavin, San Francisco -based 
radio programing advisor who 
publishes a weekly report to 
broadcast and record industry 
executives. 

Gavin's Report for this week, 
answering an Anderson column 
of August 1, says the syndicated 
column "raises a serious doubt 
that he and his assistant know 
enough about the record busi- 
ness to describe its irregular- 
ities intelligibly." 

Gavin continues, "His 'anato- 
my of a typical payola case 
from our six -month -long invest- 
igation' produces a pitiful at- 
tempt by an obscure operator 
to squeeze a bribe from an un- 
known record company. Calling 
this sordid little episode 'typi- 
cal' reveals vast ignorance of 

I include most artists, retailers, 
wholesalers, rack jobbers, and 
musicians; many publishers 
and even some record com- 
panies who are inadequately 
willing to support the battle 
with money and action, unlike 
their underworld counterparts." 

Gortikov attacked the use of 
"royalty paid" disclaimers on 
many pirate packages. He said 
these disclaimers are designed 
to give pirate products "an 
image of fidelity, nobility, and 
legitimacy. . . . That's a smoke 
screen !" 

Gortikov also told the copy- 
right lawyers how they could 
spot pirate tapes. "Piracy at 
the retail level is pushing out 
into fresh fields. You'll find 
them for sale for $2.50 on street 
corner tray -stands, in barber 
shops, camera stores, beauty 
parlors, gas stations, greeting 
card stores, shoe shine stands 
and 'swap meets.' " 

Most of the recordings pro- 
duced by the industry "lose 
money, never selling enough to 
recover their basic recording, 
production and promotion 
costs," he said. "Therefore, a 
typical record company, in order 
to find and develop new talent, 
make new recordings, and in 
order to make a profit, is solely 
dependent on its relatively few 
better -selling hit records and 
artists which manage to satisfy 
those unpredictable consumer 
musical tastes."

event. Even when the Airplane 
plays inside these days, there 
are almost always thousands of 
ticketless kids anxious to tear 
down the walls and screw their 
brothers and sisters within. Yet 
the Airplane have played Central 
Park what has come to seem a 
counties number of times, always 
without incident, before one 
eager psychedelic generation 
after another. 

Summer, 1972 witnesses some 
definite musical changes in the 
Airplane, however, almost all to 
the group's good as evidenced by 
their free show here.

For all of the hassles that con- 
stantly surround their unique- 
ness and their energy, they walk 
it pretty much like they talk it. 
And in this more or less point- 
less rock and roll summer, that 
makes them one of the rare ex- 
ceptions that proves an all too 
tacky rule. Ron Ross

Russ Regan: From The Frying Pun Into The Fire 
By JOHN GIBSON 

The following Dialogue with 
Russ Regan was done in two 
parts, though that was not the 
original intention. The first part 
was done while he was still 
President of Uni Records. Short- 
ly after the interview was done 
Regan started 20th Century Rec- 
ords. He gave only the slightest 
hint about that move when asked 
if this was a good time to start 
a new label, and he smiled slyly 
and said "we'll probably see 
some new labels starting up 
pretty soon." Later, during the 
second interview, Regan talked 
about his new company with. 
great excitement, flush with the 
"challenge" of starting from 
scratch. 

Part 1 

Record World: Do you see any reason for the sort of aimless- 
ness of the music business today? 

Regan: There are no real new, creative, exciting things happen- 
ing right now, We are definitely in a vacuum creatively. I'm talk- 
ing about new people now. The closest thing to creating excitement 
in the record business now is Asylum Records. I think David 
Geffen's doing a hell of a job. I like to see a new label like that 
doing well. They know what they're doing. They're putting out 
good product, the Radio stations are digging it. 

RW: Is it harder to start a new label now? 
Regan: Well there are pros and cons right now. Some people 

are saying it's a tough time to start, while others are saying 
there's never been a better time, because a lot of independent 
distributors out there don't have enough product and need new 
lines. And I think probably we'll see some new labels starting 
up pretty soon. 

RW: What are they going to sell? Do you think there's anything 
around that's any different? 

Regan: There's gotta bé somebody laying out there in the weeds 
that hasn't been discovered. I'm not out there finding them be- 
cause I've got enough. That's one of the major problems, the 
bigger companies have such a large roster, so many artists and 
there's only so much a company can do. So the kid who's out there 
and who has something new and unique and interesting can't 
get his foot in the door. 

RW: How much time do artists like Elton John, Andy Kim and 
Neil Diamond take? 

Regan: With Neil it took us about 6-8 months with a lot of hard 
work; with Elton it took about 3 months to really explode. 

At the Troubadour he was a star in 45 minutes. I've returned to 
the word `star' by the way. I don't dig `superstar' anymore, there 
are less stars now than there are superstars. I think it's more 
unique to be a star than a superstar today. 

RW: R&b artists have filled the gap in dull times. Didn't you 
pick up on an r&b record recently? 

Regan: Yes, Love Unlimited. to date they have sold 926,000 
slingles and it's still selling well. I think it's going to wind up 
selling over a milion. R&b is what's happening right now. As far 
as singles are concerned it's the strongest product out there. 

The thing that's beautiful about r&b right now is that albums 
are selling. The Love Unlimited album is up to about 70,000 and 
still climbing. That's something that you couldn't do three or 
four years ago. It seems that when things are slow in the record 

business and the fads die down, r&b takes over. It's like returning 
to basics. 

RW: How did you find Elton John? 
Regan: Well, a lot of companies passed on Elton John. We 

didn't have first crack. I got him over breakfast at the Continental 
Hotel one morning. 

RW: You had heard an acetate? You hadn't heard him or seen 
him? 

Regan: I hadn't met him or seen him and the album I had was 
"Empty Sky." Roger Greenaway was there that morning and he 
saw Lenny Hodes give me the album and said "Oh Elton John, 
he's great in person." And Don Black the academy award win- 
ning writer, said he's fantastic in person. So I said thank you and 
took the album to listen to it. I didn't listen to it right away, I 
was busy. At 4:00 pm that afernoon I shut my door and sat down 
and listened to it. I heard three cuts and got panicky. Since 
9:30 pm that morning 'till 5:00 pm in the afternoon I had it, I 
thought, "what if one of the other companies had called him 
already and made a deal?" I was lucky, nobody had. 

When I first signed him it was with Congress. We were going 
to build Congress Records into a big label. Our first record on 
Congress, "Smile A Little Smile For Me," sold a million, so we 
were off and running. And then we were brought into the MCA 
Corporate structure, I thought why have two labels so I trans- 
ferred him from Congress to Uni. 

RW: Did the bootleggers do much damage? Sell many records? 
Regan: They did a lot of damage. They're still doing a lot of 

damage. We've got legislation but nobody's policing it. They're 
policing it but not as severe as they should be doing. So there- 
fore the bootleggers are still hurting the industry. 

RW: Is this the kind of thing where they're bootlegging a live 
Elton John concert or taking an Elton John record and pressing 
them up? 

Regan: In his case they've done both. I would say that the 
recording of the live radio show was piracy and they put out an 
album on the market that we didn't even have! We also had tapes 
of that concert. We were finally forced into releasing it. 

RW: Was Neil Diamond another Troubadour thing? 
Regan: Surprisingly he was selling singles up until the Trou- 

badour date and again, he exploded at the Troub as an album 
artist. That room has got a certain amount of magic to it. "Neil 
Diamond Gold," which was recorded at the Troubador, has done 
over a million units, it's his biggest album. 

RW: While we're on the subject of Neil Diamond, do you want 
to talk about his Columbia business? 

Regan: It only hurts when I laugh. Well, shall I start from 
the beginning? 

RW: Anywhere you like. 
Regan: We're in a very competitive business and we hate to 

lose Neil Diamond. We went as high as we could and we felt we 
couldn't bid any higher and we were simply outbid by Colum- 
bia Records. And I wish them well and I wish Neil well. I cer- 
tainly believe that he's got the talent and the desire and the 
ability to do well for them. It's like a wife. It's like, hey, we've 
had five good years together but now I've found somebody else, 
so, see you later. I feel badly about it, I can't say I feel good 
about it. But I still love Neil Diamond. 

Regan: We've got two more albums to go on top of this one 
("Moods"). So actually we've got enough product to sell for an- 
nother couple of years. And I'm sure it's going to be good product 
too because Neil wants it that way. He's worked harder on this 
album I think than any other album he's ever made because he 
wants to make it good. 

RW: What do you think about the lifetime of an artist? Is any 
artist, Neil Diamond or anyone else going to sustain for all that

Laughs With Lauer

NEW YORK-In the past 
few years any trend in the rec- 
ord business has been hard to 
find. A quick look at the singles 
and album charts shows little 
indication of any definite pat- 
tern. However, there is a resur- 
gence happening in the way of 
comedy albums. 

For the last decade, since the 
classic "First Family" 1p's, 
only Bill Cosby and Flip Wil- 
son have had any success. This 
past year has seen a sharp in- 
crease in the quantity and qual- 
ity of comedy records (i.e. Tom- 
lin, Carlin, Cheech & Chong, 
Firesign Theater.) 

One of the people responsible 
for the current trend is Joe 
Lauer, David Frye's manager 
and producer, and producer of 
the new 1p, "Everything You 
Always Wanted To Know About 
The Godfather . . . But Don't 
Ask," by the Crazy Gang. The 
"gang" is a repertory group of 
comedians and comedy writers 
Lauer got together for the proj- 
ect. Featuring Chuck McCann 
as the Godfather, and Steve 
Landesberg in numerous roles, 
the Columbia 1p is showing 
huge sales and much airplay. 
Lauer feels that a comedy rec- 
ord is a great training ground 
for young writers, "because you 
eliminate every thing visual."

On today's young comedians 
Lauer thinks there are some 
good ones, but that the general 
public usually does not accept 
them due to lack of experience 
and empathy. Cheech and 
Chong are an exception because 
they appeal to the young with 
their drug -oriented humor, 
Lauer says. 

Beginning in September 
Lauer will produce a series of 
foreign versions of the "God- 
father" 1p and there will be 
several appearances by the 
"gang" on various TV shows. 
He plans to produce another 
movie parody album next 
spring. 

On the future of comedy re- 
cording, Lauer believes it will 
be more of an art. Producers 
will start using stereo and 
quad to full advantage, he im- 
plied. Based on his success with 
Frye and the Crazy Gang, Joe

NEW YORK - There was 
(once on the West Coast a flashy 
and fanciful band whose thor- 
oughly ambi -sexual leader had 
called it The Nazz, though with- 
out reference to an equally 
flashy and fanciful assemblage 
sparked by Todd Rundgren on 
the East Coast. When music 
business person Shep Gordon 
noticed that some 2,000 people 
at a time could be forced out 
of their seats, and indeed, out 
of the concert hall itself by the 
S -M antics of The Nazz, the 
inspiration for the Total Star- 
dom which is Alice Cooper's 
was born and kept alive 
through all those years when 
concert goers were blissfully 
ignorant of how hip it could 
be to have a rubber chicken 
thrown squishily into one's 
face. 

Like every great rock act, 
from at least Elvis on, Alice 
Cooper is not only an act, or 
a state of mind, or a very hot 
chart commodity, but an Or- 
ganization, very talented, lean, 
and in tune with the exact na- 
ture of the A.C. rock and roll 
merry-go-round. Alive Enter- 
prises, Inc., of which Shep Gor- 
don and Joe Greenberg are 
principals, and Ashley Pandel, 
"Coordinator of Public Rela- 
tions and Promotion," (that is 
to say, all 'round logistical su- 
perstar), is a complete arrange- 
ment and production firm for 
all Alice Cooper Enterprises. 
For example, one important 
aspect of Alive is "Alive Con- 
cepts," which deals with the 
always changing and ever cre- 
ative problems of album design, 
packaging, retail merchandis- 
ing, advertising, and "promo- 
tional concepts" for all "Alice 
Cooper products." Whew! 

Above all, Alive is notable 

for its unerring and usually 
amusing knack of turning 
Alice's problems into positive 
publicity, as when they made 
sure that everyone possibly in- 
terested or potentially amused 
was apprised of some young 
music lover's traumatic en- 
counter with the "Killer" show 
and the ensuing consolation 
that Abigail Van Buren was 
quick to give the young victim. 
And then there is the famous 
inflammab'e panties episode in 
which a fiesty Israeli manufac- 
turer saved the day by provid- 
ing thousands of disposable 
panties which even Alice failed 
to ignite. The Washington 
Post's Tom Zito was on the 
spot with day to day reports 
on the radical rockers' brush 
with the tricky customs people. 

The result of all this public- 
ity hoopla is that record buy- 
ers like Alice Cooper a lot, 
enough to have certified both 
"Killer" and "School's Out" as 
RIAA gold albums within 
weeks of their release. Alice 
has also done more than his 
share to redefine what may be 
played within the Top 40 for- 
mat and the Alice Cooper stage 
show is one of the very, very 
largest draws in the concert 
biz. These days Alice hardly 
ever plays to fewer than 10,000 
people at a time and few if any 
leave before it's time for the 
electrocution, hanging, expul- 
sion from the cannon, or what- 
ever Alice is using to tie his 
iniquities together at the end 
of a given show. Last year, the 
band performed "Killer" some 
150 times which adds up to 
some heavy action at a lot of 
box offices. 

Every Alice Cooper 1p is a 
"concept album" in the time 
honored psychedelic sense, but 

with the difference that for 
every concept there is a very 
visual and physical stage show, 
worked out by Alice and the 
boys in the ballroom of their 
40 room mansion in Connecti- 
cut. As Pandel explained, "The 
venues that Alice is working 
now are so big, they necessi- 
tate extremes of action and 
props, which is a tendency that 
comes naturally to the band 
anyway. The albums function 
almost like a soundtrack for 
Alice's show." With the fire- 
works, jugglers, chimps, and 
random entertainers that make 
up Alice's entourage these 
days, whatever impression that 
the album has made on a fan 
is multipled by geometric pro- 
portions once he finds himself 
within the A.C. maelstrom. 

Meanwhile up on the stage, 
Alice is into a chicer style of 
violence these days, symbolized 
by his incorporation into the 
"School's Out" score of the 
"Jet's Theme" from "West Side 
Story." Several important im- 
age pictures of this newest edi- 
tion of Alice Cooper have been 
taken by Richard Avedon, 
while Bob Ezrin's production of 
"School's Out" is slightly more 
stylized than previously with 
huge arrangements and incred- 
ible special effects. 

The culmination of this new 
trend toward "Broadway vio- 
lence" is the upcoming "Alice 
at the Palace" show scheduled 
tentatively for an April open- 
ing on the Great White Way 
itself. Alice, the band, and a 
full complement of actors, 
dancers, and orchestral per- 
formers will work with Michael 
Bennett, who has won Tonys 
for his choreography of "Fol- 
lies" and "Company." The show 
would play Broadway for a

I have been listening recently to two fasci- 
nating Miles Davis albums that are unfortun- 
ately not available in this country: "Miles In 
Tokyo" (CBS Sony 6004-R Japan) and "Miles 
In Berlin" (CBS S-62 976 Germany). Both al- 
bums contain numbers from Miles' standard 
repertoire of the fifties and early sixties and 
were recorded previously on Prestige by the 

classic quintet with John Coltrane, Red Garland, Paul Chambers 
and Philly Joe Jones in 1956 and on Columbia by his other classic 
quintet with George Coleman, Herbie Hancock, Ron Carter and 
Tony Williams in the early sixties. But these albums are still 
of great interest and value. They represent a tradition period. 

In the spring of 1964, George Coleman left the group. In the 
fall of that year, Wayne Shorter joined permanently as his re- 
placement, but during the summer months, the neglected genius 
saxophonist Sam Rivers filled in. The "Miles In Tokyo" album 
from a concert on July 14, 1964 is the only recorded evidence 
of that set of personnel. And, of course, Rivers is outstanding. 

"Miles In Berlin," recorded in September of 1964, is probably 
one of the first gigs that Wayne Shorter played with the same 
group. It is the only opportunity to hear him work in the con- 
text of the old Miles Davis repertoire, because shortly thereafter 
Miles and the quintet began recording all new material. While 
a tenor saxophonist is never the focus of a Miles Davis album, 
these are fine albums that offer further study in a transition 
period for Miles and allow one to hear Sam Rivers and Wayne 
Shorter in different contexts. These two discs might make a fine 
double pocket set for American Columbia to release. 

Columbia is sitting on even more great Davis that has yet to 
be released. I know of several Herbie Hancock originals, Joe 
Zawinul's "Directions" and an amazing track that employs Indian 
music called "Guenevere." When will all this fine material come 
out? 

In October of 1971, the Library of Performing Arts in New 
York presented a concert of music by Scott Joplin. Pianists 
Joshua Rifkin and Mary Lou Williams were featured as well as 
excerpts from Joplin's rag opera "Treemonisha," which had never 
before had a public performance. Nonesuch has made an album 
of that evening's music, but it is not on the commercial market. 
It can be had only through the Library of Performing Arts in 
New York City for a price of $10. The purpose is to raise badly 
needed funds to keep this fine library open. So help some people 
and pick up on some fine music at the same time. 

The New York Jazz Museum opened in New York City on June 
16 and seems to have established itself quite quickly. It is open 
every day except Monday from noon to 8 p.m., and admission is 
free. There are exhibits, information calendars of events, an 
audio-visual outline of jazz history and a store which sells pe- 
riodicals, books, records, etc. 

There are also daily presentations of jazzoriented films for 
a mere 504' admission. If you are interested in visiting the 
museum or receiving their membership newsletter, write or call 
the New York Jazz Museum, 125 West 55th Street, New York, 
New York 10019, (212) 765-2150 or 765-2151. It is a non-profit, 
tax exempt organization.

Carpenters Delight 
LOS ANGELES Richard 

and Karen Carpenter are a 
fresh and wonderfully talented 
pair who simply delighted the 
opening night crowd at the 
Greek Theater, a crowd that was 
noticeably well scrubbed itself. 

The Carpenters are indeed 
something special, bridging the 
generation gap and appealing 
to the widest range of ages and 
tastes.

Their music has that familar 
harmony that is instantly ident- 
ifiable and the basis for their 
incredible record success.

time and make back the money invested in him? 
Regan: No question, it's a gamble, but when you make that 

kind of a commitment you have to evaluate the artist himself 
and Neil, I believe has the desire on top of the talent to go on- 
ward. That's what it takes. It's like a lot of football teams trade 
a player they think is over the hill and he goes to a different 
team and becomes an even bigger star than he was before. That 
could very well happen in this case. Although Neil, needless to 
say, is not over the hill. He could probably go to another plateau 
because he's got the desire-he really wants it. He doesn't put 
any limitations upon himself. 

In this case it could turn out to be a good investment on Co- 
lumbia's part. There are some artists, who, when they become 
successful, self destruct, and that's the kind of artists you have 
to worry about making an investment in. And Neil Diamond is 
definitely not that kind of artist. 

RW: We talked before about the business being very competi- 
tive as far as raiding rosters. Generally, what do you think 
about that? 

Regan: I don't believe in raiding rosters but I do believe that 
if an artist dissolves his association with a label and is on the 
open market, I believe in getting in and bidding. But I don't 
believe in going after an artist who's already signed to a label 
and saying, hey we can do a better job for you. I think that's 
really dirty pool. 

The same thing happened to A&M with Lee Michaels. One of 
these days somebody's going to get stopped. The board of direc- 
tors of a company who just paid two or three million dollars 
for an artist who is cold is going to say, 'our president goofed 
here.' When this happens it will put a stop to the raiding, so to 
speak. 

RW: What do you think of the record business now as com- 
pared with what you call the old days? 

Regan: I don't think it's as exciting as it used to be, and I 
don't think it's as much fun either. It's become big business and 
when something becomes big business it stops being as much fun. 
Its still fun, I still enjoy coming to work every day, but not as 
much as the old days. I think everybody takes it a little too 
seriously, because of the dollars that are at stake. I say to myself, 
well, maybe bigger and better things are going to happen, I really 
don't know what's around the bend. But I try very hard at trying 
to have a few laughs along with my work. I think laughter is 
very important.

Where do I go from here? Twentieth Century music came along 
and made me an offer I coudn't refuse. Plus I've always been 
the type of individual that likes a challenge. This is the third 
company I've been with. The first was Buck -Eye Record Distrib- 
utors, the second was Uni and this will be the third. I feel con- 
fident about it, I've got a good staff, Tom Rodin, National Sales 
Manager; Josea Wilson, National R&B promotion and Paul 
Lovelace, National Promotion Director. 

RW: You have an r&b department; got any product? 
Regan: Yeah, I think I've got a million seller to start out with. 

It's a thing called "Love Jones" by a group called Brighter side 
of Darkness. It's produced by Clarence Johnson. 

RW: This is the second record company 20th Century Fox has 
started, right? 

Regan: Well, there was a Twentieth Century Fox before and 
they haven't been active in the record business for the past 6 
or 7 years. They were putting out sountrack albums which were 
distributed by ABC Dunhill, then they decided to re -activate the 
label, take the `Fox' off make a new logo, change the whole image 
and call it Twentieth Century Records. I think it has a nicer 
ring to it, you know. 

RW: Why did they abandon 20th Century Fox? 
Regan: Probably the same reason a lot of companies have 

abandoned record companies. They were disenchanted with it. The 
record business is a treacherous business. It's a whole new ball 
game at Twentieth Century Fox film corporation. 

RW: Is the film company making money? 
Regan: Yes, I wouldn't be here if they weren't in good shape.
