North American Philips
To Market New Disc System

B NEW YORK-—North Ameri-
can Philips Corporation (NY
SE) today announced its in-
tention to market the new VLP
(Video Long Play) television
disc system unveiled yesterday
by N. V. Philips of the Nether-
lands. The VLP System plays
color programs through an or-
dinary television set, via an
ingenious “record player” at-
tachment. Not to be confused
with presently available video
tape systems, the Philips VLP
uses a new type of record which
in many aspects closely resem-
bles an ordinary audio LP and
is pressed in essentially the
same manner, using modified
record pressing equipment.
Termed “revolutionary” by
company spokesmen, the VLP
system currently is being de-
signed for the American broad-

cast standard (NTSC) from the
Philips version, developed for
the European broadcast stand-
ard (PAL). North American
Philips reported that the full
range of VLP System products,
including master recording
equipment for software pro-
ducers, will become available in
a few years for home entertain-
ment, educational, industrial
and professional markets.

The VLP System comprises
two basic elements: a “record”

Prine: Comparisons Seem

Appropriate

® NEW YORK — Atlantic re-
cording artist John Prine made
a long awaited return engage-
ment at the Bitter End this
week, and a sold out house of
devoted enthusiasts was there
to greet him, Prine, a discovery
of Kris Kristofferson by way of
Steve Goodman, has often been
heralded as another Bob Dylan,
and this time the comparison
certainly seems appropriate.

Prine’s songs can incisively
capture the loneliness and
frustration of many lives to-
day, and he is equally adept
with humor and irony to get
his points across. On stage,
Prine is as down to earth as
his songs, as he accompanies
himself with acoustic guitar
and often very funny remarks
addressed to the audience.
Prine sang some of the ‘instant
classies’ from his first Atlantic
album, including the poignant
“Donald and Lydia” (truly one
of the most original love songs
ever written), a very moving
rendition of “Hello In There.”
the funnv sing along styled
“Illegal Smile,” and the funky
“Pretty Good.”

The new songs John Prine
sang from his soon to be re-
leased second Atlantic album
only confirmed the rare talent
of this artist as he sang about
a man with his new boat who
runs into Jesus Christ as He is
walking on the water (“Every-

D’Abo, who plays piano,
is given musical support by a
four piece band, with some
particularly excellent woodwind
sounds.

Bill Thompson:
Grunt Recorﬂs.

@ Bill Thompson, after a short
stint with the San Francisco
Chronicle, has been manager of
Jefferson Airplane for the past
four and a half years. He cur-
rently manages Paul Kaniner
and Grace Slick, Hot Tuna, and
Papa John Creach in their solo
efforts outside of the Airplane.
Thompson, President of the Air-
plane’s one year old label, Grunt,
distributed by RCA, recently dis-
cussed the company’s progress
and the changes which time has
worked on America’s premier
progressive rock band.

Bill Thompson

Record World: What has Grunt Records been up to in its first
year of existence?

Bill Thompson: We’ve put out a total of five records with “Long
John Silver” being the sixth. The first one was “Bark,” which
was a gold album, then “Sunfighter,” by Grace and Puaul. The
third album was Papa John Creach’s, which for a record by a
new artist did incredibly well. Then we re'eased “Burgers” by
Hot Tuna, and after that, Jack Bonus, which didn’t do as well
as [ had hoped, and I haven’t figured out all the reasons why.
We spent an awful lot of money, promoted him well, sent him out
on the road; he has a great voice and writes very good original
material. Small record companies are dependent upon the larger
distributing companies to a great extent. We can direct and sug-
gest. but many times we’re reliant upon the efforts of RCA.

RW: What is unique about Grunt as a smaller company?

Thompson: Grunt is unique from a couple of points of view.
RCA is putting up an awful lot of money in guarantees for our
deal. Many small companies have gone with parent record com-
panies with very small guarantees and generally thev don’t get
the push that thev should. In this particular deal, I feel there’s
so many dollars involved that RCA is going to have to do as good
a4 job as they can. It’s like when a promoter puts up $15.000 or
$20,000 as a guarantee for a concert date, he’s going to push to
get that money back. From my point of view, it would be great
to have ten Grunt promotion men around the country.

The Airplane did their first album and nobody in the group
liked it. Too many artists have to let their companies do every-
thing and a lot of groups are screwed over as a result. We had
hoped that if Grunt proved very successful that the companies
would have to start giving artists more freedom. There #re cer-
tain things that we’ve come to realize that artists can’t do. A lot
of stores wouldn’t rack Jack Bonus' album because of the back
cover. We have to make our artists aware if thev’'re really out-
rageous, they might not get their albums in a lot of stores. I've
been told on the other hand by some record company executives
that no cover will se’l an album and I disagree; I think the new
Airplane cover will sell albums, just as the Alice Cooper “School’s
Out” cover did.

RW: Is the current tight airplay situation especia’ly frustrat-
ing for you?

Thompson: After “White Rabbit” was a smash hit, a lot of
stations got uptight. Agnew and a lot of other people put down
the lyries in that tune, which was stupid because Grace was com-
menting on what was happening at the time. After that tune,
a lot of top 40 stations were reluctant to play our singles. | wou'd

like to have hit singles for our groups. There are a lot of prob-
lems when you’re a small company directing the promotion of
records in markets where vou don’t have a lot of direct influence.

RW: What will we be hearing from Grunt in coming months?

Thompson: We're working on another Papa John album, a
hard r & b/roek album. We have an album coming out from Peter
Kaukonen & Black Kanguaroo. Peter is an excellent guitar player
and a very creative producer and arranger. He's Jorma’s younger
brother and an ultra-perfectionist. It took him six months, and
I think the complete freedom we gave him ig unique.

We have an album by One whose singer is Reality Bliperotch,
They have a very unusual sound, and maybe even a hit single.
And I'd love to have singles, but we don’t make artists compro-
mise. We have a guy named Richmond Talbot; then Joey Cov-
ington is in the studio and he’s a very good writer with an ex-
cellent band behind him. We might get a live Airplane album
out too, Then after all of that, Paul & Grace and Hot Tuna will
start recording again.

RW: How do you think the potentiul audience for Grunt Rec-
ords has changed in the past couple of yvears?

Thompson: People buying albums are a lot hipper today. Many
record company people and stores are living in the forties. But
I think audiences keep getting hipper. There seems to be a prob-
‘em of certain people trving to dictate what the public will like
or not like. I think the FCC has a lot of radio stations scared to
death. Yet Paul and Grace, who have always been journalists in
some ways, have been criticized for songs like “We Can Be To-
gether,” which reflected the tone of the dayv. “Freedom of speech”
should mean exactly that.

“Too many artists have to let their com-
panies do everything, and a lot of groups
are screwed over as a result.”

Around the time of “Volunteers” in 1969, the group tried to
play smaller places with 4,000 seats or so and the physical limi-
tations made things impossible because of all the people that
wanted to see the Airplane. Some kids were kicking down win-
dows and beating people up, crying that “‘music belongs to the
people.”” We do a lot of free shows, but to make an entertaining
group go, vou have to pay for airline tickets and hotel rooms, ete.
But I think our audiences, and the whole mood of the country
has moved away from violence.

RW: The Airplane must have a hard time finding venues that
meet their standards, especially in the largest cities like New
York.

Thompson: The group has always refused to play Madison
Square Garden because of the sound problems. Where do you
play in New York? If Grace sings more than three times a week.
she could blow her voice completely so we can’t come in and do
five nights at Carnegie Hall. In Chicago we will play two nights
at the Auditorium because it’s fantastic acoustically. Outside,
at least. we can control our sound and the vibes a litt'e better,
which is why we’ve chosen to play at Gaelic Park when we've
~oms to New York for the past two years. We travel with a guy
who’s built acoustic shells to put around the group so that they
project better outside. We want to be ab'e to reproduce ideal
sonnd conditions every time we play.

RW: How have the Airplane come through the hassles of
past two vears?

@ We have been discussing for some
weeks the fantastic sales on the
Temptations album. The figure in
Chicago alone is approximately
70,000 units. The cut that has been
selling the album is the ll-minute
"Poppa Was A Rolling Stone."
Producer Norman Whitfield recently
edited this cut down for a special
radio station single that is not available for
sale in stores. Radio programmers should contact
their Motown distributor to get copies for air
play. This cut has been selling the album in pop
stores and, therefore, this is a powerful
programming tool for top 40 stations, even if it
is only played after 6:00 p.m. Obviously the
reason it is not being made available as a single
is that business dictates that they sell the
album. The same situation has been true of the
cut "Stairway To Heaven" in the Led Zeppelin

album. However, in the case of the Chi-Lites,
Lonely Man" has just been released as a single. It
is 6 minutes long, but is so powerful a soul-pop
song, it should be played. Here again, stations
might be wise to do a little of their own editing
to fit it into their schedule. The biggest sales
in the record business are coming from the
soul-pop hits, and these records are obviously
extremely important for programming in

many cities.

There are other examples of the point we are
making about soul-pop hits. There seems to be no
question that although two-thirds of the top 40
stations are still not playing "Ben" by Michael
Jackson, this record cannot be prevented from
going to #1 in the trade charts. Apparently,
programmers are taking the lyric literally and
think it is a song about a rat. The lyric is
really an allegory about friendship and deep
human feelings about a person for a friend, and it
is already #1 in many markets.

We think
that the incredibly high position this record
already employs in the trade charts will convince
the stations that are still not playing it that
something unique is going on and that they have to
play it whether they personally like the record
or not. In other words, we predict that the bottom
line will be that this enigma of a record will
turn out to be one of the award-winning super
hits of the year 1972.

Some programmers may have pigeon-holed this
record as bubble gum because of Michael Jackson's
tender age, but the age of the artist
in this case is irrelevant to the mature
philosophy and emotional depth of the song's
lyric. In other words, analysis reveals that the
record is the exact opposite of what it appears to
be at first evaluation. It also proves that the

Find Jose A Song

B NEW YORK — When Jose
Feliciano opened a five day en-
gagement at the historic Palace
Theater (6), one nagging ques-
tion could not be ignored. Why
on earth is Feliciano doing five
days at the Palace in the first
place? That's almost 12,000
seats (seven shows), and since
the RCA recording artist hasn’t
been killing the charts of late,
one has to assume that 12,000
customers is somewhat of a
pipe dream.

His mastery over the guitar
has never been questioned, and
has no reason to be, but the
days of “Light My Fire” and
“California Dreaming,” prob-
ably his most famous covers,
remain the past. Puerto Rico’s
favorite son desperately needs
better material. J. J, Cale’s
“Magnolia” just doesn’t stand
up, as is the case with most of
his recent efforts including
other songs on his latest LP,
“Memphis Menu.” Anyone
thinking that Jose can’t have
hit records is sadly mistaken.
He just happens to be caught
in the same serious time lapse
that befell other artists who
did not specialize in writing
their own songs.

Only One Man

For the most part the show
was well paced, the high points
occurring when Jose was left
alone with his instrument, The
orchestral backing and vocal
accompaniment by the Elling-
ton Sisters did little. It was
a one man show, and one man
was all that was needed.

The Palace itself is a marvel-
ous hall for contemporary mu-
sic. There’s a kind of intimacy
about the place few Broadway
theaters possess. Acoustics are
fine, and it's nice to flash back
to some of Judy’s smashing
comeback performances, but it
was Jose’s night, and the
crowd, a good deal Spanish
speaking, recveived more than
their money’s worth. In the final
analysis, that’s all that counts.

Although he has not made any records of his own recently, he
has been appearing on albums by the Beach Boys, The Doors and
other pop groups.

Drummer Norman Connors, formerly with Pharaoch Sanders,
has assembled an amazing group for his first Cobblestone album
featuring Gary Bartz, Herbit Hancock, Stan Clarke, Cecil McBee,
Larry Young and others.

Sun Ra, literally a legend in his own time, has been a leader
of the avant garde since he assembled his first orchestra in Chi-
cago in the mid fifties. He dates farther back to the thirties when
he played piano for Fletcher Henderson., This versatile innova-
tor has had scores of albums on his own Saturn label, a couple
of albums on small American labels like Delmark, Savoy and
ESP and on European labels like Polydor, BYG and MPS Saba,
but never has recorded for a ‘major’ label.

The Browne And

B NEW YORK — Asylum re-
cording artist Jackson Browne
returned to Paul Colby’s Bit-
ter End last week, and once
again demonstrated his excep-
tional talent as a performer-
composer. Since his last New
York appearances, Browne has
developed a new confidence and
ease as a performer and now
strikes an instant rapport with
the audience by introducing
many of his songs with humor-
ously incredible or moving an-
ecdotes.

Jackson’s songs are mostly
gentle and introspective, but he
can write a commercial rocker
just as well. In addition to sing-

ing many songs from his
Asylum album (“Song For
Adam,” “Jamaica Say You

Will,” “My Opening Farewell,”
and “Rock Me On The Water”),
Jackson sang some of his com-
positions previously recorded
only by other artists, such as
the Eagles hit “Take It Easy,”
and such older songs asg “These
Days” and “Shadow Dream
Song.” Newer, as yet unre-
corded material, included the
lovely “Lady Of The Well” and
a rollicking, country flavored
“Let Me Introduce You To My
Redneck Friends.” Offering su-
perb musical back-up was Dave
Lindley on slide and acoustic
guitar and mandolin. A fun and
joyous encore was Jackson’s
rendition of Del Shannon’s old
hit “Runaway.” Jackson Browne
hasg confirmed for me that he
is one of America’s most extra-
ordinary talents.

Less introspective and morbid,
David’s newer material should
deservedly find its way to larger
audiences, particularly with
Graham Nash as producer of
his forthcoming album. In sum,
this engagement of the “Browne
and Blue Review” provided one
of the finest evenings of music
in New York.

The reason
for this trimming is the increased amount of revenue brought
in by advertising, and this appears to make the svstem of ‘bought
airtime’ less essential for the financial stability of the station.
CBS Great Britain has been found guilty and fined £100.00.
