CONCERT REVIEW

Rowan Brothers:
 SAN FRANCISCO - Colum-
bia Records debuted the
Rowan Brothers last week at a
press party in Sausalito. The
group is certainly the best act
to come out of San Francisco
in the recent past, and will like-
ly be the biggest of Columbia's
recent signings.

Of course, in view of some of
Columbia's latest signings, that
may be looked upon as some-
thing of an overstatement.
However, the Rowans' new al-
bum and, more importantly,
their live set provide evidence
to support such a claim.

Rock & Roll Stars

The Rowans themselves
(they are, by the way, brothers
of Peter Rowan, recently of
Seatrain) have a personable,
energetic stage presence, they
write tunes that are accomp-
lished much beyond their frail
years, and they look like rock
and roll stars. Beyond that,
there are some other important
factors to consider: firstly, the
driving, authorative band that
backs them up. On top of the
Rowans' own spotless vocals,
the band is bottom heavy with
bass and drums, a straight -

A Smash Act
forward and strong framework
for the intricate vocals and
melodies. The producer -engi-
neer team of Billy Wolf and
David Grisman who did the
Rowans' record are also in the
band and make an enormous
contribution on bass and key-
boards. It is not a pick up
band; rather a well rehearsed,
well thought out unit.

Use of Moog

There is also the sound to
consider. The Rowans use a
moog on stage, echoplexes on
the voices at times, and except
for an occasion during this
set when the system went out
brieflly, the sound seemed to
be perfectly mixed, powerful
but not painful and overall
solid fun. The two Rowans play
guitars and do it so well that
their playing can stand up to
the scrutiny a fine sound sys-
tem gives the audience.

There are some songs, too,
that should be mentioned, if
only because some are sure to
be hits, others classics: "Gold,"
"Mama Don't You Cry," "Lay
Me Down," "Move On Down."
Covers of these, and some others
will probably be coming fast.

Bob Krasnow rights On
By JOHN GIBSON

 Blue Thumb Records is 4

years old, and it's been a stormy
period for both Bob Krasnow
and his label. Krasnow began
this interview not wanting to
talk about Blue Thumb, but
rather about the record business
in general; however, he never
really stuck to this idea. The
following shows Krasnow can-
did, frequently bitter about the
loss of several of his discoveries
to bigger labels, and often pro-
fane. Some of the sting of his
remarks has been excised by the
Editors in the interest of accept-
able taste. 'tkrasnow (r) wail his latest victim.

Record World: Blue Thumb has suffered some artist losses
lately.

Bob Krasnow: Suffered?
RW: That's not the right word?
BK: No. Suffering means I've lost something that I went out

originally to get, but didn't. We signed these people to make
money, and we made money with them. So, from a business point
of view we didn't suffer. I was hurt, though. I was hurt that some-
one didn't respect the work that we do here as a team.

RW: Why do you think they all left?
BK: People have disagreements. One man thinks something

should be one way and another thinks it should be different. I
think the book about the Peter Principle was why people leave.
They assume positions they know nothing about, or get positions
thrown at them that they just really can't deal with. Mark -Almond
hasn't left yet. Maybe they have signed a contract with Columbia,
but they're still under contract to us.

RW: Do you have any product?
BK: No.
RW: We understand there's an album soon (on Columbia).
BK: That's what I heard.
RW: The contract is still in litigation?
BK: In litigation. That's right.
RW: Does that mean you're going to enjoin Columbia to keep

them from putting out product?
BK: Well, I'm not a lawyer, but I'm sure that we'll try. I just

think that all these things are a waste of time from the act's point
of view and from the record company's point of view. If you can't
get along with this record company, you can't get along with any
record company. Every record company has a specific function
they can fulfill, that's what the difference is between record com-
panies, and people supposedly comes to us because we ... well, no
one comes to us-we go to them. I don't wait for any tapes to come
in. I go out and I decide who I want to work for. We work for
our acts. If they don't make it, we don't make it. They're our
bosses, and so if I'm going to have a boss, I'm gonna pick him.

RW: With either of those two acts, (Dave Mason and Mark -
Almond), were you happy with the way it was going?

BK: I was extremely happy. I felt very positive. Dave Mason's
first album was one of the finest albums ever made. I don't want
to get into a big thing about what Dave did or didn't do, though
the one thing that he didn't do was that he didn't tour during the

first album. He spent all his time in England. But, you know, Dave
wanted to do an album with Cass Elliott. I told him he was nuts,
but I let him do it. We don't try to tell people what to do here.

RW: Was that a loser album?
BK: It was a loser album from a record company point of view.

It was a loser idea, and it was a lot of people trying to capitalize
on Dave Mason, and he felt some obligation, I guess, to do it. I
thought musically it wasn't that spectacular. It did what it de-
served to do: nothing.

RW: Nice art work.
BK: I never heard anyone play an album cover. So, when these

acts come to us for a specific purpose and they want to be with
us because we're street people, and we have a great image, and
you are very tasty and we want to be with you, and I say in the
same turn, right, but what's more important, I want you to be with
us. Because if I'm devoting my time to something, I want it to be
something I feel is worthwhile. We form this relationship and
they get to a certain point of success and somebody comes along
and says, "Well we can take you from here." But where was Dave
Mason, and where was Mark -Almond, and where was T. Rex, and
where was Captain Beefheart, and where was Ike and Tina Turner,
and where was Leon Russell? You know it's a pretty long list of
people. Where were they when only I knew about them? They
were nowhere.

RW: Why'd they all leave?
BK: Well Captain Beefheart was a situation that developed be-

fore I started Blue Thumb Records. I try to talk to my acts, and I
try to find out what they're doing from every point of view so I
can approach it in the proper manner. I consider Captain Beef -
heart a genius and I know I'll have to talk to him a lot to clearly
understand what he's trying to do, so I can take it from there.
Philosophically, we differed on some points, so he was never going
to be a Blue Thumb artist. Ike and Tina Turner were not under
contract to anybody. I had recorded them at Warner Brothers
when I worked there. Ike and I had become very good friends, he
heard that I'd started Blue Thumb Records, and he said do you
want to make an album? I said yes, if you do the kind of album
I want to do. And that is a basic album, let's get down to it.

"My first choice for a deal was Warner
Brothers, but they turned me down."

RW: R&b?
KB: Well I don't know r&b, maybe b&r, bs. Good music. Funky.

So we made the album and sure enough it was really something.
"I've Been Loving You Too Long" was a pretty good record, and
the album was pretty good. Ike started making a comeback. We
made another album with him, and UA made him an offer which
I encouraged him to take. I know how much dues Ike Turner's
paid. I couldn't come up with the money that he'd been offered,
and I felt it was a good opportunity for him. T. Rex, on the other
hand, didn't think we did a good job for them. I don't know what
you call doing a good job. I know that Chet Helms' The Family
Dog, the first time we brought T. Rex over, Chet didn't have
enough money to keep the place open. Chet was going to have
to close it and we were going to have to cancel the gig. I really
wanted T. Rex to play in San Francisco, so I paid for the whole
week for him to stay open, (The Family Dog). I underwrote the
whole thing. I also printed up a book that cost $1 each with
Marc's pictures and poetry and I gave them to him and I said
he should give these away at his concerts. But he said I didn't
do a good job, so I said "Well, alright, if you can tell me that,

 Amidst a continually broad-
ening sphere of activities, Alice
Cooper has not neglected this
election year, and has just re-
leased a new single, "Elected."
The music and lyrics of the
song were written by all five
members of the group. "Elect-
ed" took ten days to record,
with basic tracks recorded at
the Cooper Estate in Greenwich,
Connecticut.

To add authenticity to the
sound of "Elected," Alice makes
use of Will Jordan's impreson-
ation of Walter Winchell, as
well as recorded portions of the
Democratic Convention in
Miami. Also, the record ends
with Alice giving a campaign
speech. In keeping with the
laws pertaining to full dis-
closure of campaign funds and
expenses, Alice wishes to note
that the recording costs of
"Elected" were $10,000, inclu-
sive.

RW: Was Don Graham originally a partner?
BK: No. I brought Don in after about eight months. I started

it alone. I couldn't get, a job. Really, I'm not bullshitting you
man, I couldn't get a job. What else could I do? I don't know
how to pump gas. Fortunately I had some money, I had some
masters. I'd bought this W. C. Fields thing a couple of years pre-
vious and no one would listen to me when I wanted to put it out.
I felt that Fields renaissance. So I had this Fields album, the
Captain Beefheart, and the Credibility Gap. The Credibility Gap
had an airsick bag in every album; if you didn't like the album
you could throw up. I think I was the only one who threw up.

RW: After Leon, what else?
BK: Dave Mason. Now it's Mark -Almond, right. But what about

the acts that stay with us? There's a lot of acts that stick right
by us. Certain people said they came to us for a particular pur-
pose and they really meant it. Other people didn't really mean
it. We were convenient at the time. At that time they believed it,
but people turn into capitalists very quickly. Most of the people
that left me were Englishmen who were introduced to capitalism
and dug it. They said, "Fuck him, I'm gonna go out and get me
some money." Every act that we've had these disagreements with
has been an English acts. If you know the English tax structure
as it was, it was very difficult to make any money as a Britisher.

RW: With all this trouble, how do you account for your abil-
ity to stay in business?

BK: The only reason we've been able to stay in business is
we run a well thought out organization. The first time we've had
any money is since we've been with Gulf and Western.

RW: Didn't this label start on a deal with GRT?
BK: No, that deal came eight months later. That's when I

brought Don Graham in. I couldn't afford to have him. I was only
taking $100 a week out myself and Don was making $40 thou
a year at A&M. What the hell was I supposed to tell him to do?
I can't bring in people I can't afford to have. Got to make the
payroll.

RW: Is the company now owned by Gulf and Western?
BK: Gulf and Western owns a percentage of Blue Thumb.

That's why we have a much easier time getting money. It's the
only way to get money-when you're willing to give up a piece
of the action. Until the time I went with G&W I was not willing
to give anybody anything. I mean any of the financing people.
The creative people are a different situation. But I was not go-
ing to give a banker a piece of the action for just loaning me
money. I just wanted to pay interest on the money.

RW: A year and a half ago, when you were looking for a deal,
why did you choose G&W?

BK: A lot of reasons. Independent distribution was one. My
first choice for a deal was Warner Brothers, but they turned
me down.

RW: You wanted a company with independent distribution?
BK: Warners at that time had independents.
RW: You don't like the branch system?
BK: I like the branch system in certain ways. For me it's no

good. I'm not big enough for a branch system. But Warners now
is all branch, Columbia's all branch, Capitol's all branch. But
Capitol has branches and what does it mean to them? It might
as well be branches on a tree.

RK: You weren't satisfied with your Capitol deal?
BK: No, to say the least. We gave them their money back and

that was it.
RW: These all seem to be money -back deals.
BK: I give everybody their money back. Just because a man

has money doesn't mean he gets a piece of your life. Some of
these people feel that they want a piece of your business for the
use of their money. Well, I could never justify that, but finally
one day I had to justify it in order to get the kind of money
I wanted.

RW: That's when you saw Gulf and Western as a place to go?
BK: Right. They had the money and they had the commitment.

And they also promised that we could continue along our same
kind of operation.

RW: So it was back to Blue Thumb?
BK: Yes. Blue Thumb Records isn't where I want it to be yet.

 MONTREAL - RPM Music
Weekly hosted a Communication
Four conference at the Hotel
Bonaventure, on September 9th,
which drew 150 reps of the
Canadian industry.

The conference, the fourth in
a series, was developed to deal
with the numerous problems in
the Canadian recording industry.
Reps on the 15 -member panel
were from all phases of the in-
dustry: rackjobbing, production,
CRTC, all format radio stations
including the French Canadian
market, and press. Broken into
morning and afternoon sessions
C-4 had little format and parti-
cipants chose to jump topics in -
and -around the panel.

WEA Presentation
Canadian marketing, promo-

tion, radio, and 30% Can -con
ruling were among some of the
topics that came under fire. Some
members argued that people
were using CRTC regulations as
a crutch and credibility of
Canadian material Stateside was
questioned throughout the day.

WEA Music of Canada, Ltd.
planned its national promotion
meeting to coincide with the C-4
meeting. It was thought that the
regional promotion men would
be able to gain valuable insight
on the over-all Canadian market
rather than just knowing what

their own regional market was
about. The WEA promotional
staff arrived in Montreal on
Thursday, had their own meet-
ings on Friday at which CKGM's
John Mackey spoke on Top 40
radio and then joined in with
the C-4 meeting on Saturday.

Under Fire

Sunday afternoon WEA and
Columbia held presentations of
new product. Most Canadian
companies opened hospitality
suites. WE A's presentation con-
sisted of Elektra Fall product
while Columbia concentrated on
its Canadian line which con-
sisted of product by Atkinson,
Danko and Ford, Catherine
Blanche, Frank Dervieux, Roger
Rodier, Riverson, Patsy Gallant,
Marc Gelinas, Andre Gagnon,
Murray McLauchlan and Space
Opera.

C-4 and the activities sur-
rounding it did little in the way
of offering solutions to Canadian
problems. However, it did a
great deal to knock down some
of the barriers set up by its
participants in the past. Several
positive ideas were passed for-
ward and many different view-
points of similar problems were
presented.

 College stations are getting
back to normal, and word comes
of the first major conference
of the year.

As announced last week,
WCHP of Central Michigan
University in Mt. Pleasant,
and WCBN-FM of the Univer-
sity of Michigan at Ann Arbor,
will be sponsoring a confer-
ence to be held October 14th
and 15th, at the Central Mich-
igan campus. The conference
is primarily for the benefit of
schools in the Michigan area,
but is open to anyone who
wants to attend.

There are two main goals that
Stu Goldberg from WCBN, and
Chip Musko from WCHP, are
trying to achieve: First, they
want people who attend to
learn something from their
meetings, and they also want
to try to organize the college
stations in the state of Mich-
igan into a college radio net-
work. They are not using the
convention as an opportunity
for the college station people
to get together to have a good
time.

The conference begins with
registration from 9:00 a.m.
until noon on Saturday, and
continues with a "you're on
your own" lunch on Saturday.
Meeting time is 1:30 p.m. until
5:00 p.m. Saturday-with work-
shop sessions and rooms in the
following 7 areas : program-
ming and formats, engineering,
news & sports, public affairs &
editorials, business and sales,
management & promotion, and
music & distribution. Resource
people will be available in all
of these areas, but rather than
being speakers, they will serve
as information sources for
roundtable discussions. There
will be no panels of experts to
dominate discussions as there
have been in the past, but these
meetings will be an opportunity
for college stations to meet and
to discuss their problems.
People will be free to float
from one meeting to the other

A&IVI Resumes College
 HOLLYWOOD - A&M Rec-
ords is resuming its successful
college program, according to
Andy Meyer, A&M's Director
of College Promotion. Some
new people have joined the

hour period. The session will
be followed by a banquet/
dinner.

They also
believe that record people in
attendance will have a better
chance to communicate with
the station people in attend-
ance, because there will be
fewer people there. And by
eliminating the "dead weight"
that sometimes comes along
for the ride, they hope more
can be accomplished.

Doug Jones, Music Director
of WCHP has been put in
charge of co-ordinating rela-

tions with record companies
who want to attend this con-
ference. Feelings are that this
conference will be worthwhile
to attend. The planning and
serious thought going into this
meeting merit the support of
the college radio and record
industries. This meeting is not
being thrown together at the
last minute, like some conven-
tions are.

These conferences and meet-
ings have become important to
both the college radio people
and record company people.
Both groups want to make sure
that meetings are profitable to
them. Hopefully, this confer-
ence will be a step in that di-
rection.

Even though we're successful, and we're making money and we
did $3 million in business last year and we're going to do $5
mil next year at least. And we're never had a real hit record
yet at this company. Anyone can have hits, and the wheel always
turns. In fact, when I got in the record business the hottest rec-
ord company in the business was Capitol. They were the best.
And then Columbia took over, and now Warner Brothers, the
WEA company, they're kicking everyone's ass. Decca used to be
hot; Bing Crosby. So I tried to build the company intelligently
figuring that hits are great, but real artists are even greater
because they have longevity and they're legit things that you
can sell. A hit has to happen to you. I'm sure we'll have plenty
of hits. We're going to try and have a lot of hits now. We won't
put out that many singles, we've only put out about 12 or 15
singles in four years. We put out about 43 albums, ten of which
were blues albums, like Buddy Guy, Junior Wells, Jr. Mance-
highly specialized. We put out say 30 albums that you get more
than the Library of Congress card for putting it out.

RW: Did you recently try to get Randy Newman?
BK: I never tried anything so hard in my life. Randy is mak-

ing history. Mo Ostin has excellent taste. What makes Mo suc-
cessful is his incredible taste, his belief in something, and his
follow through. He's so conscientious towards his artists. Ahmet
Ertegun has this incredible ability to work with people, and form
a team, and instill confidence in everybody. Don't you ever won-
der how people get acts? Everybody's got money. Mo is so sensi-
tive to the work that he can see the value of a Randy Newman,
and he's willing to back it up. And he didn't go to Randy New-
man and say I'm going to give you more money than the next
guy. That's the key, you're right: Randy Newman is a key issue
on how people can get off the track. I approached Randy as one
of his closest friends, that's why I wanted him. I love to work
for people whose work you stand in awe of, I know that sounds
corny, but it's to that level, really. But also he's one of my best
friends so naturally I wanted to do something with the cat. But
Mo instilled a loyalty in Randy. I don't mean to knock Clive Davis
again just because he tries to get all my acts, but he does it
after the fact. Anybody can say "Hey these dudes are ready to
make it, let's go offer them half a million dollars." Mo Ostin
didn't have to offer Randy Newman half a million dollars. I don't
know what he offered. I offered Randy a million, I don't know
what Mo did and I don't care. I'm not that upset, in fact, in some
ways I'm glad it went down the way it did.

RW: Why?
BK: Why? Because Mo was pumping money into Randy long

before the whole world knew about him. I knew about him, but
I didn't have the ability to do it, but Mo had the ability and he
did it. He did it, and he deserves to reap the benefits.

RW: What if you're that good and you don't seem to be get-
ting the money?

BK: Well, patience and believing in something is what pays
off. Bob Dylan was around for five albums before the name
picked up on him. That one man actually had a great effect on
this entire planet. And he made five albums before anyone really
started feeling it. But that's what happens. And the money did
come to Bob Dylan. It came to him because he believed in him-
self, and . .

RW: His company, Columbia, believed in him?
BK: Right, and his company was willing to back him. He had

confidence that the money would come. He didn't need to get it
in front. Did anyone ever give you anything in front?

RW: Not that I can remember . . .

BK: Me either. I have to work for what I want. So you have
an artist that's making it, and some dude walks up and says
"Here's a half a million dollars, fuck that cat you're with," and
the artist says "well maybe I don't have that much talent. Maybe
I ought to take the money and run." I don't believe in front money.
This company doesn't give it. We give a token amount of money
to show that we're there, but we write a contract that guarantees
we'll spend a lot of money to help them make it, and we spend it.
If they have the talent they'll make it, but not giving it to them
in front. Why should I? Why should anybody? I never have seen
Ahmet Ertegun's bank account, but I'll bet he doesn't give front

money. He doesn't need to. That man has proven himself. Sure
money buys things and people, but that's the unhippest way to
do it.

RW: But it seems to be the way it's being done these days?
BK: Well, A&M doesn't do it, I don't think Atlantic does it.

Warners may do it under certain circumstances, but I don't think
that they're that guilty of it. But we all know companies that are,
that go for these insane deals that are just unworkable. The best
you can do is break even if you have three #1 albums, or some-
thing like that.

RW: What you're saying then, is that you develop acts that
big companies come and gobble up. How do you get along then?

BK: Well they're going to stop all that. Clive Davis may have
gotten Dave Mason but he paid through the nose for him. And
he may wind up getting Mark -Almond but he's going to pay that
way, too. He had to make a deal with me to get Dave Mason.
I didn't let Mason negotiate the deal. My attorneys and myself
came up with a situation that we would accept, because we didn't
cheat Dave Mason. He took it to three courts and found every
time that we didn't cheat him. We don't cheat. So, he wants to
leave? Go ahead, go to Columbia.

RW: You say he had to pay?
BK: Yeah. He had to pay money. You can't just walk out on

a contract. You just can't do it. You sign a contract with some-
body and they put a lot of money into you, you just can't walk
away from it. Now if they want to walk away, I can't stop them,
because they'll stop recording for me. I recognize the realities
of it, but Dave Mason had to get his way out of this company
and he wanted out bad enough to make a deal that's very lucra-
tive for my company. And I think Dave Mason is going to be a
giant star, and I think that everybody I've introduced in this
company, which in my eyes is an astonishing array of artists,
have all gone on to make it. But none of them are leaving any-
more. Clive Davis isn't getting any more of them. He ain't get-
ting any more of my acts, and I think people ought to know it.

RW: It seems that what you've been doing is selling developed.
or partially developed artists, like some people sell masters?

BK: Well that's what's been happening to us. It's turned out
that way. But we perform. I want to see any knowledgeable rec-
ord man sit across from me and say we don't. I'm not saying we
do everything right here, but we have a hell of a team of people.
Everyone is a specialist and none of us interfere with the others.
That's why I respect Ahmet Ertegun because not only do they
have taste, but they also have the ability to execute certain things
and the ability to work with other people. You're right, I've got
it in for Clive Davis, because he ripped me for Dave Mason, and
even though he paid for it, that was an embarrassment to me.
Especially when I did the best job I could do, made that psyche-
delic record and all that. We did a great job. I'm proud of what
we did. I can live with myself and say we did a good job. Mason
made a couple of hundred thousand dollars at this record com-
pany in royalties. He didn't do that bad. Who ever heard of Dave
Mason before we brought him in?

RW: Traffic?
BK: Yeah, Traffic, right. But we were the ones that got him

on his own thing.
RW: You don't think it would have happened without you?
BK: Well I'm sure it would have. I'm just saying we did it.

No one else did it. I'm sure it would have happened, but we did it.

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Hubert Long: A Tribute
RECORD WORLD COUNTRY

By CHUCK NEESE
II NASHVILLE - In the days
that have passed since the un-
timely death of Hubert Long
(7), Nashville country music
performers, writers and busi-
ness people have discussed,
more than once, how this book-
ing and publishing magnate
touched their careers. And
touch them he did; everybody
from Johnny & Jack in the
early days to Kristofferson in
recent years.

Literally long at his business,
he was always approachable
either through the offices of
Hubert Long International dur-
ing working hours or via tele-
phone at his swank apartment
which adjoined his office com-
plex on Nashville's music row.
No hour was too late for an
artist to call for his advice or
help. There were midnight calls
for money from a stranded
country singer or early morning
calls from C&W bands who
were having problems crossing
the Canadian border; or early
evening visits from TV produc-
ers who were interested in
country shows. Long's noon
luncheons at his beautiful
apartment became somewhat of
a tradition and invitations to
lunch were considered status
symbo4s by some.

He was one of the originators
of the Country Music Associa-
tion, which is said to be one of
the most effective trade organ-
izations in existence. He was
chairman of the board of CMA
at the time of his death.

Hubert Long was born and
reared in Texas and began his
career in music as a dime store
record salesman. He later
joined Decca and then RCA as
a field rep. He then became ad-
vance man for Col. Tom
Parker's "Eddy Arnold Show."
Hubert's next stop was the
Louisiana Hayride where he
handled business affairs for
the popular show's stars. In
1951 he moved to Nashville and
began working with Hank
Snow.

Although he wasn't Nash-
ville's first booking agent, the
48 year old bachelor did be-
come one of Music City's "top
three" during his seventeen
years as the head man at the
Hubert Long Agency. At his
death, Hubert Long had
single-handedly amassed one of
the most enviable booking/
publishing/real estate opera-
tions in the country music in-
dustry.

His influence was interna-
tional and his presence will be
sorely missed. (Photos on p. 48)

1967, were at Hilltop Studio, owned by musician
Billy Linneman and his father engineer Jack

Nashville musicans working the session included fiddler Johnny
Gimbel, guitarist Jimmy Capps, pianist Jerry Smith, drummer
Paul Charon, steel -guitarist Jeff Newman and bass player Linne-
man, who doubled as producer.

Not so. I'm a lover as opposed to the indulger in fisticuffs.

Also, I'm up
for election to the CMA Board and a thing like this could put me in
the loser's column again. Been in that one before. No fun. Even
prior to this (Gibson's) column I had planned on writing you to
let you know that, to my great sorrow, it will be necessary for me
to miss the annual big October celebration (Opry Birthday-dee-jay
convention) in Nashville this year for the first time in ages and I
send best wishes to all. I have to go into the hospital soon and
will leave the business only long enough to stare at the ceiling for
a few weeks. After which I'll come out of my corner swinging.
In case anybody asks the nature of my ailment, you may tell
them that I've done so many drinking songs in my time that I
plan to have a shot glass removed from my tonsils. As for the
Johnny Bond referred to in Gibson's column, when I see him I
plan to exert my seniority in the business and give him ample
opportunity to repeat his headlines." That's good, don't fight.

"That's
good," says Acuff. "But actually I'm old as Bob Hope and Arthur
Godfrey. The family Bible tells me I was born Sept. 14, 1903.

McCuen became aware of the
master through Tara, Inter-
national representative Dick
Broderick, and picked up the
Apollo 100 master after Dunhill
Records had passed it up.

The Bach instrumental, which
was an English project, was
released in October but didn't
hit the charts until the first
week in January.
