 NEW YORK-The 1972 tour
of the Rolling Stones, covering
30 cities, will begin June 3 at
the Pacific Coliseum in Van-
couver, B.C., and conclude with
three dates at Madison Square
Garden, here, on July 24, 25
and 26.

Opening acts for the Rolling
Stones on the complete tour
will be Stevie Wonder and
Martha Reeves, plus totally un-
known gospel singers who will
accompany the group on a Bible
Belt bus trip.

The tour, set by Peter Rudge
of Sound Image Inc., contains
innovations in booking, con-
sumer protection, security and
staging never before used for
rock concerts.

Rudge came up against op-
position when he tried to book
the Stones into concert halls
seating fewer than 5,000 peo-
ple. "City fathers and mothers
seemed concerned by the pos-
sible damage the five Stones
could do to their sons and

daughters in close quarters,"
Rudge said, "although the pros-
pect seemed exciting at the
time."

All concerts on the tour will
have a $6.50 top ticket price.
In addition, Rudge, as part of
a special plan of action to pre-
vent ticket scalpers and forg-
ers, has set an absolute limit
of four tickets sold per cus-
tomer. In each city, all outlets
will put tickets on sale simul-
taneously 30 days prior to the
actual date, with mail orders in
some cities. Local newspaper
ads, which will be designed and
supplied by the Stones' office,
will carry details. (The first evi-
dence of ticket forgeries has al-
ready been discovered in Los
Angeles where a bogus ticket
agency took $5 deposits on
phony tickets which they said
would cost $15.)

All complimentary tickets
will be handled by COG (Cen-

This latest move into
television advertising of disc
product, being tied in with the
Goldblott chain of 36 stores
comes on the heels of a similar
experiment carried out in re-
cent weeks by Musical Isle, San
Francisco.

Both ventures reflect gather-
ing focus on television as a
record promotional vehicle on
the national level, which, say
tradesters. is a natural spread-
ing out of the disc dollar as a
result of the concentration
tendency on radio campaigns.

The latest television push in
the Windy City is centered on
three maior hit albums by
America, Yes, and Harry Cha-
pin. For three consecutive Fri-
days. the spots are run on
WFID-TV, a Chicago UHF out-
let, with initial air date May 14.

RCA's Herb Linsky:

On the Selling of the Economy Line

Herb Linsky

 Herb Linsky, RCA Records
Director, Camden Product, be-
gan his career in the record
business in 1955, as a promotion
man working out of RCA's Phil-
adelphia distributor. Moving to
New York in 1958, he was Epic
National Promotion Manager for
four years, after which "a de-
sire to learn the other side of
the business" led him to become
a specialist in rack merchandis-
ing. There followed positions in
special market sales with Lon-

'don and Kapp Records. He then
moved on to Pickwick where he
helped to develop the Pickwick/
33 $1.98 line. Linsky was with

Columbia's economy line, Harmony, for five years, and headed it
prior to his appointment to his current position at RCA last
November.

Record World: How would you characterize the economy line
market? Who buys Camden records?

Herb Linsky: An economy record, more than any other type
of record, is an impulse item. Camden product is generally pur-
chased by a middle income housewife in, for instance, a discount
drugstore or a supermarket. Buying a record is not her first order
of business. She is not apt to go into a full -line record store.

RW: Has the economy market changed over the years?
Linsky: Yes, thankfully, it's grown considerably. And our cus-

tomer has become a more sophisticated record buyer. He's more
selective. He's looking for the right kind of product-the right
artist, singing the right songs.

RW: Do you receive many complaints about duplication of
material? In other words, complaints from consumers who find
that the songs on the economy album they've just purchased are
the same as the ones on the regularly priced record they bought
years ago.

Linsky: No, never. We do get asked why certain selections
weren't included. You've got to remember that our buyers are
generally not those you'd call "fans." They don't own everything
that an artist has ever recorded, but some are collectors of older
material that's been cut out and is no longer available anywhere
else but on the economy line.

RW: How is material selected for inclusion on an economy
album?

Lipsky: We do research to determine what material is avail-
able for inclusion on any individual project, and analyze what,
of the available material, is most appropriate for that particular
project. We also take copyright rates into consideration in struc-
turing any given package.

RW: Has it ever happened that an economy album has inter-
fered with the sales of an artist's current, regularly priced
product?

Linsky: Again, the markets are distinct. Our market research
has shown that such interference doesn't occur. In fact, economy
product can help an artist's career by opening new avenues of
exposure to him and his material. A first economy album, espe-
cially, often creates new "fans," or buyers of the artist's regular
priced product.

RW: Does an artist exercise any influence in the final form
that an economy album bearing his name takes?

Linsky: In general, we have the freedom to determine the pro-
gramming and the design of all economy product that we release.

RW: If economy album sales are impulse sales, is packaging

of primary concern to you ?
Linsky: There's no doubt that attractive packaging is essen-

tial to the success of an economy line because of the impulse fac-
tor. Mass merchandising is our business and the best possible
cover art is mandatory to enable a package to reach its fullest
potential. Another important factor is timeliness. For instance,
we've just come out with a George Carlin album. The material
had been gathering dust in our vaults. But Carlin is hot now.
He's coming off a hit album, getting plenty of television ex-
posure . I think the time is right for our George Carlin album.

RW: Can any innovations be expected in economy line pack-
aging?

Linsky: The double pocket two -record set is a recent innova-
tion. Pickwick introduced the configuration in its economy line
several years ago and our recent success with it has exceeded
our expectations.

RW: What is the price differential between your one and two-
record economy sets?

Linsky: Our standard one -disc album lists at $2.49, the two-
record set for $3.98. A $2.49 album contains, on the average, 10
selections; the $3.98, 18 selections.

RW: How large, in dollars, would you estimate the size of the
economy market to be today?

Linsky: The total economy market, consisting of records and
tapes, is probably in the $25-30 million wholesale range.

RW: How many units does a successful economy album sell?
Linsky: Perry Como's "Christmas" album was the first million

selling economy album. We've got a Presley that's close to that
figure. But, in general, our best sellers do better than a half
million. I, of course, can only speak for the Camden line.

RW: What type of music sells best at economy prices?
Linsky: That's easy. Country music is consistently our most

viable commercial product.
RW: Why is that true?
Linsky: As in the case of regularly priced country product, the

consumer of economy country product is a most loyal one, to both
individual artists and the music in general.

RW: Are there plans to become more heavily involved in con-
temporary rock at the economy level?

Linsky: No, the market's not right for it in most cases. We've
found that consumer interest in any particular rock artist has a
very short life span, so that by the time his material is available
for economy release, it is generally out of date and doesn't sell as
well as you might expect.

RW: Does Camden release any original recordings?
Linsky: We have. Albums of the "Living Strings" and "Living

Brass" type. But we're cutting down on that sort of thing. Our
repackaging program is more successful and there's a great
wealth of material in the RCA vaults to be tapped. The nostalgia
trend has given great impetus to the sales of our line. It's my
personal opinion that this trend will continue to develop.

RW: Are you satisfied with the way economy product is mer-
chandised?

Linsky: It's difficult to measure one's degree of satisfaction in
this instance. We are constantly seeking to obtain new areas of
exposure and new ways to develop our sales growth. Basically,
space at rack levels is limited, so we seek to enhance our position
in these outlets by creating the strongest, most desirable product.

RW: Is there any aspect of the economy record business that
could be improved upon?

Linsky: Again, every aspect can always be improved upon, but
I can cite one area that is virtually entirely neglected. The trades
ignore the economy record business. I think that any segment of
the industry that accounts for as much business as we do merits

THE SOCIETY FOR LITERARY ADVANCEMENT AND
GESTATION, (SLAG), announced their decision
late last night to disqualify eight year old
prizewinner Gerald (Little Milton) Bostock
following the hundreds of protests and threats
received after the reading of his epic poem
"Thick as a Brick" on B.B.C. Television last
Monday night.
A hastily reconvened panel of Judges accepted the decision by
four leading child psychiatrists that the boy's mind was seriously
unbalanced and that his work was a product of an "extremely
unwholesome attitude towards life, his God and Country".
Bostock was recommended for psychiatric treatment following
examination "without delay". The first prize will now be pre-
sented to runner up Mary Whiteyard (aged 12) for her essay on
Christian ethics entitled, "He died to save the little Children".

The Literary Competition,
which was for children aged
from 7 to 16 years of age, was
sponsored by leading national
newspapers and received thou-
sands of entries from schools
all over Britain. Mr. Humphrey
Martin, the Headmaster of
Moordale Primary School
said Gerald, nicknamed
"Little Milton" by his English
master because of his poetic
ability, was mentally advanced
for his age, although inclined
on occasions to obscure and
verbose assertions which led
him to being somewhat un
-popular with his schoolmates
He went on to say that with-
out doubt the child had a great
future academically and that
his progress was unsurpassed
in the history of Moordale
Primary. Gerald and his
parents moved to St. Cleve
four years ago from Man-
chester when Mr. Bostock
decided for health reasons to
live away from the City. David
Bostock now does occasional
gardening work while his wife

Daphne is well known to the
Congregation of St. Cleve
Parish Church for her activi-
ties in social work and her
wonderful buffet luncheon at
the fete last Saturday. Well

done, Daphne! Mr. Bostock
said this morning of "Little
Milton's" disqualification,
"We are heartbroken at the
way the Judges changed their
minds, and the loss of the prize
money and scholarship means
we shall find difficulty in pay-
ing the instalments on Gerald's
Encyclopaedia Britannica. I

shall have to do Dr. Munson's
roses next week after all."
When he heard of the decision
against him, Gerald went to
his room and locked the door,

"Mrs. Bostock and I are sorely
vexed at the way this has
turned out", said Mr. Bostock
of No. 6 Pollitt Close, St.

Steve West, Music
Director of KJRB Spokane, pointed out to us this
week with a tinge of bitterness that not one
record promotion man in the nation (with the
exception of Red Schwartz of Avco) bothered to
write him a note mentioning that he had received
congratulations in this very column. It is the job
of promotion men to read the trades thoroughly
and to do the little things involving courtesy

and thoughtfulness that can make our business a
two-way street. Record promotion men continually
call programming people to ask for their help
in breaking a record. Obviously, if we wrote
something unflattering about a radio person, the
word would travel fast and the phones would hum.
Why should the phones be so strangely quiet when
we say something nice? Now you may call Steve
West and report to him that we printed that he
sounds GABASKONIUS. It might also be a nice idea
to be aware of people's birthdays, anniversaries,
confirmations, bar mitzvahs, etc. Don't you agree?
As a matter of fact, Dan Walker of KJRB is
supposed to have his bar mitzvah next week.

The sure shot of the week is the new David
Cassidy. It went right on WABC, WIBG, KOL, WROV,
WLOV. It should become the #1 record
of the summer.

Congratulations to Herb Gordon of Paramount
for bringing the Commander Cody hit all the
way in. Unfortunately, the program director
of a huge station owned by a radio -TV network
so far refuses to play it simply because he
personally does not like it. Reliable sources
inform us that this program director was
unwilling to see the president of a huge record
company owned by another radio -TV network who
had come in to the station to pay his respects.
The president of the record company waited in
vain for about one-half hour, although the
program director was apparently aware of his
presence. We hear that the general manager of
the station later telephoned apologies. What
do you think of such a situation?

Sure shot pic: Climax. There were a lot of
"doubting Thomases" on the last one which was
called "Precious and Few." Since there are no
automatics any more and since the follow-up
to a hit record also has to wait its turn . .

we can expect this one to take at least a month to
start breaking. Apparently, the first person
to break this record is my old friend, Rod
Tompkins and WROV Roanoke where it exploded to
4f17 in just one week. It is also on WLAV
Grand Rapids and WRAS Atlanta.

Unfortunately, at least 70 per cent of the key
pop stations are still waiting to go on the
Fifth Dimension. We freely admit that, like many
other people, we did not hear this record at
first. We guarantee that it will soon go over
a million.

Sure shot prediction, Marvin Gaye: We expect
that many programmers will wait on this one
which is what happened with his last four hits.
We predicted hit action on his past hits and
we predict it again.
Love Unlimited on Uni. We are very proud of

this ear pic which we made a month before it
was released. It is now on many of the heavyweight
pop stations and is going to go top 10 or higher.
We don't recall missing a week not telling you
it would be a giant, and predicting that it could
not be stopped. Many programming people who
could not hear it before are now devout believers.

Sleeper prediction, one more once. Jerry
Wallace "To Get To You." We are staying with
this one the same way we stayed with Love
Unlimited. We feel this will cross from country

the same way the Freddie Hart record did. It has
exploded to #1 WMAK Nashville, it is top 10
KILT Houston, and is now confirmed 33-24 KLIF
Dallas where true believers Jim Taber and Mike
O'Shea are doing a great job. Now Gary Shannon
of KJR Seattle reports it is getting immediate
phone requests in just one week with only limited
daytime air play. New believers: WMPS Memphis
and Mike Randell, the hit maker from WBBQ
Augusta. In the summer of 1959, we did a night
rock show on WCAM Camden -Philadelphia and broke
Jerry Wallace's legendary "Primrose Lane" by
playing it 12 times in a row in one night. We
took the word of Len Racliff now general
manager of Universal Distributors Philadelphia.
We hope that stations will take our word now
in 1972 and give Wallace the pop smash he deserves
in 1972. He sounds just like Elvis Presley on
this record. If this record were by Elvis, it
would probably be top 10 already.

Wayne Newton We are tired of sounding like
a cracked record, but we have confirmation this
week that cannot be denied. It exploded 26-19 CKLW
and is getting top 5 phone requests and as
Rosalie Trombley says, "when a white artist
can do that in Detroit, you know it can be a
hit in any other city". Buzz Barr, KING Seattle,
confirms "big daytime phone requests". WROV
confirms "HB to 10!" Ron says "that it just
sort of puttered around a few weeks and after
the 21st day of air play, it exploded to #1 in
phone requests". It is now on: KJR, WPDQ, WLAV,
KLIF, WMPS, WMAK, WBBQ and WIFI. It also
exploded 18-10 WFDF.
Millie Jackson is now a guaranteed smash.

Congratulations to Jules and Roy Rifkind who
now have another super star to add to Joe Simon.
They have built a fantastic r&b-pop label called
Spring. Mike Becce and his hard-working staff
at Polydor have done an outstanding job in
putting this r&b smash on key pop stations. It
is now on: KHJ, WRKO, WHBQ, WMAK, WIXY,
WBBQ, WQXI and WAYS.

John Lennon thus far is on WCLF and WBBM
in Chicago. It is on KDAY, WRNO, WPDQ.
Jimmy Castor Bunch on RCA. It is shaping up

as a huge r&b hit and a pop novelty and thus can
go the same route as the Joe Tex. It is #1 at
WPGC Washington, and we must remember that Hary
Moore also broke the Chakachas first pop. George
McGovern, WPDQ Jacksonville, reports "it is a
tremendous smash". Bill Hennes, WKLO Louisville,
says "smash". Dave Sholin, KLIV San Jose,
reports it is #2 in phones. New believers:
KFRC and KOL. We understand there are huge r&b
sales in New York City.

John Kay on Dunhill is another pop record now
being confirmed by CKLW Detroit where it jumped
23-18. Strong sales continue in Los Angeles.
It is on the chart at KLIF and KILT. New
believers: WBBQ Augusta and now Jim Smith at the
high -rated CBS -FM station in Chicago WBBM.

We have been predicting for 18 weeks that the
Sugar Bears would become a smash. Any record that
can stay alive for that length of time, has to
have strong hit potential for the entire
country. It has now exploded to #1 at key
barometer market WCOL Columbus, Ohio with Brian
McIntyre. It is starting to break at KJR and
KING in Seattle and KJRB Spokane. It is getting
"nice requests" at WKLO Louisville. Bob Roberts
at KLEO Wichita confirms with jump of 25-19.

Lou Rawls In
Maisonette Gig
111 NEW YORK-Why on earth
is Lou Rawls (MGM) playing
the Maisonette? The high -brow
types that frequent the place
can't possibly relate to him.
Those who would love to see
Lou's act can't afford the tariff.
They go to the Copa, some-
times even the Royal Box, but
never the Maisonette. The only
blacks I saw at the half-filled
opening (24) were reviewers
from Ebony and Jet.

Did the people handling the
hooking think that Lou would
fill the place on the strength
of his recent Grammy award?
The advertising seemed to be
geared that way, but it didn't
work. I don't mean to minimize
his performance. He's as solid
and polished an entertainer as
you'll find.

The last time I saw Lou work
was June of 1968, a night I'll
never forget. Bobby Kennedy's
brief struggle for life ended
that morning. There couldn't
have been any area in the world
more grief-stricken that night
than Harlem. Lou was appear-
ing at the Apollo. Escapism
probably drove me there, may-
be something deeper. I would
guess the same reasons created
a standing room crowd. Those
people understand Chicago's
south side, dead-end streets and
the life of a street corner hus-
tler. Lou's outstanding per-
formance that night provided
the kind of escape everyone
desperately needed.

Now, close to four years
later, the soulful Mr. Rawls
still provides us with the same
high quality music, a bit more
subdued perhaps, but neverthe-
less it's the feeling that remains
the same. The material hasn't
changed too much. He still does
great numbers like "Shadow of
Your Smile," "Feelin' Good,"
"Love is a Hurtin' Thing,"
"Street Corner Hustler" and
"Dead End Street." There is
something drastically wrong
when this kind of material is
met merely with polite ap-
plause.

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Summer Service
By GARY K. COHEN

 NEW YORK - At this time
of the year, with summer ap-
proaching, many record labels
wonder whether or not they
should service college stations
over the summer, how they
should do it, what will happen
to the records if a station is off
the air, whether they should
make up a separate list, etc.
This column will look at these
problems and attempt to come
up with possible solutions.

The first problem is deter-
mining which college stations
will be on the air over the sum-
mer. The best way to do this
is to make a mailing to all sta-
tions on your mailing list ask-
ing them this simple question.
(If you have good rapport with
the stations you service, and
they trust you, you will get a
truthful answer in return).
Then, simply take the stations
that will be on the air and put
them on a "summer college
mailing list" as a number of la-
bels do. Simple? Yes, but what
about stations that are not on
the air?

First, there is a difference
between not being "on the air"
and being closed. A number of
stations that are not on the air
are open for repairs, or for
someone to earn work-study
money by installing new equip-
ment. Other colleges have sum-
mer school, and while there
isn't enough of an audience for
a station to broadcast, it can
at least keep the transmitter
and studios in working condi-
tion.

Should a record company,
then, service a college station
that is off the air? I believe so,
because a college station, to
keep its programming relevant,
needs the releases of the whole
year to fill requests, make in-
telligent segues, etc. If a sta-
tion library is missing the re-
leases of one quarter of the
year, it is hard to do so. And a
release that is popular over the
summer, will still be popular
in September. Airplay is just
as important in selling an al-
bum as airplay in July or Au-
gust.

If you agree that it is impor-
tant for a station to get the re-
leases, but are concerned as to
how the stations should get
them, a couple of other ideas.
In this mailing to stations (to
determine who will be on the
air over the summer), ask a
station that is not on the air

if there is a secure place where
packages can be mailed to. Will
there be somebody around (Of-
fice of the Dean or Office of
Student Affairs, the University
Receiving Department or Reg-
istrar's Office) where packages
can be kept. Find out if a stu-
dent will be checking in at the
station to pick up mail and
catalogue new releases. (With
the job market as tight as it is,
many college station music di-
rectors are going to have a lot
of free time on their hands . . .

time that will be spent at the
station over the summer).

But if a station or school will
be closed down completely, it is
still important for them to get
releases. Instead of mailing
them over the summer, what a
number of labels have done is
save all important releases of
the summer, and send one giant
"care package" to that station
in the Fall. Of course there is
a responsibility here on the
part of the company to make
sure that copies of the release
are put aside, so that when the
Fall comes, the copies are
available for distribution.

Many labels have already
worked out their own individ-
ual programs. Hopefully these
suggestions will aid you in
working out yours.

I Little David Big

 NEW YORK-Little David
has a decided advantage over
most labels. That advantage is
the single -most powerful sales
tool in the free world, televi-
sion. If used effectively, tele-
vision can elect a President,
can make a star out of a vir-
tual unknown, and as we have
seen over the past few years,
can sell millions of records,
i.e. Rudy Vallee and Rosey
Clooney and all those dear old
hits from decades past.

"The Flip Wilson Show" is
riding the crest of the televi-
sion ratings, and Flip Wilson
is Little David's number one
promotion man. When the label
first released "The Devil Made
Me Buy This Dress," Flip's star
was on the rise. That was late
in 1969. By March, 1970, Flip
played his first major club date
at the Sands Hotel in Las Ve-
gas. The following month he
hosted "The Tonight Show" for
10 days. By July the album was
certified gold.

He then prepared his second
album, "The Flip Wilson
Show," a strong chart album
with good sales, but according
to Ben Hurwitz, East Coast
Representative for Little David,
"Flip was too tied up with the
show, and getting it off the
ground, to seriously promote
the album." At any rate, in
1971 Flip received an Emmy for
the show, and the NARM award
for Best Comedy Album.

Little David then made a
deal with Atlantic hoping to
benefit from that company's
distribution, marketing and
promotion system. Their first

release under the new arrange-
ment was George Carlin's "FM
& AM." The public's response
to that album indicates the
marriage to be working. Hur-
witz tells us "George has been
booked for major concert halls
beginning the end of May. He'll
give his first major New York
concert in July, but his Bitter
End engagement beginning
June 14 will coincide with the
week that Flip guest hosts "The
Tonight Show" again. George is
slated for a guest shot that
week. Television promo, re-
member?

Little David last week re-
leased the new Flip Wilson al-
bum, "Geraldine/Don't Fight
The Feeling." Atlantic is pull-
ing out all the stops, with Ger-
aldine dolls and all, but Flip
should be able to put the al-
bum over the top between his
show and the Carson show.

So, Little David looks like a
first rate comedy label, but ac-
cording to Hurwitz, "that's
only part of the story. They'll
know about our music soon."
Soon means an album by new
artist Dan Cassidy, the one Bob
Hamilton has been writing
about. Soon also means a new
Kenny Rankin album to be re-
leased in June. Rankin fans
know of the artist's past prob-
lems, and should come out of
the woodwork as soon as his
album hits the stores.

Hurwitz concluded: "We've
been comfortable and success-
ful with comedy to this point.
Our relationship with Atlantic
is superb. Our sights are set
on music. Dan and Kenny
should be a worthy beginning."
And, of course, there's always
television to turn to.

Peter Asher, James Taylor's
manager, said he and Taylor
had signed a release for use of
the song by the U.N., but that
he had never signed anything
with K -Tel, "nor do I like the
fact that James is on the K -Tel
album. I was very concerned
when I first saw the ads on
television." Asher added,
"We've never given permission,
nor would we ever give per-
mission for this kind of album."

At Elektra, Mickey Kapp
went into a meeting on Thurs-
day with legal counsel for
Elektra, Atlantic, and Warner
Brothers to discus the album.
"The individual artists," Kapp
said, "approved a release (of
product) for a U.N. record.
There has been no permission
for another, and there was no
right of sub -lease. K -Tel is
making money on this. That
wasn't the original intention.
It was to be a charity album
that nobody made money on."
Additionally, Bud Frasier at
MGM has his legal department
investigating. Lee Young is
checking into it for Dunhill,
and at MCA, Dave Skepner said
the legal department was check-
ing it out.

At the United Nations the
man in charge of the "benefit"
album, Renald Governor, could
not be reached. His assistant,
Yvonne Yeskin, would not be
specific about how much the
U.N.'s refugees were going to
be making on the album. She
said that there were three rec-
ords out worldwide (a French,
a German, and an American/
Canadian) and that some of the
material on the American al-
bum was also on the French
and German versions. She said
this Volume II was the "fourth
or fifth album the High Com-
mission has put out and we
plan to do more." Ms. Yeskin
said that Volume I of this
series ("The Top Stars Festi-
val") will be coming out soon
(the reverse order is just an-
other mystery) and that it will
be an "Easy Listening" format,
distributed by CBS.

K -Tel Records is part of a
large marketing organization
called K -Tel International out
of Minneapolis. Gary Kieves of
K -Tel explained that the record
album was put together by the
U.N. and all clearances were
done by the U.N. He believes
the same album was on sale
before in the U.N. stores, but
since "the U.N. is not keenly
organized," the job of market-
ing the record had come to
K -Tel, which guarantees an un-
specified amount of money to
the U.N. fund. Kieves said the
U.N. did all artwork and ad-

vertising scripts, and that
everything had to be approved
in Geneva, making it a long,
drawn out process.

"We cover the whole coun-
try," Kieves said, "we go for
major distribution, Sears, Wool-
worths. We're a marketing com-
pany. Records are only one of
our products. Our biggest prod-
uct is the Miracle Brush." The
"Miracle Brush" removes lint.

Kieves went on to say that
K -Tel was not dealing with
regular record stores. "What
we're doing for the industry is
using outlets they don't nor-
mally have, and getting cus-
tomers they would ordinarily
not have a chance at." Kieves
wouldn't say how many albums
K -Tel has sold, but he said of the
25 to 30 titles K -Tel has han-
dled in the last four years (all
compilation albums) several
were gold, though not certified
by the RIAA.

Contradicting Ms. Yeskin of
the High Commission's office,
Kieves believes that Volume I
of the series (he did not re-
member its contents) had been
distributed by the Crystal
Corporation in Nashville, but
that Crystal was now "in-
active."

K -Tel is not the only market -
company now involved in push-
ing a compilation record of un-
known legal footings. Ronco
Teleproducts in Chicago is
marketing an album called "Do
It Now," ostensibly as a fund
raising item for the "Do It
Now Foundation," an anti-
drug group. The "Do It Now"
album contains cuts by the
Beatles, Donovan, the Jefferson
Airplane, the Byrds, Jimi Hen-
drix and more.

However, before Beatle prod-
uct reverted to Apple owner-
ship, the use of their songs by
the Do It Now Foundation had
been approved by Stanley Gor-
tikov who was with Capitol at
the time, and the four individ-
ual Beatles.

Bill Thompson, manager of
the Jefferson Airplane, said
the Airplane had given permis-
sion for the use of "Somebody
To Love" by the Do It Now
Foundation in 1968, but he was
unaware of the involvement of
a big marketing operation, or of
a new album.

A spokesman for the Do It
Now Foundation in Los Angeles
commented that the album
"started out to be legitimate,"
though it was unclear just ex-
actly what he meant by that.
He indicated that the present
album, being marketed nation-
ally, is the second time around
on an original record that the
Foundation released as a drug
education album. He said it was
reviewed in Psychology Today,
it sold about 10,000, "not a

dime" in advertising was spent
on it, and when sales finally
dropped off, a new deal was
made with Ronco Teleproducts
in Chicago to market the album
nationally.

He said the Foundation now
gets 25 cents per album sold
(it retails for $3.99) and he had
no idea how many had been
sold or how much money had
been realized.

Ronco Teleproducts in Chi-
cago claims that all clearances
and legalities are straight.
They do admit that until three
weeks ago Capitol and Apple
were unaware of the album and
had been upset over the use of
the Beatles though they now
claim that it had been straight-
ened out with Apple Executive
Vice President Charlie Nuccio.
Nuccio was out of town last
week and unavailable for com-
ment. The Ronco spokesman
shied away from questions
about money, saying all finan-
cial arrangements were confi-
dential. He also told Record
World that he would prefer
that nothing be written about
the album, that Ronco was tak-
ing care of all the publicity
they needed by themselves.

against Eastman and Grand
Funk Railroad in these new
lawsuits.

New details regarding the
corporation's business opera-
tions which Knight had been
reluctant to discuss at previ-
ous news conferences were also
disclosed in the suits. It was re-
vealed that Grand Funk mem-
bers, Mark Farner, Donald
Brewer and Melvin Schacher
were not only directors of GFR
Enterprises, Ltd., but were also
salaried employees who had
signed exclusive employee con-
tracts with the corporation. Ac-
cording to Knight's suit, Far-
ner, Brewer, Schacher and
Eastman have now stated that
the group "will no longer per-
form through the auspices of
GFA Enterprises and its
agents."

Grand Funk's agent is Frank
Barsalona, President of Premi-
er Talent Associates, Inc., who
has an exclusive Booking Agen-
cy contract with the group.
Knight's suit revealed, how-
ever, that Grand Funk has stat-
ed that the group "will con-
tinue to perform as Grand
Funk Railroad." The lawsuit
asks the court to order Farner,
Brewer, Schacher and Eastman
to cease all such acts and state-
ments.

Knight also states that, un-
less the rightful ownership of
Grand Funk's name and film of
their Shea Stadium appearance
is declared soon by the Court,
"their value will be lost sub-
stantially or entirely."

The new suit seeks an in-
junction against Farner, Brew-
er, Schacher and Eastman from
claiming that the film and
name now belong "solely" and
"absolutely" to them and from
"challenging such ownership."

When asked how he felt per-
sonally about the matter,
Knight said: "I'm still totally
in the dark as to any reasons
for the group's actions. There
hasn't been a single charge
made against me and there still
hasn't been a single word of
explanation from the group.
And for these three boys to tell
me to book Madison Square Gar-
den for concerts and then just
turn their backs on their fans
is absolutely disgraceful.

"I've had people turn their
backs on me before, but for
those people to turn their backs
on the millions of fans who
love them and look up to them
. . . well, I'd always expected
professionalism and respect
from Grand Funk Railroad for
their fans. It seems I expected
too much."
