Schroeder Appeals
Macaulay Decision
 LONDON, ENGLAND - On
July 26th, 1972 the Chancery
court in London completely ex-
onerated A. Schroeder Music
Publishing Co. Ltd. of Tony
Macaulay's charges of fraud
and misrepresentation, while
upholding Macauley's claim
that his exclusive song writer
contract with Schroeder Music
was void as against public
policy.

Justice Plowman complete-
ly rejected Macaulay's claim
that prior to the contract
Aaron Schroeder, a director of
Schroeder Music, told him that
Macaulay would be paid royal-
ties based on receipts at source.
The court noted that at the time
the contract was made in 1966
Macaulay was an unknown
writer. Judge Plowman said
that the evidence showed that
no publisher would offer an
unknown writer royalties on
the basis Macaulay claimed.

Music sales for the six
month period ending June 30
jumped to $102,704,000 from

Second quarter breakdowns
show that the music divisions
were up to $52,533,000 from
$41,279,000, or a 27 percent in-
crease over the first quarter.

Warner Communications as a
whole showed a profit of $24,-
262,000 ($1.15 on 20,505,042
shares), up 21 percent from
$19,985,000 a year earlier (970
on 19,856,005 shares). Theatri-
cal film rentals led the Warner
Communications profit state-
ment up to $69,828,000 from
$31,998,000 in the first half of
1971.

Warner Communications is
aligned with National Kinney
Corporation, and their music
business interests are the War-
ner Brothers/Reprise labels and

Bill Utley On The Business Of Concerts
By JOHN GIBSON

Bill Utley

Record World: What do you see going on in your business
lately?

Bill Utley: A lot of new groups are breaking successfully, and
we're seeing more coupling of good groups.

RW: In what way?
Utley: I'm talking on a medium level. At one time everybody

was fighting for top billing, 'I've got to have this I've got to have
that, I must have at the very least special guest star billing, close
the first half,' but what we're beginning to see is very healthy.
It's a renaissance in the concert field, which as a manager I'm
very excited about, because there are a lot of couplings in concert
of big name acts, mid range acts, whatever.

RW: Three Dog and Rod Stewart as an example?
Utley: That would be an example, a better example perhaps

would be some of the acts that are coupled in 3000 seaters, be-
cause that's where the real bulk of business is. Those are the
people who will find the ballparks tomorrow. And I think we've
helped pioneer some of this, we've said alright that's not fair, you
can't play second in this situation, so let's alternate. You close
the first half, we'll close the second, then we'll switch on the next
date and so on back and forth. And billing works the same way,
work the P.R. the same way, and I'm delighted to see this happen-
ing, because we're seeing more concert business than we've seen
in a long time.

RW: Is the concert business good for those dates?
Utley: Yes it is. But there's also a change taking place to a more

free form concert situation, which worries the hell out of a lot
of traditionalists, because they don't see the advance sale. You've
got great reason for advance sale when you're selling reserved
seats or this section or that section. You'll find that your promo-
tion starts hitting its peak in the last week when you're doing a
free form concert, or non -reserved or so forth.

RW: You mean a hall like the Palladium, where there's little or
no seating?

Utley: Yes. It depends of course on who's playing, but they
(the customers) don't necessarily buy in advance. They wait.
That's not a bad thing either.

RW: As long as they do get around to buying.
Utley: Of course. It may seem funny to you to hear a manager

say this, but we're very sympathetic to promoters. We hate to see
a promoter lose money.

RW: Because they won't book you back?
Utley: No, they will, it's not that. They won't be in business and

if you find good promoters you want them to stay in business.
They do a good job you want to help them, work with them. We're
an unusual management business in the respect that we'll go out
and for nothing from the promoter we'll contribute to his promo-
tion and work with him because we want them to be successful.
His flop, in my opinion, is my flop. We don't want that to happen,
ever. These free forms eventually will be good because they'll

reduce the amount of money the promoter has to spend, because
they'll reduce the amount of time in which he has to promote.
It's that simple.

RW: How do you mean?
Utley: Actually reserved seat promotions start six weeks ahead

of the date on average and free form promotions are only effective
a week to ten days ahead of the date, because there's no incentive
to buy ahead of time. Reserved seat promotions are restricted
seating, with ushers, and they're expected to stay in their seats;
free form is one where the audience can move into any area they
want to, the only area they can't go is the stage. By and large
there's a certain amount of resistance in the industry by managers
and promoters to free form because they can't tell what kind of
business they're going to do soon enough. In my opinion we're
totally oriented to promoting these kind of free form things even
with whatever risks are involved, because that's where our music
is at.

Obviously if you're promoting a reserved seat kind of concert
you're saying there's a priority for buying first, that is getting the
best seats, and you'll generally find in a free form concert you
dont have that incentive. You can be the last one on line and still
be at the front of the stage and in the long run it will be the best
thing for the business. It started a long time ago, as much as five
years ago, by people who wouldn't play sit down concerts.

RW: San Francisco?
Utley: Yes, and there was a proliferation then in the concert

business.
RW: But what are the risks?
Utley: The risks are in not being able to judge your business,

not being able to cancel, because that would destroy the credibility
of the group, that would appear, but it limits them in their alterna-
tives as to what to do to support the show. Whether to put on
another heavy supporting act, whether to spend extra promotion
budget, whether to double radio spots, whatever. There are great
risks, and the other risks of course are the police, the security
people, and the auditorium people. We feel we can control it
easily. As far as we're concerned we need one security person
per one thousand people. They feel they need one security officer
for every one hundred persons.

RW: What do you do?
Utley: You explain what you're going to do to take care of the

problems, you draw parallels, you ask them about the 7,500 people
who went to the Lawrence Welk concert and why there weren't
extra charges in security for them, why there should be for us,
and what we like to do is compare drunk arrests to dope arrests.
Which as you may or may not know are three times as high.

RW: Drunk arrests?
Utley: Yes, enormously higher. To be specific it's .6% for dope

arrests and 3.4% for drunk arrests. We try to get the people to
work with us.

RW: Does it work?
Utley: Absolutely. We don't scream at people. We have had

concerts scheduled where we've been turned down because of our
co-star acts, where we wanted to do a super concert and they
turned us down because the act was black. And they were afraid.
Now if you'll find they're either black or white. It used to bother
me trying to figure out why. I'd go through the audience and I'd
wonder why there where so few blacks in our audience. Didn't
matter where we played, could be L.A., Louisiana, Texas. I found
out why. There's a particular kind of music that plays to one, and
a particular kind that plays to the other. There is beginning to
be a trend towards blending, towards integration of this music.
But no mixed audiences. I found out why. I tried to put acts to-
gether and we faced cancelation of our venues if we went with
those acts.

RW: Really? In any particular place, or everywhere.
Utley: Everywhere. (Continued on page 42)

David Bowie: Wait And See
 AYLESBURY, U.K.-Before
a hand-picked panel of Ameri-
can press in various stages or
readiness for his glittering lu-
bricity, and more importantly.
before an enthusiastic throng
of rock -mad teens, David Bowie
made that most essential tran-
sition from "recording artist" to
"Stardom Incarnate" at the
Aylesbury Friars (15), a small
club outside London where
Bowie chose to finish up his
most successful tour of Eng-
land yet. That David's words
have become most appealing
flesh cannot be denied, his be-
dazzling chameleon jumpsuit al-
lowing for no busted buttons,
though the merest hint of a cod-
piece implied that nature does
indeed follow art. Bowie's act,
despite its flash and finesse,
cleaves close to the material it-
self, rearranging the Bowie rep-
ertoire to highlight the special
talents of the Spiders: the plat-
inum blond and electrifying
Mick Ronson on guitar and the
tightly knit, bottomly round
rhythm section of Mick Wood-
mansey and Trevor Burton.

Using the epic "Ziggy Star-
dust" 1p as a framework, Bow-
ie's performances as vocalist
and acoustic guitarist are styl-
ish rather than arbitrarily
"spontaneous." Pantomimic ges-
tures and changes of facial ex-
pression add running comments
to such recent favorites as
"Lady Stardust" and "Life on
Mars," while on acoustic num-
bers like "Space Oddity" and
"Port of Amsterdam," Bowie's

excellence as rock actor made
for hushed attention. If the
success of "Ziggy" as a top
twenty chart item has created
new audiences for Bowie, his
show itself is nothing less than
a varied and flexible picture of
the man as a complete and dur-
able artist. Bowie makes the
transitions between numbers
like his own "Queen Bitch" and
Cream's "I Feel Free" seem as
natural as changing his outfit,
which he manages at least once
during the act with little osten-
tation and great effect.

Aylesbury Friars is a small
venue long accustomed to wel-
coming up and coming British
bands but it seems likely that
America. with its larger halls
and perhaps more skeptical au-
diences, will bring David Bowie
and the Spiders to such a high
degree of finish that live per-
formance may yet again come
into its own as a medium de-
signed to provide experience
itself rather than a mere visual
souvenir of an audio track mem-
orized by every ticket holder. If
Bowie's act is stylized it is nev-
ertheless too scintillating and
physically powerful to permit a
programmed response from the
listener. I guess it's true what
they say about red-haired, crew-
cut pop stars. Wait and see for
yourself. Ron Ross

New Louisiana
Tape Law
 BATON ROUGE, LA.-Loui-
siana Governor Edwin Edwards
has signed into law a measure
prohibiting tape piracy. The
new statute, passed during the
recent sesion of the Louisiana
Legislature, outlaws unauthor-
ized duplication and wholesale
and retail distribution of re-
cordings.

"The Louisiana law is aimed
primarily at eight track tapes,
cassettes, and records," said
Stan Lewis, who led the drive
for the legislation. Lewis is
president of Stan's Record Serv-
ice and Jewel Record Corpora-
tion in Shreveport.

Hot Butter. This is probably the first hit tune
written especially for the Moog. It jumped 21-6 at
KJR Seattle and 30-14 at KOL. This can be a hit
in many more markets.

Chi Coltrane. There is no question that this
is a hit record. Scotty Brink of WRKO and Jim
Connors of WMEX assure us that it is a legitimate
selling record in the Boston market. It just
went on WPGC Washington with Hary Moore.

Jerry Wallace. We cannot tell you or emphasize
too much our total belief in this record. Tex
Meyer of WRIT is to be congratulated for being
the first top 40 station to report heavy action.
We are now getting strong confirmation from KILT
Houston who tell us that three or four stores
in their market are reporting heavy sales. There
is no question that Pat Pipolo and the gang at
MCA are going to do the same fantastic job that
Paramount did on the Donna Fargo.

English Congregation. This record jumped 23-17
at WCFL Chicago. There is no question that this
record is a hit. It would be very exciting if the
field force at Atlantic Records went out and
spread this record to a bunch of new stations.
We realize that they have a lot of new heavyweight
releases, but they should not ignore the proven
hit potential of this record. We cannot understand
why record after record becomes a hit at WCFL
and then is not picked up by the rest of the
country. This happened with Loggins and Messina
and other records. It is really a shame. Also,
Artie Mogull is not the kind of guy who loses
records.

Isley Brothers. This Detroit smash is now
confirmed at WIXY Clevland where it broke in
just two weeks. This is the kind of rock and roll
record that is perfect for summer programming
and it has the kind of beat that white audiences
love to dance to. To our ears, the album is one
of the best rock albums of the year and these pros
tear audiences up wherever they appear.

Gladstone. This is the classic example of a
lyric record that hits home solidly in the lives
of many of your ex -married listeners. It has
broken wide open at the Boston one -stops and is
confirmed at KJRB with heavy phone requests. It is
#1 in sales and requests at key barometer
station, WORC, Worchester, Mass. KJR Seattle is
the first major market station to get behind it.

Tim Davis on Metromedia. It appears to us now
that this record has all the hit ingredients of
"Brandy." It is a solid #1 at KJRB Spokane. It is
confirmed #3 at key barometer station KDON,
Salinas, who gave us the Crusaders and Commander
Cody. Dan Walker at KJRB Spokane tells us that
it is getting double the amount of phone requests
of the Bill Withers (which is the #2 requested
record at he station).

Albert Hammond. This Boston hit jumped to #15
at KJRB Spokane.

Michael Murphey. This record is #2 in phone
requests in New Orleans and is starting to move
at KLIF Dallas. It is getting big phones at
KDON Salinas and is being played as an LP cut at
KJR Seattle. We have a feeling that this is going
to end up a top 10 record.

Eddie O'Jay is an important part of WLIB's future plans as are all
of our air personalities.

As to what's happening at the new WLIB; as New York's only
black owned station. we are currently evaluating and restructur-
ing our operation both on the air and off, in order to make sure
that we present the best selection of Black music of all types
to our audience, and also to education and inform our community
about vital issues through our News and Public Affairs Programs.

We intend to speak to and for our community and return WLIB
to the status of the voice of the community in every respect as it
was when we won our "Peabody Award."

It is with regret that we replaced Ms. Connie Thomas in our
organization and it certainly did not reflect in any way on her
many talents. However, as you point out-when new manage-
ment moves into a situation it brings in its own key people and
unfortunately for Ms. Thomas, we brought in our own people to
the areas in which she functioned best.

 Sao Paulo-After a long pe-
riod of secret conversations.
there was a melting of the re-
cording companies Continental
and Chantecler; the first one
fated to lead the record market
in Brazil, what I think it will
be a little bit difficult, in view
of the strong groups such as
Philips, Odeon and RCA, which
have, inclusive, publishing com-
panies and are keeping practi-
cally the major part of this
market. As we usually say in
our slang, "I'm paying to see
it."

Guanabara-Nothing to talk
yet about the "Festival Inter-
nacional da Cancrio" (FIC), or-
ganized by TV Globo. As their
organizers are always very pre-
tentious, they are saying that it
will be "the biggest artistical
enterprise in the world," for-
getting the prior failures. The
truth is that up to now, talking
in artistical terms, only one
artist became successful in
this festival-Malcolm Roberts
-who became a pop idol in
Brazil on that occasion. Con-
cerning the songs and record
sales, prior to this fact, it was
a nullity. I really don't believe
in the Festival this year.

Sao Paulo-There is really a
war among the recording com-
panies: Philips, Odeon, RCA
Victor concerning the acquisi-
tion of the great stars of pop
music. Now, they are entering
in the field of speculation, spe-
cially RCA and Philips, offering
big amounts of money for the
singers to change their record-
ing companies and in a weakly
way Continental is also making
its introduction in the fight.

Sao Paulo-Orlando Negrito,
superintendant director of Emi-

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Poconos Fest
A Success

 LOS ANGELES -A new
company called Concert 10 out
of New York has apparently
made something of a break-
through in the much maligned
and much troubled festival busi-
ness by holding a profitable rock
festival last weekend at the
Poconos Raceway in Penn-
sylvania.

Except for a rainstorm that
interupted the festival for about
three hours, the thing seemed to
have gone off smoothly and with-
out trouble. On the bill were
Three Dog Night, Faces, Emer-
son Lake and Palmer, Humble
Pie, the J. Geils Band, and Bad -
finger. The Groundhogs, Mother
Night and Claire Hamill also
performed.

Art Fischer, General Manager
of Concert 10, said last week
that the attendance was about
100,000, at $11 a head. Fischer
said the initial investment for
the festival was about $500,000.
This makes the Poconos festival
one of the few, if not the only,
profitable festivals ever.

"We studied every single
festival that had ever been held,"
Fischer said, "we decided what
was right and what was wrong
about each, and then we tried to
eliminate what was wrong and
keep what was right." Fischer
also said his company learned
some things about festivals that
they will try to avoid in the
future.

And there will be a future.
Upcoming is a gospel concert/
festival at Poconos starring
Johnny Cash. After that, he
said, there are possibilities for
festivals from all over the coun-
try, including California.
Fischer said it took about 10
months to get the festival off,
about five months of that actual
solid work.

Concert 10 seems to be un-
usual for a concert company.
For instance, one of its leaders,
Irving Reiss, is a Vice President
in the Candygram Company.
Also, Fischer characterized the
others as more "conventional
businessmen" than previous fes-
tival promoters.

Tickets for the festival were
sold through Ticketron. The
raceway's hospital served as a
first aid station and drug treat-
ment center. A New York Times
report said that six doctors and
eight nurses were on duty and
there were 65 workers from the
Lackawanna County Drug Coun-
cil present to handle drug prob-
lems.

The stage for the show was
big, about a third the size of a

Yetnikoff On CBS International
 LONDON -The following re-
marks are excerpted from the
speech given by CBS Records'
International President Walter
Yetnikoff at last week's con-
vention:

"Not so many years ago, the
international markets outside
the United States were a small
factor in the composite picture
making up the CBS/Columbia
Records organization. However.
since the advent of the 70's, we
have become the fastest growing
music operation in the world.
Our business has multiplied by
almost two and one-half times
in this very short period. Today,
our market share in a country
like Japan where CBS/Sony is
only four years old is already
more than fifteen per cent and
where we have companies es-
tablished for longer periods of
time as in certain areas of Latin
America, our market share some-
times approaches fifty per cent.

And in Israel, we are seventy
per cent of the record market.

"Think about those figures in
the light of what you all know
of the fierce competition of this
record business of ours. We are,
for example, number one in Mex-
ico, Canada, Brazil, Argentina,
Japan, Central America and in
the world as a whole.

"I would like to close by leav-
ing you with the thought that we
music people. We too are part
too, all over the globe, are the
of the same breed with the
same rhythms in our blood say-
ing and thinking the same
things albeit perhaps in differ-
ent languages.

It's only nat-
ural that an audience has
stronger ties with songs like
"Midnight Rambler," "Gimme
Shelter" and "Satisfaction," es-
pecially a computer audience.
Few numbers failed to work. In
the final analysis Mick could
have sung the Manhattan direc-
tory. Just as long as he danced.

In every city along the way
opening act Stevie Wonder re-
ceived a standing ovation, even
though the crowd was largely
disinterested. His New York sets
were stupendous, but I guess it's
too much to ask for, to hope that
Rolling Stones freaks would be
interested in anything else, es-
pecially computer Rolling Stones
freaks.

Much time will have to pass
before my appreciation and adu-
lation for the Stones wears off.
They did everything they had to
do, the way they wanted to do
it. An unbelievable lesson in
traveling from Vancouver to
New York. The future come to
life. But that's not all.

to further sophisticate our tech-
niques. Despite our recent suc-
cess, with all of the product we
have to work on, often our new
artist development plans have be-
come too diffused. To provide a
sharper focus we're in the pro-
cess of forming a strike force
which will assign a specific in-
dividual in Press, Product Man-
agement, Promotion and Adver-
tising to the task of career build-
ing for new artists. Here we'll
plan creative campaigns, image
building press and advertising
messages, coordinate live appear-
ances and tours, develop a spe-
cific radio strategy and in gen-
eral, nurture and council the new
album artist through the crucial
growing stages of his career. To
assure coordinated planning and
follow through in the field, I'm
going to take this concept a step
further by assigning a similar
task force in all major markets.
For every major best seller on
the label, our goal must be to
bring home at least three or four
new ones of similar stature every
year.

Media Experimentation

"Merchandising-Our trust in
new media experimentation this
year has put us a solid six
months ahead of our competitors
in the effective use of television
and new retail advertising tech-
niques. Our immediate goal is to
sharpen our efforts here even
more intensively with further
testing and a primary focus on
the use of film, television and
the emerging cable systems.

"These are but a few of the
objectives to underscore for the
coming year. Others include a
full scale effort in the R&B mar-
ket, an increased emphasis on
catalog selling programs, up-
grading of our field, consumer
and trade communications and
more effective personnel evalua-
tion."

drug taking or the life style of
the liberated. Bill Graham be-
came disillusioned with his audi-
ences, leading to the closing of
the Fillmore operations. What
was happening to rock? "Was
rock dying?" became a most fa-
vored headline piece. It seemed
as though all of music was being
threatened. Television interest in
middle-of-the-road and country
music began to decline for rea-
sons of its own, and gradually,
our tremendous success with
Andy and Jim Nabors and John-
ny Cash would be facing a new
challenge. The signs began show-
ing themselves very clearly that
1966 was upon us again. These
signs continued into 1971 with
personnel changes taking place
in Blood, Sweat & Tears and the
pursuit by Paul Simon of a
solo album. All of a sudden our
depth was shaky.

"And now I get to the point
of this retrospective, and that
is that your management spotted
this early on-before the street
would begin any speculative
wonder of whether we had had it.
That would come later, but by
that time we were already on our
way to recovery so our momen-
tum was never totally stopped.

"There is no substitute for
hard work, and we all just rolled
up our sleeves and got to work.
Late hours, weekends, morning
to night effort-dedicated effort
-to keep Columbia at the fore-
front. More presure to be put
on the field who hadn't felt hun-
gry pressure for years. If skin
was thin, if loyalty superficial,
if belief was shaky, the people
left. I personally felt relieved.
The best way to have healthy
attrition is to lose those shifty
ones to whom the grass always
looks greener elsewhere plus the
others who aren't committed to
fight when the going gets tough.
When Bruce Lundvall was ap-
pointed to head our marketing
team, he said, "When the going
gets tough, the tough gets go-
ing." Now, that's an attitude for
Columbia Records. That's the
only attitude. And so we began
to work and plan and the artist
roster began to be strengthened,
a little at a time, perhaps im-
perceptibly, but then quite
noticeably, right up until today.
Some established artists were
signed-but only those we be-
lieved had long futures in front
of them: Lynn Anderson, Ten
Years After, George Jones, Ram-
sey Lewis, Sonny James and
Liza Minnelli.

The
letter attempted to clear the air
of objecthons raised by the
icompanies and artists when the
album first appeared.

In his letter, R. H. Gourver-
neur for the UNA, said several
albums had been released dur-
ing the last few years "with
the proceeds going to a vast
range of refugee relief," the
first one being nine years ago.
He also said the "World Star
Festival" album, released two
years ago had sold over 1.1 mil-
lion copies worldwide.

Gourverneur said K -Tel In-
ternational had thus far turned
over $100 thousand "initial con-
tribution" and "we expect to
receive more than triple that
contribution based on prelimi-
nary sales indications." He
said K -Tel had been assigned
the distribution job by Colum-
bia Special Products on Vol-
ume II of the series only. Gour-
verneur claimed that in 1969-
70 with the "World Star
Festival," Columbia Special
Products and its distributor
did not even recoup their ex-
pense, but still contributed
$51,505.50.

As requested by the record
companies and artists, certain
changes have been reportedly
made in the handling of the al-
bum. Objections that the ap-
proach was too "hard sell"
were dealt with by changing
the advertising "to reflect the
fact that this is a record pro-
duced for the benefit of the
world's refugees," and changes
were made on the jacket and
liner notes to reflect the in-
volvement of the U.N. The most
noticeable change is that com-
mercials no longer will open
with "K -Tel Records pres-
ent . . ." but a very different
"In aid of the world's refugees,
Top Star Festival Present . . ."

It is not known whether K -
Tel's saturation campaign on
the album is still running in
markets around the country. It
has been off the air in Los An-
geles for at least a month.

Gouverneur's letter did not
say how many albums had been
sold, nor did it say what the

Dominy said that while the
label was so far just leasing
tracks, they would also be
manufacturing the records, in-
dicating there was substantial
business for a pressing opera-
tion with the amount of records
that K -Tel could move.

RW: The reason for cancelation was security?
Utley: Yes, security. "Who knows what might happen if you mix

all those people? They're human beings," they say, "but some are
black and some are white. What's going to happen? Absolutely no.
You've got this venue because we trust you and the way you do
things, but absolutely not if you bring them in." These businessmen
cover the country from east to south to far west, arena and
stadium operators. I'll tell you this, it's going to be hard to get
into integration if people are afraid to enjoy music together. We
had Buddy Miles appearing with us at the Cotton Bowl as far as
we're concerned he's a tremendous asset to our show, very pro-
fessional.

RW: How do you figure that the Stadium tours you're doing, on
a somewhat regular basis, would work?

Utley: We didn't. We thought about it was the biggest damn
risk in the world. We thought about it and decided the risks
were worthwhile. We thought that these people all over the coun-
try are closing down festivals. Now, how can we provide a festival
atmosphere in a control situation that the city will accept? So we
struck upon the ballparks.

RW: But that precludes the possibility of what you call free
form?

Utley: Not entirely. We're working towards that. We're work-
ing towards using the grass areas, which isn't totally free form
but it would be sort of a special free form. Obviously when you're
talking about 70,000 people, I belive free form is possible, but
you'd have a hard time convincing the average city father that
it is. Of course, they have those kinds of things in London, in
Hyde Park, all the time. I was there once for a Ginger Baker and
Air Force concert and they had 100,000 people there. Do you know
how many policemen they had to have?

RW: Couldn't imagine.
Utley: Six. No incidents, no trouble, nothing.
RW: Do you think that's possible in America today?
Utley: Absolutely.
