Mike Maitland: The MCA Story (Part I) 

By CRAIG FISHER 

Mike Maitland is President of 
MCA Records, a company which 
Sae has been instrumental in 
bringing to a new prominence in 
the record business since he as- 
sumed the position in 1970. But 
Maitland's music industry career 
spans more than a quarter cen- 
tury. A former World War Two 
fighter pilot-he flew with Claire 
Chennault's famous 4th Air 
Force Division-Maitland began 
as a salesman in his native De- 
troit. By 1960, when he left 
Capitol Records, he had moved 
to the West Coast and proceeded 
from National Sales Manager to 
Vice -President of Sales and Mer- 
chandising and president of 
Capitol Records Distributing Corp. From 1961 to 1970, he was 
President of Warner Bros. Records. 

In the following Dialogue, the first of two parts, Maitland dis- 
cusses the consolidation he undertook when he first came to the 
company, the phenomenon of "Jesus Christ Superstar" and some 
of his plans, which include an extensive exploration of the com- 
bined catalogs of Uni, Kapp and Decca for future reissues. 

Mike Maitland 

Record World: How long now is it, since you started. at MCA? 
Mike Maitland: It will be three years in April. But I feel I've 

had two full years of doing nothing more than re -organization 
and consolidation, which was a big problem. When I came in, 
there wasn't an MCA Records, there were only Kapp and Uni up 
on Sunset Blvd. and Decca Records, which was totally head- 
quartered in New York City. That was also a time when there 
was a big failure to make payments going on in the record busi- 
ness on a major scale on the part of distributors and dealers, so 
getting paid for your product was getting to be a very crucial 
and serious matter-particularly in our case, because we were 
divided into three separate companies. This was not just our 
situation, it was everybody's. The returns were flooding back. 
I felt the solution, even on a short-range plan, was to consoli- 
date, and I was positive it had to be done on a long-range plan. 
Since this was our headquarters, I wanted to consolidate here, 
which meant then that Decca was the one company that would 
probably be hurt most from a personnel standpoint. We formed 
MCA Records, I think, in July '70 and then dissolved the com- 
panies of Kapp, Uni and Decca, although we maintained the 
label heads. About a year after that, Decca, as a label, moved 
out of New York City and consolidated here, though very few 
people really moved. 

Through that period we found we made great savings. For 
example, the duplication that existed with Kapp and Decca 
having their own sales staffs, promotion staffs, credit controls 
and separate distributions, was a very foolish venture for MCA 
to let go on any longer. 

RW: At the same time there was also some reorganization 
in England, was there not? 

Maitland: Probably the English re -organization happened 
first-I believe in the first two months-because I remember I 
came to work here on a Monday and when I left, like on a 
Tuesday, I knew that there was nobody here to talk to: my 
secretary and I were the only employees in MICA Records. I 
was most concerned about knowing more about the New York 
office naturally (so I went to the New York office and spent two 
weeks there and then left for a month for England. 

I had been hearing, loosely, about "Jesus Christ Superstar," 
but it was very difficult to learn anything. because this was the 

first time that the U.S. parent firm had placed any questions to 
the London office. It was a kind of political problem within the 
company, which was rather quickly put in order by Wasserman, 
really, to make sure that they understood that the record com- 
company, whether it was domestic or international, was under 
larger control. I had told them to stop anything further on "Jesus 
Christ Superstar," because nobody really knew anything about 
what it was. I went over there and listened to it and got into it. 
There was no question in my mind that that had a chance to be 
a big project, though that meant another $35,000 or $40,000 to be 
spent. Tim Rice and Andrew Lloyd -Weber, who were actually 
producing the album, did the job in a most economical way, actu- 
ally. It had a huge orchestra and it required a lot of planning. 

But we did work it out, and about as cheaply as you could, 
given a project of that size and scope. That was one of the nice 
things that happened, probably the most exciting project that 
I've ever had. 

RW: Had the project been initiated and all the follow-through 
done from England? 

Maitland: Almost, because England was almost totally divorced 
from any control from here. That is not a good way to run a 
company, from my point of view. But the good thing is that out of 
that, before we started to go to the re-organizaion in England, 
came "Superstar," which eventually became, well I could say, a 
once in a decade kind of thing. It gave us fantastic recovery op- 
portunity and of course-getting back to my original point, about 
getting paid-as we consolidated, then people had to pay us to 
buy that album. 

Then it was I guess in late 1970 that Elton John had his great 
success here at the Troubadour. So, whether it was good luck, or 
good ears on the part of Russ Regan, and Johnny and the rest 
of us, Elton happened. And, to have him happen at that particular 
time, when we were struggling to consolidate, was just marvelous. 
At the same time Neil Diamond also rose from his good selling 
Ip's and singles to extraordinary selling. This period just blos- 
somed. We're not taking credit for that, it just happened, and it 
couldn't have happened at a better time. 

Getting back to England, we made a major cutback there to 
go into a new licensing deal with English Decca and that gave 
us a substantial income. We were also able to cut back from 
something like 38 people to four people. That sort of thing went 
on in a number of places. 

RW: Production staffs? 

"In our rush to become a very contem- 
porary company ... we kind of ignored 
our catalog." 

Mike: Yes. And I guess what's really exciting to me now is 
that we've been through all this, we have consolidated, we're 
staffed. I've got people here now who I think are the best. And 
though we're a small company in many ways, we're a big com- 
pany from an administration standpoint. When I came in there 
were 2,700 people in records around the world. We're now down 
to 1,450. But the reason we have so many administrative people 
is that we are number one in the manufacturing business. We have 
a large plant in Glovinsville, New York, one in Pinckoreyville, 
Illinois, and one here. We're the largest manufacturers in Canada, 
in a place called Cornwall, which is right on the border of On- 
tario and Quebec. We have a company in Hamburg which is owned 
by MCA Records. It's the largest budget manufacturer over there 
and this company has been a very profitable venture for us, one 
which really calls for us to visit there three to four times a year, 
when we have regular board meetings and review performance.

Wolfman Jack: Visual Radio Letters to the Editor: 
(What do you say about a 

radio legend like Wolfman 
Jack? He started out on 
WKBW, Buffalo, went to 
XERF, Del Rio, which he even- 
tually owned for a while, is cur- 
rently on 7 p.m. to Midnight on 
KDAY. He syndicates radio 
programs heard on over 1400 
stations in the States and is on 
the American Forces Radio all 
over the world, will soon be fea- 
tured in the movie "American 

Graffiti" and is guesting on several shows of the new television 
series "Midnight Special." Leon Russell and Todd Rundyren wrote 
songs about him, and Alice Cooper had him host his recent concert. 
He's completing his second album for Wooden Nickel and in be- 
tween cutting spots at the studio at his home, he talked to Rec- 
ord World.) 

RW: You've been quoted as saying that people in radio should 
work to develop personality on the air. 

Wolfman Jack: To me radio is a visual thing. People hear 
sounds and they put pictures to the sounds. What I try to do is to 
put a visual thing to the sound for them. If I sound crazy, or 
even if it's stupid, it's something more than what you'd ordinarily 
hear on a radio. To me that's important. People have so much free 
time that they have to be entertained so much. If you're not party- 
ing, or having a conversation, you might go to television or music. 
If you don't feel like pulling out the albums, you'll listen to the 
radio. My whole idea in order to keep people listening to me is to 
give them something more than just the music. The music is the 
main thing, but if you really want to get into a program, and I'm 
on for five hours, it does get tough. I write a lot of my own lines 
myself, and I have a lot of guys write for me too. After every rec- 
ord, it's like I'm doing a little play, a new situation, then back into 
the next record and then create another little thing. Some of them 
come off great, some of them die like a rotten egg, some of them 
are average. But you've got to take the chance. If I'm lucky I'll be 
about 70 per cent on, and if that happens, I did a good program 
that night. 

RW: Did you always view radio visually, even before you were 
in it? 

WJ: Oh, sure. I've been in radio for . ver 17 years and I started 
out doing mail order on radio. Everything that could be sold on 
radio through the mail order business, including selling 350 baby 
chickens, we did. The station was Mexican, 250,000 watts and 
covered the entire country at night. You could hear us in New 
York as well as Los Angeles or the midwest. I did that kind of 
program for eight years. Well, if people hear you maybe once 
every week, or they catch you when they're driving to Texas, 
you've got to have enough going for you so they'll listen long 
enough to buy something. So I created Wolfman Jack, in the night. 
You get the weirdness of it, because you're sitting in Pechouch, 
Oklahoma and here comes this weird voice from this crazy per- 
son who sounds like he should be in a straight jacket. So you 
gotta stay. 

RW: Where did it come from? 
WJ: I come from the era of Alan Freed, the Jockos, the Hound 

from Buffalo, Murray the K. 
RW: But the interesting thing is that you've stayed right 

through until today. 
WJ: I've adjusted myself to the times. I'm not living in the past. 

A lot of jocks from then can't get off unless they're playing rec- 
ords from the early sixties. I enjoyed that era, and I'm glad I 
was a part of it. It was a great time from about 1956 to 1965. 
Fram 1965 to '72 was another era, and now that the war is over, 
we'll be starting a whole new era. Now we'll be getting into 
good-time rock and roll, and I -love -you kind of music instead of 
stop -the -war, stop -the -boys -from -getting -killed songs. Now it's

NEW YORK - January 31, 

1973 may well be recorded in 
some future anthology of con- 
temporary music as the date 
Columbia recording artist 
Bruce Springsteen officially de- 
buted in New York City Up- 
stairs at Max's. After watching 
two sequential secs, I am more 
than ever convinced that Bruce 
Springsteen is one of the few 
truly great singer -songwriter - 
performing talents our country 
has produced. 

Bruce opened his first set ac- 
companying himself on acoustic 
guitar with Danny Federici 
adding musical mood strokes on 
his accordion as Springsteen 
sang with a desperate sense of 
urgency about the love and at- 
titude of "Mary, Queen of 
Arkansas," a quiet, plantive 
song. After another acoustic 
number, Bruce introduced his 
full band, composed of Vincent 
Lopez on drums, knocking out a 
steady insistent beat that re- 
fused to leave any musical 
holes, Clarence Clemmons on

organ. Together, this has got to 
be one of the funkiest rock and 
roll bands performing, full of 
the kind of fresh energy that 
defies even the law of diminish- 
ing returns.

UA Hosts College Seminar 
By GARY COHEN 

LOS .ANGELES - United 
Artists Records sponsored their 
first college radio seminar here 
in Los Angeles last Saturday, 
and over 100 people attended 
the one -day affair, held at Ike 
& Tina's studio. 

The seminar, organized by 
Marty Cèrf, UA's director of 
creative services, and planned 
by Rich Frazekas, UA's campus 
rep in the Los Angeles area, 
attracted an overflow crowd. 
College radio people from the 
surrounding area attended, in 
addition to UA's campus reps 
from San Francisco, Denver & 
Salt Lake City who were flown 
in. Promotion representatives 
from some other labels with 
campus departments also at- 
tended. 

The session began with an 
informal discussion, co-chaired 
by UA's Fazekas, on the value 
and purpose of college radio. 
The consensus of the group 
was that college radio faces 
the same problems all over the 
country. Stations face the same 
problems on what to program, 
how to program, and how to 
communicate with their audi- 
ences. They were told that they 
must be professional in every- 
thing they do, and that was the 
secret of becoming a successful 
college radio station. The im- 
portance of issuing a playlist, 
or having some other form of 
communication with distribu- 
tors and promotion people, was 
stressed. It was also pointed 
out by one of the other pro- 
motion people there that the 
playlist must be professional 
in appearance, since college 

stations are judged, by and 
large, by what they send out. 

Afterwards, UA presented 
some selections from their al- 
bum release, and were told 
what releases were coming up. 
Fazekas added that college ra- 
dio airplay has always been 
important for UA, especially on 
acts like The Move, Family, and 
Spencer Davis. It was also 
pointed out that since the num- 
ber of commercial progressive 
stations is declining, greater 
emphasis would be placed on 
college radio airplay and ex- 
posure. 

Another advantage to UA's 
loosely -structured seminar was 
that it allowed an opportunity 
for college radio people to meet 
and talk. This was especially 
true during lunch time, when 
attendees formed small groups 
to meet and discuss their prob- 
lems on a more informal level. 
In addition, the wine helped to 
loosen everybody's spirits. 

Sam Riddle, morning jock for 
KROQ in Los Angeles, com- 
mented on the opportunities for 
future top -40 jocks at another 
session. He described the broad- 
casting field as one that is most 
lucrative, and that it provides 
an opportunity for good money. 
He also discussed the problems 
that occurred at the recent 
KROQ concert, a subject that 
evoked strong response from 
the audience. 

Following his talk, Ike & 
Tina Turner performed and en - 
enjoyed a great audience re- 
sponse. They perform well al -

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Charles Gerhardt 
On `Sea Hawk' Success 

By ERIC KISCH 

One of the big surprise hits of the current recording season is 
"The Sea Hawk," an RCA album featuring the film scores of Erich 
Wolfgang Korngold. The music was especially recorded for the al- 
bum by Charles Gerhardt, who conducted the National Philharmonic 
Orchestra (of London). To discover the reasons for the album's 
success and to learn of future plans, Record World interviewed Ger- 
hardt, who just returned from London.) 

Charles Gerhardt conducting "The Classic Film Scores of Max Steiner." 

Charles Gerhardt described 
the Korngold album as "the 
dream of a lifetime come true. 
It was a real labor of love." A 
movie buff from his earliest 
teens, he was much taken by 
Korngold's music. "He was a 
real original, who wrote each 
film score like an unsung opera. 
The more I studied the music 
the more I realized how much 
the total impact of the films de- 
pended on it-and the more de- 
termined I became to present 
the music as music to a wider 
public. When the opportunity to 
do the albura came, I jumped at 
the chance, and needless to say, 
the success has been most 
gratifying." 

To what does he attribute 
this success? "Well, the title 
has a lot to do with it, as does 
the packaging. 'The Sea Hawk,' 
Errol Flynn, the two ships on 
the cover, the stills from the 
movies on the back cover-all 
these touched a nostalgic 
chord." 

Who do you think is reacting 
this way? In other words, who 
is being appealed to? "I feel 
we're reaching four different 
kinds of people here. First are 
those who were there - the 
people for whom these movies 
represent an integral part of 
their `growing -up world.' 
Second are the film buffs and 
this is the music that goes with 

their films. Thirdly, the young 
people are picking it up. One 
writer described it as 'swash- 
buckling music that carries 
more decibel impact than a 
couple of amplified guitars.' 
Many of my friends who bought 
the record report with amaze- 
ment that they can't get it away 
from their kids. Clearly, it is 
saying something meaningful to 
them. Finally, there are the 
sound buffs. We think the sound 
quality is terrific, but you can 
judge that for yourself." 

In view of "The Sea Hawk's" 
success, what of the future? 
"You'll notice that the album's 
subtitle is 'The Classic Film 
Scores of Erich Wolfgang Korn- 
gold.' We are planning a whole 
series of `Classic Film Scores 
of ...' for RCA because many 
great composers worked in 
films. I have ideas and material 
for at least 13 albums and I've 
just returned from London after 
recording four albums. 

"Our next release will be 
'The Classic Film Scores of 
Max Steiner' featuring music 
from 'King Kong,' `Charge of the 
Light Brigade' (the Errol Flynn 
version), `Johnny Belinda,' `The 
Big Sleep,' `The Fountainhead' 
and three Acadamy Award Win- 
ners, 'Now, Voyager,' `The In- 
former' and 'Since You Went 
Away.' Steiner, of course, did 
the score for the film 'Gone

justified in making that error. 
An unexpected flash of true wit 
and cleverness undercuts his 
stage banter just as it does so 
many of his songs. 

Bruce Springsteen creates art 
and makes it fun. His genius 
will be a measuring stick for 
future artists, as Springsteen 
is the kind of rare talent who 
imaginatively borrows from 
past precedents and then goes 
on to set his own. And theyre 
incredible. 

Bruce started to teach him- 
self to play music and make it 
his life's work "because I didn't 
know how to do anything else 
and there was nothing else for 
me to do in New Jersey. It 
just manifested itself when I 
was sixteen. I just kept playing 
to keep sane." Influences for 
Bruce were Fats Domino ("I 
love him. He drives me nuts, 
particularly "Walking To New 
Orleans"), Gary (U.S.) Bonds, 
and the Shirelles. But one keeps 
coming back to Bruce's amazing 
lyrics, the way he strings words 
and thought patterns together, 
the way he juxtaposes images of 
sadness with humor. Where did 
he learn this? Bruce's back- 
ground proves once again that 
there is no correlation between 
standard education and the gift 
of a genius for using words in 
exciting new ways. "I went to 
college in Jersey for just a little 
while. I had a bad time. I had 
to go to a psychologist's office 
because the students had been 
complaining about me. I didn't 
talk to anybody in the whole 
school. We were on different 
wavelengths. I had a big hassle 
with this guy who swore there 
was something wrong with me. 
I quit school." 

Bruce's musical background 
was principally with bands of 
varying sizes, and as he takes 
you with him on his personal 
history of gigging he holds his 
guitar and offers musical illu- 
strations that are hilarious. "I 
was in every kind of band you 
can imagine. I went from my- 
self to a three-piece band. We 
did Hendrix tunes. Then I had a 
four piece band where I started 
doing more rhythm and blues. 
Then I went beserk with a ten 
piece band really into r&b. That 
was fun. I had girl singers and 
horns. We did Smokey Robinson 
stuff. Then there were hassles, 
and some members quit and I 
couldn't afford the girls any- 
more. I went down to a five 
piece band playing rock and 
roll in bars. Now, I don't like 
to write songs you can't dance 
to. I don't like music that just

To the City 

NEW YORK - After much 
too much time spent out of 
town, country music finally 
came to New York for a brief 
visit at Upstairs at Max's Kan- 
sas City in the personage of 
Waylon Jennings, and there are 
few better or as good as Way- 
lon to serve as anyone's intro- 
duction to authentic country 
sounds. Those skeptics who 
doubted that New York could 
ever provide a commercial mar- 
ket for country music should 
have seen the crowds at Max's 
-and heard them howling up 
cheers of approval for Waylon 
and his terrific side men. 

Waylon is known not only for 
his own fine compositions, but 
for his generous, heartfelt ren- 
ditions of others' songs, includ- 
ing the recent smash, "Good- 
time Charlie's Got the Blues," 
and a country song by New 
York's own country -city talent, 
Chip Taylor (Buddah recording 
artist). Country artists seem to 
know all about love and loss 
and jealousy and lonesome feel- 
ings, and most of Waylon's per- 
formed tunes reflected these 
emotional staples. "Mental Re- 
venge" by Mel Tillis was a 
highlight, featuring terrific 
bass work from Lee Miller and 
a common country attitude. An

It's a very exciting international venture. It is not one, however, 
that can manufacture and distribute our regular product, because 
it's distinctly different for budget. But it's the finest company 
in Germany and I'd like to leave it that way. 

RW: At the time you came in, then, two of the labels were inde- 
pendently distributed, one was part branch, and there was a 
manufacturing set-up. You solidified the manufacturing set-up, 
got rid of the independents and opened up a complete branch, is 
that right? 

Maitland: Not quite. We did simplify all administration, but 
left the creative aspects, the talent side with the label manager. 
That part we didn't try to consolidate. But Decca Records distri- 
bution then became MCA Records Distribution and Kapp, Decca 
and Uni all went into that one distribution and mannfacturing 
source. That happened in that July period. Decca Records at that 
time also had independent distributors. 

RW: Didn't you recently open some more branches? 
Maitland: No, but somewhat the same thing. In the last four 

months we have placed all of our product into the MCA Distribu- 
tion system, so that any product that we have is sold by an em- 
ployee of ours. In other words, we do not have independent dis- 
tributors. For example, in 1970, Decca had approximately 22 
branches, of which 16 were warehouses stocked with inventory. 
But in the last year and a half they consolidated all distribution 
into seven large warehousing areas in the usual locations-At- 
lanta, Dallas, Cleveland, Chicago, Los Angeles and two more. 

There's a point I'd like to raise. In our rush to become a very 
contemporary company-and we have a far long road to go yet- 
we kind of ignored our catalog and to some degree Kapp's. But 
in the last four or five months we've had our eyes opened on some 
re -issues that we got into of product from that old Decca catalog. 
We had time to sit back and look into the catalog a bit. Rick Frio 
and I have been working on re -issuing a number of packages. 
Some of them have been very successful, such as the Billy 
Holiday re -issue of "Lady Sings the Blues," and Pete Fountain. 
Buddy Holly items have also been very successful. At Christ- 
mas time we had "White Christmas" with Bing Crosby, plus the 
album. Things of that kind are really timeless. So we got Milt 
Garbler, who was the head of a&r at Decca Records and knows 
every part of that catalog and where it is, which solved one of 
our problems. 

Later we'll be working on a re -packaging of approximately 
50 Ip's. Now that doesn't mean we have 50 brand new Ip's. We're 
pulling some old 1p's off the market, because they're either not 
properly sequenced or there are too many of one artist, which 
if consolidated will make a good, strong five albums rather than 
10 albums. They're being brightened up sound -wise, and Milt 
Gabler knows all of that, so he's coming in to do all 50 packages. 

Lenny Feather had been doing some work for Decca. too, which 
I never knew until I asked him to come here and talk to me about 
the catalog. He is also very familiar with our catalog, and, of 
course, highly respected in the jazz field; we're re-releasing 12 

albums in the first half of this year that have his mark of ap- 
proval, which will be from the big band and jazz periods. Then 
we'll be doing 12 more in the second half of the year. The reason 
that we're going to the catalog, first of all, is because it deserves 
to be re -marketed, because a lot of it got lost and when you're in 
the contemporary field you're hot and you're cold and you never 
know. This is one solid bit of business that goes on every day 
and dealers, we find, will now stock it, so we've been doing a 
marketing job at the dealer level. We're not looking for mass - 
marketing in this catalog. We can't get it. You're not going to 
get it in the big racks. But you sure can get it from the stores 
if you've got a proper package and that's what we're doing well. 
We're very pleased with the performance that we're now getting. 

RW: How has all this consolidation shown up in annual 
numbers? 

Maitland: Well, we don't break out the music divisions, the 
statements are not clear-cut, which is the way, I guess, the com- 
pany decided to do it. 

But we had an extraordinary 1971, what with the real impact 
of "Superstar" and the success of the return of the Who to a 
major sales level and Neil. Then there are three other people 
whom we don't forget here that a lot of people outside don't even 
think about, and they are Conway Twitty, Loretta Lynn and Bill 
Anderson. They sell albums and tapes on an extraordinary level.

"Rocky Mountain High," get high, make love, party and have fun. 
So it will be a whole new musical era now. 

RW: Do you think that will bring back more of a personality 
kind of radio? 

WJ: I think that AM radio has got to come in with more per- 
sonality, it's the only salvation for AM: radio. They still have more 
money than FM generally, although there's still a few FM sta- 
tions in each big market which make money. But mostly the radio 
money goes to AM. But in the next five years, I think FM will take 
over the music and AM will be more into talk or public service. If 
AM is going to fight this, big rockers like KHJ or KDAY or KRLA, 
are definitely going to need the personality. It doesn't make any 
difference whether it's stereo or mono, they will listen to the per- 
sonality. A good example is Bill Ballance and the Feminine 
Forum. When he started that show, the ratings zoomed way up 
and when I started at KDAY they had a .8, but now, less than a 
year later, we're up to a 4. And it's not that the music has been 
changed, it's just that the personality created more listeners. 

RW: You've branched out into so many other areas of enter- 
tainment now, do you still get the same charge out of doing radio? 

WJ: I feel that I have a great responsibility. I created some- 
thing that a lot of people dig, and I've been doing it a long time. 
I don't mean to sound conceited but over the years, I've developed 
fantastic fans, and I don't think it would be fair to these people 
if I went off the air. Sure everybody wants to retire to the south 
of France. Jocko and those people retired and I don't think they 
should have. I think they owe it to their public, because they're 
the best there is in radio. Guys like Murray the K, Don Steele, 
Bill Ballance are the superstars of radio, and if you take away 
one of these people, the public misses him. They're irreplaceable, 
like me or Robert W. Morgan, until the younger generation comes 
along and starts developing their own thing, it's not there yet. 
The younger kids have been tied into the tight Drake format and 
haven't had the opportunity to experiment like I've had and the 
others had. 

RW: Do you still get off on the music as much? 
WJ: Oh yeah, I enjoy the music. I`ve enjoyed all the music since 

I first got into it. There's some in each era which you can't replace 
or copy, like with the Beatles. Nobedy can re -do "Obladee Oblada" 
and make it sound like them or do "Short Fat Fanny" and make 
it sound as good as Larry Williams. In every musical era there's 
super music and there's average music. We've got some of the 
greatest talent on the air in this country and coming in from 
England right now. 

RW: With your radio syndication, you've got to be picking the 
selections four and five weeks ahead. 

WJ: The way it works today, is that the promotion people 
usually know what they're doing, and you really can't hype a rec- 
ord anymore. Either the record has it or it doesn't. If something 
comes out by George Harrison, it will probably be a hit, but then 
one came out by John Lennon and it wasn't a hit. It should have 
been, but it just wasn't good enough. With new ones that come 
out, as soon as it's played, you get a reaction and you know. And 
a record really doesn't get started and peak until it's been out in 
the markets for at least a month. After a month, it will start to 
really climb, and peak after the second month and then start to 
come down after the third month. So we pick the ones we feel will 
be on for at least that time. We also check new records out with 
the trades, and if all of them give a new record good reviews, 
you've got a fairly good idea. At least you've got a 60 per cent 
chance of knowing that record is going to be a hit. 

RW: Music is now spilling over into television, with `In Con- 
cert' and similar shows. You're appearing on the `Midnight 
Special.' 

WJ: There's a large audience of 12 to 35 that doesn't even 
watch television, except for maybe a movie or the news. So they 
had to get into rock and roll in order to capture the whole age 
range. And shows like the `Midnight Special' have the whole thing. 
the music, the format, the acts, all with a sort of relaxed reality. 
No phony applause, if a guy doesn't get a laugh, he doesn't get a 
laugh. The audience wants to see it real, live, sweating it out. 

RW: There seems to be a greater demand for complete honesty 
in communications. 

WJ: I don't believe that there should be censorship of any kind. 
I think that people should have enough of an open mind to accept

I've done a lot of different things 
in my life, such as being in all kinds of businesses, owned and 
run radio stations, and to me the most exciting business is the en- 
tertainment business. 

RW: But you're on a 24 hour schedule. Do you ever want to just 
go off to a desert island? 

WJ: Everyday. The pressure is constant, it never subsides. I've 
never taken a vacation in 16 years, stayed with them for the 
whole thing. I've paid my dues fifty times over. So whatever comes 
through now, it's a result of hard work, not just being lucky. Al- 
though I've been lucky since the day I was born. I was blessed 
with something and I just have to use it for good, not only for me 
but for the people who work for me and for the public.
