LOS ANGELES-In a major 
expansion move Warner Bros. 
Music has announced that the 
company will open a Nashville 
office on or about April 1. Ed 
Silvers, President of Warner 
Bros. Music, stated, "We have 
been planning the adjacent 
move into the Nashville mar- 
ket for quite a while now but 
waited for what we thought was 
the proper time. Understanding 
the growing need of the Nash- 
ville community, we feel our 
catalog will lend itself per- 
fectly to any and all country 
and pop recording presently be- 
ing undertaken in the south." 

Heading the new Warner's of- 
fice will be Johnny Slate, seven 
year veteran of the music in- 
dustry. Slate spent two years 
as professional manager at 
Tree International and as a 
writer he's had songs recorded 
by major Nashville artists in- 
cluding Johnny Cash, The Car- 
ter Family, Tammy Wynette 
and George Jones, David Hous- 
ton, Kenny Price, Del Reeves, 
Michael Parks and The Hillside 
Singers. Most recently Slate 
was Vice President of Wind - 
chime Productions, an indepen-

NASHVILLE - Winners in 
all 47 categories of the 15th 
annual Grammy Awards were 
announced March 3 on the Rec- 
ord Academy's CBS television 
special, "The Grammy Awards 
Show," and at membership 
presentations in Nashville and 
Los Angeles. 

Eleven of the major awards 
were revealed on the TV show 
which emanated from the Ten- 
nessee Theatre here and was 
emceed by Andy Williams. The 
remaining 36 winners were an - 

Motown Sticks With Indie Distribs 
LOS ANGELES-At a time 

when widespread criticism is 
being leveled at independent 
distributors, E. G. Abner II, 
President of Motown Records, 
has come out strongly in their 
favor. Abner made his state- 
ment at a specially -called meet- 
ing of Motown Distributors in 
Los Angeles following the 
NARM Convention held in that 
city. 

"Independent manufacturers 
and independent distributors 
working in unison have helped 
build the great industry we 
have today. The independents 
opened up this industry to new 
creative talents and new en- 
trepreneurs." Abner continued, 

"I don't think any of us want 
to go back to the days when 
four or five companies con - 
four or five companies controlled 
volume was less than 100 million 
dollars." 

Abner warned that today's in- 
dependent distributor would 
survive only if he delivered a 
full range of top quality pro- 
motion and distribution serv- 
ices. But those distributors who 
have delivered top-quality serv- 
ice are essential to the con- 
tinued growth of the industry 
as a whole. Abner said "Top- 
quality distributors helped 
build Motown, and those are the 
distributors to whom we want

NEW YORK-MCA Inc. has 

reported the highest revenues 
and net income in the company's 
history. For the year ended 
December 31, 1972, the enter- 
tainment company earned $20, 
863,000 or $2.52 per share on 
gross revenues of $345,961,000, 
compared with net income of 
$16,680,000 or $2.04 a share on 
gross revenues of $333,725,000 
for 1971. 

Lew Wasserman, MCA Presi- 
dent, stated that the company's 
record and music publishing 
divisions achieved a three per 
cent increase, and has noted 
that even more success in those 
areas is expected due to re- 
structuring to streamline opera- 
tions and improve acquisition 
of talent.

Jerry Blaine 
Passes Away 

NEW YORK-Veteran rec- 
ord man Jerry Blaine passed 
away Saturday (3) at his home 
in Great Neck, Long Island. 
Blaine, one of the pioneers in 
the record industry, was known 
as head of one of the original 
independent distributors in the 
U.S. and as owner of Jubilee 
Industries, Inc. 

During the Big Band Era 
in the 1930's he was the leader 
of the Streamlined Rhythm 
Orchestra where he helped the 
careers of such greats as 
Frank Sinatra, the Andrews 
Sisters, Dick Haymes, Helen 
Forrest and Glenn Miller. In 
the early '40s he was a stock 
broker, a record salesman with 
Cosmo and National Records 
where he catapulted such rec- 
ords as "Tuby the Tuba" and 
"Open the Door, Richard" into 
million sellers. In 1946 Blaine 
formed Cosnat Distributing

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Grammy Producer 
Digs Music City

NASHVILLE - "If the tele- 

cast of the 15th annual Grammy 
Awards `falls on its face' to- 
night, it will not be the fault of 
anybody in Nashville." So said 
Pierre Cossette last week prior 
to the Grammy Awards pres- 
entation. Cossette was the 
executive producer of the 90 - 
minute show which originated 
at the Tennessee Theater and 
whose company produced it for 
CBS -TV. 

"It'll be the producer's fault,' 
Cossette added, "the efficiency 
of the Nashville people is 
amazing. Everybody-the stage- 
hands, the musicians, techni- 
cians, the citizens - has been 
co-operative. The theater is per- 
fect for the show too. It's more 
like a community project." 

Cossette admitted that he 
fought against having the show 
in Nashville. "I battled NARAS 
(National Academy of Record- 
ing Arts & Sciences) about 
having it here. I had nothing 
against Nashville. I just 
thought Los Angeles was the 
proper, logical place to have it. 
I didn't believe Nashville had 
the facilities or the manpower 
to do such a show. I am now a 
believer," he said. 

"We have had absolutely no 
problems here. Everything has 
run so smoothly that it has us 
who are in charge a little wor- 
ried. Why, we could have had 
the show last night, that's how 
ready everything is. I tell you 
how sold I am on Nashville: 
I wouldn't oppose having it 
originate from here next year, 
or any year." 

Cossette explained that about 
$500,000 was being spent to 
produce the show and in his 
opinion it would be the best ever 
to originate here. He said Nash- 
ville could easily develop into a 
big time television center. 

He added that in the near 
future the Grammy show could 
be come the most important 
and most popular of the awards 
shows now on television.

NMC President 
Asserts Co's 
Financial Solidity 

NEW YORK-Jesse Selter, 
President of NMC Corp., told 
shareholders at the company's 
annual meeting here that the 
Oceanside, N.Y. record and tape 
rack jobbing firm is "in solid 
financial position despite the 
business temporarily lost 
through the closing of 21 
White Front discount stores on 
the West Coast." 

The NMC chief executive, re- 
ferring to the discontinued op- 
erations of 21 out of a total of 
72 retail record departments 
leased from White Front's par- 
ent, Interstate Stores Buying 
Corp., and operated by NMC's 
Lease & License, Limited sub- 
sidiary, declared that "while 
the company regrets the loss of 
volume generated by these 
stores, we consider the closing 
of these units as only a tem- 
porary setback and are making 
efforts to fill the gap and move 
ahead to new growth in the fu- 
ture. We are presently liquidat- 
ing the inventory of the closed 
departments and are negotiat- 
ing with Interstate in anticipa- 
tion of the resolution of our 
differences with them." He 
noted that the 21 record de- 
partments represented about $6 
million out of a total of more 
than $21 million in volume re- 
ported by NMC in fiscal 1972.

by RCA Records. The announce- 
ment was made by Mort Hoff-

Willie Mitchell -Memphis Soulman 
By DEDE DABNEY 

Willie Mitchell, President of 
Hi Records, is generally thought 
of as being one of the most 
creative men in the pop -soul 
field. He was there in Memphis 
producing hits before there even 
was a Memphis Sound-and he's 
gone on to produce a roster of 
soul stars that read like a Who's 
Who of Funk. The extraordinary 
success of his Al Green has made 
more and more people aware of 
the fact that Memphis plus 
Mitchell equals Magnificent 
Music.

RW: Do you find that the musicians or the studios in Memphis 
create a different sound than other musicians you've worked 
with? 

Mitchell: I think so. Ever since I was a kid I've noticed that 
there is something about the way guys play in Memphis. In fact 
today I can almost tell a drummer who came from Detroit, a 
drummer from L.A. or a drummer from New York. One thing 
about the musicians down in Memphis-they're warm to each 
other. My guys have been together eighteen years, and it's the 
same with the Stax thing. People play together, they think alike. 
When they put something on tape, it's really put on there from 
the heart. 

RW: Do you feel you motivate them in any way? 
Mitchell: Oh yes! The one thing about the Memphis musicians, 

about my guys, they've got a lot of pride in what they've been 
doing. They will do take after take if they can until they do it 
right 

RW: Specifically how can you tell the Memphis sound from 
the Detroit sound or the Philadelphia sound? 

Mitchell: Basically, we are very heavy on rhythm and very 
heavy on horns; that's because most of us use the same musi- 
cians. Motown is the same way. But in Memphis they really go 
for the rhythm thing, that's the first thing. You put in the 
pocket with rhythm and the rest of the stuff, you stay on top of 
it. 

RW: Which direction do you think r&b is going in? 
Mitchell: In a very short time I think all music companies will 

disregard the term r&b. I don't think r&b music will be categor- 
ized as r&b music in years to come because now the pop stations 
are playing it. And some of the r&b stations are playing pop 
music. But the one big thing about r&b today is that it has more 
class now then ever before. You have your strings, you've got 
your pretty voices. Back awhile ago you'd hear a r&b record and 
it didn't make any difference if you'd hear a guy tune his horn 
or tune his guitar up-it didn't make any difference as long as 
it had the feel. But now we've gone way up in black records; the 
records have become more unique, more concerned about going 
pop. I know when I cut a record if it's on WWRL, I'm hoping to 
get WABC on it-it's just as simple as that. To do that you have 
to make a record that's in tune, make a really good record. 

RW: Why did you come out of semi -retirement to record "Last 
Tango"? 

Mitchell: First of all, I kept the song around. Norm Rubin 
sent it to me. He kept saying to me "have you heard the song?" 
I hadn't heard it. So one Saturday night about 11:00 I wanted to 
play something and I happened to see it and put it on. 

It went along nicely with the rhythm, but I really liked the 
melody, I liked the chord changes. So I said I'm going to record 

that tomorrow, and I recorded it Monday. Went into the studio 
at one o'clock and didn't leave until 6:00 the next night. I record- 
ed the rhythm track, put the tenor on it, and then I got some 
paper and scored the strings and had them on it the next morn- 
ing. I really like the record. I like the song! 

RW: Tell us a little about Hi Records. How did it get started? 
Mitchell: That's strange. In the beginning of Hi Records I 

wasn't involved. In 1957 there was a hot tune by a guy by the 
name of Joe Cuoghi. Four guys told Joe that if he gave them 
$25,000 they would make him a lot of money. The $25,000 went 
like that (snap of the finger). They went back to Joe again and 
said "Joe just give us a little more money, we know this is going 
to happen." He gave them a little more money, but they didn't 
have a studio then. They went to Nashville and cut a record. 
Came back, spent thirty thousand out there in one week and the 
next week all thirty thousand came back. All the records came 
back-the distributors wouldn't pay anybody. 

At this time I had a band working in a club; I always had 
some of the grooviest guys playing in the band. I had a piano 
player by the name of Joe Hall and Ray Harris, a producer, who 
was digging on Joe and the rest of the band. (This was 1959.) 
Ray would come over every night or weekend and he asked "have 
you ever been in a recording studio? No? I surely like the piano 
player and bass player you have." 

It didn't bother me because going to a studio wasn't fashion- 
able-I didn't know what a studio was. Two weeks passed, Ray 
came over one Saturday night, he said "could you bring the piano 
player by tomorrow?" I carried Joe by, and when I got over 
there they had Bill Black sitting there, Ace Cannon, and Reggie 
Young. 

They were trying to come up with an instrumental record. 
I was sitting there watching and before you knew it, Joe and I 
got into the thing. Before you know we had come up with a rec- 
ord titled "Smokey" by Bill Black. We didn't get to cut that 
afternoon, and they had taken all of Joe's money. Joe had then 
decided to close the studio, to get out of the business. I said 
"Joe give us one more week to cut this record." 

He still wouldn't do it-he said "Wednesday I want all the 
keys, get this stuff out of here-I don't want to be in the record 
business." Ray finally persuaded him to keep the doors open. The 
operation almost ceased but Joe just never did close it up.

Ed Kizak from London Records came through there one day. 
Ed picked the record up for London, and the record just ex- 
ploded. Then behind that was "White Silver Sand," a million 
seller. I started cutting-I came up with a thing "Sunrise Sere- 
nade"-it was done pretty well. We were jumping and shouting 
because it was 81 with a bullet. I had a couple of more records 
that happened then-I got cold, Bill Black got cold, Ace Cannon 
got cold, every artist got cold. In 1964, I recorded "20-75"-it 
was a big record, we happened to hit a record by Jean Simmons. 

In 1967 we picked up Ann Peebles, 1968 Al Green then Syl 
Johnson, Otis Clay, Quiet Elegance and it went on and on. We 
never sold any records until 1970. What happened was after Joe 
died the other guys panicked; the company was broke; there 
were no hit records. When he died they made me vice president 
of the company; after Joe's death no one there knew anything

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ATI a Successful `Team Effort' Dialogue 
By BEVERLY MAGID 

LOS ANGELES-"Team ef- 
fort" is a key phrase used to 
describe the workings of Ameri- 
can Talent International bet- 
ter known as ATI. "This is not 
a one man effort," emphasized 
President Jeff Franklin. The of- 
fices in Los Angeles and New 
York work cooperatively on 
projects, and ideas can be ini- 
tiated from any one of the 
thirty people on the staff. With 
a projection of $12 million to 
$15 million for 1973, the effects 
of working as a family seem to 
be proving financially reward- 
ing as well as creatively stimu- 
lating. 

ATI, Ltd., having just corn- 
p'.eted a deal with John Levy 
Enterprises who represent such 
artists as Billy Paul, Julian 
"Cannoball" Adderley, Miriam 
Makeba, and Freddie Hubbard, 
will now be branching more 
into the jazz field. The agency 
views itself as a contemporary 
music agency, not just rock and 
roll, and with the resurgence 
of r&b and jazz interest in the 
public, they want to be able to 
work with artists of every va- 
riety, in addition to handling 
top rock artists such as Faces 
with Rod Stewart, Savoy 

Brown, the Hollies, Deep Pur- 
ple and Buddy Miles. 

Another ATI key phrase is 
"full service." "We're inter- 
ested in the development of the 
client's career over a long pe- 
riod of time, not just making 
a lot of quick bookings and run- 
ning with the money," Record 
World was told recently. Being 
involved not only in booking 
concerts, but also in television 
production, theatre, video tape 
and films, gives the agency 
many avenues and opportuni- 
ties to offer their roster of cli- 
ents. Packaging their artists in 
concerts also gives the oppor- 
tunity of fostering new talent 
as well as headliners. Rather 
than having one agent cover all 
aspects :for one artist, ATI has 
divided the country, giving cer- 
tain territories to cover for pro- 
moters or colleges, and in some 
areas a combination of both. In 
New York, vice-president Sol 
Saffian coordinates the college 
department and Ira Blacker is 
vice-president in charge of the 
concerts.

about the business. We had a meeting, and Ray wanted to get 
out, he had put in 15 years. I bought Ray cut-they just put me 
in charge of the whole company. I called all my guys together 
and cut a string of records just producing. Cut my own records, 
cut them the way I wanted to cut them. The first record I cut 
was on Ann (Peebles) "Part Time Love," and the next one was 
"Can't Get Next To You" by Al. Then came with "Tired Of Being 
Alone," and from there we just kept working; that's what we've 
been doing ever since. 

RW: What made you go to London Records as the distributor 
for Hi? 

Mitchell: We were very tight with everybody at London. When 
Joe died there was some time on the contract. I had started nego- 
tiating with another company. I wasn't really pleased because 
London wasn't really swingin'-they were a very conservative 
company. You'd go to a Black station and say London Records, 
and you might get thrown out. But fortunately at this time Ann 
and Al had sold enough records to let us know we had something 
to sell. "Let's Stay Together" exploded and "Tired Of Being 
Alone" was a million seller. And Ann began to get into two and 
three hundred thousand. When the contract came up again Lon- 
don did a very beautiful job on "Let's Stay Together." I decided 
to stay a little while longer. 

RW: Are you fully satisfied with them now? 
Mitchell: You will never be totally satisfied with a company. 

They have come a long way from where they were. Changes were 
made, they get involved with the dinners, everything. They are 
going to hire some more Blacks, and they already have Emmett 
Garner. I think eventually they're going to become a big organi- 
zation. 

RW: Do they merchandise your albums properly? 
Mitchell: Very much so. London is one of the best merchan- 

disers in the business. They can lay out an album and single in 
the market in a way that's unbelievable. 

RW: Are you going to take Al Green in a different direction 
in the future? 

Mitchell: I'm sure we are. As creative as he is we keep run- 
ning up on different things, we can't keep him the same. On his 
new album there are a lot of innovations. 

RW: Did you groom him yourself? 
Mitchell: Al and I are just like two brothers. Al has a lot of 

good ideas about what he wants to do. Basically, when it comes 
to an album I tell Al we're going to put ten numbers in it- 
you've got seven I've got two, give the option to do one. When 
it comes to singles it's mostly my responsibility. On the album 
I try to get out of him what he really feels and get all the songs 
he has in his head out of him. When it comes to albums it's just 
like Al is confessing everything inside of him. He's one of the 
best lyricists I've ever seen.

RW: Do you do any independent production at all? 
Mitchell: No I don't! I used to do Denise LaSalle, I've done 

the rhythm tracks on the Detroit Emeralds. I've been doing O.V. 
Wright for years but not any more because now we've got so 
many people that need help in our stable, I just don't have the 
time to do independent. 

RW: Do you have any plans to do a movie soundtrack? 
Mitchell: I've turned down three. I just finished reading the 

script to one titled "Cleopatra Jones"-I turned that one down. 
There was "Across 110th Street" and "Black Ceasar," in fact 
Al went out to California to see the screening of that one. When 
Al and I do a score I just don't want it to be so risque. 

RW: What is your opinion about the "Black movie?"

Bob Wood On Canadian Radio's Problems Bill For Consistent License 
Renewal Submitted 

Record World: Is there a 
great deal of difference in pro- 
gramming in Canada as op- 
posed to the United States? 

Bob Wood: Yes, I think 
there is. In the first place, 
there's greater emphasis on 
news and public affairs pro- 
gramming. At CHUM we have 
a 15 man news staff, and I'm 
doubtful that a radio station 
in a similar market situation 
would carry that number, or 
devote the amount of time to 
news that we do. In addition 
to that you don't have the 
fragmentation in Canada of 
audience that you have in the 
United States in a market the 
size of Toronto, which is 21/2 
million people. We really only 
have six key AM stations, 
where in the United States 
you'd probably have 20 to 30 
stations in a market of this 
size. As a result the stations 
here are somewhat broader in 
appeal than they would be in 
the States. 

RW: The Maple Leaf Sys- 
tem in Canada is of course an- 
other major difference. Do you 
feel that the effects have been 
beneficial? 

Wood: The System was de- 
veloped some years ago to aid 
in the development of Cana- 

dian talent, to lend the facili- 
ties of major radio stations 
across Canada for the greater 
exposure of Canadian content. 
That was piror to the Canadi- 
an content regulations, and at 
that time we felt that there 
was a need for across the coun- 
try exposure of Canadian rec- 
ords. Being a large country 
geographically, it was difficult 
for record companies with 
smaller resources and abilities 
to promote and distribute, to 
launch a record in Canada, on 
a nationwide basis. A record 
might be released in British 
Columbia and become a hit 
there, then it would go on to 
success in Alberta. and then 
Saskatchewan and then to the 
east. rather than have the 
clout that one would get from 
an across the board hit. They 
had difficulty because they 
couldn't get simultaneous air- 
play, and the Maple Leaf Sys- 
tem was founded in part, be- 
cause the radio people recog- 
nized the problems the record 
people were having in launch- 
ing a record. The System ex- 
tends from Halifax to Van- 
couver and is very instrument- 
al in launching Canadian rec- 
ords. As far as its effect on

WASH., D.C.- Legislation 
to establish by law the pro- 
cedures for renewal of broad- 
cast lincenses has been re- 
introduced by Congressmen 
Fred B. Rooney (D -Pa.) and 
James T. Broyhill (R-N.C.) and 
74 cosponsors. Earlier. Rooney 
and Broyhill had introduced 
identical legislation carrying 
the names of 20 members of the 
House Interstate and Foreign 
Commerce Committee as co- 
sponsors. 

Two years ago a ruling by the 
Court of Appeals changed the 
climate of radio station license 
renewals, by giving a challeng- 
ing company an equal chance 
to obtain the station license. 
The current owners had to 
carefully document their rec- 
ord of public service against 
the promises of the potential 
buyers, which some members of 
Congress do not feel really 
gives station owners a fair 
opportunity to rectify any mis- 
takes they might have made 
before losing their license en- 
tirely and irrevocably. 

The bill being introduced by 
Congressmen Rooney and Broy- 
hill (Rep. N.C.) is one which 
they hope will regulate license 
re-newals consistently. There 

o 

will be four days of open hear- 
ings starting March 14. There 
are indications of strong op- 
position from the White House. 
Women's groups who feel that 
women have been unfairly dis- 
criminated against in license 
proceedings. The bill would 
legislate that a station would 
only lose a license for callous 
disregard of public interest 
and would otherwise be given 
a chance to rectify its errors. 

"We are gratified by the re- 
sponse of this bill, and we are 
optimistic that hearings will 
be scheduled during the latter 
part of March," Rooney and 
Broyhill said in a joint state- 
ment. 

"In addition to those mem- 
bers of the House who have 
joined in cosponsoring our bill. 
a number of other bills have 
been introduced to achieve a 
similar objective - to provide 
for the orderly renewal of 
licenses for those broadcasters 
who show a good faith effort 
to serve the needs and interest 
of their communities." 

The bill also extends from 
three years to five the period 
for which broadcast licenses 
can be renewed.

Capitol Campus Rep Plan Ends 
By GARY COHEN 

Capitol Records has an- 
nounced the elimination of its 
regular campus rep program, 
according to Art Fein, Capitol's 
director of college promotion. 
The move, announced last Fri- 
day 12), is effective immedi- 
ately, and all seven campus 
reps have already been re- 
leased. 

The reason for the demise of 
the program, according to Fein, 
was simply a lack of funds in 
Capitol's promotional budget. 
The campus program was origi- 
nally set up as part of the a&r 
department, but Capitol's a&r 
head, Mauri Lathower, ended 
the department last December. 
The campus department then 
became part of the promotion 
department during February, 
and after seeing the bills for 
salaries and expenses, Al Coury, 
Capitol's National Promotion 
Director, announced that the 
rep program would not con- 
tinue. 

The program, which cost the 
label $1500 a month, was not 
necessary on two counts, as 
Fein explained Coury's reason- 
ing. First, Capitol's local pro- 
motion men were already sup- 
posed to be covering college 
radio stations in their markets. 
"Coury didn't want the reps in 
territories where our promo- 
tion men are supposed to be 
doing their jobs," Fein ex- 
plained. Secondly, the reps were 
also getting involved in non - 
college rep functions, such as 
attending sales meetings and 
visiting secondary markets. 
Coury. Fein noted, is encourag- 
ing the local Capitol branches 
to place the campus reps on the 
branch payrolls, if they feel the 
reps can help the branches in 
promotion, sales, and in visiting 
secondary markets. 

While the regular campus rep 
program has been cancelled, 
Capitol has plans for making 
the reps into "independent col- 
lege promotion men" who may 
be called on from time to time 
on an irregular basis, to work 
on campus projects for the 
label. They would get paid for 
their services just as regular 
independent promotion people 
do, but at this time there are 
no specific plans for implement- 
ing this part of the program. 

The move by Capitol leaves 
three companies with active, 
functioning and most success- 

ful campus rep programs : Co- 
lumbia, A&M and UA. Some 
of the problems with Capitol's 
rep program stemmed from the 
fact that the reps were never 
required to fill out written re- 
ports. The written report serves 
as a guide for national people 
to give the local reps direction. 
advice, comments, suggestions, 
etc. One other disadvantage was 
that Capitol's reps had little 
contact with the label's sales 
department. Most college radio 
promotion people will tell you 
that a college airplay effort, 
without a commensurate effort 
on campus record sales, simply 
does not produce sales. It is the 
co-ordination, rather, of college 
airplay and college sales that 
sells records on the campus 
retail level. 

The feeling of Capitol was 
summed up by Fein in a letter 
sent out to all of the reps who 
were dismissed. " . . . To be 
specific, the promotion depart- 
ment has no budget for college 
reps... "

JAZZ

There are several unique and refreshing 
aspects of this year's coming Newport Jazz 
Festival, New York. Not just the fact that 
George Wein has expanded his locations or 
doubled the number of events. There are other, 
newer developments. 

For one thing, there will be many new faces: 
Paul Bley, Beaver Harris, the Art Ensemble of 
Chicago, Carla Bley, Sam Rivers, Chick Corea 
and other vital creators. Blues will be repre- 

sented, but not just by the established people. Such lesser known 
artists as l ddie Cleanhead Vinson, Arthur Big Boy Crudup, Big 
Mama Thornton, Snooks Eaglin and Professor Longhair will now 
have the rare opportunity of playing New York City. 

An imaginative sense of programming is reflected in the 
Cotton Club 'Reviäited evening with the Mills Brothers, Louis 
Jordan and 'a Cab Callaway Reunion Band. A theatrical dimen- 
sion is added with "The Life And Times of Ray Charles" 
featuring Charles, his band and special guest with narration 
and script by James Bald*in. 

Best of all in this great facelift for an established institution 
is the fact that Wein has slid that half of the festival profits 
will be pumped directly back into the music community. Even 
during the festival there will be concerts with social conscience. 
For example, five days of jazz concerts will be presented at the 
Apollo in Harlem with an admission price of only $2. The idea 
is that the more successful concerts will support such money - 
losing endeavors. 

The New York 'Musicians' Organization, with almost 500 
members and led by such artists as Sam Rivers and Milford 
Graves, staged an alternative festival last year in protest of 
Newport's high prices and presentation of only big names. But 
this year the two organizations will be working together, present- 
ing five days of full concerts of new music at Lincoln Center's 
Alice Tully Hall. 

If all of these promises and plans are faithfully carried out, 
this festival will be a major contribution to the music community 
and to the music -listening public. Here's hoping. 

I caught Marian McPartland in her closing weeks at the Cafe 
Carlyle in New York where she was filling in for Bobby Short 
during his annual vacation. Ms. McPartland and her young trio 
turned in a beautiful performance. 

She is one of the tastiest and most eclectic musicians in jazz, 
delving into rags. dixieland tunes, standards, bop tunes and 
contemporary songs. She runs through Fats Waller, Art Tatum, 
Monk and Bud Powell with ease, always maintaining her own 
personality. He music is simultaneously sensitive and enjoyable, 
delicate and exciting. 

From here, she goes to Blues Alley in Washington, D.C. Ms. 
McPartland records for her own label, Halcyon, through which 
she can be contacted at P.O. Box 4255, Grand Central Station, 
New York, New York 10017. 

A recent announcement from the Alexander's department store 
chain declared that they are phasing cut-outs out of their record 
departments. Although they are doing it for the typical reason 
of poor sales, this is still a great step forward for recording 
artists. 

On cut-outs, dumped at low prices to outlets, artists and song- 
writers almost always receive no money. And worse, their old 
albums selling for $1.98 begin to compete with their current 
product, for which they are supposedly being paid legitimate 
royalties. 

If Alexander's move inspires other retailers to follow suit, 
record companies will be forced to scrap cut-outs at manufactur- 
ing plants. And maybe they won't hurt artists by pressing hit 
albums and selling them at lower prices to compete with their 
own legitimate sales. 

BOOK REVIEW 

Ross Russell on 
Charlie Parker 

The late and legendary jazz 
saxophone player Charlie Par- 
ker is the subject of a new 
biography, "Bird Lives," by 
Ross Russell (Oharterhouse 
Books). Parker, who was one 
of the original (if not the 
archtypical) angry young men 
of jazz, and an incredibly in- 
novative and influential mu- 
sician, lived a most anguished 
life, a life composed of parts 
of defiance, self-indulgence 
and, as the book points out in 
its rather honest and unsparing 
view of Bird, self-abuse. 

The book traces Parker 
from his roots in Kansas City 
bands (such as Jay McShann) 
all the way up to the legendary 
days when he, along with Dizzy 
Gillespie, Max Roach and the 
young Miles Davis invented a 
strange new kind of jazz called 
bop. 

Russell, in addition to giv- 
ing us a picture of Parker, 
also devotes a few chapters to 
a clear discussion of the new 
music and explains just why 
it was a revolutionary way of 
looking at a song. 

In one of the strongest and 
most moving (and at the same 
time most absurd) chapters in 
the book, Russell chronicles 
the death and the incredible 
circus -like funeral of Parker 
at the Abyssynian Baptist 
Church. 

As the book rightly points 
out, Parker was not totally 
victim, nor was he totally in- 
stigator of his anguished, pain- 
ful life. In pointing this out, 
Russell paints a reasoned and 
well-balanced portrait of a 
most influential musician.

Band. This was originally or- 
ganized during World War II 
by the bandleader, and was re- 
garded as the most popular 
service musical organization at 
the time. 

Starting last November, news- 
paper accounts have stated that 
Harold (Doc) Winter was plan- 
ning to revive the band, and 
that he has obtained rights to 
the name from the Miller Es- 
tate. According to Mackay, 
such permission has not been 
granted.

uct in which we are going to 
invest huge sums this year." 

With such major acts as 
Diana Ross, The Jackson Five, 
Michael Jackson, Jermaine 
Jackson, The Temptations, 
Stevie Wonder, Marvin Gaye, 
Smokey Robinson, Rare Earth, 
The Supremes, Eddie Kend- 
ricks, David Ruffin, Junior 
Walker, The Miracles and 
others, Motown, according to 
Abner, expects to have the 
strongest album and single line- 
up in the company's history. 
He also told the distributors, 
"These are the sure things on 
which we expect your maximum 
efforts. We also have some in- 
credible new talent which we 
expect you to help us break. If 
we can do those things to- 
gether, we will all be strong." 

Abner indicated that there 
would be no more free rides for 
anybody associated with Mo- 
town. "We will release only 
quality product," he said, "and 
we expect maximum effort for 
every release." 

Abner expressed concern 
about the trend toward larger 
companies and conglomerates 
in the industry. wiping out 
competition and the opportunity 
for the small man. Abner said, 
"We are an independent manu- 
facturer with a great stake in 
the future of the business and 
in free competition. Independ- 
ent distributors are an impor- 
tant part of the industry's fu- 
ture health."

Canadian radio today, our con- 
cern lies in the area of quant- 
ity, rather than quality. We 
have found that in the last 
couple of years, the quality of 
Canadian records is comparable 
to anything released on the in- 
ternational scene. Our prob- 
lem is one of quantity. 

RW: Do you mean too much 
product coming out? 

Wood: Two years ago the 
regulation was passed that 
radio stations in Canada had to 
play 30 per cent Canadian con- 
tent, and at that time broad- 
casters felt that 30 per cent 
was too much, too soon. When 
the regulations were first im- 
plemented, 7.8 records per 
week were released, and that 
average dropped to 7.2 records 
per week during the next year. 
When you compare that to the 
150 odd singles released inter- 
nationally, we find that the 
number of Canadian releases 
is just not enough to meet the 
30 per cent. Therefore broad- 
casters are having a difficult 
time meeting the regulation. 
As a result there's too much 
emphasis on gold, like "Snow- 
bird" by Anne Murray, or 
"These Eyes" by the Guess 
Who. Such records are receiv- 
ing airplay above what audi- 
ence response merits. 

RW: Then that would have 
the effect of diluting the pro- 
gramming that you've set up. 

Wood: Yes, as a matter of 
fact, very seriously. We have 
complaints from various listen- 
ers who are very weary of 
hearing some of the records 
that we've had to play over 
and over. We're concerned that 
the research that we do on the 
phones or at the store level 
indicate to us that people are 
not responding to the records 
we are playing, and that they 
are growing weary and tuning 
out because of the excessive 
over-repitition of many of the 
records on our list. I think that 
one of the major problems is 
that there doesn't seem to be 
any growth or additional 
monies being invested in the 
Canadian music scene. I say 
that because the record indus- 
try in Canada is largely 
foreign owned. Canada to the 
record industry is a very small 
market, equal to the city of 
New York for example, or one 
of the larger states in the 
United States. So they really 
don't, you know, the heads of 
companies like WEA and Capi- 
tol Records and Columbia and 
so on, really don't view Cana- 
da as a major market for them 
and therefore, they don't feel

Columbia `Keyboard Colossus': 
Classics for the Masses 

By ERIC KISCH 

NEW YORK - At a few 
minutes after midnight on 
March 2, world-famous organ- 
ist E. Power Biggs sat down 
at the console of "the mighty 
Wurlitzer" to play Soler's 
"Emperor's Fanfare" - and 
Columbia Records' Keyboard 
Colossus" concert was off to a 
rousing start. 

Spawned out of the midnight 
"Monster Concert" at Philhar- 
monic Hall last Halloween, the 
"Keyboard Colossus" saw the 
return of the "Monsters," a 
group of 16 musicians led by 
Eugene List, who perform on 
10 Steinway Grands. In addi- 
tion, Anthony Newman and 
friends were on hand to per- 
form Bach's Fifth "Branden- 
burg Concerto." For the finale, 
all performers combined tal- 
ents and sonorities for an in- 
credible arrangement of 
Sousa's "Stars and Stripes 
Forever." 

The concert was sponsored 
by Columbia Records, and Co- 
lumbia President Clive Davis 
was on hand as emcee. Accord- 
ing to Columbia, the concert 
was designed to "create a new 
musical experience for a large 
number of young people," and 
judging from the crowd that 

packed the 6,000 -seat cavern 
of an auditorium the target 
audience was certainly tapped. 

Critically speaking, the con- 
cept was a mixed success. 
Working against the perform- 
ers was "the mighty Wurlitzer," 
an organ more suited for 
schmaltzy show tunes than for 
the fast runs and baroque 
textures of Bach's "Toccata 
and Fugue in D Minor." At 
times it was like watching the 
driver of a diesel trying to 
crank up acceleration in a drag 
race. Biggs wrestled the in- 
strument with grim determi- 
nation and won a rousing ova- 
tion from the crowd. 

He was followed by Anthony 
Newman and his chamber 
orchestra who arose mirac- 
ulously from the darkened pit 
on an elevator platform. Of 
course, they had to amplify the 
group in order to make them 
heard in that vast house, and 
some strange sound balances 
resulted. Newman is a power- 
house virtuoso on the harpsi- 
chord, and the long cadenza 
section at the end of the first 
movement of the Fifth really 
gave him a chance to shine. 

As Newman and crew once

RW: How strict are the 
rules for the playing of the 
Canadian product? Is this 
voluntary or is it all radio sta- 
tions in Canada must play 30 
per cent? 

Wood: All AM radio stations 
in Canada must play 30 per 
cent and this was a law that 
was introduced two years ago 
on the 18th of January, 1970 
and-I'm sorry, 1971, and all 
radio stations in Canada are 
required by law to maintain 
the 30 per cent requirement. 
The radio stations in Canada 
are not required to adhere to 
that regulation, but I under- 
stand that there is a regulation 
due to be released soon, apply- 
ing to FM radio, which will re- 
quire some play of Canadian 
content by FM radio stations 
in the country. I don't know 
what the figure will be. It has 
been rumored that 20 per cent 
will be the figure required 
for FM radio. 

RW: Because I remember 
when I was working with 
Canadian charts, in order to 
apply the Canadian Maple 
Leaf system, at that time the 
laws were so flexible that if you 
had been born in Canada but 
hadn't lived there in ten years 
you could still be considered 
Canadian content. 

Wood: Well, there are several 
conditions which qualify a 
record as Canadian. The per- 
former must be a Canadian 
citizen, the record must be pro- 
duced in Canada and the mu- 
sic or lyrics must have been 
written by a Canadian citizen. 
Now, when the regulation in 
the first year, in the first year 
of the regulation the require- 
ment was one of those four 
conditions and in the second 
year it was two of those four 
conditions and now in the third 
year the third condition has 
been added, which has on 
escalating effect and a tighten- 
ing effect over-all on the regu- 
lations. So, it is true that in 
the first year it was possible 
to play a record that may have 
been performed by Elvis 
Presley. If Elvis Presley was 
singing a song written by Gor- 
don Lightfoot it would qualify 
as Canadian content, but since 
that time the regulation has 
tightened up to the extent that 
we no longer have that flexibil- 
ity and therefore, the hard- 
ship is somewhat greater on 
radio stations at this time. 
There is no provision in the 
regulations for a further 
tightening of the regulation at 
this time and in fact, it is the 

hope of many broadcasters 
around the country that the 
record industry will see fit to 
invest more money in the de- 
velopment of Canadian prod- 
uct. Or, that the government 
will see fit to modify the regu- 
lations in such a way that the 
regulations direct more bene- 
fit to Canadian talent and at 
the same time make the regula- 
tion a little bit easier to live 
with for Canadian radio sta- 
tions. But, at this time nearly 
every third record played on 
Canadian radio is a Canadian 
record and most of which are 
not being responded to by the 
audience. And we find that we 
have to take hit -bound records 
and give them the same kind of 
rotation as we'd give our top 
records. We also find that the 
regulations are creating a 
greater hardship for top forty 
stations than for the middle- 
of-the-road stations. They are 
not playing as many records 
on an hourly or daily basis, 
so they don't need as many 
Canadian records to meet the 
regulations. Also a prime rea- 
son that people tune in a 
middle-of-the-road station in 
this market particularly is for 
some of the news or feature 
oriented programs, whereas 
they tune in a top forty for the 
music primarily. Since the 
hardship is greater on top 40, 
it may be one of the reasons 
why historically that contem- 
porary stations have not been 
the dominant ones in the mar- 
ket. 

RW: Were there any other 
considerations in setting up 
this system? 

Wood: The way most broad- 
casters understand it, it was 
also designed to re -enforce the 
cultural fabric of the country. 
But it's long been our feeling 
that music is an international 
language and for that reason, 
there's been very few songs re- 
leased in Canada today which 
have had any bearing at all 
on Canada. I can't think of any 
song at all which has been 
on the CHUM top 30 in the 
past five years which has re- 
lated to the Canadian identity. 
Whereas many of the so-called 
Canadian records are really 
American in orientation, such 
as "Sweet America," "Ohio," 
or "New York Is Closed To- 
night," more than Canadian in 
feeling. Our concern is that 
although in theory and prin- 
ciple we as Canadians agree 
with the regulations, we don't 
feel that the way it is struc- 
tured now it is achieving its 
purpose. Also very little money 
is still being spent on new 
Canadian talent, and we've 
also found that in the first 

three months of this year the 
major record companies in 
Canada have not released one 
Canadian record. 

RW: You'd think that if 
there are going to be regula- 
tions governing broadcasting 
there would be some rules for 
the record companies too, to try 
to initiate more record releases. 

Wood: Record people that 
we have spoken to also feel that 
the government put the cart 
before the horse by regulating 
broadcasters first, instead of 
the record industry first. In the 
meantime if the record produc- 
tion goes down, and it goes 
through its seasonal slumps, 
the record industry simply 
doesn't release any records, 
but the broadcasters are sitting 
out on a limb with the 30 per 
cent and no product with which 
to meet it. 

RW: How responsive general- 
ly is the government's Radio 
and Television Commission? 

Wood We are somewhat dis- 
appointed with the 30 per cent 
content regulation and to my 
knowledge there was no one 
in contemporary or middle-of- 
the-road radio at the program- 
ming level ever consulted as 
to the structuring of the regu- 
lation, or the thoughts of 
broadcasters or their view- 
points on how the regulations 
might best benefit Canadians 
and the Canadian artists. By 
not speaking to anyone in 
radio, we are saddled today 
with something largely un- 
workable and not achieving 
the overall results and impact 
that the Commission had 
originally hoped for.

Rolf's Ready 
One of the hardest tasks to 

perform in the record business 
is for an artist to try and get 
a contract with a record com- 
pany. Unless one has gained 
some recognition in some way, 
the obstacles are usually in- 
surmountable. For singer - 
songwriter Rolf Kempf, how- 
ever, the task has been made a 
bit easier. 

Due to the success of the 
Alice Cooper single "Hello 
Hurray," which Rolf wrote, 
and the fact that the song will 
open Cooper's latest super - 
tour, the writer has gained 
notoriety. "Hello Hurray" was 
the first song of Rolf's that 
was ever recorded, but the first 
version was by Judy Collins in 
her "Who Knows Where The 
Time Goes" album six years 
ago. At present Rolf is speaking 
to a few labels to do a solo 
album of his works. He hopes 
Bob Ezrin, who produces Alice 
Cooper and is one of Rolf's 
best friends, will produce his 
records, whenever a deal is 
completed. 

At least with "Hello Hurray" 
as the key, Rolf has his foot 
in the door. As the opening line 
of the song says, "Hello hur- 
ray / Let the show begin / I'm 
ready."
