Sol Rabinowitz on the International Scene 
By FRED GO0I)y1:1\ 

Sol Rabinowitz, Vice President 
of CBS Records International, 
has held various posts at CBS 
for the past twelve years. A 
producer when he first came to 
the company, he has been direc- 
tor of merchandising and na- 
tional promotion director for 
Epic Records. For the past six 
years, he has helmed CBS Rec- 
ords International for which he 
supervises the music publishing 
and a&r divisions worldwide. 

Record World: What is the major 
International? 

Sol Rabinowitz: CBS Records International directs the opera- 
tions of 24 record companies in various parts of the world, and 
17 music publishing firms. Most of the companies are wholly - 
owned subsidiaries. 

RW: Is the major proportion of the work mainly with records 
or with publishing? 

Rabinowitz: Both of course, but the record companies bring 
in the lion's share of the revenue at the present time. 

RW: What are your responsibilities at CBS? 
Rabinowitz: We have various responsibilities, but our major 

responsibility is directing the operations of our music publishing 
firms overseas. We set policy for them and coordinate the way they 
work between each other. I oversee the contracts that they ne- 
gotiate; the promotion of product, songs in each territory and in- 
stitute international promotions on certain material or sound 
track albums and songs that we may license from third parties. 
I am also responsible for negotiating with various other publishers 
whose product we license in various parts of the world. In addi- 
tion, I am also head of a&r, and as such, I'm responsible for co- 
ordinating the release of all product made overseas in the United 
States. 

RW: Do you work closely with CBS in England? 
Rabinowitz: Yes. Dan Loggins is the head of a&r for our Eng- 

lish company. We work closely in that he sends me new recordings 
of his artists in England, and I, in turn, work with the American 
company in trying to get them released and promoted here. 

RW: In the years that you've been at CBS, how many affiliates 
have been added? 

Rabinowitz: Since I've been here, we've purchased a record 
company in Sweden. We formed a record company and publishing 
company in Japan with Sony, which is a 50-50 partnership be- 
tween CBS and Sony, and that company has become one of the 
leading record companies in Japan. We've started a record opera- 
tion in Denmark. We've formed two record companies in South 
America and a number of publishing companies in various other 
countries. The business has more than tripled in six years. I think 
it could even be four times as much. 

RW: Doesn't this make CBS one of the largest international 
companies? 

Rabinowitz: Yes, probably the largest. Our division is also one 
of the youngest international record operations. In terms of inter- 
national companies, the other two major ones are Phonogram, 
(the Philips/Deutsche Gramophon combination) and EMI. CBS 
is a comparative newcomer when it comes to them, but now ranks 
very high in every market in this comparatively short time. The 
entire CBS International operation is only ten years old. Prior 
to that, CBS records were licensed by Philips in most countries 
outside the U.S., Canada and Latin America. 

RW: When a new act such as Loggins & Messina emerges, 
how do you go about deciding which countries or territories it 
would sell best in, or do you just release everything? 

Sol Rabinowitz 
function of CBS Records 

Rabinowitz: Every new artist that's released on CBS Records 
in the United States is heard in every country in the world. Sam- 
ples are automatically sent to all our people. We have inter- 
national a&r specialists in every company whose job it is to 
listen to product from every country in the world other than 
their own. This is as opposed to the local a&r specialist, whose 
job it is to deal only with local artists and their product. But 
the international specialist listens to everybody else's product, 
and it's basically his job to judge which of this product is most 
suited to his market and which of the artists stand the best 
chance to appeal to his public. 

RW: Why is it that more foreign records are not successful in 
the U.S.? 

Rabinowitz: It's basically because music is still very national. 
Each country has its own culture and its own music. The music 
made in many countries is not now universal in its appeal. Ameri- 
can, British and Canadian product is probably the most universal. 
Next to these countries, there's Holland, which somehow has 
adapted, mainly because American, British and Canadian music 
is so popular in Holland and because English is so widely spoken 
there. Their young people have adopted and modified things 
they've heard from England and America and have been able to 
compete very successfully. They're making records in Holland 
that are universally acceptable to a great extent and will become 
more so in my opinion. But I think this will happen in other 
countries of Europe as well. There are many Americans and Brit- 
ish who live in various European countries now, and some of 
them are singers and songwriters. They influence the pop culture. 
Better records are made every year, and eventually, a giant tal- 
ent is going to spring forth from one country or the other and 
be accepted all over the world, like Edith Piaf was for example. 
Her music reached everybody even though she only sang in 
French. 

RW: In your position, do you get to hear most of the product 
from foreign countries? 

Rabinowitz: We listen to everything we possibly can. Work- 
ing with me is Ulpio Minucci, whose job it is to screen most of 
the product coming in from overseas. We listen together to those 
things that he thinks have potential in this country, other than 
those special items that may be brought to my attention by the 
head of one of our companies or head of a&r. We're constantly 
listening for something that will not only have appeal in the 
United States, but universal appeal as well. 

A couple of years ago, I was listening to a new French album 
by an artist recorded by our CBS company. The artist's name was 
Danyel Gerard. In that album, I heard a song that knocked me 
out. I was just leaving for a European trip, and Itook the album 
with me. My first stop was in Germany, and I played it for our 
publishing manager and the head of our record company there. 
They both got as excited over it as I was and succeeded in doing 
a German version of the song with the same artist. He sold a 
million four hundred thousand records in Germany alone of a 
song called "Butterfly," which also had big sales in every country 
of the world except the United States.

RW: One of the major trends today is the artist/writers who 
publish their own songs. Do you find they might be losing a lot 
of money due to lack of worldwide representation? 

Rabinowitz: Yes. One of my functions is dealing with U.S. 
publishers, representing their songs overseas through our com- 
panies. We try to contact all those people who have successful

Radio Schools: New Respectability 
LOS ANGELES - All over 

the country, there are various 
schools promising (or almost 
promising) the excitement, the 
glamour, the high living of 
having a jab in radio. Of course 
you guys and gals out there al- 
ready know about these things. 
But Record World thought it 
would be educational to visit 
some of the typical schools in 
Los Angeles, a not -so -typical 
city. No one here makes claims 
anymore, of course, and every- 
one stresses the hard work, the 
long hours, low pay and the 
possible re -location. Due to the 
pressures of time, I was unable 
to meet with students and just 
discussed the various schools 
and what they had to offer, 
with school staff members. 

The Bill Wade Schools of Ra- 
dio and TV was started nine 
years ago by Bill Wade, an 
alumnus of Don Martin's School 
and currently at KHJ. It was 
originally bought by the Na- 
tional Institute of Arts and 
Sciences, with Wade as its Di- 
rector; the school operates in 
LA and San Diego. Bob Cum- 
ber, who handles most of the 
student interviewing, empha- 
sized that they stress the nega- 
tives of the indstry to prospec- 
tive entrants. "I tell them that 
at the beginning they'll prob- 
ably have to re -locate to a small 
station in the boondocks, and 
I also prefer to meet with the 
wife to let her understand that 
it's pot going -to be easy." But 
most all have tremendous egos 
and are sure that they'll make 
it big." The school offers either 
a 4 month course for a 3rd class 
ticket or an 8 month course to

prepare you for the 1st class 
license. The classes are both 
day and evening and the stu- 
dents are generally 18 to 24 
years old and predominantly 
male. "We try to help them de- 
velop a professionalism, being 
able to be smooth on the board, 
be able to play any kind of mu- 
sic and have an audience which 
will follow them on a loyal ba- 
sis." They never guarantee a 
job, but offer placement serv- 
ices mainly from personal con- 
tacts with stations, and feel 
that there is a 70 per cent rate 
of placement. After a personal 
interview, if you have a strong 
desire and no bad speech im- 
pediment or foreign accent, 
you're likely to be accepted. 

The Don Martin School of 
Radio and TV Arts and Sci- 
ences, which purports to be the 
first and oldest school having 
opened in 1937, never adver- 
tises, gets its students by re- 
ferrals. The courses can run 
from 4 months to 2 years if 
you're interested in more than 
just the radio aspect. They also 
have day and evening classes 
and you're charged a monthly 
tuition with no contract. The 
alumni include, Don Imus and 
Don Steele. Rick Holmes and

FCC Holding 
Obscenity Inquiry 

A non-public inquiry to 
determine whether any 
broadcaster or cablecaster 
has broadcast "obscene, in- 
decent or profane material," 
in violation of Section 1464, 
Title 18 of the United States 
Code, has been instituted by 
the FCC. 

The FCC said the action 
was iii response to informa- 
tion -and complaints from the 
public. The inquiry is to de- 
termine whether any licen-

'Good Times Roll' -A Stunner 
NEW YORK -"Let the Good 

Times Roll," a new Columbia 
Pictures release, is a musicpic 
that concerns the "Oldies But 
Goodies" concerts put on 
around the country by Richard 
Nader. Directed by Jerry Eisen- 
berg, the film artfully inter - 
cuts pictures of fifties rock and 
roll stars as they appear today 
on Nader's shows with clips of 
how they looked in the first 
round of rock pictures such as 
"Rock Around the Clock" and

there are clever and charming 
clips from contemporary films 
of the fifties, so that the whole 
picture adds up to a rather af- 
fectionate and effective evoca- 
tion of the era. 

The film begins with Shirley 
and Lee's "Let the Good Times 
Roll" over pictures from some 
fifties kid's wallet, and then 
cuts to Chuck Berry. There fol- 
lows segments on Chubby 
Checker, Bill Haley, the Shir- 
rells, Fats Domino, Danny and 
the Juniors, the Coasters, an 
incredibly funky segment on

Of all 
these "words," the most exact and almost with no translation to 
the Spanish tongue, the one used the most in our industry is 

"bulchiteo," which actually is only the product of the physiolog- 
ical needs of the bull, and with which, many elaborate great 
castles in the air, also used like this, to introduce anybody that 
allows them to influence him or her with the sweet scent of 
"bulchitear." Oh! in these practices, just like in any big or 
small actions in this life, there is a king. Any moment now I will 
place the crown on his head in recognition of his great efforts 
in favor of the Latin industry "bulchiteando."

Before we distribute label 
copies and 1p back liner infor- 
mation, we check all possible 
sources available (ASCAP- 
BMI), etc., and then politely 
hound our beloved artists for 
all proper credits on material 
they have discovered during 
their travels. Of course mis- 
takes do occur, but we proudly 
keep them at a minimum. 

A built-in "Goodies" in giving 
composers and their respective 
publishers credit, is that we are 
providing program directors 
and dj's with a service that can 
only enhance and make their 
programming as exciting as 
possible. Tomas, once again you 
have insisted on correcting an 
injustice. You are a credit to 
our industry. God bless you 
and straight ahead.

singles, songs, and/or album material-any material which might 
be suited for overseas. I find that many of today's young artists 
are skeptical after having heard about rip-off's all over the world 
for many years. They're afraid to make deals to have their mate- 
rial represented overseas. In so doing, they're costing them- 
selves countless dollars which go uncollected in territories 
throughout the world. This money is either kept in the country 
if there's nobody to collect it for them, or, in the case where 
there is a representative, it's paid out to that representative on 

behalf of the original publisher. If nobody claims the money, 
within two or three years in some cases (depending on local reg- 
ulations), this money is just put into a general fund and never 
seen again. If a U.S. publisher, who is in such a situation, should 
wake up three and a half years later and gain a representative, 
it'll be too late to collect that back money. It seems a shame 
that people should be losing such royalties due to misinformation 
or the fear of having somebody steal their songs or royalties 
from them. This is not to mention the fact that some of their songs 
could be locally promoted, helping them as artists. All our com- 
panies have local people who do nothing but contact the radio 
and television stations to get their songs played. 

We have kicked off artists in certain territories in Europe 
and created a market for their records in the territory; not to 
mention their songs. One example is Gilbert O'Sullivan, who is an 
extraordinary writer. He's a great talent, and I must also give 
credit to Gordon Mills for doing a fantastic job of recording him. 
Mills took the best that O'Sullivan had to offer and did even better 
with it. He made great records, so we had a lot to work with. 
Our companies in various parts of Europe had great success 
with Gilbert O'Sullivan's songs and in acquiring recordings by 
important local artists. His songs, in some territories, were 
among the most important there; all this, a year and a half be- 
fore he was ever heard of in the United States. We had number 
one records and songs with Gilbert O'Sullivan in Scandinavia, 
Italy, Holland, Belgium, and Germany and of course the U.K. 
where he started. A local cover of Gilbert O'Sullivan's first hit, 
"Nothing Rhymed" was on the Italian charts about six months 
and sold a few hundred thousand records. Today, of course, he 
is a major artist and songwriter with worldwide success. 

RW: Which American artists have been successful overseas? 
Rabinowitz: Johnny Nash for one. He is an American who 

went to Jamaica to live. Nash became entranced with the mu- 
sic, and it influenced his own style of recording and songwriting. 
He made some good records and took them to England. Nash was 
signed by our English company and had major success with his 
first CBS single in England. Between six months to a year later, 
Nash began to duplicate that success in the United States and 
is now beginning to sell in other countries. It's interesting to 
note that certain American artists have huge international suc- 
cess, while others who can be very big in this country have com- 
paratively minimal success overseas. 

One artist who's very important in Europe is Leonard Cohen, 
who is a Canadian. He's had good album sales in the United 
States and is respected as a poet, songwriter and singer. He's 
quite important in France and England and sells big in Germany 
and Italy. That's very interesting, because Leonard Cohen's 
recordings would not figure to sell in countries where they don't 
speak English. His poetry is not easy to understand. It's very 
impressionistic, and yet his records sell in most countries. I've 
always felt that the U.S. records which had the best opportunity 
to sell in non-English speaking countries were those which are 
mostly melodic or very rhythmic, basic, easy to understand and 
are not really dependent upon their lyrics for sales. 

Simon and Garfunkel, whose music is very tuneful, have had 
phenomenal success worldwide. Their records have probably sold 
as many as the Beatles have over the years. Take a look at the 
British charts, you'll see Simon and Garfunkel's albums of three 
years ago still riding the top twenty and continuing to sell that 
way. It's just unbelievable. They've been among Japan's biggest 
sellers, both albums and singles. Also, Loggins & Messina are 
beginning to make noise around the world. Bob Dylan is well 
respected, with fairly good though not phenomenal sales. But 
that's understandable, since it's difficult for non-English speak- 
ing people to get into his lyrics. 

RW: Which publishers and writers do you represent inter -

in an ecomonic way, the label 
also had strong commercial 
potential. 

When contacted by Record 
World Columbia Vice -Presi- 
dent and Director of Marketing 
Bruce Lundvall commented 
"It is very gratifying to be 
able to work closely with the 
dedicated group of creative 
business people who are associ- 
ated with De Vel. Our label 
distribution arrangement with 
them will enable us to not only 
make a contribution to the 
black business community, but 
also give us an opportunity to 
help establish the careers of 
many very talented black per- 
formers. In hearing their first 
group of records it was im- 
mediatly clear that De Vel 
represents a very unique situ- 
ation for the record industry." 

The combination of private 
enterprise and governmental 
economic impetus that went 
into the formation of De Vel 
is indeed a unique situation 
for the record industry. It will 
be interesting to see whether 
this enterprise will be an ar- 
tistic and a financial success.

LONDON-After several weeks of speculation, G.M. Records has announced the signing of a long-term pressing and distri- bution deal with Phonogram, for the world outside of the U.S.A. and Canada. G.M. Managing Director, Brian Hutch, concluded negotiations recently with Steve Gottlieb, Chairman of Phono- gram Limited and Roland Rennie, Phonogram Creative Director. Others from G.M. Records present at the signing were Billy Gaff, Chairman; Mike Gill, Director -Creative Services; and Jimmy Horowitz, A & R Director. U.K. launch for the label will be in June with releases from Chris Jagger, Studer and Andy Bown. 
A great future is anticipated for the recently united Suther- land Brothers and Quiver after witnessing their recent concert at London's Shaw Theatre. With two excellent albums already on the Island catalogue, the Sutherlands still felt the need for a solid back-up unit of the calibre of Quiver who, in turn, felt they needed stronger vocals and inspiring material to develop any further. The result is quite staggering, with the Brothers' powerful harmonies sounding even better when emerging through the melodic wall of sound created by Tim Renwick (electric gui- tar), Bruce Thomas (bass), Peter Wood (keyboards) and Willie Wilson (drums). After completing several more dates, including some as support to the Faces (most of whom were in the audi- ence), the unit will venture into the studios to cut an album with Island's Muff Winwood. Several rock standards have been intro- duced in their live performances and these could well prove to be a major influence on the new album without losing sight of Iain and Gavin Sutherlands' excellent songs, two of which have just been issued on a single titled "(I Don't Wanna Love You But) You've Got Me Anyway." 

Successful negotiations between Walter Woyda and Bob Wise, representing Mainstream Records, have resulted in a long- term agreement for Pye to issue the Bob Shad -owned American label's product in the U.K. and Eire. Shad, who played an impor- tant part in Janis Joplin's career, plans an initial release with Pye of six albums, followed by a series of contemporary classics 
on disc and tape in June. 

Future plans for several of Europe's most important rock giants have been announced, including U.K. tours for David Bowie, who will play over thirty shows between May 12 and June 24, and Holland's Focus, who open with two dates at the Rainbow on May 4 and 5. Rumors say that Lindisfarne will split 
in June to form two separate units. Elton John goes straight to Italy, after completing his current long tour, for promotional 
TV shows and live dates in Rome, Bologna, and Bresia, and sev- eral others if permit problems are resolved. Finally, Procol Harum have just left for a ten week Stateside tour, coinciding 
with the international release of their "Grand Hotel" album.

count for multiple viewings," 
he added.

Whatever it may mean to the 
rest of the industry, Wood did 
say that the "Lady Sings the 
Blues" campaign indicates a 
new direction for Motown ad- 
vertising.

Lincoln Hilburn man the roster 
and the key word is "success, 
and complete training." Fred 
Naidith explained, "We're trade 
and media oriented, geared for 
the employable." After being 
trained by teachers from the 
industry, you have access to the 
placement service which is na- 
tional and generally obtains 
positions in the smaller mar- 
kets: No particular sound is 
cultivated but a "good voice is 
developed, modifying any re- 
gionalism so as to make it 
pleasant to the ear." With a 
total enrollment of about 235 
students, the classes have 8 to 
14 in them and are held 20 
hours a week, using texts 
which have been printed and 
published by the school. Aside 
from the usual limitations of 
speech and language impedi- 
ments, it's the attitude and mo- 
tivation which is carefully con- 
sidered before the student is 
accepted. "Simple defects can 
be corrected and talk is cheap, 
we can usually tell after 90 
days whether the student is go- 
ing to make it." 

If you wanted to get a de- 
gree in broadcasting, you might 
go to one of the universities 
or to Columbia College, which 
for the past 20 years has been 
offering two and 4 year courses 
in all phases of radio and tele- 
vision broadcasting and film 
production. "We're not a crash 
program, we want students who 
are headed for a career, not 
just a job," said Vice -President 
Rose Blythe Kemp. Classes are 
held in the evening, taught by 
industry professionals and in- 
clude students from all over the 
world. There are also yearly 
scholarships, funded by KCOP, 
KTTU/NBC, which gives ghet- 
to residents the opportunity to 
learn the basics and qualify for

broadcasting field. Student re- 
quirement are a high school 
diploma or equivalent and "and 
a darned good interest in the 
business."

Tracy from KGFJ, is unique in 
that it is the newest school, its 
black -owned (possibly the only 
one in the country) and is 
aimed at the needs of the mi- 
nority community.

process now. Since the school 
is financed by Tracy's personal 
funds and loans, it was neces- 
sary to secure some scholar- 
ship funding. The first person 
to say yes was Ronnie Granger 
at ABC/Dunhill; there followed 
Stax, and Atlantic Records. The 
course is three months and the 
full-time student studies at the 
school for six weeks and then, 
through the cooperation of 
KROQ and KGFJ, is working 
in some off the air capacity at 
the station in addition to the 
classes. The course prepares 
you for the 3rd class license 
and provides you with the 
broadcasting beginning. The 
school then through personal 
contacts will try to place the 
student. "I want to be able to 
share with others the good 
things that have come to me 
through radio and also show 
the people out there that we 
do care, and .that they do have 
a chance if they work at it. 
Eventually, I want to expand 
into other areas and communi- 
ties. I feel as though we're pio- 
neering and I want to continue 
it."

Judy Collins: 
Fresh, Subtle 

LOS ANGELES - Dressed 
simply, as if to avoid any dis- 
traction from her music, and 
backed expertly by a six -mem- 
ber band, Judy Collins returned 
to the Troubadour last month 
for three nights of appear- 
ances before sell-out crowds.

Mahavishnu 
Giant Score 

NEW YORK-There was a 
flower on every seat and a num- 
ber of large bouquets graced

opening set. They give promise 
of developing into a top attrac- 
tion, doing songs from their 
new Columbia album, "Octu- 
pus."

The concert again proved 
that the Mahavishnu Orchestra 
contains some master mu- 
sicians.

He seems to 
have transcended "mere" virtu- 
osity, arriving at a fullness of 
musical and spiritual expres- 
sion that is simply astounding. 
Billy Cobham on drums was a 
human earthquake. 

Jerry Goodman on violin and 
Jan Hammer on keyboards and 
synthesizer are fine musicians, 
yet had previously seemed 
dwarfed by McLaughlin and 
Cobham. At this concert how- 
ever, this was not the case. 
Hammer had, in the past, been 
too restrained. This time, pri- 
marily in the use of the synthe- 
sizer, he was much more asser- 
tive and interesting. Goodman's 
violin tone and phrasing previ- 
ously seemed to classically ori- 
ented, yet he too, through the 
use of more electronic effects, 
seemed stronger. 

The band did their usual ex- 
tended pieces, mostly from their 
two Columbia albums "The In- 
ner Mounting Flame" and 
"Birds of Fire." One of the 
highlights of the evening 
though, was the performance of 
an unrecorded suite entitled 
"Dreams." 

The Mahavishnu Orchestra 
has actually accomplished that 
previously distant goal of a 
true "jazz-rock fusion." And 
they have found a large and ap- 
preciative audience for their 
music.

Small Retailers Lack Promotion 
Punch, Says Ventures' Buyer 

By GARY COHEN 

ST.LOUIS - The value of 
merchandising and in-store pro- 
motion, so often the "extra mar- 
gin" that provides profits for 
the retailer, is being ignored by 
the smaller retailers, according 
to Mike Stewart, record buyer 
for the Ventures chain in Mis- 
souri, who adds that it is re- 
ducing the competitive edge 
that smaller operators have in 
servicing customer needs. 

Stewart feels the small re- 
tailer doesn't promote himself. 
"If the small retailers would 
use their brains, they could 
really do some business. All 
they do is sit back. They got a 
few fixtures, get a few records, 
open the door and wait for the 
customers to come in. That's 
not the way to do it. You have 
to go out and grab people and 
satisfy them." 

Even though Ventures is a 
chain of discount centers, Stew- 
art feels that discounters 
should provide the same friend- 
ly service that small retailers 
can. "We try to get good people 
for our departments and we 
don't switch them around to 
other departments in the store. 
This way you can hold on to a 
clerk with some knowledge and 
experience, and not lose him to 
another department."

Each 
promotion, according to Stew- 
art, moved thousands of al- 
bums. The John Wayne pro- 
motion featured young girls 
dressed up in cowboy outfits 
handing out records for custom- 
ers. "That's another thing to 
consider. If you walk around 
the store and take a pile of al- 
bums, and place the albums in 
the hands of a customer, one 
person out of five will buy the 
album. Let the customer look 
at the album, feel it in his 
hands, and chances are good he 
will buy it. The problem with 
many small retailers is that 
they have forgotten all about 
sales. The independents are 
killing themselves. They com- 
plain that the chain stores and 
discounters are killing them but 
it's not true. There are many 
things they can do that we do. 
Remember: a customer goes 
away because someone doesn't 
take care of him. We try more, 
even as discounters, to take 
care of customers. We take spe- 
cial orders for items we don't 
have in stock, and then call the 
customer when the album comes 
into the store. If we run out of 
an advertised special, we issue 
a rain check. We don't believe 
in `limited quantities.' We're 
trying to create a service -type 
department." 

Stewart's final question is, 
"If we can operate like this, 
why can't the small guys do 
it too?"
