Atlantic In Paris

B PARIS—For those of us who
had traipsed around Paris be-
fore, the thought of a conven-
tion-load of Americans being
idly tossed to the clutches of
Parisians was somewhat fright-
ening.

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RCA, UA Set Numbers

@ NEW YORK-—RCA Records
has announced the institution
of Universal Selection Numbers
for all new RCA product. The
new prefix and number system,
already in effect on RCA’s lat-
est releases, will simplify or-
dering RCA singles, albums,
and 8-track and cassette tapes.

RCA’s new system uses a
multi-letter prefix, with each
letter of the prefix signifying
the type of release and its
price. The first letter of the pre-
fix indicates regular or special
price, the second letter indi-
cates what type of release (pop,
soundtrack, Red Seal, Camden,
ete.), the third letter indicates
album/sgingle/8-track /cassette,
and the fourth letter indicates
the number of units in the
package. All RCA custom labels
have been assigned letters, and

future releases on Chelsea,
Grunt, Metromedia, TMI and
Wooden Nickel will bear the

identifying prefix for that label.
UA Numbers Set
RCA’s decision to go to a

standard numbering system
comes shortly after United Art-
ists Records’ similar move to
a common numbering system.
Like RCA product, a customer
ordering UA tapes would have
to remember two, and in some
cases three different numbers
for albumg and tapes. Now, the
only difference is in the prefix.
UA has also assigned letter
codes to their distributed labels,
and features a prefix letter giv-
ing the list price of the album.
The first two letters of their
new code indicate label, the
third letter indicates type of
product (L is album. E is 8-
track and C is cassette), while
the fifth letter denotes sug-
gested list price (F ig $5.98).

While it may take some time
for these changes and letter
meanings to be mastered, they
eliminate the old problems of
Juplicate numbers in different
series, and separate selection
number for albums and tapes.
It should make ordering easier
for the retailer, one stop and
rack jobber.

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THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY

Melville Nimmer: Piracy & Reproduction

B At the NARM convention in
Los Angeles last month, one of
the prime topics of conversation
was record piracy. The area of
copyright law 1is exceedingly
complicated, and, in the case of
recordings, it is further mud-
died by conflicting court dect-
stons and new legislation. In an
effort to gain information about
what is havpening in the field
currently, Record World in Los
Angeles recently spoke with
Melville Nimmer, Professor of
Law at UCLA. Before joining
the faculty there, Prof. Nim-
mer, o graduate of the Harvard
Schocl of Law, was a practising
attorney in Beverly Hills for 10 years, during which time he was
general counsel for Paramount Pictures and chief counsel for the
Writers Guild of America. He is also the author of “Nimmer on
Copyright.”

In the following Dialogue, Prof. Nimmer discusses Goldstein
vs. California, a major copyright case now being considered by
the Supreme Court, offers his opinions in other current cases else-
where in the countrv, and suggests what legal action can be
expected in the near future.

Record World: First off, could you explain the Goldstein case
and its background briefly?

Melville Nimmer: Yes. The Goldstein case involves a man who
was arrested under a California law which makes it a crime to
reproduce records. That’s record piracy if you don’t like it, re-
production if you do. The issue is whether state law may prop-
erly prohibit this kind of activity, or whether the Federal gov-
ernment has what is called pre-empted the field—that is, has
completely occupied the area so that the states may not get into
it. Now the background of it has to do with two cases called
Sears vs. Stifle and Compco vs. Day Bright Lighting. Those cases
were actions for infringement of patents in lamp structures. But
in each case, the plaintiffs sued for both patent infringement and
for something called unfair competition. And in each case the
lower court said the patent wag invalid but the plaintiff did win
on unfair competition grounds. The issue then came before the
U.S. Supreme Court, which said essentially that since Congress
had withheld patent protection, that was Congress’ way of say-
ing you may copy these lamps. Well, if the Congress or Federal
law says you may copy, then the state can’t go contrary because
Federal law is always supreme.

Now the same theory might be applied in the copyright area.
That is, if Congress withholds copyright protection from some-
thing, that’'s a way of saying you may copy it; and if you may
copy it, then the states may not prohibit copying. In the area of
sound recordings, until February 15, 1972, there was no Federal
copyright for a sound recording—which, if you apply the Sears-
Compro rationale—is Congress’ way of saying vou may copy. Of
course, the Goldstein case has to do with records made before
the effective date of the sound recording law. So that, briefly,
is the issue before the court.

RW: But isn’t it true that for years and years, whether it has
actually been sanctioned by the government, there has been some
sort of operating copyright, something that has prevented peo-
ple from doing this?

Nimmer: Well, there are two answers to that. First, there have
been state court actions, usually called unfair competition, against
record pirates; and when the defense raised Sears and Compco,
the lewer courts have simply refused to apply it. They've said,
“This is different. This is not copying, this is the actual appro-
priation.” I've always felt that that was a nonsense distinction:

“appropriation” is just another way of saying “copy.” That, inci-
dentally, is what another important case called the Gerstein case,
agrees with. It was decided in the lower Federal courts in Flor-
ida, though I think it’s going up on appeal. At any rate, the rec-
ord pirates have been impeded, at least, by state laws. But now
the Goldstein case ultimately raises in the U.S. Supreme Court
the question of whether the state laws are valid.

Secondly, apart from that, the Federal copyright law has been
concerned to some extent with records, but in a different way.
Remeniber, all this was before the new sound recording law. If
1 write a musical composition, 1 can obtain a copyright on that
musical composition, no question about fthat. And among my
other rights as a copyright owner, prohibits anyone from making
a sound recording of my music if I don’t want them to. Now,
once I permit one person to make a sound recording, then any-
one else may also make a sound recording providing they pay
me two cents for each record. That’s compulsory license. But sup-
pose I write a piece of music and | never consent to anyone mak-
ing a sound recording. Then if anyone does make a sound re-
cording of it, I can sue them; it's copyright infringement. But
it's copyright infringement of my musical composition, not of
the recording.

RW: Or of the performance . . .

Nimmer: Right. Precisely. Now then, suppose I license some-
body to make a record. They make a record and then somebody
copies the record. Well( ag far as the Federal law is concerned—
again, up to the time of the new recording act—the only thing
that they have copied that is protectable by copyright is my mu-
sic—not the contribution of the record, not the sound of the
singer or the sound of the musiciang or the sound engineers’ ac-
tivities. Anything contributed in the record that was not already
in my music was not protected by copyright. So, if they copy the
record and pay me my two cents per record, they pay for every-
thing that is copyvrightable. The rest that they take—the sounds
as distinguished from the music—wag not protected by copyright.

Now. that too, however, is subject to a further qualification,
by virtue of another new case called Duchess Music vs. Stern, cited
in the ninth circuit here, where all along what I said was assumed
to be the law. That is, if a guy pays two cents per record for the
music, he then has a compulsory license and he may simply dupli-
cate the record. He can either call in his own musicians and make
a new record or he can duplicate the record. But the Duchess
Music case says that that’s not true. That is, according to that
case, even if vou payv the two cents per record, all that gives you
the right to do is call in musicians and make your own record-
ing. You cannot duplicate under the compulsory license law.
Well, that’s contrary to what evervone has assumed the law to
be. It’s opposed to the Gerstein case, which says that if you pay
your two cents, the compulsory license permits you to duplicate
just as much as it permits you to take in new singers and new
musicians and make your own record.

RW: I get the feeling, then, that at this point we are on the
verge of seeing a decision one way or the other.

Nimmer: Yes, though on that particular issue there’s going to
be a split in the courts, I think. The Ninth circuit—which means

WHO’S CUTTING, WHERE AND WHEN

By JOE X PRICE

HOLLYWOOD—A&R’er Toxey French’s first
name is not a put-on. “It’s an old-style South-
ern name” and having been born 31 years ago
in Alabama, it wag not a specious moniker;
not common, to be sure, but not specious. “Be-
sides,” he said, “I’ve always liked the idea of
having the letter ‘x’ in the middle of my name,
don’t you?”’ (He sure knows how to shut a
guy up.) The only problem the fast-rising
voung producer has had with the handle is
when he’s in Mexico and the natives are out en masse hailing
taxis in their heavy Latin accents. “I begin to think I’'m world-
famous!”

But that might be more than just an omen: for ever since
French produced the sound-track Ip to “Midnight Cowboy” (John
Berry scored for United Artists Records, things have opened
up for him in a big way. Chi Coltrane (Columbia), Edwin Hawkins
Singers (Buddah), Dunn & McCashen (Capitol) and former Buf-
falo Springfielder Dewey Martin (RCA) are some of the more
luminescent lacquer acts he’s a&r’ed in the past year or two. Now
it’'s Sharon McMahan (Columbia). He’s just wrapped an album
for this ebullient Detroit-born writer-singer and he’s convinced
there are “at least three” hit singles on it, first of which, “Get
Out Of My Life.” is now hitting the stalls.

“On a hit record, there’s got to be a lot more than just a good
song or voice; there’s got to be that emotion that sparks the lis-
tener’s emotion,” which, he goes on to say, “can only come from
absolute compatibility between artist and producer, artistically
and personality-wise. It takes a long time for an artist to find
the producer he needs and, of course, this is true in the reverse,
too.” French is convinced he hag all of this going for him with
Miss McMahan and predicts great things for her.

French and spouse Gay, former general manager of Beechwood
Music and later veepee of Bones Howe’s operation, work together
as (in-more-ways-than-one) partnership. “It works beautifully
where vou can have the kind of close rapport between publishing
and production that we do.” Toxey, who started out as a drum-
mer and six years ago switched to independent a&r’ing, has now
formed an ASCAPub to matech his BMI firm, Natural Forest
Music, and has placed Gay at the helm of both.

A longtime A&Report Newsletter subscriber, he attributes many
of the songs he has found for his acts to tips gotten from the
bi-weekly sheet. The Frenches make their headquarters in the

B LOS ANGELES-—From the
time Pacific and Southern
Broadcasting purchased station
KKDJ FM 1Y% years ago, it
had been semi-progressive and
competely formatted. Realizing
that a change was necessary 1o
obtain higher ratings in a high-
ly competitive major market,
Natipnal PD for P&S, Ken
Burkhardt, brought in a new
format and a new staff to im-
plement it. Shortly after the
change went into effect in Feb-
ruary, 1973, Burkhardt left but
the station staff remained, as
PD Rick Carroll told Record
World, “to work positively” in
what has remained a family
atmoshere.

The format is top 40, pro-
gramming mass appeal hits, with
a target audience from kinder-
garten to 34. “But we will not
butcher our sound in order to
obtain very young listeners.”
The music is decided on by
Rick and Music Director Chris
Blaise, according to sales re-
ports, requested and a general
“gut reeling.” The list is be-
tween 22 and 27 singles only.
no albums, and is balanced and
blended to the time of day and
the audience available.

KKDJ plays all the hits in
stereo, which is the station’s
motto.

Canadian College — Artist Show

B DOWNSVIEW, ONTARIO —
A stndent at York University
in Ontario, Canada, has under-
taken the task of producing a
program of music featuring
new Canadian artists, and dis-
tributing it free of charge to
all campus radio stations in
the United States and Canada.
The objectives of the program,
according to Claude Vickery, a
twenty-year old student at York
University and originator and
prodacer of the show, is to
make people aware of the pro-
gramming value of Canadian
artists and their musie, and to
prove the value of campus ra-
dio in exposing new artists.

At present, the show is in
the formative stages, with
Vickery looking for a sponsor
who will pick up the cost of
production and mailing of the
show.

Backed
by electric bass, electric guitar,
piano and drums, Rollins

opened with his calypso show- |

case “Hold 'Im Joe,” and then
moved into a gently swinging
rendition of the evergreen
“There Is No Greater Love.”
On the tune, he revealed a
somewhat softer tone to his
playing than wusual, but he
swung mightily nevertheless.
Guitarist Masuo played a
powerful and soulful rock-in-
fluenced guitar solo on the tune.
Rollins, walking back and
forth in front of the band-
stand like an assured and
proud lion, then did one of his
patented long rambling solo
flights that showed his incred-
ible virtuosity and his puckish
sense of humor—the solo in-
cluded wonderfully integrated
bits from such diverse tunes as
“Johnny One Note,” “A Night-
ingale Sang in Berkely Square,”
and “Without a Song.” Finish-
ing up with another powerful
rendition of the standard
“Three Little Words,” Rollins
is purely and truly a master.
Watch out for that Masuo, too

—he’s a comer.

LOS ANGELES — Since he
was 10 years old, Stevie Wonder
has been pumping out hit record
after hit record. “Signed, Sealed
and Delivered,” “Yester-me,
Yester-you, Yesterday,” “Fin-
gertips,” “My Cherie Amour”
and ‘“If You Really Love Me”
were but a few of them. Now, at
22, “Little” Stevie has grown up

the Western area, including California—is taking this one point
of view. The Eastern aeras, I suspect, starting with this Gerstein
case, are going to take the other point of view. The way that kind
of issue is resolved. of course, is by a Supreme Court decision.
But they probably will not decide it in the Goldstein case, be-
cause it doesn’t raise a compulsory license question at all. It only
has to do with whether state law can prohibit record pirates.
And as far as I know, the Supreme Court hasn’t even agreed to
hear any case involving compulsory license vet.

There’s a further complexity I'd like to bring up, if I may.
Briefly. the position I’ve taken in my book is that the Sears and
Compco decisions, if logically applied, mean that record duplica-
tion cannot be made a state law violation, that the Federal gov-
ernment has pre-empted the field. Congress, by saying, “I'm with-
holding copvright protection from sound recordings,” as in effect
said “You may copyv.” I haven’t said that because I'm particu-
larly in favor of that point of view. I just think that logically,
if you say you accept the Sears-Compco decision, then it must
follow that way. The cases really haven’t gone along with that,
except here and there, including the Gerstein case. But now, in
the most recent edition of my book, I've changed my tune some-
what, for the reason that the new gsound recording amendment
has some general language in it that I think in effect overrules
Sears and Compco. And Congress can overrule that decision, you
know, because Sears and Compco were just interpretations of
what Congress’ intent was. They were not matters of constitu-
tional law, In other words, if, after February 15, 1972, a dupli-
cator comes along and starts duplicating a record made after that
date, I think that Sears and Compco may no longer be applicable.
There’s a new issue injected now.

RW: Do the courts have any kind of natural disposition to
worry about the person who made something in the first place
as opposed to the person who is duplicating it?

Nimmer: You mean would they tend to favor the plaintiff or
the copyvright owner?

RW: Yes.

Nimmer: Not necessarilv. As a matter of fact, in recent years
the Supreme Court—it seems to me, in its few decisions—has
been more inclined to favor what might be called the user rather
than the creator groups. On anti-monopoly grounds, vou know.
They start off with the theory that monopoly is a bad thing and
then they look upon patents and copyrights as kinds of monop-
olies. Now, I don’t like monopoly in the anti-trust sense, either.
But I think it’s a different concept when vou talk about this kind
of a monopoly. It’s a limited kind of monopoly and it's in the
publie interest, I think. On the other hand, it can go too far, too.
The Supreme Court’s last such decision was in the CATV area,
where theyv held that the activities of Community Antenna Tele-
vision stations—companies which are very big businesses now—
in picking up television broadcasts off the air, then sending them
to their subscribers by cable and making a lot of money out of
the process, were not an infringement of copvright. 1 don't say
that that was an indefensible position. If you look at the language
of the copyright act, they may be right. But I think in a larger
sense, that exhibited a tendency to favor the user rather than
the crxeator side.

RW: Could vou make any predictions of what we can expect
from the courts in the next few months?
Nimmer: Well, I would guess—but certainly no more than that

—that the Supreme Court will apply the Sears-Compco doctrine
in the Goldstein area, or, in other words, uphold that the state
law mayv not punish or maite illegal record duplications, so that
they will no longer be record piracy. But that’s with the quali-
fications I’ve made involving the new Federal sound recording
act, and also that further point that I raised that I doubt the
court will get into it at this point, but that T still wonder about.
That is, the language of the new sound recording act may change
that -role, even with respect to state law, as to acts occurring
after February 15, 1972, with respect to records made before
that date.

the students themselves and

have offered constructive crit-
icism and encouragement.
Charles Strouse was asked
to begin his tailk by showing
the class how he went about
constructing a song.
