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Newark Investigation

Reveals New Charges

= NEWARK, N.J. — A federal
grand jury here is continuing to
push forward in an investigation
into charges of payola in the
record industry, and subpoenas
have been issued to many record
companies in the New York

area requesting records of ex-
pense accounts for record pro-
motion.

The federal investigation, con-
ducted by the office of U.S. At-
torney Herbert J. Stern, began
last spring. Recently the inquiry
has turned to Stax Records and a
reported  $406,737  kickback
scheme involving two former
Stax executives that was un-
covered by Stax but never re-
ported to federal authorities.

According to a government
brief submitted to United States
District Court Judge Frederick
B. Lacey, two Stax officials,
Herbert Kolesky and Ewell
Roussell gave away free records
and tapes and excess credits in

& NEW YORK — Retailers
throughout the country lauded
Record World’s call for indus-
try-wide price coding (August
25,) on albums and tapes. Sup-
port came from all types and
sizes of retailers, and from
both store, one-stop and rack
jobber owners, operators, buy-
ers, managers and store clerks.

Most of those surveyed
pointed to the growing number
of labels, prefix numbers and
list prices, as reasons for
adopting the practice of print-
ing the list price on the spine
of the jacket. Capitol Records
is the latest company to do so,
joining Warner Bros., Elektra,
Atlantic, RCA, A&M, UA, Mer-
cury and Buddah, among
others.

Merrill Rose, owner of Chi-
cago’s Rose Discount Records,
called price coding “a very
good principle. With the turn-
over in help, and the varying
prices, it’s important. Today
you get a lot of two, three and
four record sets, and specially
priced sets, The manufacturers
should have some considera-
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tion for mass merchandisers.”
John Surico, buyer for the
12-store Alexander’s chain, felt
that price coding would “alle-
viate problems with incorrect
markings—higher and lower.

At Bell, Strength in Independence

By FRED GOODMAN

B [n the space of six years,
Larry Uttal, President of Bell
Records, has taken the company
from a small, singles-oriented
label to its present status as one
of the major companies in the
record industry. Along the way
he has captured, in addition to
many gold records, the respect
and friendship of his peers.

From retailer to publisher to
record manufacturer was the
progression that took Uttal to
his current stature. Years ago
he foresaw the swing to independent producers, a move that proved
to be a hit formula. In 1972 he was honored by the Music Industry
Division of the UJA as its Man of the Year and this year was the
Keynote Speaker at the NARM convention.

Larry Uttal

Record World: When you first took over Bell Records, wasn’t
it called Amy-Mala-Bell?

Larry Uttal: Yes. and I eventually phased out the names Amy
and Mala to put it all under one name. That was about 1966 or
’67. The Box Tops were on Mala. Del Shannon was on Amy. We
had nothing on Bell really except the name. I didn’t like the other
two names. I just inherited them.

RW: Could you name some of the early artists?

Uttal: Lee Dorsey, the Box Tops, Del Shannon, Bob Crewe’s
label, Dyna Voice Records, for distribution, and New Voice—we
had Mitch Ryder, The Toys, Bob Crewe Generation, Norma
Tanega, James & Bobby Purify, Oscar Toney, Jr. Four years ago,
I sold the company to Columbia Pictures but retained full, opera-
tional control.

RW: Bell is considered an independent, as opposed to being
part of a conglomerate. I suspect you enjoy that quality, but do
you think you’ll eventually have to give in to being “bought
out?”

Uttal: No. I feel that the so-called “independent” labels are the
life blood of the business because they are more creative in the
discovery, promotion, and the merchandising of talent than,
let’s say, the big conglomerates, because they have to use more
creativity than money. Money plays a more important part with
a big conglomerate.

RW: Many independents are being bought by corporations. Do
you think this is a wave for the future?

Uttal: No, not necessarily because the independents are cam-
paigning very heavily to make sure independent distribution sur-
vives.

RW: What seems to be another trend is the custom label, such
as Rocky Road, Big Tree and Philly Groove. What are your
thoughts about this?

Uttal: Well, I’ve been doing this for the past ten years. Assume
that I want to do business with a producer, and he wants to have
his own label. That’s okay with me. I'll give him his own label.

‘But, if he should want his product to come out on Bell with a
production deal or a logo instead, I'll do that too. But I go after
the producer first.

RW: Does an artist have to have a producer to be signed or can
the producer come later?

Uttal: Well, it makes life a little easier to have the producer
first. Vicki Lawrence was signed after we made the deal with
Snuff Garrett. We dida't sign Melissa Manchester until she’d
gotten together with Hank Medress. It’s easier if they come
with a producer because, once we sign an artist, we’re committed

legally, morally and ethically to record that artist. We would
never sign an artist, and then not record him. We may, at times,
have difficulty interesting a producer in recording an artist.
This has happened several times, So, the producer coming first
just makes it easier. But it wouldn’t preclude us from signing
an artist without one. By the same token, an artist may come
with a producer that we’re not happy with. That may eliminate
the possibilities of taking on that artist.

RW: I notice that Rick Jarrard is now producing David Cas-
sidy, replacing Wes Farrell. What happened?

Uttal: I think it was a mutual termination, They parted as
friends and respecting each other. I think they felt that they’d
gone a distance, and maybe it was time for a change.

RW: Is David still in the Partridge Family?

Uttal: Oh yes. David will still be a member of the Partridge
Family, and Wes will continue to record the Partridge Family.

RW: Was there ever a time that you had in-house producers
on your staff?

Uttal: No. This was the style when I got into the business,
but I never got into that, I started right off with independent
produeers. The main reason then was that I couldn’t afford to
put an a&r man on salary. The main reason now is that I've
been very successful with independents, and I really don’t feel
that the formula should be changed. It developed out of necessity
and it’s working beautifully.

RW: Bell has an image of a singles company. Yet, the facts are
that the company usually has even more albums than singles on
the charts at any given moment and the ratio of albums released
to those that make it is one of the highest in the entire industry.

Uttal: There’s no question that we do have the image of being
a singles company. I don’t think it’s so bad. It was especially
bolstered when we had the number one, two and three records in
the country. If I ever wanted to totally change it, that killed my
plans. But I do feel that our success in albums is not propor-
tionately reflected in our image, and I think that the only way
that it will change is with time and with continued album success.
We’ll continue, via our merchandising techniques, advertising and
press, toward an album image. In the meantime, we will enjoy
our singles image.

o feel that the so-called ‘independent’

RW: Do you think more album-gselling acts are being attracted
to Bell?

Uttal: I think with the Melissa Manchesters, Baja Marimbas,
Sergio Mendes’, Barry Manilows, the Mark James’ and such art-
ists, we are attracting more album artists. But I will never give
up going after single artist also.

RW: People think, though, that the money is in albums, not
singles. But you don’t seem to be going bankrupt.

Uttal: Correct. We do have substantial album sales, and this
provides us with substantial profits; and we’ve also had very big
singles sellers. We've had many singles that have sold over one or
two million units this year. But let’s enumerate some big albums
for a company that does not have an album image. For example,
the Fifth Dimension. They have five gold albums. We have five
gold albums with the Partridge Family—some of them have sold
in excess of two million units; we have Mountain, “Godspell” and

Thoughts On Watkins Glen

B Last month over 600,000 young men and women traveled
to Watkins Glen, New York, for a day and night in the great
outdoors to listen to music by The Grateful Dead, The
Band, and The Allman Brothers Band, It was the first time
a rock festival was held in Watkins Glen. The prometers
of the affair expected about 150,000 people; 600,000 came.

There was no extra-special hysteria about this festival.
Advertising and publicity were not unusually lavish; al-
though all of the artists on the bill were top names none
of them were best known as Top 40 hitmakers. Fans were
warned that facilities at the site would be rudimentary and
food choices would be minimal.

What other event, except a rock festival, placed in the
middle of a sheep meadow in a rural area of New York
state, could ever attract 600,000 people? A baseball game
between Los Angeles and Detroit? Not likely. A football
game between the Jets and the Dolphins? Doubtful. The
Ringling Broethers-Barnum & Bailey Circus? No. A Billy
Graham Rally? He’s never come close,

The fact of the matter is that there is no other attrac-
tion that could draw so many people to the great outdoors,
whether it be from show business, sports, politics or even
religion. None.

There have been, lately, on the part of the establishment
media implications that popular music in this country is
made popular only by chicanery such as payola or drugs
or sex.

Yet the Watkins Glen Festival was not free. The First
150,000 people paid $10 each. Everyone who came had to
travel to get there and they all knew when they got there
that the comforts would be scarce. No one paid them to
come; no one hypnotized them or ordered them to be there;
no one gave them free tickets or free transportation or
food or sleeping bags or laundry or free drugs or sex to
attend.

It just might be that our young people really like today’s
pop music, as unsettling as that still seems to be to so many
people in the establishment media, where fantasy, imagina-
tion, exaggeration, and sensationalism often seem to sup-
plant the facts.

Radio Use Continues to Grow

M WASHINGTON, D.C.——Radio
use continues to grow at a phe-
nomenal! rate in the United
States, with the total number
of radios almost one and a half
times the number of people in
the nation. A study on radio
sales along with figures on
radio use, has been released by
the Electronic Industries Asso-
ciation here, and reveals the
scope of this burgeoning area.

Last year, Americans bought
42 million radios, about twice
the number of television sets
sold. The 42 million radios rep-
resented a 20 percent increase
over 1971, and a 100 percent in-
crease over ten years ago; the
42 million figure, however, does
not include the 18 million
radios that were sold in auto-
mobiles.

In addition, the Association
points out that some 60 percent
of all radios produced have FM

so on, Currently we're having great success with the “Lost
Horizon” and “Let The Good Times Roll” albums.

RW: Do you have to release all the soundtrack albums from
Columbia Pictures?

Uttal: Our relationship is such that it never comes to “have
to.” Possibly, it would come to that if they had some sort of
contractual agreement, but that’s never happened. If it’s not for
us, I don’t have to release it.

RW: As a part of building an album image, are you leaning
more toward FM promotion, etc., as opposed to just AM/Top 40
coverage which would break singles?

Uttal: We are doing that, but not just for albums. I think FM
can break singles as well as albums, and AM can break albums
as well as singles. We've brought in a full and extensive promotion
staff for overall promotion purposes. But, to build album sales,
we’ve brought in a sales staff, we’ve put salesmen on the road—
something we never had before. Starting at the beginning of this
year, we had regional salesmen whose job it is to go into dealers,
stores, racks and find out how our product is being exposed and
to make sure it is being exposed and then coordinate that with
the distributors’ segments.

RW: How did you get “Godspell ?”

Uttal: I was called when the show was in previews, by Frank
Military, who owns the show’s publishing rights, and he sug-
gested T come down to see it. I don’t go to see many previgws,
but this time I decided to do it. I didn’t expect to stay more than
a half-hour, but I loved it, saw it through and called the pro-
ducers the next day to offer them a deal. It never got to Broad-
way, but it never needed to. Off-Broadway made it the hit that
it is.

RW: Other than more emphasis on albums, what do you see for
the future of Bell Records in the next year or two?

Uttal: Well, I foresee the development of some very important
artists like Melissa, Mark, Barry Manilow. They’ll sell a lot of
albums but they’ll still have that hit single. I feel that a hit single
is an extremely important promotional tool, It helps to sell the
album. The artists we’re getting are extremely good performers
and can develop into major performing artists like a Streisand,
like a Bette Midler, and that’s what we’re going after as well as
the individual singles acts.

I think what can really epitomize my feeling about artists are
the Fifth Dimension . maybe Sergio Mendes, artists like
that. The Fifth Dimension works year after year, week after
week, and sells out constantly. They have a tremendous following.
I think Melissa can develop like that. I think Sergio is re-develop-
ing into a situation like that and I think Barry Manilow will
develop like that.

RW: You just came back from Europe. Can you tell us the
purpose of that trip?

Uttal: You’ll probably see the market survey next week, but the
U.K. market survey for this quarter shows us as the number one
singles label in the U.K. and the number two singles company,
second only to EMI in the U.K. We're also number 10 in the
a'bum field there.

As often happens, one of the most important developments of
my trip was really somewhat unexpected. Over the years, Mickie
Most and I had often discussed doing something together. We
met at a party and found that the moment had arrived, and I was
able to come back to the United States with an agreement for
us to release four of the most important RAK artists on our label
in the United States and Canada.

Qur first release will be “Rumours’” by Hot Chocolate, followed
by Suzi Quatro’s “Can The Can” and then product by CCS and
Mud.

RW: I know that, very often, two out of three records that are
released aren’t hits, but they still come out. Why does that
happen?

Uttal: Well, it’s usually because someone thinks they are good.
We sit here and four of us may think that a single is not very
good; but two of the guys, for instance, may think its a great
record. Well, their judgment’s as good as anybody else’s and, if
they think it’s great, then it’s worth a shot. And it’s not just
tossed out either. There are hundreds of markets in this country,

and we may take a record and work it in a couple of the secondary
markets in this country, like Akron, Columbus, Grand Rapids, San
Jose. “Precious and Few” broke in Hawaii, went from Hawaii to
Buffalo. So we work the secondary markets and if we get a re-
action, then we start to spread it. There are limitless areas to
work singles in and we can put out four singles, hypothetically,
and one of them may be a Fifth Dimension single, and one of
them may be a Partridge Family single, which will be worked
nationally and will get pretty good air play; then the third
record we may work in three or four secondary markets and the
fourth record we would work in three or four other secondary
markets. If we get no reaction out of three or four secondary
markets, it’s not a record. But, if we get a reaction in one of
those secondary markets, we’ll spread it a little bit. We may put
out records we don’t think are smashes, but we do think they're
good enough records to attract sufficient attention to that artist
so that the next record will make it.

It would give the eclerk a
chance to know for sure what
the price is.”

Bill Berger, buyer for the
Disc Records chain, explained
that “most sales people don’t
know the prices by heart, es-
pecially the two-pocket sets.
Price coding would be of tre-
mendous value to us and to the
customer—it would save him
undercharges and overcharges.”

Norton Young, buyer for the
Wherehouse chain, calls price-
coding “a good idea. Deter-
mining the selling price, espe-
cially on the store level, is
difficult, especially with double
albums. Also, the customer can
check the ticket price with the
list price on the spine.” Surico,
Berger and Young all have bill-
ing set-ups where the invoices
go to a central location, with
store managers unable to check
prices against the invoices.
This leads, they agree, to ex-
pensive phone calls from man-
agers checking on the prices
of different albums.

“Price coding is helpful to
new employees,” says Debbie
Newman, a 90-day veteran of
Discount Records in Boston.
“Most single albums are $5.98
list, but there are some excep-
tions. And the doubles and
triples often pose a problem.
All companies should do it.”

Other support for price-cod-
ing came from King Karol,
Sam Goody, National Record
Mart, Schwartz Bros., Record
Bar, Musical Isle of America
and many smaller retailers.

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Bob McDill:

When It Rains, It Pours

By DAN BECK

B NASHVILLE — The country
music songwriting business has
always been satiated with hope-
ful creators. The resilience of
those who taste success, however,
has often been depleted. Fre-
quently, the financial benefits of
professional songwriting strictly
in the country music field have
discouraged some of its finest
talents.

Bob MecDill has been a song-
writer with credentials for near-
ly a decade. Initially McDill, now
a staff writer for Jack Music,
eked out royalty statements
drawn from pop and r&b efforts.

McDill, a native Texan, fol-
lowed Allen Reynolds and Dickey
Lee on their successful travels
with Jack Clements, first to
Memphis, and three years ago to
Nashville. McDill's success at
that point rested upon two cuts;
one on Perry Como and a second,
“Black Sheep,”” on Sam the
Sham.

Six months ago, McDill came
into his own as a country writer.
After two years of refining his
abilities for Jack Music, Bob
scored his first country chart
record for RCA’s Johnny Russell.
In the short time that has fol-
lowed, McDill has followed his
initial chart success with ‘“Come
Early Morning” and “Amanda,”
a double-sided hit for Don
Williams, plus “I Recall A Gypsy
Woman” by Tommy Cash, “Put
Me Down Softly” by Dickey Lee,
“The Door Is always Open” by
Tennessee Pulleybone and an-
other Johnny Russell single,
“Rednecks, White Socks & Blue
Ribbon Beer.” Additionally, the
29-year-old writer has added
album cuts and several other
single releases to his portfolio.

McDill’s osmosis from pop and
r&b to country is self-described
as, “There is a vanguard in pop
music and a vanguard in country

music, and everyday they are
coming closer together. I hope I
fit into that spot.”

McDill credits Dickey Lee and
Allen Reynolds and the publish-
ing staff for grooming him and
motivating his material. He
added that Don Williams did
two hits for that “no one else
in town would have cut.”

The successful writer noted
the “temptation of grinding out
songs because they can get cut.”
However, he has managd to
avoid it with the help of the
staff. He added that, “There is a
lot of motivation toward quality
writing when you know the staff
can get them cut.” Another
temptation that McDill has felt
is to “look at the charts and
listen to the radio; it only in-
timidates you.”

Seven chart records in a few
short months has made Bob
McDill one of the hottest writers
in the business. He is still un-
aware of the financial impact, as
it is just approaching the time
to receive payment on his first
hit. “I’ll start receiving the bulk
of my royalties on “Catfish
John” with my next statement.”
With five of his songs still on the
RW country singles charts, Bob
MecDill has found that when it
rains, it pours!
