# MOBILE, ALABAMA—Four
men here have been indicted on
charges of attempting to shake
down major music performers
in return for favorable dates at
Mobile’s Municipal Auditorium,
Named in the extortion indict-
ment were Walter C, Clewis,
manager of the concert hall,
Noble C. Beasley, operator of
Mobile’s Saber club; James H.
Finley, owner of several area
drug stores and Maynard H.
Williams, a radio personality on
soul station WGOK., The four
were partners in a production
company known as  Soul
Productions.

The indictments charge that
the four men conspired to ex-
tort money from promoters,
agents and the artists them-
gelves, and that they threatened
to use force on the performers,
to obstruct their radio com-
mercials, to boycott their shows
and to throw picket lines around
the arena unless they were paid
off.

Additional indictments were
handed down against Beasley
and Finley, charging conspiring
to distribute and manufacture
heroin and several counts of in-
come tax fraud and evasion.

Artists reportedly threatened
by the conspirators include
Isaac Hayes, the Jackson Five,
James Brown, Al Green, Curtis
Mayfield, the Staple Singers,
Joe Simon and the Moments,

is the most irresponsible kind
of journalism. Secondly, it is
unfair and unjust to ruin a
man’s reputation just because
he is in the industry. Guilt by
association is a menace. Besides,
no one has the right to ruin
another man’s right to make a
living.

“This is especially cruel in

Mike Klenfner, Columbia’s
national promotion manager for
contemporary product, cites sev-
eral pertinent aspects of FM as
unique in their contribution to
sales. “New groups,” states
Klenfner, “are much more likely
to receive initial exposure onan
FM station than on an AM, and
that exposure is not limited to
a single a record or cut. By
the same token, top 40’s are
often limited by the length or
subject matter of a particular

Mario Lanza, Bessie Smith, Bix
Beiderbecke, Jelly Roll Morton,
the Original Dixieland Jazz
Band, plus many more who are
still active today.

The widely varied list of ini-
tial nominations extends all the
way back to the year 1903 when
Caruso recorded his famous
version of “Vesti La Giubba,”
to 1905 when Byron G. Harlan
introduced “School Days,” and
to 1907 when Billy Murray
waxed “Harrigan.” Ben Selvin,
one of the founders and first
secretary of the New York
Chapter of NARAS, was cited
for his 1919 recording of “Dar-
danella.”

A final nominating commit-
tee, comprised of 30 NARAS
members, elected by the Acad-

emy’s National Trustees, will
soon be announced, and will
then select the twenty-five

NARAS Hall of Fame nomina-
tions. Following this, the voting
procedure will be turned over
to a larger, ninety-man board
who will then select the five
recordings that will become the
Hall of Fame.
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THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY

Wesley Rose — Nashville Superexecutive

® Wesley Rose has been a pub-
lishing and music industry
leader since 1945. Rose is the
chief officer of Acuff-Rose Pub-
lications and its affiliated opera-
tions; is a board member of the
Country Music Association; was
the first Nashville publisher to
belong to the NMPA, and is
currently on that organization’s
board;, was the first Nashville
publisher on the board of
ASCAP; and recently completed 2 & SR
two terms as National President Wesley Rose
of NARAS. He has been a strong advocate of copyright reform as
well as the advancement of country music throughout the world.
Rose has had an integral part in the development of such talents
as Hank Williams, Marty Robbins, Don Gibson, Donovan, the Everly
Brothers and Mickey Newbury. The following is the conclusion of
a two-part Dialogue with Rose.

Record World: Through all this, what changes have you seen in
the industry on the business level and on the talent level?

Rose: I'd say the biggest change in the industry today is the
fact that it’s very hard to get a good many people to make a
decision. There are so many generals. In the days past, you
could talk to one person on a label and negotiate a deal and get
a yes or no or an “I'm sorry.” I guess the conglomerates with
their board of directors crea#e a time-consuming problem even
though they are successful, As far as the a&r staffs, they’ve
been badly depleted on a good many labels, We’ve even released
some independent stuff on our label, but have never been too
successful with it.

1 think of course there are many new trends, but I think
there’ll always be new trends. I think the basics of music stay
the same. I think country music has gotten bigger, in essence.
only because there are more country artists. I don’t think the
country artists of today sell any more than the country artists
in the 40s. I can recall Roy Acuff’s figures being as big as the
superstars of today, and Hank Williams’. There’s a bigger oppor-
tunity and I think the plus side and a good side is that there
are so many more people to go to if you’re a young songwriter.
Back in the early days, if you wanted to publish a song in Nash-
ville, yon came to us and that was it. If it wasn’t accepted you
had to go to either New York or Los Angeles. The same is true
with artists. Even with our label, a country artist then had only
four labels to go to. I think you’ll find that one label probably
has as many artists today as all of them had in those days put
together. There are, I think, too many releases. Of course, I hon-
estly believe that thig is just natural. I don’t believe that any
label puts out a record that they don’t think is a hit, but the mar-
ket gets glutted out there, glutted with too much product.

I've already bought the concept that everyone thinks their
product is the greatest—even myself. If you think it’s great, then
youwve got to get it out there, Now the promotion of it, because
there is so much product, has become a problem. In those days,
you could get the disk jockey on the phone and talk to him and
he had time to listen to your record. I feel very sorry for deejays
when you go into their studio and you see a pile of records that
looks like a record store that have come in during the week, and
they haven’t even had a chance to listen to them. My biggest
concern is that there should be more listening and playing rec-
ords that these people think are great, without referring to
whether they are chart records or not.

RW: What changes have you seen in the country market?
Rose: I think country, like every other market, has tried to

pick out names that better describe their product. Some call it
metropolitan, some call it modern country and some call it town
and country. It’s country music. They may have gone a little
uptown by adding some strings or something, There isn’t anything
metropolitan or uptown about Charley Pride’s or Conway Twitty’s
or Loretta Lynn’s records. Just go down the list. I don’t think
you have to take the symphony into the studio and get a great
arrangement behind something. I think the main thing is the
song and the next thing is to have an artist perform it who
believes it and interpretes it. If it’s right, it’ll communicate with
the listener and make him want to buy it.

RW: Could you comment on the development of NARAS during
the last few years?

Rose: I served two terms as the national president of NARAS
and it was a great experience, I think NARAS should be ac-
cepted more fully by all the people in the record and music
industry. Being outside of it isn’t going to help anybedy. T
happen to believe that records are a bigger form of communica-
tion than movies. I think that you’ll find that people all over
the world sing songs and there’s every reason in the world why
the Grammy should be the biggest award of all time and the
biggest honor because it’s voted on by creative people. I think
it’s a great academy and it’'s come a long way since the early
days. I believe we've got a long way to go, but we’ve passed the
hump.

RW: What do you feel were the effects of the Grammy Awards
Show being from Nashville?

Rose: I think it was great for two reasons. Number one—NARAS
is not really located in one spot. It’'s a group of chapters and to
have the show travel to the chapter cities unifies the NARAS
members. I think it’s wrong having the show come from one
city. I think it was also great from Nashville’s standpoint to
have the show because it proved the point that the show doesn’t
have to originate from any particular spot to be successful. The
show itself put together with artists, writers and producers who
do a great job is the key. I think it could come from Boise, Idaho
with the proper artists and proper production and become a hit.
It’s the same as records, and it is a record show. I think that
you’ll find that the Academy will grow in leaps and bounds.
Memphis was accepted, I think you’ll find San Francisco becom-
ing a chapter and there is also a great interest in foreign coun-
tries now to start forming chapters. The Grammy show should
move as far as I'm concerned, If it stays in one spot, it’s gonna
be harder to unify the academy. It’s the biggest problem, and we
should be members of NARAS, not members of NARAS Chicago,
NARAS Los Angeles or NARAS New York, Atlanta or Memphis.
Just feel like you’re a member of NARAS and work for the team.

RW: What does the industry need to change?

Rose: I think the cancer of the music business is, unfortun-
ately, the U.S. copyright law that was made in 1909, and it shocks
me to hear some of the people in related businesses say that it's
a good law. It is the worst copyright law of any country in the
world. Take the mechanical part of it; two cents a record. If you
take the rising cost of living, between 1909 and 1973, you’d have
to laugh. In other words, records could sell for a million dollars
apiece and the publisher would get two cents and give one cent
to the writer. It also makes the U.S, the poor sister of cultural
advancement. Not only is that part of the copyright wrong, but
many of the record companies honestly feel that they will go
down bankrupt when the law is changed. I'm gonna have to
laugh, because all they’ll do is raise the price two cents or three
cents or four cents and sell it. But you can’t raise the price of
a song.

Now even the longevity of the copyright in this country being
28 and 28 is looked down on by the rest of the world. Fifty six
years total copyright protection is kind of silly. In most of the

WNTN — An AM Progressive

B BOSTON — If cruising is
your wont, but the top 40 sounds
emanating from car radios tend
to bring you down, the upper
end of the AM dial in this town
may hold a pleasant surprise.

WNTN-AM, a 10,000 watt
daytimer, began as a basically
MOR station in 1968, and has
emerged over the past year or
two as the only progressive-
minded AM station in the north-
east. Music from g wide range
of categories pours forth from
WNTN in a non-format presen-
tation that belies their presence
on the AM band. “We’re more
progressive than a great num-
ber of your so-called ‘progres-
sive’ FM’s,” states general man-
ager Bill Freston unequivocally.
“We’re involved in  what
amounts to 3 more pure gtate of
the art.”

Admittedly, the station is
hindered by several aspects of
its existence, particularly as

pertaing to garnering large
amounts of advertising revenue.
Although WNTN maintains a
fair-sized listening audience of
some 75,000 according to recent
ARB ratings, it is limited by
a broadcast day that runs from
6am until sunset, with sign-off
time obviously varying with the
seasons, Thig is viewed by Fres-
ton as a major stumbling block,
“I guess you’d have to call us
a ‘car-radio’ station,” he ex-
plained. “Although we don’t
have the huge audience that a
BCN (Boston’s highly regarded
progressive FM) has, we play
blues, jazz, folk, rock and fea-
ture quite a few live guest in-
terviews. By the same token,
most of our music comeg off
albums. Singles for us are a
convenience, unlike a top 40
station . . . we’re not as suc-
cessful as I'd like, but if we
can go full time in a year or
two, things might change.”

Balancing the violations committed
by KTLK gagainst the station’s past programming performance,
it was concluded that denial of the license would ‘“clearly not
serve the public convenience, interest or necessity.”

It was concluded that there were no
redeeming or extenuating circumstances to be found in the record
that “would justify anything but the imposition of the severest
of sanctions.” WMRE was ordered to terminate operations as soon
as the Initial Decisions becomes final.

WFNC-Fayetteville . . . The gstation, the first licensed to Fay-
etteville, N.C. became a CBS Radio affiliate as of September 1, as
announced by Sherril W. Taylor, Vice President of CBS Radio
Division, for affiliate relations.

WAPE-Cleveland . .. According to the gtation’s WAPE Airplay
the “Weekend lp Rip-offs” have become an institutional part of
the station’s promotion. Each weekend the station will feature a
group and give away a copy of their album every hour. “Since
things are tight with the FCC about promotional product for radio
stations, WAPE would like to announce to all record companies
that we will offer commercial time in exchange for your Ip product
at its promotional value per copy.” In the past they’ve offered to
pay for the product, but gince the cost and time is too much of a
hassle, contact them at the station and a contract will be mailed
to you.

WAYE-Baltimore . . . Jerry Nitzbcig. a Baltimore musician set
the world’s record for playing the longest continuous drum solo
of 20 hours, three minutes and 25 seconds, winning the WAYE
Drum Solo Contest broadcast. There had been a record of 17
hours, two minutes set by a musical masochist in England, but
that was with taking a five minute break during each hour. Nitz-
berg’s ordeal had no breaks whatsoever.

WXLO-Indianapolis . . . Although just a daytimer the station
has been accumulating gold records for breaking records nation-
ally including “The Morning After”, “Funky Worm”, “Doing It
To Death” among others.

And, says Stein, his partner Richard Gottehrer has just returned
from England, where he produced the Climax Blues Band’s next
at Air London Studios.

Cover Story

B.W.— RCA VIP

By CRAIG FISHER

B LOS ANGELES—Last May,
B. W. Stevenson released a
single of a Daniel Moore song,
“Shambala.” Through the kind
of snafu not uncommon in the
music business, so did Three
Dog Night. Stevenson’s version,
which came on Record World’'s
chart at 113 with a bullet,
climbed to 78 and then dropped
off. Three Dog Night’s, which
first appeared at 87 with a bul-
let, eventually became a num-
ber one record.

It was not a pleasant coinci-
dence. And if “Shambala” were
the last single recorded by
Stevenson—a 23-year-old Texan
with a rich, strong voice and
solid interpretive abilities—his
would be a sad story indeed.
Happily, however, there is more
to the tale. That more involves
another single, “My Maria.”
Originally on RW’s chart at 84
with a bullet, it has ascended
steadily since, bulleted each
week. This week it’s at 13, and
B. W. Stevenson clearly has a
hit.

As important as are the song
and Stevenson himself, the new
direction his career has taken
also demonstrates what a record
company is capable of when it
takes a concerted approach to
developing an artist. Talking
with Record World last week,
Don Burkhimer, Division Vice
President in charge of a&r at
RCA’s West Coast offices, and
David Kershenbaum, who has
produced each of Stevenson’s
three albums, explained how
that approach worked.

Burkhimer came to his pres-

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ent position with RCA in Feb-
ruary of 1972. During the next
year, he said, he watched as
Stevenson’s first two albums—
“B. W. Stevenson,” released in
April, and “Lead Free,” re-
leased in November—had good
sales in Texas but only moder-
ate success elsewhere. The time

had come, he decided, for a
change.

“It was Don’s feeling at the
time,” said Kershenbaum,

“which I agreed with, that we
should go with a much different
sound, a harder sound.” The ini-
tial result of that decision was,
of course, “Shambala.” But the
further results can be heard on
Stevenson’s third album, “My
Maria,” released earlier this
month—and especially on the
title track, which Stevenson co-
wrote with Daniel Moore. About
the song Kershenbaum said,
“We just thought, ‘well, the
most obvious place to go, if we
want another hit single, is to
the source.” Happily, in this
case it worked.”

“When ‘Shambala’ came out,”
added Burkhimer, “at the
radio level the disc jockeys were
sympathetic, because they
thought that B.W. had a strong
record, but they knew that
Three Dog Night had a hit.
However, that meant that when
My Maria’ came out, a lot of
them were eager to play it. Now
the important thing is the next
record.”

That next single is completed,
Burkhimer said. “In fact,” he
continued, “Dave thinks it’s
stronger than the previous two.”
In the meantime, Stevenson is
doing concerts (through Burk-
himer’s intercession, he has
acquired an agent, Jerry Heller,
and a manager, Jack Daley),
and RCA has scheduled a fourth
album, yet to be completed, for
release next February.

Both men emphasized that the
“Shambala” mishap is, so far
as they are concerned, a thing
of the past. “What’s important
now,” said Kershenbaum, ‘is
that we're very happy with the
RESULTS.”

There are sev-
eral things from different
soundtracks that he’s been in-
volved with.

“There are a lot of tracks
on which John doesn’t use syn-
thesizer. John sings on this al-
bum. There are cuts where he
just plays piano with strings
behind.

Timbre to Build

recording complex on a 110
acre resort known as Yellow
Point Lodge, approximately
eight miles south of Nanaimo,
on Vancouver Island.

countries they are 50 years after the death of the composer and
there are even some where it’s 75 years. But the object is, a man
wants to pass on what he has accomplished to his grandchildren.
If you’ll realize that every other country pays more mechanicals,
has a longer copyright protection, and the juke boxes pay a fee,
and anywhere music is performed for profit the creator gets a
part of the income of what he created, you can see how outdated
our copyright law really is.

It’s a joke to me to hear that the record companies will suffer
or the juke boxes will suffer or that the publishers will suffer
or the radio stations suffer if the law is changed. When the music
business goes down, we will all go down the tube. It’'s like saying
the back of the boat has sprung a leak, but I'm not worried
because my stateroom is in the front of the boat. If they would
sit down sensibly, like they do at any other thing, the copyright
law could be changed intelligently and everyone would benefit.
In the long run, if the mechanical rate and so forth were bigger,
it would be more of an enticement to become a songwriter or
become a publisher. I don’t know of any other group, including
the record companies, that is selling their product for the same
price as they did in 1909. Of course, with a straight face, many
people say this law ig fair, I think the people in the music in-
dustry should be ashamed, I can’t think of a better word. The
politicians in Washington should be ashamed to let the United
States prestige suffer because of the lack of action.

RW: Is there ever a chance of an international copyright law?

Rose: They have international copyright conferences, but each
country sets their own and most are set on a percentage, and
that’s the fairest way of doing it. It’s 8% percent in most
countries. Writers are reaping such a small reward in the U.S.
that it would almost pay them to publish their material under
one of the foreign copyright laws.

RW: If you could design a copyright law that you thought
was fair, what would be some of the highlights?

Rose: 1 think an 8% percent mechanical license, a standard
fee on the juke boxes’ use of music; at least a 50-year after the
death of the composer copyright law instead of renewal phases.
I think renewals, when they were put together in this country,
were done so in good faith. It was done to protect those writers
from publishers who didn’t promote the song. Unfortunately,
it has been used in exactly the opposite manner.

RW: Well, is there a chance that we can do anything with the
copyright law?

Rose: They've been working with the copyright law for a good
many years now, but every time they get close, one segment of
the industry fights another segment. There are also times when
some elected officials don’t seem to care,

RW: What about lobbying power?

Rose: The lobbying power is where the problem comes in.
I think you’ll find there are lobbies in Washington from the
record companies, the jukebox operators and publishing com-
panies. There are lobbies there, but it tends to confuse the
senators, because one walks out the door and the next one says
exactly the opposite. Most senators or congressmen don’t under-
stand the music industry and the stories they sometimes hear are
so far apart, they tend to believe they both are untrue. Another
thing they should do, is stop the thieves from stealing the tapes;
they pick a nice name like pirates. They’re not pirates, they’re
thieves. The state of Tennessee has very good laws, but a lot
of other gstates haven’t put a law together. If you’re going to
license songs on a master that is stolen, it also makes me believe
that somewhere you could steal a car and get a license for it.
The Supreme Court has just passed a decision which nationwide
would protect recordings made, I believe, after February '72, but
even that is a temporary law. This meang it’s alright to steal
anything that came out before ’72. I don’t know, maybe they call
it permissiveness, I just call it immoral and illegal.

RW: Would you speculate as to what you see ahead for Nash-
ville as a publishing center, a music center and a recording
center?

Rose: I see Nashville ag growing into a big era of TV and
movies. I think the TV shows which have come from Nashville
have fortunately all had good ratings and Nashville is blessed
with being the type of city that artists like to come to. They can

Super at Santa Monica

The Pointers: Goin’ On Up

B LOS ANGELES—They have
a little something for everyone
—-a little leg and mouth action,
a little scat, a little gospel and
jazz, a little soft shoe and tap,
a few stories of four zany
daughters of a very holy
preacher and a whole lot of
fun and dynamic energy. The
Pointer Sisters (Blue Thumb)
have come up from a back-
ground gs back-up singers with
a bang, bringing with them
unique musical arrangements
from the 308’ to the present
and an overt excitement about
their (relatively) overnight
succegs that bubbles from the
stage to the audience and is
characteristic of their personal
life as well.

“We're just crazy with ex-
citement,” says sister Ruth,
who joined the group profes-
sionally in September.

Jamal Jumps
At Troubadour

B LOS ANGELES — Jazz
pianist-composer Ahmad Jamal
(20th  Century) has been
around for a long time, and
though the years his music
has come under fire, he has
created a very distinctive and
identifiable style and gained
the respect of the jazz world.
Playing a week’s stand at the
Troubadour recently, Jamal
performed as if he were simply
jamming; he was casual, loose
and showed that hig many years
of experience have left him
confident of his own talents.
Jamal keeps a tight hold on
his musicians, imposing boun-
daries that appear constricting,
yet all such restrictions seem
to be in accordance with his
philosophy of simplicity. At
times one feels as if he has
stripped the instruments and
music of their possibilities, but
with careful concentration one
can catch the bits of sly com-
plication in his compositions
and respect them for that in-
offensive simplicity.

Jamal’s set was engaging
and varied enough to entertain
both his longtime followerg and
novices to his music.

Opening the bill for Jamal
were Hodges, James & Smith, a
group of three black singers
who are reminiscent of the
early Supremeg but have enough
talent and developing class to
command attention. With hands
on hips, they do not invite an
audience to listen—they de-
mand it. Their material is ver-
satile, ranging from “Love Mu-
sic” to the gospel of “Help Me
Make It Through the Night.”

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Kenny Rankin:

Talking With His Music

By TEYA RYAN

W LOS ANGELES — He suc-
ceeded in winning a tough bat-
tle against drug addiction, and
although he never had a guitar
lesson in his life, he mastered
the instrument through ‘“in-
spiration” and a basic sense
of survival that seems inherent
in this musician,

The musician is 33-year-old
singer-songwriter Kenny Ran-
kin. 2 man who, in the words
of his wife of 13 years and
professional partner, Yvonne,
“talks to you with his music/
makes love to you with his mu-
sic. He is the stringman.”

New York-born Rankin grew
up in the streets and became
involved with music early—
much of it blues because of
the influences around him. He
began working professionally
in the recording industry as a
singer when he was 17, but
did not find much satisfaction,
and at 21 he headed for Las
Vegas where he sang back-ups
for a lounge act. It was in Las
Vegas that he was first intro-
duced to Brazilian music, an
influence that has remained
prominent in his own work
ever since, “Latin and jazz is
98 per cent of my soul, because
I’'ve grown up with it, from
the streets to where I am now,”
says Rankin.

Returning to New York, Ran-
kin picked up the guitar, and
in the next few years, with the
help of good friend Bob Mer-
sey, he cut several singles for
Columbia and two albums for
Mercury, including “Mind-
Dusters.” He also made a few

appearances on ‘“The Tonight
Show,” but during this time,
Rankin says, he did not feel
he was giving his all, or that
he was as forceful with his
music as he would have liked.

Rankin remained strung-out
on heavy drugs through much
of this period and often, he
says, the drugs took priority
over his music and “crippled”
him, In 1970, he chose to enter
a New York drug rehabilita-
tion center, Phoenix House.
His reason was simple: I
didn’t want to die, and I could
no longer accept the fact that
I was abusing my body with
synthetics. Drugs are only the
symptom of the problem, I
went to the center to find the
why.”

A year-and-a-half later, Ran-
kin emerged from Phoenix
House and began recording
again as an independent artist
for Little David. The result
was “Like a Seed,” a peaceful

According to the inquiries that I have been making on the
PVC shortage already noticeable in most areas, we find that
the explosion that took place at the Petroquimica Itmisu in
Japan, on July 7 of this year, has a lot to do with the short-
age. Itmisu was the largest supplier of Ethylene and the sudden
accident that caused them to stop their business operations has
created the opportunity for otherg to go into the game of hold-
ing their productions. It is expected that the Japanese manufac-
turing company will be back in business soon, since Japan is
always concerned with not losing the international market that
they have acquired. Anyway, a few of the vinyl manufacturing
companies have increased their production because of the de-
mand for PVC, which indicates that any businessman who is wor-
ried about the future should have a little bit of patience. And
I repeat . . . watching the amount of acquisitions of this mate-
rial will put an end to the crisis of this shortage and will pre-
vent a catastrophy for the different pressing plants in Latin
America . . ., Patience!

Our very good friend Pete Rosaly of CBS Records Interna-
tional has just released a new recording on a new collectors
item series entitled “La Musica de Puerto Rico,” with interpre-
tations of Canario y su Grupo y Orquesta. Manuel Jimenez (Ca-
nario) was born in Orocovis, Puerto Rico in 1885. His first com-
position dates back to 1916. In the years 1916 through 1926 he
was known for hig interpretations of “plenas,” and was later
known as the “King of the Plenas.” In 1949 he went back to
Puerto Rico from New York where all his recordings had been
produced. Today, free of the dust from old but beautiful roads,
this recording is released for those who love the past as an un-
beatable fountain of remembrances. Some of the other recordings
that will be released in this same series are ‘“La Musica Afro-
Cubana” by Arsenio Rodriguez y su Magia and “La Musica de
Puerto Rico” by Pedro Flores, su Sexteto y Su Cuarteto . . .

After the accusations were all cleared, the couple were released
to leave Managua, where they stayed for the last two weeks as
guests of the Mexican Ambassador of the Central American coun-
try. According to our information, the manager that offered them
the contract did it with the idea of taking away their bus, sound
equipment and money. It was consigned in Guatemala be-
fore the “Juzgado Octavo de Paz Penal” due to all the monies
still owed to Carmela and Rafael, which go up to a few thousand
Quetzales . . . And this problem with artists receiving this kind
of treatment is still serious. Recently many Mexican artists went
through hell in Texas because of their booking agent, repre-
sentative or “however you want to call him” that left them aban-
doned and without the monies due to them for their contracts.
In Miami, Lissette, Juan Marcelo and their musicians went
through all this in a very similar situation, since their con-
tract was canceled without previous advisement to them or any-
body. Taking into consideration the results of such actions, it
is necessary that representatives, manager or adventurers start
being careful with what they do. Anyway, the artists have re-
cording companies, to which they don’t always go when they
sign contracts but only when they have a problem, and the re-
cording companies also don’t have a “magic wand.” If you are
an artist and somebody offers you a contract that is not clear
.. . Don’t take the chance . .. Find out before!!!!

a classical piece— and I mean
every time—we get four or five
phone calls saying ‘What was
that you just played? Where
can I find it?” So we are in-
creasing our classical input.
Angel, RCA and Columbia
among the record companies
have been eager to help, and
they have given us whatever
we wanted from their cata-
logue.” Platt paused, then
added, “I'm not trying to build
up the world’s biggest clas-
sical library; I just want a
solid selection of as much im-
portant music as I can find.”

In answer to a question
about why he thinks his audi-
ence is turning on to classical
music, Platt quickly answered.
“A lot of talented rock artists
who have released the most
creative music of the past are
turning out stale stuff now.
So what do we do? We don’t
play a second-rate record that
is new; we go back to the ex-
citing earlier one. The people
are interested in new things—
just as are disc jockeys—and
classical music may be the
thing.” He laughed, and added,
“The other night Schulman
was going to play the first
movement from Beethoven’s
‘Emperor Concerto.” He got so
carried away with how beauti-
ful it was, that he let it go all
the way through, and the lis-
teners loved it.”

Talk to anyone in the music
business in Chicago for very
long and the names Ray Nor-
stand and Norman Pellegrini
of WFMT are sure to come up.
And Platt paid them great
credit for the kind of intelli-
gent classical programming
that has made WFMT one of
America’s most  important
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music stations. Platt said, “I
really enjoy listening to 'FMT
because of the way they put
it together, and we have
adopted one of their ideas: no
produced spot commercials.
Those horrible jingles and ob-
noxious recorded ads are out.
All our ads are live copy—
some voice over, but even
those are live. And we’ve also
decided to change our program
and the station’s name from
Classical Rock to Chicago’s
Fine Rock Station. It's sort
of a tribute to WFMT (Chi-
cago’s Fine Arts Station), but
to those that don’t know, it
says what we're trying to do.”
Not attempting to teach or
“glevate,” the young men (all
in their twenties) who are pro-
gramming for WXRT, are giv-
ing classical music a strong
shot in the arm in Chicago.
Their example might help turn
up the new audience everybody
looks for.
