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Dealers Scoring with 'Hit,’ Catalogue Albums

B NEW YORK—Analysis of sales
reports from major rack jobbers
and retail chains reveals that pro-
portionately more business is be-
ing done today than ever before
on “hit” and catalogue albums
and perennial best sellers, and
less volume is done by new artists
or second and third albums by
artists who have yet to achieve
“superstar’” status. As a result, the
nation’s refailers are devoting
more selling space, merchandis-
ing efforts and advertising to
older, established albums, to the
possible detriment of new re-
leases. What ‘this may mean for
the industry is more difficulty in
breaking and establishing new
artists, especially if retailers take
fewer chances with new albums
and return to the days when
fewer albums were stocked in
record-carrying outlets.
Verification for this theory is
available from many sources, in-

Three More Labels

Increase Prices

B NEW YORK-—Price increases
announced by three fabels last
week, coming soon after the
expiration of wage-price con-
trols, are further signs that the
industry is moving to higher
prices, including a $6.98 list
price for albums.

United Artists announced
that effective May 6, all UA-
owned labels with albums at a
suggested list price of $4.98 will
be raised to $5.98, and that al-
bums with a suggested list
price of $5.98 will be raised to
$6.98. The labels involved, dis-
tributed through Phonodisc,
are United Artists, Blue Note,
Liberty, World Pacific, Pacific
Jazz, Imperial, Poppy, Fame,
Veep and Minit.

20th Century Records has
announced that effective May
1, all album prices in their
catalogue will be raised from
$5.98 to $6.98.

Capitol Records announced
an increase on certain classical
lines (see separate story on
page 50).

According to industry
sources, further increases from
other labels will be announced
shortly.
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cluding the record companies’
own sales figures. The labels
themselves, especially those with
strong catalogues, are constantly
merchandising  and  marketing
their catalogue with special sales
programs. Columbia, WEA, Capi-
tol and MCA have all had recent
programs exploiting their cata-
logues, with primary emphasis on
albums by established, hit artists.
All of the labels with these pro-
grams reported extraordinary sales
of catalogue, and since catalogue
albums have possibly the lowest
return rate in the industry, they
are ultimately selling off at the
retail level.

Rack Figures

The computerized sales print-
outs from the major rack jobbers
indicate the same. The latest sales
run from one of the country’s
major racks indicates that of their
top 100 albums, 68 were released
prior to January 1, 1974, with
only 32 less than five months old.
And of the 68 pre-1974 releases,
11 were released in 1972, five are
from 1971 and two (Cat Stevens’
“Tea for the Tillerman” and

The first release on Swan Song
will be by Bad Company, whose
membership is Paul Rodgers, for-
mer lead singer of Free, Simon
Kirke, former drummer of Free,
Mick Ralphs, former lead guitarist
of Mott the Hoople, and Boz Bur-
rell, former bass player for King
Crimson. Bad Company is sched-
uled as a June release.

Maggie Bell’s next is planned for
early autumn, both on Swan Song.

Grant is president of Swan Song,
Danny Goldberg has been named
vice president and Steve Weiss
has been named attorney and
administrator of Swan Song Inc.

B NEW YORK — Warner Commu-
nications Inc. has reported that
first quarter fully diluted earnings
per share increased 30 percent to

cent. First quarter 1974 revenues
increased to $175,417,000 from

of 26 percent.
Accounting

Income from operating units
increased to $16,192,000 from
$12,551,000 in 1973, an increase
of 29 percent. On January 1, 1974,
WCI adopted the accounting prin-
ciples set forth in the AICPA ac-
counting guide “Accounting for
Motion Picture Films.” The imple-
mentation of these accounting
principles had the effect of de-
creasing net income by $1,150,000
and fully diluted earnings per
share by $.06 for the quarter
ended March 31, 1974.

Atlantic Gets Waterloo

Derek Sutton: Chrysalis in the U.S.

By HOWARD LEVITT

8 Derek Sutton, vice president of
Chrysalis Inc. and head of U.S.
operations for the multi-faceted
company, is a prime example of
the energetic young music in-
dustry executives that seem des-
tined to pave the way for inno-
vative growth so vital to the
industry’s future. In the following

Dialogue, Sutton discusses the
structure and direction of the
company’s varied interests, and

expands upon his own role here
in the States

Derek Sutton

Record World: What is your position vis-a-vis Chrysalis as a whole?

Derek Sutton: The company is very simply set up. It's owned by Chris
Wright and Terry Ellis—all of the companies are owned by them. They
are ultimately responsible for the entire Chrysalis group and company.
Each of the companies has someone within it who takes a specific
responsibility for any particular area except America. | take responsi-
bility for America—all of the companies set up here. | act as head
of the company, if you like, in charge of finding the right competent
professionals to do the job and then keeping it running so that I'm in
constant contact with Terry and Chris. This includes all aspects—pub-
lishing, management and records—over here. That's all we have at the
moment.

RW: Black Sheep is the first American group you’ve signed to
Chrysalis. Are there more to come?

Sutton: We don’t have anything on the table at the moment, but
we have plans to become a complete record company. A complete
record company finds talent in Japan if necessary.

RW: Was there something specific about the kind of act that Black
Sheep is that attracted you to them?

Sutton: Black Sheep is more than an act. Black Sheep is represented
by a group of kids who have been playing together for several years,
who have stuck together through doing the club circuit, playing top
40 hits and also developing their own material. One of the songs they
have that I’'m considering has a chance of a top 40 radio shot and
that's only one aspect of the group. Another very, very important
aspect is their management and their producer, Stu Love. He has con-
tacts of his own, he knows how and he knows records. Stu has a
record in promotion and a&r in the business and can do a job for
the act. And his partner, or the actual manager of the act, Jim Taylor,
has for several years been one of A&M’s key promotion men in the
northeast and that is a very big plus on the group’s behalf—they have
a promotion man for a manager which means that they don’t require
the record company to do everything for them. So we’re looking for
something more than just an act. We're looking for all the positives
that are going for any particular situation that will give us a chance
in the incredibly tight market.

RW: When one thinks of Chrysalis, one thinks of albums—not sin-
gles. Is there a conscious effort on your part to get into top 40?

Sutton: Certainly. The market is changing; top 40 is becoming very
important. There are no major selling albums any more that don’t
have top 40 singles. On established acts there are, but on new acts
there aren’t. If you just correlate the album charts and the singles
charts, there is an almost disgusting correlation.

RW: You find that annoying?

Sutton: No, not annoying. It's unfortunate that there is no longer
the latitude for artistic creation in an album sense. People who have
great ideas which can’t be expressed in a two minute and 55 second
format don’t get a chance to express those ideas because of the costs
and because of the tightness of radio.

RW: Working here in the States, | would imagine you have a good
view of how your distribution works vis-a-vis Warner Bros. Are you
pleased with the way it’s handled?

Sutton: Extremely pleased. Warner Brothers is a competent, profes-
sional distribution unit. Not only are they competent and professional,
but they also have nice people working for them. So you can get
the job done and you can do it with people you can enjoy working
with. There are always going to be problems when you have a distribu-
tion system. There are going to be things that you want which can’t
be done because of the priorities within the system, because of a cer-
tain amount of label competition, a certain amount of in-growth on
our behalf, an over concentration on one act, an over-involvement in
one particular record when the promotion man in the field has got
27 in his bag.

One thing that we offer a group or an act or anybody that comes to
Chrysalis or any small label is a personal involvement with their music
and their careers. With Chrysalis, it's almost entirely with the career
involvement. We, therefore, are very close to the artist and to each
record. And sometimes we get so involved in it that we fail to see
the overview, the complete picture. That's when we come up against
the Warner Bros. distribution system, we see the big machine working.

There is just so much that three promotion men can do. They can
only call just so many stations and work one record just so hard after
which we have to rely on them—the Warner Bros. people—to take it.
There are situations when it becomes difficult for them to take it
because, for instance, they have at the moment a Maria Muldaur that
is almost a top ten single. That is something that their machine has
been pushing on for a considerable period of time. They were devoting
an incredible amount of attention to Leo Sayer because he is a push
artist in this country. They’ve got Gordon Lightfoot who is a high push
artist at the moment, there’s Todd Rundgren—and so our Cozy Powell
single, which is a difficult single to promote because of its form, loses
out somewhat. We are emotionally involved with that single. We think
it's a top ten single. We might not be right. We are finding that the
Warner Bros. people are not reacting in the same way that we do
because they have more music to do it with.

RW: Are there plans for Chrysalis here in the States to expand to
the degree of becoming totally self-contained in that respect?

Sutton: We have 2% years to run with our Warner Bros. distribution
contract. Ask me that question again in a year and a half. First of all
we don’t have the experience to judge, second of all, a year from
now Warner Bros. may have stopped their own distribution or Apex
Distribution Corp. may have been formed in such a way that it has
a better distribution than Warners. | have no idea what the market
will be like in a year and a half.

finds talent in Japan if necessary.”
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RW: When it comes to a group like Ten Years After, they’re on
Chrysalis in the UK. In the States they are on Columbia. Are you, as
part of Chrysalis, in actual competition with other labels in terms of
getting artists that may be on Chrysalis in the UK on Chrysalis here in
the States?

Sutton: No. The Ten Years situation is one that that is unique in
that Ten years After was signed to Columbia before Chrysalis existed
as a record company in the States. It is not possible to make a short-
term record with an act when you are talking about money of this
kind. Therefore we could, in fact, have formed a Chrysalis label at the
-time of the Ten Years deal, but at that time, | don’t think the principals
were ready to do it.

RW: So ideally when their contract runs out with Columbia, you
would look to pick them up.

Sutton: | would sincerely hope so. However, their contract has got
a considerable period to run. Chris, in London, has the ultimate re-
sponsibility for a&r throughout Chrysalis. His attempt is always to sign
an act world wide. | don’t think there is anything other than the Sayer
situation, which was such an involved thing that | wouldn’t attempt

B Duke Ellington himself was unfortunately unable to attend or partici-
pate in any of the musical celebrations marking his 75th birthday last
Monday (29). Ellington has been in Presbyterian Hospital here since
early April, recuperating from a respiratory ailment. But the music—
the finest of tributes to the man as musician and composer—played on
in a variety of concert halls, churches and on the airwaves.

Among the live concerts: a salute from the New York Jazz Repertory
Company at Carnegie Hall and a service at the Central Presbyterian
Church built around Ellington’s three Sacred Concerts. Columbia Uni-
versity’s WKCR-FM ran a day and a half tribute using recordings and
interviews and WBAI-FM’s Steve Rathe used a similar format for a five

hour show.

As for Ellington’s influence on the course of American music, john S.
Wilson put it most succinctly in a New York Times review of the sacred

music program:

“Starting with the same jazz idiom that has primarily produced a
steady flow of virtuoso instrumentalists, Mr. Ellington has shaped these
resources in his own distinctive way to create a body of music whose
roots are sunk in America rather than in Europe.

““Using the tonal colors of the instrumentalists that he brought to-
gether in his orchestra, he has developed a musical fabric out of which
he has created works of almost every conceivable kind—popular songs
jazz material, concert pieces, a ballet, film scores and theater scores

as well as his sacred music.”

Ellington is indeed a national artistic resource, and we can only add

Toward the end of the show,
Charles brought out his dynamite
backup group, the Raeletts, who
performed ‘““Bad Water,” then
joined Ray for his new single,
“Louise” (it's the old standard,
but done up so funkily as to be
almost unrecognizable), and, of
course, the grand finale, “What'd
I Say.”

A Million in the Mornin’

B NEW YORK — Though FM sta-
tions are ‘traditionally weakest in
the morning hours, with the listen-
ing audience usually opting for
MOR or Top 40 formats in
the a.m. more people in and
around the New York area have
been waking up with WNEW-
FM’s Dave Herman. The latest
ARB’s show that Dave has gar-
nered approximately one million
listeners.

In a very forthright manner,
Herman has initiated certain AM-
type formulas to keep ‘em coming
back for more. Recently, he was
amazed at the vocal resemblance
of The Phantom’s ““Calm Before
The Storm’’ to that of the late Jim
Morrison, and is currently having

a voice print analysis, pre-
senting the saga in stages. Llast
year he posed 'the question, ”If

you were on a desert island, what
three records would you take with
you?,” which drew incredible re-
sponse. Both situations were
prompted by listeners’ phone calls.

Herman’s format combines
jazz, big band sounds and MOR
product with conventional FM
material. “It isn't anything that I
do consciously . . . I just hear
records and they trigger other
sounds. | try to build things
thematically.” Herman believes
that in the morning a looser type
of programming is called for. “In
the morning people are more into
‘radio’ rather than wanting to

hear their favorite songs.”

Wwith the belief that only the
most hard-core rock fans can
listen to customary FM program-
ming in those early hours, Herman
tried to approach the FM morning
situation differently, He found
that big bands and some quieter
things were more palatable when
the alarm clock went off. And al-
though he made a calculated ef-
fort to get the format started, his
show is totally natural as he gently
eases his listeners into the day
that lies ahead. What a way to
wake up!

@ LOS ANGELES — Herb Alpert
and the Tijuana Brass are one of
the most successful recording
groups of all time: Alpert and the
Brass have sold in excess of 45
million albums in the course of
the last ten years.

Recharging

The decision was based on
his realization that the fun of
making music—his original reason
for playing — had disappeared
somewhere along the line. “I
needed some time to recharge
my batteries,” he explains, "so |
took it.”

Alpert decided a few months
back that he was ready to start
again. He brought together a
combination of Brass veterans and

new faces and went into the
studio to record an album.

After weeks of painstaking ses-
sions, Alpert and the Brass
emerged with a new album,
“You Smile — the Song Begins,”
and a desire to let the group de-
velop as a live-performing unit.
After several more weeks of hard
work, Alpert and the group were
ready to face the public.

Herb and the Brass have just
completed a successful two-week
engagement at Harrah’s of Lake
Tahoe, and they’ll soon embark
on a full-scale national concert
tour, Happily for Alpert's many
fans—old and new—Herb is hav-
ing fun playing music again.

ON BROADWAY: “Jumpers,” Tom Stoppard’s latest play (at the
Billy Rose) exercises a philosophical wit one would not ordinarily ex-
pect to find on Broadway. Parodying the world of the overly-intellec-
tual, the work is a bit drawn out in spots, and no story line actually
emerges until well into the second act. It is brilliant, though, and
Brian Bedford’s portrayal of the ever-faithful absent-minded professor
more than compensates for the weak moments.

“Candide,”” at the Broadway Theater, is a virtually flawless production.

With the publishing division—well, publishing in this country tends
to be a bank. We are hoping that we can get it more to the European
or British system of actually working for the money that we earn from
publishing. | have Marv Goodman working for me who used to work
for several other people. | consider him to be one of the most dynamic
publishing runners that there is and he is so involved with the music
and with the artists’ careers as writers that we have a very big positive
going for us there. We have signed American writers. | don’t know
if you know that.

With the record company, again you can only be involved with the
artists as much as the artist manager would allow you to because
otherwise you step across the boundary and you start infringing on
the manager’s rights. One thing you can’t do is set up a relationship
which cuts out the manager, because the manager is the man who has
to deal with the day to day problems. He's the one that we have to
deal with, As we grow larger, we will be dealing more with the man-
agers than with the acts themselves, but | hope we’ll always maintain
our involvement in the act’s total career. For instance a case in point
right now—it might be that we could sell more of Robin Trower’s
present record by issuing a single from it, but it might be that his
album career and his complete career might not be helped to the maxi-
mum by doing that. So we'll discuss that with the act’s manager, we'll
lay everything on the table and probably have a screaming shouting
argument about it at some point and then we’ll make our decision
from that.

RW: Speaking of Robin Trower, he seems to be going well at this
stage of the game, there seem to be some indications at least. Have
there been specific pushes behind him or is he just happening?

Sutton: Robin is one of those people that has the will to succeed.
Robin is prepared to work as hard as is necessary in order to get what
he considers to be his just desserts. He truly believes and many other
people believe with him that he is, if not the greatest, then one of
the greatest guitarists presently living. He believes that but without being
stupid about it. It's not a preaching belief, it is self-confidence and it
is demonstrated in his music. He couldn’t go on and play the way
he does if he didn’t believe in his own ability as a musician. Because
of that, he is a prime candidate to become a star. He is also prepared
to forget the fact that he was a star in a star group—Procol Harum—for
so long, that he was treated with the limousine trip, the star’s dressing
room and only dealing with the top press and the top radio station
nonsense— | mean that's what a star does. Robin then goes back to
basics, starts his own group, fails with it, starts a new group and
starts to get his own thing together, but he’s working his ass off in this
country. He worked small clubs, little places, he worked the bigger
places, we got him the best exposure we could and he came back
and he came back and he came back and he worked very, very hard.

Sony, Superscope Add to Audio Lines

B NEW YORK — Panasonic has
announced the addition of sev-
eral new components to its video
line and also to its Technics audio
line. Panasonic video systems has
added three new color cameras
to its growing catalog of video
production equipment. The com-
pany now offers a total of five
color cameras, two of the new
units, models WV-2300 and WV-
2800, being relatively inexpensive
(about $4,000 per unit) color
cameras that can be hand-held
and are designed for video and
cable production facilities.

Other new video products in-
clude a color special effects gen-
erator, model W]J-4500P, for
$1,300—about half the cost of
any other color switching control
unit on the market; a new model
U-Matic cassette recorder with
built-in VHF-UHF tuners; a deluxe
studio monitor unit; and a com-
plete color video production sys-
tem which includes cameras, vtr's,
monitors and film chain.

The announcement of these
new Panasonic video products
comes after Sony’s announcement
that they will be marketing a num-
ber of relatively inexpensive color
cameras and video recorders this
coming fall. Where Sony seems to
be concentrating on portable
color video recording units that
operate on batteries, Panasonic’s
new equipment seems to accent
production equipment, especially
inexpensive color studio units
which will allow non-broadcast
and cable outlets to upgrade to
color at reasonable prices.

Panasonic’s Technics line of
high fidelity components also an-
nounced new products last week.
These include a fully automatic,
single-play, direct-drive turntable;
two vertically designed stereo cas-
sette decks with front panel con-
trols; and a four-channel head-
phone set. The company also re-
released two redesigned units—
an AM/FM stereo receiver and an
eight-track 2/4 channel record/
playback cartridge deck.

B NEW YORK—CBS Records has
announced that N.V. Philips’

Philips displayed a prototype of
an audio product with a built-in
SQ decoder at the latest Berlin
Audio Fair, and during the re-
cent Festival du Son in Paris.

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District Court Ruling

Favors Publishers

B DALLAS — A legal action for
copyright infringement brought by
a number of music publishing com-
panies, including the Peer-Southern
Organization, in the United States
District Court, Dallas, Texas, has
been resolved in favor of the pub-
lishers. In the action, the publishers
sought damages against El Zarape
Recording Co., Inc. of Dallas and
its president and owner, Johnny
Gonzales, claiming that the record
company used copyrighted musical
compositions of the publishers
without any authorization, license
or consent whereby the record
company and its president in-
fringed their copyrights.

On the eve of trial, El Zarape
and Gonzales agreed to pay the
publisher-plaintiffs $38,500 in set-
tlement of their claims. El
Zarape also agreed to obtain re-
quisite licenses from the publish-
ers in the future and to render
periodic accountings to the pub-
lishers for all uses of their musical
copyrights in the manufacture of
phonograph records bearing the
El Zarape label.

Talent Monies

I'd like to expound a little bit on what we are going to do in
America. We are looking for talent in America. Over the last couple
of years, lawyers, in conjunction with the state of the market (which
was a sellers’ market), have forced the prices of record deals into the
stratosphere. They have forced the advances to the point that the
record company cannot make a profit. Just look at last year’s profit
and loss figures for most record companies and you see that they
are all in trouble because the good acts, the selling acts are making
higher percentages and therefore the profit margin for the company
comes down.

American Popular Singers” may
not seem a logical book to be
discussed in a classical column,
but whatever the conscious pur-
pose of author Henry Pleasants,
the book is really written for and
at . the classical voice lover.
Pleasants, now an editor of Stereo
Review and author of “The Great
Singers,” rides the same familiar
horse: classical or serious singers
are not what they once were;
the action musical and likewise
lies with the American popular
singer. As a thesis he has ex-
pounded for, it seems to me, a
quarter of a century, it has a tired
ring. In this new book, he is sur-
prisingly convincing.

Not on his implicit points about
the insignificance of the serious
singer nor on the lack of excite-
ment in that singer’s art.

It is true that the
large halls, particularly in America,
have forced the singer to strive
for loudness and that the cult of
the high note has ruined many
a voice. Pleasants argues that the

& Associates, 1320 N.W. 119th
Street here, the alleged manufac-
turer of the pirated tapes, also said
to be the principle distributor to
the North Miami Flea Market;
Don’s Novelty Warehouse, oper-
ated by Don Steffey, 1997 N.E.
147th Lane, North Miami, a dis-
tributor; and four stands retail-
ing the tapes at the North Miami
Flea Market and at the Tropical
Flea Market here.

Close to 40,000 tapes were
seized in the raid on the manu-
facturer, 28,000 tapes were taken
from the distributor and the bal-
ance from the four retail opera-
tors. The pirated tapes were being
retailed at between $2 and $2.50
each.

Todd Brings Utopia
To a Cheering Hall

B CARNEGIE HALL, NYC—Pyra-
mids, butterflies, concentric cir-
cles and squares in neon; potted
cacti, palms and orchids: Todd
Rundgren’s personal vision of the
proper setting for Utopia, his new
group.

Though his constant downgrad-
ing of the serious singer by infer-
ence and innuendo cannot fail to
grate, at the end of the book one
must appreciate an articulate and
controversial point of view. And
how rich have been the lives of
our famous singers! His 22
synopses themselves give much
reason for reading the book.

A last note: Pleasants’ thesis
may subtly have found its way into
the music page of the New York
Times. Over the past two years
John Rockwell, a classically based
music reviewer, in addition to his
regular reviewing has covered a
world of popular concerts of
every variety. Now the chief pop
critic of the Times, his reviews
have unfailingly applied classical
terms and vocal judgments to
popular music even if his frame
of reference has properly been
the popular. This is perhaps an in-
dication that broadening is cer-
tainly in order.

.10 contains only two 1974 re-
leases; it does, however, contain
John Denver’s ““Poems, Prayers &
Promises,” which dates from
February 1971. Similar statistics
were developed from other rack
jobber sales printouts.

Longevity

And Record World's Album
Chart, reflecting the continuing
sale of hit albums and increasing
domination of record sales by
“superstar” artists, finds that, on
the average, an album stays on
the chart longer today than it did
a year ago. A year ago (May 11,
1973), the top 100 had been on
the charts for a total of 1080
weeks, or an average of 11 weeks
per album. This week, the top 100
have been on the charts for a
total of 1511 weeks, or 15 weeks
per album, or an increase of 50
percent. That total does not in-
clude Carole King's ‘Tapestry”
album, which recently fell from
the top 100 after more than 115
weeks on the chart. That would
increase the average number of
weeks on the chart today to more
than 16.

Second Life

The reason for the increased
sales and resultant increased wchart
activity stems from the unpre-
cedented number of albums en-
joying second, third, or even
founth lives on the chart. Two
prime examples are Elton John’s
“Goodbye Yellow Brick Road”
and Paul McCartney’s “Band on
The Run.” After hit singles, con-
cert appearances and/or television
appearances, sales on these and
similar albums have shot up,
cooled off, shot up again, cooled
off, gone up again, etc. Other
artists, like John Denver, Pink
Floyd and Stevie Wonder, have
seen not only their current efforts
continually moving up and down
the charts, but their previous
efforts as well. And Jim Croce,
who had three albums in the top
10 1ast Christmas, continues to be
a strong seller today.

Advertising

As a result of this sales pattern,
retailers and manufacturers are
spending more time promoting,
marketing and  merchandising
their ‘hit albums. Korvettes de-
voted a full page ad in a recent
New York Times to Helen Reddy’s
entire  catalogue, while Sam
Goody devoted a portion of their
weekly ad to the Beatles’ 10th An-
niversary promotion. Record Bar,
and their growing operation of
more than 40 stores, told Record
World they try to feature a dif-
ferent catalogue artist every week.
Last week was Cat Stevens, and
Record Bar’s buyer Pete Smolen
says that sales on Stevens’ albums
more than tripled. Coming up for
them are promotions on Three
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Dog Night and on the Elektra/
Asylum  “superstars.”” Other re-
tailers are doing the same with
MCA on The Who and Elton John,
different parts of the WEA cata-
logue and different artists from
the Columbia catalogue.
Long Term Effect

The ramifications of this new
selling policy are not totally clear
vet, especially the effect on new
artists. But it is clear that the split
between sales of hit albums and
new artist albums is growing. But
those labels: which are actively
merchandising their catalogues and
hit artists find there are sales to
be made, and are also discovering
that when an album goes down
the charts, there is no reason why
it can’t go up again.

sion was a one-sided onslaught
of talent—from the U.K. to the
U.S. A British master or a British
act no longer has an upper hand
merely because of its country of
origin, as was most certainly the
cast for a time beginning in 1964
when many new British acts simul-
taneously enjoyed their initial
American chart success.

English singles which do make
it big in the U.S. at present are
predominantly by already estab-
lished acts. The current Singles
Chart includes such Anglo-Ameri-
can perennials as the Hollies (Epic,
bulleted at 63), Elton John (MCA,
14), Cat Stevens (A&M, bulleted
at 23), Ringo Starr (Apple, 24),
Gilbert O'Sullivan (MAM, 61) and
two entries by Paul McCartney &
Wings (Apple—"Jet” at 56 and
“Band on the Run” bulleted at
19). Those newer British acts du-
plicating their English hit successes
here primarily are those with what
might be called “American hooks"”
of one kind or another.

American Hooks

Maggie Bell (Atlantic) is enjoy-
ing her first single with “After
Midnight’ (91), a song written by
American J. J. Cale and produced
here by Atlantic exec Jerry Wexler.
Mike Oldfield’s “Tubular Bells”
(Virgin, bulleted at 5) is the theme
from the American-made Warner
Bros. movie “The Exorcist.” Cozy
Powell’s “Dance With the Devil”
(Chrysalis, 57), while not directly
connected with that film, has cer-
tainly gained some mileage from
the devil-oriented interest it has
engineered. Flectric Light Orches-
tra’s previous charter “Showdown”
paved the way for their current
“Daybreaker” (UA, 95), which is
also benefitting from a well-re-
ceived American tour. Even the

Atlantic’s
move to break the Swedish group
Abba here in the U.S. with their
British hit “Waterloo” may how-
ever be the exception that proves
the trend. Although sharing the
title with a former Stonewall Jack-
son pop American country hit, it
is not the same tune.

Oldies Reborn

An interesting sidebar to the
current state of the British invasion
is the current popularity of Grand
Funk’s “The Loco-motion” (Capi-
tol, last week’s chart topper) and
the Defranco Family’s “Save the
Last Dance for Me” (20th Century,
bulleted at 64). The American
early '60s hits were re-issued to
tremendous re-acceptance in Bri-
tain in ’72 by their original artists,
Little Eva and the Drifters, re-
spectively. At that time, they failed
to cross back over the Atlantic, but
now in new American versions,
they are once again hits for their
American publishers.

Identity

One conclusion that can be
drawn from all of this evidence of
the Americanization of the British
invasion is that the U.S. and the
U.K. have both developed unique
musical climates, similar enough to
continue an ebb and flow of cross-
cultural influence, but stable en-
ough for each to retain its own
identity.
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Anti-Piracy Campaign Sfill Going Strong

B NASHVILLE — Significant legal
steps have been taken by two
more states — Mississippi and
North Carolina — in the battle to
prohibit the manufacturing, dis-
tributing and selling of pirated
tapes.
