Compulsory License

Provision Is Upheld

B The U. S. Court of Appeals for
the Tenth Circuit has reaffirmed its
earlier decision in the case of Ed-
ward B. Marks Music Corp. v.
Colorado Magnetics, Inc., et al. In
its earlier decision, handed down
on February 28, 1974, the Court
held that the compulsory license
provisions of the Copyright Act
were not available to unauthorized
duplicators of musical works.
Thereafter, a rehearing was granted
and the full Court, by a 5-2 margin,
reaffirmed on May 28, 1974, the
earlier decision of the three judge
panel.

The two Courts of Appeal which
have ruled on the question have
thus found that the compulsory

ABC Ups Singles Price fo $1.29;
Other Companies Expecied to Follow

B LOS ANGELES — ABC/Dunbhill
Records has announced its inten-
tion to raise the list price of
singles to $1.29, with a resultant
increase in wholesale prices. While
details of the increase had not
been transmitted at press time, an
executive at ABC speculated that
the increase will take effect shortly,
and that the next Three Dog Night
single could possibly be the first
record brought out at the higher
price.

The spokesman, who asked not
to be identified, explained that
with a list price of $1.29, singles
could still be sold at under one
dollar in retail stores, and would
also give record manufacturers an
opportunity to recoup some of
the increases they have absorbed
in higher pressing, distribution and
other related costs.

Album Increases

ABC also announced that they
have increased the list price on
the three Jim Croce albums—
“You Don’'t Mess Around With
Jim,”” “Life & Times” and “I Got
A Name” from $5.98 to $6.98.
The increase is effective im-
mediately.

Taylor Ends Record Operations;
Other Independents Exit Business

B MILWAUKEE, WISC. — In a
move that surprised many in the
record industry, Taylor Electric Co.
here has terminated its record in-
dustry operations. And in the past
few weeks, two independent dis-
tributors serving Chicago, Summit
and United, have gone out of
business.

The Taylor action occurred Fri-
day, May 31, as the firm, which
also distributed RCA/Whirlpool
products and Armstrong Carpeting,
ended its record industry opera-

tions. The rack jobbing operation
was sold to Lieberman Enterprises,
and Taylor’'s Pete Stocke, Jim
Hanke and the rack salesmen are
understood to be moving over to
Lieberman.

Distribution

Taylor's other involvement was
in independent distribution; that
operation has now gone out of
business. Milwaukee is now left
with John O’Brien Company as its
only independent distributor; la-
bels are now shipping Milwaukee
out of Chicago. An example is
Phonogram, which, in keeping
with their “super distributor”
concept, gave the line to Heilicher
out of Chicago. Taylor had been
servicing Gimbels, Shopco and
some Ben Franklin stores.

Summit Distributors, a Chicago
mainstay for over 13 years, has
closed its doors permanently; the

B NEW YORK—The entire record
industry, on both the manufactur-
ing and distributor/rack jobber/
one-stop/retail levels, last week
studied ABC’s announcement of
its intention to raise singles prices
to $1.29 list. Manufacturers were
watching one another to see
which would be the next to follow
ABC’s lead. At press time, there
had been no further announce-
ments, but speculation rose that
some increases would be an-
nounced in the next few weeks.

Similarly, the nation’s distribu-
tors, rack jobbers, one-stops and
retailers were watching closely
to see if the price spread between
retailers and subdistributors would
be increased. Again, there were
unconfirmed rumors indicating that
possibility.

Analysis

Based on conversations with all
segments of the record industry,
Record World has assembled the
following analysis of the price
increase situation:

e A number of manufacturers
have indicated that further in-
creases will be announced in
singles prices, with the majors
only waiting “for the dust to
settle” before making announce-
ments of their own. Those in-
creases, it is believed, will have
to come in the next 30 days, or
ABC, if they were the only label
to announce an increase, might
be forced to rescind their action.

e The $1.29 figure should still
permit singles to be sold in stores
for $1 or less. While the increase
in list price amounts to 30 percent,
the increases in wholesale price
will not be that high, and will
allow each segment of the business
a greater margin. Sources believe
that the new wholesale prices will
be approximately in the high 50’s/
low 60’s for subdistributors, the

‘Penny’ Promo Profits
Sam Goody Chain

By GARY COHEN

B NEW YORK—With a nationwide
shortage of pennies hampering all
retailers, including record retail-
ers, the Sam Goody chain in New
York has come up with a plan
that has succeeded in reducing

the firm’s penny problem while.

acting as a valuable promotion
to help draw customers into the
chain’s stores. The idea, simply,
is that every customer who brings
in 100 pennies receives a credit
slip worth $1.50.

So far, the chain has received
over $10,000 in pennies, according
to president and founder Sam
Goody. The promotion, in all of
the Goody stores, has been going
on for two weeks and will prob-
ably continue for two more.
Goody, in addition to getting pen-
nies for their own change, has
been selling the pennies to a bank
for $1.09. There is no limit on
the amount of pennies a customer
can bring in, and Goody terms the
promotion “very successful.”

In a related development, as a
further result of the penny short-
age, some record retailers have
reported changing their selling
prices, so that after tax is added
to the purchase price, the final
figure ends in a five or zero. In
New York City, for example, where
tax is seven percent, stores are
charging $3.74 (with tax, four
dollars even), $3.97 (with tax,
$4.25 and $4.95 (with tax, $5.30)
instead of $3.71, $3.99 or $4.99,
respectively.

Rack Jobber Complaints
The rack jobbers generally com-
plained at their meeting that they
need a 15 percent differential to
be viable in the marketplace. "The
rack accounts can’t compete on
the street with the retailers,” one

THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUSTRY
Shep Gordon on the Rock Star as Entertainer

@ As manager of Alice Cooper,
head of Alive Enterprises, Inc.
and co-founder with Joe Gannon
of an environmental production
company for live concerts, Shep
Cordon exercises a keen percep-
tion of the pop market. In this
Dialogue, Gordon discusses the
film “Good To See You Again
Alice Cooper,” which opens june
12 in Binghamton, New York (a
city which banned Cooper’s live
performances), the need for re-
cord company recognition and
support of full scale production
elements in rock concerts, and the
movement toward an awareness
of the role of a rock star as an
entertainer.
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Shep Gordon

Record World: When you last spoke with us, you talked of trying to
get people to “"hate” Alice for shock value. | think you’ve gone beyond
that at this point. Now Alice is accepted and so | would assume that
would affect future shows, live and for the film. A different attitude, with
a different purpose in mind.

Gordon: Yes, basically because of the times. | don’t believe Alice is
100 percent the cause of it, but now it's a whole different social struc-
ture, social acceptance. The things that we were doing five years ago,
that we were hated for, have now become socially accepted. You can
do them on TV, you can do them anywhere. “The Exorcist’” is basically
an extension of what we were doing on stage. It was the biggest movie
of the year and not just with kids. So all the things that were the premise
of Alice have now become the norm.

Now it’s up to us to take it to the next step, in just about every area
in terms of stage production. At the time when we were doing stage
production everyone said “’Are you kidding? Music is music. You’re not
supposed to move.” Now it seems to be just the opposite. Now if a
group doesn’t have a stage production, everyone says, “Wow, what a
bore.” And everyone is now trying to outdo everything that was done.

The next step for us, now that it's the accepted norm, now that
people understand it, is to turn it into true entertainment. Entertainment
in terms of old show biz. Of living out everyone’s fantasies. In other
words, the first step seemed to be shock in terms of “we can tell the
world about our fantasies, no reason why we can’t.” If we have a fantasy
about getting guillotined, let’s tell the world about it. Now everybody
tells the world about their fantasies in their stage shows, or tries to—
whether it’s a beautiful thing like a Gregg Allman tour, his fantasy of
southern trees, beautiful mornings. For us, it's at the point where we no
longer have to shock people to present a fantasy. For example, Alice
with Groucho. That's something that four or five years ago we couldn’t
do because nobody was ready to accept it. That's as much of a fantasy
for Alice as getting guillotined on stage was. | think it's a fantasy that
every kid would like to live out.

RW: The violent end of it is working it's-way out, even though:
Groucho was violent in a way too.

Gordon: Exactly. But in a different sort of way. Four or five years ago,
if you were a kid, you could never admit you liked anything your
parents liked. You just couldn’t do it. Now, because of Alice, because

of things like Alice, just because of the times and the way things change,.

now the kids are able to accept what their parents like, and everybody
can live out the same fantasies. And hopefully, the old kind of Holly-
wood can start coming back in.

Everyone is starting to realize there’s no difference between Alice on
stage and Frank Sinatra on stage, except for what they do. | think there
was a fear of rock and roll, even within the industry itself. No one
thought it was legitimate. They felt it was something that would come
and go. And now it’s been accepted—because of the quality of what’s

being done, because of the acceptance of the rock and roll industry,-

because it is entertainment and you have to entertain people and also
because of the type of personalities that are being developed. Groucho
made a remark once which | think, as a matter of fact, | read in Record
World, where he said that the last hope of vaudeville is Alice Cooper.

RW: And that’s where the production company with joe Gannon fits
in?

Gordon: There are certain ways of going on a tour, or launching an
act after a record. One way is to just play the music. The second way is
to take the essence of what the act is doing and translate it on stage in
a way that fulfills the needs of the audience. And that’s basically the
purpose of the company.

RW: The reverse role of the studio producer.

Gordon: Exactly the reverse. For example, the Gregg Allman show.
We know that when people come to a Gregg Allman show they're
coming there to hear the music. For the beauty of the music. When |
think of the AHman Brothers, Gregg Allman, | think in terms of really
sitting back in my chair and listening to a beautiful, melodic show. So
in our attempt to stage that show, it was to reinforce that feel. We did
that by putting trees all around, putting the right kind of lighting behind
Gregg to add to that feel. And in a sense to make it more commercial.
To fulfill the need more. It's understanding a need and then putting
something around it, that makes that feeling come alive. People can
use their eyes as well as their ears.

| think the bottom line of entertainment, the job of the people
around the entertainer is to minimize the gamble . . . no performer
can be on every night, there’s no performer ever who’s been on
every single night. If it’s just the performer on a bare-stage and he
has a bad night, the audience doesn’t get off. The job of the people
around him, the manager, the producer, is to build an environment
around him that works unto itself. So that if a performer has an off
night the audience still gets off. If the entertainer has a great night it
takes him that much higher. That’s really the purpose of the company,
to build an environment around each act so that if a performer has the
worst night of his life, the audience still has something it can enjoy.

RW: The last time you spoke to Record World, just about a year and
a half ago, the “Alice at the Palace” idea had just fallen through. New
we’ve had Mott the Hoople on Broadway.

Gordon: Exactly. And that is a direct reflection of what we just talked
about, and | think it’s really healthy for the industry. Rock can become,
in a sense, a continuing art form. Obviously there are always going to
be people in rock and roll, as there are people in movies, who are going
to say, “No, we're not entertainers, this is true art.”” But there is now a
majority of people in rock and roll who understand what their purpose
is—to entertain an audience. And once they understand that you can
separate the two . . . | think that’s what’s helped make the whole thing
credible. 1 know the Stones have an offer from Vegas. We had an offer
from Vegas. It's interesting in a sense because | think it’s the first time
that the two generations have started to merge, at the same time.

“The record company still doesn’t under-
stand the thing of ‘entertainer.’ They want
to hear what the next album’s going to be.”

RW: There still comes the matter of records versus live music. You
get someone like a Bob Ezrin who now says “| don’t want to work with
people who don’t really know how to make music anymore.” And then
you get the other side which says “I want to adapt this and make the
record express what comes over on stage.” You’re going into film to
make Alice more viable. That would presumably be the medium right
between the two. How do the three separate media relate to each
other and to Alice?

Gordon: Musically 1 don’t see as much of a blending as | do on a
personal level. In other words, in the same way that | couldn’t get into
a record by a Lawrence Welk, | can appreciate what he is as an enter-
tainer. | think that works both ways. | don’t particularly see fifty-five
year old people going out buying Alice’s records. It's different times,

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Sol Rabinowitz:

The Pop World Goes International

B NEW YORK — The American
charts and airwaves have been re-
cently invaded by a variety of music
from all corners of the world, and
this influx is particularly visible to
Sol Rabinowitz, a music business
veteran who, for the past six
years has helmed CBS Records In-
ternational, for which he supervises
the music publishing and a&r divi-
sions worldwide. In a recent inter-
view with Record World, Rabino-
witz discussed, from his vantage
point the changes in music on an
international level.

‘Established Styles’

Rabinowitz feels that American
and British music had previously
been ‘““the only universal music in
the past, other countries had been
copying those established styles,
original material is now being gen-
erated, and these countries have
been getting progressively more
sophisticated and distinctive by our
pop standards. Proof positive can
be found by one glance at The
Singles Chart, with strong showings
from Blue Swede, ABBA and
Golden Earring, and by checking
out the FM Airplay Report, where
Nektar and Tasavallan Presidentti,
among others, are causing quite a
stir.

“No longer are poor copies of
American/British material being pro-
duced,” continued Rabinowitz.
“Rather they have become commer-
cial in their own right.

very musical country, was one of
the first to sell outside of its own
boundaries—with groups like Blue
Mink, Golden Earring and Focus
originating there.”

In addition to his international
responsibilities, Rabinowitz’ func-
tions include releasing foreign prod-
uct here that he feels has strong
commercial potential. “More and
more artists are making records that

Bassey Captivates

Carnegie Crowd

B CARNEGIE HALL, NYC — For
four nights in late May and early
June, Shirley Bassey (UA) had
them giving her standing ovations
before she had sung a note. Be-
fore a family-oriented Saturday
evening crowd (1), the English
chanteuse proved she could easily
take total control of an audience
for almost two hours, without
either the traditional intermission
or the seemingly obligatory “Gold-
finger” performance.

After a short set by the thirty-
plus piece orchestra assembled in
town for her appearances, Ms.
Bassey wafted onto the stage in a
red-sequined outfit that looked
like it had been designed by one
whose own ancestry was half
mermaid and half belly dancer.
Outrageously effective, the gasp-
provoking outfit worked on torch
songs like “All the Sad Young
Men’’ as well as on the hip-shakers
like “Big Spender” which she
strutted through twice in rapid
succession.

Non-Stop Music
While she cautiously left “Gold-

finger” out of her program, she
did sing other hits from her
past including “This Is My

Life,” “Never, Never, Never” and
“Something.” Instead of one long
intermission, she periodically left
the stage for short breaks during
which time the audience screamed
for more until that more was
brought back to them. Her final
encore, “Danke Schoen,” was a
most fitting farewell to an audi-
ence that couldn’t have been more
appreciative if they had been a
sea of felines and she a carload of
catnip.

jobber stated as he reiterated com-
ments made at the meeting. "It
costs 20 percent to open your
doors. We need a greater price
differential to compete with the
retailer.”” The average differential
today is approximately 6% per-
cent, down from 10 percent, he
noted, and he surmised there was
little chance for the differential to
be raised to 15 percent. “But you
can see our problem—we sell
records to our account for around
$3.50, and it's difficult to compete
with the retailer who buys for
$3.10 or $2.85.”

The retailers, however, ex-
pressed an opposite view, asking
that they be sold at the same price
as rack jobbers, and that all differ-
entials be abolished: “We've got
all sorts of expenses, personnel
expenses, people on the payroll,”
etc. “We've got the same expenses
and should get the same price.”

The retailers and jobbers ex-
pressed views on the $6.98 list.
Retailers said there was minimal
negative effect on superstar or
established artists, but warned
manufacturers not to go $6.98
across-the-board. The consensus
of the jobbers, however, was that
there would be no ill effect if
manufacturers increased their en-
tire catalogues to $6.98.

Both sides reportedly agreed
that the move to $1.29 for singles
would have a positive effect on
the industry, but they simultane-
ously saw a need to keep the
retail price under a dollar. It was
pointed out, however, that in
locations where sales tax is col-
lected, the price is already over
a dollar. But both manufacturer
and retailing/ subdistributing sides
view the increase as a way to make
the single profitable to manufac-
turers and profitable to sell, The
retailers and subdistributors also
expressed the hope that their mar-
gin on singles would be increased.

CONCERT REVIEW

War, EW&F Explode

At Nassau Coliseum

B NASSAU COLISEUM, N. Y. —
Pulsating rhythms driven by Latin
overtones penetrated Nassau’s
huge Coliseum recently (29) when
War (UA) and Earth, Wind & Fire
(Columbia) shared the bill.

Although War was the headlin-
ing act, Earth Wind & Fire’s exhu-
berance, tightness and overwhelm-
ing desire to entertain the audi-
ence also brought them into the
spotlight. The ensemble had their
act totally together, coordinating
the audio and visual effects to a
perfectly precisioned timing. Their
special blend of jazz, rock, r&b
and Latin influences kept the audi-
ence moving and the fast-paced,
high-energy level that they at-
tained didn‘t let down for a sec-
ond. Musical highlights of their
set included the slower-tempoed
title track of their second album,
“’Head to The Sky,” which segued
into a well-harmonized track
from their “Open Our Eyes” al-
bum, “Devotion.”

EW&F’s visuals, although not
novel in that they’ve been done
before by hard rock groups (e.g.
Emerson, Lake & Palmer), were
effectively performed and fan-
tastically received. At cne point
smoke exploded and the bassist,
whom the piece had been focused
upon, was drawn up into the air.
Later, towards the end of their
superior set, a fog machine went
off and the keyboardist, with his
instrument, performed somersaults
rhythmically coordinated with the
music. Terrific!

War, which performed a skillful,
professional set, didn’t quite meet
the standard previously set on-
stage by EW&F. Palpitating
rhythms, propelled by Lee Oscar’s
soulful harp playing, elicited
strong audience response on their
more renowned selections: the
pulsating “Gypsy Man,” their hit
song “Cisco Kid,” the bluesy “The
World Is a Ghetto”” and the Latin-
oriented “’Slippin’ Into Darkness.”

Pointers’ Anniversary

B NEW YORK—Opening night at
the Empire Room in the Waldorf
Astoria (30) marked the first an-
niversary in “Show Biz"” for the
Pointer Sisters (Blue Thumb). The
year, a successful one by anyone’s
standards, saw a top five single and
a top 10 album for the quartet
from Qakland.

Orchestra and Quartet

Ably abetted by Bob Rosen-
garden and his orchestra and their
own quartet, the Pointer Sisters
soulfully and jazzily boogied
through their own renditions of
some truly grand favorites. Open-
ing the set was their recent single
from the “That’s a Plenty’” album
“Steam Heat” followed by the
Dizzy Gillespie and K. Clark tune
“Salt Peanuts.”

A brilliant accomplishment was
the performance of a self penned
‘country tune’ entitled “Fairy Tale.”
Somewhat different from their
usual sound, the song had a country
twang and knee slappin’ gospel
flavor that capitvated the sophisti-
cated Waldorf audience. The other
song written by the Sisters was
“’Shakey Flat Blues” a slinky blues
number depicting the ups and
downs of living in the city.

First and Second Albums

Other numbers deserving men-
tion, mostly from the second al-
bum, were “Love In Them There
Hills,”” a Charleston Rag, “That's a
Plenty”” and, especially noteworthy,
’Little Poney.” From the first album
came “Old Songs,” and their hit
single of last year, “Yes We Can
Can.”

A dynamic and spectacular
group, the Pointer Sisters are im-
mensely diversified in their talents,
as proved in their scat-singing and
improvising throughout the in-
credibly enjoyable set.

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Ashford & Simpson:
‘Waves of Delight’

B NEW YORK — Rarely do song-
writing, singing and entertaining
talents make as strong a combina-
tion as when Nickolas Ashford and
Valerie Simpson (WB) take to the
stage—as they did for four nights
recently (13-16) at the Bottom
Line.

With a decade of Motown hits
to their credit (they’ve written for
Diana Ross, Marvin Gaye and
Tammi Terrell, Gladys Knight and
the Pips and a host of others), the
pair have most of their set ready
made for them. They offer medleys
as well as full renditions of such
sure-to-be standards as “Ain’t No
Mountain High Enough,” “You're
All I Need,” and 1 Need Some-
body.” And while each takes a
brief solo segment in the course of
the set (backed by an excellent
quintet and two vocalists), they are
at their strongest singing together,
shooting energy at each other and
sending waves of delight through
their audiences.

‘Preview’

Previewing their second album
by performing two or three songs
from it, including their new single
“Mainline,” they closed out with a
powerful version of “Gimme Some-
thing Real.” Ashford and Simpson
are more than something real,
though, and it shouldn’t be long
before their popular success is as
strong for their live performances
as it has been for their writing
efforts.

Opening the show was Robin
Kenyatta (Atlantic) playing a lyrical,
well-tempered jazz set.

Triumphant Return for Marvin Gaye

B LOS ANGELES — Marvin Gaye's
high, seductive tenor voice and his
hypnotic, sweetly ululant songs
have probably steamed up more
late-night parties — with dancers
writhing singly or pressed close to-
gether—than the work of any other
Motown artist; and when Gaye
made his first local appearance in
six years last month (17) at the
Forum, it was not hard to imagine
all the sweat and other bodily
lubricants his records must have
generated themselves filling the vast
arena to the brim. But despite his
long absence from performing (and
no doubt partly because of it), Gaye
had obviously had no trouble at-
tracting an audience. There were
over 19,000 people at the Forum
that night, and what they witnessed
was, for Gaye, a personal triumph.

Looking somewhat overweight,
wearing white, rhinestoned overalls
over a white T-shirt and carrying a
red knit cap, Gaye seemed slightly
nervous as he first took the stage,
following sets by Bottom and Com-
pany (also Motown) and Redbone
(Epic). This audience hardly needed
to be wooed, however — they'd
gone crazy when Gaye's brother
came out to introduce him—and as
his performance progressed, he vis-
ibly eased and began to reveal an
extraordinary presence and charm.
Though scarcely looking the sex
symbol, he had only to move to the
edge of the stage for the nearest
female members of the audience to
rush forward, but he didn’t appear
to be coldly -calculating these
moves. Rather, he acted good-hu-
mored about it all, even slightly
satirical.

B BRING AD FOR DISCOUNT: Marilyn Lipsius, who purchased the
Bitter End coffeehouse from Fred Weintraub last March, has found her-
self “too much involved in the business of negotiating and too little
in the creative side of working with acts,” and has placed the club
up for sale. In a telephone interview, she pointed out that the club
had been in a “six month period of decline” when she took it over.
Having since found that a complete overhaul of concept would be
necessary, to remain in business (i.e. a different kind of booking policy
and acquisition of a liquor license, among other things), she was, at
press time, planning to put an off-Broadway show in the room for the
summer in the hope of selling it by fall. The club will remain open

for the next few weeks.

SLICK AND IN FULL COLOR: Bruce Pollack is handling editorial
chores for Contemporary Music, a new magazine scheduled to debut
in September. The magazine is to be given out free at record stores,
and Pollack hopes to build the issues around concepts rather than

individual features.

ROLE CALL: Bob Sarlin has been appointed head of publicity at
Epic, taking over for Penny Ross. Sarlin, whose book “Turn It Up (I
Can’t Hear the Words)" created some controversy earlier this year for
its anaylses of rock lyrics and lyricists, will also be teaching a fall
course at the New School—“The Song Poets.”

Roxy Music & Sharks Attract Academy Cult

B ACADEMY OF MUSIC, NYC—
The normally obnoxious Academy
of Music patron must have been
somewhere else when Roxy Music
and Sharks played here (1). Even
the guy who yells "Whippin’ Post!”
at least five times per act didn’t
show up. These two British rock
bands have a fallowing quite in-
dependent of the “boogiebops”
who normally populate the hall.

Roxy Music

Roxy Music (Atco) headlined a
rather uneven evening of creative
juice and noise intermingled. On
disc, the fact that the group’s sound
hangs in the netherworld ‘twixt tac-
tile boogie and cerebral slush works
to their unique advantage. On
stage however, Byran Ferry seems
to be a genius his band has trouble
following. Especially missed s
Eno; the new synthesizer player is
hardly his equal, as the band’s
rather lackluster performance of
“Virginia Plane’” indicated. But
other songs from their latest album
“Stranded”” fared better, particularly
"“Street Life”” and “Mother of Pearl.”
And previews of Bryan Ferry’s up-
coming solo album  (wafting
through the sound system during
intermission) seem to indicate that
the group’s lead singer is going to
make it here in the States. Roxy’s
hard-core fans enjoyed it all, but for
the most part, one land’s mania re-
mains another country’s cult.

Sharks
More successful live were
Sharks (MCA). They performed

songs from their first album (“First
Water”’) as well as their recent and
more adventurous ““Jab It in Yore
Eye” package. Lead vocalist Snips
twirls around the stage like a man
half-crazed, half-introverted. While
his eyes gleam with the same kind
of r&r eeriness that makes Lou
Reed such a favorite, his voice is
more akin to a cross between Lee
Michaels umph and Burton Cum-
mings tremelo. He introduced
their single "Kung Fu’’ rather clev-

KMET: A Viable Alternative

W LOS ANGELES Although
Metromedia is a large broadcasting
company with all the ramifications
of any corporation, it has in its
fold some of the last vestiges of
major  market  progressive-type
radio. In New York it's WNEW-FM,
in San Francisco it's KSAN-FM, in
Philadelphia it's WMMR-FM and
in Los Angeles it's KMET-FM.

“Some people have complained
that we’ve copped out a bit,” ex-
plained KMET PD Mikel Hunter,
“but AM radio has been changing
even more in the last few years in
catching up to FM, and if the gap
has been narrowing it's coming
from both sides.”” Hunter may
nostalgically remember the days
when a station could conquer a
whopping big share of the market,
like the times of KFWB and Chuck
Blore, but he realistically knows
that today you have to concentrate
on smaller numbers and demo-
graphics. “Numbers are important
in keeping business on the air,
and the station financially success-
ful,” he states. “After all, if you're
not profitable and stay on the air,
you don’t have much of a chance
to be creative.”

Competitive Market

KMET’s ratings have not placed
them at the very top of the pile
of all the stations in LA, but Hun-
ter's hope is that as all the other
stations become more stylized by
being “predictably unpredictable,”
KMET could become everyone’s
second choice. “At one time, LA
was not considered to have a lot
of good radio, but now it's a
strongly competitive market. KLOS
is put together well, doing for al-
bums what KH) did for singles. I
always had the feeling that KLOS
and KMET would be splitting up

B NEW YORK — The NBC Net-
work has - announced that a series
of eight music specials, recorded
live in concert, will be broadcast
on more than 200 radio stations on
eight consecutive Sundays this sum-
mer. The concert series is being
sponsored by the Lee Company,
and is being called the ‘“Lee Jeans
Superjam Concerts.”

The concerts, hosted by NBC’s
Don Imus, continue the radio con-
certs begun by NBC in 1972. Artists
to be featured on the eight week
series include Sha Na Na, the Car-
penters, Three Dog Night, Gladys
Knight & The Pips, Glen Campbell,
Roberta Flack, Tony Orlando &
Dawn and the DeFranco Family.

Musical Awareness

To do that musically means
playing albums that perhaps you
might not hear on other stations,
but Hunter wants to remain very
much aware of what the audience
is into musically. All abums are
screened by MD Richard Kimball,
who advises the staff of their pos-
sibilities. They all have a week to
listen to it all and cast their vote.
Sales and phone requests are also
taken into consideration, but fit-
ting into the sound of the station
is more important than just a
disc’s track record. “Of course,”
as Hunter pointed out, ‘““sometimes
we miss a few, and then we have
to go back and listen again.”” But
he’s proud of the station’s part in
breaking artists in the LA area,
such as Robin Trower. “We cer-
tainly don’t intentionally go out
with the idea of breaking someone,
but we broadcast a KSAN concert
on Trower, got no great response,
repeated it, played his albums, and
had him do a live concert for us.
That kind of thing fulfills what we
want to do — the exposure of
music.”

But music is not the only thing
that the station wants to be in-
volved in: “Our plans always seem
so grandiose because accomplish-
ments are always slow, but we
want to serve the community as

Bukasta reports that new
monies and credit are forthcoming and he hopefully wants to be able
to re-hire everyone. Meanwhile, Stevens is forming a production com-
pany and Larry Woodside, Johnny Darrin, Brother John and Greg Shan-
non are carrying on for KROQ, with Harry Doug Brown’s show iin the
mornings. The format remains unchanged, since the station was so
happy with Stevens’ programming, but the “Flo and Eddie Show’’ will
be switching to another station, not yet announced.

KILT-FM (Houston) . . . No replacement has been named for Chuck
Dunaway who has left to be program director at KIKX in Tuscon.

KLEO (Wichita) . . . Don B. Williams, after ten years on the air,
has gone into sales, and Dave Bauer from KVRO in Stillwater, Okla-
homa is doing the 9 a.m.-noon show.

This
is all being done to the background of Carly Simon’s ““Anticipation,”
and coincided with a national campaign that Heinz is doing on the
same anticipation theme. The idea is that no matter where the listener
goes he will respond to “‘anticipation” and think of KDWB. The con-
cept is to get them to listen just a little longer, hopes Bennett.

B NEW YORK—It is to any group’s
credit to be able to overcome the
built-in hazards of playing at Madi-
son Square Garden, and both 10cc
(UK) and Johnny Winter (Colum-
bia) deserve kudos for their recent
performances there (15).

Johnny Winter

If it's not the ushers who in-
creasingly refuse to seat people
(or seat them in the wrong seats),
then one must beware of flying
objects such as bottles and fire-
crackers—the latter tossed at the
stage as well as around the arena.

You
And Me,” produced by Carole
Hart, as “Outstanding Children’s
Special of the Year” has sparked
an immediate and substantial sales
spurt for the Bell Records album
from which the ABC-TV special
was adapted, according to the
label.

A highly controversial album
when first released, ““Free To Be
... You And Me,” and the tele-
vision show that is based on an
extension of the album, embody
Ms. Thomas’ conviction that chil-
dren must be freed from the stere-
otyped ‘““male-female role” mold
and permitted to realize them-
selves as individuals. The concept
is repeated in a hard cover book
of sketches and songs released by
McGraw Hill.

RCA Taps Rosene

W NEW YORK — The appointment
of Robert B. Rosene as manager,
business affairs, west coast, RCA
Records, has been announced by
Mel Illberman, division vice presi-
dent, business and talent affairs.

Africa.
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Bowie: A Theatrical Innovator
Of The Seventies’ Breed of Rock

B NEW YORK—Few would argue
the fact that David Bowie is one of
the most influential figures in the
turbulent rock scene of the seven-
ties. But his career began in the
mid-sixties with his days as David
Jones and The Lower Third, and
then as David Bowie and the Buzz,
when his first records were largely
ignored by a public preconditioned
to accept a stereotypical idea of the
rock performer.

With guitarist Mick Ronson, he
assembled the backup group later
called “The Spiders from Mars”
and in December 1971, “Hunky
Dory” was released under a new
recording contract with RCA Rec-
ords, negotiated by Bowie’s man-
ager Tony Defries.

Ziggy Stardust

The next step was the develop-
ment of a stage show. Together with
“The Spiders,” Bowie began per-
forming extensively in Britain and
the U.S. His following album, “The
Rise and Fall of Ziggy Stardust and
the Spiders from Mars” charted
strongly as Bowie’s Ziggy Stardust
persona became the first space-rock
hero of the seventies.

The creation of Ziggy enabled
Bowie to bring together coherently
his diverse artistic pursuits: visual
imagery of costumes, electric nu-
ances of uninhibited choreography,
the thematic consistency of his mu-
sic—in short, a type of theatrical
rock presentation never before at-
tempted.

Two extended tours rapidly built
his cult image into a mass follow-
ing. Using the power that came with
that importance, he salvaged the

much-loved British band, Mott the

Hoople (by writing and producing
their first hit single and album “All
The Young Dudes”) and worked
with Lou Reed (producing Reed's
successful “Transformer” album).

By the end of 1972, ""The Rise
and Fall” had carried Bowie to
critical and public acclaim. As a
result, RCA released Bowie's two
previous Mercury albums which
RCA had purchased at the time
Bowie signed with the label: “The
Man Who Sold the World” and
“Space Oddity.” In January 1973,
the title cut of the latter album was
released in the U.S. and became
one of Bowie's biggest hits. It had
been a successful single in England
in 1969.

Bowie kicked off the first of two
1973 international tours with an
SRO Valentine’s Day concert at
New York’s Radio City Music Hall.

In May 1973, RCA released
Bowie’s ““Aladdin Sane” album, a
complex work reflecting Bowie’s

nightmarish vision of the American
cities he visited while on tour, fur-
ther legitimizing Bowie's status as
one of rock’s major innovative
poets.

Sixth Album

Beginning in July 1973, Bowie
retired to the Chateau de Herou-
ville (Chopin’s former residence in
the south of France) where he re-
corded his sixth RCA album, “Bowie
Pinups,” a collection of Bowie's
favorite rock tunes from the 1964-
67 period in London. After its com-
pletion he taped his NBC-TV “Mid-
night Special” entitled “The 1980
Floor Show.” Conceived and de-
signed by Bowie, the show was shot
in London at the Marquee Club in
Soho where he had performed years
earlier with his band, David Jones
and The Lower Third.

Other Projects

Other projects occupying Bowie
during his months away from the
concert stage were the production
of Lulu’s single, “The Man Who
Sold The World,” and his assistance
on the debut RCA albums of his
former lead guitarist Mick Ronson
(“Slaughter On Tenth Avenue”)
and close friend Dana Gillespie
("Weren’t Born A Man’’).

In January 1974, Bowie undertook
his most ambitious recording proj-
ect to date, his conceptua! album,
“Diamond Dogs” (bulleted at 57)
with sessions taking place at the
Olympic Studios in London, as
well as in Holland. A single from
“Diamond Dogs,” "“Rebel Rebel”
(at 87) is spurring sales still further.

Summer Tour

The release of “Diamond Dogs”
will be followed by a summer tour,
titted “The Year of the Diamond
Dogs,” which will expand the
theme of the album into a visual
form for the stage. The 25-date
tour, beginning June 14 at The
Forum in Montreal and including
Madison Square Garden will be fol-
lowed this fall by a second, which
will take Bowie to between 50 and
70 cities. ““The Year of the Diamond
Dogs” is also the first tour in which
Bowie will create around him the
theatrics of his music. Tony award-
winning lighting designer Jules
Fisher, after consultation with
Bowie, drafted the sets and lights.
On the tour, Bowie will show his
musical diversity, playing guitar, sax,
moog synthesizer and Mellotron.
Other musicians on the tour will be
Herbie Flowers on bass, Tony New-
man on drums, and Mike Garson
on keyboard.

The tour, in conjunction with the
album, will show off Bowie’s elec-
trifying fusion of total musicality.

it's different backgrounds, different generations and a different need.
So | think those two in a sense are separate.

RW: But how does one transfer the entertainment value of an Alice on
stage, for kids who are going to go buy the records as a result of seeing
him live, to disc?

Gordon: Right. There has to be a distinction between a stage show
and music, and the broadest distinction of all is the acceptance. In
other words, a sixty year old person | would not expect to go to an
Alice Cooper show. The thing that I'm happy about is that they can
accept Alice as an entity, and appreciate what he does. Not necessarily
want to go see it, not necessarily want to listen to it, but to say ‘‘yes,
he is an entertainer. | don’t particularly like what he does,” but to accept
it as an art form. Opera singers for example. There aren’t very many
people who are into opera, yet they accept opera singers as artists.
That’s something rock and roll never had before. That's what it's starting
to get.

RW: How do you approach the transition to film now?

Gordon: | think you can keep your image in terms of packaging and
you have to keep your image in terms of the kinds of material you
write and what you sing. But not a total tie-together. In terms of
movies, | think the movie is where you can incorporate it all. That's
where you can come across getting everyone. That's where you can pre-
sent something that goes to your entire audience. Alice has a movie
coming out called "Good To See You Again Alice Cooper.” | don't think
that’s the ultimate in what we hope to do but | think it’s a first step.
What it is, is basically a concert with a story line around the concert.
A story line that has some humor to it, some entertainment to it. It
starts in a direction of not showing the fingers of the guitar player.
That’s for stage. Every rock and roll film that’s ever come out, except for
the Beatles’ two movies, they seemed to have felt it important to show
the fingers of the guitar player, and to show someone backstage getting
ready for a concert.

When Frank Sinatra did a movie it wasn’t just him singing. It was
using his ability in translating it into the art form of a movie. Hopefully
that’s where rock and roll can go. | understand “Tommy’’ is going to do

that kind of a thing. It’s really helping. And that’s what helps to make 1

us legitimate. So in our particular movie, that's what we’re attempting to
do. We haven’t taken it as far as we would like to take it. Basically
because we didn’t have time. Also because we felt that the first time we
should work it around the stage presentation, the group, for one spe-
cific reason: When we did the "Billion Dallar Babies” tour we realized
that we couldn’t get to ninety percent of the kids in the country who
wanted to see it. So the main thrust of the movie is to get it to the kids
who weren’t able to see it. Our movie doesn’t open in New York City.
It opens in Binghamton, New York; Tacoma, Washington; Spokane
Washington—it goes to all the tiny cities that we couldn’t get to. So we
wanted to make a presentation of the entire concert. We wanted them
to see all that but we didn’t want to leave it at that. So we wrote a
story line around it. Qut of the 105 minutes of the film there’s about
70 minutes of concert and then 35 minutes of story line. The second
one, when we do our second film, will be much more directed at ex-
actly what we want to do. And that is a nice incorporation of the two.
This one, the main thrust of it was to get it to the people who couldn’t
see the concert tour but not to show them the fingers of the guitar
player. To give them the overall feel of what our theater piece is.

RW: What are you doing in terms of promotion?

Gordon: We do all the promoting ourselves.

RW: Following the same lines . . .

Gordon: Following exactly the same lines we used . . . well, not
exactly the same lines, but the same theory. The picture got a PG rating
so the crux of the campaign is that the censors of the United States of
America have finally decided Alice Cooper is safe for your children.
"Good To See You Again Alice Cooper” is rated PG and is more than
justa concert movie. Really an attempt to open up a whole new market.

RW: One of the comments, | don’t remember if you said it or if
Alice said it, was that anybody who ever wants to interview Alice
Cooper will have to do it in the middle of a set on stage because that’s
the only place Alice really exists. Do we now have a third Alice?

Gordon: Not a third Alice—it's an extension of the Alice Cooper
that's on stage, but without the energy of 18,000 people being poured
into him. Alice on stage, when Alice said that, it's interesting. You
watch Alice before a show and you watch him get onto a stage and he
takes on all the qualities of the audience. When you deal with a youth
audience, the qualities of a youth audience are rebellion, and we all
live through it and we all know it. So that’s what Alice becomes on
stage: This rebellious, venomous, confused person, who doesn’t know
where to turn, what to do. | think the lyrics from “18” really express

April Wins Motion

B NEW YORK — April Music Inc.,
a publishing subsidiary of CBS, has
won a motion reducing the dam-
ages recovered from April by Elto-
lad Music Inc. In a decision
handed down in Los Angeles Su-
perior Court on May 30 by Judge
George M. Fell, April’s motion for
a new trial was granted unless Elto-
lad agrees to accept $4,813.84 in
compensatory damages ‘and $40,-
000 in punitive damages. This was
a substantial reduction from the
original figures awarded to Eltolad
by the jury verdict, which were
$20,000 in compensatory damages
and $1.5 million in punitive dam-
ages.
Breach of Contract

Eltolad sued April Music Inc. in
a contract dispute regarding com-
poser Jerry Williams. Eltolad Music
Inc. claimed that Williams had been
induced to breach his contract with
them in 1969 in order to move
over to April Music. Since the jury
had awarded Eltolad $1.52 million
damages in Los Angeles last April
5, April Music sought a new trial,
which the Judge has now granted.
This leaves Eltolad with the choice
of either accepting the reduction in
damages, appealing the decision, or
moving for a new trial. The court
has given Eltolad a June deadline
for its decision.

Sly Weds at the Garden:
'It's A Family Affair’

W MADISON SQUARE GARDEN,
N.Y. — It was definitely not one
of your typical June weddings.
With 23,000 spectators present, it
could hardly be described as inti-
mate. And certainly the groom’s
side was much more well-repre-
sented than the bride’s. But it was
definitely an ““event,” in the strict-
est sense of the word, as Epic
recording star Sly Stone/Sylvester
Stewart wed Kathy Silva on the
stage of New York’s Madison
Square Garden last week (5).

Sly’s mother (introduced by the
emcee ““Soul Train” main-man Don
Cornelius) imparted a “homey”
ambience as she spoke to the
crowd about the blissful occasion.
She, in tumn, introduced Sly’s
twelve-year-old cousin, Lisa Davis,
who proceeded to belt out, with
an incredibly rich voice, the tradi-
tional gospel wedding-song, I
Know Who Holds Tomorrow.”
The stage was soon packed with
gold-clad wedding participants,
quiet was called for, and the
capacity crowd cheered the cere-
mony on.

Sly’s first concert as a married
man was short but sweet. He was
in top form as his euphoric brand
of music filled the Garden and
kept the crowd jumping. His high-
spirited synthesis of sounds was
jam-packed with all sorts of musi-
cal delights, as the remarkable
vocal interplay among the group
members propelled the ecstatic
audience to new heights. High-
lighting his set were familiar hits
including “Thank You (Falettinme
Be Mice EIf Agin),” “M’lady,”
“Family Affair,” “Stand,” “l1 Wanna
Take You Higher” and several
selections from his forthcoming
album, ““Small Talk.”

Eddie Kendricks (Tamla) warmed
the crowd up for Sly with soulfully
tight compositions enhanced with
backing from some very cohesive
musicmen. A medley of previous
hits drew terriffic audience re-
sponse, set-off by “The Way
You Do the Things You Do” and
“Get Ready.” His smash ‘“‘Boogie
Down’ was the set’s sparkler.

The final raid was conducted on
Moffit's Store in Silver Run, Md.,
where police seized 151 pirated
tapes and charged the owner, Her-
man Jack Moffit, and a sales clerk,
Herbert E. Meyers, with violations
of the state law.

All of the retailers were released
in their own recognizance pending
caurt hearings. Cooper was released
on bail of $6,000 pending a hear-
ing in Carroll County District Court
August 23. Hearings for the dealers
in  Westminster, Hampstead and
Silver Run will be held in that court
the same day. The dealers from
Ocean City are to appear for a
hearing June 18 in District Court
of Worcester County.

that kind of a feel. There are still problems because most of the people
in the business don’t realize it yet. | think record companies certainly
are the ones who are most at fault in terms of not realizing that. They
still think rock and roll is a whole limited thing.

RW: When videodiscs start coming out. . . .

Gordon: Then they’re going to have to start changing their heads. But
you still get the same kind of reluctance from record companies to
accept rock and roll as something that’s going to stay. There still is . . . |
don’t know one record company yet that is concerned with the kind
of production their acts do. | know we have a company that produces
stage shows for people. When a record company has someone like
Liza Minnelli, they’re very concerned about the stage production.
They're willing to help it out. But when it comes to someone in rock
and roll, they don’t want to talk to you. Stage production? What stage
production? They want to hear him play. So in a sense they’re holding
the reins as much as anyone else. It’s strictly “give me a hit single.”
Not build a personality.

RW: When do you reach a point of overkill in terms of audience,
not even in terms of record companies? If you have cooperation, then
how do you start to pull back or hold your own reins?

Gordon: | don’t think it's a matter of holding the reins, it's moving
ahead. | would hate to stop the creative flow, | just don’t want it to
get locked in. So we keep trying to move ahead. Overkill of an audience
is a very important thing. We’ve now taken a year off. Alice won’t be
out on the road for a year. No show, probably no albums for a year.
We're gonna hold back for a year. Let everybody else start to catch up
and then move ahead.

:RW: Most of the people who are aware of these things are the ones
who become superstars.

Gordon: | think every superstar has had to be aware of it. | think the
thing that they weren’t aware of in a sense—or maybe they were and
didn’t care—was translating it into the other generation. Alice is quite
concerned about being recognized as a legitimate performer. Like when
Helen Hayes, after the Snoop Sisters, said “It's always great to work
with a fine actor.”” That was the thrill of his life. Again, though, the
record company still doesn’t understand the thing of “entertainer.”
They want to hear what the next album’s going to be. The music.

RW: Well, for them it still is the single.

Gordon: It's half of it. | think the other half is the image. The single’s
going to determine if you sell a million units, but one goes with the
other. | think if Alice had just his music out he wouldn’t have sold what
he sold. So it .works hand in hand. And if it's going to remain as an
art form then it’s going to have to just keep building.

B LONDON—After two weeks of speculation former U.K. Bell chief
Dick Leahy has announced that he is to join forces with the Gem-Toby
Organisation and will run their new GTO Record Company. Leahy’s
association with GTO managing director Laurence Myers goes back over
four years and has involved several artists including Gary Glitter, Edison
Lighthouse and the Fantastics. The GTO label will be run along the
same lines as Bell’s operation, and until separate premises are obtained,
Leahy will cooperate from the company’s Regent Street offices.

Previously better known for their success in the album field, Warner
Brothers should soon have four singles in the top 40: Alan Price’s
“’Jarrow Song” and Scaffold’s “Liverpool Lou” are already there, with
Lynsey De Paul ("Ooh | Do”) and the Doobie Brothers (“Pursuit On
53rd Street”) following closely behind. Meanwhile, WEA International
has appointed former managing director of EM! Ireland Sheldon Heller
as the company’s liaison executive in Japan where he will co-ordinate
the company’s activities with Wantanabe Productions and Pioneer
Electronics. Other changes in the International division of the company
include the resignation of European co-ordinator Hans Officier.

Major concerts have been announced for the summer, the most
promising of which is an open air festival featuring Led Zeppelin, the
Mahavishnu Orchestra, Van Morrison, Caledonian Express, the Doobie
Brothers and possibly the Allman Brothers, planned for July 20 at Kneb-
worth Park in Hertfordshire, which will be billed as the "Bucolic
Frolic.” Former Mahavishnu man Billy Cobham plays the Rainbow on
July 12 while Ronnie Lane has already commenced his "’Passing Show"’
tour which takes the form of a rock and roll circus coinciding with the
release of “The Poacher” single (GM), and the Kinks plan a London
Palladium concert on June 9 although their ’Preservation’” musical
will not be premiered until the fall. Finally, Blue headline their own
tour through June after a successful series of dates supporting Focus.

The tragic death of a David Cassidy fan was the result of thousands
being crushed after protective barriers gave way at the White City
Stadium (26). Several other kids were injured at the teen idol’s only
London show which played to 35,000, but a vastly reduced number
attended his Manchester concert a few days later as a result of the
unfortunate accident. Promoter Mel Bush issued a statement to the
effect that every precaution was taken to avoid such a tragedy in the
preparation of the concert, including the appointment of 400 security
men and the construction of extra barriers.

will be marketable here because
they’re better records.” And so
many of Europe’s top recording
stars want to hit it big in the U.S.
because that's their ultimate goal in
terms of ego and finances. Rabino-
witz attributes much of this to the
fact that music has become com-
petitive on a universal level.

Personal Projects

Presently Rabinowitz is in the
midst of working on several inter-
national acts whom he feels have
the potential to break here as well
as in their native lands. Michal
Urbaniak, a Polish avant-garde
rock/jazz musician, is an artist who
Rabinowitz feels is breaking slowly
here, and has the talent to be an
established star over a long period
of time. Also from that country
comes Nieman, “Poland’s biggest
rock artist,”” whom CBS will try to
break in England and then in the
States. Regarding this sudden surge
from Poland, Rabinowitz com-
mented, “Any society that's been
repressed and then opens up will
show music just bubbling out from
it.” Gigliola Cinquetti, who has es-
tablished herself internationally, sell-
ing all over Europe, Japan and South
America is recording in English for
release here, too.

As Rabinowitz’ predictions be-
come fully realized, music will
truly become the universal language.
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Angel's Erwin and His Wurlitzer

By SPEIGHT JENKINS

NEW YORK In  capturing
Gunther Schuller and the New
England Conservatory Ragtime En-
semble for the “Red Back Book,”
Angel Records minted solid gold
with the considerable help of
Scott Joplin. Now the company
hopes to repeat its success and
capitalize on a movie-music craze
that has been heavily mined by
RCA. The unifier of these disparate
elements is not the recording of
the Academy Award winning
“Sting” score, but an old pipe
organ,

The Fox

The Fox (later known as the
Capitol) Theatre in Washington,
D. C. was built in the twenties,
and had its mirror image in most
American cities—a movie palace
that seemed to rival every known
(and unknown) extravagance in
architecture. They went out of
favor after World War Il and in a
tragically wasteful gesture were
generally torn down. The Traver-
tine palaces put up in New York,
Atlanta, Washington, Los An-
geles and other American cities
frequently cannot touch their
acoustics. If only more cities had
followed the example of St. Louis
or Pittsburgh in converting these
old houses for live performances,
concert life in America would be
much richer. Fortunately, in the
debris of the Capitol Theater, one
Richard Kline saved the great
Wourlitzer organ and transported
it to his home in Maryland. In
addition to a battery of percussion
and traps, it has 28 sets of pipes.
It can suggest any string instru-
ment, most of the winds and any
number of percussive instruments.

Theater Organ

Add the discovery of the organ
to composer-organist Lee Erwin
and one has a re-creation of the
era of our parents and grand-
parents in music. Erwin played
theater organ in the last days of
the silent movies, and then per-
formed in Cincinnati-in the spot
between the talking picture and

the stage show (a tradition still.

maintained in New York’s Radio
City Music Hall).

Teaching Role -
He played organ over-the radio

for years, becoming staff organist-

for CBS in New York and then a
long-time associate of Arthur
Godfrey. After Godfrey, Erwin
joined the staff of New York’s
Lehmann College, teaching elec-
tronic music, but his performing
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career on the old organ received
a huge boost in 1967, when he
was asked to write a new score
for Gloria Swanson’s ""Queen
Kelly.” The success of that silent
film and others that followed has
given Erwin much scoring to do.
His first record with the Wurlitzer
on Angel, “Sound of Silents,” de-
tails his movie re-creation. Such
pieces as Rudolph Valentino’s
“The Eagle,” Douglas Fairbanks’
“Thief of Bagdad” and the fan-
tastic “Phantom of the Opera”
have delighted audiences across
the country. Included also on the
record is the famous “Diane,”
written by Erno Rapee and Lew
Pollack as the theme of their
““Seventh Heaven.”
Scott Joplin

No sooner had he finished the
record exploring his silent movie
scores than Erwin turned to Scott
Joplin. Many a silent movie audi-
ence enjoyed Joplin in the inter-
mission, and Erwin’s interpretive
gifts and the sound of the Wur-
litzer give Joplin yet another and
justified sound. On the excellent
record, “Rosebud,” named after a
Joplin rag, Erwin includes rags by
Kerry Mills, Harry Guy and the
nonagenarian Eubie Blake. Blake,
incidentally, has appeared at Car-
negie Hall only within the last
year on a marvelous program
shared with William Bolcom. Er-
win now pays tribute in this rec-
ord, not only to the incredible
Joplin, but to some of the other
ragtime talents that flourished in
that now-rediscovered era.

mid to upper 60’s for retailers, and
around the 50 cent mark for inde-
pendent distributors. Final figures
will depend on each label’s deci-
sion on whether or not to increase
the spread.

e Despite what will be an ap-
proximate 10 cent increase in the
manufacturers’ selling price, in-
dustry veterans believe that there
will be further singles price in-
creases later this year.

e If the spread between sub-
distributors and retailers is in-
creased drastically, some label
executives point out, it might have
the effect of driving the retailers’
singles business to the rack job-
bers and one-stops, a move that
other label executives seem to
favor. But this move may backfire:
retailers may wind up paying a
higher price on a percentage basis
from a jobber, than if they would
buy the singles themselves, re-
sulting in a further erosion of the
dealer’s profit.

‘Overdue’

The increase in singles prices,
coming on the heels of increases
in album and tape prices, is seen
in many places as long overdue.
“We haven’t raised the price of
singles in over a decade,” said
one vice president for a major
manufacturer. “Costs have in-
creased tremendously in that time,
and as long as we can keep the
retail price under a dollar, 1 see
no reason why the price shouldn’t
be raised.” He added that his
company was watching the rest
of the industry before making any
final decision.
