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New Vinyl Regulations
May Affect Industry

By IRA MAYER
 NEW YORK - The Occupa-
tional Safety and Health Adminis-
tration (OSHA) last week an-
nounced new standards for em-
ployee exposure to vinyl chloride
monomer, a necessary ingredient
in the production of polyvinyl
chloride-the basic material from
which records are pressed.

The Society of the Plastics In-
dustry, Inc. called the new stand-
ards (one part per million of
vinyl chloride monomer as meas-
ured over an eight -hour working
day, with a ceiling of five parts
per million as measured over any
15 minute period) "unrealistic
and probably . . . impossible for
most, if not all, of the industry to
meet." Vinyl chloride monomer
has been linked in recent months
with a higher than normal inci-
dence of angiosarcoma of the
liver, a rare form of cancer,
among previously highly exposed
workers.

Some record pressers have re-
portedly informed record com-
panies that their (the pressers')
suppliers may be faced with in-
creased costs because of the new
standards, and that they may be
forced to raise their pressing fees.
When Record World contacted
several manufacturers, however,
both independent and divisions
of record companies, the reaction
was that it is too early to tell what
impact the new standards will

MI Bob Thiele first became inter-
ested in jazz when he heard a
Fats Waller record at the age of
13. He then followed the route
from record collector to disc
jockey to producer/independent
record company. His first label
was Signature, after which he
went to work at Decca, Roulette
and Impulse, before forming Fly-
ing Dutchman, which is now
manufactured and distributed by
RCA. He's recorded everyone
from Buddy Hackett to Buddy
Holly to a first pairing of Louis
Armstrong and Duke Ellington. In
this Dialogue, Thiele discusses his
various accomplishments and out-
looks as regard the current rapid
growth in the world of jazz. Bob Thiele

Record World: With 35 years in the record business, and your new
association with RCA, you must have some pretty firm ideas about
the functions-and problems-of record companies.

Bob Thiele: I've been in the record business all my life, and I con-
fess to sometimes actually quitting-I don't think I've actually ever
really been fired from a record company. I usually wind up quitting.
But one of the strong feelings I have about music and, of course, the
record companies that make the music, that record it is, that I think
that basically the public is the one to decide whether the record is
good or whether it is poor. That doesn't mean that a record
company shouldn't publicize it and promote the product and expose
it and make it available. But that can be done and sometimes the
record doesn't sell even with all the publicity and promotion.

I think the main problem I've had in my career has been what I

would call "in house experts." I've always dreaded, for instance, the
weekly meetings with nine guys who sit around a table and decide
that this record is good, or this record is no good, not taking into
consideration what went into it, and also the possibility that the
public might accept it. And I've always been a little bit ahead. For
example, I wanted to record Pharoah Sanders for ABC. Well, it took
me two months to get approval to record him and no one wanted to
spend any money, and Pharoah will admit this: the first album was
made for union scale. I think he got three or four hundred dollars
to make the record. And until the record came out, everyone said,
"what kind of crap it this, this isn't going to sell, it doesn't mean
anything, it's a lot of junk, you can't dance to it, you can't listen to it."
But after the record was out I remember getting a call from the
president of the company saying, "Hey, did we sign that Pharoah
Sanders?" and I said, "No, you didn't want to." "Oh," he said, "sign
him up now, let's get him."

That to me, is a terrible, terrible drain on anyone who is creative.
I remember he wrote a tune for Louis Armstrong-this was at ABC-
a tune called "What A Wonderful World." I took it down to Louis in
Washington, and he flipped over the song, and said, "Let's go ahead
and do it." Now this was a ballad and he had just had a big hit with
"Hello Dolly." So after the recording was made and everyone heard
it, the various sales people and promotion people said, "How could
you be so stupid as to record a ballad when this guy is known for
his Dixieland hits?" The only thing I could say was that it was a great
song and it's a switch. It's a change. The record came out and I don't
think we sold more than 1000 records, but only because everyone
decided that the record was no good, it wasn't really exposed. But in
England and throughout Europe it sold close to two million records
and forced the American company to take Louis back in and do a
whole album for the rest of the world. So I mentioned Pharoah and
Louis, and at some point I just quit. I said I must be on my own and

I started Flying Dutchman. Now in these times, probably the most
difficult thing in the record business to do it to be an independent
record producer.

RW: Why is that?
Thiele: I think that the economics have changed. I think that the

major companies in the past 10 years have become more aware of
what they should do and what kind of music they should record, and
I think that they have eaten up the areas where the independent
companies could exist. In other words, you can't be a specialist. It's
almost impossible, because in a way the major companies do cover
all those areas of music, whether it's jazz, rock, etc. I think that's one
of the best things that has happened.

One of the best things that has happened for me at the moment
is becoming involved with RCA in a new administration that has that
view. In other words, as the head of RCA Italia said, "We are RCA
Records, we must cover all areas of music, even if we just sell three
or four thousand of our polkas." And I think that's what's happening
with RCA. I think that now RCA is into the jazz field. I'm happy to be
a part of it. I think that I'll come up with jazz records. I'm interested
in other types of music and I hope to do other types of music.

RW: What's the difference from the producer's point of view be-
tween making a jazz album and, say, a rock album?

Thiele: The budget is one thing that's different, there's no question
about it. I think that we went through a period where jazz musicians
overpriced themselves. That was about eight or ten years ago, when
there seemed to be a brief resurgence of jazz. It's happening again,
but I think this time it's here to stay.

RW: Was that related to the growth of black militancy?
Thiele: I think it was then. I think the resurgence now, believe it

or not, is due to-this is my theory-is due to rock and roll. My
theory is that more people are interested in music, more people can
play music than ever before. It seems that every kid in America can
pick up a guitar and play and with so much music out there, and so
much music becoming a part of the bloodstream of the kids . . . I

feel the musicians that play it, if they have any ability, must go on to
something else. In other words, they really can't continue to play
rock. It might become a little boring musically, if you are a musician.
So he must expand his horizons and I think that the rock musicians
by getting into jazz are making people aware of jazz.

In the old days a Benny Goodman would never stand up and say,
"Well, I'm glad you like that arrangement. That was written by a
fellow named Fletcher Henderson, and I would like you to all go
out and buy Fletcher Henderson records." But Eric Clapton will
stand up in front of 10,000 kids and say, "Hey, before we go into the
next tune,1 want you to know that I learned to play because I listened
to B. B. King. And I want you kids to listen to B. B. King and to go out
and pick up his records." The rock guys are really responsible for
this tremendous interest in jazz music, and even in the blues.

RW: Today's jazz audience, even for the Benny Goodmans, though,
are mostly young people.

Thiele: The strict jazz player or swing player, whether it's Zoot Sims
or Benny Goodman, these guys are still playing and even though
they'll come out in their fine bib and tucker, a suit and a tie, the kids
are searching them out and listening to them. These guys don't have
to dress like a contemporary guy, they wear their business suits. I saw
Zoot Sims at a little club with Bucky Pizzarelli. Half the place was
filled with young college kids digging what they were playing. That's
what they're interested in.

RW: What about some of the people you've helped start?
Thiele: Getting back to the association with RCA, I can't blame a

Gato Barbieri for not being with me anymore. When you start a small
company . . . in a couple of years I had Gato to a point where he

And a six figure suit is being filed against
Capricorn Records by the Reverend Pearly Brown, a blind streetsinger
in Macon, Georgia. Brown is suing Capricorn for $200 thousand in
damages for Wet Willie's alleged unauthorized use of his photo on
their album jacket. The album designer claims that Brown authorized
and was cooperative during the shooting . . . King Crimson has dis-
banded after their five year career after the group recently concluded
a successful tour of the U.S., during which a live album was recorded.
The album will be released next year, while their final studio album,

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L.A. School of Broadcasting Thriving
 LOS ANGELES - The Los An-
geles School of Broadcasting is

one of the fastest growing black -
owned businesses in Southern
California. It was founded in Au-
gust, 1972, by Don (Tracy) Mal-
loy at the time an announcer at
KGFJ. The school is perhaps the
only broadcasting school in the
country that is owned and oper-
ated by blacks.

Career Opportunities
"I felt then, and I still do now,

that broadcasting is a wide open
enterprise for almost anyone who
chooses it for a career," said
Tracy in a recent interview. Tracy
also pointed out that his school
teaches its students all aspects of
broadcasting. "We have an ex-
pert staff that is proficient in the
areas of announcing, radio and
TV news, writing, and just about
all areas of the industry," he said.

Tracy also indicated that the
school has grown at such a rate
that he was recently forced to re-
sign his duties at radio station

KGFJ in Los Angeles to work full
time at the school. "Now we have
students coming to the school
from all areas of the country," he
said, "mainly because Los An-
geles is the headquarters of the
entertainment industry." In addi-
tion, we are a quarterly system
school with semesters starting in
October, January, April and July.
So I found that I did not have
time to work full-time at the ra-
dio station and handle all of my
duties here at the school.

Future
When asked about the future

of the school and blacks in the
area Tracy added, "Broadcasting
is an area where blacks, or any
other minority can grow. The op-
portunities in television are ex-
panding. The same can be said
with radio.

His career hit a lull in recent years-his
records and performances uneven and uninspired-but he has re-
turned with a commercial (if over -produced) new album (Columbia)
and a live show which is a model of professionalism and pacing with-
out being forced or overly slick. Using Orphan as a back-up band (and
they proved that material is all that is lacking from their own career),
Rush went through old and new songs, singing a particularly moving
version of Wayne Berry's "Indian Woman From Wichita." Opening
the show was Diana Marcovitz, doing an overly long set, but winning
the audience with her 'miniature Gilbert & Sullivan operetta,' "The
William Morris Agency."

The Jerry Jeff Walker/Doug Sahm bill (28) had a cold rainy night
working against it, and a sound system which seemed unable to
adjust properly to either performer. Walker also appeared to be (and
made no bones about being) in a particularly antagonistic mood.

"Gate of Horn" gave him a

chance to display his virtuosity
on the electric 12 -string guitar,
while a "Turn, Turn, Turn" riff
at the end of each verse of "The
Lady" had several patrons on
their feet applauding.

The high point of this per-
formance was "Chestunt Mare,"
as McGuinn's wonderfully -con
trolled spoken verses carefully
built the tension until he kicked
out and soared on the refrain,
"I'm gonna catch that horse if I

can . . .," his vocal reflecting a
mixture of pride, determination
and love.

This was vintage McGuinn:
Strong in voice, "sideways phras-
ing" intact, subtle and efficient
on his instrument. His defiant
L.A. swagger was proof that the
McGuinn genius is, once again,
at large.

Well-known folkies Happy and
Artie Traum opened the show
with a set of traditional and
original folk songs including
"Freight Train Blues," "Jackham-
mer Blues," and their own
tribute - in - song to Mississippi
John Hurt, modeled after the late
bluesman's classic song "Creole
Belle."

Pirated Tapes Seized

In Maryland Raids
 WASHINGTON-Raids by the
Maryland State Police and the
FBI have resulted in the arrests
of four men and the seizure of
$65,000 worth of allegedly
pirated 8 -track cartridge tapes.

More than 10,000 tapes were
seized in a raid on a warehouse
operated by Cee Lee Associates
in Beaver Heights, Md. Arrested
were Lee Kopit, of Silver Spring,
Md., and Frederick Toland and
Richard Tener, both from Greens-
boro, N.C. All three were charged
with violating Maryland's anti -
piracy law.

FBI agents arrested Abdel
Rhaim Oman, 32, who was alleg-
edly selling infringing copies of
sound recordings from a van in
a parking lot here. More than
8000 pirated tapes were seized.

Bill Clark, a spokesman for the
Maryland State Police, said a

lengthy investigation that has pre-
ceded the raids indicated "a
highly profitable organized type
of crime that extends all along
the eastern seaboard as far north
as Boston and south to North
Carolina."

Including the current seizures
and arrests, State Police have
arrested 20 persons and seized
almost 37,000 pirated tapes so
far this year, said Clark.

Three sides of the album
are filled with his "Electronic Sonata For Souls Loved By Nature" for
a large orchestra. The piece is in 15 movements or events with a
prepared tape running under the instrumental performance. Also on
the album is an orchestral piece "Now And Then" and "Concerto
for Self -Accompanied Guitar."

A third album contains Russell's "Othello Ballet Suite," an amazing
orchestra piece that holds up without the visual element of the ballet
and an interesting organ sonata performed by Russell.

those instances where the company didn't want me to record McCoy.
His first album sold 800 copies. Well, look where McCoy is today.
We stayed with him, we kept making records because deep down,
you have to be pretty stupid not to know some greatness. When you
hear something great, that's what you stay with, and eventually the
public gets to it.

RW: What about the matter of insuring that the public is given the
opportunity of "getting to it?"

Thiele: I think that the mentality. is changing. I think the most
important feature of that mentality is that record people today, I

hope, and I send this out to record people wherever they may be,
all over the world, don't prejudge records. Let them get out there. If
you don't want to advertise and publicize it, don't do that . . . but
still let the record get out. Don't prejudge it and say don't release it,
don't put a record out. Because then, that's one man against 225
million people, saying "I don't think that's going to sell." I think
you have to be positive. I think that you have to get product out there.
You don't pour it out, but certainly you do everything, with some
grace and some style, and you try to record -what I like to say is
some greatness -but get that product out and let the people decide.

 NEW YORK - Quadraphonic
sound is still in its infancy, wag-
ing an uphill struggle against lack
of consumer understanding of its
technical complexities, the addi-
tional cost of the components
needed to effect quad and the
lack of standardization and soft-
ware in the market place. An edu-
cational process is called for, with
several quad software producers
leading the way with in-store dis-
plays and explanatory brochures.
Assisting the establishment of
quad -consciousness is the advent
of quadraphonic programming on
some FM rock stations.

While most rock stations are
not yet offering a significant por-
tion of their daily programming
in quad, many have availed them-
selves of pre -produced quad by
carrying quad recorded specials
such as the bi-weekly "King Bis-
cuit Flower Hour" and the weekly
"On Tour" show. While these
shows are broadcast in compati-
ble stereo -and -quad and there is
no real estimate of just how

many listeners are actually hear-
ing the shows in quadraphonic,
the fact of quad is being pre-
sented in a realistic manner. A
parallel could be drawn with the
early days of color TV, when not
all programming was in color, but
color programs were being shown
and the consumer, probably still
watching in b&w, was made
aware of what he was missing.

On Tour Asociates, who pro-
duce the "On Tour" show, are
using QS four -channel encoding
and feel that the listener will
eventually be encouraged to con-
sider quad in an effort to capture
the full impact of these in -con-
cert type broadcasts. John Parker,
president of On Tour Associates,
says, "One of our main objectives
in the production of this series is
to offer radio stations and the
listening public the highest pos-
sible quality with the greatest
realism in recreation of the con-
cert -hall experience. Through the
use of the QS 4 -channel encoding
system, we found we could get a
superb quadraphonic effect and
an enhanced stereo effect which
made the program exceedingly
attractive to radio stations and
listeners."

 NEW YORK-Four-channel re-
ceivers and high quality tape re-
corders seemed to be the brunt
of the new products released this
week by a number of electronics
firms. From Kenwood come two
new four -channel receivers with
built-in CD -4 demodulators, SQ
decoders and RM decoders. Both
the KR -9940 and the KR -8840
have hefty new power ratings that
give plenty of power for two -
channel reproduction as well as
full power in the four -channel
mode. Prices for both units are in
the $90D-$1000 rage. Sansui has
also introduced a new four -chan-
nel receiver (Model QRX-7001)
which lists for $879.95 and in-
cludes a vario-matrix chip for
both QS and SQ decoding as well
as a built-in CD -4 demodulator.

Older Systems

Older four -channel receivers
which don't include all three de-
coding systems are also being at-
tended to. Marantz has an-
nounced a CD -4 demodulator
(Model CD -400, $99.95 with pur-
chase of other Marantz equip-
ment, $139.95 alone) which can
be usec with any four -channel
receiver on the market. Phase

Lafayette Readies New Catalogue
 NEW YORK - Considered the
largest direct -mail electronics
firm, Lafayette Radio Electronics'
yearly catalogue usually sets the
standard as to what's happening
in the consumer electronics -en-
tertainment field. Their latest
catalogue, no. 750, is their once -
a -year bible featuring everything
from the most sophisticated re-
ceivers to color TVs and do-it-
yourself projects.

This year's catalogue has seen
a revamping of Lafayette's tradi-
tional style, having been enlarged
from its traditional 6 x 8" size to
a new 8.5 x 11" format. The first
85 pages of the 250 page cata-
logue are devoted exclusively to
receivers, speakers, turntables and
related tape recorder items. Al-
most 50 percent of the receivers
and amplifiers offered under the
Lafayette trademark are four -
channel, in keeping with last
year's four -channel catalogue
push. In addition, the company is
now featuring a variety of other
receivers and amps from the new
generation of brand name manu-
facturers including Pioneer, Ma-
rantz, Kenwood, Sherwood,
Fisher, JVC and Dynaco. The same
is true with the speaker section,
with JBL, Pioneer, Marantz, Fisher
and Dynaco being given equal
space with Lafayette's own

speaker line.
This trend towards brand

names continues throughout the
catalogue, with Sony, Garrard,
Dual, Craig, Panasonic, Sanyo,
Teac and TDK being heavily rep-
resented.

Last year's full page pitch for
the JVC half -inch portable video
system nas been reduced to a

quarter of a page, but the com-
pany continues to include video
equipment (three years straight
now) while other firms, such as
Radio Shack, have yet to list any
video gear in their catalogue.

If there is any major shift in
catalogue policy, it is the front -
of -the -book push for calculators;
a variety of units are given full -
color display space on the same
page with telephone answering
devices and new hi-fi com-
ponents.

In all, the new catalogue has no
real surprises except for the em-
phasis of a variety of name brands
in every catalogue, with the likes
of Sony and Pioneer apparently
firmly established in the con-
sumer's mind, at least as far as
the Lafayette people are con-
cerned. A copy of the catalogue
is available free from Lafayette
Radio Electronics, 111 Jericho
Turnpike, Syosset, New York
11791.

Linear Electronics, known as a
manufacturer of high quality
audio components, has also intro-
duced an add-on unit, an out-
board decoder device producing
QS and SQ decoding as well as
two synthesizer functions allow-
ing the use to modify the sound
to suit his or her ear. The unit
will sell for under $300.

Reel -to -Reel

In the reel-to-reel tape recorder
field more quality items have
been introduced to compete with
the already stiff quality -for -value
market. Dokorder has announced
their new Model 7100 ($400), a
moderately priced stereo tape
deck with solenoid controls and
a three -motor tape transport. The
company has also announced a
new $649.95 tape deck, Model
1120, which takes 10.5 inch reels
and operates at both 15 and 7.5
ips. In the lower end of the reel-
to-reel market comes a new Sony
system, the TC-570, listing at
$499.95 and including two Sony
mikes, two speakers and sound -
on -sound recording capabilities.

Superscope
Long known as the U.S. dis-

tributor for Sony audio products
and tape, Superscope has become
a name brand with the introduc-
tion of a variety of tape equipment
providing many of the functions
and advantages of higher -priced,
more established equipment at
prices that are usually lower.
Their new model CRS -152 is an
example of the type of equipment
they keep adding to their line.
For $199.95 the buyer gets a

radio/cassette music system com-
plete with AM/FM stereo tuner,
stereo cassette recorder and de-
tachable speakers. Included in the
system is a handy patent -pending
device which has a condenser
mike built into each of the speak-
ers, making it possible to use the
speakers as mikes for recording
in stereo as well as playback.
There is also a special sleep func-
tion switch which turns off the
unit automatically.

 NEW YORK-Starr Broadcast-
ing Group has announced the
appointment of Allan J. Eisenberg
as vice president and general
manager of WQIV-FM. Eisenberg
moves to WQIV from KUDL-AM
in Kansas City, another Starr
Group operation.

Wisconsin Court
Enjoins Pirate
 MADISON, WISC. - The
Supreme Court of Wisconsin has
ordered a lower court judge to
grant an immediate temporary
injunction barring Economic
Consultants, Inc., doing business
as E -C Tape Service, and its
president, David L. Heilman,
from making or selling pirated
sound recordings. The lower
court was also directed to issue
an order barring Heilman and
his company from destroying,
transferring, concealing or other-
wise placing beyond the jurisdic-
tion of the Wisconsin courts
their inventory of pirated record-
ings and other assets, or their
books and other documents.

The Superme Court thus over-
ruled the decision by Judge
Robert W. Landry, of the Mil-
waukee County Circuit Court,
who granted a temporary injunc-
tion against the defendants but
stayed the effective date for 90
days. Judge Landry had also re-
fused to extend a previously is-
sued order by the Supreme
Court that would have restrained
the transfer of assets by the
defendants.

The Supreme Court ruling was
made in response to an applica-
tion for an Alternative Writ of
Mandamus by Mercury Record
Productions, Inc., and a number
of other record companies. They
had brought suit against Eco-
nomic Consultants and Heilman
alleging that the unauthorized
duplication of their sound record-
ings by the defendants was un-
fair competition under the laws
of the State of Wisconsin.

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Mose Allison, Syreeta Lay it on the Line
 NEW YORK - An established
jazz artist and a star on the hori-
zon shared the stage recently at
the Bottom Line (21). In this case,
the principals were, respectively,
Mose Allison (Atlantic) and
Syreeta (Motown).

Mose Allison keeps on keepin'
on in what has been called his
"flame -under -a -bush" style. Aid-
ed by Jack Hanna on bass and
Bill Goodman on drums, Allison
played a quietly energetic set of
jazz, city blues and country blues
songs, all mostly familiar and all
well -received.

As a singer, Allison is an

acquired taste. To be brutally
honest, his voice is dry, nasally
and virtually colorless. Yet his
vocals have an affecting quality,
due in no small part to the fact
that they blend perfectly with his
mellow sound. More than a few
of the songs he performed were
songs associated first and fore-
most with Mose Allison: "Parch-
mont Farm," "Love the Life I

Live," "I Ain't Got Nothin' But
The Blues," and the jazz versions
of "You Are My Sunshine" and
Hank Williams' "Hey Good
Looki n'."

Allison, Hanna and Goodman
approached their music in an
orderly, businesslike manner, and
the star gave his cohorts ample
opportunity to display their skills.

Hanna, bobbing and weaving
behind an upright bass that ap-
peared to be twice his size, de-
lighted the audience with several
imaginative, angular solos. Good -
man's drumming was solid and
unobtrusive throughout.

Though he breaks no new
ground these days, Mose Allison
remains a quality jazz artist

worthy of any music lover's re-
spect.

Syreeta's set was notable for
its emphasis on the personal ap-
proach to performing. On occa-
sion, she would single out some-
one sitting near the stage and
crouch nearby while singing a

song. During her version of "Feel
Like Makin' Love," she strolled
through the audience, now and
then running a hand through a
man's hair, or extending the
microphone to a patron who
would join in singing a few bars.

The Diana Ross -like frailty of
Syreeta's voice was endearing, but
sometimes there was a lack of
depth, a lack of feeling that pro-
duced some dead spots in the
show. During Jimmy Webb's
"Didn't We," for instance, she
interlaced too many self-con-
scious chuckles with her vocal,
giving one the impression that
the singer was not in touch with
the songwriter's aim.

But this was an exception,
more than made up for by the
spriteliness of her own songs,
particularly "I'm Going Left,"
"Spinnin' and Spinnin' " and
"Come and Get This Stuff."

For a newcomer, Syreeta shows
much promise. Once she irons
out the kinks in her performance,
she will be a star.

Kauko-
nen, using metallic finger picks
on five different guitars, evoked
smooth and flowing harmonies
which added interesting texture
to his bouncy style. Of note was
his very tasty guitar vocal per-
formance of "Keep Your Lamps
Trimmed and Burning," a soulful
song from their past.

Despite their familiarity, Hot
Tuna's musical and technical in-
tegrity deserved the attention and
devotion expressed by their many
followers.

Satisfy Civic Crowd
