Buzz Bennett: What's Happening
By LENNY BEER

B Buzz Bennett is one of the most important figures in radio today.
Time magazine just recently ran a full page story on his antics and
publicity moves, but there’s also a serious side ‘to ‘Bennett. He is the
consultant for all the Doubleday stations, with his current major project
being KDWB in Minneapolis. Further, he has set up weekly conference
calls between radio stations to exchange regional information and
record research. Bennett is also widely known as the radio programmer
who introduced the term “‘demographics” and the work that goes
along with it to the radio industry. Following is the first in an exclusive
multi-part feature in which Bennett discusses his career, his ‘current

projects and his future endeavors.

Record World: Can you tell us about your conference call?

Buzz Bennett: Well, we have many different conference calls held
with stations around the country. Our main conference calls are held
with people we’ve either worked with before, or who have worked
with someone who's working with us. It’s radio people talking to

radio people.

When radio people talk to music industry people there’s a barrier
there that is removed during these calls. The truth flies high! We can
spot a hit or a miss very quickly and there’s no jive time involved.
One of our calls has 13Q in Pittsburgh, Y100 in Miami, KKDJ in Los
Angeles, WBBF, an up and comer in Rochester, and WRC, Washington.
That call is nothing more than a main pipeline to good, valid and
correct information about other radio stations that operate in similar

circumstances to what we do.

In
1967, Rubinstein, who is both a
certified public accountant and
a lawyer, formed a division of
that firm devoted to managing
the financial interests of record-
ing artists, songwriters, publish-
ing firms and record manufac-
turers. His ability as a negotiator
has been cited as being among
his primary qualifications for his
new role, and Rubinstein told
Record World: "My desire is to
be involved with the signing of
major acts to the label.”

Anchor Records

Coinciding with the announce-
ment of Rubinstein’s chairman-
ship of the label, Pompadur said
that lan Ralfini, president of
ABC’s English affiliate, Anchor
Records, will now report directly
to Rubinstein; he had in the past
reported to Pompadur. The move
was significant in that ABC’s rec-

It
involves an audit of a company’s
books by an independent firm of
certified public accountants. To
qualify for a gold record award,
a single must achieve a minimum
sales of one million copies, an
album $1 million in manufac-
turer’s sales of the long-playing
record and/or its counterparts on
pre-recordecd tapes.

ABC Scores Best Year Ever

® LOS ANGELES — With 10 of
its albums and five of its singles
certified gold by the RIAA during
the past year, ABC Records has
reported that 1974 was the most
profitable year in its history. The
year, during which ABC observed
its 20th anniversary, was also
marked by a number of signifi-
cant acquisitions by the com-
pany, including its purchase of
the Famous family of labels from
Gulf + Western Industries in
August.

ABC’s expansion in 1974 be-
gan in March, when the company
announced it had finalized a li-
censing agreement for the United
States and Canada with Konk
Records, a new label formed in
England by the Kinks’ Ray Davies
and Dave Davies and by Tony
Dimitriades. The first American
release on Konk, by the singer
Claire Hamill, followed in Octo-
ber. Having acquired the Famous
family of labels, by contrast, ABC
immediately added to its roster
some 50 new acts from Para-
mount, Dot and Blue Thumb,
among them Stephanie Mills,
Donna Fargo, Roy Clark, Tommy
Overstreet, Hank Thompson, Di-
ana Trask, Conny Van Dyke, the
Pointer Sisters, the Crusaders and
the Butts Band.

ABC also concluded a long-
term agreement in August with
Sire/Passport principals Seymour
Stein, Richard Gottehrer and
Marty Scott for the marketing of
the Sire and Passport labels in
the United States, and the follow-
ing month it entered into a simi-
lar agreement for the British-
based GTO Records with its prin-
cipals Dick Leahy, Laurence My-

phy’s Law. Perhaps the most
dramatic success among these ar-
tists was achieved by Bobby
Vinton, whose first single for
ABC, “My Melody of Love,” be-
came a number one record and
went gold, as did his first album,
““Melodies of Love.”

Already established artists,
meanwhile, continued to create
best-selling records for the com-
pany. Three Dog Night's single
“The Show Must Go On” and
their album “Hard Labor” were
both certified gold, as were
Steely Dan’s “Pretzel Logic” Ip
and Joe Walsh's newest album,
“So What,” released at year’s end.
The late Jim Croce had three
albums and three singles on the
national charts as 1974 began,
and his single “Time in a Bottle”
and album ‘Photographs and
Memories’”’ both attained gold
status during the year. Jimmy
Buffett had his first pop hit with
“Come Monday,” while the
Mighty Clouds of Joy had a double
crossover, from the gospel charts
to the r&b charts to the pop
charts, with their single “It's
Time.”

THE VIEWPOINTS OF THE INDUS

Don Kirshner: Building with Music (Part |)

By ROBERT ADELS

® As president and chairman of
the board of Kirshner Entertain-
ment Corporation, Don Kirshner
now presides over a vast complex
which encompasses music pub-
lishing, record production, mer-
chandising (of folios, stereo
equipment and records) and tele-
vision production. His personal
talent discoveries read like a
“Who’s Who in Pop Music.” In
the first of a two-part dialogue, <
Don Kirshner traces his develop- |
ment from songwriter to innova- \i
tive and trendsetting music busi- N'E
ness mogul.

Don Kirshner

Record World: Would you consider publishing today still as viable
a jumping-off point for success in the total entertainment industry as
it was when you founded Aldon Music and made your moves from
there?

Don Kirshner: Although music publishing is a vital part of business
today, | believe it is extremely difficult in today’s market place to
re-create Aldon Music as Al Nevins and | did 15 years ago. That
period of time saw the creation of many great publishers such as
Hill and Range, Howie Richmond’s Essex Music, Leeds Music and
Duchess Music. Many of these firms were later absorbed by larger
companies: Leeds into Universal Pictures and in my own case, my
company into Columbia Pictures-Screen Gems Television.

Aldon Music was able to develop writers like Carole King, Gerry
Goffin, Barry Mann, Cynthia Weil, Neil Sedaka, Howard Greenfield,
Tommy Boyce, Bobby Hart and Tony.Orlando because it was able to
place material with such artists as Elvis Presley, Frank Sinatra, Barbra
Streisand, Bobby Vee, the Drifters, Connie Francis and the Righteous
Brothers.

In today’s marketplace a much greater percentage of the performers
are recording their own material, thus closing the door to inde-
pendent writers and publishers. In some cases, this accounts for the
short run careers of many artists today. A successful artist or group
has tremendous pressure today in relating to personal appearances,
recording, television and motion pictures.

Therefore, the artist is limited to his creative writing and doesn't
have the benefit of independent writers who can concentrate on
writing material for the artists. | believe that in almost all the cases
you would have to be involved in other areas of the entertainment
field to create a large, successful music publishing company today.

RW: How did you start in the music publishing business?

Kirshner: When | got out of college, my big desire was to play pro
ball-——basketball and baseball. Then 1 started with Bobby Darin as a
songwriting team and | brought Bobby to Ahmet and Jerry at Atlantic
Records. While | was going from office to office—and most of the
times we couldn’t get in to see most of the music publishers—I
realized that there was a big future for music publishing.

| had seen some of the older films like “Night and Day” telling
the life of Porter and talking about the Dreyfuses. Max and Louis
Dreyfus at that time were really my idols. They had built a stable
of writers: Gershwin, Kern, Porter, Rodgers and Hammerstein, Lerner
and Loewe—the all-time greats. As 1 walked from office to office, |
realized that there would be future greats in that genre. They weren't
there at the time—the Goffin and Kings, the Mann & Weils, the
Sedaka and Greenfields, Lennon and McCartneys, Bacharach and
Davids, Bob Dylans and on and on.

| felt if | had a chance to start because | believed in music publish-
ing, that | could build that. | formed Aldon Music in 1958 with Al
Nevins—Al and Don, of course, that's how we took the name—and
with help financially of people like Thea Zavin at BMI, signed some
of the great young writers of that period. It was called in those days
the New York Sound.

RW: Who was the first writer that you ever signed?

Kirshner: The first writers | signed were Neil Sedaka and Howie
Greenfield in 1958. The first song | ever published that went on the
charts was “‘Stupid Cupid” by Connie Francis, a follow-up to a record
called “Who's Sorry Now.” At that time | gave Neil and Howie around
$50 a week. After that | signed a girl called Carole King, and Gerry
Goffin at the same $50 a week, and then Barry Mann and Cynthia
Weil and Jack Keller.

RW: How did you find out about all these people? Did they have
hit experience before they came to you?

Kirshner: Sedaka and Greenfield had just been turned down from
a publisher in the building and | couldn’t believe it. They played me
five songs that were incredible. 1 was just starting my office and |
thought they were putting me on, the songs were so great. There
was a whole group of writers that lived in Brooklyn. At that time
Neil Diamond was living in Brooklyn as were Goffin, King, Mann,
Weil, Jack Keller and Howie Greenfield. 1t was mostly word of mouth.
None of the writers had had hit experience before they came to me.

RW: Why did you start to make independent deals with major
labels?

“Kirshner: There were a handful of men and their word was very
important. You'd have Mitch Miller over at Columbia Records and
you'd have Milt Gabler at Decca, Archie Bleyer who was doing his
own work at Cadence, and if they didn’t like a song, you were
finished. | brought a tune to Mitch Miller for Johnny Mathis called
“Will You Love Me Tomorrow” and it was turned down. And | took
the song to Marv Schlachter and Florence Greenberg at Scepter and
that effectively helped start Scepter Records. Even though they had
a hit before, “Will You Love Me Tomorrow” was a giant. | saw the
handwriting on the wall. If these men keep turning it down, where
am 1 going? I'm better off producing my own records. We brought
Neil Sedaka to RCA Records as ours and their first independent record
deal. Result of that was 10 top 10 records in a row. We then brought
Tony Orlando to CBS Records which resulted in two top 10 records
and Barry Mann to ABC with his hit “Who Put The Bomp.” All these
hits were published and produced under the first independent pro-
duction deals at the major records companies.

RW: Once you found the formula to do that, why then start your
own record company?

Kirshner: Economics. You would only get “x” amount of dollars
as a producer. | said to myself, “Why am | making all these record
companies rich for? I'll start my own label if I've got the formula in
independent production.” So | started Dimension Records. We were
very fortunate in starting off with a number one record with Little
Eva doing “Locomotion,” which was written and produced by Goffin
and King. This was followed by hits with the Cookies and Carole

King’s first worldwide hit, /It Might As Well Rain Until September.”

I think obviously the market is craving and
crying for that new phenomenal hope . . . |
think we are sitting on one . . .”

RW: Dimension Records was a small, independent label. What do
you see as the future for such small independent record companies?

Kirshner: | think there are two major factors working against both
new and presently existing smaller independent record companies:
namely, economics and distribution.

Also small companies cannot compete in attempting to sign es-
tablished artists where monies run into the millions. Also major
record companies have developed vast and powerful distribution
arms to promote and sell their product.

I think the pattern that has been developing is the successful work-
ing relationship between a creative producer through his own record
label and the strong, well-financed distribution company. This enables
the creative company such as Capricorn Records, Philadelphia Inter-
national and Rocket Records to distribute their product through such

RW: You have a consistent track record for picking and breaking
records, your latest choice to succeed being ‘‘Black Water” by the
Doobie Brothers. Now that record is number one with you but only
in the 20’s with WDGY in the same market. So, who's right?

Bennett: We work with what we call a projective analysis. Our
survey will run a lot closer to what’s really happening with the people.
We do consider requests and spend two whole days on solid research.
Of course we look good by running a record we’ve chosen to number
one, but | only do it if | know that the record has the ability to go to
number one.

We project our whole chart from solid research. The Paul Davis
single ran to number one on our chart and WDGY never played it.
That didn’t matter. Look what happened with Wet Willie’s “Keep On
Smilin’.” It ran to number one in Minneapolis, doubled its BPI in
sales locally and they never played it either. They never played
“Dancin’ Machine” by the Jackson Five and said it's a black record.
People think black records don’t sefl in Minneapolis, and that is
crazy. We just put on the Ohio Players record and it’s being responded
to by everybody. | even called the program director johnny Canton
at WDGY, and | asked him why he wasn’t playing "“Ride ‘Em Cowboy.”
He said he couldn’t find any sales on it. So | told him where he could
call!

It really boils down to one thing: some people don’t want to sup-
port a record that you took the shot on and that you’'ll get credit for.
It's a matter of egos.'| feel quite the opposite—if | don’t break it
myself, ‘lll be next to break it. | don’t mind being second as long as
they're right. | appreciate the test cause the test is what counts. If
you’re wrong, it hurts you. So you better be right.

RW: At the Gavin convention, there was a lot of talk about stations
playing records and there not being stock in the market. Why don’t
you just inform people that you're going to play the records and wait
for the product. You basically have an idea of what you're going to
play, don’t you?

Bennett: No, you don't. Let me explain how it works. | go into the
radio station and | have the stereo going all the time looking for hit
product. | have the request lines going all the time, and they take in
5000 calls a day. | monitor those; | have those lines piped into my
office. Then maybe I'll have a competitor or two on the radio that’s
sitting on my desk.

When | hear a hit, and it’s not that often that | hear a real smash,
I go on it. Then it usually takes a few weeks to develop a record
anyway. So, it’s not a crucial problem to get immediate stock, but | do
want that record on right away. Our concept isn’t just to sell records.
We try to create an atmosphere of respect around our ability to pick
records. Our system is unique, and that’'s why it always works. It's
radio that people have never heard before. Timing is critical. It's a
free form with a reasonable commercial ioad and no jingles, no arti-
ficiality. We don’t even do a regular news program, just an informa-
tion system with the disc jockey giving out the key information at the
right time. Our system also spreads the demographics and uses the
key records to do so. That's what happened with “Black Water.”
Older people were calling the station and requesting that song with
the “Dixieland.” When we heard that we knew that we were really
helping our radio station.

We're always looking for new and different types of product. We
were the first to put Cheech y Chong on the AM radio and are still
getting phenomenal requests on all their product. It's different, it
catches peoples’ ears and makes them aware of your station. Just give
me a good signal, and I'll do it anywhere. People have just never
heard a station like ours.

RW: Has anything unusual happened recently?

Bennett: Yes, on New Year's Eve. One of our air guys came up to
me and said that he wanted to demonstrate just how out of control
people became when they got drunk. So, we put him on the air that
night with a policeman and a doctor in attendance. He took a shot
of whiskey between every song and finally had to leave the air when
he couldn’t even queue up the records. It made a good effect though
on our audience, and we received a lot of positive reaction. If we
saved any lives that night, it was well worth the experiment.

(A weekly report on current and upcoming discotheque breakouts)
By VINCE ALETTI

M For some time now, the singles counter of New York’s Colony
Records has not only been a sort of action central for the city’s
discotheque DJs—a source for the most danceable new records as
well as a clearing house for club gossip, hot tips and inside reports
on what’s being played where—but, for the guys who work there,
it's been a crash course education in discotheque music that many
of them eventually take out into the field. Though Colony is now only
one of a number of stores giving special attention to the disco dance
masters (the new favorite is Downstairs Records in the Sixth Avenue
subway arcade at 42nd Street), more DJs have come from behind its
counters than from anywhere else. The latest is Ronald Coles, who
works at Colony nights until two and then runs downtown on Friday
and Saturday to play at Private Party, a membership club that doesn’t
really start happening until he gets there at three. Very after hours.

At Colony, Coles keeps meticulous lists of singles and album cuts
that would appeal to any discotheque taste—from obscure cuts by
the Sweet Inspirations to unlikely items like Pleasure’s “Midnight at
the Oasis” (Fantasy) which he says is going over well at some straight
clubs in Queens—and he prides himself on being able to separate
the ‘“‘garbage’” from the “stuff that has potential,”” no matter how
marginal, and pitch it to the right deejay. But at his weekend parties,
he plays only what excites him, whether it be Minnie Riperton’s
lovely, languid “Lovin’ You’ (Epic) or Patti Jo’s neglected ‘“Make Me
Believe in You,” a Curtis Mayfield production and composition origi-
nally released in April of 1973 on Wand and worth looking for if
you're at all interested in tough girl r&b. Ronald Coles is a walking
tipsheet and will be consulted by this column from time to time.

until he was turned on by music,
first by Elvis, and then in college,
at Texas Tech, by the folk music
explosion.

John Denver began taking gui-
tar lessons on an old 1910 Gib-
son given him by his grand-
mother when he was a boy, and
he became adept on the 6 and
12 string guitar. It was while at
Texas Tech, where he was ma-
joring in architecture, that Den-
ver felt compelled to try his luck
in show business on the west
coast. He played a number of
small spots and then auditioned
at Leadbetter’'s in Los Angeles
where he was hired by Randy
Sparks, the folk impresario.

When Chad Mitchell split
from the trio bearing his name,
John was selected from over 250
applicants for the top job with
that trio. He worked with the
group for nearly four years be-
fore pursuing a solo career.

Following his signing with
RCA Records and the resultant
“Rhymes & Reasons” album,
John recorded a second disc,
“Take Me To Tomorrow,” fea-
turing six Denver songs plus
songs by Tom Paxton, Jacques
Brel, Biff Taylor and others. Then
came the third album, ‘“Whose
Garden Was This.” “Whose Gar-
den” was followed a year later
by ““Poems, Prayers & Promises,”
which contained John’s first mil-
lion-selling single, “Take Me
Home, Country Roads.” The al-
bum quickly went gold, as did its
two successors, ‘‘Aerie’” and
“‘Rocky Mountain High.”

Rocky Mountain High” went
on to become a number one

platinum album (signifying more
than one million units sold), and
the title cut was one of 1973's
big hits. Denver’s ‘“Farewell An-
dromeda” album was released
in June 1973 and quickly went
gold. The album produced two
hit singles: “I'd Rather Be a
Cowboy’’ and the title cut. The
following November, RCA re-
leased “‘John Denver’s Greatest
Hits,” with six of its selections
totally re-recorded. Its phenom-
enal success prompted a tremen-
dous upsurge in sales of the en-
tire John Denver catalogue.

By popular demand, RCA rush
released the single ““Sunshine on
My Shoulders,” which had origi-
nally appeared on the ‘“Poems,
Prayers and Promises”” album.
The song exploded following
the TV special, “‘Sunshine,” hit-
ting number one in the early
spring of ‘74, shortly after “The
John Denver Special” was aired
March 11, on ABC-TV, to both
popular and critical acclaim.
(The show received an Emmy
nomination for Best TV Special
of the 1973-74 season.) The re-
lease of John’s “Back Home
Again’”’ was a major recording
event of 1974.

On his work as a performer,
Denver has maintained: ‘I don’t
want to entertain people; I want
to touch them.” And he has been
doing just that in sold-out con-
certs all over the country as well
as on television.

John and his wife, the former
Ann Martell, have settled in pic-
turesque Aspen, known for ski-
ing and fresh air. In June of 1974,

major companies as Warner Brothers, CBS and MCA. We have our
own similar situation today on our custom label through CBS which
gives us the opportunity to both find new talent and attract estab-
lished talent working within the umbrella of a major record company
where finance and distribution is directed by people like Goddard
Lieberson, Irwin Segelstein, Bruce Lundvall, and Ron Alexenburg.

I might add that this concept is not new to us inasmuch as we
started the same concept with RCA in 1966 with the introduction
of the Colgems label. At that time | was president of Columbia Pic-
tures-Screen Gems music and record division. The music division’s
name which had been Aldon Music was changed to Screen-Gems
Columbia Music. The record division, Colpix, was in the distribution
business and losing money. | made the decision to form the Colgems
label which would be financed and distributed by RCA. The first act
on the label was the Monkees whose first two albums sold eight
million and the first three singles were number one. | believe the
first two albums outsold the Beatles at that time.

RW: Back when you first founded Aldon Music did you have visions
of selling to a larger company? Was it “‘an offer you couldn’t refuse”
kind of thing?

Kirshner: We were getting 12 to 15 top-tenners in a season. Every-
one was looking to what Aldon was doing. And what happened was
that we had gone just about as far as we could go. The thrill of the
red bullets and the top ten records, | mean how far can you go? i
thought my writers could write for television and pictures. The first
thing | did was | got Howie Greenfield the theme of “‘Bewitched”
which was a big show which | was music supervisor for, and | got
Mann & Weil the theme for “The Farmer’s Daughter.”

RW: What do you consider your first triumph to be after you left
Columbia Pictures?

Kirshner: | came home one day and my kid was reading an Archie
comic book and was really into it. | felt that if | gave Archie, Jughead,
Veronica, a sound, they could outsell the Monkees. Ross Bagdasarian
had done it several years before with The Chipmunks. | put out a
record called ““Sugar Sugar” which Jeff Barry and Andy Kim did for
me and went close to 10,000,000 worldwide. Then | bought the
Alan Jay Lerner rights through which | eventually became a 25 per-
cent owner of “My Fair Lady,” “Gigi,” ““Camelot,” ‘‘Brigadoon,”
“On A Clear Day” and ““Paint Your Wagon.” Then | went on to
handle, as probably the only American, the Beatles copyrights. |
made a deal with Sir Lew Grade for John Lennon and Paul McCartney
songs under ATV/Kirshner Music which was one of the most suc-
cessful English firms.

RW: What percentage of your business today is publishing-oriented?

Kirshner: Obviously you keep changing with the times. | have a
record label right now with CBS, Kirshner Records, and the first act
on the new deal is a group called Kansas whose first album has gone
over 125,000 without a hit single yet. | think we can build a major
label there because | give my creative input and of course all the
time I'm building multi-media groups as well, with the help of execu-
tives and manpower in a very healthy family situation. We are also
building an important staff of writers. People like Neil Sedaka, Howie
Creenfield, Phil Cody, Ron Dante, Mitch Margo, Jay Siegel, Phil
Margo, Gene Allan, Gary Knight, Kim Milford, Kansas, and Joe and
Bing. With people like Wally Gold running our music publishing
division and Felix DiPalma working as professional manager, | think
our publishing operation can attain the Aldon, Screen Gems tradition.
We also are building an important worldwide music operation with
firms like Kirshner-Warner Brothers Music Ltd., which we started with
Ed Silvers of Warner Brothers Music.

RW: How did you become involved with your other acts? Are they
multi-media projects?

Kirshner: Well, one is a multi-media project, a group called Moon;
Kim Milford is the leader of the group; he is going to be starring
in “Rocky Horror Show’’ here. He’s an acrobat; he’s one of the first
physical performers, which, i think, will be a new thing. I co-produced
that with Alan Landsburg who's done a lot of great work in television.
Effectively they're a star group in two ABC “Wide World” movies
that are coming out in March. They are into the occult, supernatural,
horror, -astrology, and, yet, they are a musical group that works
together.

RW: How did you re-create your publishing ties with Neil Sedaka?

Kirshner: His contract, which | had signed him to at Screen Gems,
had expired. There were certainly some writers, if not most of them,
who were unhappy that | was no longer at Scren Gems; Neil Sedaka
and Howie Greenfield. When Neil’s contract was up, | re-signed Neil

and stayed with him for a lot of lean years and gave him substantial
amounts of monies.

We made a deal with Mike Curb for MGM for Neil, and we have
a financial interest in all of Neil's records. | made a long-term deal
with Neil as a writer because | felt he would happen again. | felt
that the whole syndrome of Anka, Bobby Vinton would happen again.

RW: How much expansion are you prepared to do on the publish-
ing and the record end of it?

Kirshner: CBS promotes, finances and distributes the label. | like
to sit with Ron Alexenburg, who | respect as one of the industry’s
most dynamic, tireless and creative executives, and get some of his
thinking and plan the label out together, being selective. | mean, if
you have Kansas, let’s say, a Joe and Bing, a multi-media property
and you’re hitting with three or four acts, how much do you need
on a label? Rather than just putting out a whole bunch of product,
1 like to fill voids in the marketplace and come up with something
fresh and something that has longevity. The music and record end
has been the business | grew up in and is the most rewarding and
exciting part of the entertainment field.

RW: Are there other big names of today you discovered that you
haven’t mentioned?

Kirshner: Very few people knew that | signed and brought to CBS
Billy “Crash” Craddock, one of country music’s top artists. Several
years ago, | signed Olivia Newton-John on a project | was doing.
She wasn’t sure she wanted to even work in this country or be here.
Olivia and | have stayed friends, and her success has been tremen-
dous. David Gates is a great talent | signed who did very well writing
for The Monkees in the '60s.

RW: Why would you sign your own writers to other labels?

Kirshner: You owe that as an obligation to your writer. Some labels
are better equipped for some artists than others. I don’t know if
Neil Sedaka would happen on every other label, but with his talent,
an Elton John push, and the help of John Reid, it couldn’t miss.
“Laughter In The Rain” became a top five record, and Neil became
a major album seller.

RW: Looking back on your music publishing career, what songs
that you have been affiliated with are most performed today?

Kirshner: I’'m sure I’'m going to leave out some, but off the top of
my head: “Go Away Little Girl” by Carole King and Gerry Goffin;
“You've Lost That Lovin’ Feelin’”” by Barry Mann, Cynthia Weil, and
Phil Spector; “Born Free” by Barry and Don Black; “The Look of
Love” by Burt Bacharach and Hal David; “Breakin’ Up Is Hard To
Do” by Neil Sedaka and Howard Greenfield; ““I Love How You Love
Me" by Larry Kolber and Barry Mann; “Will You Love Me Tomorrow”
by Carole King and Gerry Goffin; “Sugar, Sugar” by Jeff Barry and
Andy Kim; “On Broadway” by Mann, Weil, Lieber and Stoller; all
the early Connie Francis, Jan and Dean and Drifter hits; “I'm A
Believer” by Neil Diamond.

RW: You have been called “The Man with the Golden Ear,” the
“King of Bubble Gum,” ““Papa Rock” and the “Don of Rock.” How
do you account for the variety of titles?

Kirshner: 1 think people get labeled with whatever they are doing
currently. If you run hot with songs at Aldon Music and Screen Gems
Columbia, they call you “The Man with the Golden Ear.” If you do
“Sugar, Sugar’ with the Archies and “Last Train to Clarksville” with
The Monkees, you become the “King of Bubble Gum.” If you bring
shows like “In Concert’” and ““Rock Concert” to television and, with
them, performers such as Mick Jagger and the Rolling Stones and
Alice Cooper, you're soon ““Papa Rock” to major magazines. When
Lou Adler was running our west coast office and Charles Koppelman
and Don Rubin ran the east coast office, we had all the Jan and
Dean hits and were known then for surfing and car music like “Surf
City” and “Drag City.”

RW: You mentioned trends before, and you've already brought up
a few. Are there any that you haven’'t mentioned?

Kirshner: | think obviously the market is craving and crying for
that new phenomenal hope to come in to take the place of the
Beatles and Presley and the Monkees, to create an excitement. |
think we are sitting on one with the multi-media act I'm building
with Norman Lear for 1975. We have just finished a co-production
on a pilot television show entitled “Hereafter.”” Norman and | are
partners on a property which features a talented musical group in
a very different and unusual musical situation comedy setting. Also
involved in the project is Jerry Perenchio, the president of Norman
Lear's company and Herb Moelis, executive vice president of our
operation. Herb and | have been working as a team for fifteen years
and we started Kirshner Entertainment together. &

gold. Bo Donaldson and the Hey-
woods had a hit with “Who Do
You Think You Are” and a gold
single with “Billy, Don’t Be a
Hero,” and Carl Carlton’s “Ever-
lasting Love’” was another of the
nation’s top hits.

On Impulse, the company’s jazz
label, Keith Jarrett, Gato Barbieri
and the late John Coltrane at-
tained greater sales and critical
acceptance in 1974, and the label
enlarged its series of three-record
sets focusing on specific instru-
ments with the release of “The
Drums” and “The Bass.”

ABC’s Nashville operation con-
tinued its growth with chart rec-
ords but Johnny Carver, Ferlin
Husky, Lefty Frizzell, Bobby

Wright and Billy ““Crash’” Crad-
dock, two of whose singles were
major crossovers onto the pop

charts as well. And in the field
of motion picture soundtracks
and original cast recordings, ABC
released a record number of al-

bums, including “Chinatown,”
“The Godfather, Part 1I” and
“Mack & Mabel.”

In 1974, ABC Records also
opened its own studio complex,
located adjacent to its executive
offices in Los Angeles. Nearly
two vyears in construction, the
$2 million complex embraces
three studios and two control
rooms equipped with closed-
circuit television and 24-track, 36-
position console capability offer-
ing full quadrophonic facility, as
well as a mastering room, a pro-
duction room, a traffic office, an
extensive tape library and a fully
equipped maintenance depart-
ment.
