Yetnikoff Named President of CBS/Records Group; 
Goddard Lieberson Retires After Illustrious Career 
■ NEW YORK—The retirement of 
Goddard Lieberson as president 
of the CBS/Records Group and 
a director and senior vice presi¬ 
dent of CBS Inc. after 36 years 
of service with the company, was 
announced last week by William 
S. Paley, chairman of CBS, and 
Arthur R. Taylor, president. 
They also announced that 

Walter R. Yetnikoff will succeed 
Lieberson as president of the 
CBS/Records Group. Yetnikoff has 
been president of the CBS Rec¬ 
ords International Division since 
1971. 

Paley, speaking for the CBS 
board of directors, paid tribute 
to Lieberson's “towering contri¬ 
bution to the development and 
the growth of the recorded music 
industry," of which CBS's world¬ 
wide records operations consti¬ 
tute a large force. "His exemplary 
career as composer, teacher, 
critic, editor and business leader 
has been of extraordinary dimen¬ 
sion." 

Lieberson joined CBS in 1939. 
He played a major role in build-

Goddard Lieberson: A True Pioneer 
■ As Goddard Lieberson's active music industry career draws to 
a close, it is a most appropriate time to reflect upon the pioneer- 1 
ing spirit of a man who brought a level of stature to the record I 
business that might well have otherwise eluded it. 

Now able to devote himself to writing and composition, God¬ 
dard Lieberson leaves behind an enviable list of accomplish¬ 
ments in the music/record industry: numerous honorary de¬ 
grees, seven Grammy Awards, his inclusion in the NARAS Hall 
of Fame and countless others. 

Having been able to recognize musical excellence in diverse 
areas, giving career impetus to such artists as unique in their own 
rights as Bruno Walter, Igor Stravinsky, Leonard Bernstein and 
Miles Davis, Barbra Streisand, Bob Dylan, Simon & Garfunkel 
and Andy Williams, would in and of itself qualify him for our 
industry's highest accolades. But his achievements are broader 1 
still. 

As a producer as well as an executive, Lieberson was able to 
broaden the horizons of the record medium by reaching out I 
beyond music, coming to grips with multi-cultural areas includ¬ 
ing musical theater, drama, literature and history; by bringing 
all of these forms within the realm of the "recordable," Lieber¬ 
son has made an everlasting contribution to the world of 
culture at large, as well as to the industry whose total profile 
he never considered stagnant nor fixed. 

His documentary series with Edward R. Murrow, "I Can Hear 
It Now;" his dramatic series of great readings of Shakespeare, 
Shaw, Beckett and Albee; his literary series wherein Truman 
Capote, John Steinbeck and others read from their own works;

president, CBS. Yetnikoff assumes 
his new post after having held 
the position of president, CBS 
Records International since 1971. 
The new Group president joined 
CBS in 1961 as an attorney and 
became general attorney for the 
CBS/Records Group in 1965. In 
1969 Yetnikoff was appointed ex¬ 
ecutive vice president of CBS 
Records International. 
As president of CBS/Records 

Group Yetnikoff will be respon¬ 
sible for supervising the activities 
of the CBS Records and CBS Rec¬ 
ords International divisions. CBS 
Records Group encompasses the 
production, marketing, sales, dis¬ 
tribution and manufacturing of 
phonograph records and tapes 
throughout the world. Reporting 
to Yetnikoff will be Irwin Segel-
stein, president, CBS Records 
Division and the president of 
CBS Records International, who 
will be announced shortly. 

Under Yetnikoff's leadership, 
new means were developed to 
bring audience awareness to a 
large number of American artists 
throughout the world. CBS Rec¬ 
ords International was the first 
record company to develop a 
program of presenting complete 
musical shows of artists in over¬ 
seas countries. The division also 
pioneered in the use of all media, 
including specially created films, 
television, radio, newspapers and

Stephen Stills 
■ NEW YORK—Irwin Segelstein, 
president, CBS Records, has an¬ 
nounced the signing of Stephen 
Stills to an exclusive recording 
contract with Columbia Records. 
Stills has already completed his 
debut Columbia album. Tenta¬ 
tively entitled "Stills," the record 
is due for release early in June. 
The deal was finalized by Bruce 
Lundvall, vice president and gen¬ 
eral manager, Columbia Records, 
and Michael John Bowen, Stills' 
manager. 

Stephen Stills first achieved na¬ 
tional prominence as a member 
of the Buffalo Springfield. The re¬ 
cording success of Crosby, Stills, 
Nash and Young was equalled by 
Stills' successful solo career in 
records and live performance. 
Group efforts included CSN&Y's 
1974 tour. Stills was also involved 
in one of the earliest "Superses¬ 
sions" with AI Kooper and Mike 
Bloomfield. Their Columbia al¬ 
bum, entitled "Supersession," was 
declared gold in 1968. In all, 
Stills has played a major role in 
the creation of eight gold records, 
in addition to extensive studio 
work with other artists. 

McCartney Re-Signs 
Capitol, EMI Pact 
■ LOS ANGELES — Paul Mc¬ 
Cartney and Capitol Records 
have concluded an exclusive 
recording agreement for the 
U.S.A., Canada and Japan. Ac¬ 
cording to Bhasker Menon, 
president and chief executive 
officer, Capitol Industries-
EMI Inc., a separate agreement 
covering all territories of the 
world was reached between 
McCartney and EMI Records. 

First recording under the 
new agreement, the album 
"Venus and Mars," will be re¬ 
leased worldwide in May on 
the Capitol label.

ing a diversified roster of artists 
when CBS introduced the long-
playing (Ip) record in 1948. He 
also founded the Columbia Rec¬ 
ord Club. 

Lieberson's contributions to de¬ 
veloping and expanding public 
appreciation of music and the 
dramatic arts span a wide range 
of disciplines and interests. He 
was responsible for CBS Records' 
producing recordings of the com¬ 
plete works of such composers 
as Stravinsky, Copland, Webern 
and Schoenberg. Lieberson main¬ 
tained a strong interest in all 
areas of music. He produced the 
original cast album of the Broad¬ 
way musical "My Fair Lady" and 
six other original cast albums that 
have achieved gold record status. 
Artists signed by CBS Records 
during his period as president in¬ 
clude Barbra Streisand, Andy 
Williams, Bob Dylan, Simon and 
Garfunkel, the Byrds and Miles 
Davis. 

Lieberson also recognized the 
parallel growth of the musical in¬ 
strument field to the record in¬ 
dustry and played a major role 
in CBS' entrance into this field. 
He was a major exponent of the 
expansion of CBS Records' inter¬ 
national operations, aimed at 
establishing a complete record 
operation in every major world 
market. 

Lieberson is a composer of 
music, author of books on music, 
teacher, critic and editor of the 
"International Cyclopaedia of 
Music and Musicians." He is a 
founder of the American Com¬ 
posers Alliance, a life fellow of 
the International Institute of Arts 
and Letters and has served as 
president and chairman of the 
Recording Industry Association of 
America. He is chairman of the 
board of overseers of the Hopkins 
Center of Dartmouth College, a 
member of Yale's University coun¬ 
cil committee on music, a mem¬ 
ber of the University of Pennsyl¬ 
vania advisory council for the 
performing arts, a trustee of the 
Professional Children's School 
and a member of the board of 
directors of the Metropolitan 
Opera Association. Lieberson is 
also a member of the planning 
section, music advisory panel of 
the National Endowment for the 
Arts. In 1956, when he became

Cooper Show Is A Major Success 
■ Rock music has always dealt 
with exxaggerated emotions, out¬ 
landish attitudes and put-ons. It 
has been the background music 
for youth's wretched excesses— 

Fearless Alice 

those excesses which youth 
should never be denied, since 
their lives will never again be so 
simple or their senses so height¬ 
ened. Youth is a constant Edge 
and the greatest rock artists lead 
kids along that Edge, their pres¬ 
ence lending a sense of danger 
and excitement to their act, vanity 
and arrogance being their most 
attractive qualities. They are dif¬ 
ferent and apart from the kids, 
no matter how deep the effect of 
their music. Pure and simple, 
they are outlaws surviving by in¬ 
stincts and aesthetic codes, with 
little or no use for the daily crap 
that society doles out. They throw 
their success back into our faces, 
say “Have fun," and they go on 
and enjoy themselves. 
Which brings us to Alice 

More Mr. Nice Guy," "School's 
Out," "Only Women Bleed," 
"Department of Youth" and 
more. 
Certainly there was sex and 

violence (or at least strong sug¬ 
gestions of each), but Alice has 
always used humor to mitigate 
this facet of his show. He obvi-

Cooper, whose success is unqual¬ 
ified and continuing. He remains 
an outlaw. He's avoided the de-
gredation that plagues so many 
stars after they achieve success. 
His show at the Garden (5) was 
an example of how good rock 
and roll can be when it's per¬ 
formed by someone who under¬ 
stands it.

Much of it was 
to be heard at the Garden, and 
as part of th show (loosely based 
on Alice's song "Welcome To 
My Nightmare") there were 
dacing skeltons, spiders, a giant 
one-eyed monster, an oversized 
toy box and a huge surrealistic 
bed. The show was good (much 
better than it was on television) 
and the music was great. It came 
in great waves and absorbed the 
audience; the band roared and 
Alice spat out those great verses 
and choruses to "Eighteen," "No 

Opening strong and surprising 
many was Arista recording artist 
Suzi Quatro. Ms. Quatro and her 
band churned out some very im¬ 
pressive original hard rock along 
with a few oldies ("Shakin' All 
Over," "All Shook Up") and did 
a creditable job on all. The band 
didn't display a great deal of 
instrumental prowess, but then 
their music is basic, riff-oriented 
hard rock. It was evident that Ms. 
Quatro has mastered repitition, 
which is one of the essential ele¬ 
ments of rock music. Her strong 
set undoubtedly increased her 
popularity several-fold in this 
area and, given time, she may 
turn out to be a major star in this 
country.

Screen Gems: The House That Hits Built 

■ Columbia Pictures Industries, Inc. (CPI) music division president 
Lester Sill and division VP/general manager Irwin Z. Robinson are 
joined in this conclusion of a two-part dialogue by director of pro¬ 
fessional activities Irwin Schuster in addressing the present and future 
of Screen Cems-Columbia music and its affiliates around the world. 
The division’s relationships with Arista Records and with CPI's film 
and television arms are discussed as well as the firm's major status 
in the print field, and its commitment to total promotion on behalf 
of their currently-in-release copyrights. 

Record World: Is Arista Records more inclined now than it would 
have been a year ago to bring newly signed singer-songwriters' cata¬ 
logues to Screen Cems? 

Irwin Robinson: At this point we are in close communication with 
Arista and we know about every writer-artist that they sign. We 
usually have an opportunity to hear them and to negotiate with them 
separately if we are interested. 
RW: This did not exist before? 
Robinson: Larry Uttal did have an autonomous operation, but Larry 

wasn't a publishing-oriented record man. He is a good record man, and 
he certainly proved his worth with the company in terms of what he 
built: Bell was considered a very successful label. His policy was 
never to encumber his record deal with an artist by saying, I want 
the publishing rights for my publishing company." He was interested 
first and foremost in the artist as an artist. 
RW: How closely does the publishing company work with the 

motion picture arm of the firm? 
Lester Sill: We have staff meetings weekly with Columbia Pictures 

and with the television division. Either one of my staff or all of us 
attend the meetings. 

Robinson: At the meetings we find out what new pictures and new 
pilots are being produced, and we find out a little bit about the 
casting and who the producer and director are. At that point we 
formulate ideas. Ira Jaffe, who was a professional manager in our 
New York office, has a great deal of contact with our motion picture 
division's promotion and exploitation department. He moved to the 
west coast to work with Lester, both in the professional area and in 
the motion picture area where he was very knowledgeable. We 
control all of the publishing rights to any music that's written specific¬ 
ally for motion pictures and television programs. Obviously, sometimes 
songs that we don't control go into a picture or television program 
as source music. 

Sill: As you mentioned earlier, that's the disadvantage of not 
having a catalogue of older standards because when you do a period 
picture set in the 1940s and 1930s, we're dead in terms of what cata¬ 
logue we can use as source music. 
RW: What is the size of your professional staff? 
Robinson: We have eight people between New York, California 

and Nashville. 
RW: Is the Nashville office relatively a new part of the company 

and how did that develop? 

Robinson: We had an office in Nashville years ago, but it was a 
one-man office. We closed that office in 1969 (much to our regret) 
because we didn't feel our country catalogue warranted it. We 
decided to open up in Nashville again about a year and half ago; 
Nashville had changed and was no longer just a country market. In 
the interim period Irwin Schuster would visit Nashville periodically 
and was always successful in getting records. However, visiting is 
not the same as being there on a day-to-day basis. Having the office 
there makes a big difference. 

Irwin Schuster: One of the advantages in having Paul Tannen to 
run the office there is that his background is so wide. He knows 
publishing, is capable of cutting demos and cutting records. 
RW: Is there anyone on your staff who is in fact serving as an 

in-house producer? 
Robinson: We don't like to say that we're in the production busi¬ 

ness. What we prefer to say is that when we find a talent who we're 
really excited about, rather than letting him go or bringing him to 
somebody, we have the capability to do a session. But, we don't 
do it on a wide spread basis; we do it very selectively. England and 
Nashville are two places where our organization is capable of going 
into the studio with a new group or a new individual artist and pro¬ 
ducing either an expensive demo or a master. 

Sill: We built our own studio within the office in London. It is a 
completely transportable 8-track studio and since we put it there 
it's paying off handsomely. 
RW: Do you have a promotion staff? 
Sill: We sure do. We've had one for about eight years. Nearly 

eight years ago, I hired Danny Davis as a national exploitation man¬ 
ager and promotion man. I like to use the word "exploitation" 
because Danny goes beyond promotion. I'm not faulting the record 
companies when I say that because so many releases come out in 
any given week, a lot of records can be lost. We intend to protect 
our copyrights. In putting Danny on, I felt sure that each record 
would get a fair shot and performances would increase. Early in the 
game we found we were right. "Born Free" is a shining example, as 
is "To Sir With Love." They were "B" sides that were just thrown 
out by the record company. But we decided we were going to spend 
money on promotion and it paid off. Now record companies will call 
us and say, "If we know you will promote your cut, we'll put out a 
single release." And we've determined "A" and "B" sides for record 
companies by saying, "Yes, we will promote it." 

On Barbra Streisand's "The Way We Were," I think we had ten or 
twelve field men working the record. In such cases, we work very 
closely with the record companies. Danny is on top of the situation 
constantly. When it comes to soundtrack albums we work with the 
motion picture company and with the motion picture distributors, 
as well as the record company. 

Schuster: Together with Danny, we made up four sampler albums 
strictly for radio promotion. We're about to start a fifth one. Danny 
uses these to send to radio stations. Number one, they're great for 
programming; number two, they're great for the guys at the stations; 
they like them personally. And they've been a valuable aid. We were 
also the first to put portions of past hits on one album as an aid 
for the producer. 
RW: Do you never give up on copyright? 
Sill: No, for example, we have a song called "Angelica" written 

by Barry Mann & Cynthia Weil. We keep trying with the song. I 
don't know how many recordings we have already—perhaps 15 or 
16 in the U.S. It was a giant record in France, where it sold 800,000 
copies but the song hasn't stuck here, yet. 

Schuster: A song has many lives because occasionally a new artist 
will come along for whom the song will turn out to be just perfect. 
You must always keep your catalogue in mind. Barry Manilow's gold 
single of "Mandy" was originally a song called "Brandy" when it 
was released a few years ago by the co-writer, Scott English. Clive 
Davis heard it for Manilow and retitled it. Another example was the 
emergence of Donny Osmond some years back. He was a baby 
when many of the songs he cut first came out. Happily, our catalogue

Herman's Herd Better Than Ever 
■ NEW YORK—The Riverboat in 
the Empire State Building was the 
site for a one-night stand (5) by 
the always amazing Woody Her¬ 
man and the Thundering Herd. 
Woody may be 63 years old now 
but he's still young at heart and 
his latest Herd is young period— 
the average age of a Herd member 
being in the mid-twenties. So it 
wasn't surprising that the River¬ 
boat audience was a predom¬ 
inantly young one composed of 
starry-eyed lovers dancing cheek 
to cheek and jazz aficionados 
grooving on the sounds and in¬ 
ventiveness of a really fine group 
of musicians. 

The first "Herman Herd" be¬ 
gan shortly after World War 11 
(Woody's original band, organ¬ 
ized in 1936, was dubbed "The 
Band That Plays The Blues") and 
over thirty years later, in 1975, 
the Herd is still rolling and mak¬ 
ing great music. 

It is due to an almost clock¬ 
worklike infusion of new blood 

that Woody Herman and the 
Thundering Herd continually out¬ 
distance all other big bands in 
terms of freshness of approach. 
There is always a new mind at 
work in the Herd; a mind that is 
given the liberty to try new ideas 
and to push the band into the 
future. Of late that mind has been 
New Zealand-born arranger¬ 
composer Alan Broadbent, who, 
since his arrival with the Herd, 
has been dazzling critics and fans 
with his compositions and ar¬ 
rangements. 

While current Herd tenor saxo¬ 
phonist Gary Anderson has not 
yet blossomed into another 
Broadbent, his arrangements and 
playing both on record and at 
the Riverboat mark him a musi¬ 
cian to watch. Two of his arrange¬ 
ments— Chick Corea's "Spain" 
and a tune entitled "King Cobra," 
stood out among the band's num¬ 
bers at the Riverboat. The former 
employed a bold, brassy approach 
to flesh out the melody and the

■ NASHVILLE—There are a lot of 
people in Nashville in love with 
Emmylou Harris (Reprise). And her 
appearances last week at the Exit/

Vassar Clements Gets 
A Rousin' Reception 
■ NEW YORK — Square dancing 
in the aisles? Performed im¬ 
promptu by the typically youth¬ 
ful Bottom Line crowd? In New 
York? 

It takes a special kind of coun¬ 
try man to make it in the Big Ap¬ 
ple, but fiddlin' Vassar Clements 
(Mercury) is just that sort of fel¬ 
low. A firm believer in gettin' 
the rap finished with way up 
front of the set, then letting the 
music speak for itself, this coun¬ 
try legend thus frothed up the 
audience at an almost non-stop 
pace. 
A supporting band of five— 

including ex-"Lemmings" star 
"Broadway" Bob Hoban on vo¬ 
cals, piano, mandolin and guitar 
—helped Clements frenzify the 
crowd with tunes from his first 
solo album ("Night Train," "Lone¬ 
some Fiddle Blues" and "Mock¬ 
ingbird") as well as country stand¬ 
ards like "Roly Poly" and "Hey, 
Good Lookin'." For the latter, 
uncalled-for but nevertheless wel¬ 
comed audience participation 
made the vocals a choir effort. 
As is usually the case with 

Bottom Line bills, the opening 
act was a well-chosen one, 
selected solely on the basis of 
musical compatability. John Hart¬ 
ford, currently unaffiliated with a 
label (although he did participate 
on Vassar's Mercury sessions), 
again proved himself to be a 
naturalized country exhibitionist 
of the first order. He disrobes in 
public by letting his mind do the 
flashing—and the sounds that re¬ 
sult (from expert handling of 
banjo, fiddle, guitar, vocals and 
all manner of facial anatomy 
played by the palms) received as 
warm a welcome as we've seen 
him attract in the five or so years 
he has been doing essentially the 
same material. The "old-timey" 
moods in his originals never seem 
to wane.

Songs from her album such as 
"Too Far Cone," "The Bottle Let 
Me Down," "If I Could Only Win 
Your Love," "Queen of the Silver 
Dollar" and the hauntingly beau¬ 
tiful "Boulder to Birmingham" 
brought instant recognition from 
the crowd—most of whom were 
Emmylou fans before they even 
saw her. And when she cranked 
up on such country songs as 
"Hank and Lefty Raised My Coun¬ 
try Soul" and "Your Good Girl's 
Gonna Go Bad"—well, Nashville 
ain't heard such country since the 
likes of Hank Williams. 
Tall and attractive, she has a 

charisma on stage that few per¬ 
formers possess. Playing with 
some assembled musicians for the 
occasion—her regular band was 
touring with Elvis — she proved 
that she is in the wings of super¬ 
stardom. Smiling and strumming 
her acoustic rhythm guitar, she 
was more at ease than talking— 
but when you can sing like she 
can, that's all you need to do. 

Emmylou has been down some 
rough roads, but it looks like her 
luck is changing. When she lived 
here in 1970, she worked as a 
waitress and left with only a few 
dollars in her pocket, chasing her 
dream to sing. This time, she left 
as the goddess of country music, 
living her dream.

Top O' The Mornin' 

■ LAS VEGAS—The fabled strip 
in this city has long been known 
to be the great homogenizing 
factor for acts of all types, all 
tastes and all ages. The demands 
of the showrooms are stringent 
and the music directors frequent¬ 
ly seem like pit bosses calling 
the shots while the entertainers 
deal out a predictable hand of 
song and patter. But the Smothers 
Brothers have traditionally bridled 
against those types of restraints 
and have run amuck in even more 
solemn places than the Vegas 
area. Few punches were pulled 
by the duo during their recent 
opening at the Riviera. 

Effectiveness 
The effectiveness of their 

comedic music and rap sessions 
lies in their ability to turn every 
situation to their advantage until 
even the most rehearsed musical 
interlude appears improvised. 
And in the course of performing 
material that ranged from Eagles 
songs to Gilbert and Sullivan, the 
Smothers boys managed to spritz 
such un-Vegas topics as nuclear 
diplomacy, religion and politics. 
If their brand of satire were to 
come from almost any other act* 
a typical Vegas audience might 
have been offended. The Smoth¬ 
ers Brothers' self-effacing de¬ 
livery, though, allows them to 
break any number of rules with 

the result being a refreshingly 
entertaining and unique show. 

'Well-Rounded Entertainer' 
Olivia Newton-John (MCA) has 

progressed from a singer of phe¬ 
nomenal commercial proportions 
to a remarkably well-rounded en¬ 
tertainer. With a Debbie Reynolds 
smile and a voice that has far 
more depth ^han much of her 
recorded material would suggest, 
Ms. Newton-John was as mag¬ 
netic on the Riviera stage as she 
was pretty, and we all know what 
she looks like. 

Hits-Plus 
Although the audience came, 

as audiences frequently do, to 
hear her hits, Olivia deviated 
sporadically from the country¬ 
pop sound that has been her 
trademark. In the context of one 
old elusively titled standard and 
the Lennon-McCartney parody, 
"Honey Pie," her vocals revealed 
a surprising subtlety and feel 
for nuance. Other highlights of 
the set included a rousing "Let 
Me Be There," a catchy "Have 
You Never Been Mellow" and her 
newly released single, "Please, 
Mr., Please."

Presentation of their songs is 
almost as important as the sing¬ 
ing of them, according to Wash¬ 
ington, and the Dynamic Superi¬ 
ors sometimes spend up to 13 
hours a day restructuring their 
stage show for particular audi¬ 
ences. In supper clubs, the group 
gears down and tends toward 
slower, ballad-like material "for 
the people who like to sit and 
listen." In the big halls, the group 
likes to pull out all the stops and 
get the audience out of their 
seats and into the beat. 

"It doesn't really make any dif¬ 
ference to us where we play 
though," Washington said. "We 
love it all."

■ The two best singles this week are Retta Young's “(Sending Out An) 
S.O.S." (All Patinum) and “Sexy," a tantalizing preview of the long-
awaited (too long) new MFSB album (Philadelphia International). 
“S.O.S.," which Joe Palminteri gave us excited advance word on two 
weeks back, has a high-gloss Carol Douglas sound, punctuated by 
bursts of sharp telegraph beeps and the familiar crackling guitar. Like 
Douglas, Retta Young is just missin' her man, but she's not relying 
on a phone call to get her delightful desperation across. On the B 
side: an instrumental version with chorus vocals called, predictably, 
"More S.O.S."; together, they make All Platinum's hottest release 
since “Shame, Shame, Shame." "Sexy," all instrumental, is only a 
fast-food bite compared to the usual MFSB feast and it does start out 
somewhat hesitantly. But once the whole orchestra jumps in, and a 
little later, when the sax solo begins, you're carried away in that 
great, soaring Philadelphia sound all over again. Written and pro¬ 
duced by Gamble & Huff, arranged by Bobby Martin. 
Other recommended singles: "I Could Dance All Night," which 

brings Archie Bell & the Drells back in top form (on TSOP), probably 
because they're also back in Philadelphia where they did most of their 
best work—produced by Bunny Sigler, arranged by Ronnie Baker and 
reminiscent of a speeded-up "Together" by the Intruders; Chuck 
Jackson, also back, with a surprising, building “Love Lights" (All 
Platinum, on their handsome new label); and Motown has re-issued 
Junior Walker & the All Stars' great “What Does It Take (To Win Your 
Love)" (from 1969) because of a movie tie-in (“Aloha, Bobby & Rose") 
—a lot of Walker's work has gotten richer with age and this one could 
make an interesting revival. From country rock left field: The feminist

If New York 
keeps calling what is produced in the area "salsa," then they couldn't 
call their sound original, when it is indeed!

Sedaka Shines at the Line 
■ NEW YORK—Remember when 
you first heard about Neil 
Sedaka through his yearning to 
"look at that little book" in "The 

I Diary" in 1958? And the next 
] year when he was so in love 
with "Oh! Carol?" And, follow¬ 
ing that, when he was building 
a "Stairway to Heaven" for his 
very own "Calendar Girl" who 
turned out to be a "Little Devil?" 
And then, after her "Happy 
Birthday, Sweet Sixteen," he 
found out that "Breaking Up Is 
Hard to Do," but luckily moved 
right "Next Door to an Angel?" 
There's been quite a hiatus since 
those happy go lucky days; it 
has been a long time; but then 
the hits started happening in 
England and within the past 
year moved Stateside, and, at a 
recent return to New York via 
a Bottom Line performance (2), 
there was no doubt that it is in¬ 
deed true that Sedaka's back . . . 
better than ever! 
There were no feelings of re¬ 

sentment over those lost years 
between, but rather a healthy 
growth and maturity that added 
to his professional performance. 
There was also a special warmth 
that reverberated between the 
Rocket recording artist and the 
audience, built up over the hot 
and cold years. We'd all been 
there with him before, accepted 
the time between, and we're glad 
to have him back once more. 
With David Winter on bass, 

Andrew Steele on drums, Richard

had his kind of song in it and thanks to him, and to Rick Hall who 
was producing him at that time, there were millions of single and 
album sales on “Go Away Little Girl," "Hey Girl" and many of our 
other catalogue songs. 
RW: Are you interested in picking up isolated songs? 
Schuster: We listen constantly. We listen to tapes everyday. We 

listen to people who come in, if at all possible. We are always 
looking and listening. We're in constant touch with ASCAP and BMI, 
and with people at record companies, asking that they please recom¬ 
mend people to us. Of course, we have found that it's very important 
to be discriminating, because we have good writers at this company 
and they deserve the best possible shot. 

When you see a producer you can only play him a certain amount 
of tunes, and you always go with the best. If you have a writer who 
writes merely "nice" songs, you find that you're not giving him that 
shot for B.J. Thomas' next single because you have other songs that, 
are better. If you're not giving a writer the shot for the best artists,; 
then you shouldn't really have him or her. You should have complete* 
faith in a writer's ability to write a hit. 

Robinson: We're discriminating in that respect, and we're also 
discriminating in administration deals. We make very, very few 
primarily because, again, we consider the material first. 
RW: You're one of the few publishers who is still directly involved 

with printing rather than leasing your copyrights out to other com¬ 
panies. Why do you think you've maintained the status that you have? 

Robinson: For years we licensed our print rights, and we made 
money—what we thought was a lot of money. I suppose you might 
say that we didn't know enough about the print business. However, 
in time you learn, if you pay enough attention. We started to ask 
about choral editions and band editions and we found out that you 
can make a lot of money selling those editions if you have the 
right songs. 

At a certain point, we decided we ought to be in the print business, 
because we had a catalogue to start with. Again, as with Nashville, 
the issue was to find the right man. We found Frank Hackinson, 
who was with Charles Hansen, when we licensed with him. Frank 
had decided to leave Charles Hansen and go into business for himself. 
We convinced him to come with us. Our catalogue was still licensed 
to Hansen when we went into the print business. We started by 
licensing outside songs. The first week we were in business, we had 
three or four songs out. Within a month we had fifteen or twenty 
tunes in the marketplace. 

Sill: There are weeks when we have had as much as forty percent 
of the charts, printwise. We average twenty-five to thirty. A lot of 
people ask how we do it. We can do it because all of us—Irwin 
Robinson, Irwin Schuster, Danny Davis, Jack Rosner, Roger Gordon, 
Ira Jaffe and Jack Leonard and I—everyone of our professional men— 
is always looking for print rights. The minute that we hear about a 
record that we think is strong, we immediately investigate. 

Robinson: We print for Jobete, for Twentieth Century and for Al 
Gallico Music. The print division is four years old this June and we 
will exceed five million dollars gross this year. 
RW: Historically, you have been a BMI as opposed to an ASCAP 

earner. But, Carole King is an ASCAP writer now, as is David Gates. 
Are those relatively recent changes? 

Robinson: Yes, they are. We feel there is really no difference in 
terms of the societies when it comes to whether we take a song: the 
song always was and is of the ultimate importance. Now ASCAP is 
becoming more important as a source of income for us because of 
the writers who have chosen to switch over. However, writers switch 
back and forth from BMI to ASCAP. Some do it with regularity, 
based on what they feel the remuneration will be. 
There are some writers who are ASCAP writers and have been 

ASCAP writers since the beginning, who don't know about anything 
else and won't even consider BMI; and for every one of those you can 
find a BMI writer who has been with BMI and has a rapport with the 
people at BMI who are equally nice to deal with and wouldn't con¬ 
sider switching. We are a recipient of rights: we don't create them. 
We have to take them from whoever gives us the best kind of 
material. And whether it's BMI or ASCAP doesn't matter. 

Sill: I wouldn't want to say to a writer that he or she should be in 
ASCAP or BMI. If thé writer asks for advice and is unaffiliated, we will 
point out the positives and negatives of each situation. 
RW: What is the total global outlook for the company? 
Robinson: In addition to our company in England, we have an 

office of our own in Paris. Most of the foreign companies we have 
are jointly owned (fifty/fifty) companies with local publishers; we

Merle's On Top in 
■ NEW YORK — Merle Haggard 
(Capitol) is special because he's 
a man who knows where he's at, 
where he's been and where he's 
going. He's located, and in life, 
as in great fiction, one must be 
located. Hag is a menacing 
figure as he stalks onstage, eyes 
set straight ahead in a stare as 
cold as the north wind in the 
dead of winter. His gait is un¬ 
faltering and his manner cock¬ 
sure; if the old West still existed 
(granted it does in Montana) he 
would be a legend. This somber 
demeanor is only temporary; 
Merle sets his audience at ease 
immediately by breaking into 
a great, joyous number "Old 
Man From The Mountain"— 
which gets everyone clapping 
along in time. 

As his Felt Forum appearances 
(2) proved, Merle Haggard and 
his music keep getting better. At 
the early show he virtually let the 
audience pick the songs he 
would play; this casualness on 
Merle's part was in sharp con¬ 
trast to his previous appearance 
here when he played a remark¬ 
able but preconceived set, al¬ 
lowing only a few requests from 
the audience. 

Popular Tunes 

This time out, Merle courted 
the audience's every wish, play¬ 
ing a hefty selection of his most 
popular songs plus a few songs 
that he said were "songs we'd 
like to play for ourselves." No 
one objected because this gave 
the Strangers (by far the best 
country band around) a chance to

display their considerable chips, 
and besides who are you to tell 
Merle what he can or cannot do 
during his show? 

Merle waved his flag at show's 
end when he sang "Okie From 
Muskogee" and "Fightin' Side of 
Me." The former is a song that 
some folks took far more seri¬ 
ously than Merle ever did; the 
latter is a song that doesn't 
serve much purpose anymore 
except to arouse passions that 
(in light of that week's events in 
Vietnam) don't need to be 
aroused anymore. But Merle has 
never been one to hide his feel¬ 
ings and it was as valid for him 
to include these two songs as it 
was for him to include the 
apolitical songs in his repertoire. 
Willie Nelson (Columbia) 

opened the show with a set 
marked by sound problems and 
apparent lapses of musicianship 
by the band members. But Willie 
keeps trying new approaches to 
the old material ("Funny How 
Time Slips Away," etc.) that his 
country audience wants to hear, 
and regardless of the per¬ 
formance's quality, he scores 
points for refusing to be type¬ 
cast.

The decision came in an ap¬ 
peal by Melody Recordings, Inc. 
and National Cinematape, Inc. 
from a lower court ruling award¬ 
ing a summary judgment to 
Columbia Broodcasting Co., Inc. 
in its suit against the defendants. 
CBS had charged them with un¬ 
fair competition arising from the 
unauthorized duplication of its 
sound recordings. While granting 
the summary judgment, the lower 
court, however, had denied 
CBS' request for a permanent 
injunction. CBS was challenging 
this denial in a cross-appeal. 

The Appellate Court, noting 
that "injunctive relief un¬ 
doubtedly was called for," re¬ 
manded to the lower court the 
questions of issuing the injunc¬ 
tion, the surrender by the 
defendants of all unauthorized 
records and tapes they had 
duplicated, as well as compen¬ 
satory and punitive damages.

think we have the best partners in each territory. In some of the 
countries we own the company that licenses our material and a local 
publisher acts as an exploitation agent. We have that situation in 
Australia, in France and in Japan, all rather large markets. In Italy, 
we have a joint company; we own fifty percent. But England is a 
completely new operation, with all our own people. 
RW: What about domestic acquisitions? 
Robinson: I think that we have to look at acquisitions a little bit 

differently than, let's say, a New York Times Publishing Company. 
They needed a catalogue to go into business; they had none. I'm 
not minimizing the importance of buying a catalogue, but the deal has 
to be right and the songs have to have futures in them. When we 
listen, we must say, yes, we can work this on the same basis we 
can work the Screen Cems and the Colgems catalogues. We want a 
catalogue with on-going activity, one that has writers signed to it 
or one where the songs are contemporary, and can be worked for 
years to come. 
RW: Have any acquisitions of writers and/or catalogues of any 

size come out of the success the print division has had? Do you get 
other rights automatically with most of the print deals you do? 

Robinson: When we can expand the deals, and if it's music we 
like, then we go after all rights. Obviously there are certain things 
we listen to which Frank wants for print and which are not available to 
us as a publisher, but, where we feel the material is worthwhile, we 
try. Bachman-Turner has really been a successful deal in that we have 
done well with print and we have helped BTO in the foreign area 
to a great degree. 
RW: Are you seeing any increase in producers of commercials 

coming to Screen Cems and saying, "I want this song for my client?" 
Sill: We've been after that area. You know, EUE/Screen Gems, 

which produces commercials, is owned by Columbia Pictures Indus¬ 
tries, but they're given a package to produce, including the music. 

We service most of the ad agencies and we've been fairly success¬ 
ful. I think "Born Free" was licensed about four times with four 
different advertisers. For one of our copyrights in particular, we were 
offered a record-breaking amount of money ($375,000 for three 
years), but we turned it down because the writer felt that it might 
hurt the copyright. 

Robinson: We get about six or, seven inquiries per month from 
people who want to use Screen Cems or Colgems songs for adver¬ 
tising a product. Some work out and some don't. I would say that 
we make a deal about 50 percent of the time because we do ask a lot 
of money for songs in this case. We feel we ought to get it. On a 
performance basis, you get very little in terms of revenue. We feel we 
can pick up $25,000 for one year's use, it's like having a million 
selling record without hurting the copyright. 

Schuster: We had a situation fairly recently where an advertising 
agency didn't want to pay the price we wanted for the song. But the 
same two writers wrote a song for them, and it was almost the same 
idea and feeling. 
RW: We've covered a lot of ground. What could you be looking 

towards in terms of the future that is distinct from what is already 
going on? 

Robinson: We are looking forward to various things. The enactment 
of a copyright revision bill; the revenue from new uses of copyrights, 
e.g. video disks and tapes; the opening of our new 50,000 sq. ft. 
print facility in Miami; closing the deal on a great acquisition (six 
weeks away); the results of our new royalty system (next six months); 
possibly opening another office in the southwest; the coming success 
with three new writers we have recently signed. It's an endless list, 
but that's what keeps us all going. ®

Starship Opens Island Center 
■ COMMACK, N.Y.— Challeng¬ 
ing Nassau Coliseum's Long Island 
concert dominance may not take 
much doing, but in launching a 
new venue's first foray (9) into 
rock entertainment (where once 
ice-hockey had been), Jefferson 
Starship (Grunt) gave their all 
in support of The Island Music 
Center opening. 

New Arena 
The refurbished arena offers 

better sound than most (although 
opening night mixing problems 
were apparent); here at least, de¬ 
cibel levels are high without being 
beyond the tolerance point, and 
the acoustics discourage the 
Madison Square Garden-type of 
echo effect. What it lacks in bath¬ 
room necessities (i.e. paper, locks) 
is offset on another level by the 
courtesy and cooperativeness of 
the security staff. Producer 
Michael Paparo's plans even call 
for a printed program with each 
concert. And the major market 
that is Long Island tends to grow 
a rock freak population a bit 
more interested in the music than 
most—so all in all, the setting 
was perfect for the landing of 
Grace Slick and crew. 

Starship Set 
Seldom has the regrouped Air¬ 

plane seen its female member in 
a more professional mood. Her 
voice, as powerful as ever, was 
matched by an attitude which 
allowed her to use it to the fullest. 
Even Grace's remark "Here comes 
the corny part!" preceding "White 
Rabbit," came off good-humored. 
And when joined by Marty Balin, 
new times seemed better than 
we remembered the old days 
being. 

Opening with a deliciously vi¬ 
cious "Ride the Tiger" from their 
RCA-distributed "Dragonfly" al¬ 
bum, their set included the 
swoonable (at least for a few 
females a row behind me) "Caro¬ 
line" and their 1970 single (now 
available on the "Early Flight" 

Ip) "Have You Seen the Saucers?" 
A scouting party of new material, 
no doubt for an upcoming album, 
counted some r&b-influenced 
songs like "Sweeter Than Honey" 
amongst its heartier numbers. 

Playing a set that was as long 
on crowd appeal as on time (over 
two hours), Jefferson Starship 
proved that there's little room for 
tired San Francisco flower power 
but plenty for the evergreen ap¬ 
peal of true hard rock pros such 
as they. 
Opening was Pavlov's Dog 

(Columbia), performing a number 
of tunes from their "Pampered 
Menial" album—which was for¬ 
merly on ABC—including their 
soon - to - be - released single, 
"Julia." Lead singer David Sur-
kamp credits his early days on 
an Arizona Indian reservation 
with the development of his 
warbling vocal style; but without 
even being aware of that, a male 
Buffy Ste-Marie instantly comes 
to mind. 

Instrumentally a cross between 
Blue Oyster Cult (who shares their 
producers) and the Yes school of 
high-powered space rock, the 
septet should soon assume head¬ 
line status. But some basic lessons 
in stage presence must first be 
learned. The group's music is 
unique enough to demand mean¬ 
ingful verbal commentary or 
some other tangible basis for a 
supra-musical performer-audience 
relationship, a necessity which 
does not presently exist.

■ Bad Company formed, launch¬ 
ed Led Zeppelin's Swan Song 
label, and their initial album 
and single, “Bad Co." and 
"Can't Get Enough" respectively 
occupied the top slottings on 
The Album Chart and The 
Singles Chart. Such spontaneous 
success might be rare, but quite 
understandable in Bad Com¬ 
pany's case; they're so uncom¬ 
monly good. The foursome are 
currently represented on the 
Record World charts with their 
"Straight Shooter" album in the 
4 spot and their "Good Lovin' 
Gone Bad" single at 38. 

Positive Elements 
The group maintains all the 

positive elements of a super¬ 
group without the negative ele¬ 
ments that effect so many groups 
of that stature. Lead vocalist Paul 
Rodgers and drummer Simon 
Kirke split from Free, joined 
forces with former Mott the 
Hoople guitarist Mick Ralphs and 
King Crimson bassist Boz Burrell, 
and Bad Company was born. 
Their brand of music is solid 
rock and roll, unpretentious, 
straight ahead and top notch all 
the way.

fectiveness of the music in a de¬ 
scription of his songwriting: "I 
think simplicity is the secret as 
far as music goes.

rather than being limited." Mick 
Ralphs adds, "We're an uncom¬ 
prising sort of band ... no 
nonsense straight down the line. 
Our presentation doesn't have 
glitter and sparkle—I think it's 
time for a real music band." 

RW's Year End Issue cited the 
band as the Top New Male 
Group, and although they are 
not quite so new now, the top 
quality remains constant. Danny 
Goldberg, vice president of the 
Atlantic—distributed Swan Song 
label, divulged some not-so-well-
kept secrets about Bad Com¬ 
pany: "One secret of Bad 
Company is the interrelation¬ 
ships of the four musicians. Boz 
and Simon have the rhythms of 
a soul band combined with the 
core of rock & roll, the same 
combination that's the essence 
of Paul's vocals. And Paul is the 
classic artist concerned only 
with his art, while Mick has the 
best conceptualization of the 
band in relation to the public. 
Another secret is Peter Grant." 
Grant, Zep's manager, handles 
Bad Company's affairs as well. 

It's been less than a year since 
Bad Company's initial release, 
yet they have firmly established 
themselves as one of the best 
rock & roll bands around. Criti¬ 
cally as well as commercially 
successful, they've won 'round 
the world honors. When they set 
out for their first American tour 
in mid-July of last year, the origi¬ 
nal six-week journey lasted 
through the end of September. 
Clearly, the rock world is ready 
for the honesty of Bad Company.

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Bob Wills Dead at 70 
■ FT. WORTH, TEXAS — Bob 
Wills, famed fiddler/bandleader 
and member of the Country 
Music Hall of Fame, died Tues¬ 
day, May 13, at the age of 70. 
Wills had been confined to a 
Fort Worth, Texas rest home for 
the past 18 months suffering the 
effects of a series of strokes 
which began in 1969. 

Though Wills had been idled 
by illness for more than five years, 
his impact on the sound of 
country music was lasting. Work¬ 
ing in the American southwest in 
the 1930s and '40s, Wills formed 
a musical organization which 
united old-time fiddling with big 
band jazz styles. He was noted 
as a bandleader, a singer and 
instrumentalist, and as a song¬ 
writer for such compositions as 
“San Antonio Rose." Through 
his band, the Texas Playboys, 
Wills brought many innovations 
to prominence within country 
music. The use of drums and 
electrically-amplified instruments 
in country performance can be 
traced to Wills' influence. 

Wills is survived by his wife, 
Betty; a son, James Robert, and by 
daughters Mrs. Diane Arnold, Mrs. 
Carolyn Johnson, Mrs. Cindy 
James, Mrs. Robbie Jo Calhoun 
and Mrs. Rosetta Arnett. Services 
will be held at the East Side 
Baptist Church in Tulsa, Okla¬ 
homa. 
He was born James Robert 

Wills on March 6, 1905 in Lime¬ 
stone County, Texas. In 1913 the 
Wills family migrated west by 
covered wagon to Hall County, 
Texas. At age 16 Bob ran away 
from home. Despite his disatis¬ 
faction with farming, he knew 
little else and was forced to work 
in the fields. After a year in East 
Texas he headed West toward 
home again. For the next several 
years his occupations ran the 
gamut from farmer to barber to 
salesman to zinc smelter laborer. 
Wills was always in demand 

for country dances throughout 

the region. In 1929 he joined a 
touring medicine show, playing 
fiddle and performing black race 
routines. A few weeks later, Wills 
decided a bigger city would offer 
better possibi Ities, so he left 
West Texas for Fort Worth. Here 
he hooked on the medicine 
show circuit again, and together 
with guitarist Herman Arnspiger, 
formed the two-piece Wills 
Fiddle Band. A sponsor was 
found for a radio program and 
Bob's full-time musical career 
began. His band expanded to 
three with the addition of Milton 
Brown and the band became 
known as Aladdin's Laddies. By 
early 1931 a flour mill sponsor 
had renamed them the Light 
Crust Doughboys. 
Wills formed his own five-

piece dance band, Bob Wills and 
his Playboys, and moved to 
Waco, Texas, for a few months. 
During a short stay in Oklahoma 
City in early 1934, Bob altered 
the band name to Texas Play¬ 
boys, and in February, 1934, the 
band's headquarters shifted to 
Tulsa, where they were to attain 
their greatest success during the 
ensuing nine years with their 
daily KVOO Radio broadcasts, 
nightly dances in various towns 
and numerous recording hits 
such as "San Antonio Rose," 
"Take Me Back To Tulsa" and 
"Steel Guitar Rag."

FBI Seizes Tapes

out on April 29 at Dixieland 
Sales, 1307 Buford Street in 
Huntsville, operated by Robert 
Luther Clouser. Agents claimed 
20,184 tapes valued at $85,378. 
The case will be presented to the 
next Grand Jury in Birmingham. 

Two days later, agents raided 
Mark III Enterprizes of Scotts¬ 
boro, Alabama. They seized 5000 
tapes, 275 master tapes, one 
mastering machine, 6 slaves, 4 
winders, shrink wrap machines, 
sieves, labels and other materials 
used in the tape manufacturing 
operation. Value of the seizure 
was set at $147,710. 

Both raids were authorized by 
Chief Assistant U. S. Attorney, 
Don Hale—Birmingham Northern 
District of Alabama. John H. 
Polk, Nashvile based special 
agent in charge—South for RIAA, 
contributed much to the investi¬ 
gations which led to the seizures.

Th band grew from five pieces 

in 1933 to as many as eighteen in 
the peak Swing Era years. Wills' 
mixture of stringed instruments 
with horns spelled versatility, 
and the band performed various 
styles from country to jazz. 

The outbreak of World War II 
put a temporary end to Wills' 
musical career as he and other 
band members joined the Armed 
Forces. By the end of 1943, both 
he and his vocalist, Tommy Dun¬ 
can, had served their tenures and 
a new Texas Playboys band had 
been formed in California where 
they remained until 1949 before 
moving back to the southwest. 
Wills continued to front a band 
until late 1963 and performed as 
a solo until he suffered the first 
of several strokes in May, 1969. 
Post-War record hits by Wills 
include "Faded Love," "Roly 
Poly" and "Heart to Heart Talk." 

William Ivey, executive direc¬ 
tor of the Country Music Founda¬ 
tion — the organization which 
operates the Country Music 
Hall of Fame and Museum— 
commented that, "Wills loss is a 
great one for the country music 
community. Because Bob was in¬ 
active for an extended time, it is 
easy for us to forget the extent 
of his contribution, but many of 
today's country stars learned the 
music listening to his recordings, 
and many leading musicians 
played in his bands. He is one of 
the few entertainers who truly 
changed the sound of country 
music, so he will be truly 
mourned."
