where a dollar is still worth 100 cents 
today is in those problems in the arith-
emetic book.

POINT-OF-SALE PROMOTION 

On Location Stimulation 
Music vendors are faced with two 

developments that are affecting busi-
ness. 

One is the fact that the coin-operat-
ed phonograph, no longer a novelty, 
requires point-of-sale promotion to 
stimulate business. 

The other is, that taverns do more 
"take home" business than before. 
Hence, the customers do not remain 
on the premises as long as they former-
ly did. 

Designers and manufacturers of 
phonographs have therefore, been im-
pelled to produce attractive equipment 
to attract customers and facilitate the 
vendor's job. 

Tavern owners are trying to stimu-
late business in a variety of ways. 
Some shut of television, except when 
some widely ballyhooed event is being 
telecast. 

They take advantage of psychology 
by playing the phonographs themselves 
when the machine might otherwise be 
silent. It is a known fact that when 
customers hear a phonograph playing, 
they'll want to hear more. 

Meanwhile, what is the music ven-
dor doing? 

Is he using all the point-of-sales tools 
available to stimulate business? 

PROGRAMMING 

By now, every vendor who has any 
idea of the business is conscious of the 
value of programming. Without effec-
tive programming, the most modern, 
well-designed phonogieph ' become,s 
part of the decor. Even the stimulus of 
hearing music played - when paid for 
by the location owner - will not encour-
age more plays unless the records 
wanted by the customer are on the 
machine. 

With the 100 and 200-play equip-
ment, a vendor can cater to the diverse 
tastes of the customers. In taverns, one 
can assume that the patrons are older 
than in other types of establishments. 
Hence, it is possible to program music 
that appeals to a variety of tastes. 
Teen-agers in soda and candy shops 
prefer the artists of their generation 
and the song that express their attitud-
es. Older patrons want more variety. 
1Vith the large multiple play machines 
it is possible to cater to the preferences 
of all age groups. 

Yet, despite built-in division of cate-
gories on the selection panels - the very 
profusion can lead to confusion. 

The Hit Parade Program Service of-
fers the only logical answer to this con-
fusion. With title strips in coded co-
lors, identification of musical categor-
ies is instant and unmistakable. Thus, 
if experience on location shows the 
vendor that the customers prefer a par-
ticular type of music, the vendor will 
program more of the preferred music. 

With title strips in coded colors, the 
vendor can go beyond the alloted num-
ber in a specific category. In addition, 
with the new equipment so sleek, trim, 
and expressive of functional design. 
why cheapen the looks of the phono-
graph with strips without point-of-sale 
values? 

Since programming is hiiportant,the 
vendor who does not program in ac-
cordance with survey information, is 
in the dark ages of the business. 

More than ever, the music vendor 
must heed survey results and follow-
through with point-of-sale promotion 
as "packaged" by the Hit Parade Pro-
gram Service - survey of record popu-
larity, coded color title strips, posters, 
and the "Hit Parade" trademark.
