interesting things on his mind, Claude
Hall asked for thoughts on records,
radio and promotion.

KEN BUTTICE: The single is no
longer what it used to be. With the
strength of Country radio, with the
strength of R&B and Disco records,
with the strength of the album sale,
everything is getting meshed to the
point where single sales are diminish-
ing, and it's interesting because radio
seems o be in a slight state of flux and
the record company really doesn't
know because what used to be a million
selling single now is somewhere around
a half a million or 600,000.

We're selling a lot of albums, and the

reason for it — I mean, take for
instance The Cars. We just went
platinum on the album. We're a million
units on the album, and now we’ve had
two top thirty singles. We can’t break
through with that monstrous single,
we sell 400,000 singles, we sell 600,000
singles, and in Detroit right now we
Lave a number-six record with The
Cars, and we have a number-one
album. But the single sales around the
country are just at a stabilizing point
right now where they're not mon-
strous, but they're steady. And radio
has always had that tendency to look
for that monster single. They want to
add top ten records. If a record doesn’t

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$6,000 Fine For WOOK

WASHINGTON — WOOK-FM,
owned by United Broadcasting, may be
fined $6,000 by the Federal Communi-
cations Commission for a “Black Book
Contest” featured in 1978. The radio
station asked listeners on the air to
phone in their name and the names of
three friends. WOOK-FM called these;
if they were listening to the station,
they got a prize. The station failed to
mention the prizes on the air and
claimed winners were told the prizes
on the phone.

The F'CC claims that announcements

also said that winners in the “Black
Book Contest” were qualified to win in
other station contests during the year.
However, announcements for a “Thou-
sand Dollar Dial Contest” specified
that phone calls would be to the
Washington area, thus eliminating
listeners in suburban Virginia.

The FCC said that United violated
Section 73.1216 of the Rules about
radio stations having to “disclose
material terms of a contest and that no
contest description shall be false, mis-
leading, or deceptive.”

WEBC To The Rescue!

DULUTH, MN — It's not too often
that a radio station will drop its format
and restrictions to come to the aid of a
family in need, but WEBC didn't
hesitate for a moment when they heard
the plight of the Kline family.

David Kline was cutting firewood
when his chain saw slipped and caught
him in the face. While the family was
visiting him at the hospital, their
supper club and home (which was
located above the club) burned down,
destroying everything the family
owned.

Scott “ arpenter, WEBC's afternoon
drive jock, heard of the family's plight
and organized an on-the-air radiothon

to aid the Kline family. People called in
from as far as 100 miles away.

They soon had cartons of food and
clothing stacked up at the station. A
13-year-old girl donated the cash from
her piggy-bank; people on their way
home from work drove out of their way
to leave cash donations; a local Holiday
Inn donated beds; the Ski-Doo Snow-
mobile gave snowsuits for the entire
family; restaurants gave invitations for
dinners, etc.

As program director Ric Morgan
shared, “I guess if a radio station can’t
drop the format and restrictions and
lend a hand in time of need — then
what's it all about?”

After all is said and done, what
really separates a Mary Turner, The
Real Don Steele, The Ev, Dan Ingram,
Dr. Don Rose, Shotgun Tom Kelly,
Dave Conley and Gary Owens, along
with others, from the general balance
of air-talent is one simple uncompli-
cated and often over-looked fact: You
could take any of the above talents,
place them in an AOR format, Country
format, Disco format, Pop-Adult for-
mat, Classical format, perhaps, who
knows, even a Spanish format, and
they would still be stunning winners.

These air-talents are as different to
each other as night and day, but they
have one ingredient common to all that
make them “Superstars.” What you
ask?Well it’s simple — they are them-
selves! They don't imitate, they orig-
inate. It makes no difference whether
they're doing Freeform radio {a rarity
in this day and age), or tight limited-
rap radio. Whatever the case, there is
no way to destroy the air-talent’s per-
sonality.

I've heard Bobby Ocean read a stock
one-liner and still sound as warm,
human and gentle as he always has the
other 150 times he read that same one-
liner. I've heard Chuck Browning doing
an AOR format, and sound as cos-
mically effective as he does in a Top 40
situation with continued simplicity and
brevity (of which he is a master).
Imagine Larry Lujack doing a Beauti-
ful Music format and still sounding just
like he always has — great!

I recall doing Top 40 and getting calls
from the local AOR and Country
outlets in the market, and being asked
if I'd mind filling in for one of their
people who was sick. Understand, that
they weren't understaffed, they
weren't calling me because I sounded
like everyone else, but because I
sounded and communicated like me.
Nobody does me better than me!
Therefore, the first and most impor-
tant element in being a great air-
talent — be yourself!

Each and every one of us are
uniquely different, and no one can be
you better than yourself. So beginning
now, if you’re really serious about
being a success, be yourself!

Do you drop your voice? always get
a kick out of an air-talent that will walk
up to me, tilt their head forward, just
slightly, push out their chest, and force
their perfectly normal voice down
fifteen octaves with no natural inflec-
tion. I try not to laugh, but it's difficult
at times.

I suppose that this style of communi-
cation is quite impressive to a few.
However, most of us in “Radioland”
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have seen fire and have seen rain, and
are less than impressed. So please, cut
it out, you're only fooling yourself.

I have been told that if it's a fuller
voice you're working on, here are two
exercises that will supposedly help:

[A] A short breathing exercise using
your diaphragm to force short bursts of
air out.

[B] Holding a vocal note, then
moving down the scale to the next note
until you reach the lowest possible note
you can produce (without passing out),
again using your diaphragm.

Repeat these several times a day,
and after a few months you should
notice the natural fullness in your
voice.

How about the talent who thinks he's
Rich “Brother” Robbin, and begins
speaking at the rate of something like a
mile a second. But because he cannot
master what is natural to Rich Bro’ or
Jackson Armstrong, he ends up run-
ning out of breath. As his eyes start
rolling around madly in his head, his
face turning purple, and by some
strange miracle avoids a cardiac arrest,
he ends the sentence gasping for
breath, and grasping for anything else
in sight. Yes, he has been noticed, buz
believe me, how unimpressive.

Then there is the talent who uses
over-inflection with compounded vocal
exaggeration to come across on the
radio. (I believe the in-house term is
“puker.”) This is really hysterical. You
can't listen for very long without
instinctively mimicking this air-talent.
Eventually, you tune him or her out or
get violently ill!

Then there are those air-talents who
improperly use their headsets. Instead
of using headsets as a reference of
where they are in the program for
mixing, they become fascinated with
their own voice. This preoccupation
with one’s voice usually has the effect
of the talent badly affecting what is

already naturally perfect. I remember
at one point in my career I got caught
up in this kind of folly. Luckily it was
short-lived when my program man-
ager, Chuck Browning, walked into the
studio, unplugged my headsets, and
quietly walked out with them. 1 fol-
lowed him to his office and inquired
why he took my headsets. He smiled,
looked at me and said, “If it’s your
voice you want to listen to, you don't
need any headsets!”

Obviously, enough was said. I went
back on the air and a couple of days
later the “Chucker” returned my head-
sets. I then mastered their proper use
as a broadcast monitoring teol.

Perhaps I've probably dwelled much
too long on the voice. It's only in the
interest of impressing to those of you
who are constantly critical of your
voice, stop worrying! It’s like anything
else in life. The more you use it in its
natural form, the better it will get.

Achieving excellent board-work is a
big plus for any air-talent who operates
his own board. When beginning em-
ployment at a new station, always
pre-arrange with the program man-
ager to work out on the board for a few
nights on the all-night show. The
board-work should be second nature to
you by the time you debut on the air.

How about reading copy?Here's an
area that, at times, you have limited
control over. Usually, due to economic
reasons there is no copywriter in the
station. Therefore, most sales execu-
tives write their own copy. They will
throw so much into it that in a
60-second spot you will get 90 seconds
of copy to read.

Reading this spot too fast has the
program manager on your back and the
cient complaining. And if you omit a
couple of lines at all, the sales execu-
tive is in a fit, while the client is
threatening to go elsewhere. It's a
situation of, you're damned if you do
and you're damned if you don't.
Hopefully, your program manager can
solve this problem.

In the meantime, you can help the
situation by going over all copy before
your show. Not just before the stop set
it belongs in, but before you actually go
on the air. This age-old philosophy that
you should be able to read copy cold,
anytime, anywhere or you are not a
“pro,” is total hogwash.

If you are working in a format that
limits you to reading one-liners, don’t
despair. The success of the one-liner
celivery is belief. It's that simple!
Everytime you crack that microphone
switch and deliver a one-liner, the

Leaders in the music industry are
looking ahead to 1979; here’s what they
predict:

Bob Siner, executive vice president,
MCA Records: “In the past, we tended
to gear our campaigns toward a very
young age. However, we all know that
the consumer has grown up with the
industry. It's not just kids who are
buying records. We have widened our
demographics to include those persons
upwards to 34 and 35. In 1979 many of
our marketing, promotion, and pub-
licity campaigns will be tailored toward
an even wider demographic.”

Billy Bass, vice president of promo-
tion and creative services, Chrysalis
Records: “The biggest change will be
artist negotiations and the industry
establishing a royalty rate for video
recordings. I believe that with the new
inexpensive hardware and the current
push for home video sets, there will be
a demand for software.

“The stars of video have yet to be
discovered. So.I bet that one of the
biggest changes will be establishing
the royalty rate on duplicating video
recording. The biggest challenge will
be determining the characteristics of
what will make stars on video.

“The recording companies will push
stronger on the issue of counter-
feiting. It is my hope that we do come
up with some material that can't be
duplicated — that can be used econo-
mically to reduce counterfeiting to
oblivion.

“I'don’t think tight money will effect
the music industry since the record is
the best buy dollar-for-dollar.”

Don Arden, president, Jet Records:
“I think 1979 is going to be crucial in
amending the very loose arrangements
that are in existence and have been in
existence for many years which sup-
posedly protect the copyright, the in-
terests of composers, record companies
and publishing companies. I feel that
the exploitation which borders on
abuse by certain distributors and
record dealers is tantamount to piracy
in many cases. Look for giant moves in
1979 to put these matters right!”

Y-100 is owned by Bob Weis and -

Norman Wain, two of the nation’s most
energetic and dynamic radio station
owners. Both men are extremely
respected radio people — Wain for his
flair and public image, and Weis for his
financial acumen.

In this exclustve interview, Claude
Hall chats with Norman Wain about
Y-100.

NORMAN WAIN: Claude, I'm gonna

take you back to my first radio job in’

Norfolk, Virginia in 1949. I'm a green
kid from New York and I got a job as a
disc jockey doing everything. The
show was all done with turntables.
There was no tape in those days, no
cartridges, no nothing. You want to
run a commercial, you got to put it on a
record and play it.

So I had five turntables, the micro-
phone, T had to answer the phone,
write down the requests, go into the
music library, find the record, come
back, and play it.

So being a guy with average intel-
ligence, after doing that a few nights, I
found something crazy was happening.
The same records kept coming up over
and over again as requests. In those
days it was something wild! I thought
instead of driving myself crazy, I would
run into the music library and pull the
records that I knew the kids were

gonna request. I would have them all’
stacked up instead of giving myself a.

heart. attack running back and forth to
16 RADIO REPORT

the music library. I call this story “How
I Almost Invented Top-Forty.”

From that little experience I learned
a very, very heavy lesson: A hit is a
hit; a hit record is a record that people
want to hear again. If people didn’t
want to hear music again, there would
be no reason for the whole thing.

As long as people who listen want to
hear music again and again and again,
it will always be required of the smart
broadcaster to discover what the
records are that those people want to
hear again and again . . . and to play

them at one time or another during the
course of their llstemng experience.
Now, this isn't to say that there's no
room for new music and there's no
room for variation or specialization or
Black music or White music, but

there's room for all of that stuff only

within that framework.

CLAUDE HALL: Yesterday I lis-
tened quite a long time and I didn't
consciously hear the same record re-
peated. But I heard all the current hits,
some oldies. It is a personification of a
Top 40 station.

WAIN: Bill Tanner, our program
director, is very perceptive. I think one
of the outstanding features of our
station is that once a record gets on our
station, it almost never dies. We're still
playing “Boogie Shoes” and stuff like
that. Other broadcasters burn them
out and say they shouldn't be played.
Bill knows that if a record was a hit, it

- still has a sizeable audience out there

that still wants to hear it.

‘HALL: One of the other things I
found fascinating about his station is
the type of personality.

WAIN: Absolutely. DJs are very
carefully planned. Their voices are in
specific tonal ranges and they are
specific types of people.

Bill's concept is the voice and
approach of the DJ has to match 100%
the kind of music we're playing and the
kind of people that are out there.

HALL: Why do you think music goes
through lulls like we're in now — and.

how do you deal with it at Y-100?

WAIN: I think we're in a lull now,
but what people fail to recognize is the
reason for it. I really think if the
sociologists take a look at it, theyre
going to come up with the answer that
one of the big, big reasons for it is
what’s going on in the world.

For instance, the Viet Nam War that
turned everybody off spawned the
protest music and it sent people back to
their composing tables to find new
answers and new ideas. You know
what I'm saying?

It's only when things are peaceful
and when the world settles down that
music settles down also.

HALL: In effect, the problems were
solved by music.

WAIN: Right. Remember the
Beatles hit was “Revolution.” Well, the
point is there was some fiend to battle
against and that's what made music
intense. Today there seems to be a “let
it all hang out” attitude. You know,
we're just out for. pleasure, sort of a
hedonistic society of fun and games.

HALL: The Disco thing is'coming on
pretty good. I do think there is room
for a format using that type of music.

WAIN: I'm sure there:is. You notice
all the Disco Y-100 is playing? You see,
I feel we're the WABC of this market-
place. While we play Disco right now,
we're savvy enough to play what-
ever's hot...to stay ' with the
trends . . . because we believe a hit is.
a hit.

HALL: I'm glad you kept Bill Tanner
there.

WAIN: Are you kidding? The guy's a
genius! He really works hard at it too.
He replicates and duplicates his own
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research and we spend a lot of money
on research.

There are two people in the station
in the music department, Colleen
Cassidy and Muzzie. They're two
people who do nothing but research.
Our music department is really a
research department.

HALL: You've got to do all of that
today.

I think that if WNEW-AM went out
on the street with one of the program
directors like Bill Tanner, they could
come back in that market.

WAIN: I do think though that you
have to decide what you want to be.

What I'm saying is this: I think it’s easy
to identify the hits, but then you have
to decide which hits you want to play in
today’s marketplace because there are
so many radio stations.

Years ago when I had WIXY, we
used to call up 10 record stores and
that was our survey. It was the Stone
Age of research.

But we could get away with it then
because there weren't a lot of radio
stations around. As long as we were
playing somewhat near the hits, what
difference did it make?

Today with 20 or 30 radio stations, I
think vou must decide which records

are hits . . . then decide which records
you want to play. You have to have
some point of view or otherwise there’s
no identity to the radio station.

But, you see it's more than just the
music. I have a theory I call “the
experience somebody has with a radio
station”.

In other words, you and your wife
have a shared experience. That’s why
you're close to each other. You have to
do something with your audience to
involve them and to have a shared
experience with them.

Now the easiest, quickest, most
superficial way is to have a contest and
do things where the audience parti-
cipates to a great extent with the radio
station. But the other way is more
expensive, but more lasting. It is to get
out into the community and do some-
thing with the audience.

We put on Street Dances. You come
to one of our Street Dances and if
you've been involved with us, shared
an experience and had some fun, then
you have to have a special feel for that
spot on the dial. It's this skared
experience that's so important.

HALL: Maybe a contest is not
necessary or a good shared experience.

WAIN: It depends on the contest. If
it's a contest that draws the audience in
and has them participate, then it's

okay. But if it's just a “call me up and
win something” contest, you know it
may not be that good.

HALL: Bill is doing one thing, “If
somebody asks you what radio station
you're listening to . . .”

WAIN: That's our ARB contest right
now. We call it the $75,000 Zip Off. I'll
give you an example of a shared
experience. He is a genius at this. They
call out the certain zip codes and they
ask you what radio station you're
listening to. See, you have to send us a
post card. Now if he calls the card of
that hour, they win the money if they
know and are- listening. But then he
allows people to call into the station
even if they don’t know it.

Here's what happens: There was one
hour when we had -$10,000 to give
away. He calls the woman and she
says, “I'm sorry, my son sent in the
card and I don't know anything about
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it.” He says, “I want you to know if you
had said ‘Y-100," you would have won
$10,000!”

He hangs up and says,' “Okay, I'll
take the 100th caller and I'll give them
the $10,000.” He spread it out like you
wouldn't believe. He stretched it out
and about 8:15 he gets up to 98. Finally
he said you are caller 100. People were
committing suicide on the other end of
the phone.

I'll tell you, I almost drove off the
road that day — it was so exciting!
That is what you call a shared
experience. We got calls for a week
after that from people saying they
couldn’t get to work, couldn't leave the
car, couldn't leave the radio. It was
unbelievable.

I don’t take any credit- for " the
programming here. I gave him little
variations, but it’s basically Bill Tan-
ner. We all participate a little bit and
he is very receptive to ideas, but he
really knows what he is doing.

HALL: Right now he’s got to be one
of the heaviest program directors in
the country.

WAIN: Listen, he jumped on the
Disco thing a long time ago.

HALL: As a veteran radio guy, how
do you feel . . . here you are living in
another market most of the time.

WAIN: I feel like I'm out of the
action. I do, I really miss it.

But I'll tell you something, I'm older
now, I'm 50. And I feel these guys have
the energy and the smarts and the
excitement to do a job. I sometimes
feel if I was around, I'd inhibit them a
little bit. I'd rather sit back, do the
philosophizing and the thinking, come
into the market every now and then,
and tinker with it a little bit. But the
basic everyday stuff is a rough busi-
ness. v

T'll tell you something. I came down
here while we were changing managers

and I sat in the manager's chair for =

about six to seven weeks. It's tough. I
found out how tough it really is.

This manager, Dave Ross, isn't even
30 yet and we got him running this big
multi-million dollar operation for us.

HALL: I think it takes that today.

WAIN: It does. The young shall
inherit the Earth. I'll tell you why;
they have to have resiliency, which as
you get older I find you have less of.
The resiliency I'm talking about is the
ability to swing with the punches, the
problems that come up every minute.

HALL: When you come down here
after you've been away for a few weeks
and hear the radio station, what’s the
feeling that you get?

WAIN: First of all, I miss it. I love
Y-100. It’s the only radio station that
I've owned that I love. I love the
- excitement, the sound, the creativity.
There’s something ‘about the recur-
rence that gives you a certain stability.
Ihated it when I was a disc jockey, but
now as a listener I love it.

The theme for 1979 in Miami/Ft.
Lauderdale is “Back to Basics.” The
South Florida marketplace is one of the
most unique in the country, both from
a geographical and socio-economic
standpoint. This means that in selling
the radio station to the market, lis-
teners- and advertisers, it requires
strict attention to details and. well
thought out marketing plans. The
market is too competitive for second-
rate efforts.

In looking at the marketplace, one
finds a long, narrow business district
requiring salesmen to travel from Palm
Beach to the Keys. Along this route,
the businesses und listeners are vastly
different.

In Miami itself (Dade County), one
finds a mixture of cultures, a city that
is virtually bilingual. The Spanish-
speaking people comprise close to 35%
of the total population. The rest of the
base is made up of various Caucasian
backgrounds totaling approximately
49% of the total base. The market is
rounded out by a large Black popula-
tion of 16%.

The Ft. Lauderdale market (Brow-
ard County) is “lilly white,” with about
12% Black and less than 10% Spanish.
Surprisingly enough, the demographics
of the total marketplace, Dade/Brow-
ard, includes 40.7% between the ages
of 18 and 49! Not as geriatric as one
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would believe. With total buying
power and several other related cate-
gories, the market could be ranked as
number 12 in the U.S.

Both in promotion and in selling, the
market is a challenge. How do you
promote to such a vast geographical
area containing so many diverse lis-
teners and cultures? The answer for us
is to be consistent and to relate to the
masses. High visability is a key:
Bumper sticker promotions, along with
outdoor in the form of paint units
combined with either buses or bus
benches appealing to South Florida
lifestyle (remembering that the mass
audience does not live on the ocean and
see palm trees on sandy beaches every-
day).

There is a whole world on the other
side of Rt. 95, the main thoroughfare of
South Florida. The tourists primarily
occupy the beachfront, and the popula-
tion lives a normal life, except the sun
shines everyday. Remembering also
that there are very few actual Flori-
dians.(most of the population is from
various other areas of-‘the country), we
find that musical tastes are a blend of
the entire United States. As such, we

can be broad in our appeal from a.

promotional standpoint.

The important factor is that all
promotions have interest to all age
groups and that our internal coordina-
tion between programming and sales
allows us to get a “big bang for the
buck.” We believe that every promo-

tion can do as much for sales as it does
in building audience. We communicate
with the clients and agencies through
weekly mailings and in-person contact.
A Y-100 salesman always has more to
talk about than ratings. Every promo-
tion on the station is used for sales
“sizzle.” The end result is both aud-
ience excitement and client reaction in
terms of wanting to be on the
station to take advantage of the ex-
citement. The bottom line: Turning
promotion $$$ into sales getters!

This is the true “Gold Rush” area of
the U.S. The society is incredibly
mobile and combined with the weather
and the transplanted business people
from the North, there are hundreds of
new businesses cropping up monthly.
There is, in fact, more retail space per
capita here than anywhere in the U.S.

These business people are in an
environment that encourages experi-
mentation, and the Y-100 sales staff
sells creative marketing plans and
helps thes& new businesses to promote.
They are not tied to traditional forms
of advertising, because the people of
the market and the market is not
traditional.

It's fun radio, and we use every
resource, be it Street Dances in front
of water slides, tying in a sponsor to
the Stella Taylor Atlantic Swim, or
just selling a car dealer.

We sell results, credibility and sta-
bility, the basics of a solid long-term

call-letters, do a gag-line, read a com-
mercial, PSA, or anything, do it with
belief!

Say you have a prize to give away.
Your job is to believe in your mind that
it’s great and sell it with that kind of
belief. Enthusiasm then becomes na-
tural. Believe the one-liner, the com-
mercial, the PSA, the gag, etc. Believe
it and others will believe what they
hear.

Become involved with your environ-
ment, the market you're in. Buy a map
that details your service area and know
it! Know where the main highway
arteries and streets are, where all the
high schools and colleges are located,
plus their colors and mascot names.
Know all the major parks and where
they're located. Know all the names of
suburban areas outside the city, and
learn the local colloquialisms used.
Know who the mayor and local legis-
lative representatives are, when and
where the major annual events are.
Become fully informed!

Ask your program manager, general
manager, sales manager or news
director. They should and would not
consider this kind of questioning ir-
relevant. If they don't know, call the
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Chamber of Commerce, check the
library, ask, ask, ask.

Here is another element which is
seldom touched on by what seems to be
a major percentage of today’s program
managers: What with computer read-
outs, and the one-liner syndrome, and
doing this here, and that there, and
selling this and reading that, I find
many program managers actually lack
the ability to motivate fun on the radio.
I suppose they're afraid of it or don't
know how to handle it. Most great
air-talents have fun...no matter
what the conditions.

Consider this, by virtue of your own
choice, the greatest profession of all
time. Even though at times you are
referred to as a “piece of meat,” don’t
you ever believe it! You have the
awesome responsibility to entertain
and inform. In this day and age, with
such events as the Kennedy and King
assassinations, Viet Nam, Watergate,
cost of living, Flight 182, and the
Jonestown Mass Suicides, plaguing all
the people, you have unexpectedly
been placed into a far more important
position than that of the President of
the United States.

Second only to the teaching profes-
sion (which deals with the lives of our
children and our childrens’ children),
your contributions to society are far
more reaching than that of doctors,
nurses, lawyers, blue-collar workers
and all the rest.

I know that in many cases you are
surrounded by greed and selfishness,
and it's tough to survive in this kind of
environment. There is, however, one
gigantic consolation to all of this.
Because you give from the heart —
truth, love, joy, warmth, kindness and
happiness — you can have the satis-
faction in knowing your contribution
will maintain our nation’s sanity.

Keep in mind the audience tunes in
to listen to the music, and you want to
belong. They want to reach out for
something or someone who will take
their minds off their troubles and yet,
truthfully, unveil the information that
effects their destiny. This indeed is an
unmeasureable power.

Also consider it a rare privilege!

I can’t guarantee you that you will
become a greater air-talent from these
notes; only you can guarantee that by
your own desire to succeed. Perhaps
I've shed some light that will help you
along the way. I personally consider
being an air-talent the noblest profes-
sion in the history of mankind. Al-
though that’s a profound statement, it
is my opinion!

Success lies in your own personal
inner strength, in your ability to self-
motivate yourself through the most
trying circumstances, in your ability to
forgive and to improve. And finally, a

true desire to make others happy, even
though many will never see, but only
hear your voice.
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Ken Buttice
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go top ten on the list, if they see it
mid-charting in places around the
country, they tend to want to shy away
from it. And I think that day is gone, 1
think radio is going to have to start
realizing that because of the single sale
the way it is, they’re going to have to
start changing and realizing that
what'’s creating a lot of album sales and
breaking groups is the fact that you're
only going to sell a certain amount of
singles and the day of the million-
selling single is going to be gone.

CLAUDE HALL: This means that
they're going to have to adjust their
way of researching records.

BUTTICE: Absolutely.

HALL: As a promotion man, are you
able to keep the excitement going on a
single?

BUTTICE: That's the key. When
there are so many records now that
record companies hardly ever see a
record anymore go 30 to 19 to 11 to 2.
Those days are over with.

HALL: The other day we had a story
about a promotion man becoming more
and more important in the industry.
Are you finding that true in your own
viewpoint?

BUTTICE: Absolutely. Look at a lot
of the key executives in the industry,
looking at Joe Smith, who is a
promotion man, looking at Steve Lax,
who'’s President of EA, who's a promo-
tion man, Al Corey, who's doing this
incredible job at RSO, who's a promo-
tion man. Everyone's coming back
from the promotion roots, and it's
interesting to say that once you go on
in a career in promotion, all the steps
that you've taken from a local man to a
regional man to a national man to a
director of a staff, encompass just
about every department of a record
company. You're constantly learning
what sales is, what marketing is, what
artist development is, what publicity
is, you've just about worked in every
facet of a record company. I think
that's why promotion men are the
leading men in the industry today.

When I came here, Queen had never
been on AM radio. Jackson Browne
had never been on AM radio. Jackson
Browne now — his last album “Run-
ning On Empty” just passed the
3,000,000 unit mark.

HALL: In my own mind, I think
that’s because of the singles.

BUTTICE: Absolutely. That’s why
what we were talking about in the
beginning of this interview about how
important it is — and I hope that
people can all start understanding the
problem.
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Radio has to start understanding
that records, single sales, are falling;
they're falling by the wayside, and
what we have to do is understand the
problem and realize that there might
be times when radioc has to play
mid-chart records. And whether
they're mid-chart insomuch as a mid-
chart record which we think is mid-
chart to day, is not mid-chart. Where a
year ago, it was a mid-chart record, in
today’s marketplace, that record's a
hit. And that is what radio has to start
understanding.

HALL: How do you go about
breaking a record today?

BUTTICE: Oh, it's still pretty much
believing in it; having the total
company behind it, in all facets of
having the act working, of having a
campaign mounted, when you feel you
have the right ingredients pulled
together. Maybe you have that one hit
track on that album you believe in, and
you release it as a single and you start
picking up airplay around the country
and putting the right stations together.
The thing that’s been so successful at
Elektra/Asylum is that so much that I
think we’ve been real fortunate in that
we can smell a hit record. We smell it
at an early stage and we jump in it real
fast, and that’s been one of the keys of
success here; of being able to smell that
record whatever markeiplace it's
starting to break, and then put the
wheels together and get them to start
moving and spread the record on a fast
basis.

HALL: Does promotion still work? I
mean promotion with radio stations.
Paul Stanley is in Houston Saturday
night. They're already got 500 calls at
the radio station. Does promotion:
personal appearances, that type of
thing. Are they still as effective as they
used to be?

BUTTICE: Absolutely. It’s impor-
tant — for instance, right now, we've
got a group, The Cars. We haven't
been able to penetrate the Southern
markets. If only we could get this band
to work in Houston, to work in Texas, I
know — see in the South, they still
think we have a punk band; meanwhile
we are a million units — we've sold a
million records with this band. They
are not a punk band. They are a new
sounding Rock and Roll band that is
just the likes of many people around
the country. If we could just get this
band to play in these Southern mar-
kets, and get some of these program-
mers down to see this band perform,
they can see that what we have going
here is really something real strong.
And by seeing what a great band this
really is, it'll change their whole mind

around.

HALL: In regards to the groups
out now, is it more pleasant working
with groups today than it was a few
years ago?

BUTTICE: I think it is. I think the
groups are understanding, getting tc
know, what the business is really about
and I'm getting into a marketplace and
really working the market properly.
The bands of today are really helpful,
inasmuch as doing interviews, whether
it's doing radio, whether it's doing
whatever it takes for them tc break
through, I think . . .

HALL: I find they're more profes-
sional,

BUTTICE: Oh, much more profes-
sional. Well, T think alsec bands are
starting to realize that the way album
sales are nowadays, the way the album
is selling that you're talking about big
mcney and they realize that it's there,
and it's there to be gotten, and if they
do it properly, there's a shot for
everybody.

HALL: Do you find that promotien is
easier or harder now?

BUTTICE: I find it interesting. M=
pe-sonally, I find it easier. Every-
thing’s a challenge. Hearing a new
band and trying to bust them wide
open to me is a challenge. When 1 sey
that the days of the monster-selling
single is over, that’s making it a litile
tougher, but also AOR radio is coming
on real strong, and that's making it
easy.

HALL: Are there certain areas of
the market that are more eager tc
break a product than others?

BUTTICE: Well, it's not really — I
don’t think there's really certain radic
stations, I think there’s certain sounds.
Boston’s been a good market for us as
far as breaking our English Rock and
Recll. Queen we broke out of Boston.
The Cars we broke out of Boston. In
the Midwest we have that Rock and
Roll belt; in the South we tend to lean
toward a little of that Southern style.
Trere's really no certain stations
anymore that break records; it's just a
total, universal thing where we feel
that everybody takes part in breaking
music for us.

HALL: How big is the staff under

ou?

BUTTICE: I have 23 local people,
five regional and four national pecple
working.

HALL: Do you like to listen to radio?

BUTTICE: Oh, I love radio.
