Ratingsville---There is a controversy
growing in Charleston over some very
conscientious promoting on the part
of WCSC/WXTC going into and during
the Spring ratings. Seven other stations
in the market are claiming that the pro-
motion, a cash call, exceeds ARB
limits and that the station shouid have
been ''stickered'’ when the books were
mailed. Arbitron considers ‘‘special
promotions’’ any promotion that is
being run specifically during the ratings
period only. If a promotion is started
before the book, as in the case of
WCSC’s promotion  beginning in
February it is not considered a ''special
promotion’’ and therefore would not be
stickered. They are also demanding
another free survey.

Arbitron troubleshooters have gone

Washington-—-According to “"How Ad-
vertising During Recessionary Periods
Affect Sales’’, a new book from Ameri-
can Press Advertisers, companies that
continue at the prerecession levels of
advertising show greater increases in
revenue than companies that cut back.
The study examines the 1974-5 re-
cession and postrecession sales figures.
The results found agree with results of
similar studies done after the re-
cessionary periods in 1949, 1954,
1958, 1961 and 1970.

An average net increase in income of
4% was shown for respondents who
did not cut ad budgets. This compares
to decreases of 9% for companies that
cut back during both years, 1% for
those that cut in 74 and 30% declines
for those who cut in 75.

The study noted that ‘‘maintaining
or increasing advertising budget levels
during recessionary periods may, in
fact, be necessary in terms of protecting
market position.”’

This week FRED talked with WLUP's
driving force JESSE BULLET. The Bullet
explained one of the easiest and most
highly visible setups we've ever run
across to aid your station's visibility.
The idea is self-sustaining, will cause
your logo to be seen in neighborhoods
all over town and can actually produce a
profit, a strong concern of this column.
Let Jesse tell it.

“Merchandising is the bigthing we're
doing now, with the advent of the Loop
Stores. Flipside Records is a record
outlet here like Peaches or Tower.
Inside each Flipside store we have an
eight by eight booth that's called a Loop
Store. In the Loop Store you can buy T-
shirts, jogging shirts, football jerseys,
Steve Dahl records, vanity mirrors and
all kinds of paraphernalia. We sell them
98¢ above cost. God, we have put out
over 50,000 T-shirts and football
jerseys. Go outside and walk around
and I'll be blown away if somebody
doesnt walk up to you in a Loop shirt.

“We have this new thing coming up
called Coho Cola. The can’s black and it
has the Coho fishonitand atthebottom
it says, ‘No disco additives.” We have
5,000 cases in the initial order. We're
going to market it through a super-
market. It's a continuation of every-
thing. Milk it for all it's worth and
continue to roll. The Loop Stores are
going 24 hours a day, seven days a
week. We've worked out a deal with

Management

CRISIS MANAGEMENT

For months now FRED has been
dealing with broad subjects of interest
to General Managers and Program
Directors who are interested in
becoming General Managers. The
subject discussed in this section have
ranged from items of national and
international concern, such as the
recession, to subjects of importance to
the proper operation of a specific
station.

We would like to take a couple of
weeks and pose situations which do
occur in radio stations all across the
country and see how GMs would
respond to a particular event. Some of
these situations are humorous but the
problems posed can lead to acrisis if not
properly handled.

The first question asked was a real
event in Chicago a couple of weeks ago.
It concerns a problem that often arises
and that is, how to deal with a talented,
no-holds-barred type of jock, in this
case, the infamous STEVE DAHL.
Steve’s value to WLUP is beyond doubt
so just firing him would be a difficult
decision, even if thetransgression were

they do the ordering, billing, stocking
and they send us the bill. We take the
money and turn it back into promotion.
Instead of having to come up with
$200,000 worth of TV, we have
$100,000 we got from the store, toplow
back into radio.”

Worked in the research
department for about a year, while
working at another station on the arir.

Went to work at WHJB in Greens-
burg about 20 miles east of Pittsburgh,
as PD, MD and did the morning show. /
worked there for aimost three years and
came here as PD in February of 1877.
When | came here, TOM BIGBY was
consulting the station and we worked
together for the first year and a half
When Tom was let go. BILL MATA,
owner of the station, said, ""What would
you do with the station?”" | gave him my
ideas and he said, “OK, do it.” I've been
here since.

In terms of music, we dont play any
KISS or any hard rock. | look at it in
terms of sound rather than playing the
30 records that appeal to most people. |

feel as long as you have a good familiar
base to work with, you can move a
couple of steps ahead and be creative
with the music. Non-offensive would be
the best term | could come up with to
describe what we do.

In presentation of the radio station,
we do 2 and 3 record sweeps. We have
taken the basics of AOR where the jocks
are pretty human sounding. We've
taken the element that the music is in
the spotlight. The jocks and the
promotions are there to enhance the
music.

However, when you're looking at it in
terms of lifestyle of the target 25-34,
information is important. They want to
know what’'s happening. | dont think a
radio station like this can survive or
grow by just playing music. You have to
deal with things they’re concerned
about. | dont think you have to bombard
them with it. [t comes down to the
information they really need to know.

One thing we do in the morning is The
Morning Magazine. It's the news one
needs to know, the traffic, the weather,

and we've taken it a step further in
terms of lifestyle features. We have a
guy who gives plant tips. Towards the
end of the week people are starting to
plan for their weekend, so we give a
movie review and we run down which
movies are playing where.

People are genuinely interested in art
festivals and things like that and we try
to give them reasons why they would
like to attend something like that.
People and US magazines, 60 Minutes
and 20/20 prove that news can be a
valuable part, it can be entertaining, it
can be a tunein instead of a tuneout. It
can be done creatively. People are
interested in what other people do.

The market perceives this radio
station as the station that plays a variety
of music and the station that is
intelligent. We've been pretty bold in
terms of music selection. Hits by the
most mass appeal artists are important
but we can give them something more
than that.

We dont run on-the-air contests.
Most of the promotions we do are
people oriented. We like to get involved
with charitable organizations. We like
to become involved with things that
people within our target demo would be
interested in doing. We like to make
them feel as if theyre really important
in determining what this radio station
does.

in any situation you have to watch the
other forces around you. Our policy has
been to be first on records. The
audience is quite aware of that. They
now understand that if they hear a
record on FM97 today, one, two or three
weeks down the road they're going to
hear it on other radio stations. We are
aware of what every major force in the
market is doing and anytime we can
become a part of a trend, we will.

In the next few years, we're going to
again have very definitive categories
the way we did five years ago. Five years
ago, when somebody said Top 40, you
had a resonably accurate impression of
what a Top 40 station was. We're in a
period of transition. | think we're on the
bandwagon early, quite frankly. This
radio station and other Spectrum Iil
stations like this, particularly in the
Network, have established our nitch
during the transition period. | think all
the other formats will be going through
serious restructuring for some time.
AOR has decided not to grow with the
people they had five years ago. They
redefined their position. They said,
“Hell, we dont want to be Spectrum lli,
we want to be AOR.” The AOR you have
today is Ted Nugent. You can call this
radio station the Adult Album Rock of
the 80s.

FRED: What kind of promotion budget
are you going in with?

BOB: We're trying to get the most from
the money we have to spend and we're
doing that with TV. All of our outside
dollars are in TV. That's really it, other
than the on-air promotions.

FRED: Do you prefer one or two large
prizes through the course of the book or
many smaller prizes?

BOB: We’'ll be doing both. We're
winding down a bumper sticker
promotion that's been going all
summer. Then we’ll start some other
promotions which will be smaller
prizes. Qur big hype item during the
book is the fact that we hired DON IMUS
back. Don, of course, for yearswas abig
fixture here. He's back now and
sounding better than he ever has. He's
certainly working harder. Preliminary
numbers indicate that he doubled the
morning share in the Mediatrend in the
first month.

FRED: What do you expect from your
competition this book?

BOB: | think they’ll do a good job, they
always do. WABC will probably
continue to outspend us. They always
have.

FRED: Do you see ABC bringing AL
BRADY in changing that market at all?
BOB: No. | dont think it's going to
change the market any. | think Al's a
very good programer but GLEN
MORGAN was a capable guy.

FRED: Who do you think is your main
competition this book?

BOB:. Everybody competes to some
extent. We have a lower ethnic
audience than WABC, so KTU and BLS
will share with us less than they do
WABC. So, ABC is probably more
important for us. Like most stations, we
share with just about everybody.

FRED: What kind of promotion budget
are you going into the fall with?
BEAU: We're giving away $103,000 to
coincide with the frequency. Every hour
we offer prizes ranging from a van, a
Datsun 280Z, a color TV or a stereo
system to a lot of smaller prizes. It's a
very simple thing. They send us a card. If
they hear their name on the radio and
call in, they win.

FRED: Would you rather do a lot of
smaller prizes rather than giving
$703,000 in one shot?

BEAU: Sure.

FRED: What kind of media advertising
are you using?

BEAU: It's all television. We're skipping
the billbcards and newspapers this
time. We’re buying some time on The
Muppet Show, Saturday Night Live,
things like that.

FRED: What do you expect from your
competition?

BEAU: | expect them to put up some
pretty stiff promotion competition. We
started September 17, sort of threw
down the gauntlet early. | expect at least
two AM stations to come up with a huge
promotion and probably a couple of the
FMers too.

FRED: What are the main stations you
watch out for?

BEAU: KIMN, obviously. After that, a
station that knows how to promote is
KHOW, the Spectrum lll station in town.
| expect KYGO-FM and maybe KAZY to
come up with something.icantimagine
FRANK CODY, president of KBPI, going
through a book without doing some-
thing!

FRED: What kind of promotion budget
are you dealing with?

BILL: Y-100 always has a very, very
healthy promotion budget which is laid
out on a yearly basis and then changed
as necessary. This book we have a very,

very healthy television schedule, we
have a full complement of outdoor
advertising and we have quite a
substantial amount of both cash and
prizes for on-air giveaway.

FRED: Do you get more into one large
prize or smaller prizes?

BILL: We're trying to go for more
winners, fewer larger prizes because
we want people to have more of an
opportunity to win. Our prizes will be
$100 bills and $1000 bills. We'regiving
away a jeep Scout, ultimate stereo
systems and the normal good prizes this
radio station is known for.

FRED: What kind of moves do you
expect from your competition?

BILL: The marketchanges constantly. In
Miami everything goes up for grabs
everytime because there are so many
stations. I'm hearing various things
about one radio station giving away
cars, another radio station giving away
money.

A great deal has to do with how it's
given away. Our competitors have
learned that they need to give away big
prizes but they havent learned how to
give them away. Last book, for instance,
we were topped massively in money
giveaway by Studio 107 which has
since changed formats. They gave away
$107,000 and went up two tenths of a
point. We went down two tenths of a
point. If they took it directly from us for
$107,000, they can have it.

All contesting is a part of a total radio
station. What it comes down to in any
rating book is how interesting is your
radio station to listen to? We use
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contesting as one of the integral parts of
the Y-100 sound. We're not as
dependent on it as we were at one time
when we were giving away $50,000
and the total thrust of the radio station
was around that promotion. Now, we
consider it more of an incidental thing.
It's the way radio is going these days.
FRED: What stations do you consider
your main competition?

BiILL: We dont have any direct
competitors. FM107, WQAM and
WGBS are doing Top 40 music so they
may consider themselves our compet-
itors. It seems like we have less direct
competition and more sideways compe-
tition. We approach each rating book
with a great deal of care and take all of
our competitors seriously.

JOHN SEBASTIAN
KUPD/Phoenix

FRED: What kind of promotion budget
are you going into this book with?
JOHN: | cant use exact dollars but it’s all
relative. $10,000 may be a iot to some
but in Los Angeles it wouldnt be
anything. We're about average for this
market.

FRED: What kind of media breakdown
are you going with?

JOHN: No billboards, buses, just TV.
We're doing some coltege and
underground newspaper ads. We're
doing a nightftier thing where we have
an airplane that flashes messages. | like
to do things that everybody else isnt
doing.

JOHN: Not what most people would
consider major promotions. I'm not
giving away large amounts of money.

artists. We're so rock and roll oriented
that we're very selective for our image
in what we do on the air. It's all very
oriented towards an REQ Speedwagon
type of act. We're doing some special
things on the air, a lot of commercial
free hours and special weekend things.
FRED: Would you rather deal with a lot
of smaller giveaways or blow it allout in
a major prize?

JOHN: Anytime | have money to give
away |'d rather take it and buy TV time.
FRED: Who do you consider in direct
competition?

JOHN: | know we have to beat KOPA
and lwould like to eventually beat KDKB
although they're the KMET of Phoenix.
They've been pretty dominant for eight
or nine years. Our local research and
TODD WALLACES® show we're very
close to KDKB, sometimes tripling,
always doubling KOPA. We should do
real well. I'm going to predict right now
that we will beat KOPA.

FRED: What do you expect from your
competition?

JOHN: Just as they do in Atlanta and
Washington—a major TV campaign and
probably some outside as well plus cash
and prize giveaways.

Austin "One L, One I Vali, is the only
true Album station in the Islands and
the primary difference that | heard was
that the music was a little bit slow and
the jocks were slightly stiff. That might
be expected in such an insular market
and overall the station sounded very
good. They must be doing something
right because word has it that the
Superstar format is being installed at a
competing station this week.

So, for a great week let me thank Ron,
Janis, Shirley, Scazz, ZupRock (Alan,
Brian, Joe, Billy and Jay), Larry, Glenn,
Jerry, Austin and especially Mik, who
made it possible by doing a great job in
my absence.

No need to remind you, the boock
starts this Thursday. Take a deep
breath, blow it out and get to the
business at hand—that is, to continue
programing the way you have for the
last few months. Dont suddenly tighten
up the play list and close your mindto a
lot of the good records coming out these
days. Keep playing the best music you
can find to complement the sound
you've created. After spending weeks
developing an audience it seems crazy
to suddenly change your method of
operation because of the book. That not
only applies to music but to the other
elements of programing as well.

| realize that during any ARB
promotions are stepped up and prizes
grow to generous proportions. 50 to
keep up with the competition,
everybody ups the size of the game and
prize. You dont have to! As long as
you've been promoting all along (I
assume since you're a good programer
you've been doing just that), there’'s no
need to change anything. Just be as
sure as you can that your promotion is
entertaining to those not involved.
There is a very small percentage of
people that actually participate in
contests, so the size of the prize may be
inconsequential. The impact and
presentation are the most important
factors!

Keep your visibility high. Any outside
advertising that can be squeezed out of
the budget should be. In whatever
manner possible, get your call letters
out in front of the public. If you have to,
hire someone with a sandwich board to
walk around downtown on the
weekends and at lunches! Get
those call letters out across the air as
often as possible and, without being
pompous, let the listeners know their
station is great.

All jocks should remember or be
reminded that people like to be
entertained by air talents, not
inundated by personalities. As the old
saying goes, "If you have something to
say, say it.

REMISTAKES

Last week | presented some thoughts
on picking hits. The methodology laid
out was meant to be A way, not THE
way, which is better than no way.
Whatever method you use, you should
always listen to your picks on the air
before reporting them as adds. | can
think of several records that were jump-
ing up the charts around the country
yet they did nothing for me. When |
was finally forced to add them, | was
surprised at how good they sounded
on the air. The same thing happens
in reverse sometimes with your picks.
They sound good in your office but
when you hear them on the air, they
just dont make it.

There are many changes from the
record to the listener’'s ear. Sometimes
they make a record better, sometimes
worse. Any record you step out on
should be checked out on the air
before you commit. Likewise for all
records you are uncertain about adding.
One fiisten on the air can make the
decision for you, though, in general,
when in doubt, dont.

What happens when you have a
record show up in your research as a
stiff and you have been touting it to
the record company, the trades and
anyone who would listen? This depends
on the situation. If you have hard
evidence that the record is a stiff,
get off it. Damn pride!

In fact, this point carries over to all
facets of vyour station, and indeed,
your life. When you make a mistake,
you doesnt has to call it a mistake
but you do have to not make it again.
If something was a mistake the first
time, it will probably be a mistake
everytime. You can talk about sticking
by your guns, the need for consistency,
saving face, and numerous rational-
izations that are important considera-
tions; however, if something is wrong
there is no amount of hiding, patching
or talking that can make it right.

It doesnt matter how certain you
were of your course of action. It doesnt
matter how much support you have for
it. It doesnt matter how much you need
it to work. You made your decision
with all the information available to
you at the time. When new facts or

fact that in the music industry you
can express yourself much more freely
without the pressure of unenlightened
management and the FCC.

Of course you shouid do everything
possible to convert a negative to a
positive but the only thing you can do
to make a wrong record positive is to
play a right record instead. Dont be
ashamed to tell the record company
that the record didnt pan out. Dont lie
to them to protect your reputation.
They will appreciate any play you give
them and they will appreciate accurate
feedback as to the viability of the
product.

Trying to pick hits is kind of like
drilling for oil. You can get the best
geologists, the best equipment, the
best workers and still come up with a
dry hole. You can come up with a string
of dry holes but when you strike just
one gusher everybody forgets the iosers.
The higher your percentage of hits the
better it is but there will be no hits if
there arent some misses.
