THE END OF INFINITY

Los Angeles---The speculation is over.
Both informed and uninformed sources
agree that the demise of RON ALEX-
ENBURG’s Infinity Records is im-
minent. Although the facts are still
unclear, most industry watchers say that
the executive and national staffs from

Infinity will be absorbed into MCA,
with the fate of regionals and locals
still to be decided.

According to the word, the Infinity
staffers will be compared with their
MCA counterparts and a determination
will be made as to which of the two
people for each position is the most
qualified. With Rupert Holmes hitting
number 1 this week, the Infinity crew
have proven that when they have a hit
record they can bring it home.

The end of Infinity has been talked
about and rumoured about for some
months. Ironic that it should come this
week.

FRED contacted PETER GIDEON,
promo honcho at Infinity, who told
us that he had sent a memo to his
staffers preparing them for some
changes. ""There will be some sort of
change made,”” stated Gideon, ’'but
| dont know what it will be.”’

Neither MCA nor Infinity execs

NY ARBITRON SNAFU

Beltsville---ARB revealed this week that
there was some delay in getting diaries
into the New York market for the Fall
book. The problem occured due to a
postal union slowdown and a mechani-
cal malfunction in key postal facilities.
The diaries that were scheduled to
reach households in the latter part of
the survey period were delayed. Ap-
proximately 240 individual diaries were
affected by the screw-up.

The third week of the survey was
affected and the integrity of the whole
survey for the area is in question,
Originally, ARB did not alert radio or
the trades as to the problem. Neither
the ARB Advisory Council nor the
Broadcast Rating Council were made
aware of the situation.

November 19, 1979

Problem households were contacted
by telephone to see if they had received
the diaries. Those who had not were
asked to jot down any listening until
the arrival of the diaries. Explained
ARB spokesperson CONNIE ANTHES,
""Upon receipt of the diaries the respon-
dants were to transpose any listening
to the diaries from the paper it was
originally written on.”

Since the problem has come to light,
ARB officials have outlined the steps
they will take to see if the book has
been affected. ARB will run a com-
parison of return rates for the opening
weeks of the book versus week three
and check to see if the sample distribu-
tion in the nine affected New York
countries appears to be in line.

After examining this information,

Ron Alexenburg

would comment further on the ru-
moured demise. If ever there an oppor-
tunity to waken the sleeping giant, this
is it. Ron Alexenburg knows his busi-
ness and knows how to work in a big
company situation having quite a
successful history at CBS.

ARB feels that the following options
are open to them: 1-Not publish an
October-November 79 report for the
New York market, 2-publish a report
with the third week diaries intact
and come out with a normal four week
report; 3-publish a three week report
with the third week diaries excluded
entirely.

After the diaries are processed, ARB
will decide whick of their options
to pursue. In the meanwhile, they
will release a full disclosure statement
on the situation. This will be made
available to New York broadcasters and
other interested parties.

MCA Discrimination Complaints

Los Angeles---MCA has been charged
with a multitude of racial discrimina-
tion and civil rights violations in a
class act suit. The suit was filed on
behalf of BILL WILLIAMS, a Memphis
based member of MCA's black music
staff.

The suit contends that MCA and
its divisions utilized segregated job
classifications; failed to transfer and
promote qualified black employees;
dismissed blacks on the basis of color;
denied equal wage opportunities, job
assignments and expense reimbursement

The
Bureau’s function is to develop, re-
commend and administer policies and
programs for the regulation of the
broadcast industry services, both in tv
and radio.

""This reorganization will enable us
to improve the management of the
Bureau and to increase our service and
responsiveness to the public and the
industry,”’ stated reorganization archi-
tect Bureau Chief RICHARD H. SIBEN.
"’"This reorganization is especially impor-
tant now because it gives the Bureau
increased capability for planning and
developing policies in light of new and
advancing technologies that tend to blur
the lines between video, audio, cable,

New Oreans---FCC Chairman CHARLES
D. FERRIS traveled to the Crescent city
to attend the annual meeting of the
Audit Bureau of Circulation. Speaking
with cautious optimism, Chairman
Ferris posed three major dangers in our
fast developing communications techno-
logy:

The proverbial free speech dangers
involved when government or private
industry control access to the media;
Speed-of-light political pressure on
major issues from media like the two-
way television system allowing people
to vote daily on various subjects;
Invasion of privacy, loss of freedom
and dignity threatened by unwarranted
access and misuse of information
gathered, stored and transmitted by
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common carrier and broadcast.”’

The reorganization is outlined as
follows:

-Establishment of a Program Plan-
ning and Evaluation Staff within the
office of the Bureau Chief.

-Formation of a Technical and
International Branch in the Policy
and Rules Division.

-Creation of an Equal Employment
Opportunity Branch within the Renew-
al and Transfer Division.

-Abolition of the Office of Network
Study.

—Extensive  streamlining of the
Broadcast Facilities Division.

The reorganization is expected to
allow the Bureau to process more
efficiently the over 3000 translator
and auxiliary service applications re-
ceived annually, a quantity of work
that hopefully would decline with
dereg.

I'm 26. | started working within the
MCA corporate family when | was 18
and produced a film and music festival
here. | went to UCLA film schecol for faur
years and worked in the Universal
Amphitheatre as stage manager,
production manager, ran the box office,
was house manager, wore every hat in
the theatre. When | came out of UCLA,
having just turned 21, | took over the
Universal Amphitheatre.

At that time the hippest act they ever
had was Bette Midler. | brought in
Crosby and Nash, James Taylor, Linda
Ronstadt, Fleetwood Mac, ELO, Hall
and Oates—and that was the first year.
The second year | did the record
breaking 14 day engagement with
Linda Ronstadt. | did James again,
Sinatra, and Jackson Browne recorded
his live album “"Runnin’ On Empty.”" In
‘78 | did Donna Summer's very first
concert, Steve Martin's 10 day
engagement with the Blues Brothers.
Benson, Natalie Cole, Heart, Kenny
Loggins, Sinatra again, Diana Ross, Liza
Minelli—this last year, it's like who
didnt | do!

In addition to this. I'm a corporate
officer of MCA, as of a couple of years
ago. | had been a consultant for
Universal Pictures. Now I'm musical
consultant and basically coordinate the
majority of their contemporary and rock
soundtracks. I'm working on a new film,
""Where The Buffalo Roam, " the story of
Hunter S. Thompson. In additionto that,
I'm musical adviser to MCA's video disc
division, Discovision. In January |
formed my own record label called
Backstreet, manufactured, distributed
and marketed by MCA Records. When it
comes down to 1t, I'm like the house
hippie in MCA! We also formed a
company last year called MCA
Concerts, Inc. to produce concerts
outside the Amphitheatre. l've been
lucky! I've learned a lot. It allows me to
crosspollinate into a lot of areas. It
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never allows one to get bored and never
allows one to get any sleep/

What Chrysalis has done in putting
the Blondie album on video is a very
innovative and very creative attempt.
What is not certain is its commercial
viability at this point. In store video
displays it could possibly get someone
turned on enough to buy a record.

With respect to selling the video disc
itself, | dont know how many video units
there are throughout the U.S. right now
but it's not enough to make a lot of
difference. That doesnt mean there
wont be in the very near future and I'm
talking about maybe three years at the
maximum. It's going to be an incredible
force in home entertainment. You dont
have to be a genius to come up with that
one.

| dont think anything can replace that
live interaction between an audience
and a performer. If you could go see the
Roliling Stones or James Taylor at a
club, you bet your ass you would do that
no matter how many video perfor-
mances you had seen. But to have to
stand in the hot sun for six hours to be
treated like a prece of meat, I think you'd
rather stay home and watch it on
Discovision. Video disc will force
concerts to be better but it wont replace
them.

Subscription tv is going to affect it
more. And it may also affect video and
record sales. If Bruce Springstein is
playing in New York and they offer it as
part of your subscription thing so that
you phone in and say, 'l want to see
Bruce Springstein at 8:00, bill me,” that
could be averyreal possibility instead of
going out and purchasing a pre-
recorded tape. | dont think it would
affect the live concertbusiness as much
because it's difficult to transpose a live
concert feel to video or to film. There is
something about a live concert that cant
be replaced. Let's hope that this world
doesnt get so dangerous that people are
so paranoid they wont go out to movies,

concerts or a play. That social
interaction is so important. Can you
imagine that your children werent able
to feel live entertainment? How
disgusting! How antiseptic! | dont think
any new media are going to destroy that
interaction.

I dont think it's going to have that
dramatic an effect on radio, either. it's
going to affect the discretionary viewer,
that guy who only watches four hours of
tv a week. He's going to be even more
discretionary and only watch those
things he wants to watch instead of
settling for reruns. He’'s going to put on
a video tape of Neil Young or put on an
educational video disc, a tremendous
educational tool. As important as music
on video will be the educational power
of the video disc will be even more
pervasive. The U.S. government has
invested quite a substantial amount in
buying video machines for educational
purposes. Everytime you get into an
airplane instead of having a stewardess
run through her motions, showing you
how to use the safety equipment, you
can watch it on video. It'll make it
attractive, fun and more informative

Backstreet Records is a vyoung
company. I'm young. Therefore, we are
in a growing stage, susceptible to new
ideas. We are not locked into a specific
pattern of thought. if | predict what we
will do, | defeat the purpose in what |
represent. The one thing we're not
going to be is conservative in our
outlook on the future

Radio is one of the most important
media in my life. | hope that radio
continues their imaginative and
creative power and continues to
present newer artists and keep that
growing to inspire new acts. Those are
the magic moments that | remember in
radio. I'm a fan of radio. | love radio.
There’s nothing more fun than driving
around in a Camaro listening to
American radio! it’s what America ts all
about!

FROM NEW YORK TO ORK

JAY THOMAS

“Mork & Mindy” &

“...I played semi-pro football
in Charlotte and was drafted
by the World Football League.
Went to camp as a quarter-
back but never made the
team.”

FRED: How did you get from 99X to
Mork & Mindy?

JAY: | would leave the station and do
plays-—seven in three years. | was doing
stand up at the Improv and then | wrote
a screenplay with RAY D'ARIANO. They
came to town and somebody said,
“There's a guy named Jay Thomas
who's a writer and actor and a disc
jockey who could probably do what you
want. They wanted somebody, not so
much an actor but somebody Robin
Williams wouldnt blow off the stage.
The first day on the set he blew me off
the stage in about 10 seconds. | said
three or four things and | knew | was in
the wrong ballpark. I've done 15 shows.
In the last six I've relaxed. it took us a
long time to start working together like
we are now.

FRED: Where did you start in radio?
JAY: Panama City, Florida at WDLP. |
was a highschool football announcer.
They used to sign off at midnite and |
stole the key to the control room after
everybody went home. | went in work
and practiced being a jock.

} got a job in Pensacola, WBSR. From
there to WKGN /Knoxville, then WKDA
in Nashville. | got fired for saying
something about Elvis Presley.

STAN KAPLAN hired me in
Jacksonville. | worked the night show at
APE. He put me through college and he
told me never to go to law school and ali
that stuff. He taught me how to really
promote and how to buy things with the
dollars | made, like stock. | became PD of
APE from 71-76 and then was movedto
Charlotte to become PD for the chain.

| came home one day and all my
furniture was gone. So was my wife!
The phone was ringing aslcameir. The
guy was from 99X in New York. | said,
“Look, I never thought about leaving but
all my furniture is gone so why not."”" |
sort of made the deal in shock. “The
divoree is so awful I havetorun away,” |
told Stan. | owed him so much that | had
trouble telling him | was going to quit. |
still own a small piece of the company.
FRED: Tell us about 99X.
JAY: | was the morning man. | was PD
there for awhile. It was absolutely the

worst situation |'ve ever been in in my
life. | learned from Kaplan that you
spend a lot and you make a lot. | spent a
ton of money when | was aPD and i was
just used tothat. | flew around the world

for them and tried to get some
promotions going. They didnt know how
to handle me and theyran scared. There
was no commitment to personality
radio. | think they were afraid | was
going to become a monster if | ever hit.

I'm not interested in being a big star.
That's going to happen whether you
want it to or not. When you want it to
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sometimes it doesnt happen. The week
before | got this job i was demonstrating
french fries out of human fingers
machines in shopping centers. | just
made a deal with a bubble gum
company where | go to shopping
centers and interview to find the
youngest comedian in the world. That's
how | did it in radio and I'mgoing todo it
in tv the same way. I'm going to work
from the grassroots in instead of the
center out. | stayed with 99X to have a
great radio show which was fun. They
let me do almost anything | wanted.

FRED: What was your acting
background? Were you interested in
acting back when you were with
Kaplan?

JAY: Yes. My background included high
school and college plays. | dont like
being uncomfortable for one second, so
the plan was always to move in radio to
either New York or Los Angeles and to
live comfortably and break into
professional acting. That's exactly what
happened. | was in summer stock at 18
but I’'m not big on starving. | dont think
you have to live like that to make it. Guys
jump off of buildings sometimes.
FRED: When you were in New York,
what kind of acting training did you
take?

JAY: | was in a class with a guy named
Warren Robertson. He started me in a
play which the New York Times
reviewed. | didnt want to do anything
that hasnt been done before. | would go
to a new playwright and if he needed
$500, I'd give him the money to get the
play going.

At this point, I'm an ex-DJ whom
somebody found on the street and put
on television. I'll have to fight now to be
an actor because |'m not so sure they're
going to look at me as an actor. Justin
case they dont, I'm buying real estate
now.

FRED: How did you go about getting this
part specifically? Did you have an
agent?

JAY: Yes, | had an agent but he didnt get
me the job. A secretary from another
agent’s office mailed a picture of me. |
met the casting girl at Paramount and
she liked me. Then the producers came
in, this was all in NY. | had a real loyal
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radio following and a couple of them
happened to be in that audition. They
went in and said, “'Boy, ya know that Jay
Thomas is really funny and bla, bla,
bla.”

First of all, television scripts dont read
very funny. | thought what they had
given me was adrama. It wasnt funny at
all. There was a thing about my father in
there and it was supposed to be funny
but it made me sad so | started crying.
They must have thought | was crazy.
They said, “It's funny! Cant you do it
funny?*’ | said, “Well no, it isnt funny.
It's kind of a piece of shit you got here.”
They laughed. They thought it was real
funny. | later found out that Robin sort of
talks like that. These guys were used to
it from working with him and they said,
“We'd like to put you on the show.”
That's exactly what he said. | cameback
for screen testing on Wednesday, they
hired me on Friday and | was at work
and shooting Monday morning. It took
about 10 days. | quit 99X and thatwas a
tough decision because | was under
contract but they let me go.

FRED: You‘ve mentioned twice already
that you dont like to suffer. Radio 1s a
very unstable profession. The only
profession | know of that's more
unstable is acting. How does that make
you feel?

JAY: When you're yelling and you make
$80 a week like | did in Pensacola, |
didnt know | was suffering. | had a new
car and a $50 a month apartment. |
didnt feel anything. Now at 31, if | were
broke | would know it. There was a time
in radio where | said, “"Well, I'm
probably not going to be an actor. I'm
not going to live any of those dreams. |
became real unhappy and | went

through a couple of real nice girlfriends
that probably | would have stayed with
had | been as happy as | am now—and a

wife. One day | just said, 'Gee, I'm sick
of being miserable. I'm going to go take
a shot.” To me, working in New York for
65.000 bucks was miserable. That's
what | made in Charlotte and | was rich
in Charlotte.

FRED: The fact that this is a much more
unstable profession doesnt make you
more insecure?

JAY: I'll tell you what, I'm going to be
around for awhile. | know how to play
the game. I'm coming out of one career
moving into another. If things getrough,
1"l go work radio again. | dont think it'il
get rough. | think everything is going to
be ok.

FRED: When you were in Charlotte, did
you ever get any outside work?

JAY: You can get work, | used to tell the
jocks at 99X ali the time. They used to
think people called me on the phone and
gave me work. Man, | hustled every day
You've got to get the hustle going.
You've got to dress in your coat and tie
and you've got to go knock on the door
with the tape. You cando itin St. Louis,
Chicago or anyplace. If you dont work
you're not going to get any. Nothing
ever came to me. | went out in the
street. In Charlotte | would think of
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things to do. | would also make myself
expensive. | was charging $250 an hour
for an appearance which 1s a lot of
money in Charlotte. In New York | was
making $300 an hour demonstrating
foot massagers and all that. I'd pick up
an extra 2, 3 grand a month. It wasnt
just money to me, it was fun and | would
do jokes for the crowd. | wrote
screenplays. All of it's going to be
valued. If | stick around Mork & Mindy
for, let's say, three years and | dont work
after it's over, I'l! live off the residuals
and move into another realm. | dont
think it's going to be easy from here on
in as far as getting acting. You know
this, you wrote a play and a musical. It's
tough. | dont think it's going to be easy
but it's going to be fun.
FRED: What advrce do you give to these
guys in radio about self-promotion?
JAY: You just said it. Self-promotion
Even here at Paramount and ABC, I give
them as much help as | can. You have to
go do it yourself, without being pushy.
You cant be rude

Also, | think there are certain disc
jockeys who ought to be giving
information and not telling jokes. You
have to have a real sense of who you
are. I'm not a good disc jockey. | have
trouble doing thetime and temperature.
I make a lot of mtstakes. | have a lisp. But
I'm funny. | dont try to fool myself. The
first thing you have to do is realize what
you're promoting If you're drab, you
ought to somehow promote that you're
drab. You oughta take whatever you are
and make something out of that.

Another thing is that they lack
confidence. They just dont believe it's
going to happen. It'll happen because
no one else is trying to do anything.
There are a lot of real talentedguys who
could have done this job that I'm doing
but they didnt think they could do it, so

they're still back in New York waiting for
a break. Waiting has never gotten me
anything. Robin is very ambitious. He's
a well-trained actor but he couldnt get
work in San Francisco doing
Shakespeare which is really what he
wants to do. So he turned to comedy
because he made his friends laugh. He
re-evaluated what he could make a
career out of and here he is, the biggest
thing on tv.

You have to re-evaluate. If you're a
good writer, then use your salary from
radio to do your writing. It makes you a
lot happier. { was unhappy for ten years
going to work. As soon as | hit New York,
| loved going to work everyday. They
were paying me until | became an actor.
I gave them a good show. Self-
promotion isit. You dont need an agent.
You dont need a manager. You have to
do it yourself first.

When | was a senior in highschool,
C.C. COURTNEY was the king of the
radio in New Orleans and BUZZ
BENNETT was there too. | used to listen
to Buzz and listen to C.C. They were big
rivals. When | got in radio | copied both
their styles and that’s how | started.
That's the actual truth. | copied bits and
little voices C.C. used to do and then
Buzz was kind of a shotgun style. | liked
both of them. | always figured Bennett
had one of the worst voices | ever heard
and yet he made it. He knew how to
promote himself and his station. C.C.
went on to write hit plays and become a
very successful actor. | watched him go
for it and get it. | always thought | could
do the same.

FRED: What advice would you give
someone in radio about performing?
Anything that you're picked up from
acting that you can relate to radio?

JAY: You have to try a lotof things. God,
it's so hard. | always tell people who

arent funny not to teil jokes. Jokes dont
make you funny. It's always the style.

Theie's a lack of education among
disc jockeys. | read everything. | dont
give three shits about what we did in
outer space but on the air | was able to
sound {ike | knew about a lot of different
subjects.

Music, whether native or foreign, is
an important part of world
communication. Foreign shortwave
broadcasts are beamedtothe U.S. daily.
They keep people who are away from
their homelands informed. They provide
entertainment to an audience who may
not understand a word but listen
because of the music.

Most shortwave stations do charts
and have programs where they count
down the Top 20, 30, or 40 hits of their
country. Included are the current
American hits of the week except they
run 2 or 3 months behind the FRED
charts.

Record companies release a
tremendous amount of product
worldwide. Some are available here,
some not. Foreign radio stations jump at
the chance of receiving Top 40 records
from the U.S. Record sales around the
globe are staggering. An artist that has
mass appeal here can become
internationally famous after the record
is heard throughout the world.

Young artists are influenced by styles
that can be attributed to their
shortwave. In fact, the other week |
picked up Radio Uganda playing the Bee
Gees’ “'Stayin’ Alive.” This was
followed by a local Ugandan group that
sounded exactly like the Bee Gees with
heavy accents.

Among the most entertaining disc
jockeys are the French and Spanish
because of their smooth deliveries
(sounding like babbling brooks). Radio
Luxembourg is the best foreign Top 40
station | have listened to. They are as
professional, dedicated and
enthusiastic about their station as any
powerhouse in America. The format is
basically strict (loaded with “oldies”)
with a huge spot load. Their British
jocks hit the bridges equaling any
program director’s dream.

Personal dedications to listeners who
write in are frequent and stations reply
to those who ask by sending back
verification cards (Q.S.L.s). Contests,
giveaways, and other promotions are a
regular occurrence. Can you imagine
the cume?

Shortwave radio is a connecting
factor that keeps Top 40 music truly
Universal. Each shortwave station
becomes a musical ambassador from
their country to the world.

Last week (Nov. 4 thru 10) marked the
fortieth anniversary of regular
television broadcasting in the United
States. It began at a station in Buffalo, |
believe, and if I'm not mistaken, it was
an NBC affiliate, if there was such a
thing in 1939. There had been special
broadcasts prior to Buffalo but they
were primarily to test the invention and
the broadcasts werent available to the
general public.

There was no videotape and all of the
technology was primitive to say the
least. It wasnt viewed as an overtly
significant event at the time but its
impact has been inestimable.

I'm not a trivia freak by any means
and the above information did not come
off the top of my head. | heard (and saw)
it on the television news. Like most
Americans, | watch television with
some degree of regularity. I'm part of
the so-called "TV Generation’ and like
many of the members of that
generation, | have been alternately
enthralled, confused, disappointed and
entertained by television. | have always
been intrigued and excited by its
potential to influence and affect large
numbers of people. It is exactly that
potential, filled often enough to change
the face of our culture, that makes
television both the best friend and worst
enemy that radio could have.

For a very long time, television has
been seen by radio programers almost
solely as just another medium
competing for their audience.
Television changed radio programing
forever and the change hasnt hurt a bit.
The goal has always been the same,
television merely changed—no,
modernized—the method.

Now television is using radio as a
programing tool. WKRP in Cincinnati is
a hit and Dr. Johnny Fever is a
superstar. This show makes a strong
promise; a promise that radio can be
fun, crazy, unpredictable, even
successful. But television can only
promise. It's up to radio to fulfill those
promises.

So in the past forty years, television
has helped force radio programing into
the modern age. It has helped ratings by
being a successful too! in promoting
radio stations and it portrays the people
inradio as lovable, crazy and good. | like
to think they are. To hell with radio’'s
detractors, | hope the next forty years
are as good.

PERCEPTUAL RESEARCH

A lack of definition has been the
problem with psychographic research.
Under its wide umbrella, you will find
what is called ‘‘passive research”
suffering from the same problem: a lack
of definition. In too many cases, these
types of research are only what the
practitioners want them to be. Instead
of criticizing passive vs. active, we will
tap on motivational research (the early
roots of psychographic research), and
possibly touch into the areas of
psychographics themselves.

Demographic analysis is not suffi-
cient to explain behavior. Psycho-
graphic research will certainly not
replace demographic research but will
extend and augment. Through the use
of objective questionnaires in large
samples, we can determine the desires,

One week ago Friday was the day of
the Iranian demonstrations and counter
demonstrations. | was driving from
Monterey to Los Angeles and around
ten a.m. | tuned in KMPC to see how
they're coming along with all the new
people and the new direction. The
Iranian demonstrations were just
getting underway and KMPC was on the
scene. | was anxious to check out the
progress of KHTZ, KUTE, KRTH, KMET,
KFI and KHJ but for three hours | was
unable to touch that dial.

This was not a big demonstration.
There was never a moment when the
police werent all too in control. There
were no media stars amongst the
demonstrators ready to get on the air
and let fly with some eminently
quotable statements. Nevertheless, |
was fascinated the entire three hours.
The reasons for this fascination bear
examination.

First off let me point out that KMPC
did not spare the bucks to cover this
event. They did not wait until something
happened to start their coverage. They
were there at the outset. They had
staked out the prime locations and they
had them well covered. There were
KMPC people in a mobile van, in a
helicopter overhead, on the street
among the crowd with handheld units.
In the studio were the jock and a
newsperson. This was a considerable
expenditure to be sure, both in
personnel and in equipment.

What made the whole thing work,
though, was that which was not
present—me. | already know what a
demonstration looks like, having
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preferences and habits of diverse
elements of the audience. Then, by
targeting or segmenting these different
groups, we can communicate more
explicitly.

Psychographic questionnaires do
vary, but essentially they test attitudes,
opinions, interests and habits so that a
distinct personal profile emerges,
dividing the audience into “"mind types”
instead of age groups.

One of the basic goals is to identify a
person’'s self-concept or self-image.
Questionnaires must be designed to
accomplish an insight to these basics.
In the 80s lifestyle, there is fragmenta-
tion as never before imagined. It is
obvious that research must stretch
beyond simple demographics in order to
confront highspeed living patterns. This
leads us to attitude and opinion testing.
Perceptual research is part science and
part art, not an exact science—that is,
not yet.

MEDIA TRENDSETTERS

A study of perception, in a truly
objective probe, will lead us to an
understanding of the most important

participated in more than my share in
the sixties and having seen hundreds
more on tv. Although this was a
smallscale operation by comparison, it
was just as exciting to me because my
mind filled in all the details, making
them much more exciting than they
actually were.

The sirens wailed, the crowds booed
and cheered, cars screeched by, doors
opened and slammed, flags were
burned, newspeople were surrounded,
jostled and cut off, helicopters swooped
to follow the ebb and flow.

The newsman in the
studio asked about points that made it
very clear just what was happening.
The man in the crowd was cutting in
and out but it was made to sound like he
was entering the heart of the fray and
that such technical difficulties were to
be expected. They would cut back for
commercials butinterrupt that for justa
moment for one more important detail.
It was exciting. Something was
definitely happening on that radio
station.

Fiction writers have long known that
the presentation of detail is important,
often making the difference in the
critical area of believability. This mass
of sound with all the technical clicks
and pops made the listener feel a total
involvement in a live situation. Thiswas
truly “history shot on the wing.” No
recounting of the story, even by Walter
Cronkite with his cameras, could
surpass the event in progress.

Meanwhile, the other stations were
playing music. | knew that | wouldnt
miss a thing. The records would all be

individuals, the opinion leaders or as |
term them, “"Media Trendsetters.” The
words “mass audience’” must be
eliminated right now to extend our
understanding. Standardization is just
about dead in broadcasting.

We must now look deeply into
lifestyle research. Segment analysis,
hierarchy clustering, perceptual map-
ping, attitude and opinion studies: the
perfect research tools? No. If we
consider the variables in human
behavior, it is doubtful that we can ever
find the perfect research tools. But, like
our modern day search for the perfect
format and Pandora’s Golden Box, the
Quest must go on.

The morning
shows were over, so | knew | wasnt
going to miss anybody saying anything
other than title, time and temp. | knew
that there would be no presentation of
technique or technical equipment that |
had not heard 1,000 times.

So are all the music stations
supposed to drop music and go for all
news? No. I'm offering a few
observations. 1. No one is impressed
with sameness. Technical innovations
are now totally overlooked by most
stations. In an era when Saturn flybys
and electronic music have expanded
the listener’s expectations to the outer
limits, we turn on the mike and hit the
cart start button and that’s about it. This
is dull.

2. The live quality is critical. They
bitch and moan about the decline in
viewers for tv, in particular the Monday
Night Football. | can tell you that as
much as slow motion and stop action
have done to enhance the under-
standing of the game, they have
destroyed a critical quality. You no
longer have to watch the game closely.
Just wait for the crowd to cheer and
then watch the replay, another angle,
yet another, then the postgame wrapup,
then the week’s best plays, then the
season’s best plays. Football is much
more exciting on the radio. It is live.
Either you hear it or you dont. It's
interesting to note thatjust asrapidly as
the Monday night ratings have fallen
(ABC is now third on Mondays)the radio
broadcast’s ratings have risen.

All these points | have made have
immense importance for radio. But they
have even more interesting implica-
tions for the record industry.
