“It was surprisingly helpful,
because, again a couple of songs
wouldn’t have made it,” says Jon Bon
Jovi. “Another friend of mine took a tape
to a kids camp in New York, and Bad
Medicine, which is the first single kept
coming back, along with Born To Be My
Baby.”

“It was great because we lose touch
with that stuff,” admits Bon Jovi. “You
80 through the 'Oh my God I've gotta go
back to the shoe store routine. I'm not
Boing to have a job tomorrow,' " Jon said,
only half serious.

“The greatest thing is that now, I'm
reading in magazines that other bands
are doing what we did (soliciting kids
response). 1t only made sense to go to
the kids, they're the ones who buy it.”

Bon Jovi's tour opens Halloween
night in Dublin, Ireland with their first
American date set for early 1989 in
Hawaii. Unless something drastic
happens, then look for them at your

On the current Amnesty
International Tour, Tracy Chapman is
playing much of her debut album,
including her latest single, T:®%in' Bout
A Revolution.

Chapman admitted,

When asked about her yuppie
audience Chapman said, *l don't know
that they're yuppies. | know that they
can afford to pay a ticket price and
buy the record and that may put them
into some particular economic status.
But for me it's just really important to
know that people are listening, and |
think that for whatever reasons, they
are.”

In May of 1986 Aslan’s This Is
became the longest playing single in
Ireland. By the end of '86 Aslan was
starting to make quite a name for
th tves in their h. land,
sweeping Ireland’s Hot Press Readers
Poll Awards, winning Single of the
Year, Best New Band and one of the
Top 5 Best Live Bands.

“When | decided to get a serious
band together, my first priority was
not to get musicians, but to get five
peoplie that could live and work
together,” says vocalist Christy
Dignam. "Now we're five friends who
have learned the craft together. That's
the strength of this band.”

Dignam said Aslan isn't afraid to
gamble, even if it means making a
mistake. *1 thirg the reason rock 'n’
roll progressed the way it did was
through human error. If you go back
in music history the basic rock riffs
were mistakes.”

That's why Aslan decided against
synthesizers or keyboards on FEEL NO
SHAME. *You can’t have human error
when you use sequencers and
synthesizers because theyre too exact,
100 precise,” claims Dignam. “We
decided to replace the keyboards with
backing vocals, We write our songs
around human error.”
