“CUTS BOTH WAYS has our signature Latin
high-energy sound but it reflects two years of
continuously being on the road,” Gloria Estefen
said, regarding Miami Sound Machine’s follow-up
to their triple platinum LET IT LOOSE Ip. “We
learned a great deal about our music and ourselves
on the road.”

Having recently won the 1988 BMI award for
“Songwriter of the Year,” a prestigious award that
places her alongside many of pop's greats, Estefan
wrote seven of the new Ip's 10 compositions, Still
she considers CUTS BOTH WAYS, “more of a group
effort in that Emilio (Estefan Jr.) co-produced the
album with two members of the band, Jorge Casas
and Clay Ostwald and the rest of the group
contributed on different levels.”

CUTS BOTH WAYS, recorded at Miami's
Criteria Studios, underlines Gloria’s increased
artistic role. *I wrote more songs than ever for an
album, and I've become more involved in the
arranging of some of the songs. It was recorded in a
generally pressure free atmosphere. | had written
the songs over a stretch of time—in hotel rooms,
alone at night, on the tour bus, wherever '
inspiration would strike me.”

Regarding the first single, Don't Wanna Lose
You, Gloria said, “That song is definitely me. It's a
very simple thing. It's about an emotion that I have
and it's exactly how I feel. That's me in that song.”

Putting her name before the Miami Sound
Machine was quite an adjustment for Gloria. “It
was hard for me at the beginning,” Gloria
confessed. “There was a magazine that reviewed the
album, and the review was great, but his opening
line was, ‘Oops, here comes another star trip.’ That
is so unlike me, that it did bother me for a while but
1 figured everybody can't get the right information
all the time. But it was a decision that Epic made
and then Emilio made too.”

Despite her awards and success, Gloria
considers herself a common person — (one of the
worst most famous common persons). “Well [ am a
common person,” Gloria insists. “The public only
sees the glamorous side of my life. But they miss ali
the hard work behind it. But that's good that they
miss that. That's what we're here to do, we're here
to entertain 'em. They shouldn’t worry about the
things that happen to us. They do worry though,
because as fans they care about you. That's the
most wonderful thing about this career that
someone could actually care about you or love you
without even knowing you. That's why we live a very
lucky existence.”

Recently New Kids On The Block became Rich
Kids On The Block inking a lucrative six year
contract with Columbia Records. Though their first
release only sold 90,000 copies, their follow-up
HANGIN' TOUGH is currently past the two million
mark. The Kids (1-r) Danny Wood 19, Joe McIntyre
16, Donnie Wahlberg 19, Jordan Knight 18 and
brother Jon Knight, 20 were invented by
producer/songwriter Maurice Starr, who helped
create New Edition.

“We wouldn’t do anything without Maurice,”
Jordan says of Starr, who recently picked up the
“Producer of the Year” award at the Boston Music
Awards show. “Maurice is our man. He's the guy
who brought us here, we'll stick with him to the
end.”

“There was Menudo, who were great role
models for Spanish kids,” Wahlberg said in a recent
interview, “and New Edition for young black kids.
But for white teenage kids you had the Beastie
Boys, who were throwing beer off the stage and
stuff like that.”

It was Starr, along with former manager Mary
Alford and current manager Dick Scott that
worked on the image of New Kids On The Block,
creating a squeaky clean, wholesome image that
young Americans embraced. “If | had to get these
kids from central casting,” Scott said with pride,
“they couldn't be more Middle America.”

“People under estimate teenage acts. People say
we're like the Osmonds, but we're not just five
puppets on strings,” Wahlberg insists. “Look at New
Edition. They're still up there selling a million
albums, and Bobby Brown, who came out of the
group, is selling over three million albums. Just wait
and see where we are in five or six years.”

Right now New Kids On The Block find
themselves co-headlining the Tiffany tour through
the end of summer. “Since we got a chance to tour
with Tiffany, our base has grown to include a lot of
young teenage girls,” Wahlberg explains. “But I'd
say our audience is growing rapidly. A lot of older
folks like us too.”

Following the Tiffany tour, the New Kids will
be off to London’'s prestigious Wembley Stadium,
sharing the stage with George Michael and Tina
Turner. Catch the Kids in concert (complete with
their newly constructed backup band) in Columbus,
GA (July 4), in Devon, PA (July 6 and 7) and in
Westbury, NY (July 8 and 9).

Musically speaking, Indio is as elusive as its
moniker. Neither a group in the conventional sense
nor a solo project, Indio is a shifting, evolving cast
of characters delivering the music of
singer/songwriter Gordon Peterson. A self-taught
guitarist and pianist, Peterson has made his home
in Toronto since the age of 19. “I taught myself to
play so 1 could write songs,” Peterson told MMR.
“As my music developed, I found it easier for me to
play certain things myself than try to verbalize my
ideas to someone else and hope their interpretation
would be the same as mine.”

“Sometimes musically 1 don’t know where I'm
going until 1 get close to getting there,” Peterson
explains. “So I can't expect anyone to follow along if
I'm still looking for the road. Once 1 start to get
closer, that's when I start to bring other people in.”

Peterson’s unique process took a major step
forward when he was introduced to Peter
Gabriel's guitarist David Rhodes. Peterson and
Rhodes developed a musical and personal
friendship and began recording the material that
would define BIG HARVEST. Other collaborators
followed including bassist Larry Klein, Joni
Mitchell and Brenda Russell, who provides the ad-
libbed vocal filigree on the first single, Hard Sun.

“Most of the material 1 co-produced and did at
Larry’s house,” Peterson recalls. (Klein is Joni
Mitchell’s husband/co-producer/bassist.)"l really
got along well with Larry and knowing his work
with Joni, | thought this would be an interesting
combination to try. I didn't really find it difficult co-
producing my first album because I could never
imagine abandoning my musical visions to
somebody and saying, ‘here's the songs, let me know
how it turns out.’ To me music is a collaboration
and I was fortunate in that the people I worked
with are collaborators as well.”

Despite being a new artist, Peterson said he
wasn't threatened or concerned that having
established artists on his debut might steal some of
his thunder. “I thought about that for one fleeting
second,” the 27-year-old Peterson admits. “But if it's
right for the music and it helps the music, I'll take
whatever else happens. There was no question that
the collaborations were right.”

As for his decision for calling the group Indio
(named after passing through a small town in New
Mexico) Peterson says, “I didn't feel comfortable
using only my name when there are so many other
people contributing to it.”

“I Don't Believe In Love has to do with the story
line of the whole OPERATION: MINDCRIME album,”
vocals/songwriter Geoff Tate told MMR. “The Ip is
a conceptual piece and I Don't Believe In Love is at
the point of the story where our lead character
Nikki has been dumped by his lover — she's
committed suicide. He’'s fallen out of love with love.”

Rarely, if ever, has a band with heavy metal
roots attempted a concept album as musically
adventurous and lyrically brilliant as
Queensryche’s OPERATION: MINDCRIME. “It's
something 1've always wanted to do,” says Tate who
penned most of the lyrics, “It's the most difficult
album I've ever written. 1t took the better part of a
year to write.”

“OPERATION: MINDCRIME is based on people
that we've met,” Tate explains. “Sister Mary is a
former nun turned prostitute who we met in an
Amsterdam club. She left the sisterhood and
became a heroin addict and street dweller. Her
whole story and appearance became the inspiration
behind OPERATION: MINDCRIME.”

“Doctor X, the instigator of a violent
underground revolutionary movement, was
inspired by a group of people in Montreal who are a
radical revolutionary group that wants to separate
the providence of Quebec from Canada. They're
very prejudice against English speaking people
there and they go around bombing buildings and
spraying graffiti everywhere. They're quite a
political force as well.”

“The lead character, Nikki is a street kid who
becomes the victim of Doctor X's mind-
manipulation and power-tripping,” Tate continues,
“In the past, some of our stuff has been kind of
vague and mystical-sounding. | tried to make
OPERATION: MINDCRIME contemporary with
what's happening now, to approach the whole
album with a modern feel. We wanted to take this
album a step further and develop one theme. We
were all influenced by groups like The Who and
Genesis that did that sort of thing.”

Despite the complexity of the album, Tate said
their crowd has been able to grasp the concept
easier than he thought. “It’'s been our most
successful album yet and it's propelled all our other
albums in sales as well. It's great that they’re
understanding it and appreciating it as well.
Personally I'd like to see more originality and
adventure in metal. The music should move with
the times.”

Throughout her career, Cher has been told NO by
many ‘experts.’ NO, tiiey said you can't be a singer (four
#1 records in her past). NO, you'll never be an actress
(Academy Award, 1988 “Best Actress”) and most
recently NO you can't have a hit album in the 80's
following a five year absence from recording (Two Top
20 hits). Each and every time Cher’s determination and
talent proved them wrong. With all her success you'd
think by now the nay-sayers would not be so quick to
tell Cher NO. But such is not the case.

“They told me, ‘we want everyone but you,” Cher
recalls, discussing her duet with Peter Cetera After All.
“They said my voice wasn't right for it. But as soon as |
heard a demo of it, I loved the song. I knew it'd be a hit.”
It was, topping the Adult Contemporary charts and
peaking at #6 on MMR’s Hit Radio chart.

“They didn’t want me but they promised to at least
give me the courtesy of an audition. It was a very
traumatic few days. But they listened to the audition
tape,” Cher smiles, “l must have changed their minds.”
Cher's instincts, once again, were vindicated.

“A song will just hit me someplace inside,” Cher
explains. “Then [ know it's right for me. I don't have to
listen to it for very long to feel that. Sometimes I can tell
instantly, right from the intro.”

For HEART OF STONE Cher combed through
innumerable songs before uncovering the dozen that
were right for her. “It seemed like millions,” Cher claims.
“I had never gone through so many songs before.”

Unlike 1987's CHER lp, a comeback Ip after five
years of inactivity, Cher said she felt little of the
tentativeness associated with singing again. ‘I wasn't
nervous this time,” Cher stated. *I knew all the people
already so it made the project a lot easier to do.”

Like her last release, HEART OF STONE reunites
Cher with four of today’s best pop songwriters —
Michael Bolton, Desmond Child, Jon Lind and Diane
Warren, “Diane wrote If I Could Turn Back Time and
asked, ‘Please, please let me produce. She had never
produced before but she was driving me crazy, so I said
yes,” Cher says. “She was bouncing off the walls she was
so excited. And she did a great job. The song is very
fresh-sounding. I think it's my best vocal performance
on the album and now it's the first single.” Unlike those
‘experts’ before, Cher just couldn't say NO.

“Yeah, I am a bit surprised that I'd be here talking
to you about my fourth single,” Lita Ford told MMR.
“The fact that it's coming out so late, the record’s been
out for a year and a half now, is really great. That'’s
what's really surprising, more than anything.”

“I mean [ always thought that my last single, Close
My Eyes Forever was a great song and would do well,
especially because Ozzy has so many fans,” Ford says.
“But the fact that it stayed on the charts sooooo long
really blows me away. Ozzy was even happier, he called
me screaming over the phone even before it went Top
10." (It was Osbourne’s first record to crack the Top 40).

Ford admitted a lot of heat came from various
organizations insisting that Close My Eyes Forever dealt
with suicide, which was never their intention when they
wrote it. “There was no suicidal intentions at all when
we wrote it. [ even did a lot of anti-suicidal messages for
that song. It was the story of two very confused lovers.”

Lita’s fourth single, Falling In And Out Of Loveis a
collaboration between a former lover of hers (Motley
Crue’s Nikki Sixx) and someone whose musical style
she loves dearly — keyboardist David Erzin (son of
legendary producer Bob Erzin). “David is this brilliant
little keyboard player from Canada. David didn't tour
with me because we had our differences, we had a
couple of arguments. But now we're friends again and
he’s playing on my next record I'm working on. He’s
young and he plays with these ideas that aren't by the
book.”

“It wasn't difficult working with Nikki on
something as tender as Falling In And Out Of Love,
even though we were at one point pretty involved,
because Nikki and I are good friends now,” Ford points
out. “We know each other real well. There’s a lot more
to Nikki than just that side of heavy metal and this
gave him a chance to show a little of it.”

Lita’s core band of bassist Donnie Nossov,
drummer Myron Grombacher and keyboardist Erzin
remains in tact for Lita’s next album, as well as
producer Mike Chapman. “We're gonna go in in October
and record through December. It] be a February
release. I'll probably write with some outside writers,
like Mick Smiley, who wrote Kiss Me Deadly. 1 think the
next one will sound pretty much the same, but it'll have
a few more tricks, effects, goodies on it. But we're gonna
stay with the same sort of vain as the last one. We're
just gonna take it one step further.”

Even though she was tempted and even admittedly
s0, somewhat pressured by various people to rush out her
debut album, Judy Torres took her time. “I'm glad I
waited to find the right songs,” Torres told MMR. “I'm
glad [ stuck to what | believed in."

While fans of her first two singles, No Reason To Cry
and Come Into My Arms demanded more from her,
Torres sought out the finest material available during the
yearlong process of recording her debut. “I'm trying to live
up to everyone's expectations,” Torres admits. “I wanted
them to like these songs as much as the first two singles. [
didn't want the rest of the album to be just filler.”

Expectations have always been high for Torres ever
since Judy’s exciting live show won her a unique rapport
with her young club followers. “When I'm on stage, I really
care about what my crowd thinks or expects,” Torres
says. ‘I try to be a little more mature than just saying, ‘Yo,
whassup?”

Torres, who recently turned 21, was discovered by
her manager George Vascones during a Gong Show
performance at Sidestreets Club in her Bronx
neighborhood. “Everyone else performing was so good, so

talented,” Torres recalls. “I thought this isn't a Gong Show.

Gong Shows have to have someone terrible in it. I was just
finishing my second number and one of the judges stood
up and said he was going to gong me, even though the
other judges were holding him back. Well he never did
gong me, but after the show he approached me about
becoming my manager and he’s been mine ever since.”

The same George Vascones convinced Torres to go
on stage at the Roberto Clemente Coliseum in Puerto Rico
even if that meant dodging flying beer cans. “I was on the
bill with 13 other performers, peopie like Nocera, Fast
Forward, even Hector “Macho” Camacho was
performing,” Torres recalls. “After a while the crowd
started to get bored and a little restiess. Well they started
throwing beer cans on stage and one of the performers
got fed up with it, so she threw one back. That made
things worse. More cans came.”

“Then Hector came on, still more cans, but Hector
just took one of the cans and poured the beer on him.
That settled down the crowd a bit, but I was next. [ was
so nervous when I finally hit the stage I almost forgot my
name. Fortunately the crowd liked me. After that they
behaved. After the show, the promoter asked me if [ were
willing to perform again. I said, ‘really?..Ok, fine. Maybe [
should've asked for a chicken wire clause in the contract,”
Torres chuckled.

If Badlands achieves the type of success theyre
hoping for, guess who gets the first Gold Record? “My
mom, [ guess,” vocalist Ray Gillen told MMR. *I can't
believe this, unbelievable, this story has become world
wide information now. What happened was [ was in
Blue Murder for a while, left that situation, came back
home and tried to get a hold of Jake (E. Lee), I heard
he was trying to put together a band.”

Jake, who had been in a reclusive funk after
leaving Ozzy Osbourne and reading some nasty
comments his former boss made to the press, ignored
the multitude of messages Ray left on his machine.
Unbeknownst to Ray, Mama Gillen rang up Jake and
left a 15 minute plea. ‘I guess she took it into her own
hands,” Gillen recalls with a laugh. “When I got back I
asked her if anybody called? She said, ‘no but I left a
message on Jake'’s machine.’ [ said, What? [ got really
p'$$ed off. I thought, great I got my mom calling for a
gig”

“She’s a rock 'n’ roll mom,” Gillen says. “And
sometimes you gotta put reins on her. But finally Jake
called me and said, 'I'm returning your call. [ was afraid
your father or your aunt would start calling, get the
whole family involved here.”

“The next day I flew out, we jammed and two days
later we put Badlands together,” Gillen says. “Jake told
me if [ wanted to be a singer, I'd want to sing like you
and I told him if I was a guitar player, I'd want to play
like you.” Joining Gillen (who cut his musical teeth on
tour with Black Sabbath in 1986) and Lee (who played
on Ozzy’s BARK AT THE MOON and ULTIMATE SIN
Ips) were drummer Eric Singer (Lita Ford, Black
Sabbath) and bassist Greg Chaisson.

“People are gonna expect an Qzzy/Sabbath sound,”
Jake warns, “but it’s not what they're gonna get.
Badlands is very American — hard rock with a blues
root to it — but not your standard blues. In a way it’s
ethnic, using American rootsy music — funky in a dirty,
gritty kind of way.” Some of the terms the band has
coined for their sound include Delta Thrash,
Appalachian Boogie and Rock/Voodoo Blues.

“I always like shooting for the top. [ want to shoot
platinum. [ want to put out stuff that kids are going to
be able to years from now say, ‘God my Badlands album
is all scratched up. Let me go get another one.’ [ want
timeless kind of stuff. [ see this band really big,” Gillen
concludes. Thanks, Mom!
