"We didn't even know we were 
gonna write together," admitted 
Richards. "He figured I'd write them 
all." Besides Jordan, the band 
nicknamed The Expensive Winos' 
will include Waddy Wachtel on 
guitar, Charlie Drayton on bass and 
keyboardist Ivan Neville. 

"These guys never let me stop," 
says Richards. "With the Stones, 
especially in the studio, it developed 
over the years that I would lead the 
proceedings. If I stopped, 
everything stopped." 

"You can fall into a rut without 
realizing it," Richards claims. 
"Whereas these guys, if I stopped, 
they'd just carry on playing. It was 
great, such enthusiasm. Nobody 
kicked me up the ass for years." 

A 3-4,000 seat auditotium tour 
is planned for Richards, who put 
the Rolling Stones on hold for 
awhile. "They want to put it back 
together again, and I told em, 'you'll 
have to wait now. I'm enjoying 
myself."

EVERYTHING also features 
hard rocking tracks like Watching 
The Sky and Bell Jar. Bassist 
Michael Steele comes into her own 
on this 1p with three songs she co 
wrote and sings. "We're not easy to 
pigeonhole," says Steele. "People 
accept us for what we do even 
though they can't quite put their 
finger on it."

According to bassist John 
Taylor, their latest album titled BIG 
THING! is an accurate portrayal of 
what Duran Duran is all about 
these days. "It's more honest. It 
reflects our diverse influences, 
without copying any styles. We were 
all so polite during the NOTORIOUS 
sessions, it was like starting over. 
Now our confidence is back." 

"NOTORIOUS was a great 1p, 
but it wasn't really representative of 
us because there was a lot of Nile 
Rogers there," Le Bon confesses. 
"I'm interested in some of the new 
dance sounds and our new single 
has the intensity of House (Music), 
but we had to do it our way. It's a 
new sound, but obviously Duran 
Duran."
