Some of the old snap is resident in this Cat Stevens 
album. Good songs and two inventive synthetic instru-
ments mark this as a strong comeback.

lOcc/DECEPTIVE BENDS/Mercury SRM 1-3702 (A master-
ful, sparkling production is instantly apparent. The 
deceptively bent lOcc writing is worth, and requires, 
the effort as they approach the perfection of their style.)

(All Merit and Merit Plus Albums are recommended for 
serious progressive radio consideration, recognizing that 
not all of these recommendations are suitable for all sta-
tions.

i:lkie Brooks/TWO DAYS AWAY/A& M SP 4631 (Since 
Vinegar Joe it has been just a matter of time until Elkie 
made her record. This may be it, at least in part. 
Leiber and Stoller take her around the black music horn 
but, it's in " Do Right Woman" that absolute truth is 
heard. "Saved" and Elkie's reading of " Love Potion # 9" 
are also high moments which help gain the pluses.) 

The Brothers Johnson/RIGHT ON TIME/A& M SP 4644 
(The Brothers Johnson caught an approving ear immedi-
ately because they had something to offer, originality in 
a contemporary music context. Enriched by the aid of 
Quincy Jones they make funky music like so many others, 
but with a twist. Sounds and ideas fill the earscape. 
Classy.) 

Mink DeVille/Capitol ST-11631 ( You can have endless dis-

cussions about their N.Y. new waveness. But the only 
thing that counts is the quality of Willy DeVille's music. 
Phil Spector and Lou Reed have undoubtedly had their 
way with his mind, to our benefit. An interesting 
arranging formula ices it. Side two is a consistent 
spellbinder.) 

,1aylon Jennings/OL' WAYLON/RCA APL 1-2317 (That 
Jennings' energy doesn't always come across fully on 
records, if ever. His uncanny ear for a good tune 
dominates this album and insures basic success. Here 
you get essence but, not impact.) 

lichael Katakis/A SIMPLER TIME/A& M SP-4635 
(Elegant and eloquent. Acoustic guitar and piano with 

little else makes for an absorbing, involving instroduc-
tion to Michael Katakis. Even the strings are used 
sparingly. His lyrics aren't quite as weighty as his 
accompaniment.) 

Little Feat/TIME LOVES A HERO/Warner Bros. BS 3015 
(There may be only a relative few better than average 
songs in the whole Little Feat catalog. Still, the band 
is a marvel. Incredible rhythm arrangements and 
necessarily great playing elevate them to a position of 
peerage. A beautifully recorded album.) 

uscar/TWILIGHT ASYLUM/DJM DJLPA-6 ( Second rate 
recording quality mars the otherwise auspicious debut 
of a find songwriter named Brian McGladdey. He must 
be young because he wears his influences on his sleeve - 
Rupert Holmes, Bowie, Harry Chapin and even a little 
Cat Stevens. But, there is no denying " Old Soldiers 
Never Die," "High On Life" and " In the Morning" among 
others.) 

Don PuLlen/TOMORROW'S PROMISES/Atlantic SD 1699 
(A rangy talent, Don Pullen draws together many musical 

threads. Hot, almost avant rhythms and spicey solos 
spark melodic sweeps while keeping the crisscrossing 
flow interesting. Pullen remains a force in quiet back-
ground control.) 

'eter Tosh/EQUAL RIGHTS/Columbia PC 34670 ( Ener-

gized production raises the intensity on Tosh's second 
album. Hence, a more favorable response results. A 
real innovation is in the horn charts of "Jah Guide. " 

They create an extraordinary wail. Otherwise, there 
isn't a pace changer.)

Wet Willie/LEFT COAST LIVE/Capricorn CP 0182 

(Organic and rootsy, Wet Willie hits a steady stride in 
this set which they never let up on. Rock and roll with 
no pretenticns can be exhilerating.) 

MERIT ALBUMS  

Rance Allen Group/SAY MY FRIEND/Capitol ST 11613 
(To Rance Allen's great credit he is not quite like 

anyone else. He exhorts, preaches and prods. While 
some of his Lp is too pop, its forcefulness, in total, 
wins the battle.) 

Peter Alsop/ASLEEP AT THE HELM/Flying Fish FF 034 
(Like many others, Peter writes about the eternal 
male-female duo. However, the added dimension which 
he brings to the form is a raised consciousness. It is 
that search for new behavior models which leads to his 

most clever word games, " You Make Me Stand In th, 
Corner" and "When You Ask Me First." Some of the 
production pushes Alsop's music unnaturally.) 

American Tears/POWERHOUSE/Columbia PC 34676 
(They still treat their songs like gems instead of the 
zircons they are. But, American Tears no longer maku ,, 
you cry. With steady progression each new album has 
demonstrated a firmer grasp on the process, both 
writing and recording. Next they have to learn how to 
have fun with music.) 

Backv;ater/Bongwater 0001 (Jazzy and funky, Backwater 
drifts through some very pleasant rippling tides. The 
studio side is the funkiest while the live side is 
jazziest. Both feel naturally honed.Write: Box 6112, 
Birmingham, Ala. 35209.) 

Shirley Brown/Arista AL 4129 (Devoid of the pretentions 
of many of her contemporaries, Shirley is recorded in 
a classic R&B style. At times she conjures a softer 
A retha. The opening two tracks on each side fulfill 
a soulful requirement.) 

B. T. Express/FUNCTION AT THE JUNCTION/Columbia 
PC 34702 (Audiophiles don't buy records for music, 
they buy them to hear the sound. Likewise, arrangers 
must que IT to get Jeff Jane's productions. His rhythm 
arrangements are extraordinary studies in activated 
motion. Masterful concoctions, they brew intensely 

under less character embued melodies. Side two opens 
up somewhat.) 

Vernon Burch/WHEN I GET BACK HOME/Columbia 
PC 34701 (Vernon Burch goes both ways - sometimes he 
sounds like Stevie and sometimes he sounds like Sly. 
Still, he is a talent in his own right as a writer and 
guitarist. His songs are good but, not aces.) 

Peter Bliss/United Artists UA -LA 728-6 (A completely 
adequate album. Peter doesn't create a unique exper-
ience for us either in his writing or in the presentation 
of his songs. While he succeeded modestly, he does not 
grab.) 

Chronicle/LIKE A MESSAGE FROM THE STARS/All Ears 
CH ll477 ( Chronicle is a band of Japanese people playing 
Western spacey rock music but, singing mostly in 
Japanese. Unlike Osamu Kitajirna they fuse nothing. 
Recorded live in the studio they generate some real 
interest because of two or three better than average 
melodies. Write: 1420 N. Beachwood Drive, Hollywood, 
Calif. 90028. ) 

Easy Street/UNDER THE GLASS/Capricorn CP 0184 
(A warmth projected by Easy Street presentation is the 
inviting element. Their songs are adequate to the task 
but, not more. It's the kind of album that you know you 
like, though you may not know why.) 

Bruce Foster/AFTER THE SHOW/Millennium MNLP 8000 
(Somewhat self-conscious in spite of good tunes, the 
first side produces a subtle up-tightness which is 
disconcerting. By comparison, that feeling vanishes on 
Jimmy Inner's production of " Born To Break My Heart.' 
Side two flattens out after it.) 

The Four Seasons/HELICON/Warner Bros. BS 3016 ( In a 

conversion akin to switching from Catholicism to 
Episcopalian, The Four Seasons get hip, which is not 
to say pregnant. They have done everything possible to 
disguise Frankie Valli's indellible voice as they harden 
their sound. They want it all. Not bad.) 

Terumasa Hino Quintet/AT BERLIN JAZZ FESTIVAL'71/ 
Catalyst CAT-7910 (Side one and two are strikingly dif-
ferent. All of the diffuse, unrealized searching of the 
first side seems to resolve itself on the second side. 
Musical and interesting, it finds the mark.)

Ronnie Laws/FRIENDS & STRANGERS/Blue Note EN- LA 
730-H ( Ronnie Laws presides over his most intense 
album and, not so coincidentally, his most musically 
tantilizing album. Part of it is the shift to salzophone 
domination. Sax is a punchier instrument than flute. 
Track it.) 

Ramsey Lewis/LOVE NOTES/Columbia PC 34696 (A low 
energy cruise. Ramsey always plays nice melody lines 
as he does here. But, rarely is this album more than 
his keyboard laid on top of rhythm feels of varying 
intensity. It' s good but, it does not go out and get ' ern.) 

Frank Marino & Mahogany Rush/WORLD ANTHEM/ 
Columbia PC 34677 ( Making a business of pretense leads 
to a "World Anthem." That aside, Marino can't be 
accused of writing bad melodies. And because of his 
tunes he finds a place. There's so much gadgetry on his 
guitar and voice that presence is sacrificed. That's one 
thing Jimi never lost.) 

Torn Paley/HARD LUCK PAPA/Kicking Mule KM 201 
(A folkies deligl-t. Fine guitar picking and charming 
songs stimulate the ear. Paley playing, enhanced by a 
metronomic sense of time, is the real drawing card.) 

Lee Ritenour/CAF'TAIN FINGERS/Epic PE 34426 ( With 
this effort Lee brings himself into better focus. Pretty 
much unifying around both intensity and synthesizers he 
begins to build an artistic identity. A fine tuned pro-
duction job.) 

Gary Shearston /DINGO/Antilles AN 7040 (Shearston is not 
arnonotone but, he is detached to the point of disinterest. 
His vocal color is non-color. It's curiously attractive 
quality for a song or two but, interest is hard to sustain 
through a whole album.) 

Starbuck/ROCK ' N' ROLL ROCKET/Private Stock PS 2027 
(A punchy Starbuck makes itself available. The adjust-
ment from their first album is stark to the positive. 
Good songs firm the impression.) 

Star Spangled Washboard Band/A COLLECTOR'S ITEM/ 
Flying Fish 031 (An irreverent decendent of : he Spike 
Jones musical mentality the Star Spangled Washboard 
Band is confined by a one dimensional record. Their 
music is fun but, without their customary sight gags it 
never reaches special. The second side's lie set gets 
closest.) 

Supercharge /HOB IZONTAL REFRESHMENT /Virgin 
PZ 34429 ( When the song isn't quite there Supercharge 
shifts to overfunk. The move bails them out but, doesn't 
change the reality. Check for Bob Robertson's name in 
the writing credits, those tunes tend to be best. Tower 
of Powerish. ) 

Mickey Thomas/AS LONG AS YOU LOVE ME/MCA 2256 
(Nlickey's album is a little loose and loses a few degrees 
of presence. But, his music feels pretty good and it 
easily counters the forces working in the negative. 
Rambling rock and roll.) 

Timberline/Epic PE 34681 (At heart Timberline is a group 
of country-folk pickers. That essence is softened in 
this production and topped with smooth vocal harmonies. 
They find a pleasant, already well explored, pop folk 
g roove . ) 

Various Artists/NEW ORLEANS JAZZ HERITAGE 
FESTIVAL 197t) / Island ISLD 9424 (That raur,ous brand 
of New Orleans rock and roll is documented in this two 
record set. Eight artists show us rare regional unity. 
Only Earl King is weak. Fun in the funky sun.) 

Jimmy Webb/EL MIRAGE/Atlantic SD 18218 (Webb has 
adequately demonstrated his own propensity toward over 
sweetening. Here George Martin uses orchestrations 
but, he controls their over use more successfully, 
though not completely. Jimmy's writing seems somehow 
rejuvenated, the recap of " P. F. Sloan" not withstand-
ing.) 

Widowmaker/T00 LATE TO CRY/United Artist UA-LA 
723-G (Featuring the undisputedly best name for a rock 
guitarist - Ariel Bender - Widow-rnaker takes a position 
amongst the thick rockers. They do change up every so 
often to prove they are legitimate. The material is O. K. 
They seem like the kind of band which will make it by 
pushing kids around in a live setting.) 

Robin Williamson & His Merry Band/JOURNEY'S EDGE/ 
Flying Fish FE 033 ( Much better when he stays close 
to home. Those tracks which derive from English trad-
itional music carry off their intentions with notable ease 
in relation to the others. Nicely crafted Lp.) 

SATISFACTORY ALBUMS 

(Albums of acceptable quality, which, of themselves, 
require only secondary progressive radio consideration.) 

Parliament/LIVE/Casablanca NBLP 7053 ( Absolutely 
incompetent remote recording erases 10 years of pro-
gress in that area. Parliament is a great group and 
documenting tneir live tumult was a 'audible idea. But, 
the idea was subverted by a record which sounds Like an 
illegal cassette. Radio use is limited at best. ) 

FRINGE ALBUMS  
(Good albums which are not progressive, yet hold some 
interest for progressive audiences.) 

Paul Anka/THE MUSIC MAN/United Artists UA -LA 746-
(Paul Anka is, of course, Paul Anka - young Frank 
Sinatra, the embodiment of hip Las Vegas. And his 
music follows suit. Here, one song called "A Mexican 
Night" is usable.) 

Alberto Favero/SUITE TRANE/Catalyst CAT 7914 
(Though dedicated to the spirit of Coltrane, this suite 
has the stamp of Ellington implanted deeply. Nicely 
brought off. Some of the soloing points to the man. 
An impressive work.) 

Paul Gonsalves/THE BUENOS AIRES SESSION/Catalyst 
CAT 7913 (The hazy mellowness of the Gonsalves tenor 
leads the way through a relaxing set. Rarely do South 
American rhythms showthernselves in spite of a native 
rhythm section. Mild mannered.) 

LeBlanc & Carr/MIDNIGHT LIGHT/Big Tree BT 89521 
(It is their consistent top 40 arranging approach which 
holds LeBlanc & Carr out. Both songs and presentation 
are well developed even if they lean into wrong wind. 
Try the first track on each side.) 

Lucy Simon/STOLEN TIME/RCA APL 1-1745 (Hip MOR. 
Lucy is singing well and her material is well suited for 
her style. But, it is her style which holds her away 
from the progressive mainspring.) 

Sado Watanabe & Charlie Moriano/NABESADA & CHARLIE' 
Catalyst CAT - 7911 (A lively, bright conversation 
between saxophones. This music doesn't challenge but, 
it makes you feel good especially when they harmonize 
on "Work Song." That's a tune which is always nice to 
hear again.) 

SPECIAL PROGRAMMING  
(Spoken, poetry - comedy and extraneous musics.) 

The Beatles/AT THE HOLLYWOOD BOWL/Capitol SMAS-
11638 ( The essence of the difference between this record 
and the import of the Beatles live in Germany (mentioner 
below) is contained in the first 30 seconds of the two 
records. In the response to their introduction is con-
tained everything you need to know about the before and 
after. A fine document of the moment. History.) 

George Carlin/ON THE ROAD/Little David LD 1075 ( There 
are several approaches one can take in a comedy Lp. 
One records for the Lp medium while another documents 
live performances. Carlin, who is dependably funny, 
choses the latter course. On the Road  is up from the 
street.) 

Ann Charters/SCOTT JOPLIN & HIS FRIENDS/Sierra 
Wave SW- 101 (In Sam Charters' notes the point is made 
that Joplin's music reflects his own " simple dignity, 
his warmth and his deep sense of humanity." That 
statement rings true as Ann Charters maps the lovely 
flow of Joplin's music. Distributed by Kicking Mule.) 

The Last Poets with Bernie Purdie/DELIGHTS OF THE 
GARDEN/Douglas NBLP 7051 ( Political art, whether 
that of Chairman Mao or The Last Poets, tends to 
become reactionary when the revolution is over. Even 
the rhetoric of the Black Panthers has changed. 
Rhetoric aside, The Last Poets is a group of immensely 
talented people with an artistically powerful message. ), 

Various Artists/ASSALAM ALEIKOUM AFRICA VOL. I/ 
Antilles AN- 7032 ( This collection of West African music 
is not from the bush. It is the music of the city and 
greatly influenced by Western music. Side two is more 
banal while side one is rather sophisticated.) 

Various Artists/NOVELTY GUITAR INSTRUMENTALS/ 
Kicking Mule KM 127 ( Using the word " novelty" in this 
Lp's title is misleading in the sense that there are no 
joke tunes herein. Instead you'll find some very steady, 
serious players and lots of syncopated swing. 
Comfortable.) 

John Wood/UNTIL GOODBYE/Los Angeles Phonograph 
LAPR-1002 (A meandering piano leads us down a love4 
melodic trail. The adventure is strictly a quiet after-
noon with no intense moments. Accompanied on side two 
by some bass punctuation John Wood is an effortless, 
artful tour guide.)

Nick Drake/BRYTER LAYTER/Antilles AN 7028 (With 
the exception of three tracks, "Hazy Jane 1.1 & I" and 
the title tune, this Lp recaps Nick's limited output. )

You don't 
get the feeling of extreme power from England which 
makes them more pallatable. They are moderately 

musical.) 
Gryphon/TREASON/Harvest SHSP 4063 ( In fact, the 

treason is that these fine musicians should have per-
mitted some of their songs to get so tangled. Again, the 
misconception that songs are merely words and music 
trips trained musicians. Gryphon saves itself with 
expert presentation but they could be so much better. 
Yesish. Merit.) 

Harlis/NIGHT MEETS THE DAY/Sky 008 (A find. Harlis 
can write and perform, at least, in the studio. Here 
they create a small fantasy about pirateering and plund-
ering which is executed well on all levels, except that 
it should have been cut hotter. Strongly Meritorious.) 

The Heptones/PARTY TIME/Island ILPS 9456 ( The rhythm 
on Party Time flattens out, and you thought reggae was 
repetitous. Still, those smooth Heptones' harmonies 

remain. The notes claim that this is Lee Perry's 
advancement on reggae rhythms but these rhythms don't 
show the potential for those great swirling dynamics. 

Merit. ) 
Jane/BETWEEN HEAVEN 8, HELL/Brain 60.055 ( Their 

rock and roll is somewhat cumbersome and thick but, 
also rather sophisticated. A machined, very urban 
feeling marks their work. Merit. )

Starship and Renaissance might yield an Octopus. Sonic 
purity and journeyman play provide them with a high 
gloss.

(Like music from the heavens Pulsar generates a veil 
of sound which is driven by light rocking rhythms. An 
instrumental approach dominates and the first side is 
one piece arranged in a concerto format.

The Jess Roden Band/BLOWINVIsland MPS 9496 ( The 
songs are right and that band is firmly rooted in essen-
tial music.

Klaus Schulze/MIRAGE/Island ILPS 9461 (" Music is a 
dream without the isolation of sleep. " That opening 
statement in Klaus' notes is generous in ascribing that 
quality to all music. However, it is a perfect way to 
characterize his music. Don't be surprised, if you 
happen to be around, if in a few hundred years Mr. 
Schulze isn't considered the first classical, electronic 
composer of note. Special Programming.) 

The Stranglers IV / RATTUS NORVEGICUS/United Artists 
UAG 30045 ( From their chosen name you know that they 
are toughs. Think of them as a culturally deprived Roxy 
Music. Their songs are good enough and they manage to 
sustain the attitude throughout. Merit.) 

Strapps/SECRET DAMAGE/Harvest SHSP 4064 ( With 
illusions to S-M Strapps powers through some brass 
rock and rock. Melody is a second class citizen as 
dynamism comes to the foreground. Merit.) 

Rick van der Linden 8, Trace/THE WHITE LADIES/RCA 
PPL 1-8125 ( This pleasant suite of rock images makes 
itself difficult to digest. It has many parts as innumer-
ated on the jacket, but lack of bands obscures them on 
the record. Taken as a whole you'll find the project 
pleasing but not inspiring. Merit.) 

Wallenstein/NO MORE LOVE/RCA PL 30010 ( Excellent 
playing keeps Wallenstein viable in the face of steadily 
improving writing. They tend to trap themselves in 
melodic boxes. However, when running to daylight 
(i.e. " JoJo") the band shows real promise. Merit.)

CONCEPTS 
FEELIN' ALL RIGHT  

Another one of our quirky beliefs is that music's only 
real purpose is to make human-kind feel better in some 
elusive way. If it had anything other than a beneficial 
psychological effect, how could it have woven itself so 
thoroughly into the fabric of our lives? 

Taste in music, therefore, is purely subjective based on 
how a given tune makes you feel. Regardless of genre, 
classical, country, rock, folk or reggae, the common 
reality is that a tune which makes you feel good, is good. 
Hits are merely tunes that make lots of people feel good. 

In our concern for that fundamental truth we point out that 
our current manner of recording music sometimes miti-
gates against music feeling good. 

Once again the eternal dilemma presents itself. Technol-
ogy is both a blessing and a danger. While the level of 
sonic accuracy now possible is extraordinary, the record-
ing studio of today is an invitation to disaster. Almost 
anything is possible and because the technology is available 
it begs for use. An unwary producer can easily fall into 
the trap of using the technology for all of the wrong 
reasons. Saving bad groups or bad songs is a wrong 

reason. 

Lots of the saving and manipulation would be unnecessary 
with better preparation. The mass of mediocrity we hear 
today is inexcuseable when rehearsal time is available 
to help bolster an artist's own writing. Hiring a star 
producer and a room full of studio dandies isn't a reason-
able response to a weak artist or material. 

The music has to feel good before it gets into the studio 
in order for it to feel good coming out. 
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
