(Founder's Comments, continued) 
independent hobby publications, and I also 
became acquainted with many new collectors. 
During the late 1970s and early 1980s, I was 

firmly entrenched in the hobby. I subscribed to 
almost every publication and radio club. 
However, something did not seem right to me. 
Each publication seemed to address a particular 
area of the country or to cater to a specialized 
aspect of the hobby, and, even to a lesser 
degree, to segregate beginning from advanced 
collectors. And then there was the problem of 
reaching collectors through the classified ad. In 
order to get the maximum amount of exposure, 
this meant the placing of the same ad in each of 
the five to ten publications and clubs serving the 
hobby. Even worse yet was the three-month wait 
for the ad to come out, in the case of quarterly 
publications. 
I knew there had to be a better way to reach 

other collectors. So in December 1983, I had the 
idea of a publication to serve and unite all the 
collectors in the whole country, one that was not 
biased to any one group of collectors or area of 
the country. The basic idea was to provide a 
forum for the collector to buy, sell, and trade on a 
national level. Hopefully one ad would reach the 
majority of all collectors in the hobby — a very 
simple idea but very difficult to achieve unless 
the number of subscribers was at a high level. 
With this simple plan in mind, I went full steam 

ahead. The task in starting a publication from 
zero subscribers was the most difficult aspect. I 
won't go into detail as that is a story in itself. 
However, to state it briefly, what I did was create 
a sample issue of the proposed publication. I 
mailed over 2,000 sample copies to collectors in 
June of 1984. Of that amount, 400 had faith in my 
venture. From that base of subscribers, Antique 
Radio Classified was born. In September 1984, 
the first regular issue was mailed to all those who 
had subscribed so far. Through much work and 
extremely high start-up cost, the number of 
subscribers increased each month. Finally after a 
year of uncertainty and personal sacrifice, the 
results were very encouraging. As word spread 
that A.R.C. was indeed a good idea and served a 
useful purpose, the publication grew with a 
steady increase of subscribers each month. 
But after two-and-a-half years of publication 

by myself, the amount of work and cost to print 
A.R.C. each month was just too much for me to 
handle. In October 1986, A.R.C. was acquired by 
John Terrey, the present owner and publisher. 
As you can see, he has done a superb job in 
carrying out the dreams and goals I envisioned 
over five-and-a-half years ago. I am proud of 
what A.R.C. has accomplished over the years. 
The many collectors I still meet often ask me this 
question, "Do I miss not being a part of ARC.?" 
The answer is YES!

"RCA has set a new standard of radio enjoy-
ment." "The sensation of the radio year," pro-
claimed the ads. But what was the real story 
behind the Radiola 44 in 1929? All we can do 
now is speculate. 
Put yourself back in 1928, as an RCA strate-

gist. You have a total lock on the radio industry. 
After years of litigation, you have finally bullied 
nearly every major manufacturer into accepting a 
patent license and into paying you royalties that 
give you, theoretically, a 15% price advantage. 
All the new types of tubes, and many circuitry 
innovations, are originating with RCA and there-
fore should be appearing first in RCA models. 
RCA should be clobbering the competition. 
But what's this? RCA an also-ran? Atwater 

Kent grabbing the lion's share of sales, Grosley 
sweeping the low-price field, and that upstart 
Majestic, which had never built a single radio in 
its life, selling thousands of expensive consoles 
every week? 
Well, what do you do? To counter Atwater 

Kent, who was well into his second million "tin 
can" model with the immensely successful 40, 
RCA developed its Radiola 33. In a metal rather 
than a wooden cabinet, the 33 at $77.50 could 
compete cf rectly with the $77 Model 40 (except 
that it was nearly a year too late — the 33 did not 
appear until April 1929). 
The Superheterodyne, that Rolls Royce (Arm-

strong's words) of circuits which was inherently 
more complex than the common TRFs, would 

take care of RCA's high-end models. RCA re-
served the superhet for itself, refusing to license 
any other makers to use it. Its cheapest model, 
the Radiola 60, sold for $175, and various con-
sole versions sold for much more. 
Since the 33 did not come in any console 

styles (except in after-market cabinets by cther 
furniture makers), that left a "hole in the middle" 
of RCA's line. And that's where the $110 Radiola 
44 fit in. 
But what a strange radio! Not suited at all for 

its assigned role. It did have an attractive wooden 
cabinet, and some interesting innovations like 
concentric-knob control and a projection dial 
scale, and it looked at least $30 better than the 
33. But its circuitry and internal constructior did 
not fit. The advertising copy read: "Only five 
tubes — yet gives you the performance of sets 
employing a far greater number." What kind of 
sales pitch was this? Buyers wanted more tubes, 
not fewer. Higher fidelity? "You get the freedom 
from distorting noises and electrical hum without 
the costly sacrifice of loss infidelity and tone 
range." Quite true: the 44 did have exceptional 
treble range, because it used no audio transform-
ers and had rather broad RF selectivity. But did 
buyers care? The same buyers who went nuts 
over Majestic's boom-boom bass, with no treble 
at all? Not likely. 
The 44's mechanical design doesn't quite add 

up, either. The RF chassis looks, at first glance,

Citizen's Radio Call Book 
March 1930 

A rather unusual sensitivity 
curve is that shown for the Radi-
ola 44 illustrated in Figure 3. Most 
sensitive at 600 kc. and 1400 kc., 
least sensitive at 1100 kc. Meas-
urements were made with the lo-
cal switch and the distance switch 
on. 
In the selectivity curves shown 

in Figure 2, the broadest is the 
1400 kc., and the 600 kc. is the 
sharpest. The 600 kc. curve gives 
somewhat satisfactory selectivity, 
while the 1000 and 1400 kc. 
curves would not in an area of 
strong locals. 
Fidelity curves on these receiv-

ers, especially the 1000 and 1400 
kc. curves are exceptionally good. 
They are shown in Figure 4. The 
600 kc. curve falls off rather rap-
idly which is due to the increased 
selectivity at 600 kc.

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(Radiola 44. continued) 
like a very clever job, with its 
die-casting serving as both 
chassis and tuning-condenser 
frame. Certainly it was com-
pact, but it couldn't have been 
cheap to make, particularly 
with the elaborate shielding 
boxes used. Now in the battery 
model Radiola 21, this com-
pact RF chassis made good 
sense, but in the 44, no matter 
how small the RF chassis was, 
there was still the immense 
power pack that sat next to it. 
And besides, would a prospec-
tive buyer be impressed with a 
small chassis? Especially in a 
spacious console cabinet? 
Majestic built j chassis of 
what was practically battleship 
armor plate! 
It would seem that the 44 

had originally been intended 
as a low-priced design. Every effort was made to 
reduce the circuitry and the number of tubes at a 
bare minimum. Perhaps the GE engineering 
team that developed it was competing with the 
Radiola 33 team, exploiting the extra amplifica-
tion of the new screen-grid tube. But the die-cast 
chassis and fancy shielding must have cost more 
than other designs, since no other large maker 
ever adopted it. And apparently the power pack 
never lent itself to "compaction." Or perhaps RCA 
executives decreed that the screen-grid tube 
must go into their high-end models and not be 
wasted in cheap ones — otherwise how could 
they convince the public it was such a great 
advance? They would need fresh sales features, 
to persuade the public to scrap last year's Atwa-
ter Kents. 
At any rate, the Radiola 44 did not exactly

propel RCA to the head of the industry. While 
RCA dithered, Atwater Kent, Crosley, and Majes-
tic forged ahead, and when they slipped, it was 
not RCA that filled the vacuum but yet another 
upstart that had never before built a radio — 
Philco. ©1989 Alan Douglas.

Lemouzy Super Resonance 
BY FRANK HEATHCOTE 

In France, in the 
late 1920s and 30s, 
the domestic radio 
industry lagged be-
hind that of many 
countries. The gen-
eral impression of the 
public  was  that 
French sets did not 
measure up to sets 
imported form the 
U.S.A., Holland (Phil-
ips was the Euro-
pean radio giant), 
and Germany. Many 
French sets included 
foreign parts and 
tubes. 
On the evening of 

July 28, 1932, a dem-
onstration of two new  ix 
sets was given to the 
board of France Ra-
dio News magazine 
by M. Lemouzy and 
representatives of 
Radios  Lemouzy, 
121 Blvd. St. Michel, 
Paris, France. The sets were the seven-tube 
Super Resonance, a Superheterodyne, and the 
five-tube Super Impedance, a tuned radio fre-
quency receiver. Both sets were touted as being

totally French made 
and comparing very 
favorably to foreign 
competitors.  Much 
ado was also made of 
the single dial tuning 
which did not require 
any tuning compensa-
tors. Evidently this 
was a first for a 
French set. 
The Super Reso-

nance covers the Eu-
ropean medium and 
long wave broadcast 
bands, 195-650 me-
ters and 750-2000 
meters,  approxi-
mately 1550-500 kHz 
and 450-150 kHz. 
Reception in the dem-
onstration to France 
Radio News was quite 
good with twenty-nine 
stations being re-
ceived; remember this 
was in 1932, and 
there wasn't the prolif-

eration of radio stations as exists today. From 
Paris were received stations throughout France, 
Holland, Germany, England, Russia, Poland, 
Algeria, Lithuania, and others.

Seven Fotos et Radiotech-
nique tubes are used in the 
Super Resonance. A variable 
mu E442S functions as RE 
amplifier, 2 E445 screen grid 
tetrodes serve as 1st detector 
and IF amplifier tubes, and 
E443H serves as the power 
output pentode, and the full 
wave rectifier is a 1561. The 
tubes  would  correspond 
roughly to American types as 
follows: E442S = 35, E445 = 
24, E424 = 27, E443H = 47, 
and 1561 = 80. The E442S 
and E445 have a spray shield 
similar to Majestic tubes, and 
all operate on four volts at the 
filament. 
The Lemouzy Super Reso-

nance is a good sized set 
weighing 32 lbs. and measur-
ing 20" tall, 17" wide, and 9" 
deep. The chassis is conven-
tional, but the cabinet is quite 
unusual. The arch is 7/32" 
thick veneered wood and all 
one piece with no bracing at 
all. It is glued to the front panel 
and base without any glue 
blocks. It is amazing that it has 
not come apart. The bottom 
panel has a removable cover 
to gain access to the under-
neath of the chassis for servic-
ing the set without removing 
the chassis from the cabinet. If 
you look closely at the 
speaker grille, the letters 
which  make  the  name 
"Lemouzy" are all found. 
The Lemouzy compares fa-

vorably to a Kennedy 72 and a 
U.S. Apex 7A, both seven-
tube superhets of the same 
era. Selectivity and sensitivity 
on the Lemouzy are very 
good, and tone quality is fine 
due to a good eight-inch elec-
trodynamic speaker. I ob-
tained my Lemouzy from a 
dealer in London while attend-
ing the BVWS Convention a 
few years back. He sold it for a 
very reasonable price as he 
said the English collectors 
looked down on it because it 
was French. It is one of my 
favorites.

Radio Collecting - Going Nowhere Real Fast?

Although I had been fascinated by old radios 
since I was a child — and have been collecting 
them for nearly as long — it wasn't until quite 
recently that I met other, real, live collectors at 
the Elma 1988 Summer Meet. From that encoun-
ter. I left with numerous impressions, conjec-
tures, and conclusions. 
Collectors, at least the majority of them, seem 

to spend much time and effort in pursuit of the 
ever elusive Crosley Pup, Coca-Cola cooler 
chest radio, or spinning disc TV as though these 
were some sort of Holy Grails. Don't misunder-
stand me. I, too, enjoy the challenge and surprise 
of locating a rare piece, and the pleasure of 
acquiring it for my collection. 
However, we have failed to realize the one 

common "thread" which binds together every 
piece comprising one collection with every other 
piece in everyone else's collection. That "thread" 
is the fact that somebody, somewhere bothered 
to keep that piece around ...in service, or not...in 
good condition, or not...working, or not. It may 
have been banished to the attic or the garage as 
the decades rolled by but it was kept.. 
Looking back at the times and lifestyles which 

were common from the infancy of radio through 
its Golden Age, and most of the Golden Age of 
TV as well, household appliances and furnish-
ings were regarded as an investment. This in-
vestment was not merely a monetary one, but 
also one of utility, serviceability, and even inher-
itability. 
A radio, for example, was purchased as an 

end in itself. There was no intent of ditching it 
when the next model year came around. The 
word "upgrade" didn't even exist in our vocabu-
lary. If the radio broke down, we had it repaired. 
Those knowledgeable in electronics did their own 
repairs. 
The same principle applied to other household 

appliances, furniture, and personal possessions 
— particularly cars. 
Then, there was a warped change in attitude. 

The world did a 180 degree turn. Disposability of 
a product became the most desirable quality of 
that product. People no longer cared how long a 
product would last, or how well it performed its 
function, just as long as it could be thrown away 
when it stopped working or when we got tired of 
having it around. 
This attitude seemed to reach a measurable 

level in the mid-1960's, and has reached fanati-
cal proportions today. Hundreds of products we 
never dreamed would be disposable are now 
commonplace in that form — dinnerware (not just 
paper, but sturdy plastics), medical equipment, 
cameras, contact lenses, digital watches, radios. 

Even "big ticket" items have fallen prey to the 
same craze. Although no manufacturer would 
attest that their products are designed in such a 
way that makes disposal after failure inevitable, 
nor would any dealer impugn that the products 
he sells have no repairability, the fact remains 
that the public thinks nothing of pitching out a 
console color TV, or an electric typewriter, or 
even a car after a few years of use. 
Therein lies the how's and why's of collecting 

going nowhere real fast. Think about this — in 
thirty years, the Crosley Pup may be easier to 
find than the original Sony Walkman. 
Just for fun, let's have a show of hands of how 

many readers have or know someone who has 
an original Sony Walkman, the industry's first 
pocket—sized AM/FM stereo (circa 1980)? How 
about a Mura Hi-Stepper, Model HI-3, once ac-
claimed by High Fidelity magazine to be industry 
standard in performance specs for a pocket-
sized AM/FM stereo unit (I can vote yea on this 
one, and I still use it, too!)? 
Trick question — how many readers have a 

Philco Predicta? It's a trick question because, 
relatively speaking and despite its few model 
years, there are tons of them around. 
Let's try for some bonus points now — how 

many have the very first Motorola color TV model 
to have a rectangular CRT (which was also an 
industry first, circa 1965)? How about the very 
first all solid state color TV, the Motorola Quasar 
(circa 1968)? 
Not very many hands. And these are all rather 

recent dates. Not to mention the products I 
named, with the exception of the Predicta, were 
latter-day turning points in engineering for the 
radio and TV industry. 
Then why the poor show of hands? The atti-

tude of disposability. These pieces aren't re-
garded as collectible, but instead as potential 
landfill. 
So what are we going to be doing thirty years 

from now? Fifty years from now? We might just 
be trading and selling the same old Atwater-
Kents, and Crosley 50's, and Zenith Trans-
Oceanics amongst each other and our succes-
sors. There might very well be no "new" collect-
ible items to be included in our collections. At 
some point in the future, a suitcase-sized boom 
box with subwoofers, or a first-generation model 
CD player might be rarer and more valuable than 
any spinning disc TV or Edison phonograph 
could ever be. 
Ah, but where will we find any of these treas-

ures? Will we ever find any of these products? Or 
will they be only photos in some manufacturer's 
product line catalog, lost forever to the real 
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world? Unless we plan now, there will be no such 
hobby as antique radio and TV collecting in the 
future...at least not in the sense we know it...or 
maybe only in the sense we know it, depending 
on one's point of view. We are the lucky ones 
who stumbled into a "ready-made" hobby be-
cause of the attitudes of the past. Because we 
are collectors, only we have — or should have — 
the foresight to preserve articles of the present, 
which will become the antiques of the future. 
This brings me to a dilemma, which I can best 

express with a line from a Bob Seeger song 
("Running Against The Wind") — "...Deadlines 
and commitments/What to leave in/What to leave 
out..." I cannot predict what products from the 
present will be a prized possession in the future. 
Lord, I wish I — or anyone — could! 
Will the JVC AM/FM/cassette stereo boom 

box (Model RC-N5) be a collector's dream quest 
fifty years form now because it had the unique 
feature of telescoping in on itself so in the "trav-
elling mode" it's only 2/3 of its normal length? Or 
will the Quasar "Delta Series" of video monitors 
be the Predicta of the next collector generation 
(aside: Quasar was the end result of Motorola 
selling off their TV line to Matsushita, the parent 
company of Panasonic, many moons ago) be-
cause of its similar appearance? What about the 
Sinclair ZX-81 computer...the first, and possibly 
only, fully-functional PC to sell for under $100? 
Unfortunately, I can only make recommenda-

tions based on observations of the past. The 
popularity of a product is no accurate gauge of its 
future value. The world's best example of this 
would be the Ford Edsel. By 1959, the dealers 
couldn't even give them away. Today, a fully 
restored 1958 Edsel can cost up to $25,000! On 
the other end of the spectrum, Beatles singles on 
the Tully label were snatched up so fast during 

the 60's, the record company couldn't keep up 
with the demand. Today, they are even more 
highly prized, cherished, and valuable. Ironically, 
the disco albums that fueled a segment of the 
music industry, which grew by unprecedented 
leaps and bounds, grossing billions of dollars per 
annum in the 1970's, nowadays aren't even 
worth the vinyl they're pressed on. 
Uniqueness and an identifiability with parts of 

American Pop Culture (a.k.a. Americana) are 
usually a safe bet for a product that should ap-
preciate in value as it ages. Radio Shack's little 
logo radio is one example, and their Burger King 
radio — with the headphones shaped like micro-
sized Whoppers — would be another. Anything 
Elvis. Anything Disney. 
Firsts-of-a-kind seem always to spark interest 

in collectors. They usually have desirability, even 
if their appreciation rate doesn't sky rocket in 
later years. How many can remember a red plas-
tic Walkman-like device made by Audio Tech-
nica, which clamped onto the hub of an LP rec-
ord, and could play in any position...even hang-
ing from a doorknob? That turned out to be a first 
and last of a kind! 
Unfortunately, I don't have a crystal ball to help 

me identify sure bets...despite the fact that my 
younger brother dabbles heavily in psychic re-
search. The only advice I can offer is that a 
change in attitudes and a change in lifestyles is 
sorely needed to insure the perpetuation of our 
collecting hobby — both from the aspect of pro-
viding a source of interesting, exciting, and his-
torical pieces, as well as from the aspect of ignit-
ing the imaginations and interests of potential 
new collectors. If things remain status quo, we 
might very well be going nowhere real fast.

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All You Need To Know About 
Repairing AC Radios - Part 7

A Return To Basics And Power Supplies 
This is the seventh part of a series on basic AC 

radio repair. This series presents useful hints for 
both the new collector and the veteran. 
Yes, in Part 6, we announced that Part 6 would 

be the last. However, Richard Foster has taken 
on the task of continuing this very popular series 
which Jim Fred began. Richard has collected, re-
stored and repaired old radios for some seven-
teen years and has contributed numerous ar-
ticles to A.R.C. in the past. Antique Radio Classi-
fied is pleased to have Richard pen this series. 
Refer to Parts 1 and 2 of this series (Feb. and 

Apr. 1988) for details on tools, test equipment, 
safety, etc. IMPORTANT: do not plug the radio 
in until you have read the safety tips and 
warnings in these two installments! (Editor) 

In Parts 1 through 6, Jim Fred has taken us 
through many aspects of troubleshooting and 
has made radios far less mysterious. Beginning 
with Part 7, we will discuss some important tech-
niques, and talk about where to begin. Because 
of requests from friends who want to learn to fix 
their own radios, we will be quite basic in our 
approach, with apologies to those who are al-
ready experienced technicians or engineers. 
This series will cover how to troubleshoot the 

sections of radios in general, beginning with 
power supplies, and will cover techniques and 
problems that may be encountered. We will also 
publish case histories on common problems and 
on sets that turn up frequently. 
We will proceed under certain assumptions: 

That you have soldering equipment; that you 
have basic tools like cutting pliers; that you have 
a volt-ohm meter (see Part 1, Feb. 1988); that 
you have a tube tester; that you have procured a 
schematic diagram of your set; and that you will 
NOT plug in your set until you have inspected 
it thoroughly and have done the work out-
lined below. 

WORK AREA 

Some people work in closets, others on hol-
low-core doors or on the kitchen table. Many 
work in the basement on a workbench. There are 
some requirements that are common to all areas 
that you will want to observe. 
Light: You need good lighting. It's amazing 

how hard it can be to see into corners of a 
chassis, to read values on small capacitors, to 
find the contact points between leaves of a vari-
able tuning capacitor, or to find the end of the fine 
wire of an RF choke. 
Antenna: In order to test radios, a source of 

signals is necessary. My solution to this was to 

run some fine magnet wire (any kind will do) 
upstairs into the attic (height is more important 
than length). At a terminal block on your work-
bench, attach it to a length of hook-up wire with 
an alligator clip on its end. 
Space: A Radiola 80 chassis with its separate 

socket (AC) power unit and separate speaker 
can occupy four or more feet of bench space. 
Add to that your soldering iron and your VOM 
(which I keep on a shelf above the bench), and 
you have no room left on your kitchen table. 
About six feet is minimum. 
Power: AC outlets should be available. An 

outlet strip is a nice option since it allows several 
things to be powered up at one time. A VTVM 
(vacuum tube voltmeter), a soldering iron, the 
radio and a signal generator may all be required 
at once. Be sure your outlets are grounded prop-
erly! 
Safety: 110v AC is life threatening! Reread 

Part 2, April 1988. Electricians and technicians 
will tell you, "Don't make yourself part of the 
circuit." To protect yourself, there are important 
things to do. 
First, remember that the AC in your house 

wants to flow to ground, or to the neutral wire 
which is supposed to be at ground potential. If 
you work on a metal table, near a radiator, close 
to pipes, you are courting trouble. Stay clear of 
conductive things such as pipes and heating 
ducts which are grounded and can conduct elec-
tricity (or build wood boxes around them so you 
will not touch them). 
Second, insulate yourself from the floor, espe-

cially if you work in the cellar. Dampness is con-
ductive. Rubber pads on the floor are minimum 
for safety. A wooden platform with a rubber pad 
or a lexan carpet protector is better. Dip the 
handles of your tools in vinyl insulating com-
pound as further protection. 
Third, use an isolation transformer (See Part 

2.) When working on a set whose chassis is con-
nected to one side of the line, this will protect you. 
Fourth, if you insist on a ground to test battery 

sets or to improve performance of early TRFs or 
superhets, put a .05 mfd. at 600 volts capacitor in 
series with it. Although it may attenuate signal 
strength a bit, the set will still work. The capacitor 
will not conduct enough current to hurt you. 
Fifth, remember the old Navy adage, and train 

yourself to keep one hand in your pocket at all 
times. You don't want to become part of a power 
supply circuit or a path for high voltage DC to 
return to a chassis. In the path formed by your 
arms and hands is your heart, which can be shut 
off by electricity, especially by 110v AC. 
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Sixth, don't work on a set 
that's plugged in except to do 
alignments or basic tests. Pull 
the plug when you're soldering 
or changing parts. 

POWER SUPPLY 

We will use three main tech-
niques. We'll do a visual check 
for defective parts and wiring; 
we'll do a voltage check (often 
omitted but very informative); 
we'll use continuity checks. 
Broadly speaking, radios can 

be divided into three sections 
which are best considered 
separately: RF to tune and am-
plify incoming radio frequency 
signals; AF to take the audio 
frequency information sepa-
rated by the detector and am-
plify it further so that it can drive 
a speaker; a power supply to 
provide the voltages necessary 
to operate the set. Only a crystal 
set can operate without power. 
In most of the sets we en-

counter, the power supply has 
the job of converting alternating 
current to direct current. Impor-
tant: read the set labels to make 
sure that you are not dealing 
with a 32-volt farm or a DC set. 
Figure 1 shows the objective: 

to change AC (D in the figure) 
that is fluctuating or changing 
120 times a second into a 
steady voltage (A in the figure) 
to allow tubes to function and to 
eliminate the hum caused by the 
varying voltage. In actual prac-
tice we get the voltage (B) which 
is close enough to DC for nor-
mal purposes. 
A rectifier performs this conversion. It is a de-

vice that allows current to flow in one direction 
only, from its plate(s) to its filament. Typical vac-
uum tube rectifiers are the 80, 5Y3, 35Z5, etc. 
(The letters W, X, Y and Z in the tube number 
indicate rectifiers.) A varying voltage is applied to 
the plate (see Figure 1) and when it swings posi-
tive, current will flow from the plate to the filament 
or cathode (To confuse the reader, note that the 
electron flow is in the other direction, from the 
heated filament/cathode to the plate.) When the 
voltage on the plate swings negative, the current 
flow is blocked. However, the second plate now 
is positive, and current flows to the filament/cath-
ode from it. 
The varying voltage on the rectifier plates is 

derived from one of two sources: in Figure 2, it 
comes from a step-up winding on the power 
transformer which transforms 110VAC to about 
750VAC across the high voltage winding. In the 
AC-DC set in Figure 3 it comes directly from the 
AC line feeding the set. 
Let's analyze the circuit using a power trans-

former, Figure 2, first. The AC supply is to the left.

The transformer, represented by the coils ana 
the iron core, comes next, followed by the rect-
tier (5U4). The filament is powered by the five-
volt winding, and the high varying voltage comes 
from the winding connected to the plates. 
Further to the right is a filter circuit, consisting 

of C3A, L1 and C3B, to smooth out the AC. The 
filter is called a "Pi section" filter because it re-
sembles the Greek letter "pi." The top is either a 
large resistor or a choke coil (L1 in this case), and 
Vie two legs are large capacitors (C3A and C3B). 
Simply put, these capacitors are large electrical 
tanks that release a flow any time the voltage at 
either end of the resistor or choke begins to drop 
a bit and that recharge when it rises. Their action 
tends to fill up the low points in ripples (See 
Figure 1) to give smoother current. 
In the AC-DC set in Figure 3, the situation is 

similar, but the 35W4 tube has a sleeve around 
the filament called a cathode, indirectly heated 
by the filament. The current here flows from the 
plate to the cathode, instead of to the filament. 
In 50- to 60-year-old power supplies, the filter

capacitors are almost always dried out or defec-
tive in some way. A glance at the circuit will show 
that since they are directly across the power 
supply output, they can cause serious trouble. If 
they short, the DC output voltage is short cir-
cuited also. (This is the reason for the fuse in the 
center tap.) 
The next steps are to test the rectifier tube and 

replace the filter capacitors if necessary. Illustra-
tions are included here to help in the location of 
these parts. Figure 4 shows a chassis and the 
location of the various power supply compo-
nents. Figure 5 shows some styles of filter ca-
pacitors. Typical values are 8, 10 or 16 mfd. (mi-
crofarads) at 450 volts DC; in AC/DC sets they 
typically are 30 to 50 mfd. at 150 volts. If desired, 
tubular capacitors with the same electrical speci-
fications can be used as replacements for the 
chassis-mounted styles, with strict attention paid 
to polarity. 
In some books and articles on servicing we 

read about "reforming" electrolytic capacitors, 
which can be done if they are in good physical

condition. Most tubular and can style capacitors 
ought to be replaced. If they short, you cannot 
reach the switch quickly enough to avoid the 
resultant damage to your power transformer, 
which is harder to replace than filter capacitors. 
They also can cause lots of noise. Conclusion: if 
the filter capacitors are bad, replace them. 
A digression... There are so many configura-

tions of power supplies that it would take a whole 
issue to describe them. In general, the power 
supply negative goes to common and the posi-
tive, to the B+ (high voltage). This is frequently 
one end of a filter choke (note, in many sets, the 
field winding of the speaker serves as the filter 
choke). Although conventional wisdom says that 
the chassis is the common, this is often NOT the 
case. Examples are the Philco 60 and 70. A 
quick reference to their circuit diagrams (not 
printed here) shows that the B- may be negative 
with respect to the chassis to obtain negative 
voltages for grid bias. The AK 43 diagram is a 
classic with the power transformer B+ winding 
center tap tied to the chassis. In the AC-DC set 
in Figure 3, the chassis is used for the common 

and the AC is tied to the chassis 
also —careful' 
Find the filter capacitors. 

Choose a replacement of similar 
capacitance value (a bit over or 
under won't matter; values within 
20% of the original are accept-
able for capacity), but BE SURE 
that the voltage rating meets or 
exceeds that of the original. 
Locate the positive ends of the 

filter capacitors. You MUST dis-
connect the original positive ter-
minal. Tie the positive ends of 
your new capacitors to the wires 
removed from the positive ends 
of the original capacitors. 
Locate the negative ends of 

the filter capacitors. Inspect the 
old cans (negative, usually) for a 
cardboard sleeve, an insulating 
washer or a separate negative 
terminal. If there is, don't hook 
this to the chassis; use the sepa-
rate terminal for your negative. If 
the cans are connected to the 
chassis, you can connect your 
new capacitors there. Make good 
mechanical joints before solder-
ing. 
No mention has been made of 

the line cord to encourage you 
not to plug the set in until you 
have made the checks described 
here. One shorted filter will kill a 
power transformer in the twin-
kling of an eye. Replace the line 
cord now, if you want. 
The next installment will cover 

dividing the set, checking the 
amplifier for operation and run-
ning a voltage check to look for 
defective resistors, capacitors 
and open transformers.

In the early 1920s, radio was rapidly becoming 
a public servant of great value. This was due in 
part to the efforts of the Crosley Manufacturing 
Company in the making of such radio receivers 
like the Model X. 
The Model X exemplified efficiency, simplicity 

of operation, neatness, staunchness and a high 
degree of selectivity. Loud local stations could be 
tuned out completely in order to receive long dis-
tance stations with remarkable clarity and vol-
ume. It was the hit of the radio world. 
When the Crosley Manufacturing Company of 

Cleveland, Ohio, introduced the Model X in the 
summer of 1922, little did it realize that the re-
ceiver soon would become one of the biggest, if 
not the biggest, selling radio on the market. 
Powell Crosley Jr. knew the set he was mak-

ing was going to be a good one from the very 
start. Extensive testing prior to its announcement 
showed the unit's ability to hear distant stations 
even during the static dog days of summer. It 
was better than any other type of apparatus they 
had ever used. 
The Crosley X incorporated one stage of tuned 

radio frequency amplification before the detector. 
This was a common Crosley feature, and is said 
to be the secret of its wonderful success. This 

amplified the signal to the detector manifold and 
thus allowed the detector to operate more effi-
ciently. 
The radio consists of one stage of tuned radio 

frequency amplification, a tuner, a detector anc 
two stages of audio frequency amp'ification. 
Ample volume, even on distant stations, is con-
trolled by filament rheostats. 
The cabinet is Adam brown, mahogany fin-

ished, and compares favorably with the finest 
piece of furniture in the most particular house-
wife's parlor. 
The Model X sold for $55 by itself, and fo' 

$112.50 with the following accessories, neces-
sary of course: 
1. Model X receiver  $55 
2. Detector tube  5 
3. Three amplification tubes  19.50 
4. A battery (6 volts)  17 
5. B battery (45 volts)  6 
6. Aerial  4 
7. Headphones  6 
The Crosley sets were manufactured, not 

merely assembled, in their large factories in Cin-
cinnati, Ohio. Production on a large scale permit-
ted the sale of its products at a low price. 
Crosley's Slogan was: "Better... Costs Less." 
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Collecting British Crystal Sets is a multi-part series of articles designed to acquaint the reader with 
this specialized aspect of the radio hobby, one that many collectors find interesting due to the many 
unusual types of sets produced in England.

AUCTION REPORTS - COMMENTS BY THE EDITOR 
Why do we publish so many auction reports? 

Since most of us do buy items for our collections, 
prices are always of interest. The problems with 
auction prices are numerous and are acknowl-
edged, but they still are an important ingredient in 
determining the value of an item. Here are a few 
comments which apply to all auction reports in 
A.R.C. 
Auction reports show that not all radios go for 

thousands or even hundreds of dollars! There is 
a lot of collecting out there of under $100 sets. 
Auction reports are not meant to be price 

A warning: Auction prices are not current 
values. A listing such as this cannot ade-
quately include the condition of cabinets, 
chassis, transformers, tubes, the operating 
status of the set, and the inclusion of incor-
rect, restored or replica components, etc. 
Auction prices are the result of the excite-
ment of the auction process, the skill of the 
auctioneer and the specific interests of the 
participants. Nevertheless, auction prices 
serve as useful references and as another 
element in the value determining process. 

guides (see the box on the left). 
Auction prices are often lower than market. An 

observation by some is that many items placed in 
auctions were no-sales in the flea market, often 
because of defects. The best items often are sold 
privately or go fast in the flea market. 
Auction prices often are above market. When 

two energetic bidders both refuse to give up, they 
often bid an item well over its going price. 
The listings are "selected" since, because of 

limited space, all items cannot be listed. Items 
are often deleted if the description is not com-
plete, for example no model number. Items in 
poor condition are often deleted because the 
degree of problem with these items is unknown; 
the low price these items usually bring would be 
misleading. We try to leave in representative 
items, however. 
Auction reporting, as with all A.R.C. articles, is 

by the readers. So, if you attend an auction, send 
in the results ASAP. Always, send in the report in 
the order of the auction. Skipping items is OK. if 
you missed some, we can combine your informa-
tion with other reports, as we often get multiple 
reports on the same auction.

RCA 721 TS - This TV uses about the same 
chassis as the 621 TS except that it employs a 
10—inch CRT. Manufactured in 1947, the 721 
TS retailed for $325 plus installation charges. 
Despite its expense, it was still a success in the 
marketplace. This stylish TV should not be very 
difficult to find in the northeastern U.S., or 
California. Let's see more TVs! (Nat Pendleton 
- Washington, DC) 

TRINITY RADIO COMPANY OF BOSTON, 
MA - This is a 1925 short square horn speaker 
painted maroon crackle. The driver in the base 
has been replaced with a 3" PM speaker. 
(Walter V. Worth - Wollaston, MA) 

RCA 621 TS - The picture is great, but small 
Designed in 1941 by John Vassos, tnis note-
worthy TV was actually manufactured in the fall 
of 1946 for 45 days. At a retail price of $250 
plus installation (NY Times advertisement), it 
was quickly overshadowed by the famous 10 
inch RCA 630 TS. This is the only TV Lsing a 7-
inch electro-magnetic deflection CRT. Interest-
ingly, all TVs before mid-1948 have channel 1.

BALDWIN "99" HORN SPEAKER IN AN 
ALUMINUM DRUM - This speaker has a 
coiled up horn of 38 inches in length, made of 
plaster and fabric. It was originally cloth, but the 
case has been refinished in A.K. wrinkle brown 
paint. There is very good tone from this 1925 
speaker. (Walter V. Worth - Wollaston, MA)
