Included are Bardeen's wife's enjoyable recollections of
his casual mention one evening of the invention and of
his appearance at the 1986 AWA conference.

Our history-memory theme continues with Fred
Geer's story of his 1895 Berliner phonograph disk
master. Fred's ten-cent purchase turned out to be every
collector's fantasy-come-true — to find something rare.
He subsequently contributed his treasure to the Smith-
sonian so that millions can enjoy it.

Frederick Ringwald's article on Cliff Gardner ex-
plores an aspect of television history. Gardner, who
worked with Philo Farnsworth on early television, was
the engineer who actually made the intricate television
camera, picture, and other tubes for the Famsworth
image dissector television system.

Many of you may have thought that Ray Bintliff's
additional articles on capacitors had been forgactten.
But, “Capacitors in Old Radios, Part 2" is finally here.
Ray continues his tutorial, focusing on paper capaci-
tors. He shows their various types of construction and
describes the manufacturers making them. He also
suggests strategies for replacing paper capacitors. Ray
assures us that the series will continue.

Photo Review offerings this month range from a tiny
speaker and crystal set to a cardboard cabinet cathe-
dral.

VINTAGE TRANSISTOR RADIOS

The Transistor’s Early History
From 1947 to the 1960s

Jack Ward's carefully researched article re-
minds us that 1998 marks the 501" anniversary of
the first public announcement of the invention of
the transistor, which the April 1992 “Physics To-
day” said, “caused a revolution in technology and
drastically altered society.” The addition of Ron
Blackshear's personal recollection of his friend-
ship with John Bardeen, co-inventor of the tran-
sistor, gives us further insight into a remarkable
20" century event. (Editor)

On Wednesday, June 29, 1948, at the Bell
Labs West Street headquarters in New York City,
a press conference was held to announce the
invention by Bell Labs scientists of a new amplify-
ing device — it was the transistor. The transistor
had actually been invented 6 months earlier, De-
cember 1947, but the public announcement had
been delayed to allow for filing of patents and
disclosure to the military.

At the press conference, this new device was
presented as an equivalent of the vacuum ampli-
fier, except that it had desirable properties which
overcame some of the fundamental drawbacks of
tubes. For example, the transistor was small,
lightweight, required no vacuum or filament cur-
rent, and apparently had an unlimited lifetime.
Although there were working demonstrations of
the potential uses of the transistor presented to
the audience (audio oscillator, audio amplifier,
and radio receiver), no one present could have
known or reasonably predicted the tremendous
impact that this device would have on technology
over the next 50 years.

FROM PROTOTYPE TO PRODUCTION

The transistor developed by Bell Labs in 1947
was of the type known as “point contact.” This
term refers to the technique used to attach two
fine wires as points of contact to a germanium
block, as shown in Figure 1. While this technique
allowed for the discovery of transistor
action, the resulting device was not )
ideally suited for large scale commer- Lm f‘lge’,
cial usage — the point contacts were A
erratic, mechanically unstable and
yielded wide ranges of performance. e

Nevertheless, Bell Labs continued Moun
to refine the techniques for point con-
tact transistor development. By 1951,
sufficient progress had been made to
overcome some of the limitations of
this type of transistor, and commercial
production began at the Westem Elec-

tric plant in Allentown, Pennsylvania. p. 79.)
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By mid-1952, Western Electric was manufactur-
ing 6,000 point contact transistors a month. This
type of transistor was never in widespread com-
mercial production, and found limited usage in
the military, such as in the TRADIC airborne
digital computer, and in Westemn Electric tele-
phone switching equipment.

In July 1951, Bell Labs again made an an-
nouncement regarding transistors. This time a
new type of transistor, called a “junction transis-
tor,” also shown in Figure 1, was made public.
The junction transistor was constructed using a
die or chip of germanium, with transistor action
accomplished by any of several different manu-
facturing techniques, such as adding controlled
amounts of impurities to the germanium — the
point contacts, with their inherent drawbacks, had
been eliminated.

This new type of transistor was the basis for a
large scale increase in the quantities of transistors
manufactured by a variety of companies. For ex-
ample, see RCA's “bean-sized” transistor, shown
in Figure 2. In 1953, approximately 1,000,000 units
were manufactured. In 1955, over 3,500,000 tran-
sistors were manufactured, and in 1957 almost
29,000,000 units were made. In ten years, the
transistor had grown from an exciting laboratory
prototype to a mass-produced technology which
found uses in all kinds of products.

EARLY COMMERCIAL TRANSISTOR USES

The properties of the transistor — small size,
very long life expectancy, and no filament heater,
which meant longer battery life and low heat
output — overcame the limitations of the vacuum
tube. The transistor allowed for the rapid replace-
ment of tubes in two very common electronic
devices — hearing aids and portable radios. Each
of these devices could be made better with tran-
sistors.

The first hearing aids to use transistors ap-

peared in 1953. Up to this point,
hearing aids were manufactured
with subminiature tubes, which
were suitably small, but con-
sumed expensive batteries at an
alarming rate. The low-battery
current requirements of transis-
tors allowed for further size re-
ductions in hearing aids (fewer
batteries and those batteries
lasted longer). Companies such
as Maico and Sonotone intro-
duced *“all-transistor” or hybrid
(transistor and tube) hearing aid
models in 1953, as shown in
Figure 3. Figure 4 shows a 1954
Herald Tribune photo of GE en-
gineers with their experimental
pocket radio.

The first commercial, all-tran-
sistor portable radio, the Regen-
cy TR-1, shown in Figure 5, was
introduced by the |.D.E.A. Com-
pany in time for Christmas sales
in 1954. The portable radio mar-
ket capitalized on the same ad-
vantages of transistors that were
important to hearing aids —
small size and low battery con-
sumption. Although the TR-1
was not an instant sales suc-
cess (probably because of poor
fidelity and high cost), the tran-
sistor radio market rapidly expanded. By 1957,
almost 5 million portable radios were manufac-
tured and sold by a large number of American
companies, such as Admiral, Arvin, Emerson,
GE, Raytheon, RCA, Westinghouse and Zenith.

IMPORTANT TRANSISTOR MANUFACTURERS

By the end of 1957 approximately 20 companies
were involved in the commercial manufacture of
transistors. Most of these were large, well estab-
lished electronic manufacturers. Two of these com-
panies, Westem Electric and Raytheon, dominated
the early transistor industry; several other compa-
nies (GE, Texas Instruments, and Fairchild) made
major contributions throughout the decade.

Western Electric and its research organiza-
tion, Bell Labs, was the company responsible for
the invention of the transistor. Wilkam Shockley,
Walter Brattain, and John Bardeen jointly shared
the 1956 Nobel Prize for Physics for inventing the
transistor at Bell Labs in 1947. This work was the
result of a semiconductor research group estab-
lished after World War i at Bell Labs specifically
to create a solid-state replacement for the vacu-
um tube. Westem Electric actively promoted the
new transisior technology in a variety of ways,
including supporting continued research that led
to the invention of the junction transistor in 1951,
licensing transistor manufacturing rights to more
than 30 companies for $25,000 each by 1952,
and fostering the early
use of transistors in com-
mercial products by re-
moving any royalty charg-
es on transistors used in
hearing aids.

Raytheon was the ear-
ly commercial transistor
technology leader, begin-
ning with the CK703 point
contact introduced in
1948. Moving quickly to
the new junction technol-

(The Translistor’s Early History, continued)
in volume quantities in 1953.

Having already established a leading role in
the hearing aid market through the manufacture
of subminiature vacuum tubes, Raytheon virtual-
ly created the transistorized hearing aid market,
working closely with the established manufactur-
ers to perfect product design. Raytheon contin-
ued to drive down costs, and the ever popular
CK722 hobbyist type transistor dropped from $5
in 1953 to 99¢ by the end of 1955, as shown in
the ad in Figure 6.

The 1,000,000 Raytheon transistor was man-
ufactured in 1954, nearly 4 times the output of all
other manufacturers combined. Raytheon contin-
ued to be a major semiconductor manufacturer
throughout the 1950s, supplying devices in a
variety of markets including commercial, military
and hobbyist.

General Electric was active in the manufacture
of transistors during the early 1950s. By 1953,
GE had perfected a form of transistor manufac-
turing, called alloy junction, which allowed for
reliable unit operation as well as relative ease of
manufacturing. Types 2N43/44/45 were intro-
duced in 1953 and found widespread industrial
and military acceptance. It is common to find
these types in surplus military equipment.

GE continued to be a major manutfacturer of
transistors through the 1960s. In addition, GE
pioneered the research and commercialization of
several other unique semiconductor devices, in-
troducing both tunnel diodes — a special type of
diode which can be used as an oscillator — and
silicon-controlled rectifiers or thyristors, which are
bistable semiconductor devices designed in the
late 1950s to be used as on/off switches.

Texas Instruments (Tl) was responsible for
several important early transistor developments.
In May of 1954, TI announced the commercial
availability of the first silicon transistors, Models

900, 901 and X-15. This was
several years ahead of most in-
dustry estimates regarding when
silicon units would be available.
Silicon transistors had several
advantages over the existing
germanium type, most notably
higher temperature stability. Sil-
icon technology also was the
basis for later semiconductor
products, especially integrated
circuits (IC) — a combination of
interconnected transistors and
other components formed on a
single semiconductor element.
Tl used this expertise to market
the first ICs, called “Solid Cir-
cuit,” in March, 1960, for $450
each.

Texas Instruments’ other no-
table accomplishment was the

4 TR-1 transistor radio mentioned
. earlier. Working with .D.E.A. en-
gineers, Tl assisted in perfecting
the radio design, initiating many
new circuit and component inno-
vations suitable for transistors.
The radio used four Tl transistors.

Fairchild Semiconductor was founded in Sep-
tember, 1957, by a group of eight engineer/scien-
tists who had resigned en masse from William
Shockley's Semiconductor Laboratories, Division
of Beckman Instruments. Fairchild quickly became
a technology leader in silicon transistor manufac-
turing, introdudng the first units in 1958. These
were high-speed, computer-switching units (2N696,
2N697) selling for over $100 each, as shown in
Figure 7. Fairchild also invented a new manufac-
turing technique called planar, which became the

basic technique for the manufacture of ICs. Fair-
child became an early IC leader, introducing the
“Micrologic” series of logic ICs for $120 each in
1961. Fairchild was also important in that most of

the founding members of Fairchild left the compa-
ny within a few years to start other successful
semiconductor companies, the most notable of
which is Intel.

LOOKING AHEAD TO THE 1960s

Transistor technology had made tremendous
progress throughout the 1950s. The decade had
started with this new device seen as an unreliable
oddity, difficuit to manufacture, but offering great
potential. By 1960, there were 42 different U.S.
firms manufacturing transistors, with almost 1,000
distinct models. By the end of 1961, sales of
diodes, transistors and rectifiers reached $500
million, and the new integrated circuit technology,
developed as a direct result of transistor research,
was poised to achieve even higher unit and dollar
levels.

COLLECTING HISTORIC TRANSISTORS

The process of identifying key collectible cate-
gories of historic transistors has not received
much attention untit recently, and so will likely
expand as more collectors enter the field. As a
general rule, only transistors manufactured be-
tween 1948 and 1960 are collectible. Other types
of semiconductor devices, such as silicon point
contact radar diodes from the 1940s, tunnel di-
odes from the late 1950s, and integrated circuits
from the early 1960s make interesting additions
to a transistor collection. The following categories
can form the basis for starting an interesting and
historically significant transistor collection:

1. Point Contact Types. Any point contact
type of transistor is collectible. This technology
was in use only until about 1953, although a few
replacement types were manufactured by West-

em Electric until the 1960s. |dentifying a point
contact unit can sometimes be difficult and re-
quires comparing type numbers with historic ref-
erence lists. Some other types of point contact
units are easily identified because there is a small
hole on the unit to allow for manual adjustment of
the point contacts during manufacture. Exam-
ples, some shown in Figure 8, include:

a) Westem Electric: 2N21, 2N23, 2N25, 2N26,

2N67, 2N110

b) RCA: 2N32, 2N33

c) CBS-HYTRON: PT-2A

d) General Electric: G11

e) Raytheon: CK703, CK716

2. Early Bell Labs Units. Since most of the
very early transistor work was done at Bell Labs,
any prototype or production unit up to about 1953
is collectible. Usually these can be identified by
comparing type numbers (sometimes handwrit-
ten on the case or container) with Bell Labs
literature from that time period. As a bonus, there
are a few units which were presented in com-
memorative boxes to attendees of early transis-
tor seminars and conferences. An example in-
cludes a 1729X (example with handwritten model
number, 1952/53)

3. Early Prototypes or Non-Standard Tech-
nologies. Many companies experimented with
the newly invented transistor technology by build-
ing prototype units. Most often the prototype units
had handwritten identification. Additionally, a few
companies experimented with “non-standard”
technologies, such as 4-lead devices called “tet-
rodes” or light-sensitive units called “photo-tran-
sistors.” Some of these types of devices were
actually put into production. Examples, some
shown in Figure 9, include:

a) Western Electric: 3N22 (tetrode, 4-lead unit,

1956)
b) General Transistor: GT66 (photo transis-
tor, 1958)

4. Early Manufacturers in the Transistor
Business for a Limited Time. Throughout the
1950s, a variety of companies entered commer-
cial production of transistors, and then quickly
exited within a few years. These were typically

small companies or small divisions of large com-
panies. Units from the following companies are
quite rare and collectible:

a) Transistor Products, Inc. (Div. of Clevite)

b) Germanium Products, Inc.

¢) National Union

d) Marvelco

e) Hydroaire

f) Radio Receptor

g) Federated Semiconductor

5. First or Early Production Units. As com-
panies entered commercial production in the
1950s, specific model numbers or date codes
can be identified as first or early production units.
Examples include:
a) Raytheon: CK718 (1St Raytheon junction
type; production started in late 1952)

b) General Electric: 2N43/44/45 (15t GE junc-
tion types; production started in 1953)

c) Westem Electric: A1858 (early junction type;
production started in 1953)

d) Western Electric: 1689, 1760, 1768 {pro-
duction point contact units, 1953/54)

6. Important Types Based On Underlying
Unique Technology Or Intended Use. Some
transistor types are collectible because the unit
represents a unique technology — early silicon
units, for example — or the unit was intended for

a unique application, such as low-cost, experi-
menter usage. Examples include:
a) Texas Instruments: 900/901/X-15 (First
commercially available silicon units, 1954)
b) Raytheon: CK722/721 (low-cost units aimed
toward experimenter market, 1953)
c) Western Electric: 2N559 (very high reliabil-
ity switching unit for Nike/Zeus missile com-
puter and communication systems, 1957)
d) Philco: SB100 (earty high frequency unit,
Surface Barrier technology, 1955)

7. Units With Unique Packaging, Text or
Graphics. The external packaging (usually card-
board “matchbook-like” containers) used by sev-
eral early transistor companies have collectible
interest based on the uniqueness of the packag-
ing or markings on the packaging. Examples,
some shown in Figure 10, include:
a) Raytheon: (classic red/white/blue foldover
cardboard package, 1954)

b) General Transistor: (brilliant orange/black/
white cardboard package, 1958)

c) Westemn Electric: (early transistor terminol-
ogy, “Crystal Unit, Amplifying” printed on
white cardboard package, 1954)

How I Met John Bardeen
Co-Inventor of the Transistor — Nobel Prize Winner

As fate would have it, when we were preparing
the Ward article on the transistor, Roy Blacks-
hear happened to talk with your editor at the AWA
Conference about his meeting and subsequent
friendship with John Bardeen, co-inventor of the
transistor. The following article is Roy's response
to our request to write about this meeting and to
provide copies of the autographed patent filed
June 17, 1948. (Editor)

How did | get to meet John Bardeen, the distin-
guished physicist, many people ask. Well, some-
time in the late 1970s, when | was in manage-
ment at Hawaiian Telephone Co. in Hilo, Hawaii,
| received a phone call from a good friend in
Honolulu, Roger Monsaratt, who asked, “What
are you doing next Tuesday?”

After checking my calendar, | said | was free.
Roger said he would like to bring over an elderly
couple because the man wanted to go up to the
Volcanoes National Park to see the seismographs.

“No problem. I'll meet you at the airport and will
be glad to take you up there.”

Tuesday arrived, and it had to be one of the
stormiest, wettest days in Hilo’s history. At any
rate, the planes were flying, and | met Roger and
the “elderly couple” at the airport as planned. | was
introduced to the Bardeens and away we went.

However, | kept wondering why the name
“Bardeen” was so familiar. Along the way, John
Bardeen asked many pointed questions about
Hawaii, but our conversation was interrupted by a
large tree across the highway. This gave me a
chance to question Roger. It was then that |
learned that John Bardeen was one of the inven-
tors of the transistor.

“Holy Mackerel, I've got Edison in the back-
seat!” | exclaimed.

Well, we finally made it to the Volcano Obser-
vatory. | knocked on the door and said that we
would like a tour. “No tours today!” was the curt
reply, and the door was slammed in my face.

| knocked again and asked to see the boss,
whom | knew. He arrived at the door and invited
me in because | was getting all wet. | told him that
| had a very distinguished visitor in the car who
was co-inventor of the transistor. That changed
the picture fast.

So, John, Jane, and Roger came in and, after
introductions, John got the “royal” tour of the
observatory, including the bank of seismographs,
which were all working.

Over the next ten years, John Bardeen and his
biologist wife Jane were my house guests three
times here in Hawaii. Each time he visited, John
wanted to see my “Junque Room” where | have
my collection of antique radios, telephones, cam-
eras, and phonographs on display. | also have
my ham station, KH6BAI, in this room.

On one visit, | asked John what he had told
Jane on the night he came home from Bell Labs
and knew that the invention of the transistor would
replace radio tubes. Jane was within earshot and
said, “I'll tell the story, Roy.”

Jane said that she had had a rough day with
their two young sons. In fact, she'd “had it up to
here,” indicating her chin. When John came home,
took off his heavy cap, hung up his overcoat, and
kissed her, he said, “Well, Dear, we discovered
something today.”

Jane replied, “That's fine. Now, wash your
hands because dinner is ready.”

Following dinner, where nothing more was said,
she put the boys to bed, finished doing the dish-
es, walked into the living room and said, “OK,
John, what did you discover today?”

John corrected her and said, “What did we
discover today?” [He shared the Nobel Prize for
this discovery with William Shockley and Walter
Brattain in 1956.]

It was then that she leamed that the transistor

The following is an excerpt from a 1986
letter written to me by Jane Bardeen, telling
of their trip that year to AWA in Canan-
daigua, New York.

“John had a great time at the meeting of
the Antique Wireless Association at the end
of September. They had the biggest crowd
ever — over 800 registered and about 300 at
the banquet. There was a very receptive au-
dience for John's talk — they must have
thought that he was an antique too!

“Among the demonstrations was a music
box dating from about 1950 with two point-
contact transistors, one as an oscillator that
could be tuned to various frequencies, and
the other acting as an amplifier. It is still

operating after all these years, with only a
condenser and a switch replaced. There were
only three made at Bell Labs for lecture
demonstrations, and this is the only one that
has survived.

“Another was a radio built into a golf ball
— antenna, rechargeable battery, and speak-
er, all inside a standard golf-ball cover. Made
by Sony, again one of three, it had been
presented to John on his 60th birthday by
the Sony Director of Research.

“Still another was a Regency radio, the
first pocket transistor radio, dating from
1954. There is now a place in the AWA for
transistors and transistor radios. John is
now a proud honorary member.”
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would probably replace radio tubes as we knew
them. When she asked if the transistor used
electricity, he told her that it used minute bits of
electricity — some transistors used more than
others — and that it was small, rugged ard un-
breakable if dropped. It was then that Jane real-
ized that this had to be a great invention.

On another visit, John promised to send me a
copy of the first patent on the transistor. The auto-
graphed patent file, dated June 17, 1948, appears
below. Along with the patent copy was a copy of a
speech given to an assembly of engineers on the
early days of the transistor. On the cover of the
speech, | learned that John was the recipient of a
second Nobel Prize in 1972 as co-developer of the
theory of superconductivity at low tempesatures.

An avid golfer, John once shot a hole-in-one.
When his colleagues asked which accomplishment
he considered more important — the hole-in-one
or the two Nobel Prizes, he had to think about it a
bit. Finally, he responded, “Well, two Nobel Prizes
are perhaps better than one hole-in-one.”

Years later a magazine article that told about
E. Berliner and the first flat disk caught my eye.
From the description of the disk, mine had to be
one of his first flat disks.

EARLIEST RECORDINGS

Berliner's disk sprang from the earlier inven-
tions of other scientists. The first recording was
done by the French scientist Leon Scott de Mar-
tinville, who in 1857 designed the Phonautograph,
which traces the wave from sound on a cylinder in
a visual form.

Another Frenchman, Charles Cros, submitted
drawings for a recording/playback machine in
early 1877. He requested that the drawings not
be shown until December. In August 1877, Amer-
ican Thomas Edison showed a working record-
ing/playback machine using a tin foil cover cylin-
der. Edison filed a patent on Dec. 24, 1877, and
received U.S. patent #200,521 on Feb. 19, 1878.
He called it a “Phonograph” or “Speaking Ma-
chine.” Edison’s machine recorded the sound at
the bottom of the groove in hill-and-dale fashion.

An improved version was patented in 1886 by
Chichester Bell and Charles S. Tainter at the
Volta Labs in Washington, D.C. Their invention
made a hill-and-dale recording on a hard wax
cylinder. It was called the “Graphophone” cylin-
der record and had one drawback — it had to be
recorded live and could not be mass-produced.

BERLINER AND THE GRAMOPHONE

In 1887, Emile Berliner had a better idea. His
machine was called the “Gramophone” and played

William Barry Owen, managingdirector
of the Gramophone Co., first saw Nipper
looking into a British Edison Bell
phonograph horn. He liked the whimsical
look on the dog’s face and offered to buy
the painting if artist Francis Barraud
painted out the Edison machine and
painted in a Berliner “Improved
Gramophone.” In 1899, Berliner acquired
oneofthe world’s most famoustrademarks
— “His Master’s Voice.” -

a flat disk for which he received patent #372,786
on Nov. 8, 1887. Berliner's system included a
method for duplicating the original recording.

Berliner’s disk did not need a drive mechanism
to propel the sound box across the record’s sur-
face as the cylinder machines required. His disk
was recorded with a lateral cut, meaning the
sound was stored on the grooves’ side walls. His
toughest job was solving the duplication process
or “matrices.”

By 1895, Berliner had devised a way to make
copies of the original recordings efficiently. Here is
the process: A 20-gage zinc disk was coated witha
soft, low melting-point wax. A worm gear drove the
stylus across the disk. The sound-powered stylus
cut the wax, exposing a tiny groove that conformed
to the sound wave exposing the zinc surface. Once
the recording was finished, the disk was suspend-
ed in an acid bath where its exposed zinc surface
was etched away by the acid.

After that process, the disk was a “master” that
could be played back or used to maxe a stamper.
From a molder's standpoint, the master is a pos-
itive. My disk is a master.

By matrixing the master's surface, a negative
mold can be formed. This negative mold, or stamp-
er, is strong enough to stamp a positive copy of
the master using a heated composition material
to produce the finished record. That was the birth
of the one-sided 78-rpm record.

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RESTORATION TOPICS

Capacitors in Old Radios - Part 2
Paper Capacitors

BY RAY BINTLIFF

In this second of a series of articles on capacitors,
Ray Biltliff describes and illustrates some typical ca-
pacitors that the reader may encounter while restoring
and repairing old radios. Part 1 appeared in the De-
cember 1997 issue. Future articles on this subject are
promised. (Editor)

My original plan was to describe commercial capaci-
tor testers in Part 2 of this series. However, it now seems
more appropnate to take a detour and describe some
types of capacitors that you may encounter when work-
ing on old radios. So let’s start with paper capacitors.

EARLY PAPER CAPACITORS

Some early battery sets use paper capacitors as
bypass capacitors in the B+ circuit with values in the
order of 0.1 to 0.5 mF. Two examples are shown in
Figure 1. The example on the left was “cooked out” of a
flat rectangutar metal can — some of the paraffin used
to pot the capacitor is still present. A number of these
capacitors that | have replaced carried intemal mark-
ings of “Made in Germany.” Figure 2 depicts some
paper capacitors produced by Sprague. These flat-
wound types were phased out in favor of the tubular
type with pigtail leads.

TUBULAR PAPER CAPACITORS

Figure 3 shows some capacitors removed from an
Atwater Kent radio that are representative of early
tubular types of paper capacitors. The capacitor at the
bottom is a single 0.25mF unit. Above it is a dual unit
that contains two capacitors with a common ground
lead. At the top is a triple-unit capacitor with a common
lead. Atwater Kent may have pioneered the use of
muitisection tubular paper capacitors. What say A.R.C.
readers?

Another example of a dual capacitor is shown in
Figure 4. This unit consists of a 0.03 mF coupling
capacitor and a 0.001 mF plate bypass capacitor. The
pigtail leads are connected to the coupling capacitor.
Connections to the bypass capacitor are made by one
pigtail lead and the mounting/grounding strap.

CAPACITOR STYLES

Depending on the vintage of your radio, you are apt to
find a broad range of paper capacitor styles, as Figure 5
illustrates. At the top is a paper capacitor used as a
phone condenser in an early battery set. Below it is
another example of an Atwater Kent capacitor from the
early 1930s. Next is an RCA-made 0.1 mF capacitor
from the mid- to late-1930s followed by a Comell-Dubili-
er “Blue Tiger.” At the bottom is an Astron 0.005 mF
capacitor In a molded case, probably from the 1950s.

PHILCO BAKELITE BLOCKS

Philco used a very distinctive style of capacitor in its
radios during the 1930s and to a limited degree until
1948. Some examples of these unique capacitors are
shown in Figure 6. The Bakelite block capacitors con-
sist of a black Bakelite case, or shell, in which one or
two capacitors are installed, and then wired to the
appropriate terminals and sealed in place with a tar
mixture. In addition to the terminals used for capacitor
connections, the cases used dummy terminals that
served as tie points for other components. Curiously,
Philco reverted to the flat-wound type of construction
for the capacitors used in these blocks. A detailed
description of these unusual capacitors may be found
in my book The Radio Collector's Guide to Philco
Bakelite Block Capacitors.

SEALING AND IMPREGNATION

The manufacturers of paper capacitors must have
recognized early on that it was necessary to protect
capacitors from contaminants and moisture. The man-



ufacturer of the phone condenser, shown in Figure 5,
made no attempt to seal that device. The Atwater Kent
capacitor, also shown in Figure 5, is sealed with wax.
In production the capacitor was assembled in a card-
board tube, its open ends sealed with wax, and then
the completed unit dipped in hot wax.

The Philco Bakelite blocks were sealed by pouring
molten tar into the inverted case. While such a process
sounds like a good one, in actual practice it turned out
to be ineffective because the tar shrank over time and
the seal was broken.

Figure 7 shows the type of construction used in the
RCA capacitors. The capacitor is wax impregnated
and mounted in a cardboard tube, but the ends are not
filed with wax to retain the capacltor. Instead. fiber

discs (with a center hole) are slipped over the wire
leads and then the ends of the cardboard tube are
crimped. This arrangement works well unless the leads
are stressed ~ then the soldered leads will separate
from the capacitor resulting in an open or intermittent
capacitor. This failure mode was comman in the IF strip
of RCA’s pre-World War Il TRK-12 and -120 TV sets.

The capacitor in the Cornell-Dubilier Blue Tiger is
wax impregnated and mounted in a cardboard tube
with wax-filled ends. However, the wax is much harder
than that used in the Atwater Kent capacitors.

A number of manufacturers produced capacitors
housed in molded cases. The Astron unit is only one
example of a molded tubular capacitor. Sprague must
have made millions of those capacitors in the molded
black plastic cases with the colored stripes that identi-
fied the capacitance value, voltage rating and toler-
ance. To promote its color-coded tubulars, Sprague
furnished a plastic decoder to assist the user in deter-
mining the characteristics of these capacitors. A front
view of the decoder is shown in Figure &. Tuming each
of the six dials to their appropriate coloi setting gave
the user a direct readout of the capacitance, tolerance
and voltage rafing.

The construction of a Sprague moldad tubular can
be seen in Figure 9. This exploded view is really an

exploded view. This capacitor was taken from a radio
in which it was used as an AC line bypass. Obviously,
the radio took a power line surge and the excessive
voltage caused the capacltor to explode. The message
here is that when you replace a fine bypass capacitor
be sure to use an AC-rated capacitor or a ceramic
capacitor with a voltage rating of at least 1KV.

Some of the methods used in capacitor production
are illustrated in Figure 10. Shown from left to right are
the crimped method used by RCA, a solar capacitor
with an extremely hard wax compound as its sealing
material, and the soft wax seal on a CD Blue Tiger.

WHAT'S IN A NAME?

Capacitor manufacturers gave fanciful names to
some of their capacitor lines - such as Cornell-Dubili-
er's Dwarf Tiger, Blue Tiger, Blue Beaver; Solar's Red-
Cap, Little Glant, Sealdtite, Domino and Tom Thumb;
and Sprague's Atoms, and Pinheads.

CAPACITORS IN A CAN

Multiple paper capacitors used in filter and bypass
applications were sometimes mounted in metal cans
and sealed with wax or that nasty black tar. Used
extensively in the 30s, these multisection capacitors
(frequently called “capacitor blocks”) were abandoned
in favor of indlvidual capacitors in later radios. Figure
11 shows three can-type paper capacitor blocks. All
are multisection capacitors, two with wire leads and
one with solder lugs. The block on the right is designed
for mounting on the top of the chassis. The other two
are under the chassis types.

REBUILD OR REPLACE

What do you do when you discover that your nice
old radio has bad capacitors buried in that tar-filled
can. You can rebuild the can using new capacitors or
use point-to-point wiring to solder in new capacitors.
Rebuilding requires that the old capacitors and potting

material be removed — a very
messy procedure. Removal can be
accomplished by heating the metal
can until the potting material melts
and releases the capacitors. This is
a subject that we will explore in
some future article.

A simpler method Is to cut all
leads to the capacitors in the can
and then solder in the new capaci-
tors under the chassis. Unfortunate-
ly this approach is not always pos-
sible because of under chassis
space limitations.

Rebullding has the advantage of preserving the
original appearance of the radio both above and below
the chassis.

MORE STYLES THAN CARTER HAS PILLS

The capacitors described In this article are present-
ed as examples only. Obviously, there are many con-
figurations of paper capacitors that cannot be included
because of space limitations. In some future article, 1
will describe some paper capacitors that may be mis-
taken for mica capacitors and some other capacitor
oddlties.

Cliff Gardner — Electronics Pioneer

November 1994 saw the
passing of Bernard “Cliff"
Gardner, electrical engineer,
inventor, and electronics pio-
neer who helped develop the
first all-electronic television
system. Mr. Gardner held 28
patents for electronic tube de-
vices and was first assistant
to Philo T. Farnsworth who
was the inventor of electronic
television. Cliff began his long
career in 1926, when electron-
ic television was challenging
mechanical television sys-
tems.

Gardner and Farnsworth
were setting about to be the
first to send “pictures through
the air” in the manner we are
familiar with today. Philo T.
Farnsworth, or “Phil" as he
preferred, was ready to prove
that his idea about electronic
television transmission, con-
ceived years earlier as a teenager, was practical.
Phil quite naturally chose as his right-hand man
his new brother-in-law, Cliff Gardner, a friend
he'd known for several years. Their previous pro-
fessional relationship had dealt with the repair
and home installation of radios in the Salt Lake
City area.

By late 1926, Phil and Cliff had decided to
relocate to the San Francisco area where finan-
cial backers and a ready supply of electronics
parts and equipment were more readily available.
Suitable laboratory accommodations were soon
found at 202 Green Street. The original two-story
structure still stands today and bears a historical
marker.

EARLY MECHANICAL TELEVISION

Sending “pictures through the air” was at this
time accomplished by mechanical means using
synchronized spinning disks as both a sending
and a receiving device. A spiral of small holes in
the disk would consecutively “scan” a swath of an
illuminated image and thus modulate the electri-
cal output of a photoelectric cell. A similar scan-
ning disk system produced a recognizable al-
though crude image at the receiving end.

Achieving the required synchronization of both
disks was, however, often quite difficult. The lim-
itations of mechanical television systems of the
day seem obvious to us today, but great effort

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was being expended at the
time to improve this technol-
ogy.

THE FARNSWORTH
ELECTRONIC THEORY

Phil's fundamental idea,
contrary to mechanical tele-
vision, was to focus an opti-
cal image on a charged sur-
face and then scan the im-
age with a beam of electrons.
The differing electrical charge
at each point in the image
would cause the strength of
the resultant and returning
electron beam to vary accord-
ingly. Electronbeam strength
could then be ultimately used
to modulate radio waves and
control brightness line-by-line
and to create an image at the
receiver.

Accomplishing this task
would require the design and
construction of devices and parts that simply did
not exist. Working at the lab’s workbenches, of-
ten late into the night, Phil and Cliff created what-
ever they needed by hand. Cliff would soon be-
come an expert glassblower, a skill essential to
the creation of the world’s first cathode ray tube
for television.

Cliff also made the first “image dissectors,”
used to pick off the focused image, and tetrode
tubes designed to handle the unique amplifica-
tion requirements of the new television system.
Phil and Cliff continued to invent, reinvent and
perfect their devices, and the final product bore
little resemblance to that of earlier and often
frustrating efforts. Near tragedy struck when fire
engulfed the laboratory one night causing much
damage. Luckily a great deal of equipment was
salvaged, and they were soon back on track.

Cliff's first truly successful television cathode-
ray tube was about 7 inches in length with a 3-
inch face displaying an image not more than an
inch wide.

Finally, after nearly a year of intense effort,
their first all-electronic television transmission dis-
played a simple horizontal line. A week later on
September 7, 1927, with a small but full raster
and a cardboard cutout, the first two-dimensional
image was formed.

A few months later, in May of 1928, Phil and
Cliff's financial backers and other interested par-



ties were invited to a demonstration of the world's
first functioning all-electronic television system.
Earlier, Phil had asked Cliff to make up a few
slides or silhouettes and use them to transmit 2-
dimensional images. As a joke, Cliff crafted a
slide that resembled a dollar sign or “$.” Its seems
the bankers had often asked when they would
“finally see some money in this venture,” and Phil
wasn't about to let them down. All those attending
appreciated the joke.

The exhibition was set up with the transmitting
equipment in one room and the receiving equip-
ment in another. While Cliff was changing slides
in front of the image dissector located in the
sending room, someone in the receiving room
noticed what seemed like clouds floating through
the image. It tumed out that Ciiff was the cause of
these mysterious clouds. He was creating elec-
tronic television's first moving image when he
blew puffs of cigarette smoke into the television
camera’s field of view!

FIFTY YEARS LATER

Exactly fifty years after the original event, on
September 7, 1977, a re-creation of the exhibition
was held at the Foothill College in Los Altos Hills,
Califomia. At the last minute, Cliff had to fabricate
an image dissector since no working original could
be found. He successfully produced a fully func-
tioning replica, as shown in Figure 1.

Mrs. Philo T. Famsworth was present at the
anniversary events and has the distinction of
being the first person ever televised via an elec-
tronic television system. Mrs. Famsworth, "ow a
resident of Fort Wayne, Indiana, is active in fur-
thering the public’s awareness of what Pril and
Cliff accomplished. She is also involved as a
consultant for the upcoming motion pictur2 fea-
turing the career of Philo T. Famsworth,

Cliff Gardner would eventually hold 28 U.S.
patents for his television-related inventions and
other innovations concemed with electron tubes.

Together Phil and Cliff won the count fight with
rival television pioneer Vladimir Zworykin over
the invention of the iconoscope, a later form of
image dissector. Unfortunately the U.S. Patent
Office never found the time to change its own
records.

Cliff Gardner was a Life Fellow of the IEEE and
after an extremely productive career, retired as
vice-president of Varian/EMI. The Who's Who of
Engineering amply lists his accomplishments. Six-
ty-seven years after helping to create all-elec-
tronic television, Cliff Gardner died at his home in
Colorado Springs, Colorado, November 20, 1994,
