EDITOR'S COMMENTS

Nineteen is a ripe old age for a small specialty
magazine, and so we take pleasure in inviting you to
share in our anniversary celebration. Though these
are troubled times, we like to think we are a source of
stability to the radio collecting community whc can
count on us as a source of information and camarade-
rie. We hope you'll stay with us for the big bang 20th
anniversary in June 2004 and beyond.

Anniversaries always prompt retrospection and an
assessment of how many changes have taken place.
Without question, the biggest change has been the
success of the Internet. But, most recently we've been
struck by one of the negatives of that success — the
proliferation of spam e-mail. Articles in publications
like the New York Times and elsewhere have indicated
that everyone remains at a loss as to what to do about
this frustrating problem.

If you must send attachments,
let us know ahead of time. Third, watch for a confirma-
tion of your ad and notify us if it doesn't arrive.

Finally, please send your e-mail only to
ARC@antiqueradio.com. Any other address could be
missed amidst the spam maze. Sometimes we long
for the good old days of the straight U.S. Postal Ser-
vice. Maybe that's why we appreciate the one-on-one
contacts collectors still enjoy, such as radio meets.

In fact, radio meets are great treasure hunts. For
example, recently at the New England Antique Radio
Club meet in Nashua, N. H., the colorful cover on a
1927 magazine caught my eye, thanks to Frank
Bequaert of Bequaert Old Books. It seemed the perfect
cover for our anniversary issue, since the magazine
had published from 1883 to 1936. A 50-plus record is
one we'd like to match.

But, the cover was not the only lure. Even more
exciting was the subtitie “Radio Number” and the back
cover with a full page ad for an Atwater Kent Model E
speaker. The cartoons and short, humorous articles
related to radio made this a must purchase.

The subject matter of the cartoons is an interesting
mix of past and present. Grebe is no longer around, but
the Yankees and Detroit are, as is the “Battle of the
Centuries” (read Sexes?). And how about headphones
in use at the opera? It might be a challenge at one of
today's meets to distinguish them from an Apple iPod
MP3 player.

But, we're sure John Hagman, who reports on the
latest NEARC meet in N. H., would be up to the
challenge. John proves once again that one-day meets

continue to be successful.

The cartocns in the 1927 issue of [ ife also depict a
life-style that seems ripe for the advent of the 1930s
portable radios in Phil MacArthur's interesting article.
These are the predecessors of the pocket transistor
radio and the boombox. Summertime makes it easy to
relate to the pleasure these sets brought to leisure
hours on the beach or the front porch.

Doug Fox also takes us back to earlier forms of
pleasure for radio hobbiests — homebrewing, which is
a rarity today. In those good old days, Doug's 3-tube
AC-powered regen was a good entry level set for a new
enthusiast who could build a receiver from old parts.

Among the more striking items in Photo Review this
month is an unusual pair of code keyers, manufactured
in the mid-1960s by Robert Enemark, a well-known
shortwave radio collector. It would be interesting to
know if there are any more of his keyers still out there.

Qurintrepid reporter Ray Chase, who never saw an
auction he wouldn't attend, reports on another Estes
auction. Estes auctions generate a lot of excitement,
and there are more scheduled, so wateh for announce-
ments in A.R.C. In this one, a numberof items sold for
over $1,000, including Atwater Kent breadboards. The
grand total was $62,000.

Brian Belanger reports on the second part of the
Rodger Nye estate auction. The third part is scheduled
for June. These auctions serve a nobie cause — sup-
port of the Radio-Television Museum in Bowie, Mary-
land. Nye was instrumental n launching an endow-
ment fund foe the museum. Such generous donors do
much to preserve the history of radio.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Life — 1927 “Radio Number”

BY DOROTHY SCHECTER

The following article has an underlying message —
when you go to a meet, don't hesitate to tell a dealer
what you're looking for, if he doesn't already know your
interests. When Frank Bequaert of Bequaert Old Books
in Fitzwilliam, N.H., called out to me at a recent meel,
“John, you'll like this,” he was absolutely right. Dealers
like Frank know their stock better than you do and can
lead you to finds that give the old thrill that motivates the
search. (Editor)

Radio meets are wonderful discovery places. You
justnever know what will show up that sparks amemory
or excites the imagination. This time at the April New
England Antique Radio Club (NEARC) meetin Nashua,
N.H., whatcaughtthe eye was an old Lifemagazine with
the colorful cover, now on our cover. Ithas the provocative
subtitle “Radio Number” and is dated September 22,
1927. How could the editor of a contemporary radio
magazine resist?

Our research indicates that this early Life magazine
was published by the Life Publishing Company in New
York City from 1883 to 1936. Its connection, if any, to
the later Life magazine we all know, is not clear.
However, the year the early Life ceased publication —
1936 —was the year that Henry Luce andhis colleagues
at Time, Inc. in Chicago, lll., created what Luce called
the “picture magazine.” This Life ran weekly until 1972.
From 1972 to 1978, it ran in semi-annual reports, but
since then, it has been published monthly.

EMPHASIS ON HUMOR

The general tenor of this 1927 issue is humor, as
demonstrated by the cartoons reproduced on these
pages. We particularly like the solution for husbands
who hate opera but are obliged to attend. Or how about
the husband's response to his wife's inquiry about how
he likes the soup she made from a recipe on the radio
— “l can taste the static.” Or the drawing that captures
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The Humane Society puts radio headsets in op-
era boxes for husbands who hate opera.

the sophistication of the 1920s era with the family
elegantly dressed lounging around the set topped by a
large speaker. The exception is Father with his big cigar
who stands as if in charge, and the caption is “The
Speaker of the House.”

Another cartoon is captioned, “The Battle of the
Centuries.” The eight frames follow a marriage proposal
scene in which the nervous Jack really doesn’t have a
chance of escaping this lady and her family members
who are eavesdropping. The scene is “described” over
a loudspeaker as it being broadcast to the world

Onanotherpage, there is what can only be described
as a “playlet” called “Freedom of the Air,” broadcasting
the meeting of a few senators with some radio men who

have asked for a hearing about wavelengths. Once the
senators have heard wavelengths defined, they will be
able to tell the radio men how many they can have. But,
of course, the subject is never really addressed, as the
senators get distracted by their complaints about song
requests they had made that were ignored. The author
of this piece is Marc Connolly, a noted playwright of the
times.

ARTICLES AND ADVERTISING

Here and there, articles unrelated directly to radio are
included. One is a drama review section by Robert
Benchley, anotherwell-known writer of the day. Another
entitled “Is Your Town Safe?” is really an ad for the
Metropolitan Life Insurance Company. The article is in
the nature of a public service piece about accident
prevention, but the insurance company urges you to
send for two booklets on safety, one to keep and one to
give to the mayor of your city.

Onthe other hand, advertising is the lite-blood of any
publication. Naturally, the ad department of any major
radio manufacturer of the day would opt for the back
cover of Life's 1927 “Radio Number.” And Atwater Kent
did just that with a full-page ad for a Model E speaker,
touting its sensitivity ‘to the least tonal vibration.” The
price “with 9 feet offlexible cord” was $30 (slightly higher
west of the Rockies and in Canada). In addition, the ad
lists 12 radio stations in cities across the country that
carry the Atwater Kent Radio Artists Sunday evening
summer shows. Who were those “artists"?

A full-page Grebe Radio ad features an 8-frame

cartoon following the “Triumph of a Grebe Testing Room
Engineer” as “He discovers a Grebe Radio a fraction off
in tone.” The products featured are the Grebe Natural
Speaker, selling at $35, the Grebe Socket Power, at $50,
and the Grebe Syrchrophase Seven, at $135.

Life also ran an Alibi Contest weekly. The rationale
for the contest was that alibi-making had become a
“national pastime.“ After viewing the picture of the week,
contestants would complete the sentence beginning
with, “Well, you see, it's this way..." in 25 words or less.
First prize was $50 for the most ingenious conclusion.

For this issue, “Alibi Number Forty-one* was, of
course, radio-related. In the picture, Father, who had
always scomed radio, was caught tuning in. Three
family members challenge him. Not having the next
issue of Life, we can't know what the winning alibi was.

Perhaps Frank Bequaert will find the answer for us
among his many treasures. Now that he knows how
much we care, we're sure he'll be on the lookout.
Meanwhile, we urge all of you to ask around — to
“network” — for your radio interests. You too may find
that gem you've been looking for all these years. As the
Life motto goes, “Where there is Life, there's hope.”

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Picnic Portables of the Late 1930s

By including “picnic” in his ti-
tle, Phil MacArthur conveys a
real sense of the place porta-
bles have had in American life.
We associate them with times of
fun and relaxation in the days
before the boombox and Walk-
man took over the scene. What
a marvel of invention portables
must have seemed in their day
to everyone. (Editor)

Inhis 1991 work The Portable
Radio in American Life, M.B.
Schiffer leads us through fifteen
years (1923-1938) worth of false
starts for the portable radio. The
real boom came only after the
blossoming of high quality pro-
gramming during the 1930s, the
proliferation of high power sta-
tions, the development of Sylva-
nia’s low drain radio tubes (1A7,
1H5, 1N5, 1A5 etc.) in 1938,
and the growing interest in the
events unfolding in Europe in
the late 1930s. From mid-1938
to the end of 1939, the number
of models of true portable radios
grew from perhaps a dozen to
over 150.

The cabinet of choice for these
portables was most often airplane
or suitcase cloth of a striped
tweed design. These radios were
used at the beach, on roadside
picnics, in boats, or at the camp
so they had to be easily cleaned
and had to survive the bumps
and scrapes of every trip. Cloth-
covered and sometimes leather-
covered wood worked well, and
many of these radios still look
nice after 60 years.

My collection (I'm blaming Mr.
Schiffer here) has about 40 of
these gems, mostly of similar size
(12" x 8" x 6") and weight (5 Ibs,
plus another 6-10 for batteries).
There is a wonderful diversity of
escutcheon design and dialwork,

RESTORATION TOPICS

A 3-Tube AC-Powered “Regen”

BY DOUGLAS D. FOX

During the 1930s, the regenerative receiver was very
popular with entry level radio builders. Usually, these
sets were batlery-operated. This 3-tuber is an AC/DC
set with a floating ground. Like any AC/DC set, the usual
safety precautions should be observed. The use of an
isolation transformer is recommended. (Editor)

| acquired this interesting 3-tube AC powered re-
generalive radio about three years ago from another
collector. The set uses two Type 37 triodes for the
regenerative detector and audio amplifier. A thirc Type
37 is connected as a half-wave rectifier (grid and plate
are tied together). A resistor line cord is used to drop
the line voltage to about 19 VAC, and the heaters of the
three tubes are connected in series.

The tuning circuit is very simple, employing a single
gang tuning capacitor and a plug-in coil for the
Broadcast Band (BC). The BC coil was the only coil
supplied with the set. The radio uses a regenerative
detectorin which the volume control adjusts the amount
of regenerative feedback.

There wasn’t much to be done to restore the radio.
After thoroughly cleaning the radio, | removed the front
panel and repainted it a gloss black. The filter capaci-
tors were replaced. After the set was reassembled and
tested, it turned out to be a good performer on local
Chicago metro stations, picking up several with enough
volume to drive a high impedance magnetic cone speak-
er. The set has not been tested on shortwave, since no
SW coils were available at the time of this writing.

I have no idea of the origin of the radio, but | do not
think that it was home-brewed. Why? Because all
holes, both in the chassis and front panel, are tactory
punched. It also seems that there was provision for
more than one coil, since they are plug-in. There are no
markings or any indication of a manufacturer any-

Estes Auction
Seville, Ohio - September 21, 2002

Richard Estes Auctions of
Seville, Ohio, seems to be the
premier radio auction house,
(they did the 3-day Muchow auc-
tion in Elgin, lllinois), so we de-
cided to take a look at one of
their specialty radio auctions held
in Ohio. Advance advertising in-
dicated that some very rare and
historic items would be included,
some from a collector in Hawaii.
Upon arrival, we were somewhat
dismayed to find an old barn be-
hind a farmhouse as the auction
site, and | mean a really old barn!
Outside were about nine tables
of “low-end radio stuff” — boxes
of tubes, chassis, parts, etc. The
forecast was for storms, and, al-
though there were tarps about, !
wondered how these goods
would fare through the night.

Inside the barn was just as
rustic as the outside; old church
pews had been arranged in slop-
ing tiers for seating and old car-
pets covered the dirt floor. How-
ever, the range and breadth of
the radios was outstanding. No
less than six Atwater Kent bread-
boards; Paragons, early DeForests, Grebes, hosts
of really nice cathedrals, tombstones and con-
soles, about 20 microphones, about 25 crystal
sets, over 50 speakers of all types, many good
tubes, parts books and paper. Items were coming
in Friday evening and even Saturday morning. In
all, over 750 lots were auctioned, not counting the

On Saturday, a good crowd turned up. Al-
though most of the license plates were from Ohio,
buyers came from North Carolina, West Virginia,
Louisiana, Pennsylvania, New Jersey and other
states. The outside goods sale started at 8:30
a.m. They had suffered some water damage from
a fierce storm that passed through during the
night. Many lots sold for one or two dollars, and
tubes were sold for almost millipennies each when
one considers the size of the box lots and the sale
price. Many of the buyers’ pick-up truck beds
quickly filled up.

At 10:15 am. inside the barn, Richard Estes
started the sale of the good stuft, and he worked
nonstop until 4:30 p.m. when he was relieved. The
sale ended at 5:45 p.m. The auction moved right
along at 100 lots per hour and each item was well
described and displayed. Prices were generally
falr and reasonable and there was no buyer's
premium. Really good buys were occasionally to
be had, especially if you stayed to the bitter end.
There was good quality and quantity and no re-



serves that sometimes keep items from being
sold. The total realized from this sale was in the
order of $62,000, much better than all of the
recent AWA auction sales. Estes has some inter-
esting auctions coming up so it will pay to keep an
eye on thelr schedule in A.R.C. ads.
Approximately 50 sales are not listed either
because they were missed or were very low in
value. Prices are rounded down to the dollar.

Nye Estate Auction and Sale
Davidson, Maryland — March 30, 2003

REPORTED BY BRIAN BELANGER

Rodger Nye of Columbia, Maryland, was an
unusually enthusiastic radio collector. An FCC en-
gineer prior to his retirement, he lived alone, and
attending auctions, estate sales, and flea markets
was his chief form of entertainment. After three
decades of collecting, his home was filled with
radios. In some cases, Rodger had two or three
examples of the same radio, especially Philcos,
which he dearly loved. There were dozens of piec-
es of test equipment — oscilloscopes, signal gen-
erators, tube testers, VOMs — and shelves filled to
overflowing with parts and chassis.

Rodger was a major supporter of the Radio-
Television Museum in Bowie, Maryland, operat-
ed by the Radio History Society. He made a
generous contribution to faunch an endowment
fund for the museum and made two challenge
grants soon after the museum was established.
He provided the funds to purchase the impres-
sive Philco neon sign that hangs just inside the
entrance to the museum.

Rodger died last year after a long illness. He
had willed his entire radio collection to the Radio
History Society, along with a sum of money to be
used for our building fund. In recognition of all
that Rodger had done to encourage the museum,
the Board of Directors voted to name the 1930s
room “The Nye Room,” as his favorite radio era
was the 1930s. Several of his radios now grace
that room, including a Philco grandfather ctock
radio of which he was particularly fond.

PREPARING FOR THE SALE

We rented a 26-foot truck and located suitable
storage space. It took a large crew of hard work-
ing volunteers three days and five truckloads to
transfer all of Rodger’s radio items. Obviously we

could not keep all of the collection. While there
are many beautiful radios, including Catalins and
cathedrals, that we are adding to the museum’s
permanent collection, there were hundreds of
items that were duplicates or were not in good
condition. We have been busy sorting through
these items and deciding what to keep and what
to auction.

Proceeds from auctions like these provide crit-
ical operating funds to pay for insurance, ultilities,
building rent, exhibit materials, and new acquisi-
tions. At the same time, we are getting our ex-
cess radio items irto the hands of collectors who
will enjoy them.

We scheduled the first Nye estate auction in
October, 2002, and held this, the second one on
March 30, 2003. The third is scheduled for June

22. The auctions are held at the Davidsonville
Family Recreation Center, Davidsonville, Mary-
land (between Annapolis, Maryland, and Wash-
ington, DC).

The weather was dreadful the day of the March
auction — snow showers most of the day, which
probably discouraged some from attending. Nev-
ertheless, nearly 100 people showed up, irom as
far away as Florida. Prior to the start of the
regular auction, we sold dozens of box lots and
inexpensive single items that nearly covered the
floor of the hall. At first, they were $10 per box.
When business began to slack off, we dropped
the price to $5, then $2, and finally. $1 per box. A
few remaining boxes were given away free.

Auction prices were generally quite reason-
able, and attendees commented that they were
pleased that they had come. The auction moved
along quickly, with 150 items crossing the auction
block (not counting the box lots mentioned above)
in roughly two hours.
