EDITOR'S COMMENTS

“Then and Now” — these are ongoing themes
for radio collectors. Our articles this month ref'ect
interests ranging from the early days of broadcast
radio and touch upon almost every decade to the
1960s. The “then” of our hobby guarantees end-
less fascination. But the “now” seems to be taking
on greater emphasis in the proliferation of auc-
tions, as our reports indicate.

Once again, Estes Auctions takes center stage
on the auction circuit. What is impressive is not just
the number of auctions, but also the quality of what
is being offered. More and more significant items
are showing up on the block and commanding high
prices. Why should this be so?

Perhaps the whole Internet exposure to eBay
has given collectors more confidence in the auc-
tion process. Or perhaps, in contrast to eBay, col-
lectors now fully realize the pleasure of being able
to see and touch items before bidding at a live
auction. Whatever the reason, Estes is offering
many important collections, not just estates, and it
would seem that radio auctions have entered a
whole new vibrant phase that will enrich many
collections.

This particular Estes Auction offered something
for everyone, including typical battery sets and ca-
thedrals, as well as audio and Ham equipment. But
also noteworthy was a large transistor novelty col-
lection and oddities like a child’s record player mount-
ed in a drum and a toy TV service and repair truck.

We commend our reporter Ray Chase for his
careful attention to detail, and also for his recruit-
ment of a second reporter to handle the separate
transistor radio auction — none other than his wife
Edith. As many of us know, Edith is truly a support-
ive “radio wife,” and you will note that she too has a
byline on this report as our way of saying thanks.

Though high-end items have appeared more
commonly in today's auctions, Phil MacArthur's
All-American Five collection, averaging $20 apiece,
represents an eminently affordable end of the col-
lectible spectrum. Phil's good news is that what
was affordable in the 1960s remains so today, and
he assures us that these colorful little sets are
great attention getters.

Wally Worth gives “affordable” a new twist as a
home-brew guy who likes to build all kinds of items.
One specialty is reproductions of loop antennas,
and his article includes several of his creations, as
well as a few originals. Some folks liken loop an-
tennas to the dream catchers of Native American
lore, which are reputed to filter out bad dreams.
Loop antennas must have been a dream come true
for those looking for good reception in the 1920s.

From the 1960s to the 1920s and now to Wiliam
Garner's memories of World War Il in the 1940s.
William's long military career covers radio opera-

tions on some equipment appearing in past A.R.C.
articles. He aiso describes the use of pieces of cloth
on the ground to communicate codes to aircraft.

It's gratifying when past A.R.C. articles prompt
new ones. Like William Garner, Doug Houston was
inspired by another previous article 0 write about
his favorite radio topic — RCA and the Victor
Talking Machine Co. Doug adds interesting views
on RCA'’s mar«eting policies and phorograph sound
quality to Paul Bourbin's article in the July 2003
A.R.C. He also conveys the true collector's pas-
sion for a paricular company and its products.

Another follow-up is from Doug Fox — in this
case, a follow-up to his own June 2003 article
about his 3-tube, AC-powered “Regen.” Several
readers helped Doug to identify his Meissner set
and provided a schematic and diagram. This is a
real success story, a study in collaboration.

Jerry Wieland makes our round of the decades
comptlete with his unusual 1950s Motorola porta-
ble. Jerry could easily have passed this one up, but
he was glad he didn't after finding that it used
several subminiature tubes. Why Motorola woutd
market such a design remains a mystery.

Another 1950s Motorola portable appears in
Photo Review, along with a wide variety of sets
from the 1920s onward and including a British
“Peoples Set.”

WITH THE COLLECTORS

The Last Stand for Tube Radio

BY PHIL MACARTHUR

Tube radios are ancient history, but that's ex-
actly why they continue to fascinate preservers of
radio history. Phil MacArthur pursues that noble
cause, despite the dismay of recipients of his
“gifts.” (Editor)

It's the summer of 1963 and the last few tube
Trans-Oceanics are moving off the dealers’
shelves. Transistors are appearing in several
television applications, IBM has released at least
two solid-state computers, and every teenager
has an annoying little transistor radio in his or
her pocket.

The colossal battle between the tube and the
transistor is essentially over. (The vacuum tube
will, happily, be with us indefinitely, thanks to
high-end audio, musicians, and collectors.)
Tubes would persist in television a bit longer,
but the long day of tube radio, begun in the early
1920s with Federal, Kennedy and the gang, is
finally done.

But, a few minutes before midnight, unusually
large orders hit the doors of Toshiba, Futaba and
Hitachi for five very familiar tube types — yep, the
12BE6, 12BA6, 12AV6, 35W4, and the 50C5.
The last shout for tube radio came from Japan in
the form of a flood of very colorful, midget (about
100 cubic inches) AM radios bearing all manner
of British nameplates — Wales, Saxony, Essex,
Windsor, Viscount, Kent.

Some names — Hi-Fi Master, Fine Tone and
Supreme — would promise qualities impossible
for these little guys with their 3-inch speakers to

deliver. Other names trying to look “Anglo” were
Montclair, Starlite, Dorset, Linton, Impala, Amico,
Jupiter, Classic, and just one actual Far Eastern
name — "Sanshin.” Figures 1 through 8 show
some examples of these radios.

This last invasion of tube radios appears in
Rexall, Woolwerth, Dollar, and Five and Dime
stores all over the country, and they sell for $5.95
or so, impossibly cheap. Some show up as kits,
retailed by Olsen or Lafayette.

There is a welcome return of the At Deco
touch in the cases and a wonderful variety of
color: red, pink, beige, turquoise, yellow, blue
green, mauve, taupe, ivory and more. These de-

signs are the last of their type to be seen, as the
whole world shifts over to a clean, black, utilitari-
an design.

These inexpensive sets had several nice ex-
tras: most have tube clamps, all have heat shields
over the 50C5 and 35W4, most have solid brass
nameplates, and all have backs bolted to the
chassis or case or both. All have schematics
glued to the bottom, although, if you've seen one
“All American Five™ circuit, you've seen them all.

ATTENTION-GETTERS IN 2004

We move now to 2004, a time when most of us
have all the Catalins we can afford, all the con-
soles that fit, and that very last battery set we
needed. Suddenly, here are all these lovely little
colorful plastic radios celebrating their 40th birth-
day and looking for a home. The 30 or so I've
found at radio meets and on e-Bay have cost me
an average of $20, and they get more attention
from visitors than any other genre | display.

| keep the AC cords wrapped up inside the
back because, let's face it, no one really wants to
hear the “fine tone” or “hi-fi mastery” these sets
produce. Still, they're no worse than the Federal
59 in the next room. I've even used some as
gifts; my friends really are surprised to get a
radio that has to “warm up” and “only gets AM.”
it's usually just a month or so until they're speak-
ing to me again.

WITH THE COLLECTORS

Loop Antennas

BY WALLY WORTH

If you want information on loop antennas, Wal-
ly Worth is your man. Specimens of Wally's work-
manship are always a center of attention at his
table at New England shows. (Editor)

Loop antennas were first used in the late teens
and early 1920s. They soon caught on as a
replacement for the long and high outdoor anten-
nas used up to that time. Of course, the outside
antennas had to be long (100 feet) and high
(about 30 feet) to be usefut on the crystal sets
and 1-tube radios of the time,

The first loop antennas were advertised in the
early and mid-1920s. They were soon used by many
listeners because of their good reception and ease
of use. The arrival of the superheterodynes in the
later 1920s also spurred the further use of the loops.
These superhets mostly used a doublet antenna,
and a loop could be easily substituted.

SIZES AND SHAPES

The early loops were quite large, as the manu-
facturers thought this was the only way to get the

reception to equal the outside antennas. Some
were 36" long on each side of the diamond shape.

Later, smaller and smaller loops were designed
and proved themselves capable. These smaller
loops also appealed to those who further tuned
the incoming signals by rotating the loop to re-
ceive the strongest signal

The shape of most of the loops in the early
1920s was a diamond shape, though the square
and rectangular types were also made. In 1926,
loops used a small rotating winding inside the
larger winding to further tune, much like the radio
vanometer.

An early author, M.L. Mukleman, had an article
on loop antennas vs. the outside antenna in Radio
Review magazine of September 1926, page 100

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was especially true of the RCA-Radiola line, like
the Model AG1380 that shrank from 36" on a side
in 1923 to 24" and even 18" as time went by. This
line was followed by Federal types with “suggest-
ed” sides of 96 t0 15" on a side. Others of the
later types also were collapsible to minimize size
for shipping and delivery

(Walter Worth, 2 W. EIm Ave., Wollaston, MA
02170)

At age fifteen, Wally Worth began saving his
paper route money to buy parts for 1-tube sets.
Then in 1986, fifty years later, he started to col-
lect anything that needed cabinet work. His di-
verse collecting tastes include everything from
crystal sets to novelty radios. He also collects
early tubes and both horn and cone speakers.

This original loop antenna with a square format
was called the “Portaloop.” It was manufactured
by Eagle Radio Company of Newark, New Jer-
sey, maker of a complete line of radio receivers.

This original 1924 Portena loop
folded up and fitted into a card-
board tube that was included.



VINTAGE MILITARY EQUIPMENT

The SCR-161 and Other WWII Experiences

BY WILLIAM GARNER

Centain articles or photos send different readers
down memory lane. For many collectors, military
sets represent defining moments in their personal
histories. William Garner tells us about some of his
World War Il experiences. (Editor)

Over the years, | have enjoyed seeing pictures of
old military radio sets in A.R.C. | worked on two of
those sets — the BC-148 and the SCR-245. Though
some of this may not be accurate, as | am 81 years
old, | thought you might like to have some first-hand
information on these sets.

{ enlisted in the Army in June 1940 in the 83rd
horse drawn Battalion. | started as afield wire lineman,
switchboard operator. In 1942, | wentto radio operator
school. In addition to Morse code, we studied
semaphore flags, blinkers, and ground-to-air panels
used to signal observation aircraft. These panels,
which were about 18 inches wide and about 8 feet
long, were white on one side and orange on the other
side. We also studied pigeons. At that time the Fort
Benning Signal Corps still had mobile pigeon lofts,
and they would send out small boxes with four birds,
twoon eachside. A small door opened through which
you could attach amessage to the leg and then open
the front door and release without handling the bird.

THE SCR-161

The first radio | operated was like the one pictured
in the October 2000 issue of ARC, the BC-148. We
called this set the SCR-161. A battery-operated
receiver-transmitter was powered by a hand-cranked
generator. | think it was a GN-42, which was on a
tripod and had a metal bicycle seat on one leg. The
handles were spaced like bicycle pedals.

The set had no side tone. All sending was in the
blind, and if you made too many mistakes, the
generator operator {G-Man) would hityouin the back
with one of the handles. If you worked 10 miles, you
were doing well. | think it worked at about 3.5 Mc. One
problem | remember is that someone would look to
see what was being sent and put his head through
the antenna loop shutting off the transmitter

The Infantry had the same basic set called the
SCR-171. The only difference was that this set used
a long wire antenna with a ground counterpoise that
was aninsulated wire on the ground under the antenna.

OTHER EQUIPMENT

After the SCR-161, we got the SCR-245. It used
the BC-312 receiver and about a 25-watt transmitter
mounted in the old Dodge command car. It had voice
and CW. When sending code on the move, we used

Z-Signals and
Radio Net Procedures

We changed from Z signals (a 3-letter
code group in which the first letter was
“Z”) in late 1941 or 1942 and started to
use Q signals. We also changed our ra-
dio net operating procedure. I think it
was a British procedure where the net
control station had no call sign. When a
station called, the net control station
would answer using the same call sign.
We used this procedure during World
War II.

Summer of 1941 — From my notebook
used in Radio Operator School.




a Morse key mounted on a steel band placed on the
right side of the right leg.

1In 1942, our artillery outfit was changedto Campany
A, 654th Tank Destroyer Battalion. The Tank Destroyer
was like a tank except it had open turrets, bigger
quns, and better armor. We had 12 per company.

We got our equipment in the spring of 1943. We
hadM-10tank destroyers, and M-8 andM-20 armored
cars. The SCR-608 radio was mounted in the M-20
armored cars. One receiver was used to work down
to the Tank Destroyers; the other receiver worked up
to Battalion H.Q. The ten push buttons were easy to
pretune, and the set was very reliable. It was
broadband FM, covering from 27.0 to 38.9 Mc.

All other vehicles in the company had the SCR-
610 made by the Galvin Radio Co. This was a two-
channel set, about two watts. We had about 16 or 18
of them, but they were more trouble to tune anao not
as reliable as the 608. The most trouble we had was
broken headsets and microphone jacks. They would
get stepped on and hit by shell cases.

An odd thing happened on maneuvers in
Tennessee in 1943, We were tuning a receiver at the
top of the band in the 608 receiver and heard music.
We had someone pull the whip antenna down to

horizontal and walk around the vehcle. Using the
trimmer, we could hear a commercial FM from New
England.

My unit landed on Omaha Beach between D-Day
and the first of July. We were attached to the 35th
Infantry Division, 3rd Army. After the Battle of the
Bulge, we were transferred to the 9th Army.

MILITARY CAREER

I reenlisted in the AAF/USAF in June 1946. | was
in Airways and Communications. We did all the long-
range communication from overseas bases —
Control, Nav Aids, Teletype, etc. They were short of
radio operators at the time, so | operated for about six
months and then went back to maintenance. | worked
onabouteverythingwe had, except Ground Approach
Radar. | later went into Aircraft Control and Warning
and worked on long-range radar.

| was commissioned as a Warrant Officer in 1956.
The work was hard because | nad had only two years
of high school. | served as Communications Officer
and Radar Maintenance Officer until | retired in 1978.

Motorola 53LC3
The Missing Link Portable

Sometimes a seemingly insignificant, but
large set is worth a second look. And to find
that it contains subminiature tubes poses a
mystery too intriguing to pass up. (Editor)

| usually don't give portables a second
glance, particularly if they are plastic. How-
ever, this one, shown in Figure 1, caught my
eye because it seemed to have two dials.
When | looked closer, one dial was a clock.
Rather unusual | thought. It was also a Mo-
torola which raised my interest more since
that's my employer. Besides being rather
beat up and dirty, it was also rather large,
heavy, and somewhat ugly.

| opened the back to see if it had batteries
that might account for the weight. It did have
a 67%-volt pack that had leaked and corrod-
ed, a battery retaining clip, and a battery
connector. The chassis was missing all its
mounting screws (not a good sign). | then
noticed the speaker was missing the magnet
and voice coil. Broken off, | speculated.

TUBE MYSTERY

| saw only one tube in the chassis. Did
someone take the others? Hold on. | don’t
see any more tube sockets. What are these
glass vials? | wiggled one gently and out it
came. It looked like a thin, flat vacuum tube
with wires in a row for pins. It had a Motorola

logo and ID number. There were two other
such tubes, one completely covered with what
appeared to be a conductive coating, proba-
bly for shielding. | was in a hurry, so | left
without making an offer on what | considered
an undesirable radio.

At home | consulted my RCA tube manu-
als and could find no mention of any such
tubes. My tube tester did not have a socket
that would accept such a pin configuration. |
began to wonder why the Motorola design-
ers would use such a compact tube in such a
large portable. The more | thought about the
tubes, the more they reminded me of early
transistors with in-line wire pins. | thought of
Darwin and evolution. Visions of these glass
vial tubes morphing into transistors danced
in my head. Had | found a missing link?

The next week | returned to the antique
shop and bought the radio for ten dollars
expecting some of the unusual tubes to be
dead and probably difficult or impossible to
replace. At home, the first order of business
was cleaning. The battery terminals were so
corroded that the connector could not be
removed. The terminal separated from the
battery pack. The D-cell spring terminals were
also very corroded.

The radio model number 53LC3 indicates
a 1953 production year. The tube location
diagram listed the following tube types: 1AJS,
1V6, 1AH4, 3S4. Only the 384 audio output
tube is a conventional size tube. The “vials”
have 5 to 7 terminals. The tubes are shown in



Figure 3. The radio’'s compact speaker is de-
signed with the permanent magnet and voice coil
mounted in front of the speaker cone.

Figure 2. All the in-line sockets are subminia-
ture tubes with 1.5-volt filaments. The 1AJ5 is
a 6-lead sharp cutoft pentode and diode. The
1V6 is a 7-lead triode-pentode converter and
the 1AH4 is a 5-lead RF pentode.

The tubes and sockets are marked with a
paint dot to indicate to which side of the
socket the tube should be offset. It would be
easy to insert the tubes incorrectly if one
ignores these dots. This caution is noted on
the tube location diagram on the back cover.

The chassis was easily removed since all
the mounting screws were missing. The clock
had no electrical connection and was a me-
chanical model that started working when
wound. | then removed the speaker, still think-
ing it was damaged. When it was loose, |
noticed a metal basket in front of the cone.
As Figure 3 shows, the magnet was mounted
to this basket and the voice coil was on the
front of the cone! | have never seen this
speaker design before. This configuration
saves about an inch in speaker depth. Since
the 67'-volt battery is mounted behind the
speaker, | suppose this inch savings helped
reduce the thickness of the radio, but it is still
about three inches thick.

Before applying power, | tested the con-
ventional 3S4 tube and found it to be good.
An ohmmeter check of the vial tubes showed
continuity between an outside terminal and a
middle one on each tube. This, | assumed,
was the filament. The chassis components

and wiring appeared to be in good condition,
so | slowly applied power through a Variac.
The radio sprang to life and performed well.
Alignment was very close to optimal. The
internal ferrite loopstick antenna provides
good AM reception. A thorough case clean-
ing with scapy water brought the radio to
respectable condition. Figure 4 shows the
radio with the housing open.

It is a mystery to me why the Motorola
designers used subminiature tubes and a
special speaker in a portable that is not light
or small. It would be interesting to know how
many other manufacturers used these small
tubes, and if they took better advantage of
their size than Motorola did. Since transistors
began appearing in portables in only a few
more years, the product life of these small
tubes must have been limited.

Victor Talking Machine Follow-Up

One interesting article leads to another. The
topic of RCA is obviously irresistible to Doug
Houston, and we're happy to share his views in a
follow-up to Paul Bourbin's article in the July 2003
A.R.C. (Editor)

The article on RCA in the July 2003 A.R.C. by
Paul Bourbon stimulated a few comments that |
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offer here. Since I'm notorious for my interest in
RCA and the Victor Talking Machine Co. (VTM-
Co), there are some things that I'd like to talk
about here.

One important part of VTMCo that Paul didn't
mention was Victor's vast dealer organization. In
addition to tne dealer system RCA had for radio,

Victor's dealer system would be (and was) a
valuable asset to RCA's sales. It's also important
to emphasize that RCA had manufactured noth-
ing prior to acquiring Victor.

Sarnoff wanted Victor so badly, he could taste
it. Al RCA’s apparatus had been made by GE
and Westinghouse, and Sarnoff realized that de-
pendency on other manufacturers was not healthy
business policy. In the original sales agreements,
RCA didn't get the manufacturing component,
and following his vacation to Europe, Sarnoff
became livid, and had the agreement changed to
give him Victor's manufacturing complex. One
important item here was that RCA had previously
depended on many cabinet suppliers for its cabi-
nets. Victor's factory made all of Victor's cabi-
nets, and would now do so for RCA products.

Part of the events of the new electrical record-
ing introduced in 1925 was the increase of record
and phonograph sales by Victor. At the time of
RCA's bagging Victor, the sales of Victor radio-
phonograph combinations and straight phono-
graphs were strong. The electronics were sup-
plied by RCA to Victor and to Brunswick. Victor
had offered phono combinations using RCA Ra-
diolas ranging from the Radiola 17 TRF chassis
to the Radiola 64 Superheterodyne.

SOUND QUALITY

The commentary that the early Electrolas didn't
have the sound of the Orthophonic Victor phono-
graphs is right out of Oliver Read and Walter
Welch, particularly Welch! That duet, coauthors
of a book titted From Tinfoil to Stereo, had a
strong fixation against electrical phonographs.
It's unfortunate that Read and Welch are quoted
as authorities as much as they are. Their state-
ment is badly defective.

Read was editor of Radio and Television News,
and displayed some rational thinking. Welch had
an intense bias toward Edison and, of course,
outside horn phonographs as well. He is often
quoted as saying that the early Victor Electrolas
(electrical reproducing phonographs) had little or
no performance advantage over the early acous-
tic Victor Orthophonic machines. They certainly
did. While partially true for the very earliest Victor
models with cone magnetic speakers or magnet-
ic drivers for the Orthophonic horns, the Electro-
las with the RCA 104 and 106 dynamic speakers
far out-performed the Orthophonic Victrolas in
power output, as well as in frequency range and
low distortion, in that day.

For those skeptics who adhere to Welch, |
invite any of them for a listening session to my
Victor 9-18, 9-54, 12-15, or Brunswick P11. Even
the Cone Magnetic Victor Hyperion sounds re-
spectable, though being short on bass output.
Oh, and | do have a Credenza and a Borgia 1 as
well. | often comment that, while playing the Cre-
denza, you tend to forget that it's not an electric
player! But, there is no doubt when you hear an
Electrola with the cone Dynamic speaker.
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WHY THE PHONOGRAPH BUSINESS?

Note that RCA never made an electric radio-
phonograph prior to acquisition of Victor. In RCA's
1929 line, the handsome Radiola 67 appeared
along with Victor’'s RE45-75 phono combinations.
Previously, the phonograph business was Victor
and Brunswick’s department. Paul Bourbin spec-
ulated in his article that RCA wanted to shut out
phonograph production. | find that hard to imag-
ine for the following reason:

Consider that RCA’s newly acquired VTMCo
sold about half the records in the industry. RCA
needed to continue building equipment to play
them. Records were still a good money-maker,
and RCA had also secured Victor's record press-
ing plant. | feel that RCA felt good about continu-
ing in the phonograph business. The last (acous-
tical) Orthophonic phonograph was offered in
1928. From then on, all Victor phonographs, ex-
cept suitcase portables, were electronic. Phono-
graphs brought in good money until the Depres-
sion put the brakes on the entire business world.

RECORD CHANGERS

It's sort of amusing, but RCA (wisely) didn't
continue building Victor's record changers. Victor
built a reasonably decent changer in 1927, ex-
cept for the horrible pot metal die castings used in
them. The 1928 changer that followed was a
mournful disaster that Victor never could get to
work reliably. Note also that the 1929 Victor and
RCA lines had no changers. Other companies,
such as Sparton and Capehart, did have chang-
ers, but poor Victor had proven that it did not have
the ability to make a good record changer.

This fact was reaffirmed with the swinging mag-
azine changer of 1931-33 in the “RAE" models.
The changer could change only 10-inch records,
in spite of the fact that Victor (now RCA) was the
biggest producer of recorded classical music,
most of it on 12-inch records! Had Rube Gold-
berg been retained as a design consultant for
Victor, the company might have made a success-
ful record changer! In those years, RCA some-
what quietly sold a phono combination, using a
Capehart drop changer that would play both 10-
and 12-inch records.

There are few things that spark my interest
more than tales about RCA and its products. A
large percentage of my collection consists of Vic-
tor and RCA creations. | can condemn many of
RCA's business practices, for its ruthless and
monopolistic behavior, but the products of this
corporation hold a magnetic attraction for me. |
certainly enjoyed Paul Bourbon’s article. I'd like
to see more like it.

In-
cluded were a Bulova collection, many Ham and
hi-fi items, TV sets, transistor radios along with a
large selection of table radios, the usual tube lots
and a large batch of parts and test equipment.

Because of the very large number of novelty
transistor radios to be sold, a separate auction to
deal with these was held off to one side of the
hall. As a result, | drafted my wife Edith to record
this part of the sale while | continued with the
main auction. She had not done this before, but
she handled it very well for her first try at being an
auction recorder. There were more novelty sets
than are listed, as many did not draw an opening
bid of $5 and were passed up to be offered at a
future auction.

After the novelty radios were sold, the sepa-
rate auction still continued with many of the parts
and test equipment lots, which Edith was unable
to record. Unfortunately, there were some unbuilt
Heathkits in with the parts lots that were not
recorded. This auction was also heavy in regular
pocket transistors in addition to the Bulova col-
lection, but many were sold as “choice” from bulk
lots. This process involved multiple rounds of
selling which are difficult to keep track of. The
result is that quite a few of these sales are not
listed.

MAIN AUCTION

The size of the main auction may have caused
it to go past 6:00 p.m., and our travel plans did not
allow us to stay for the last hour. Consequently,
many of the later lots were also not noted. There
