N RESPONSE to a numbr of letters from

radio fans who have urged us to take offi-
cial cognizance of a certain matter, we wish
to speak this week on the subject—NBC—
the national radio web which, it must be ad-
mitted, enmeshes our patience, sometimes,
more often than our interest or appreciation.

It seems incredible that a high-powered
personnel, such as the aggregation which
operates this national chainwork, should be
so thoroughly hypnotized by its self-suffi-
ciency, that it would forget to observe the
common courtesy which is elemental in a
drawing room. Yet we must admit, after a
year of listening to the facile switching of
NBC programs, that such is the case.

We have, on the Pacific Coast, tangent to
the NBC network, approximately 1,000,000
listeners. A great many of these are ‘“net”
listeners, i. e., they are folks who night after
night tune in some NBC feature. We ven-
ture the opinion that the large percentage of
these will agree with us that nothing is quite
so irritating, or productive of ill-will, than
the damnable habit of “derelict program-
ming.” Had the majority of these listeners
believed that it would have done any good,
they would have written protests about it.

This discourtesy on the part of the great
national broadcast organization involves
others than the direct listening public. Pro-
gram publications, such as Broadcast Weekly,
and the daily newspapers are made unwilling
parties to this disregard of courtesy to the
listener. They are put in the position of
announcing events which do not take place.
Radio editors are tired of explaining to sub-
scribers that the fault lies with the network
which switched its programs, and not with
the publication’s original information.

Night after night Mr. and Mrs. Radio
Listener, seeing a certain program sched-
uled, invite someone to their home whom
they believe would be interested. Night
after night they are left holding the sack,
metaphorically speaking, when the program
is changed without warning or explanation.
The invited guest, who is a potential radio
fan, gains a negative impression which reacts
in the commercial field of competitive mar-
keting. Not once have we heard an an-
nouncer do his audience the courtesy of in-
dicating the change—in advance.

That this condition exists is, to our n
sheer stupidity. How long would a the:
maintain its patronage if, after billboarc
a drama or a tragedy, it greeted its fui
nighters with a comedy? How long wo
a restaurant sustain a clientele if its me
was a constant screen of flickering substit
tions? With better business bureaus all ov.
the country emphasizing the need for elimi
nating fraud in advertising, we find our radio

programs, in a manner of speaking, rife
with it.
Is there any logical reason for this? Is it

that the NBC feels that courtesy is not nec-
essary? That we must take what we can
get? If so, we beg to assure them that other
networks are not so obtuse in their observ-
ance of the niceties of presentation that they
overlook this detail. Public appreciation,
likewise, built upon a consideration of its
weal, is tending toward the more deferen-
tial development. When sponsors find this
out the matter will assume financial compli-
cations.

Paralleling this particular form of amenity
butchering, which we must confess seems to
emanate from New York more frequently
than from the Western division, is the sud-
den curtailing of a musical program in the
middle of a number, to make way for some
contract program which owns the next hour
of broadcast time. We ask any person who
reads this if he or she has had an apprecia-
tion of the article sold by the sponsor, who
cut a favorite waltz in half to substitute a
jazz orchestra or a vaudeville act, height-
ened by this sudden break.

Broadcasting has become a public utility.
It is being operated on the basis of public
service. Well, one doesn‘t serve the public
by jerking his hat out of his hand and giving
him a sermon or a baked apple. Listeners
are entitled to courtesy. Editors are entitled
to courtesy. The whole wide world is en-
titled to courtesy—even from the NBC.
Cracking programs in half, substituting shift
programs for those previously announced,
with no announcement or explanation, is not
courtesy.

The NBC might be interested to know
that the public is getting wholly and com-
pletely fed up on it.

While at KGW, Portland, he
met Mary Cogswell, a University
of California graduate who was
writing for the station, and after
a short romance they were mar-
ried in December of last year. A better
opportunity opened up on KHQ, the voice
of Spokane, Wash., and he moved over from

announces and does musical readings as
before.

Although small in stature and of the type
one would judge to be preponderately men-
tal, Jean Paul King is energetic physically
as well. All sports claim some of his atten-
tion as a spectator while ice skating and
wrestling he participates in himself. During
his college days in Ohio he was a champion
wrestler. At the present time he is ice
skating.

Radio Trade Assn. Notes

The following recommendations, with com-
ments or explanations, offered by the Better
Business Bureau, have been adopted by the
dealer section of the Pacific Radio Trade
Association:

“Bait” advertising and switching practices
in selling should never be employed. Such
practices usually consist of offers of merchan-
dise at low prices, limited in quantity, which
the salespeople endeavor not to sell and
which they often disparage in order to in-
terest the customer in other merchandise at
a higher price or on which a longer profit is
made.

No merchandise should be advertised if the
store does not desire or is not able to se’l in
quantity and deliver promptly. If delivery
cannot be prompt, a customer should be so
informed, in advertising and by the salesman.

The term “electric” should be applied only
to a set which operates directly from an elec-
tric light socket, and which was designed for
such operation by its manufacturer,

A set originally designed for battery opera-
tion and subsequently equipped with A and
B power devices is not “electric,” as the term
is used in the trade and as it is generally
understood by the pub'ic.

In stating the number of tubes in a radio
receiver, it is recommended that the number
of tubes used for power conversion (recti-
fiers) or regulation, if included in the count,
be specified,

It should be appreciated that the number
of tubes utilized in a radio receiver does not
necessarily give an indication of its perform-
ance.

The word “complete” should be used only
if the fully equipped set is sold at the adver-
tised price. If any of the equipment is omit-
ted, this fact should be stated in type of a
size easy to read, in immediate proximity to
the price.

“Less tubes” and “less speaker” are exam-
ples of such deseription in conjunction with
the price of the set. The word “complete”
as applied to sets does not generally include
aerial and ground equipment,

Illustrations used in advertising should in
every particular accurately describe the mer-
chandise offered.

Any retailer advertising terms such as,
“$10 down and $2 per week,” should by all
means live up te the representation, if the
customer so desires.

Dissatisfied customers should be given
courteous and careful consideration.

When old models or “obsolete” merchan-
dise is offered: the model number and the
year of manufacture of a model should be
stated in advertising, and by the salesman.

A “list” price does not establish the value
of a set, unless the set is regularly sold by
the retail distributors of the set at that price.

Used, defective or second-hand merchan-
dise (all not new or unblemished), when ad-
vertised, in newspapers, magazines, circu-
lars, or on display, etc.,, must be conspicu-
ously designated as such. Violation is a mis-
demeanor. (Penal Code of California, Sec-
tion 543c.)

A folder including the above recommenda-
tions has been mailed to all radio dealers in
northern and central California.

JENSEN AND AIDES MOVE TO
CHICAGO

Thomas A. White, general sales manager
of the Jensen Radio Manufacturing Com-
pany, has returned to Chicago from Oak-
land, Calif., where he attended a directors’
meeting of the company held at their plant
in that city.

According to Mr. White, reports given at
the meeting covering the year 1928 proved
more than satisfactory to all of the direc-
torate.

Peter L. Jensen, president of the company,
who has been dividing his time between the
company’s plant here and on the Pacific
Coast. has moved to Chicago and will make
his headquarters in that city hereafter.

The entire Jensen laboratory and experi-
mental department staff have also been
transferred to the Windy City.

While Mr. White did not disclose the ac-
tual plans of the company for the present
year, he did intimate that the directors had
approved of a program which calls for a
material expansion in the company’s manu-
facturing facilities and sales activities dur-
ing the coming month,

Announcement of an additional number of
products which the company is going to
manufacture and offer to the trade is also
to be made very shortly. Included in this
announcement will be another dynamic
speaker intended particularly for radio re-
ceiver manufacturers’ installation in console

Seattle, Wash., February 2, 1929.
Dear Sirs:

I read your first offering in the January 26
issue with interest.

The criticism of Mrs. B. F. Bailey is most
unjust. Evidently she does not know that
stations cannot adhere to a program that was
issued several weeks before presentation, that
is, adhere right to the dot. Transcontinental
features, new features, change in time, tem-
peramental artists, and a thousand and one
other things may cause cancellation of a par-
ticular program. All is not lovely and serene
inside a broadcasting station; we listeners
little realize the effort it takes to produce a
program, so I do not see why any listener
should complain if it is necessary to make a
change in schedule now and then. Often-
times, daily schedules printed in the news-
papers are not correct because of last minute
changes. Then, how could one expect a
program issued several weeks in advance
to be 100 per cent accurate? (Ed. note:
Broadcast Weekly is printed only nine days
in advance.)

W. B. Duncan is right. Prices of sets
should be quoted complete. Let me add, in
this connection, that I think it a bad practice
to advertise sets as having, for example,
seven tubes, when the set has only six tubes
for reception, the other being a rectifier. A
well-known phonograph manufacturer is
guilty of such misleading statements; such
tactics should be stopped, for when one
thinks “tubes,” he thinks of tubes used in
reception. My set, then, has twelve tubes;
six of the tubes are spares, to be used in
emergency, but there is as much sense in my
statement as in the other.

The Federal Radio Commission is making
a great bid for unpopularity. It seems that
in order to carry out its fantastic scheme of
bunching about a million stations on the
higher frequencies. it has to snarl and snap
at broadcasters who deviate from their as-
signed channels. Itis all right for the worthy
order to see that the stations keep on fre-
quency, but it is not exactly sporting to do it
with a club. Instead of lending a helping
hand to the broadcasters, most of whom are
willing to coOperate to their fullest extent,
the august body of blowhards seems to be
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doing all it can to hinder them. Here in
Seattle several stations are under fire be-
cause they were not right on the dot the first
few weeks. They are all using crystal con-
trols now, but still the commission is going
to try them. It's all a lot of red-tape. Instead
of worrying over spilt milk, why doesn’t the
commission see to it that the stations keep
their transmitters in order, so that reception
is of good quality. Here in Seattle there are
three stations that I would like to see off
the broadcasting map, because it is impos-
sible to listen to the stuff they send out, One
station is high-pitched and weak; the second
has a hum in it like a swarm of bees, and the
third is always whining and groaning. All
three break down often; one was off the air
two or three days a while back. I cannot see
that such stations serve the public; if they do
not, then their licenses should be revoked.
It's time for the radio comnission to quit
small-town tactics, and try to improve re-
ception. Less browbeating, and more help-
ing-hand. Yours truly,

Among the stations T would like to have
included regularly are: KEX, KSL, KMOX,
WENR and CKY. Thus one could greatly
increase the range available. To include these
vou could either drop a number of small sta-
tions or eliminate some of the special articles.
