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"Hams" May Perfect 
Television 

TELEVISION will be the great field 
of experiment for the thousands of 
radio amateurs of the United States, 

w 10 have been starved of real interest in 
radio forthe past several years by commer- 
cial broadcasting, it is predicted by Dr. 
E. F. W. Alexanderson, engineer -inventor 
of the General Electric Company. 

The 100,000 persons who now dabble in 
radio may be the ones to unearth the scien- 
tific facts which will make television prac- 
ticable, he believes. 

With scientists of the standing of Dr. 
Alexanderson admitting that there are steps 
yet to be accomplished before television can 
be considered not only perfected but even 
practicable, "around the corner" predictions 
have ceased to be heard, and it is generally 
conceded that not only is television per- 
fection some distance in the future but that 
the final solution of many of its problems 
has so far evaded investigators. 

The basic principle of sending the picture 
in sections, either by scanning disc or by 
cathode-ray, is pretty well settled, according 
to experimenters. The difficulty now is in 
getting a picture which is large enough to 
be viewed by a group at a distance from 
the screen, covering a scene in its entirety 
and not, as now, restricted to the heads and 
shoulders of the actors, when "real life" 
pictures are transmitted. Motion pictures 
can be sent in their entirety the original 
film "frame" being of such small size as 
to be readily transmitted. 

Progress in television is slow but en- 

couraging, according to the recent report 
of the Society of Motion Picture Engineers. 
Reviewing the developments in this coun- 
try, the report refers to the work which is 
being done by C. Francis Jenkins and others 
and the picture broadcasts which are being 
offered by the various experimental stations 
now licensed. However, it is indicated, there 
are possibilities that the road to perfected 
television may lay in directions which are 
now being followed by lone investigators or 
which so far have not been explored at all. 

"A new cathode ray type of receiver giv- 
ing a picture four inches by five inches has 
been described by Zworykin," the report 
comments. "The method eliminates the 
high frequency motor previously necessary 
for synchronization, together with its power 
amplifier. No moving parts are used. A 
fluorescent screen aids the eye's persistence 
of vision and makes possible a reduction of 
the number of images per second without 
noticeable flicker. The transmitter is a 
modified motion picture projector with means 
for horizontal scanning. 

"The selection of standards for radio tele- 
vision has been discussed, including picture 
proportions, number of scanning elements, 
number of pictures per second, scanning 
method and direction, and phase of current. 

"In the Telefunken system of television 
being developed in Germany, a combination 
of a mirror wheel for illuminating the sub- 
ject and a photo -electric cell are used for 
sending, and a Kerr cell, togethér with a 
rotating mirror wheel, for receiving."

groups. 

"I suppose I aban- 
doned the things I 
set out to do be- 
cause I liked sing- 
ing best," is My- 
ron's only explana- 
tion of his present 
situation. "In Los 

Angeles I tried both-working as a chemist 
through the day and singing in theatres at 
night. I finally became convinced that I'd 
never be happy until I devoted all my time 
to the theatre. Radio came along then and 
that's even more delightful." 

A native of Kansas, Niesley was gradu- 
ated from Abilene University and received 
his masters degree afterward at the Univer- 
sity of Pennsylvania. While he studied 
chemistry so seriously, he always sang and 
while he worked afterward, he studied voice 
two years in New York with Wilbur Greene. 

Then back to Kansas to teach high school 
chemistry and coach football-he had been 
captain of his college team in 1920. 

He can't decide when politics came in, 
but one day he found himself the city man- 
ager of a small town in Kansas. 

"That didn't interest me long, however," 
Niesley continued. "I just had to come West 
and, like a lot of people, I went first to Los 
Angeles." 

He sang there in churches and in pro- 
logues for the Grauman productions, after- 
ward coming to San Francisco with the 
Music Box Revue only to be signed for the 
microphone performances.

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Cuban Government In 
Control of Radio 

GOVERNMENT control of broadcast- 
ing, patterned after that in effect in 
the United States, has been adopted in 

Cuba, where proposals for the construction 
of a 50,000 -watt station have made neces- 
sary the establishment of a governmental 
body which may act to prevent in interfer- 
ence both between the various Cuban broad- 
casters themselves and between those of 
Cuba and the United States. 

If the proposed 50,000 -watt station is 

erected, it is expected that it will be neces- 
sary to come to some agreement as to the 
frequency it shall operate on, in order that 
it may nót interfere with American stations. 
At present, most of the Cuban broadcasters 
are on frequencies which come between fre- 
quencies used in this country, although two 
stations operate on frequencies used here- 
CMW on 600 kilocycles and CMX on 920 

kilocycles-and one station, CMC, is on the 
Canadian wavelength of 840 kilocycles. 

However, in the case of a station with 
as high power as that under consideration, 
its use of a frequency between two wave- 
lengths used here would result in interfer- 
ence on both over a wide area, it is believed, 
so that it is probable negotiations will be 

undertaken before it begins operation to 

provide a frequency which will not cause 
trouble. 

There are approximately twenty-one broad- 
casting stations in operation in Cuba, all but 
one of which use frequencies coming within 
the broadcast band used in this country. 
Nineteen of them are of comparatively low 

strength, the two exceptions being stations 
CMK with 2000 watts and CMW with 1000 

watts. 
Governmental control of radio has been 

in effect in Cuba since 1925, and has been 

very successful in preventing congestion and 
interference in the island. As in the United 
States, however, this control has been cen- 
tered in a subsidiary branch of one of the 
government bureaus and has been found in- 

adequate, a separate bureau, of the type of 

our radio commission, now being provided 
to exercise control over all government 
broadcasting stations, commercial stations, 
and amateur stations of all kinds, to make 
investigations of applications for licenses, to 

assign frequencies, and to have jurisdiction 
over broadcasting programs, hours of oper- 
tion, etc. 

One of the features of radio control in 
Cuba has been the evident intention of the 
Cuban government to give its people the 
opportunity to hear not only the programs 
of the native stations, but to share in the 
best of the radio entertainment and features 
emanating in the United States. To this end, 
Cuban broadcasters have not been permitted 
to operate on frequencies which would inter- 
fere with the programs of certain popular 
American stations, and on occasions local 
broadcasting has been prohibited in order to 
leave the field clear for the reception of 
special programs coming from the United 
States. This attitude on the part of the 
government, according to reports to Wash- 
ington, has served to increase materially the 
popularity of radio in Cuba.

Again for the benefit of our non- 
resident members (everybody else knows 
this) Edna specializes in a manner that is 
uncannily perfect. She possesses a sense of 
rhythm and a surety of touch, together with 
a confidence in herself and a sympathy for 
jazz and popular tunes that make her work 
at the keyboard a joy to listen to. She is 
one of the few pianists on the air who is 
given time all by herself to play what and 
how she will. KFRC features her three 
times weekly, in addition to spotting her on 
a great many other programs, including the 
Blue Monday Jamboree. 

Edna, at the age of 19, ran away from her 
Oakland home to join the Topsy and Eva 
show of the Duncan Sisters. She confesses 
that heart trouble was a contributing cause. 
A lover's quarrel so darkened her world that 
the only light she could see was the dimly 
burning one of thespian adventure. (We 
shall learn later that Edna ends up by ac- 
quiring both love and fame.) The show broke 
up shortly after annexing Edna, and the 
Duncan Sisters went to New York. Edna 
sold her beloved grand piano, pocketed the 
money (in her gingham dress, no doubt) and 
followed, seeking fame.

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Amos `n' Andy Sign Yew 
Five Year Contract 

A1OS 'N' ANDY have proved so popu- 
lar with radio listeners that the Na- 
tional Broadcasting Company, as their 

exclusive agent, has signed a long-time con- 
tract for their services with the Pepsodent 
Company of Chicago, present sponsors of 
their program. 

That announcement was made recently as 
Correll and Gosden, creators and portrayers 
of radio's favorite characters, near the end 
of their first year with NBC and the tooth 
paste manufacturers. The contract is said to 
call for a salary on a sliding scale over a 
period of five years, netting them the largest 
amount ever paid radio entertainers. In 
addition to this the Pepsodent Company paid 
Correll and Gosden a substantial bonus this 
year above their salary, in appreciation of 
their value to the company. 

It was on August 19, 1929, that Amos 'n' 
Andy made their debut in person over a 
wide network of NBC stations under the 
sponsorship of Pepsodent Company. While 
at that time they were well known through- 
out the Middle West and in a few places 
in the East. they were newcomers to net- 
work broadcasting. Within a few weeks, 
however, they had won millions of new fol- 
lowers and were acclaimed everywhere as 
the most popular entertainers the world has 
ever known. 

Last November, in an effort to please 
listeners in the East who complained that 
hearing their favorites at 11 p. m. kept their 
children up too late, the time of broadcast 
was changed to earlier in the evening. 
Within a week hundreds of thousands of 
western listeners complained of the change 
of time, and the boys consequently began a 
two -a -night broadcast schedule. This per- 
mits eastern listeners to hear them at 7 p. m., 
E. D. T., and western listeners to get their 
entertainment at 10:30 p. m., C. D. T. (7:30 
p. m., P. S. T.). They were the first radio 
entertainers to use this sort of schedule. 

During the past year the popularity of 
Amos 'n' Andy has exceeded anything that 
the entertainment world has ever known. 
Hundreds of thousands of letters have been 
received from listeners, and the public con- 
tinues to manifest its desire to learn all the 
details of their lives and activities. 

A great many commercial organizations 
have bid for their services or for the use 

of their names in exploitation, but Correll 
and Gosden have found it advisable to ac- 
cept only a few of these. 

On April 11, 1930, the National Broad- 
casting Company signed a contract with 
RKO Productions for the services of Amos 
'n' Andy in making a talking picture. 

The fame of Amos 'n' Andy, which has 
spread throughout the world, was built and 
continues to rest upon the homely, human 
drama of the lives of two uneducated negro 
boys, their business and club affairs, their 
loves and adventures, and their sincerity of 
portrayal.

generous, artistic, very friendly girl, with a 
sense of humor, fond of approval and sub- 
ject to rather plaintive, wistful moods.

5. She writes out her programs on the 

backs of envelopes, on packages, on anything 
at hand while snatching a bite in a restaur- 
ant, dashing in taxicab to the studio or in 
some other inconvenient place. 

6. She was the first one to do the Charles- 
ton in Australia. 

7. She has never been seasick, though she 
survived a typhoon in the China Sea.
