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Big Money in Television 
TELEVISION news is coming in thick 

and fast, with every indication that the 
experimental services now being op- 

erated by a number of stations will be greatly 
extended in the near future. 

That there is "big money" awaiting the 
perfection of picture service is indicated by 
the millions of dollars which have already 
come from the inventions of C. Francis Jen- 
kins, as disclosed in a recent court hearing. 

Commercial television within a year is pre- 
dicted by David Sarnoff, president of Radio 
Corporation of America, whose statement 
has given rise to an impression in the radio 
industry that amateur development is forcing 
the big companies to speed up their plans 
that they may be ready to reap the profits 
which will accrue to the first perfected equip- 
ment. 

Conservative estimates place the number 
of television experimenters and fans 
throughout the country at 25,000. They are 
doing much to aid in the development of 
picture transmission, those who are merely 
"looking on" doing their share by writing in 
to the stations, telling how the pictures are 
received and sometimes making suggestions 
of real value. 

Unless some successful inventor is holding 
back, however, the television sets which first 
will be offered the public are going to be sub- 
ject to as many disadvantages as were the 
crystal sets in the early days of broadcast- 
ing. The images will be small, detail will 

be indefinite, the pictures will flicker and it 
will be necessary to stand directly in front 
of the projector to see them. All these dis- 
advantages are admitted; all must be over- 
come before television can take the ho'd 
which broadcasting has acquired and be con- 
sidered anything but a novelty. 

That there is much money in television is 
definitely shown by a suit just concluded in 
the Supreme Court of the District of Colum- 
bia, brought by the Radio Service Corpora- 
tion of America against C. Francis Jenkins, 
well known motion picture, radio and tele- 
vision inventor, to compel him to make an 
accounting for huge sums of money realized 
by the sale of his television patents. 

The Radio Service Corporation claimed 
it held a contract with Jenkins for develop- 
ment and exploitation of his television inven- 
tions and that the money received by the in- 
ventor from their sale to others should prop- 
erly go to the corporation. 

The court held, however, that the written 
contract between Jenkins and the corpora- 
tion had been allowed to expire and that the 
former was within his legal rights when he 
disposed of his patents, after which he had 
turned his rights over to a new company 
known as the Jenkins Television Corpora- 
tion. 

Testimony during the case developed that 
Jenkins has realized $2,000,000 already, and 
the corporation has received approximately 
$15,000,000 from these inventions.

It is not the jazz rhythm to which we object, 
but we do not like or enjoy the cacophony 
of squawks, wails and through -the -nose

to a so-called composer taking a phrase or 
melody which has been accepted as a classic 
or as good music for years, and giving it 
jazz treatment in lieu of ideas which his own 
brain should supply. 

As for the argument that if we don't like 
it we can tune in somewhere else-there are 
many half hours when it is practically im- 
possible for most of us to get anything but 
jazz. Thank heaven for KGO with its NBC 
features, KPO for many hours of good music. 
and KFI and KHJ in Los Angeles.

It was merely 
a side issue with him; 
his regular job was 
that of an account- 
ant for the Philadel- 
phia and Reading 
Railroad in Philadel- 
phia. 

NORMAN NIELSEN He was born, 
raised, and schooled 

in the Quaker City, his father being an offi- 
cial in the Police Department. 

Father and mother came West to Cali- 
fornia for a visit and decided to remain. A 
little later, Norman followed for a visit and 
he too decided to remain. 

His first job out here was in the music 
publishing business, managing the Watter- 
son Berlin & Snyder office in San Fran- 
cisco. While promoting songs for his firm, 
he at the same time studied voice. After 
several years of that he went into comic 
opera, playing second lead in such produc- 
tions as the "Chocolate Soldier," "Irene," 
"Maytime," and the Gilbert and Sullivan 
opera. That was with Hartman and Stein- 
dorf. 

Norman's next move was to go into the 
show business for himself. He organized a 
musical stock company, managed it, pro- 
duced all of the shows, and played the juve- 
nile leads. The company played all over 
California. While stationed down in the 
San Joaquin Valley, he met Vivian Dunn, 
the young lady who later became his wife. 
But a number of things happened before 
they were married, in San Francisco, in 
February, 1929. 

Norman left musical stock because there 
was too much work in it, and too little fun. 
With the chief comic, an eccentric comedian 
named Maurice Harding, he formed a part- 
nership, and they played three seasons on 
the Orpheum circuit, Norman playing a 
straight part and doing most of the singing. 

Then, in 1928, when the theatrical busi- 
ness went into a tail -spin, the partnership 
broke up, the comedian joining another show, 

and Norman coming to San Francisco for a 
visit. The understanding was that they 
were to meet again in the fall in New York 
City. However, fate decided otherwise. He 
"tried out" on KFRC, just to obtain a little 
work before returning to New York, was 
accepted and put on the air that very night. 
He decided radio work was more to his lik- 
ing than the stage, and has been one of 
KFRC's most valued staff members ever 
since. 

1M[AURICE H. H. Joachim has joined 
the staff of KNX, Hollywood, as 
sales promotion director. In joining 

the program department of KNX, Mr. Joa- 
chim will continue to create and produce the 
splendid class of programs with which his 
name has been synonymous over a long 
period of time. 

Born in Calcutta, India, Joachim came to 
the United States from England in 1921 and 
after about two years spent as a writer and 
as a lecturer on tours which took him 
through thirty-nine states of the Union, he 
undertook his first radio venture in 1923 at 
WEAF, one of the outstanding stations of 
the nation, and a key broadcaster for NBC. 
Later Joachim was on the staffs of WJZ 
and WOR, where he continued his success- 
ful career. 

In addition to his work "behind the scenes" 
Joachim has been a featured artist of NBC 
in New York. 

He is perhaps best known on the Pacific 
Coast as the creator, writer and producer of 
such programs as 
"Vignettes in Sym- 
phony," "The Play's 
the Thing," "The 
Queen of Sheba" and 
others, not forget- 
ting "Bob and Har- 
riett." 

Prior to coming to 
the United States 
Joachim wrote and 
produced thirty-seven 
successful plays for 
the stage. Some of 
these ran in India 
and others in Lon- MAURICE JOACHIM 

don. Among the latter is "Taj Mahal," 
which enjoyed enviable success at Albert 
Hall. 

New creations of Mr. Joachim will shortly 
be heard from KNX's transmitter, an- 
nouncement of which will be made as soon 
as his schedule is arranged.

AGIRL smiled up into the face of her 
khaki -clad sweetheart and said "Good- 
bye."

Twenty minutes later, on the 
inside of a cigarette wrapper, Lee S. Rob- 
erts had finished the melody of a song which 
was to be sung, hummed and played in all 
parts of the world. 

"Smiles" was written at a time when peo- 
ple were looking for a song of cheer, but 
it has continued to appeal to the sentiments 
of every time since then. Now its gay and 
wistful tune introduces a radio program con- 
ceived and built by the man who wrote it, 
and "Sperry Smiles" entertains NBC net- 
work listeners Tuesday, Thursday and Sat- 
urday nights. Its composer appears before 
the microphone again on Sunday morning, 
in "Breakfast with Sperry," also broadcast 
through the NBC network. 

Like many another well-known San Fran- 
ciscans, Lee Roberts was born "south o' the 
slot" historically the oldest residence sec- 
tion, just one block from the birthplace of 
Governor "Sunny Jim" Rolph of California. 

Circumstances caused Roberts to quit 
school while he was still in knickerbockers. 
He went to work in a piano business house, 
where his natural ability as a pianist proved 
invaluable, and he rose rapidly. In 1910, 
he was manager of the Wurlitzer Company's 

piano department in 
Chicago, where he 
became interested in 
composing for t h e 
first time. 

His own music, like 
that he learned to 
play for prospective 
piano buyers, stays 
close to the musical 
taste of the majority. 
He believes in popu- 
lar music because of 
its appeal to so many 
who would not be 
musical at all were 

it not for the tunes they can understand. 
But the same poetry which make his touch 

on the piano so much his own that thou- 
sands of hearers recognized him when he 
once played under an assumed name over 
a radio station, creeps into his music, also.

411 questions should be put in clear, simple form, and should ask directly what is wanted. Give full 
name and address. Personal replies or diagram will be supplied for a fee of one dollar each. 

QUESTION: For some time I have won- 
dered about these points: (a) I live about 
due east of the Golden Gate, about halfway 
up the Berkeley hills. Why is it that on my 
radio, a Crosley model 54, using a bed spring 
has half again as much power? The bed 
spring has been as satisfactory as an aerial. 
(b) Just below KRE there is a station that 
completely overlaps KRE. Although the 
latter is not completely drowned out, the 
interference is very annoying. How can it be 
cut out. I've noticed it on a set with a 75 - 
foot aerial just as bad as with this. (c) To- 
day, throughout the full range of my radio, 
I heard a man giving weather conditions for 
aviators. It was not very loud, but clearly 
audible. Where did it come from?-H. B., 
Berkeley, Calif., May 23. 

ANSWER: Just because one station is 
operating at a higher power than another 
does not necessarily mean that their waves 
will reach any given point with correspond- 
ing strength. The strength of the wave for 
any location depends upon so many factors 
that it is impossible to definitely state what 
it will be a certain distance away from the 
transmitter. The chief causes for this vari- 
ance are the shielding and reflection effects. 
The amount of effects depends upon the sur- 
rounding conditions of earth and metallic 
building structures. Thus, a hill interposed 
between the broadcast station and the re- 
ceiver may materially reduce the received 
signal. A building of metallic frame will 
have the same effect. The direction of the 
receiving antenna also determines, to some 
extent, the amount of pick-up. 

At the present time a new higher power 
transmitter is being installed at KRE. This 
installation requires considerable test work 
before final adjustment. I believe your 
trouble in receiving this station without 
interference will be corrected when final ad- 
justments have been made. 

The station giving weather reports was 
probably KCV, the Department of Com- 
merce station, located close to the Oakland 

airport. This station operates on a fre- 
quency of 326 k.c. Two harmonics are, 
therefore, present in the broadcast band- 
one at 652 k.c. and the other at 972 k.c. 

Question: Some years ago all the broad- 
cast stations were listed by their wavelengths 
and the dials were graduated accordingly. 
Nowadays all receivers are using kilocycle 
markings on the dials. If possible, will you 
please give me the reason for the change and 
also the advantage of one over the other? 

James L. S., Berkeley, Calif. 
Answer: The wavelength refers to the ac- 

tual length of the wave from crest to crest 
of the radio wave traveling over the surface 
of the earth. An analogy to this is a water 
wave on a body of water. The distance from 
the top of the wave to that of the adjacent 
one is called the wavelength. The number 
of waves passing any_given point per second 
is the frequency of the waves. There is a 
very definite relation between the wavelength 
and the frequency. Thus, if we know that 
the speed of the radio wave is approximately 
186,000 miles per second and we also know 
the number of waves passing a given point 
per second, we can determine the wave- 
length by a slight computation. Thus, for 
example, if we know the frequency to be 
1,000,000 cycles per second, or 1000 kilocycles, 
and that 186,000 miles are equal to 300,000,- 
000 meters, then 300,000,000 equals 300, or, in 

1,000,000 
other words, the wavelength is 300 meters. 
So, by knowing two of the quantities, we can 
compute the third. 

The reason for the change from wave- 
length to kilocycles is only one of conveni- 
ence. By arranging the stations in kilo- 
cycles they are spaced exactly 10 kilocycles 
apart and always on a whole number, while, 
if wavelength and the same separation be- 
tween station was used, the wavelength 
would have to be stated in a whole number 
and a fraction which would cause a great 
confusion where accuracy is desired.
